In all since
the inauguration of the Union we
have paid death claims for 177 men,
and 110 women, the sum of $10,376.50.

1t is hardly possible to estimate the
good done by the Union to the  fami-
lies interested in all these cases, but
it must safely be assured that the sad
hours are somewhat brightened _by
this monetary assistance.

With reference to the work of the
year, we desire to express our appre-
ciation of the fair treatment and gen-
erous consideration given to the ques-
tion of our Union for the handling o
the sealing industry, for which w«
heartily thank the merchants inter-
ested.

We would wish also to again thank
our solicitor, Hon. M. P. Gibbs, for
his continued kindly interest in the
affairs of the Union, and for his eve-
ready response to all demands made
by us en his time and attention.

We thank the- members generally
for their kind support in all matters
pertaining to the jnterest and welfare
of the Union during the past year,
and wish the Union every prosperity
for thHe year to come.

In the last hundred years the fer-
tility of the German nation has beeu
s0 great that, in spite of the fact that
it has sent more than 6,000,000 emi-
grants to the United States and mul-
lions more to other foreign countries
it hezs increased its home population
to .64,000,000, nearly triple the num-
ber in 1800. During the same period
the population of France, which has
sent practically no emigrants abroad
has increased by less than- 50 per
cent. And, it should be remembere:l
in spite of Alsace and Lorraine, th
territory of the two nations has re-
mained practically the same—approxi-
mately 200,000 square miles each.

At present the density of populatio:
in the German empire is 303 to the
square mile. What that means may
be grasped by considering that if the
United States was as thickly popu-
lated as.Germany is at the presen®
time we should have 900,000,000 peo
ple—ten times our present population.
In other words, the present density of
population in the United States is only
thirty to the square mile.

Where and how shall the immense-
ly virile and fertile Germanic race
find a new home and a new empire
over seas? Or will it, with the great-
est army in the world at its- command
and a tremendous war fleet in th=
making, sit tight within its narrow
boundaries at home until famine and
pestilenee sap its vitality and reduce
its numbers? It may do that; it may
allow milliens of its sons to renounce
their allegiance to the fatherland, or it
may—the last terrible alternative is
the one of which the world stands iu
dread.

In the Far East the case is exactiy
the same. Japan, penned in its nar-
row islands, with nearly fifty millions
of warlike people crowded into 160,-
000 square miles of land, is already
overflowing into Corea.

1f it is possible to understand the
irresistible impulse which
drives the Japanese to seek outside
present boundaries a  less
crowded home, let it be remembered
that, if Formosa be counted with tha
other Japanese islands, the density of
population in the Island Empire is al-
most the same as in Germany.

~ GREAT KINGS.”

—The Passing of Arthur.

Now that he has passed out imto the
shadows to join the, great kings, of
whom he ‘was by no means least, many
of his subjects, both at home and
abroad, will recall him as he appeared
in life, and the head and centre of that
great Empire which he did so much to

create.
There are so many in Victoria to

whom the personality of the late King

was familiar that what follows must
not be regarded as an attempt to paint
an intimate portrait, but merely the
modest tribute of a Canadian journal-
ist whose good fortune it was last
June to meet His Majesty, and, be-
cause of the happy auspices under
which he was placed, of especially ob-
serving the Sovereign, on two unique
occasions. Both of these opportuni-
ties arose in connectign with the Im-
perial Press Conference held in Lon-

was .a delegate. So. unusual and so
lavish was the hospitality bestowed on
the colenial members that attentions
which under other circumstances
would have been regarded as almost
epoch making, were robbed, at the
time of some of their significance.
Among these must be placed the two
occasions when the members were
honored with attentions by the King.
The first of these events was social
and domestic, the other national and
military. Each emphasized the im-
mense popularity of the King, one in

Yesterday morning about 7.30 the
8 year old little daughter of Mr. Ed-
ward McGinn, fireman of the BEastern
Station, narrowly escaped being burn-

Mr. and Mrs. McGinn went to
7 o'clock Mass at the R. C. Cathedral
and left thelr daughter, Emma, with
a bright fire in the kitchen. Kitty
arose after her parents left home and
bringing a chair oppoiste the stove,
was hardly seated in it when he:
nightdress of flannelette, caught
fire and she was immediately envel-
oped in flames, and almost before her
sister .knew what had occurred. The
chiid rushed into a room off tha
kitchen, where her brother, Willie,
aged 15 years, slept. Her screans
woke him and getting out of bed tried
to tear the blazing dress from his sis-
ter. The wristband were closely
buttoned and it caught there, and as
the boy’'s hands were burning while
he held the dress he let it go, and
taking a pail of water from the kitch-
en e dashed it over his sister, thus
effectually quenching the fire.
