¢ Dear Sir,—When a note appears in
your esteemed paper from St. Joseph's
it is generally = to chronicle some
happy event, but at present the out-
look is so gloomy that it is difficult to
see the silver lining. Our staple in-
dustries, the cod and lobster fisheries,
are almost a total failure to date and
do not average one half of last year's
catch. In the spring herring had been
hard to obtain, and the caplin proved
even more  elusive then ever before.
The small catch of fish is mainly at-
tributed. to the failure of these bait
fishes to make their appearance in the
coves, where they can be semed and
taken for use as bait.

Failure of caplin to come to_ land is,
in the opinion of fishermen, due'to the
scarcity of whales, the number of
which is becoming. smaller _every
year. When whales were plentiful,
caplin -and fish abounded in the shal-
low waters; driven ‘landwards by the
monsters that preyed upon them:.

Passenger Coniplams.

Editor The Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir—Allow me space in your
valuable paper to put before the ‘pub-
lic how passengers were treated on

the Trepassey Branch of the -Reid}

Newfoundland Company's ratlway.

I happened to becoming to the city
oun the'night following Regatta night,
August 7th, 1913. At Bay Bulls Sta-
tion -was- a man,’ Ris. wife' and five
children, ‘the eldést 7% years and the
youngest 7 months.” How they were
treated it is up to -the public to say
when they read. the facts.

The passengers in question were
waiting fat the station from 6 e’clock
in the eyening until 10 o'clock’in the
night when the train arrived and: -stop-
ped for:a.'short time. The man as
soon as-the train stopped; having two
other men.to help him put abodrd his
Iuggage which gccupied a. very short
time. .He then got off to see how ,his’
wife, that had three ladies helping heér
with .the children, was gétting along,
but as he landed on the -ground fram‘
the platform the train- moved ahead.
His wife during the -time. mentioned
had just landed the fourth child in
the car- and was going ouf on the
platform: for the infant of 7 months
as the train started. Seeing that she
had not time to get the infant she
naturally became very ill, not knowing
what had happened to the child. Her
husband: spoke .to the. conductor in
charge calling his attention . to the
condition his; wife was in and en-
treated him: to stop the train ‘which by
that time was no more than-a hundred
yards from- the station. This he -re-
fused -to. do although there were two
lives in danger. - The condition of the
other children when they found the
baby had been left behind can be bet-
ter imagined than described. They
cried most piteously. at the conductor
not giving them proper notice.-
had not been for a couple of ladies
and. a gentleman. who did all thatf
was possible to console the mothar
and children it might have been very |
serious for the mother.

‘BERLIN, August 22.
Advices received at the German
Foreign Office from Nanking, indicate
impending trouble between - German
naval officérs and ‘southern = revolu-
tionaries, who threaten to bombard
the German Consulate and the Ger-
man protected cruiser Emdem. The
insurgent leader sent a letter to the
German Consulate at Nanking, in
which he declared the rebel posi-
tions. From Lion Hill he announeed
his intention of retaliating  en the
i€rman cruiser and Consulate. In
reply to the letter the Consulate de-
nied the allegations. In the mean-
time the German armoured eruiser
is speeding towards Nanking.

WASHINGTON,. August® 22.

President Wilson is to-day less op-
timistic coneerning the Mexican
situation than he has been for some
time past. The uncompromising at-
titude of Huerta on the subject of
recognition, has placed him in a tight
corner. He has decided to take Con-
gress into his confidence regarding
the views and plans of the adminis-
tration, and with this end in view is
now. preparing a special message tec
Congress, in which, it is understood.
he will make. publiec 4ll. communica-
tions that have - passed between
Washington and Mexico City.

OTTAWA, August 22.

Acting Governor Glvnn, of New
York, was in telegraphic communi-
cation with tse Minister of .Justice
and Immigration authorities  to-day.
It is understood that Glynn was told
Thaw ¢ould. not legally ' be "handed
over to the New York State authori-
ties, except by due process of extra-
dition. He was informed by the im-
migration authorities that failing
extradition they intended to send
Thaw back across the line, but not
to New York State.

BIDDEFORD, Me., Aug. 22.
A soft wind saved Biddeford from

gserious disaster when it turned back |

a forest fire which had swept to the
very outskirts of the city, despite the
efforts of eight hundred militia men,
firemen and volunteers, who - were
summoned by the riot ecall. Many
fire fighters who were hemmed  in
had narrow escapes. Thousands of
acres of land were. burned over.
There was very little standing tim-
ber on it, and the loss is inconsider-
able.

PORTLAND, JMle., August 22.

The weather bureau officials could
see no break e€arly to-day in one cf
the longest droughts in Maine since
January 1st. The deficiency in the
rainfall amounts to 8.35 inches, while
the records show the yvear has heen
200 degrees warmer than usual. The
most serious results of the proiong-
ed dry spell have been the destruc-
tion by forest fires, especially those
in south and west Maine.

LONDON, August 22.

A great tobacco war between Brit-
ish and American Companies may be-
gin in London at any moment, as the
outcome aof~the threatened invasion
of England and other European coun-
aries .by the Tobacco Products Cor-
poraticn of America. It s said the
American Corporation intends to at-
tempt to enter the English field, and
open up a depot on a large scale, in
rivalry to the Imperial Tobacco Co.

LONDON, August 22.

Business men of Belfast who know
the real situation, say the city is pre-
paring for the worst, in the event of
Home Rule passing into law. They
are insuring their property against
damage resulting from civil war, and
it is understood policies exceeding
35,000,000 have been taken out.
