IF JAPAN WOULD FIGHT RUSSIA.

JPetrograd, Nov. 28—The Retch 
prints an explanation of the. mys­
terious reference by Right Hon. A. J. 
Balfour, ex-premier of England, at 
the Guild Hall "banquet In London on 
November 10 to "pne of the most im­
pudent messages ever, addressed by 
one monarch to another.” The Retch 
says thatx on the eve of the fall of 
Tsing-Tau the Kaiser sent a înessage 
to the Mikado, in which he proposed 
to conclude peace with Japan by ac­
cepting all the conditions which the 
Mikado might be pelased to fix. But 
the German Emperor exacted one 
condition; namely, that Japan should 
attack Russia. The Mikado declined 
to accept the proposal, and added:

“That day when the last foothold 
of German culture falls in will be 
one of the most glorious in Japanese 
history.”

The Mikado concluded by telling 
the Kaiser that he had deceived him­
self enormously by thinking that Ja­
pan, like Prussia, was capable of vio­
lating treaties. The Mikado handed 
the Kaiser’s telegram and a copy of 
his reply to the British minister.

AS A MARG OF GRATITUDE.

London, Nov. 30.—The RtT Hon. 
Winston Churchill’s announcement 
that one of fifteen new battleships in' 
1915 Witf be named ‘Canada’ is Intend­
ed in recognition of what Canada is 
doing to support the Empire.

The fighting strength of .this bat 
tleship, recently acquired from Chile, 
and now called the Almirante La: 
torre, is that of a super-Dreadnought 
mounting ten 14-lnch guns firing 
shells at the rate of two per minute 
These guns are mounted-in five tur­
rets.

The vessel has also sixteen 6-inch, 
and four 3-inch -quickfirers, beside 8 
number of smaller guns, alpo four 
submerged tubes for torpedoes. She 
displaces 28,000 tons, and has a speed 
of .twenty-three knots.

This is the-fifth «hip of the British 
navy bearing the name ‘Canada.’ The 
first was launched..the same year si 
Nelson’s famous ‘Victory’—1765—in 
honor of the conquest of Canada. Two 
frigates were launched simultaneous­
ly, being-named the ‘Montreal’ and 
‘Quebec.’

BRITAIN AIDS RUSSIAN FINANCE.
LONDON, To-Day.

Britain has reached an agreement 
with the Russian Government. On a 
former consideration of a shipment of 
$40,000,000 from Russia, England will 
arrange with the Bank of England to 
discount under the guarantee of the 
British Government a further amount 
of $60,000,000 on Russian treasury 
bills. The rate of discount will be on 
the basis of the rate which Britain has 
been able to borrow1 for her own 
needs. The sum of $40,000,000 will 
be applied by Russia to providing for 
exchange for Anglo-Russian trade, and 
$60,000,000 will be used for the pur­
pose of paying coupons on Russian 
external debts which is payable in 
London and for financing Russian pur­
chases in England or where England 
is unable to supply the article re­
quired, or for orders which bave been 
placed in Canada or the States.

The News From Poland
For some days the fighting in Po­

land has been screened from the pub­
lic. Last week Petrograd, London 
and Paris told us officially that fight­
ing on a big scale was going on be­
tween the rivers Warthe and Vistula, 
and particularly along the banks of 
the Bruza, a tributary of the Vistula. 
Sensational accounts were also sent 
out from Petrograd and Warsaw of 
German corps- captured, surrounded, 
routed, breaking the Russian ring, 
which have not been confirmed from 
any official source. Both from Rus­
sian and German sources we heard 
of German re-inforcements being 
rushed up, and from the Germans 
that they had again taken the offen­
sive, and this appeared to be borne 
out by fighting taking place towards 
Lowicz, a railway junction on the 
way to Warsaw, and lying on the 
Warsaw side of a line drawn from 
Plotsk to Lodz. Last night a press 
despatch from Petrograd to the Cen­
tral News claimed a decisive victory 
for the Russians in the Lodz battles. 
It has been followed by another press 
despatch, giving similar news, with 
the sensational story of the escape of 
the Kaiser and two of his sons by 
aeroplane, and the destruction of two- 
thirds of the German forces in Po­
land. These stories force us to the 
view that these press correspondents 
are sending along rumors which are 
being noised around in the Russian 
capital. There is at the time of writ­
ing no official confirmation of these 
stories, nor is there any reference to 
the campaign in Poland in the official 
bulletin from St. Pierre, dated last 
midnight That despatch declares 
that in general there is nothing very 
important to report, although it re­
ports the capture of 991 prisoners in 
the northern part of the western bat­
tle!* field on Tuesday last. All eyes 
are, however, centred on the fight in 
Poland and about Cracow, for the re­
sult of the fighting in th,ese places 
may have a material effect in the 
campaip in the West. If the German 
and Austrian forces suffer severely 
in these operations, Germany will 
not only be unable to strengthen her 
forces in the West, but she will have 
to weaken them to make up for the 
losses in the East.

lobster Fishery.
Board of Trade Becommends a Close 

Season for Next Tear.
The members of the Board of Trade 

held a special meeting at their rooms 
yesterday afternoon to discuss the 
Lobster Fisheries in all its aspects, 
and the unanimous decision reached 
was that the catching of lobster 
should be prohibited for twelve 
months.

Mr. J. S. Munn, President of the 
Board, occupied the chair and there 
was a large attendance.

Those present who gave their views 
on the subject including President 
Munu, were: Hon. J. Harvey, Hon. W. 
C. Job, Hon. J. Anderson, Minister of 
Fisheries Piccott and Messrs. Gos­
ling, Morine, Barr, Templeton and Me 
Dougall, as well as Fisheries Inspector 
Dee who was called on to give infor­
mation as to how the lobster fishery 
generally was carried on around our 
coast. Nearly all the speakers refer­
red to the material decline in the 
fishery during recent years and it 
was considered to be due mainly to 
the catching and poaching of lobsters 
of a small size. This, it was stated, 
was notably the case in1 Fortune Bay. 
Many other reasons were advanced 
why prompt action should be taken 
for the protecton of the lobster fish­
ery. In illustrating the need of a 
close season illustrations were given 
of the small size of lobsters packed. 
In one case 64 claws had been found 
packed in a single can. Another 
factor in the situation was that owing 
to the market for our lobsters being 
closed in Germany on acount of the 
war, from ten to twelve thousand 
cases of lobsters were left on the 
market.

When the various speakers had 
finished the following resolutions 
were passed unanimously to be pre­
sented to the Lgislative Commission 
on Fisheries :—

“The Board of Trade is of opinion 
that it is desirable to close down the 
catching of Lobsters for the coming 
season 1915; and that “It is also the 
opinion of the Board of Trade that 
further legislation is required for the 
preservation of the Lobster fishery.”

A Letter With the 
Right Ring about It.

Dear Mother and Father,—I hope 
you are not worrying about us—my­
self and Joseph are well and we are 
enjoying good health. We are at 
Halifax now. The Niobe has been 
here three weeks under repairs. We 
will be going to sea again shortly 
When I was at the age of ten years, 
if I heard tell of an English man-of- 
war coming, I was sure to see her as 
quick as the next person ; I always 
longed to see one. Like most all out- 
port boys I would sooner be looking 
at a British man-of-war than eating a 
good dinner and now I have the 
privilege of forming one of her com­
pany. There is a lot to he learned, 
mother, on board a man-of-war. The 

Niobe's crew are all good fellows. 
There are 100 Newfoundlanders on 
board. We are all enjoying good 
health. While we were in Halifax 
undergoing repairs we had a message 
saying there was a German ship out­
side. In about a moment’s notice we 
were ready for action. We were just 
finishing coaling when the bugle 
sounded for action. I was washing 
myself at the time in the bathroom 
when we had orders, every man tc 
the guns, and I can tell you mother, I 
wasn’t the last to get there. We rush­
ed out of Halifax in a hurry. I didn’t 
stop to finish washing my face. Every­
man was ready and willing at a mo­
ment’s notice. Some of my chums 
have gone to the front and some more 
of them are still at home. Duty de­
mands them to be on active service. 
It is our duty to help England in this 
great struggle. Tod might ask me 
would I rather be home or to be on 
board the Niobe. I would like to see 
my father, mother sisters and bro­
thers, but still I have brains enough 
to know I am doing my duty, and I 
am glad because I am one of the Ni- 
obe’s crew. There are thousands in 
Newfoundland to-day who could be 
doing more than they are doing; men 
of my age and younger. I am not 
worrying mother and I hope you are 
not When you write to your friends 
at Grecnspond, tell them to tell the 
young men to volunteer; If they don’t 
they have no regard for their King or 
Country. Say so for me to all my 
chums. Best wishes to my brothers 
and sisters. .Tell them I will see 
them again after the war is over. My 
best regards to you, mother and fa­
ther.

The men were or
fared on the ce.. He understood the 
direction taken was S. W. Does not 
know whether the Stéphane was mov 
ing while thé men were on board, 
witnêeo - being ■ below,. It looked like 
weather when they left, but the snow 
fall was light The men were led by 
Gebrge Tuff, towards a patch of 
seals. It was not the object to go to 
the Newfoundland when the men left 
the Stephano. .Could not see tire sun 
then. Witness thought they travelled 
about half an hour before reaching 
the seals. Shortly after the storm in­
creased and it was decided to walk to 
the Newfoundland. There was no 
talk of going to-any other ship. The 
Stephano could- not he seen, nor did 
witness know her1 whereabouts then. 
He followed Sidney Jones, did not 
know where Tuff was in the crowd. 
Picked up the old path, he had no 
doubt about it being their morning 
path, nor had anybody else so far as 
he knows. Was not sure of the di­
rection after reaching the path; but 
followed it until they lost it finally. 
He heard no steamers’ whistles. The 
men were in three separate crowds 
within a radius of quarter of a mile. 
It was then very stormy, and the men 
thought they were about a mile from 
their ship. On Wednesday afternoon 
saw the Béllaventurè whose men 
were out panning seals, she was 
about three miles off. We signalled, 
but the signals were not observed. 
Arthur Mouland got nearest, about a 
mile and a half away, but she moved 
away before he could haH her.

To Dr. Lloyd, witness- said the sky 
looked closé on Tuesday morning, 
but there were no other indications 
Of a storm. When witness left he did 
not think where he might be staying 
that night. Saw two flags on the way 
out belonging to Stephano and Flori- 
zel. We knew we were going on the 
ice after getting dinner on the Ste­
phano. Got over on leee» side to the 
ice. Don’t remember seeing any flags 
pn the way back. Heard no talk of 
gong back to the Stephano, the men 
ill talked- of going to the Newfound­
land so far aS witness- heard and’he 
heard no questioning as to whether 
they would reach her. He heard oth­
ers say they heard a whistle, but wit­
ness did not hear any.

Joshua Holloway, sworn, examined 
by the Minister of Justice, belongs to 
jNewport and was a member of the 
Newfoundland’s crew last spring In 
Bungay's watch. He detailed- the 
day’s work along the same lines as 
preceding witness. The weather was 
fine when they left their ship, and 
the travelling was bad owing to heavy 
ice. Reaching the. Stephano very light 
‘soft snow was falling, the weather 
mild and wind S.E. Witness- was 
amongst the last to get on the ice 
from the. Stephano, and walked S. W. 
about a mile to a patch of seals. Bun- 
igay ordered witness to go a little 
further on, but he refused saying, the 
weather was too bad. Witness decid­
ed to walk to the Newfoundland, did 
not know the course to any other and 
thought of going to né other. Tuff 
was in charge of the whole crew. They 
started to pick up the path over 
which they came in the morning and 
reached it, following it then towards 
their ship, until the snow covered it 
up, There is no doubt about the path.

Witness thought they travelled six 
miles from where they left the seals 
until they stopped for the night. He 
heard no whistle but others said they 
had. He thought the Newfoundland 
was about two miles away when they 
stopped. About noon next day Tuff 
with others left to look for a better 
place, but witness remained. About 
five o’clock, saw a steamer said to 
be the Bellayeptore steaming about 
Tried to reach her, but did not suc­
ceed, and stayed oil the Ice until 
Thursday. Witness fell asleep on 
Wednesday might and was picked up 
next day by the Bellaventuré.

To Dr. Lloyd witness said he knew 
he was going on board the Stephano 
when they left -their ship, and thought 
they would remain on -her that night. 
Others besides witness thought this, 
some of these perished. About 10 
o’clock on Tuesday about thirty men 
turned back. Witness thinks because 
they feared bad weather. He noticed 
sun hounds around the «un which 
indicates bad weather. Hé stopped 
twice thinking to turn back. He 

with others who thought as he 
did, but they all went on afterwards. 
Saw two flags, on the way out, of the 
Stéphane. We passed close to one 
and about half a mile from the other. 
The icè was rough all the way along. 
Heard Captain Kean call out to 
hurry up and get aboard as he want­
ed to get his own men aboard before 
night, and they were about six miles 
awaÿ. There Was no talk about the 
weather amongst the crew, but any­
one could- see it was too bad to leave 
a ship to go on ice. He did not hear 
Capt. Kean say; hé wanted to get his 
men on board before the weather got 
too bad. It was witnessf own

judge accurately. Witness thought 
men should not be allowed to trust to 
other ships for safety, but be always 
able to reach their own before night, 
or a storm came on. That men. should 
not go more than three miles from 
their ship. That hauling without 
panning would be too hard for the 
men. Men can get all the hard bread 
they Want, but no meat Witness nev­
er saw mett with meat on the ice. The 
boats are good in some cases, but 
some are carried just to make the 
number. He had seen boats often fill 
with water and become useless.
Dories were the better boat.

To Judge Johnson witness said 
he had been1 «even springs to the ice, 
that the Newfoundland was jammed 
when the crew left her. He thought
four miles would not be too far to 
go from a jammed ship if he weather 
was fine, and three miles if the ship 
is in loose ice. For safety, how­
ever. three miles would be far enough 
in either case. Meat is supplied to 
the crew on board four days a week 
including "Sunday for dinner. This is 
not sufficient meat -for men whose 
work is so hard. Men should get meat 
once a day. The regular diet is hard 
bread and butter every day. The men 
do not get tea served for dinner, but 
at other meals as much as they want 
On the days when meat is not serv­
ed, hard bread and butter with tea is 
the diet at all meals. Witness 
thought fresh meat should be served 
on Sundays. The crew of the New­
foundland got corned meat (canned) 
once last spring. They had no fresh 
meat. The cooks told witness last 
spring that they had beans, but could 
not cook them. Salt fish was given 
the men who were supposed to cook 
it themselves. As to clothing, witness 
thought woolen shirts with swanskin 
drawers should be worn. That men 
should not be allowed to go to the 
ice without proper clothing. The ac­
commodation for men in wooden 
ships is very bad, they have but lit­
tle protection from wind and weath­
er, this applies to the Newfoundland. 
Witness was on the Bloodhound one 
trip with 24,000 seals. On the way to 
Harbour Grace a gale with hekavy 
sea was met The ship was like a 
floating stage, hove to, with seas 
breaking over her, the crew were all 
below except about 18. and never ex­
pected to see land again, but they got 
into Bay de Verde afterwards. There 
were no seals on deck.

Jesse Collins sworn, examined by 
the Minister of Justice said he was 
one of the Newfoundland’s crew last 
spring and was in Bungay’s watch. 
Witness told of the walk to the Ste­
phano, and that they had a mug up 
there. Did not know if she was mov­
ing while on board. Was amongst the 
last to leave her. A man came to the 
forecastle and told him to get out. 
Two or three other men got off with 
witness, their crew were perhaps 
half a mile away then, and they 
caught up to them. Heard no steamy 
ers whistle.

To Dr. Lloyd, witness said the wea­
ther was fine when they left the New­
foundland and thick with snow when 
they left the Stephano. The wind and 
snow was light Capt. Kean told the 
men to get out. Witness came 
through the disats-er farhly well, wore 
hand knit drawers and fleece shirt, 
kept moving all the time and cheer­
ing the weaker ones.

To Judge Johnson the witness 
jsaid the evidence given by the wit­
less Holloway was correct He 
ould not remepiber whether pota­

toes were served, nor could he pe­
tal ember whether fish and brews was 

erved, he thought soup was served, 
mt was not sure. We had both fresh 
md salt meat, and canned beef once. 
Joes not know that any of the crew 
ibjeeted to the food. Saw no printed 
lotices atxtait the ship.

The Commission will sit again this 
afternoon.

Made Another
Startling Find.

Concrete Bases for ArtiUery Dlscov- 
ered at Mouth of Thames.

A 
small Island which is practically part 
of the County of Essex, on the north 
side of the Thames, is the spot where 
the discovery was made.

Heligoland.
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwssh.”
Helgoland, which ta now appearing 

in print as regularly as some of the 
Class A countries, is an island in the 
North Sea about as large as some of 
the scareheads which It has inspired.

It is about forty miles from the 
mouth of the Elbe and is about four 
times as large as the Grand Central 
Station In New York. It contains 
about one hundred and sixty acres 
and consists otf a flat rock two hun­
dred feet high with a email beach be­
neath. On the rock forts, potato 
patches, Wireless stations and Zep­
pelin sheds are located, while below 
are fishing villages and bathing 
beaches. V

Heligoland has 2,500 people, which 
is a pretty fair population for a quart­
er-section farm. Some of these live 
by fishing, some by running summer 
hotels and some by raising vegetables 
and milking cows. It requires great 
skill to balance a fair-sized mich cow 
on a Heligoland farm during a high 
wind' and considerable livestock falls 
off the island during the course of a 
year.

Heligoland is regarded with great 
interest by the geologists because of 
its restless, disposition. It is the most 
unstable island in the world. Half of 
it is steadily rising higher above the 
sea, while the other half is disappear­
ing. A man might as well buy a farm 
near the Missouri River as to buy a 
lot on the sandy shores of Heligoland 
below the hill and except it to stay 
there.

The Germans have owned^ Heligo­
land below the hill and expect it to 
stay there.

The Germans have' owned Heligo­
land since 1890 and with true German 
thrift they haven’t wasted any of it. 
The space between the cabbage pat­
ches ia occupied by huge gun® and it 
is one of the most formidable forts in 
the world. It has long been an irri­
tation to England, which doesn’t enjoy 
its existence, and if the present war 
turns against Germany, Heligoland 
will probably be removed. Pulling is­
lands out of the sea has never been 
regarded as an easy job, but the Pan­
ama Canal boys would load the whole 
concern on barges and tow it to Eng­
land in six months.

Heligoland is so small that the care­
less student of Geography usually 
passes it over for a fly speck. But it 
has a history over twelve hundred 
years long. In the seventh century 
Christian missionaries converted its 
inhabitants and it has been an order­
ly and respectable community ever 
since. Let us hope no warring fleets 
get to fighting about the island. If a 
dreadnought should collide with it 
and tip it over in the haste of conflict, 
Geography would suffer a great loss.
