90 IMPRISONED SAILORS RESCUED

LLONDON, To-Day.

An armored car section under the
command of the Duke of Westminster
played a leading part in the defeat and
dispersal of the tribesmen under com-
mand of Turkish officers on the west-
ern front of Egypt by forces under
command of Major-General Peton. Af-
ter an aeroplane reconnaisance had
disclosed that Eirar had been evacu-
ated, the motorists were ordered to
push forward with reasonable bold-
ness. Ignoring the armed bedouins,
who were proceeding westward, the
motorists dashed to the enemy's.camp,
25 miles west of Sollum, says the of-
ficial ‘report issued last night on the
progress of the campaign, shooting
down the gum servers and scattering
hostile forces. Ninety shipwrecked
sailors who had landed on the Cyten-
aica coast and had been.seized by the
Senussi were rescued. The report con-
cludes that in three weeks the force
under Major General Peton has cap-
tured the hostile commander, killed or
captured about fifty per cent. of the
Turkish - subordinate commanders,
driven and scattered the remnants of
his force far beyond the enemy bor-
der and taken all his artillery and
machine guns.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
NEW YORK, To-Day.

With the slackening of the fighting
around Verdun the Russians have
started a big offensive against the Ger-
mans on the eastern front. The raid
by German seaplanes on the east coast
of England, by French airmen on
Metz. and other German towns, the
sinking of a French torpedo boat d.v-
stroyer by a submarine in the Adriatic,
the reported torpedoing of an Aus-
trian hospital ship by a Entente under-
water boat are recorded in official and
unofficial communications. Berlin
chronicles the attack in violence by
the Russians around Dreswialy Lake
and Naroca Lake, but says the Rus-
sians were repulsed with great losses.
Berlin reports the recapture of some '
ground from the British northeast of
Vermellies, in the region of La Basse,
and the driving of the French from the
position northeast of Badonville in the
Vosges. London admits the capture
by the Germans of three mine craters
at Hohenzollern redoubt, French guns
have been busy bombarding German
trefiches in Champagne and German
depots northeast of St. Mihiel. Five
French aircraft dropped bombs on
Metz ammunition depots near Chateau
Salins and on aerodrome at Dieuze,
while 23 other machines attacked the
aviation camp at Habsheim and the
freight station at Mulhausen. In the
battles of the air which followed the
Germans and French each lost four
machines. German airships attacked
the Entente Allied fleet south of Salo-
niki., but with what result Berlin does
not say. The German Admiralty offi-
cially denies that a German submar-
ine was responsible for sinking the
Dutch passenger steamer Tubantia.

PETROGRAD, To-day.

After three weeks’ suspended ac-
tivity the main Russian forces beyond
Ererum, which had been waiting for
development in the operations on the
Black Sea and Lake Van region - to
make their position secure against a
possible flank attack by the Turks,
again resumed the westward march to-
wards Sivas. Although the Russian
advance is yielding constantly prison-
ers, there is no reason to suppose the
Turks have begun to offer serious're-
sistance to their pursuers. Accord-
ing' to unofficial reports the large
number of prisoners. is accounted for
by Turkish discontent with conditions
prevailing in the Turkish army, which
resulted in the growing disposition of
soldiers to surrender. In this connec-
tion it is interesting to note that an
exceptionally high percentage of offi-
cers have been taken prisoners. Some
of them say that they were unable
longer to tolerate German control of
the army. The capture of Mamaha-
tuan bridge shows Russian forces are
within 60 miles of Ehzinjan on the
road to Sivas. Sivas will, probably,
mark the first organized resistance of
Turkish armies.

MUCH ACTIVITY IN THE AIR.

LONDON, To-day.

British Official. The enemy on
Saturday explcded mines, capturing
three craters - at Hohenzollern re-
doubt.

DROPPED IN A MOTOR CAR.

LONDON, To-day.

The first bomb dropped in Rams-
gate fell squarely in a motor car, kill-
ing the driver and setting fire to the
gasoline tank. Piecés of the bombh
flew among children on their way to
Sunday school, killing four of them.
Other bombs hit a business block, a
barber shop, and several residences.
One bomb fell through the gable of a
hospital on the floor below but no-
body was injured. The weather was
clear and the attacking machines
flew very high. A dozen bombs were
dropped 'at Dover and four persons
were killed there. One missile 'crash-
ed through the roof of an orphanage,
causing extensive damage, and _in-
juring @ nun. The children of the in-
stitution suffered no injury, having
been taken to the cellar at the first
alarm. At Deal bombs also were
dropped. Some damage was done to
property.

GREEK MINISTRY BANKRUPT.

LONDON, To-day.

The Athens correspondent of the
Daily Mail says the Greek Govern-
ment jis greatly embarrassed for
money and if they cannot raise a loan
in England or France they may be
forced to resign. The coffers are ex-
hausted by a continuance of moboli-
zation and the Government is even
nnable to pay civil :servants. There
was a disorderly scene to-day when
200 women out: ide the ministry of in-
terior, cried “Give us bread.”

ATTACKED FRONTIER VILLAGES.

HOUSEHOLD NOTES.
Any odd morsels of asparagus left
over should always be folded into an
omelet. The same thing can be done
with bits of cold boiled ham or green
peppers; only these should be minced.
A god winter dish is a parsnip stew,
made of layers of sliced raw parsnips,
potatoes and salt pork in an earthen
dish. Season with salt and pepper,
cover with broth and cook for an hour
in the oven.

A réformer is a man who insists on
peddling recipes for the millennium
to peoplé who are much more in-
térested in gold, automobiles, free
lunches and appeals to the Supreme
Court.

Reformers are more pestiferous and
uncomfortable than mosquitoes, be-
cause they work both day and night,
summer and winter, and cannot be de-
molished by a mere slap of the hand.
A man who has amassed a million dol-
lars by a nice little ward organiza-
tion, or a cozy little railroad, or a com-
fortable corner in ice, can keep mos-
quimos\and other nuisances out of his
place by means of screens and oil of
wintergreen, but the reformer creeps
in with the morning newspaper and
the monthly magazine, and stabs him
I his easy chair with everZincreasing
vigor. There is practically no anti-

One of the Last
to Leave Cape Helles.

Letter from Sergt. C. Mews to a Friend
in the City.
New Camp, Suez, Egypt,
Tuesday, Feb. 1, 191¢€.

The pargel of tobacco  and cigdr-
ettes which mocher told me you were
sending, and for which I am  more
\lm“ obliged, caume to hand on, Satur-
day in perfect condition. I gshared it
with some of the chaps in the teat
and we had a good solid Nfld. smoke.
I have smoked all' kinds of tobacco
and cigarettes since 1 came on this
iob, but none of them can compare
with the *“Old Reliable” especially
the “Gems.” There were one hun-
dred and eighty bags of parcels came
on Saturday, and it was just like
Christmas . Kve here on Saturday
night. Everyhcdy had a couple of
carcels and cakes, chocolates, cigar-
ettes, etc.,”were in abundance: 1 man-
aged to strike four out of .the bunch.
it was a pity we did not get them in
the trenches ror Xmas, but still it is
Letter late than never -and we are
baving our Xmas now. You of course
EFnow dll about the evacuation of the
Peninsula by this time, so that any
deszcription on my part would be ra-
ther stale news. I .saw the finish at
both Suvla and Cape Helles, and. at
Capce Helles had the honor of being
one of the last party to leave. The
last of our battalion left on Friday,
but an officer, a sergeant, a corpor-
al and 22 men had to remain behind
to act as guides on the last night Sat-
urday, and I happened to be the ser-
geant who was detailed for the job
Our duty was to guide troops to the
neach and make sure that each unit
went to its proper pier so as to avoid
any confusion. After the last troeps
frem the firing line had got aboard
the rear-guard who had been holding
the last line of defence moved aboard
and we followed. Qur job was not
finished until the last  troops were
aboard, so that we - were the Ilast
troops to leave tlie Peninsula. It was
rather an anxious time for all, but
cverything went smoothly angd we just
shells. A
few pitched uncomfortably near some
of our chaps as they were going back
had
noody hit. It was mnot until the
stores which had previously been
lighted had blazed up and the maga-
zines exploded that the Turks realized
vhat was up uud started to shell in
carnest; but it 'was too late then as
the last British soldier had shaken
the dust of Gallipoli off his feet and
was darn glad of it.

We went from Helles to Imbros and
from there to Mudros, on H.M.3.
Mars, where we rejoined the battal-
ion and came on here, via Alexandria.
We are now camped about twenty
minutes walk from Suez out in the
desert and our one desire is that the
sands of the desert would grow cold.
The real hot weather has not startel
yet but in the middle of the day it is
quite hot enough for us.” Kindly re-
member me to Jack when next you
write. According to present arrange-
ments we shall be in France in a
couple of moncths. We are here now
to ‘get a rest and clean-up and inci-
dentally to be at hand in ecase of aa
ettack on the Canal. If the Turks
con't attack this month they won’t
be able to arter on account of sand
storms and other difficulties, and we
shall then go to England prepardtory
to going to France.
