Magistrates.

Requests are constantly being sent to the Board 
of Health by Outport Magistrates for instructions in 
dealing with the influenza epidemic. The following 
pointe are to be noted:—

1. The disease is highly contagions.
2. It is spread very largely by contact one with 

anothèr.
3. It is advisable to prohibit any unnecessary 

gathering of people about stores, street corners, etc.
4 Close schools, churches, theatres, etc., if there 

is any indication of spread of disease.
5. Avoid a panic, but take this thing seriously 

and co-operate with the doctors, following strictly the 
advice given.

6. Good ventilation is very important—therefore 
admit sunlight and fresh air as much as possible.

7. Do not allow the patient to spit, and when 
coughing cover the mouth.

8. Never neglect the precaution of washing the 
hands before eating or after contact with a sick person.

I waited at Hum­
bermouth till next morning and then 
went west as a passenger. The track 
was cleared during the night under 
direction of Mr. Jos. Keefe. At 9.30 
the express left for Port aux Basques 
with the passengers except the injur­
ed.

Thrift Epidemic “ Flu Worth,Worth
The Executive Council met the Com­

mittee appointed by the doctors yes­
terday morning, and made arrange­
ments for the hospital accommodation 
of the influenza patients. The Sea­
men’s Home was taken over and with 
the co-operation of Dr. Grieve and 
Mr. Jones things were speedily put In 
shape, so that by the afternoon Dr. 
Campbell had half a dozen seamen re­
moved from the ships in the harbor 
and comfortably housed under the 
care of a trained nurse. The prompt 
action of the Executive is a matter of 
great satisfaction to the doctors. Half 
the anxiety regarding the epidemic is 
removed when comfortable accommo­
dation has been provided, and the 
ships can be disinfected and allowed 
to continue their voyage after the sick 
ones have been landed. Reports are 
coming in from all parts of the Do­
minion, and it is evident that a wide­
spread epidemic has come upon us 
very suddenly. One death is reported 
from New Melbourne, thee deaths 
have occurred at Exploits, and one at 
Fortune Harbor.

Juvenile Inebriates.
Yesterday morning before the Bar 

Of the Police Court stood two sisters, 
agéd twelve and fourteen years, re­
spectively, the charge against them 
being that of “drunk and disorderly.” 
These children were arrested on Sat­
urday night by the police and were 
kept in the police station from that 
time until they were brought before 
the Court. As a matter of fact there 
Was no other place in which they 
could be detained. On- reading such 
an item of news in the daily press, 
one is impelled to ask “Where are we 
and whither tending?” That infants 
iB this virtuous, city, of St. John’s can 
procure for cootatilpttdn1 Elfe vile con­
coctions which are being retailed over 
th# counters of supposedly legitimate 
Stores, and which have the effect of 
destroying both body and soul is a 
striking commentary on both mor­
als and righteousness, and induces 
the natural question, Did they pur­
chase the stuff themselves or did soma 
Scoundrel “stand treaty and having 
got his victims in a state of intoxica 
tion, debauched them and decanjped? 
This is a question which will tear in­
vestigation, and we trust that inter­
ested parties will take the case of 
these young girls up and cause a strict 
probe into the whole circumstances 
Surrounding this matter. Fortunately 
the scene at the Court on Monday 
was one never before witnessed in this 
town. But'what is to prevent its be­
coming of frequent recurrence, unless 
drastic measures are taken by the 
authorities to pq$,down at once the 
illegal and promiscuous sale of pre­
parations containing alcohol. And 
again, if any man, is involved in con­
nection with the case in question, he 
Should be found and punishment com­
mensurate with his crime meted out 
to him: punishment of such a nature 
that will deter others from repeating 
the Offence. Under the law it is penal 
to sell cigarettes to a minor. Is there 
no law making It a similar offence to 
sell infants of the female sex, Intoxi­
cants? Which, in Heaven’s name, is 
the greatest crime, the destruction of 
youthful virtue by doping girls with 
Florida Water and like preparations, 
or selling cigarettes to a boy under 
legal age? There Is no comparison, 
and if there is no law making the for­
mer a punishable act, steps should be 
taken to have one framed as speedily 
as possible. But we think that there 
would be no criticism of any judicial 
officer who Imposed legal punishment 
on the persons who sold these little 
little girls the stuff which brought 
about their downfall. It these persons 
were found and brought before him. 
Rather- would that magistrate be 
commended for his action. It Is high 
time for something to be done The 
pathos of Monday morning’s scene In 
the Police Court was moat appefiHhg 
to sympathetic humanity, and mofe 
marked was it when one cf the juven­
ile offenders broke down utterly and 
leaning on the bar rail sobbed as If 
her heart would break. Even the 
most hardened court room habitue was 
touched. We hope that this is the last 
time that ever a like scene wül be 
Witnessed in St John’s, and we also 
hope that something will be done to 
apprehend the person or persons who 
dispensed, sold or gave the intoxi­
cants to these children. If It Was 
done for any vile purpose, swift pun­
ishment must be meted out to the per­
petrator. if sold in the ordinary way. 
the seller should be haled before the 
bench and severely reprimanded, if 
hot fined or imprisoned. There Is an 
opportunity for some of the Girls’ So­
cieties, to enquire Into the conditions 
of the errant children of SL x John’s, 
Including the two whose case has 
been remanded? The fair fame and 
good name of the city must not be be­
smirched with such happenings, nei­
ther must the growing mothers of the 
race bo subjected to the temptations 
which are dally on the increase. Social 
evils must be dealt with effectively 
and promptly, otherwise the cancer of 
Immorality will grpw beyond cure.

was President Wilson’s word to the 
world that he had no thought of stop­
ping the fighting at this stage. The 
Senate chamber rang with the ap 
plause of Senators as the President’s 
answer was read a few minutes after 
it had been Enounced at the State 
department. Senator Lodge, the Presi­
dent’s chief critic in his course until 
to-day issued a statement expressing 
his gratification at the President's de­
cision. Opinion at the capital and 
throughout official Washington was 
unanimously in approval. The official 
note which will convey the Paesident's 
decision to the German government 
and more important to the German 
people was delivered to-day by Sec 
retary Lansing to tho Charge of the 
Swiss Legation who has been acting 
as the intermediary. It was given out 
publicly by Mr. Lansing at the State 
department at six o’clock this even­
ing. Those who contend the Presi­
dent’s decision arranges the situation 
for something more than uncondition­
al base it on the argument that he has

now passed the stage where he might 
have accepted a surrender of the Ger­
man military and naval forces, and 
left tho Hohenzollertl on this throne. 
Mr. Wilson, according to this view has 
now finally informed the German, peo­
ple that if they want peace they can 
only attain it by getting rid of the 
Kaiser and hie system.

BEAUTIFUL TEETH.
My readers are urged to care for 

their teeth as they would for precious 
pearls, not only for the sake of per­
sonal appearance but for the sake of 
their health. The cause of most weak 
stomachs is bad teeth. When the 
teeth are decayed and sensitive it is 
almost impossible to chew food pro­
perly. You should brush your teeth 
after every meal, and use dental floss 
to go into the crevlcs. Once a day is 
sufficient to use paste. In brushing 
the teeth you should first brush 
lengthwise in the ordinary way and 
then with the teeth closed scrub well 
up and down into the gums.

From there pass on to the inside of 
the teeth, brushing thoroughly the in­
ner part of the upper and lower front 
teeth. When they have,been cleaned, 
this way, hold the brush upright in 
your hand and, with the jaws open, 
brush up and down the grain of the 
teeth. In the morning the tongue and 
gums should be given a thorougn 
cleaning with a special paste.

After each meal when the teeth have 
been brushed, run a piece of dental 
floss between each two teeth. If you 
are away from homo or in an office 
have an extra tooth brush and a piece 
of dental floss with you to be used 
after lunch everyday. For sanitar' 
reasons it is best to invest in a ney 
toothbrush every six weeks. Once a 
week pour a stream of boiling water 
over the bristles to cleanse them.

AUSTRIAN PREMIER RESIGNS.
BASEL, Oct 14.

Vienna afternoon newspapers an­
nounce that the Austrian Emperor has 
accepted the resignation of Baron Von 
Hussarek, the Austrian Premier, and 
requested Count Silva Tarouca, Minis­
ter of Agriculture, to form a new 
Ministry. This news has not been con­
firmed officially.

OFFICIAL STATEMENT.
LONDON, Oct 14.

The text of the official statement 
Issued to the war office to-night rela­
tive to the offensive In Belgium fol­
lows: The Flanders group of armies, 
under the King of Belgium, attacked 
at 6,*6 o’clock this morning. The sec­
ond British army advanced about 
four and a half miles in the direction 
of Courtral, capturing the important 
villages of Ledeghem and Moorselle, 
and reaching the northern outskirts of 
Menin. The Belgian army advanced 
also nearly five miles toward Thour- 
out and captured the villages of Imo- 
ghen, Zumboke, Cortemarck and 
Handsaeme. The French army at­
tacked with the Belgian troops on 
both flanks and occupied Roellers, as 
well as the villages of Devren, 
Hoogledegits and St. Josephs They 
also captured the plateau of Glta- 
hooglede and Glbbetts. The prisoners 
counted exceed 8,000, thirty-three 
hundred were taken by the Belgians, 
2,600 by the French and 2,000 by the 
British. The exact number of guns 
taken is unknown, but six complete 
batteries with their teams were cap­
tured, just as they were about to with­
draw. The British, Belgian and 
French aviators played a great part 
in the battle. They bombed enemy 
concentrations and trains, and fired 
their machine guns on infantry. Brit­
ish monitors also assisted materially 
In the operations.

EXPLOSION IN TRENTON.
TRENTON, Ont. Oct 16.

With not a single fatality so far a* 
at present known, all the manufactur­
ing portion of the British chemical 
works, except the smokeless powder, 
was destroyed hr fire and explosions, 
between 7.30 last mght and 6.30 this 
morning. Practically all the glass in 
the portide of the town adjacent to

THE AMERICAN ÀXR. |
WITH THE AMERICAN ARMY 

NORTH WEST OF VERDUN, Mon ­
day, Oct 14.—From west of the Mense, 
to the vicinity of Orandpre, American 
forces chopped a serlee of fresh not­
ches in the German line to-day. They 
kept their swinging blows at the en­
emy from early this morning until 
late this afternoon. While the Ger­
mans resisted with grim determin­
ation, their decision to hold till the 
last the portion of the line before the 
Americans, may open the way to swift 
disaster. Although the action extend­
ed to thé eastward bank of the Meuse, 
the most savage fighting took place 
about Romagne, and to the westward, 
where the enemy is striving to main­
tain that section of the Kriemhild line 
running northwostly from Romagne. 
The battle has been In and over the 
wire entanglements before this defen­
sive position and hanging on the wire 
to-night are Germans whose equip­
ment bears evidence that another 
fresh division has been brought up to 
meet the steady pressure of the Ameri­
cans. Heavy clouds and rain prevent­
ed airmen from giving material as­
sistance during the attack hut in spite 
of the drizzzle, several flying craft did 
get over the line late in the day, and 
contributed somewhat to the success 
of the advance, notwithstanding the 
low visibility. The artillery of the 
Germans made a liberal use of gas 
shells in their defensive and both mus­
tard and lethal shells were hurled 
out.. But the Americans were net 
seriously hampered In their general 
operations.

A SHAKE UP.
LONDON, Oct 15.

Dispatches from Holland report 
there is a probability of a turnover 
in the German Chancellorship. The 
Berlin National Zeltung prints a re­
port of a meeting held on Saturday 
by an inter-party committee, at which 
discussion turned to the letter Prince 
Maximilian wrote to Prince Alexan­
der of Hohenlohe, revealing a mark­
edly different attitude to political af­
fairs from that proposed in his re­
cent address before the Reichstag. 
The committee, according to the 
newspaper, recognised the situation 
produced by the publication of the 
letter, rendered Prince Maximilian’s 
retention doubtful. Rotterdam re­
ports to the Telegraph that Prince 
Max’s resignation Is probable and 
that his probable successor will be 
Dr. W. S.. Solff, the new Foreign Min­
ister, or Philip Scheidmann, Secre­
tary of State without portfolio. The 
correspondent attributes to this de­
velopment the Imminent abdication of 
the Kaiser.

ROLLERS CAPTURED.
PARIS. Oct 14.

Ronlers has been taken by the Al­
lies. This city before the war num­
bered 25,000 Inhabitants, and is the 
first important Belgian town from 
which the Germanshave been driven. 
This morning on the anniversary of 
the Battle of Jena, which was fought 
October 14, 1806, the battle flamed up 
along the Flanders front and the first 
day’s progress gives reason for high 
hope. Under the command of King 
Albert ot Belgium, the British, Belgi­
an and French armies attacked at 5.35 
o’clock. There was no artillery pre­
paration but the troops advanced uw- 
der cover of a creeping curtain of fire 
of extreme power. Following the 
gales which have been blowing for 
several days, :he weather turned fine, 
and the troops progresse! methodical­
ly, and in a roost satisfactory manner. 
Machine gun nests wore forced tv sur­
render one after another, and at six 
o’clock to-night the advance amounted 
to four miles in the direction ot Cour­
tral for the British, four miles to­
wards Thielt for the French, and two 
and a half miles In the direction ot 
Thcurout for the Belgians. To the 
French in the centre ot the line tell 
the honor ot the capture of the City ot 
Roulers. and the plateau covering It 
Nearly 10,600 prisoners have already 
been counted. German reserves 
which attempted to hurry np to the 
trout line, did not escape the keen 
eyes ot the Allied aviators and gun­
ners. One troop train waa cut in 
two by shells. Two of the occupants 
Jumped out and they were met by 
scattering machine gun fire from Al­
lied aviators. Tho British Navy and 
coast artillery did excellent work in 
co-operation with the advancing In­
fantry.

Fighting
Hun Drugs.

As these grew scarcer—for the hos­
pitals needed drugs in greater quanti- 

‘ ties than were ever required before— 
prices rose and rose.

Meantime, however, our chemists 
were busy. They had first to make 
the intermediates, then to extract from 
these the so-called synthetic drn$s.

To give one proof of their success, 
phenacetin, the rise in the price of 
which We have related, began to tall 
last year, and on January 1st, 1918, 
bad come down from ninety-two shil­
lings and sixpence to thirty-five shil­
lings per pound.

Just as British dyes have taken the 
place of German, so British drugs have 
pusted Hun products. We are now 
making ‘'Salvarsan."- Which, before the 
war, was a German monopoly. It Is 
made in the Wellcome laboratories un­
der the name ot “Kharsivan” and this 
was the first licence granted lit this 
country, after the outbreak of war, for 
working a German patent. The Gor­
mans were furious.

It has often been said that, before 
the war, we depended upon Germany 
for all our drugs. This is quite a mis­
take. The alkaloids which are ex­
tracted from vegetable substance: 
such as foxglove, the calabar bean and 
ipecacuanha have always been mare 
In England.—Pearsons’ Weekly.

How Gough’s 
Army Fought.

(By Major Cushman A. Rice, U.S-A, 
in Leslie’s Magazine.)

“Then I was with the British Fifth 
Army, and I’ll tell you why they 
didn’t hold against the Huns—they 
simply couldn’t They were out­
ranged and outnumbered cruelly. 
Never In my life did I see such hero­
ism and gallantry displayed against 
frightful odds as by those men, add 
if they didn’t fight then there never 
was any fighting anywhere upon the 
face of the earth. Attacked by a 
tremendously superior German force, 
they lost almost all ot their artillery 
of any weight the first day, but stuck 
on the Somme line until almost an­
nihilated. For every Inch of ground 
they gained the Huns paid the high­
est price In men, and I could tell five 
hundred instances in which the Brit­
ish battlers proved to be magnificent 
heroes. I saw a captain who was In 
charge of a battery ot stx-lnch howitz­
ers have a hand shot away. He stopped 
fighting only long enough to have 
temporary dressing, and then return­
ed to his post and assisted his men In 
removing the guns. He was killed 
the next day. I was with a ma­
chine gun cotppany until all but 
three of the men bad been killed or 
Incapacitated. I told them that I 
was going to fall back, and ùrged 
them to do likewise. The leader, a 
little Lancashire sergeant, answer­
ed:—"No, the Boches haa chased us 
far enough. Here we stick.’ And 
they stuck and were killed to the 
last man. And these Canadian units. 
Man, I simply can't tell you how they 
fought against odds for five days and 
six nights, going back only inch by 
inch. One British divison of 
ten thousand men, sent to replenisn 
the line, fought continuously for 
three days and nlghte. A roll call 
then showed 916 left And still 
there are those who aak If the British 
ran away . No, a thousand times no. 
With comparatively few reserves 
they hnug on. They were sacrificed, 
but It was their duty to stay, and they 
did it Too much cannot be said In 
praise of the Fifth Army, for It saved 
the day and prevented the Hnns from 
breaking through to Abbeville until 
the French came up.'

Undaunted Hunt gave chase down 
Gottingen street, and although wound­
ed in the hand, picked up a large fock 
and threw it after the fugutive. This 
rock hit her in the side and slackened 
her pace somewhat. Attracted by the 
shooting Policeman James Madton- 
ald, of the city police, and two mili­
tary policemen patrolling Ôottthgea 
street, gave chase and succeeded in 
capturing the prisoner on Cttnarl 
Street.

She was taken to the Pdll<è-, Sta­
tion and questioned by Detective Ken­
nedy, but refused to talk, not even giv­
ing her name. Shortly after noon It 
was discovered that the prisoner was 
a woman and was masquerading in * 
military uniform.
