For instance, the packmg
house in which-I am a member, ships
the fruit produced by its entire mem-
bership in eight pools for the season,
or four pools of Navels within the
months from Dec. to. May, and four
pools Valentias from May to Dec. As
each pool‘ is sold, and the returns
come in, each “shipper receives
share of the proceeds in propornon 1o
the quantity and quality of fruit -ship-
ped by him in that pool. ‘Members
are not actually compelled to ship in
every pool. If they think they strike
a better market condition by holdiug
over,-they may do so, but I think few
do so. There are other Packing
houses whp ship their fruit in one
pool. Meanwhilé, the picking and
marketing is going on all the year,
and thé members may receive irreg-
ular payments until the Teturns come
in- for the entire pool, when the bal-
ance is paid to its members.

the returns of each grower. District
exchanges, which consist of a number
of local exchanges or packing houses,
employ salesmen whose duty it is to
get the‘best prices they can through
various salesmen located in the, big
market centres. Fruit is_sold in car
lots, F.O.B., and ‘at auction, in the
larger cities. No fruit is- paid for at
the time of delivery to the packing
houses.

HOCH DER KAISER—NEIN,

(Jan, 27th, 1017)

Just south of Lesboeuf and within
sight of the main road from Bapaume
to Peronne there lay a heap of brick
dust which our trench map told us was
the village of Morval. The battle of
the Bomme was dying of exhaustion
but it still had a few kicks left which
eventually forced the Hun to with-
draw to his prepared Hindenberg line.
The honour and pleasure of adminis-
tering one of those kicks was given to
the 29th, and the particular part of
the Hun anatomy selected was Morval.
We had spent Christmas out of the
line in the area behind Amiens in the
village of Camps en Amienois, where
traces in the shape of Caribou badges
and familiar Newfoundland names
may still be found. The whole division
was full of mischief, from its General
down to its Canteen assistant, and
what more opportune day could pre-
sent itself than the Kaiser’s birthday,
January 27th.

PREPARATIONS.

I battle post was at
“Bull Trench” on the “Hog's Back.”
During the afternoon I wended my
weary way from Carnoy Camp along
the road to Ginchy Corner. This was
by no means a health resort, but
knowing that an Irish doctor was in
charge of an Aid Post about 30 yards
from the corner I was assured of a
“Cead Mile Failte,” When I arrived
preparations were in progress for the
reception of the wounded. Blankets
were stored, oil stoves burning to heat
the shelter and bring life back to
numbed limbs and bodies, hypodermic
and auti-tetanus syringes were tested,
sterilizing trays with their assortment
of knives, scalpals, saws, etc., placed
to hand, while arranged in piles were
splints, bandages, and all the par-
aphernalia of an Advanced Dressing
Station. About 10 p.m. four
other doctors arrived, one of whom
was in charge of 120. stretcher bear-
ers. These were all given hot tea,
food, and some “medical comfort” be-
fore turning in for a few hours rest.
A GUN FOR EVERY TEN YARDS.
About 4.30 I was shaken up and told
to get ready, gulped down some hot
tea, filled my pockets with  dog bis-
cuits, and got out on the road to find
the stretcher bearers and their officer '
ready to move off. During:the night
some half a dozen Daimler and Ford
ambulances had arrived and sought
shelter under a protecting bank. Their
engines were now humming in readi-
ness to move off with a freight or shift
in case of shelling. The signal was
given and we moved off, cigarettes
and pipes aglow. Almost. at once we
entered on the “Duckboard Walk” so
well known to hundreds of thousands
in all parts of the Empire, We Meard
the familiar cries passéd from front
to rear—'mind the wire,” “step up,”,
‘“step down,” etc, and from rear to
front the same old cry of “step short
in front.” It was a fine crisp morning.
The ground was covered with snow
and the stars were twinkling in the
heavens. It had been freezing very
hard for several weeks, and the frost
had entered the ground about four
foet. This had made it easy to move
the guns into position for the attack,
and they were so numerous, that we .
had a gun for every ten yards of
trench to be attacked, All was quiet
and serene, not a gun could be heard
for miles on either side of the duck-
boards, when suddenly a “75,” about
two hundred yards on our right, bark- -

. ed like a crackie, but no sooner had

the flash died and left us again in ;

' enormous’

tion again by a big howitzer which
was only a few yards from the duck-
boards, and which up to then had re-
mained silent, With a bark and a roar
that beggars description, this huge
dog of war let us know his position
and we needed no other invitation to
move on,

INFERNO LET LOOSE.

As I topped the “Hog's Back” I shall
never forget the sight. For miles on
either side of us, guns were flashing
as fast as their crews could ram home
the shell cases and close the breeches.
In front we could see the bursting of
those shells and the streams of Verey
lights breaking in a sky, intermingling

here and there with the coloured
S. 0. S’'s of the Hun, the golden
showers. from our own - men telling!
their HQ. that the firet objective had |

been captured. while other coloured : .
! sat down without saying a word. The

lights told our artillery to lengthen
range. Then a momentary lull while !
gunners were readjusting sights and
lengthening range, and the music be-
gan all over again, One of the first
thoughts that came to my mind was—
“What would my old friend, Phil Han- |
lews give to be here?” |

BRINGING THEXM IN,

By this time I had reached “Bull
Trench” which was my post for a few
hours. This was to be the Advanced
Dressing Station where the walking
wounded would be ten@2d, and where
the Regimental stretcher bearers
would bring those who were more
seriously wounded. It consisted of a
hole in the ground of 5 ft. deep, 12 ft.
wide, 18 ft. long, and was covered
with a tarpaulin. After making things
as. ship shape as we could, and no

i

wounded coming in, we started off to'

look things up. Nor had we far to go
before we met a Tommy with a pickel-
hauben on the end of his bayonet, an
iron cross on his chest and a wide
smile on a very pleased, if somewhat
grimy .countenance. Behind him

i streamed in single file, with here and

there an . inquisitive Tommy, a line
of about 250 assorted Huns. This was
enough for us, we knew how things
were going, so returned to our post,

had some more dog biscuits and a cup
of tea out of the hot food containers,
and were now ready for several hours
hard work.
WALKERS, LIMPERS
AND STRETCHERS,
We had not long to wait,
First came the “‘cushy” wounds, fel-
lows running as hard as they could
with their arms, hands or scalps
streaming with blood, but who would
hardly wait to have the bleeding stop-
ped, wishing to be off to catch the
first train to take them back to “dear
old Blighty.” Then came the “limpers,”
those who were more badly hit, but
were able to get along without the aid
of stretcher bearers.

to other cases. Suddenly I saw him
sway, and going to his aid I found his
arm had been completely shattered,
and was bleeding profusely. T - gave
him some zrandy which revived him
and he assured me that he was quite
alright.

down by stretcher bearers. After the
“limpers” came the “stretcher” cases.
Sometimes they were merry and
bright, enjoying a fag, and only winc-
irg when a broken leg got a knock or
jar; other times they were in agony
or unconscious. Sometimes, this ride
to the A.D.S. was their last; and their
bodies lay outside covered with a
blanket awaiting the burial party.
