AVER-SWORDFISHERY BELOW 
AGE.

LOUISBURG, N.S., Sept. 7.
Swordfishing this year will be much 

below the average of other years ac­
cording to a number of local fisher­
men. The fleet of small boats engage'd 
in this business is smaller than last 
year by forty or fifty said, many of 
the craft having quit on account of 
unfavourable weather that prevailed 
throughout August.

GERMAN PROCLAMATION NOT AC­
CEPTABLE TO FRANCE.

GENEVA, Sept. 6.
Prime Minister MacDonald, of 

Great Britain, Premier Herriot of 
France, and Premier Thcunis, of Bel­
gium, to-day received a letter from 
Chancellor Marx, of Germany, declar­
ing he felt obliged to- publish im­
mediately the proclamation of Ger­
many refusing any responsibility for 
having caused the world war. Chan­
cellor Marx added that publication of 
the proclamation which retracts Ger­
many’s admission of war guilt was de­
ferred to avoid hindering the negotia­
tions at the recent International Con­
ference in London, but that it would 
lead to a change in the policy of Ger­
many regarding the agreements sign­
ed in London. As soon as he received 
the letter Premier Herriot made 
known to the German Government 
that the letter made a bad Impression 
upon him and indicated the probable 
unfortunate sonsequences the publica­
tion would have in connection with 
the attitude of the French Govern­
ment.

40,000 GATHER TO WELCOME U. 
n AIRMEN.

BOSTON, Sept. 6.
Fog and thick weather that rolled 

up along the Maine Coast brought 
about an unexpected landing by the 
United States world encircling Army 
aviators at Mere Point, nepr Bruns­
wick, Maine, to-day, while à crowd of 
nearly 40,000 persons awaited them 
at Boston Airport. Reaching main­
land of United States, after an ab­
sence of nearly five months in wh ch 
they had practically completed the 
circumnavigation of the world, the air 
fliers received by telephone congratu­
lations of high Army officials who had 
gathered here to meêt them.

FLIERS AT BOSTON.
BOSTON, Sept. 7.

The army airmen who have o»ly to 
cross this continent to complete their 
flight round the world, by working 
from sun up to sun down had their 
planes on wheels again to-night for 
the short hop to New York to-morrow.

CANADIAN SENATOR SPEAKS., 
GENEVA, Sept. 7.

Hon. R. Dandurand, speaking be­
fore the Assembly of the League of 
Nations Saturday, said Canada was 
delighted at the recementing of the 
Entente Cordiale. The Canadian re­
presentative told of the anxiety caus­
ed in Canada during the past three 
years by the unsettled state of Anglo- 
French relations, and asserted the 
Dominion was delighted by the work 
of Mr MacDonald and M. Herriot in 
bringing about closer relations be­
tween Great Britain and France.

JAP SUBJECTS KILLED BY CHIN­
ESE.

TOKIO, Sept. 6.
Several Formosans of Japanese nat­

ionality have been killed by Chinese 
soldiers at Amoy, China, according to 
newspaper despatches from the Chin­
ese city. It is said that the men were 
killed during disorders in connection 
with civil war In china. The Japan­
ese Naval Department has despatched 
four destroyers from Pescadores Is­
land, near Formosa, to Amoy, to pro­
tect Japanese subjects.

PRESSMEN PERSECUTE THE 
PRINCE.

LONDON, Sept. 6.
The press is in danger of becoming 

a public nuisance because of the scan­
dalous way in which the Prince of 
Wales has been pursued almost into 
his own bathroom by cameramen. Oc- 
culius, a writer in the Weekly Review 
says. The Prince, the writer declares, 
is a public character, but he Is en­
titled to his privacy and to his priv­
ate friendships just as the rest of us 
are. This applies also to the King and 
Queen* and Princess Mary, whp Gin 
hardly move out of doore without 
finding themselves in the next day’s 
picture papers. On official functions 
this is well enough, but when private 
visits are concerned this is an out­
rage.

FRANCE’S MOMENTOUS DECLAR­
ATION.

GENEVA, Sept. 6.
Great events which in League of 

Nations circles it is firmly believed 
are destined to affect the future of the 
world, occurred at to-day’» session 
of the Assembly of the League. France 
joined Great Britain in pledging sup­
port for the principle of compulsory 
erbitation and though her Premier 
M. Herriot removed the doubts of 
those who feared that France would 
hesitate to weaken her force as_ a 
great continental military power.

ARTILLERY BROUGHT INTO 
ACTION.
SHANGHAI, Sept. 6.

General Chi Shteh-Yuan, the Kiang- 
bu leader, continued to-day to throw 
his strength against the right wing of 
the Chekiang army, the self-styled de­
fenders of Shanghai, which rests on 
the estuary of Yangtze River at the 
little town of Ltuho, West of Woosung, 
the other anchorage for Shanghai. 
His immediate objective is believed to 
be Woosung where he hopes to secure 
assistance from warships for his ad­
vance up Shangpoo to Shanghai. He 

' failed to make any headway there yes­
terday despite the use of artillery 
which both sides have novr brought 
Into action, and again to-day was be­
ing held according to the headquar­
ters staff of the Chekiang Army.

GERMANY'S ADMISSION TO THF.
LEAGUE TO BE CONSIDERED.

GENEVA, Sept. 6.
Definite development of the ques­

tion of Germany’s admission to the 
League of Nations is expected before 
the adjournment of the Assembly. 
Some of the delegations, including the 
British, favor an Initative by the As­
sembly to get Germany into the Lea­
gue.

HARD RATIONS.
SHANGHAI, Sept. 6.

A despatch from Lieuho, 20 miles 
from here, states that the Kiangsu 
troops of General Chi Hsichyuan are 
attempting an encivc’.irg movement, 
and that there was intermittent fight­
ing there this morning. No trenches 
have been dug and the ijldiers are 
hold ng their positions behind natural 
mounds, graves, or anything that of­
fers the slightest protection. Many 
of these warriors fire into the air in­
stead of firing at the enemy. They are 
fed mostly on worm eaten biscuits or 
bread and tinned meats.

DISCUSSION ON DISARMAMENTS 
ENDS TO-NIGHT.

GENEVA, _Sept. 6.
The debate in the League of Nat­

ions Assembly on the reduction of 
armaments Is expected to come to an 
end to-night when the whole series of 
questions touching on the subject will 
be referred to the Assembly Commis­
sions. Six speakers are scheduled for 
addresses at to-day’s sessions, com­
pleting the debate begun by the Brit­
ish and French Premiers and furthered 
by ex-Premier Slandra, of Italy, Pre­
mier Theunis of Belgium and others. 
Its keynote ie the establishment of 
compulsory arbitration In disputes be­
tween nations, as the most effective 
safeguard for the maintenance of 
world peace. Some students of inter­
national policies profess to see a hope­
lessly irréconciliable position between 
England and France despite their ac­
ceptance of obligatory arbitration, be­
cause of England's loathness to com­
mit herself to engaging military pen­
alties, and France’s insistence thSt ar­
bitration must be accompanied by mil­
itary sanctions. The French state­
ments in Geneva are optimistic.

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A Children’s Hospital
IS AN URGENT NECESSITY.

During the past week the 
tragic story has been told in 
figures that do not lie of the 
havoc wrought among our 
babies by the dread diseases 
with which the community is 
scourged during the warm sum­
mer months. Daily the toll is 
being added to, and since Sep­
tember came in not less than 
eight additional families havq, 
had to mourn the loss of a little 
child.

Matters have passed beyond 
the stage of press criticism and 
it is now high time for the Muni­
cipal and Health authorities to 
bestir themselves into action. It 
is futile to say that their hands 
are tied because of lack of funds. 
What of the thousands of dol­
lars in city taxes that have 
never been collected chiefly be­
cause no City Council has been 
courageous enough to demand 
payment and to enforce their de­
mands by legal action ? Surely 
they know that they will have 
the fullest support from the 
great majority of the taxpayers 
in whatever course they adopt 
to make the delinquents pay.

The health of the city is the 
first claim on the Council, "but 
yet in perusing the report of 
their weekly meeting we have 
searched in vain for any refer­
ence to the startling mortality 
record issued by the Registrar 
General and fully commented 
upon by the city press. If they 
are unaware of the dreadful con­
ditions v’hich exist in the back 
streets and in some of the tene­
ments even on such thorough­
fares as Water Street, we shall 
be glad to conduct them through 
these places. There are houses 
in which the floors hold puddles 
of water after every rain, and in 
these hovels women and children 
of tender years are battling with 
death. What chances have they? 
and even if they manage with 
the help of the Child Welfare 
workers to win out in the strug­
gle, think of them attempting to 
regain health and strength amid 
such surroundings'! Has it alto­
gether been forgotten that our 
child life is our most precious 
treasure?

The situation as presented 
during the past week stresses 
most forcibly the need for a 
Children’s Hospital in St. John’s. 
Tentative efforts have been made 
from time to time to provide 
such an institution, but for one 
reason or another the project 
has fallen through. Not long ago 
Waterford Hall was generously 
offered by its owner, the Hon. 
Sir Edgar Bowring, -for such a 
purpose, but because it was sug­
gested that it was not centrally 
situated, and for other inconse­
quent reasons, the offer was not 
accepted. It is difficult to under­
stand why such objections 
should ever have influenced 
those who were interested in 
the movement, as the advan­
tages offered by its situation far 
outweigh any of the drawbacks 
that were suggested. We -under­
stand from Sir Edgar Bowring 
that no other plans have been 
finalized in connection with 
Waterford Hall, and that he 
would be very glad to have it 
used as a children’s hospital. 
With a view to converting it 
Into a school for the blind, the 
government recently expended

considerable money in renova­
tions and in installing a new 
heating plant, but apparently 
the project was abandoned. Con­
sequently it is practically ready 
for occupation, and we would 
strongly urge upon the au­
thorities and those who are di­
rectly interested in the vital 
question of Child Welfare the 
advisability of taking advantage 
of this generous offer.

Wide interest has been stirred 
by the publicity given to the 
conditions under which the poor­
er children are waging their 
fight with death. Now let us be 
up and doing. A week from now 
the whole city will be interested 
in a Baby Week which is being 
arranged, and no time would be 
more opportune to start a cam­
paign which would have as one 
of its objects a thoroughly 
equipped Hospital, in which the 
children would be given every 
opportunity to fight their bat­
tles with disease successfully 
and to regain in the pure air of 
the country the robust health 
which, whatever their stations 
in this life, belongs to them as a 
direct gift from God. .

Premier and Pa 
Return From

Hie Prime Minister and party who 
left here on Wednesday last for a 
visit to the Hnmbdr, returned to the 
city Sunday morning much impressed 
with all they saw. At Deer Lake the 
party was met by Mr. Alexander, the 
General Manager, and conducted over 
the workings. They net xproceeded to 
Corner Brook, where a day was spent 
in visiting the town site, paper mills, 
storage houses, etc. The party were 
greatly impressed with the immensity 
of the undertaking and were particu­
larly pleased with the town site. The 
latter, which is a private investment 
of the Armstrong Co., is not expected 
to make dividends, but is provided 
solely with a view to having their 
employees comfortable. Mr. Alexander 
informed the party that the Company 
has paid out directly in Newfound­
land 9 million dollars since June 
twelve months past. This sum almost 
equals the value of the entire codfish 
exported for a year. About 6000 
are now on the pay roll, but within 
the next couple of months a large 
number of men will be laid off con­
struction work. The company is 
greatly concerned about obtaining 
sufficient men for the lumber woods. 
Probably about 3000 will be re­
quired. It is proposed to , cut about 
160,000 cords. A large number of 
those now employed at construction 
are loathe to sign up for the woods, 
and consequently if sufficient . men 
cannot be obtained they Will, have to 
be brought in from outside • the Col­
ony. The work is on a contract basis, 
and there is an opportunity to make 
good wages.

As the Power and Paper Company 
proposes to cut 160,060 cords and the 
Harmsworth Company will cut' lOOiOOO 
the total will be greater by 130,000 
cords than any previous year in New­
foundland. Major Butler is doing all 
possible to secure men and it is hope 
of the company that they will not have 
to secure outside help. Whilst at 
Deer Lake and Corner Brook the 
Prime Minister interviewed a large 
number of workmen and also paid 
visits to the shacks and mess house. 
Generally the men were contented 
hut there was a desire for higher 
v/ages. They spoke well of the treat­
ment they are receiving from the com­
pany. Returning from Corner Brook 
the party went up the new track to 
the Main Dam. This huge piece of 
construction work is nearing com­
pletion and in about 6 weeks time the 
rails will be run across the top and 
the “diversion” permanently use<). It 
is anticipated that in May 1925 the 
Power & Paper Company will be turn­
ing out paper at their plant The 
transmission line,to convey the power 
from Deer Lake 'station is about 60 
per cent, completed. At Grand Falls 
the party at the invitation of Manager 
Harris spent three or four enjoyable 
hours inspecting the addition to the 
plant. The work is progressing at * 
rapid pace. When completed the out­
put of the plant will be increased 
from 200 to 300 tons of paper per day. 
A splendid engineering feat in con­
nection with the new plant is the lay­
ing of the 8 mile pipe line .from the 
Bishop Falls plant for the purpose 
of pumping stock to Grand Falls. The 
latter is situated at a considerable 
elevation over Bishop Falls and hence 
many difficulties had to be overcome.

During the tour certain questions 
had Invariably been asked relative to 
naval matters In connection with the 
Empire, and in order to furnish the 
fullest Information to the public on 
questions In which they are particu­
larly interested, Admiral Field has 
drawn up the following questions and 
answers for purposes of publication:

1. What Is the capital cost of Great 
Britain’s existing navy?

It Is most difficult to give an ac­
curate estimate of the capital cost of 
the Royal Navy aa it stands at the 
present time. The navy not only com­
prises all the ships afloat, but It In­
cludes a large number of depot ships, 
training ships and shore establish­
ments. In any estimate of the cost 
of the navy a very large Item would 
consist of the dockyards at home and 
abroad, the fuelling stations and 
floating docks; (to.mention only a 
few of the many appurtenaces of a 
fleet in being). At a very rough es­
timate the original cost of the ships 
alone at the present time is in the 
neighborhood of at least £ 300,000- 
000. The dockyards and other esta­
blishments have t>een gradually built 
up In the course of years and it is 
quite impossible to give even an ap- 
proximate estimate of what their total

à. Can England continue to carry 
this load? ,

As is well known, the present situ­
ation In England is that there are 
over one million people unemployed, 
and the National Debt of Great Brit­
ain amounts to over six thousand mil­
lions of pounds sterling. It will be 
readily understood that, having regard 
to the necessity for meeting interest 
and sinking fund in respect of this 
debt and the urgent need for expendi­
ture on peaceful reconstruction in 
other directions viz., on housing, edu­
cation, roads, etc., the Government 
naturally only approve such expendi­
ture on armaments as is absolutely es­
sential to the safety of the Empire. 
However heavy the burden, the ex­
penditure on naval defence, which 
amounts to nearly 30|- per head per 
annum, must be borne it the security 

of the Empire is to be maintained. 
Any increased weight that the Domin­
ions are able to shoulder will reduce 
the burden which has to be borne by 
the mother country.

4. Should Overseas Dominions dir­
ectly or indirectly contribute, " and 
why?

I The interests and prosperity of the 
Empire as a whole entirely depends 
on its power to keep open its trade 
routes In the event of war. This is

, every bit as important to the Overseas 
Dominions as it is to the Mother coun­
try because the cutting of the trade 
routes, which are the arteries of the 
Empire, would result In the Isolation 
of and disaster to the countries whose 
communications wer* severed. The

perity and existence of a Sea Empire 
rest on its sea communications just as 
the economic prosperity of the coun­
tries in a large continent, such as 
Europe, depend on good and uninter­
rupted railway communication. The 
Dominions who now contribute to the 
naval defence of the Empire do so in 
the following way and this is gener­
ally accepted as the most satisfactory 
method. The money which they vote 
for this purpose is expended solely on 
ships which are their own property 
and under their own control and only 
in the event of war would these ships 
be placed under the sole direction of 
the Admiralty; e.g., Australia pays for 
her own ships and also mans them, as 
far as possible, with Australian offi­
cers and men, bearing the whole cost 
of maintenance. In New Zealand the 
present system Is that ships are lent 
from the Imperial Navy, but the cost 
of maintenance is borne entirely by 
the New Zealand Government.

6. What percentage of the total 
cost should they contribute, and on 
what Is this percentage based?

A Dominion can contribute towards 
the naval defence of the Empire in the 
following ways:—

(J) Provision and maintenance 
of local defence forces.

(11) Maintenance of sea-going 
vessels lent by the Imperial 
Government.

(Ill) Provision of a sea-going 
1 squadron, to take over the 

protection of Its own trade 
routes.

The extent to which a Dominion 
contributes in these ways Is a matter 
entirely for Dominion governments to 
decide and must deped on their capa­
city to do so, having regard to such 
factors as national wealth, popula­
tion and volume of sea-borne trade.

6. Popular opinion is that the capit­
al ships will be replaced by sub­
marines and aircraft. Is this Impres­
sion correct?

I disagree entirely with this view. 
Take the case of the submarine. If a 
naval power, decides to maintain sub­
marines only, the opposing power can 
very easily and at small expense con­
struct a pumber of high speed shallow 
draft anti submarine vessels, fitted 
with the latest detective apparatus 
and special offensive weapons against 
submarines. In this way it can prac­
tically limit the operations of the sub­
marine to a comparatively Innocuous 
range.

; A power putting Its trust In sub- 
\ marines would then be compelled, if 
| it hoped to succeed at all, to build or 
j acquire a type of surface vessel lar­
ger and with greater offensive powers | 
than Tts opponent possessed, In order 
to 4rlve off the anti-submarine craft 
and enable its own submarine to 
operate. Thus the process would 

I continue until ultimately you would

get to a large surface vessel possess­
ing the maximum offensive power j 
which Is necessary to support a light­
er craft.

With regard to airplanes, it has been 
stated that Great Britain can be bomb­
ed into submission In a week. It Is 
quite evident, then, in our waters it] 
is absolutely necessary that we should 
have an adequate air force to protect 
those parts of the Empire which are 
open to attack from this weapon, or, 
in other words, are within a radius of 
action of aircraft that may be hos­
tile.

The radl5s of bombing aircraft, Is 
at the present day limited to about | 
200 miles and it Is only necessary to 
describe circles of this radius in var­
ious parts of the Empire where aero- | 
dromes can be placed to realize that 
thousands of miles of trade routes 
would be left totally unprotected I 
from attack by commerce destroying 
cruisers if reliance were placed on 
aircraft protection. Thus however 
necessary It may protest with an ade­
quate air force the narrower waters, 
this would nbt prevent great Britain 
from being starved If her trade routes 
were not protected by cruisers.

It is not my.Jltention to detract 
from the importance of either submar­
ine or aircraft. Their Importance is 
inceaslng with each new development 
and airplanes aye urgently needed In 
connection with naval forces for 
scouting, reconnaissance, artillery 
ranging, spotting and observing.

I wish to emphasise the fact that, 
however much their importance may 
increase in naval warfare, they will ; 
not, outside the narrow waters such 
as the English Channel and the Medit- ^ 
erranean, materially affect the method 
of the control of ocean routes which 
in the main will continue to depend j 
upon surface craft.

7. What percentage of the total na­
val protection will they receive?

The disposition of naval forces In 
time of war must depend on the dispos­
ition of the forces of the enemy and it 
Is therefore Impossible to lay down j 
what percentage of protection any ( 
particular Dominion would be given 
in any particular emergency.

The duty of the mein fleet, which is 
being maintained by Great Britain, 
vfould be. In the event of war, to en­
gage the enemy’s main fleet. Noth- ] 
lng must Interfere with this main ob- , 
Jective on which the command of the j 
sea In the main theatre of operatiohe 1 
depends. Whatever vessels can be 
spared from this Important duty 
would be employed In protecting the 
trade routes from the depredations of 
commerce raiders which would un­
doubtedly be used by an enterprising 
enemy. The naval forces for 'com­
merce protection would be disposed 
so as to protect the most valuable 
points and so as to ensure the safety 
of the most Important supplies and mu 
nitions for prosecuting the war and 
therefore It cannot be stated what 
percentage of protection any particu­
lar part of the Dominions would re­
ceive, except that the protection would 
vary with the vulnerability of the 
trade routes and the importance of the 
commerce which passes over it.

Sir Frederick Field made no refer- . 
ence whatever to the part that he him- ( 
self had played Ih naval affairs, but : 
the rows of ribbons across hls breast 
told their own story, and hls selection 
by the Admiralty for the delicate and 
responsible duties entailed by such a 
cruise, the first of Its kind In forty 
years, is sufficient indication of their 
high opinion of hls ability and Judge­
ment.

Two handfuls of coal when con­
sumed in one of the large central 
stations to-day, will produce enough 
electrical energy to meet the needs of 
the modem householder for one day, 
according to J. F. Johnson, engineer 
at the South Philadelphia Works of 
the Westinghouse Electric Company, 
located at Essington, Pa., U.S.A.

“Modem generating equipment has 
been so improved, chiefly in the mat­
ter of steam turbine generators, that 
only about one pound of coal need be 
burned to produce one kilowatt of 
electricity,” said Mr. Johnson. "Thus, 
two handfuls, or about two pounds, 
of coal will produce two kilowatts, 
slightly more than the dally require­
ment for a seven or eight room mod­
ern home.

"This clearly demonstrates the in­
creased efficiency of the modern steam 
turbine and also shows the attitude

| angle while the tube Is rapidly rota- 
i ted. This flare facilitates sealing 

the stem tubing of the lamp to the 
: neck of the bulb.

The stem Is composed of the flare, 
the arbor, which Is a glass rod cut 
to the proper length and the leading- 
ln wires. The arbor and the wires 
are inserted la the flare. The end 
of the tube opposite the flare, and the 
end of the glass rod are heated in a 
gas flame, and when sufficiently hot 
are pinched together to form the 
steam press In which the leading- 
in wires are -embedded.

The bulbs for the lamps are blown 
in Iron molds at the glass works. 
The glass Is gathered at the end of 
a blow pipe and placed In the mould, 
and as the operator blows into the 
pipe, he rotates It ho that the finish­
ed bulb shows no seams or ridges 
where the parts of the mould Join. 
When the blowing operation is com­
pleted, the bulb Is cracked off from 
the‘ blow pipe, leaving a long neck 

; with a bead near the end. When 
! received In the lamp factory, the 

bulbs are carefully washed In hot 
water and dried thoroughly, as good 
lamps cannot be made with bulbs 
which contain dust or any discolour­
ing material.

The next step Is called tubulating 
and Is the attaching of the exhaust 
tubing, through which the air is ex­
hausted after the lamp Is complete- ' 
ly assembled. In the case of West­
inghouse' type "C” gas filled lamps, 
the gas is put Into the lamp through 
the exhaust tube after the air Is ex­
hausted. In tubulating, the bulb Is 
put Into a holder over a pointed flame 
which heats a spot on the bowl of 
the bulb, and compressed air is ad­
mitted through the open end, so that 
when the glass has softened to a suf­
ficient extent the air pressure blows 
a hole through It.

Molasses as a Food,
MoltMM la By no means what It' 

Used to be . The liquid residue ot 
sugar-manufacture has become less 
sweet as methods ot recovering more 
and more sugar from it Bare Been
perfected. Npt. sp very man?, years 
ago, says Ot. William Edward Fitch',1 
Writing In The American Food Jour­
nal (New York), molasses was one 
of the principal foods of the United 
States. That was the day when It 
was made by pressing the juice from 
the sugar-cane, boiling it to a crys­
tal in large open kettles, and then 
putting the crystalline mass into per­
forated hogsheads where the liquid 
was allowed to run off, leaving In 
the: hogsheads what was known as 
“open kettle, or muscavado .sugar.". 
The liquid wps a heavy sirup known 
as “open kettle" molasses. This was 
the molasses that our grandmothers 
kneV and used. Dr. Fitch continues:

“To-day efficiency has lowered the 
quality of molasses by providing me­
thods for more thoroughly extracting

A little Is produced In Louisi­
ana, but It principally comes at the 
prsfent time from the West Indies.

"The amount of molasses consum­
ed rarlei in different localities. In 
the metropolitan areas in the United 
States comparatively little Is, con­
sumed. City people purchase molas­
ses In ckns, and hot In barrels, and 
until recently only an interior qual­
ity of molasses has been available In 
cans. .The problem of canning high- 
grade molasses has recently been 
solved, and this will undoubtedly in­
crease the consumption.

1 work we excavated the whole church­
yard. Around the little though not , 
quite insignificant church lay the ; 
graves, layer under layer, .the upper- j 
most fully decomposed, but the low­
er showing a more and more won­
derful state of preservation. the deep­
er we reached. There were coffins 
Joined with wood-nails or baleen fib­
ers; there were small carved crosses, 
sometimes with runic inscriptions, 
which had been placed in the hands 
of the dead; but the most remarkable 
things were the garments in which 
the corpses had been wrapped when 
their relations could not procure any 
coffin. ,

People have been so accustomed 
to the things which can be preser­
ved and excavated in the warm coun­
tries, for instance, in the tombs of 
Egyptian kings and others, that it 
is necessary' to emphasise how re­
markable—indeed in its way unique— 
this discovery of medieval garments 
is. In Europe also in that period the 
dead were frequently "wrapped in 
clothes Instead of being placed in cof­
fins; but never once has a com­
plete garment been brought out of 
the earth. They have all rotted.

No one could ask for a more vivid 
illustration of the medieval Green­
landers’ life and culture than that 
given by the dresses now exhibited 
in the National Museum of Copen­
hagen. They are woven of wool and 
were certainly made in Greenland, 
where the women had plenty to do in 
working the wool from the great 
flocks of sheep which grazed on the 
mountain slopes. Probably the Green­
landers also exported ready-made 
cloth as did the Icelanders ; there 
were, Indeed, so many articles of ne­
cessity which had to be bought in 
Europe that furs and walrus tusks 
were hardly sufficient to pay for all 
their requirements.

But if these dresses were made In 
Greenland their congruity with the 
European fashions is so much the i 
more startling. One by one you can j 
take them forth and poiht out their I 
parallels in the abundance of medie- ; 
val sculptures and miniatures which 
we in Europe must use instead of the ; 
originals as a sort of fashion paper. !
They are the same fashions which ' 
we find in Paris and tlje Netherlands, 1 
they are the same headdresses which 1 
Petrarch wore or which later in the ' 
fiftenth century the, Florentines used. '
It speaks strongly for the activity of 

1 international intercourse, and for the 
Greenlanders’ intimate relations with I 
Europe, that these fashions were * 
able to wander the long way over 1 
Scandinavia and; on the Norwegian j 
merchant vessels, farther, away out 
to Herjolfsness.

Of course, the Greenlandlc limita­
tions possess nothing of the gorgeous 
splendor of the original models. The 
material is coarse and the colors 
have disappeared—It gaudy colors 
were used, as in medieval Europe.
These dresses were much worn and 
often mended before being used as 
shrouds, and naturally the lapse of 
centuries has left Its traces. But when 
we imagine them in their original ’ 1

The explanation is that these graves . 
are below the line at which in these 
days the soil will thaw in the warm ( 
summer time. The dresses have been 
frozen down. But this is* an answer 
that raises a new question. They can­
not have cut the graves In the frozen 
ground ; in that case the corpse would > 
not have been decomposed, and all 
the garments were penetrated by 
grass roots which-must have orig­
inated at a time when these layers of 
earth were unfrozen. The only rea­
sonable explanation is this: In the 
Middle Ages the ground thawed to a 
greater, depth and then a change of 
climate occurred before the putrefac­
tion from the corpse spread to- Its 
surroundings. Such changes may well 
have come gradually it we suppose 
that*.the deepest and best-preserved 
graves were made at midsummer and 
even at the beginning thawed only 
for a short period of the year.

The excavations at Herjolfsness 
Support a theory which is set forth 
by Professor 0. Pettersson of Swed­
en, and which for the last decade 
has engaged the attention of meteoro­
logists and historians. According to 
this theory a change of climate, as­
cribed to cosmic causes, took place 
during the latter art of the Middle 
ages, affecting a great part of the 
earth j

The Norse commonwealth of Green- < 
land existed independently for about 
260 years, until in 1261 it surrendered 
to the Norwegian Crown. Soon after- 1 
ward the king received the monopoly 
of the navigation of the coasts of the I 
country, but in return he assumed 
the obligation of maintaining com- , 
mercial intercourse, and the arrange- , 
ment must certainly have been a 
benefit to the isolated Greenlanders.
A real peril was prevented—for Nor- I 
wegian shipping was at this moment I 
rapidly declining, and skippers were l 
scarce who, at their own risk, would , 
keep up the connection.

j European character of the garments 
found at Herjolfsness must prove 
that throughout the fourteenth cen- 1 
tury there was a rather lively inter- 1 
course with Europe; indeed it proves i 
that the Greenlanders far into the | 
fifteenth century were in commun!- i 
cation with the old country, because 
we found European fashions from 
the second half of that century.

On the inmost shores of the deep 
fiords about Julianehope and God- 
thope, where the colonists settled 
most thicily, the sites of their farm­
yards, undisturbed by the ravages of 
time, are still to be found beneath 
the sod and the willow copses. Ac­
cording to a topographical descrip­
tion dating from the fourteenth cen­
tury the settlements consisted of 
about 300 farms, two cloisters, and 
sixteen churches, one of which was 
the cathedral at the episcopal resi­
dence of Gardar. The sites of most 
of these are now known, thanks to 
a charting carried on by both skilled 
and unskilled persons for more than 
a century and a half, and on. the 
basis of excavations in both Green- 

j land and Iceland made by Captain 
j Daniel Bruun it has been proved 
! that the Greenlandlc dwellings cor­
responded to the old Icelandic dwell­
ings of the Saga period.

By continued archaeological exca­
vations we shall certainly be able to 
procure still further details concern­
ing the old Greenlanders’ life on the 
farthest outpost of European culture 
Even now, through excavations which 
the present writer undertook in 1921 
for the Danish Commission for thd 
Scientific Investigation of Greenland, 
new and unexpected prespectives 
have been opened.

One of the most renowned Ise- 
landers who followed Eric the Red to 
Greenland was named Herjolf Baard- 
son. He took land farthest to the

Among the many adventurers, dis­

coverers, and explorers who have 
written their names on the pale Arctic 
heavens there shines—after a lapse of 
almost a thousand years—the name of 
an Icelandic outlaw, Eric the Red, the 
discoverer and colonizer of Green­
land. AH the daring, gruffness, and 
audacity of the Viking age center in 
this proud, lonely figure who, in the 
Scandinavian countries, has become 
one of the personifications of a bar­
baric but glorious past, and whose 
name, in America, too, is recalled to­
gether with that of his son Leif Eric! 
sen, the discoverer of the American 
continent

In the fiords of South Greenland 
Eric the Red founded a free political 
community, where he and a few of his 
countrymen found wider scope for 
their bold self-sufficiency and spirit 
,cf independence than could be found 
at home in Norway and in Iceland. 
Here they possessed practically the 
same means of livelihood as in north­
ern Iceland—pastures for their large 
flocks of sheep and for their cattle 
and horses; the most advanced even 
tried to raise corn. Over the moors 
they hunted the reindeer, and in the 
sea seals and white bears which came 
drifting on ice-floes along the shores, 
and they were not afraid of setting 
cut on expeditions to the north in 
search of the huge sea-monsters fre­
quenting those regions, particu­
larly the walrus, the skin of
