“The Ottawa Board of Trade want-, 
ed to give Mr. Booth a banquet to 
celebrate the completion of the Parry 
Sound road. I was appointed chair­
man1 of the banquet committee. Mr. 
Booth heard what was in the wind, 
and came into my office to speak 
about it.

■“It was a raw day in November, it 
I remember rightly. Mr. Booth had 
driven around in the little buggy he 
used to favor. He came into my of­
fice' in his usual winter garb, a heavy 
frihze short coat, cloth cap with ear 
flaps, and wearing heavy woollen 
mitts. My office was a pretty shabby 
one, in the old building on Elgip 
street, and there wasn’t much furni­
ture in it except a stand-up desk and 
a couple of high stools. Mr. Booth 
climbed upon one of the stools, and 
started to talk in his usual matter- 
of-fact way. He said he bad heard 
that a dinner to him was mooted, and 
while he looked on the idea as a wel­
come honor from his fellow-citizens, 
he did not feel that his aim was com­
plete, as regarded the Parry Sound 
road, and he would rather the tes­
timonial was deferred until things 
were better settled.

TTie affairs of the Liberal Party, 
brought Inter prominence by a speech 
delivered by Vivian Phillips, chair- 
map of the party organisation, con­
tinue to excite Interest in political 
circles.

Speculation turns on the possible 
outcome of a fresh and pen rupture. 
Undoubtedly the fact that Mr. Lloyd 
George has considerable funds, sub­
scriber! In the days of the Coalition 
Government, in his personal control, 
is a source of friction between Mr. 
Phillips and the Liberal headquar­
ters. It has been brought to • heed 
by Mr. Lloyd George's decision to open 
an intensive campaign In the consti­
tuencies in support of his land policy, 
which has yet to be approved by the 
party. „

It, Is said that the-relations between 
Lord Oxford, who remains the titular 
leader of the party, and Mr. Lloyd 
George, who leads the party in the 
House of Commons, remain cordial, but 
ruinor is busy with suggestions of feel­
ers being extended between Mr. Lloyd 
George and the Socialist leaders.

At its last Convention the party de­
cided that- in future its funds must 
be raised by publie subscription, the 
names of the subscribers made public, 
and the accounts subject to audit.

Well-informed opinion inclines 
to. toe ^belief that Mr. Lloyd George 
w#H*4i$dbavour to forestall any such 
move by the breaking away with his 
own “wing" and" joining forces with a 
moderate Labour combination.

Cos grave the Irish people had Ideal­
ised the man at the head of the Gov­
ernment. They believed lmpltdty In 
the ability of Griffith and Collins, but 
gave no thought to the Government as 
a whole.

But Coe grave changed all this. Little 
by little he retired his own personal­
ity from the public gate and substi­
tuted the Governmental machinery in 
its stead. To-day the Irish had ceased 
to follow the man and were following 
the Rational Ideal.

Realising that the Industry of the 
Irish Free State was 75 per cent agri­
cultural, leaders in the Government 
determined to model their country 
upon the lines chosen by the most 
prosperous agricultural country In the 
world, Denmark, he said. Energetic 
measures adopted to further the Dan­
ish system of agriculture were al- 
raedy producing great results, he con­
tinued, and It was almost certain that 
in a comparatively short time Ireland 
would be looked upon as one of the 
ideal farming countries.

In an effort to' reduce the cost of 
manufacturing, the Irish Government 
had turned its energies towards find­
ing a coal substitute so that the na­
tional industries would not be forced 
to shoulder the costs of importing 
fuel from across the channel. A pro­
ject which included the damming of 
the River Shannon for electrical pow­
er was already under way, the speak­
er stated, and sponsors of the scheme 
were'very optimistic as to the result. 
It was expected that large industrial 
centres would spring up In the south 
of Ireland before very long, if the 
power scheme worked out well.

National Culture
With the idea of creating a distinct­

ively Irish culture, the educational 
revolution had been begun and was 
already well under way, he stated. 
Every child attending school in the 
Irish Free State was compelled to 
learn the Irish language. Educators 
did not aim at supplanting the Eng­
lish language in Ireland, but they saw 
that if Irish tradition and what meas­
ure of culture the country already 
had, was to be preserved, the national 
language would have to be spoken 
fluently by everyone.

One of the greatest causes for 
alarm in the Irish political situation 
of to-day was the fact that there was 
no official opposition to the Govern­
ment, he continued. The real opposi­
tion refused to take any part in the 
conduct of national affairs, because 
to do so they would be forced to take 
an oath of allegiance to the King of 
England and this the Republicans 
were averse to doing. Therefore 
there was no Republican body to op­
pose the Nationalists who were in 
power.

The attitude of the Republicans 
was somewhat incorrect, he stated, as 
they did not seem to realize that the 
oath required of them was not one 
of allegiance but one of faith. The 
oath as it existed obligated those to 
whom it was taken as much as those 
who took it The speaker feared, 
however, that the situation could not 
be improved except by the abolition 
of the oath altogether.

“The Irish people firmly believe 

their inherited traits are as great and 
valuable as those of any other peo­
ple in the world.

Bavarian Court
Upholds the View

PEKING.—(Canadian Press)—Sev­
eral Britishers and a score of United 
States citizens, passengers on the in­
ternational train which left Peking 
for Tlen-Tsin, Friday, were caught in 
the midst of a battle between the 
troops of Feng Yu Heing and Chang 
Tso Lin, near Yangteun, north of Tien 
Tain, Friday night

The train also carried 60 Italian 
marines, on their way to the coast 
after doihg. guard duty in the capital. 
The passengers, including some wom­
en and children, are reparted to have 
lain between the tracks under the 
stopped train to escape the Chinese 
shells.

During the night the train was sent 
back to Lang Fang. A truck load of 
provisions has arrived there and it is 
presumed the passengers are comfort­
able, although temporarily out of 
communication with Peking. It Is not 
known whether the train will return 
to the capital In an attempt to get 
through to Tlen-Tsin.

A battle was raging furiously at 7 
o’clock Saturday morning between 
Tien-Tsln and Peking, a few miles to 
the north of the coast.

Bursting Shells
The train was caught between the 

opposing forces when an armoured 
train from Peking, following In Its 
wake, landed 1,000 troops with artil­
lery and opened fire on the Mukden- 
ties. -x

The passengers had alighted from 
the stalled train with the intention 
of walking the remainder of the dis­
tance to Tlen-Tsin when the firing 
began. They raced back to the train 
and took refuge under the coaches 
from the bursting shells.

Major-General W. B. Connor, the 
American commandant in Tien-Tsln, 
is reported fo be trying to get a relief 
train tc convey the passengers to 
their destination.

SOCIALISTS CAUSED GERMAN 

COLLAPSE $4.00 toGAUNTLET GLOVES
(Associated Press Despatch)

MUNICH, Bavaria, Germany, Dec. 
9 —Paul Cossmann, editor of the 
South German Monthly Review, has 
won his "etab-in-the-back" slander 
suit against Martin Gruber, editor of 
the Munich Post, a Socialist paper. 
The verdict In effect upholds a state­
ment some months ago In Herr 
Crossmann’s paper that Socialist pro­
paganda in Germany caused the col­
lapse of the German army In the 
great war.

Crossman sued when the Munich 
Post characterised this assertion as 
a falsification, and termed him, as 
the editor, a "concocter of political 
poison." The verdict directs Gruber 
to pay a fine of MOO marks, with the 
alternative of thirty days’ imprison­
ment. He is also assessed the costs of 
the action.

The caae attracted wide attention. 
Among the military and naval authori­
ties called to the Hand were Admiral 
von Trotka, former chief of the Ad­

! I,

may come as a surprise to many 
people to learn that the power possi­
bilities of the Niagara River have been 
exploited only partially. We have been 
accustomed to understand that all the 
power that could, be developed at 
Niagara Falls had already been har­
nessed. This is true only in part. All 
the po*er, that can be developed at 
Niagara Falls with the small amount 
of water that treaty arrangements 
permit power developing companies 
to use tor that purpose, has indeed 
been harnessed: but if all the water 
that flows between Lake Erie and 
Lake Ontario were utilized to develop 
electrical energy, the present output 
of power could be multiplied six-fold. 
Economic use is being made of only 
one-sixth of the power possibilities of 
Niagara Falls.

For a number of years, American 
power companies have, been carrying 
on an insistent propaganda, looking 
to the development of some of this ad­
ditional power. Canada has not, in the 
past, taken up the question because 
the ,,36,600 cubic feet per second of 
water which Canada is permitted to 
divert from Niagara Falls, has not 
been entirely used up, and, until the 
completion of the Queenston power 
house of the Ontario Hydro-Electric 
Power Commission, Canada always 
had a reserve of water. Now Canada 
has used up all the water it is per­
mitted to take from the falls, and it 
is faced with the prospect of serious 
power shortage before the end of 
1927. Canada, for the first time, is 
looking seriously into the question of 
getting more power from the mighty 
Niagara. "

Net Impair Scenic Grandeur.

It Is believed by engineers that,a
larger amount of power can be devel­
oped at Niagara Falls without aacrl 
firing Its scenic beauties. In addition 
tb the 56,000 cubic feet per second 
that Is at present being taken for 
power purposes, there are various 
additional diversions, such as for the 
Chicago drainage canal, . the New 
York state barge canal, and the Wel­
land ship canal. Allowing for there 
and for the total amount of water, 
estimated as required tor maintain­
ing the proper scenic effect at Niagara 
Falls and to carry away ice during 
the ice season, there is a total of 117,- 
000 cubic feet per second of water 
that cannot be used for further power 
development. This leaves, neverthe­
less, 87,800 cubic feet per second of, 
water that could be harnessed, and it > 
is estimated by engineers that this 
water could develop about 2,500,000 
additional horsepower.
Power Experts Say It Is Necessary.

Not only is it estimated that this 
water can he taken without in any 
way- impairing the grandeur of either 
the American or the Canadian Falls, 
but it is declared without equivoca­
tion, by engineering and power ex­
perts, that ft Is essential that addi­
tional water be used for power pur­
poses, it the falls are not to commit 
suicide. A new gorge is gradually 
being worn away at fha Horseshoe 
Falls. One hundred and sixty years 
ago, the Horseshoe could not have 
been known by that name, for the 
crest of the falls on the Canadian side 
of the river was almost os straight 
from shore to island as is the crest 
of the American Falls to-day. But in 
the intervening years the rate of re­
cession has been steadily increasing 
until the beautiful horseshoe shape 
has wprn away. The inner tip of the 
horseshoe is going back further and 
further each year and the rate ot re­
cession is estimated at five feet per 
year, although during the past twelve 
months some abnormal geological 
circumstances have caused the falls to 
go back much more than this. The 
reason that the Canadian falls are 
going back each year is because they 
carry about 94 per cent, of the water 
that goes over both falls, and this 
great volume of water wears them 
away much more rapidly than the 
American fails, which carry only 6 
per cent, of the water. At the Ameri­
can falls the water pours over like a 
thin bridal veil, and at the Canadian 
Falls an enormous flow is concentrat- 

1 ed at one V-shaped notch, providing 
a steady wearing away process that 
Ik moving the falls hack further and 
further each year.

Even the Flow ot Water.
It is claimed by engineers that the 

only way to save the Canadian falls 
is to even the flow of water there. 
This could be done by diverting fur­
ther water from above the falls 
through canals or tunnels, or by one 
of the many other ways that have 
been proposed by power engineers for 
the development of additional energy, 
when the water is available. The flow 
would then become more even, as It 
is at the American falls, and would 
have a tendency to bring the wearing- 
away process to a practical step.

Theories of engineers have been

The World’s Largest Plants.
Candying the roots of sea holly was 

once a regular industry on the Essex 
coast, ahd another eeaweed called 
laver is prepared like spinach and is 
eaten In soup in Philadelphia, al­
though It is generally served with oil. 
Sea-kale originally grew by the sea. 
but It Is now found in most kitchen 
gardens. The young white shoots are 
boiled and eaten like asparagus.

As good to eat as any vegetable 
grown In the garden are the giant 
seaweeds covering, JO,000 square miles 
off the Straits of Fuca. These kelps, 
as they are called, are the largest 
plants In the world, for the stem Is 
often 100ft long and carries a tuft 
of leaves 30ft. across.

One hundred million pounds ot kelp 
are consumed annually by the Jap­
anese. Dried and shredded it ap­
pears In the market in about fifty 
varieties, including sheets, sticks, 
sugared sweets, powder as "curry” 
for rice, and even as a kind of tea. 
In Osaka alone forty-five factories 
convert kelps Into edible products 
that have been popular in. Japan since 
1780. Pure gelatine is obtained from 
a seawèed called agar-agar. In Jap­
an it is used for window panes as 
well as for thickening soups!

OR Wells at Sea
Gold hidden below the billows Is

used in radio' receiving sets,' Is that 
the part of the output of the detector 
vacuum tube feeds beck Into its own 
Input and thus greatly increases the 
volume of the signal.

The electrtff waves reaching the 
receiving set from the transmitting 
station travel dqwn the aerial wire 
through the primary coil in the set 
and so to earth down the ground 
wire. The weak electric current re­
sulting from this influences the vac­
uum of this tube is fed back In such 
a manner as to set up a “field,” or 
Influence, in the part of the circuit 
connected- to the input (the grid) of 
the tube. This "field” Induces in the 
input a current of electricity of the 
same frequency as that of the re­
ceived electric waves. The . energy, 
therefore, which comes down the an­
tenna wire is automatically strength­
ened by an impulse from the output 
of the detector tube.

WHAT IS OSCILLATION!
Unless controlled, this action will 

continue until the saturation point or 
climax is reached, the tube being then 
said to be in a state of oscillation. 
When a receiving set is in oscillation, 
it causes howling and squealing in 
your own and your neighbour's re­
ceiving sets. Regeneration should, 
therefore, never be allowed to proceed 
to this point, as it then constitutes a 
public nuisance.
HOW TO ADJUST A REGENERA- 

TIVE RADIO RECEIVING 
SET

If you will take the troublç to ob­
serve the rules which follow, you will 
obtain greater satisfaction and enjoy­
ment from your radio receiving set, 
and at the same time cause minimum 
annoyance to your neighbours.

1. Practise on tuning powerful 
stations first and do not try to pick 
up weak distant stations until you 
become expert.

2. Use both hands, one hand for the 
regeneration control and the other 
hand for the tuning control.

3. Keep the regeneration control 
always just below the point of oscil­
lation, your set is then in the most 
sensitive condition. This is the rea­
son for using your two hands for 
tuning.

4. If your set then accidentally 
breaks into oscillation, turn back the 
regeneration7 control at once.

Weather Prophet

cocoa-plant Is now grown in 
many dUtrlpts of the tropical belt, 
and Its copsumption, In one form and 
another, has Increased all over the 
world. It Is an evergreen, and Is 
■equal in sise to a well-grown apple- 
tree. The pods, about eight incites 
long, grow out of the trunk, and are 
red, yellow, black, and purple, accord­
ing to the season. There are twenty 
or thirty pale red beans inside each 
pod, embedded in a soft white pulp. 
Cocoa-groves are never planted solely 
with cocoa-trees.

Although it grows best in hot coun­
tries, it is delicate, and has to be pro­
tected from the sun, and for this pur­
pose forest trees are planted in the 
groves. Some of these grow to a great 
height and have a tufted head like a 
natural sunshade. These protecting

Be your own weather prophet, the 
Weather Bureau cannot always make 
forecasts for definite hours or for 
particular places. But any Intelligent 
person ought to be able to do that. 
It is not really difficult, but Just a 
matter that requires a bit of study 
and observation. It one will study 
the weather signs that are written 
plainly in the aides he can predict 
with reasonable! accuracy the weather 
for his own particular locality from 
day to day.

Such local predictions are based 
upon atmospheric conditions, as re­
vealed by the color of the sky and the 
appearance of the sun, moon and 
stars. This is no new discovery. 
When the Pharisees and Sadducees 
asked Jesus to show them a sign from 
heaven, he said: "When It Is evening, 
ye say. It will be fair weather; for 
the Sky is red. And in the morning, 
it will be foul weather to-day, for the 
sky Is red and lowering.” These say­
ing» from the New Testament repre­
sent correct observations. A red 
morning Implies a moist atmosphere; 
hence the rain may be expected later 
in the day. A red evening sky means 
that the air contains so little moist­
ure that rain within the coming 24 
hours is improbable. To explain this 
paradox, which has to do with con­
densation of moistAe into droplets 
and also with certain principles of op­
tics, would take too long, but it la en­
tirely accurate.

It at evening the sky. along the 
western horizon is yellowish or 
greenish, it means that there is lit­
tle moisture In the air, and that the 
next day will be fair. But if at even­
ing the sky is overcast with a uniform 
gray, the atmosphere aloft is satur­
ated with moisture and the next day 
is likely to be rainy.

The air is always heavily laden 
with dust, upon which moisture con­
denses. If there is enough moisture 
in the atmosphere, droplets are form­
ed and fall as rain. Rain dries the 
air by taking water out of It and at 
the same time cleans it of dust. It 
is on this fact that the old saying 
"Rain before seven, clear before

“BOSS” OF EUROPE.

MOSCOW, Dec. 8.—Addressing the 
Moscow District Communist confer­
ence last night, A. I. Rykoff, Presi­
dent of the Council of Commissars, 
declared that Russia was prepared to 
abolish the Red Army and scrap all 
ammunition factories and war indus­
tries, provided the Bourgeois _ coun­
tries did likewise.

M. Rykoff characterized the League 
of Nations as an instrument of war 
and subjugation, and not of liber­
ation. The European Powers in 
seeking to get Russia into the League 
wished her to make political capitu­
lations in the East and economic sac­
rifices in the West. The Locarno 
agreements were as useless as the 
League to secure peace for the world.

It was contended by M. Rykoff that 
the United States dominates Europe.

"Although the United States does 
not interfere in European affairs, 
and is not a member of the League 
of Nations,” he said, “she is really 
the boss of post-Versailles Europe. 
No nation can'enter into a treaty with 
another without the acquiescence of 
the United States. She has two- 
thirds of the world’s gold reserves 
and has captured most of the inter­
national markets from Europe. She 
is the only country in the world able 
to grant loans, and is the greatest 
stronghold of imperialism. She en­
slaves the greater part of the world 
economically, and Europe is becom­
ing more and more an American col­
ony.”

SKILFULLY COMBINED.
A novel tool that combines pliers 

and a hand vise is the recent inven­
tion of W. A. Bernard, of New Haven, 
Conn., who has made a life study of 
pliers. The tool is fitted with a 
thumb screw, which, when backed out 
as far as it will go provides a pair of 
parallel jaws for ordinary use around 
the workbench or the automobile.

Often, the user of pliers finds it nec­
essary to hold them in clamped posi­
tion for several minutesat a time; as, 
for instance, in filing a key blank to 
the outlines of another key. A thumb­
screw lock on this tool makes it pos­
sible to retain one or more objects 
firmly in position after the hand 
pressure is released. Thus it is es­
pecially useful where several opera­
tions are to be done without the neces­
sity for releasing the work.

Filing operations on round stock 
are said to-be greatly facilitated. The 
tool comes in handy alço, it is said, for 
soldering small parts of a machine, 
engine, or radio set.
