Ottawa, . May 8.—Probably fifteen
persons were killed and from 40 to 50

The shock was felt for miles around
the surrounding country and produced ,
the cities of Hull and Ottawa a con-’
dition bordering on panic.

Mr. Brighton is a Scotchman, who ar-
rived here Thursday night from New
Zealand, after a trip of three weeks
and three days, with his wife and eight
children: He was accompanied by his
step-brother, James Haddow, who as-
sisted in preventing the children from
getting lost on the way over.

Mr. Brighten had a great deal of
1 trouble in finding any hotel accommo-
dation, but he finaily found two va-
cant rooms in the Arlington hotel. It
ig needless to say that he required
both. It was the first tife the family
had occupied beds that ‘were ' not
pitching around’on the high seas or
bumping over. the rails since they had
left the antipodes, and thg chkange
was delightful, but when the proud
father went to the clerk in the morn-
ing to pay his bill, he Had a surprise
in dtore for him. The-bill was $8.50.

Mr. -Brighton decided that hotel life
in Calgary was not  suited to : large
families, and has been staying at the
immigration hall since. Judging from
the manner in which the hotels re-
ceived- him here, he i3 inclined to
think that Alberta is not' very fond
of large families.

He
says New Zealand is not what it usedl
to be, and that Canada is 'a  better|
country. He had a chance to get steady
work at his trade, that of a carpenter,
at Honolulu on the way over;:iat $4
a day, but decided to go straight to
Calgary. He does not think he will
ever leave. He wants his children to!
grow up here, His youngest, John, is
aged one; his eldest, Agnes, 14. Per-
haps it is not necessary to mention
the names of the others, but they are
aged three, five, seven, eleven and
twelve. It would seem to be .a difficuilt
task to manage so many youngsters
on a long trip. like that they have
taken, but Mrs. Brighton, who.is not
much larger than her oldest daughter,
says it was not so very much trouble.

Satisfactorily.

The leatherworkers employed by the
Great West Saddlery Co., have not yet
reached a complete agreement with
the company, but. it is expected that a
satisfactory arrangement will  be
reached within the next few days. The
company has agreed to give the men
& 9-hour day in place of a 10-hour
one, with the same wages per day as
formerly, and the men have been
working only nine ‘hours for, the last
two weeks. .

Nelson, May ‘.—Hon. Thomas Tay-
lor; ‘ministerof public works, arrived!
Monday evening from the coast, meet-|
ing here J. H. Schofield, MI.A. forl
Yrmir, and spent yesterday in visitingi
various parts of the constituency. Hcl
left this morning on the Crow. hoat. i

"My visit,” said Mr. Taylor, “is in|

connection with the trunk road through;
the southern portion of the province,‘

When completed it will extend from!
Vanceuver to the Crow’s Nest on the!
Alberta boundary, a distance of 750!
miles. The most difficult section is,
that over Hope Mountain, and for the
ascent to the summit we have decided
to make use of the old Sappers” and
Miners’ road, a very fine highway.
When . the crescent on this side is|
made, we will connect with the exist-|
ing road, which goes clear through
to  Rossland.

“At Trail it will be necessary to ¢on-
struct a bridge across the Columbia.
At or near Creston, on the Crow, the
Kootenay River, will also have to be
bridged, in addtion to giving acecess!
east and west, I hope to see this trunk
road give the province access to the!
states to the south by connecting at'
the border with their trunk roads. Al-|
though I have not yet taken up the!
matter, I feel sure the governments of|
states to the south, Washington and!
Idaho, will be willing to co-operate in|
a system of internatidnal trunk roads,

“One result would be the bringing
up of a great tourist automobile trave]
from those states into British Colum-
bia and the reverse. The government
of Alberta is already co-operating by
a trunk road in the south to cofnect
with our trunk road, at the boundary
in the Pass.”

As to the early commencement of
railway construction, Mr. Taylor said
that William Mackenzie, president of
the Canadian Northern Railway Com-
pany, was expected in Victoria in a’l
few days, and would then make an!
announcement.

The minister left Victoria about ten!
days ago, on the present trip, and it!
was his design to follow the route of,
the trunk road as clearly as possible.|
He went down' to Nicola, intending to
enter this country by the Rossland
road. The high water in the Nicola
River, however, caused the abandon-,
ment of that plan and.he returned
north to the main line, comijng on
here “by- the C. P. R. From here he
goes to Cranbrook, thence to Creston, !
thénce to Fernie, and further along
the Pass,-and in each constituency he
will be accompdnied by the local
member, ‘About next Tuesday he will
maké Nelson again and will go on to
the boundary, wvisiting Grand Forks,
Phoneix and Midway.

Without warning the ground open-
ed up, preceded Dy rumbling noises
and a trembling of the ground. " This
startling news was sent into Ely from
Illipath by Robert Burke, of the- gov-
ernment forestry service. It was Te-
ceived by Royal F. Mathias, chief of

Much apprehension is felt among.
the residents of Jake's Valley, not so
much for their personal safety, as for
that of the hundreds of head of cattle
grazing in that section.

One of the unexplainable mysteries
of the strange action of nature is the
appearance of water in the crevasses,
of .greater depth than reported by
Forester Burke, and that lnvestlg&-!
tion will show this, and that probably
the water is from a  subterranean
stream. {

Searching parties have been organ-
jzed at Illipath, and efforts are being
made to learn whether any lives were
lost, and to determine the number of
head of stock which was Swallowed
up. In the meantime the cattle graz-
ing in the valley are being driven to
| higher ground away from danger.
