A Fragron Fain.—Yesterday a large
crowd congregated at the Willows to wit-
ness the perilous feat performed before by’
Mlle, Kosa Celeste, which was to wheel a

sfationary polein the enclosure to the top of
the pavilion, a. distance of thres hundred and
seventy-five feet, O|d Jimmy Kennovan
was engaged, but when he took his position
in the wheelbarrow ' his courage seemed to
fail him, and Mr DeYogung who had control
of things, told him to gét out andlet the
man whom’she had wheeled before  take his'
place. 'The‘crowd foolishly manifested dis=
satisfaction at* the ' change; 'and Kennovan
insistéd upon ‘going.* The bfave 'girl took
her position, eonfident that if* he remained
quiet she could perform the feat. Three
times DeYoung made’ him get out,. but he
strongly insisted on going, and finally they
gtarted, 'She had" not'made but a 'few steps
when Kennovan lost his balance and said *1
am going.” "Rosa ttied hard to steady him,
but he had’ lost  confidence in himself, and
rocked ‘the wheelbarrow like & boat, and
after évery effort had been made to save him,
he pitched headlong from the' rope, dragging
her with him. She retained her hold on the
balance pole, and one end striking the
ground, broke her fall considerably: Ken-
novan was seriously if not fatally injured,
the wheel striking him on the side of the
head, severing his ear almost entirely off
leaving it attacted by only a small piecs of
‘the  cuticle.

Bank of British Columbia,
.. The general meeting of proprietors of this
bank was beld at the London Tavern, T.
W. ‘L. Mackean, Esq., in the chair,

The-report and statement of accounts was
taken as read.

The chairman’ said ; Gentlemen; before
asking you to adopt the report and accouants,
you will no doubt be anxious to hear an
expression of what in  this bank is a new
feature, viz, the amount written off for bad
debts. In the first place, I should say that
your capital is in no way affected, and that
since the bank commenced business up to
December 31st last we made a net sum of
£66,145 168 8d, which was increased by
£11,544 14s 1d, up to June 30th last, or a
total of £77,690 10s 94, in three years. We
consider the losses to which I have referred
are quite exceptional, and we firmly believe
that not onesthird of the amount would
have been incurred had it not been for the
over confidence of one man in his own views,
whose sanguine nature led him to act quite
contrary to the orders of the board, convinced
in his own mind that success must result,
This danger exists no longer, as he has been
removed, and we do not fear, after this ex-
ample, that such a result will occur again
We do not share even the disappointment
that people feel regarding the fature of Brit-
.ish Colambia and Vadcouver’s: Island, but
we are convinced, as we have before stated,
lh§t where gold, iron, and the precious metals
exist in such richness, and where there .is
sufficiency of arable land to maintain a very
large population, British industry and enter~
prise will make it in future hold a leading
position on the Pacific coast. .

sory notes nothing cculd be done until the
due date. \The directors would take the sug-
gestions which had been made as to the ac-
counts into consideration, and would seek
advice upon the subject; and it they could
adopt the suggestions consistently ‘with ‘the
interests. of all parties they wonld ' .be very
bappy to do so. The charges were made
up of salaries, director’s fees, statiorery,
danking liceade, postage and income tax,
travelling ‘expenses ; there would be no ob-
jection to make a separate item of directors’
ees; the amount taken was £2,200; ' they
took ‘nothing the first year, and afterwards
had . only  taken. anoually the sum he had
named.

A Rough Sketch,
+....{From the Cariboo Sentinel.)

The district includes that part of the gold
bearing. range which lies between the Sel-
kirk range at the head of the Thompson and
the canons where it is intersected by the
Fraser. . The direction of this range is about
N. W. and S.E,, its greatest elevation is
about 7000 feet, -and its length abong 156
miles, . On the one side it slopes gradually
down to the valley of the Fraser, on the
other more rapidly te the lake and river of
Quesnelle.

The formation of this range is metamore
phic, and is composed of gneiss and clay
siate with belts and irregular masses of
brown quartzite interspersed through it.
The gneiss rock crops out along the Selkirk
range and aeross the head of Swamp river ;
the clay slate overlies the gneiss, and exe
tends over all the rest of the district. Primi«
tive limestone is to be found here and there
overlaying the clay slate, it is bighly crystal-
line, and in many cases is a fine marble.. The
direction of the principal seam or cleavage
in this stratum is'N. N. W. and S, 8. E;,
the other cleavage  runs at right angles to
the principal one. The average dip of the
rock is about 35 degrees. Al main quartg
ledges run in the ' direction of the prineipal
seam, and all streams, while ‘runniog on the
bed-rock, follow the course of one cleavage
or ‘the other. 'But these ‘courses are very
much altered by slides, and: especially by
those belts and nodules of hard brown
quartzite which turn tre streams that come
10 _contact' with -them ' around through the
soft rock.  All the :streams running north
and south would have a continual tendency
to hug the ' east bank while ‘the bed-rock: is
barc, oo account of the dip - of the rock in
that direction. . The natural result of this
would be, that after the creeks had worb in
the bank’a- sofficient ' distance there would
be a slide from the  hill which' would cover
the old chanpel and force the ereek back to
whence:t came; or if the slide wére bufficix
ently large:to fill up the whale changel to
such & height, that the rising of the stream
would escape over some lower place, a new
channel’ would - be'i formed and the old one
would becomp ,a hill channel, . No limit can
be set to .the number or direction of these
channels in this district, the friable ‘nature
of the rock and the great altitude of the hills
would have facilitated their formation very
much. Very little attention has been paid
to these most important channels until this
vear, but the discoveries on Grouse creek
have excited and at the same time instructed
us all. ‘The discovery of a hill channel on
that creek:last spring set about 200 men
prospecting for hill diggings, many of whom
bave been succesaful and many more are
sure to be. Companies have been formed
to prospect the east bank of Jack of Clubs
during the winter, and it is not unlikely that
they may succeed in finding a very rich
channel in that forsaken creek, There isa
company on Auntler also prospecting in the
bill for the lost and rich lead of that creek,

The average " altitude of the district must
be more than 2000 feet above what it is now,
out through the agencies of time and the
action of the elements, these mountaios have,
2 to - speak, ‘been ground sluiced down ;
streams have. changed their courses a huon=
dred times, making and unmaking channels
at their pleasure. 'In order to form some
idea of how these mountains  tumbled and
crambled down, you have only to visit Mount
Agoes and ascend the western side ; you will
find the rock crimbling away without the
action of water or. the sun, and at g point
1000 feet from the summit of the mountain
it is undermined, and from the overhanging
part, pieces weigbing from an ounce to a ton
ate falliog, as fast as the first drops of a
thunder shower.
