THE ANARCHISTS BURIED.

Full Ten Thousand ;r_lonl Present at the
Grave—Curions Sight-Seers.

On Sunday the bodies of the five dead
anarchists, Engel, Spies, Lingg, Parsons
and Fischer, were laid in their last rest-
ing place. Seven thousand mean and two
hundred and fifty women formed in the
funeralk procession and followed the bodies
to the graves, which were dug in the emp-
tiest graveyard adjacent to Chicago.
Fully ten thousand people were present
when the coffins were lowered out of sight.
All day the bodies of the murderers were
laid out at Spies’ house and a constant
stream of mourners or curious sight-seers
kept pouring in to view the - ghastly re-
mains or to gaze at the weeping relatives.
By 2 p. m. the procession was on the
move, Chief Marshal Hepp, with two
aides, leading the way. There was no
advance guard of police. Brilliantly
dressed bands of musicians headed the
rocession and the hearses were followed
the members of several secret orders,
of which the hanged men had been mem-
bers. The most noticeable feature of the
pageant was the showing by two local as-
semblies of mghts of Labor, composed
wholly of womgn. ' Each one of these
was aflame “with red. Scarlet in their
hats, bows of crimson at their throats and
long streamers of - crimson from their
shoulders made the appearance of the
working women an object of special eom-
ment. Forty cars were required to take

exciting. The first lot offered was that of
the Carolina, consisting of 713 skins more
or less, packed in 86 barrels and warrant-
ed in good condition. The fixst bid was
for $1.50 per skin, which quickly ran up
to $4.756 and sold to Isaac Fisher, whose
check was said to be good for any amount,
but who was not very well-known by the
buyers present.

The uext lot was of the Thornton which

consisted of 417 skins which were knock-
ed down te Isaac Fisher for $4 per skin.

Lot 3 was the seizure of the Onward,

400 skins in number, which were sold to
the same party at $5 per skin. :

‘Lot 4 was to have been those of the San

Diego, the schooner owned by Handy &
Co,, consisting of 577 scals, but the sale
of this last lot was defersed until 2 o’clock
in the afternoon when the sale took place,
and $4.75 per skin was realized.

The whole sale amounted to $9,584, and

the prices realized was considered by the
Marshall of Alaska and the buyers who
were present very satisfactory.
