_____ ...eptRy for taon
division of Aisne), was about to play into 
the hand of the Dreyfus family by 
masking in the chamber of deputies the 
accomplices, thus having the affair re­
opened. Col. Picquart incidentally 
complained bitterly, that while he was 
still chief of the intelligence department, 
Henry’s tool, Guende, should be allowed 
to make reports against the witness, who 
had then established a connection be­
tween the reports of Guende and the 
false deposition of Henry, who had testi­
fied he had seen the witness seated in 
Maitre Leboi’e office with the document 
containing the words, “ Cette Canaille de 
Dieu ” before them. Each new scheme, 
said the former chief of the intelligence 
department, was a complement develop­
ment of the one proceeding.

The next feature was his recital of the 
intrigues against him. The press, he 
said, was employed by Henry with the 
view of fixing on the witness the blame 
for communicating information to the 
newspapers. Then turning to the dis­
tant mission upon which he was des­
patched, Picquart described the irrita­
tion he felt when he saw he was being 
removed because he was no longer 
wanted ns hehd of the intelligence de­
partment. He explained that if this dis­
grace had been frankly avowed, it would 
have been much less painful to him. 
The Colonel also said that during his 
absence his correspondence was tam­

ed with. JBealing with his mission 
tp Tunis, which Picquart said ought to 
have been entrusted to a commissary of 
police, witness declared it was then that 
Henry abandoned his underhand in­
trigues and began a campaign of open 
persecution. Henry wrote to the wit­
ness, accusing him of communicating in­
formation to the press, disclosing the 
contents of secret documents, and with 
attempting to suborn officers in connec­
tion with the Petit Bleu.

It was then Picquart learned of the 
existence of the forged secret document 
directed against him, and foresaw his 
own ruin if the Dreyfus case was re­
opened, and to safeguard himself he en­
trusted to a lawyer-friend a certain let­
ter from, Gen. Gonz, at the game time 
acquainting the lawyer with ■what he 
knew of Esterhaey, aqtf entrusting- the 
lawyer with how he should intervene, 
“ if the occasion demanded It:” ' This 
lawyer, M. Lebois, communicated- With 
M. Schurer Kestner, then one of the 
vice-presidents of the senate, and the 
representations of the latter to the Pre­
mier followed. When Picquart’s fur­
lough was due, Gen. Leclere, command­
ing in Tunis, was ordered to send Pic­
quart to the frontier of Tripoli. Leclere 
commented to the witness on this ab­
normal order, and Picquart confided to 
the General the reasons for it, and his 
belief in the innocence of Dreyfus. 
Gen. Leclere thereupon ordered Picquart 
not to go beyond Gabes. In the mean­
time the campaign in Paris was con­
tinued. Esterhazy appeared among the 
witness’ accusers.

Picquart here created a sensation by 
incidentally remarking that the judges 
in 1894 were shamefully deceived in 
having the document containing the 
words “ Cette Canaille de Dieu ” com­
municated to them, Witness then bit­
terly recited the delays and the various 
machinations with the view of incrimin­
ating him instigated by Henry, Ester­
hazy and Paty de Clam.

Col. Jouauste, president of the court, 
having asked for explanations on certain 
points, Picquart said: “If I tell you 
all this, gentlemen, it is to show what 
must have, been the mental attitude 
towards me of the members of the 
court-martial which tried Esterhazy.” 
(Murmurs -of assent).

When he resumed his deposition the 
witness said he regretted he had not 
been-given the opportunity to contradict 
his accusers at that court-martial. “ I 
have almost finished my task,” added 
Picquart, “ but I ask permission to 
refer to the way the bordereau came to 
the war office. I have doubts in regard 
to the person who brought the bordereau. 
Two quite different persons could cer­
tainly have delivered the bordereau in 
1894. But if an intelligent person had 
delivered it, he would certainly have in­
sisted on the'value of the contents."

Generals Roget and Mercier having 
intimated a desire to speak. Col. 
Jouauste asked Dreyfus if he had any, 
thing to say, and the prisoner replied in 
the negative.

Gen. Roget then mounted the platform 
and asked Col. Picquart for explanations 
regarding the Quennilli affair. “ CoL 
Picquart,” said Roget, “ attacked me 
this morning in regard to my speech for 
the prosecution on the subject of the 
Quennilli case. He said he was not 
present when the case was in progress, 
and he described Col. Henry as quite in­
correct. I ask Col. Picquart if he de-' 
nies that he wrote Capt. Maréchal an 
order to connect him with Galanti, that 
he wrote to the public prosecutor inclos­
ing documents, and that he wrote to the 
public prosecutor a second time July 15. 
If he denies this, I ask the court to 
send for Maréchal and the dossier in the 
Quennilli affair.”

Col. Picquart replied that there was 
no need to threaten to produce the dos­
sier in order to make him reply. He 
added: “I did not say I was absent 
during the Quennilli affair. I said I 
was absent part of the time, and that 
painful duties did not permit me to par­
ticipate in it, as I would otherwise have 
done.”

“ Did you write those letters?’ asked 
Jouauste.

“ Yes,” replied Picquart, “ I remember 
writing letters in the case, though I do 
not rememiber exactly their terms or 
dates.”

Paris, Aug. 18.—M. Guerin decided to­
night to energetically maintain his own 
propositions and refused to Accept those 
of Gen. Jacquey.

Gen. Jacquey is 
also discouraged, and has left Paris.

A semi-official note issued to-night 
says: “ Having considered humanity 
above all other things, the government 
from the beginning discarded the idea 
of storming M. Guerin's house, to effect 
seizure by force. Measures to prevent

assemblages, will be ‘ maintained, how­
ever, as long as possible.”

WRECKED ON THE YUKON.

Steamer Louise Goes Down With a Val­
uable Cargo Belonging to United 

States Government.

Seattle, Ang. 17.—News is brought to 
the city by passengers on the Alliance of 
the wreck of the Alaska Commercial 
Company’s steamer Louise on the Yu­
kon, a short distance above St. Michael, 
file disaster occurred on July 31, and 
resulted in the total lofcs of a government 
cargo, amounting to about $100,000.

The steamer was chartered by the gov­
ernment to haul three barges, containing 
cargoes of government supplies for Ram­
part and Circle City, up the Yukon. The 
steamer, left St. Michael on the day be­
fore the disaster, with one barge lashed 
to each side, and fastened by means of 
guy-ropes in front Twenty-four hours 
out one of the guy-ropes broke, and the 
barge swinging around loosened the oth­
ers. The shock in striking the side of 
the boat turned one of the barges upside 
down, and the entire contents were lost 
The other two barges, after drifting 
about among the Tocks, were finally 
beached. A fraction of the cargo had 
gone into the river, and what still re­
mained on board was so thoroughly dam­
aged as to be of little or no value.

In the meantime the big steamer, while 
trying to save the barges from destruc­
tion, went on a rock. A huge hole 
punched through her bottom, 
settled rapidly in 10 feet of water"

“ When I asked for permission to con­
tinue the investigation, insistiiq; upon 
the danger of allowing the^ Dreyfus 
family to proceed with their investiga­
tion alone, the General replied that it 
was impossible, in his opinion and that 
of the minister of war, to re-open the 
affair. When I - pressed the point in 
order to make Gen. Gonz understand 
that nothing could prevent its re-opening 
if it could be believed Dreyfus was inno­
cent, Gen. Gonz replied: ‘If you say 
nothing, nobody will know. General, 
I replied firmly, ‘ what you tell me is 
abominable. I do not know what I 
shall do, but I won't carry this secret 
with me/ (Great sensation). I at 
once left the room,” added the witness; 
“that is what occurred. I know my 
account of this is disputed, but I post- 
tively swear it,” said Picquart. as he 
emphatically smote tile bar in front of 
the witness-box and looked in the direc­
tion of the General.

SENIORITY ON THIS STATION.

Preference Given to Engineer Officer 
Subject of Explanation in the 

Commons.
‘'Additional details of the question raised 

by Sir John Colomb as to the seniority of 
officers bn this station, appear in the Bng- 
llsh papers just to hand. The point of 
hi s question is apparent from the text, as 
follows: “Whether before conferring local 
rank on a senior officer of the Royal En­
gineers serving in garrison at Esquimau, 
thereby putting him over the head of his 
senior belonging to another arm of the 
service, the Secretary of State for War 
was made aware of the fact that during 
the preceding period of nearly five years, 
dating from the establishment of the gar­
rison, the command was held only for an 
interval of about one year by a Royal En­
gineer officer; and whether he adhered to 
his statement that the local rank in ques­
tion was conferred because a Royal Engin­
eer had heretofore been in command ; and 
if so whether the Secretary of State for 
War proposed in future to exclude officers 

-of other arms of the service from command 
of garrisons at Esquimau and elsewhere, 
by conferring local rank on junior Royal 
Engineer officers in such garrisons when­
ever it could be shown that a Royal En­
gineer officer had, by the accident of rela­
tive seniority once previously held the 
command?”

Mr. Wyudham replied: “The length of 
time during whi^h Lt. Ool. Muirhead com­
manded at Esquimau in no way Influenced 
the selection of Maj. Grant as his suc­
cessor in that command. He was selected 
because it was considered desirable that 
the command should be held by an officer 
of Royal Englneeers.

Grand Forks, Aug 14.—Police Magis­
trate Johnson has received official noti­
fication from the Attorney-General’s of­
fice, Victoria, that the executive council 
had thoroughly investigated the matter 
of his suspension friais# office by Ex-At­
torney-General Martin, and that as a re­
sult of the investigation the executive 
council have reinstated Mr. Johnson as 
police magistrate of this city.

Up to the present every pound of 
freight for the Boundary country, for 
Republic,, and all camps on the Colvill 
reservation, has been brought in by wag­
on. The entries at the local customs 
house exceed one thousand dollars per 
month.

It will be many a day before there is 
seen such another picture of enterprise, 
thrift and development as Grand Forks 
presents to-day. The moving throngs on 
the streets, the crowds that lock 
hotels, the long processions of freight 
wagons that line up at the customs 
house, tlie erection of scores of new 
buildings,' the grading of miles of new 
streets, the incoming of a great railway 
line, and finally the construction of the 
most extensive smelting works ever 
erected in British Columbia, make alto­
gether a scene of activity that will be 
memorable in the history of 
tfon of the country.

Over 1,000,000 feet of lumber will be 
.used in the construction of the mile- 
flume that will convey water from the 
Kettle river to the smelter. In a short 
time the company will begin the work of 
clearing 500 acres above the dam. This 
land will be flooded by back water, and 
every foot of timber will be removed 
before the water is allowed to cover the 
ground.

A. B. Clabon, of Rossland, has 
rived here to start development work on 
the Strawberry and Orphan Boy, two 
North Fork properties. He will have them 
surveyed this week, and will apply for 
a crown grant. The next step will be 
to incorporate a company to take ovqr 
the properties. This he arranged for on 
a recent trip to Quebec. The incorpo­
rators will include Hon. R. R. Russell, 
Hon. John Sharpless and V. Boswell.

Smith Curtis, of Rossland. is visiting 
the Oro Denero and Humming Bird 
properties this week.

Lake D. Wolfard, of Spokane, return­
ed to-day from Summit camp, where he 
inspected the big ore body recently un­
covered on the Emula bÿ a C. P. R. 
construction gang.

To the Editor of the Colonist.
Sir: I have waited in the hope that 

tome person better informed than my­
self on constitutional law would take up 
the complaint of the ex-Attorney-General 
against the Minister of Finance, which 
complaint concerns a breach of the 
ethics of constitutional precedent, and, 
if true, convicts the Minister of Finance 
of a betrayal of the confidence of the 
executive council. What is Mr. Mar­
tin’s grievance? That, in order to in­
fluence the electors of New Westminster 
m favor of Mr. Henderson, the News- 
Advertiser, of which the Minister of 
Finance is editor and owner, has pub­
lished the statement that after the fire 
at New Westminster, Mr. Martin, sit­
ting in the executive council, opposed 
the re-building of the court house at 
the ill-fated town, and urged that the 
registry office be removed tp Vancouver. 
This statement may be true or false. 
Considering the avenue through which it 
has reached the public, I am inclined te 
believe that it is a wilful or malicious 
lie. But suppose^ it to be true—suppose 
Mr Martin did advocate the abolishment 
of the court house and the registry office 
at New Westminster: suppose he pro­
posed to change the course of the 
Fraser, and efface New Westminster 
from the world’s map—if he urged those 
measures in the executive council, and 
behind closed doors, what right has the 
public to know the fact? Every author­
ity on constitutional law will tell the 
reader that the proceedings of the execu­
tive council are secret. No one—not 
et en a member—is allowed to divul® 
what goes on at a meeting of the execu­
tive—who may have supported or who 
may have opposed a measure. The re­
sult duly reached the public, and that is 
really all that the public have any con­
cern in. “ Todd ” and “ Hallam ” lay 
it down as an inflexible rule that the de­
cision of a majority of the executive 
council is the decision of all; in other 
words, all are bound by that decision, 
whether all favor it or not. Now, if 
these eminent authorities .are right, Mr. 
Cotton and his organ must be wrong. 
Whether Mr. Martin opposed or favored 
this or that measure in executive is not 
a proper subject for criticism in the 
party press, and when that criticism 
emanates from a cabinet minister, the 
matter assumes the form of a breach of 
executive trust and confidence, and be­
comes a grave public scandal.

What, may I ask, is Mr. Semlin going" 
to do with respect to this fresh evidence 
of the moral turpitude of his Finance 
Minister? The Premier dragged Mr. 
Martin before a party caucus, and one 
of the charges against that gentleman 
was that he had betrayed executive 
secrets. He heard his Minister of 
Finance accused of falsifying the records 
of the executive council, and never so 
much as made an effort to bring him to 
book for it. Now he has the same min­
ister arraigned at the bar of public 
opinion upon one of the identical charges 
which in Mr. Martin he regarded as so 
heinous that he declared he could no 
longer sit at the same council board 
with him, and nothing is done! The 
Minister of Finance continues in charge 
of the various departments to which he 
is assigned, and . practically runs the 
government machine. But there is ho 
threat of dismissal heard, no resignation 
asked for, no explanation demanded. In 
this crisis, as you pointed out this morn­
ing, Mr. Editor, there remains the Lieu­
tenant-Governor to appeal to. _ His 
Honor will at least see that justice is 
done, and that the offences of the 
Finance Minister are not covered up 
and condoned, while those of other offi­
cials are magnified and visited with 
swift punishment. I feel sure that 
popular confidence in His Honor is not 
misplaced. CENSOR.

:MESSAGE FROM THE DEAD.

Fate of th'e Bark Midas at Last Made
Known — Bottle Containing Note 

From Oapt. Messenger Picked Up.
From the Portland Oregonian.

What has every appearance of being 
a genuine message from the lost bark 
Midas was found floating in the break­
ers just off Stout’s place, about 4 miles 
north of the Columbia river, Tuesday, 
by Mr. John Klosterroa'n, of this city. 
The slip of paper, a facsimile of which 
is herewith presented, was found in a 
bottle which Mr. -Klosterman secured 
while in bathing. As far as could be in­
terpreted by handwriting experts by 
whom it was examined, the message 
reads as follows:

“Brit, bark Midas, ballast shifted, all 
in small boats, first mate’s boat capsized 
with all drown—”

The last words of the message were 
so indistinct through the apparent haste 
with which they were written, and the 
fading of the pencil marks, that they 
could not be deciphered. The signature, 
except for the word “Captain,” was 
quite plain. So many cruel, hoaxes of 
this kind are perpetrated every year that 
nearly all bottle messages are regarded 
with suspicion, but this from the Midas 
is apparently genuine.

The Midas sailed from Nagasaki for 
Portland in January, 1898, with a crew 
of 25t,men, under charter to C. W. Tracy 
to Iqjd wheat. Soon after leaving thê 
Japan coast, a heavy, storm swept over 
that region, and two other ships, which 
afterward reached Portland, - narrowly 
escaped foundering. The captain of 
of these vessels, which left Nagasaki 
a day later than the Midas, reported on 
arrival at Portland that Captain Messen­
ger told him the night before leaving 
that he did not think he had received as 
much ballast as he needed, and as he had 
paid for. The vessel had no shifting- 
boards, and this message from the sea 
confirms the general belief as to how she 
met her fate.

On receipt of the message yesterday 
the signature was compared with that 
of Captain Messenger on his clearance 
papers at the custom house. The fac­
simile of the two signatures on the’ 
clearance papers, with the word “mas-i 
ter” appended is herewith given. The 
third signature is taken from a document 
in Sibson & Kerr’s office, that firm load­
ing the vessel when she was here in 1897. 
Making due allowance for the three sig­
natures being-made with pen and ink un­
der ordinary circumstances, and the one 
attached to the note being made with 
a pencil^Jàxa tossing small boat, with 
death staring the writer in the face, and 
the resemblance is so striking as to leave 
small room for doubt as to its being made 
by the captain of the lost Midas.

While it has been fully 18 months 
since the Midas was lost, not until June, 
1899, did the Liverpool board of inquiry 
render a decision on the matter.

Pinkerton detectives were 
Mr. Howell in what he calls the work of 
fishing for evidence. On the 27th June,
1896, Mr. Howell began work at once, 
and on the 17th July, 1896, Mr. Sifton 
wrote to the Hon. Mr. Laurier, then 
prime minister, asking that the govern­
ment of Canada should undertake the 
work of carrying on the prosecutions. 
On the 24th July, 1896, the Prime Min­
ister wrote a reply, in which he said: 
‘We will most willingly furnish the funds 
for the service in order to carry on the 
work in which you are engaged.’ A 
large number of solicitors and counsel

thereupon retained, and a large 
number of prosecutions were instituted, 
in none of which, with but one exception, 
was any conviction obtained.

“Election petitions were being carried 
as in Manitoba at the same time against 
Conservative members of parliament, 
and your committee are satisfied_ that 
the prosecutions were either instituted 
or made up for the p irpose of procuring, 
if possible, evidence in support of such 
petitions. Parliament was not informed 
in the subsequent session of 1897 that 
the government of Canada had assumed 
liability for the cost of these prosecu­
tions.

“The department of justice did not 
have the usual control and supervision 
over the services of the solicitors and 
counsel engaged, and none of the ac­
counts paid were taxed before payment. 
For examplé, Mr. W. E. Perdue rendered 
an account for $541.15, and drew upon 
the minister of the • interior for that 
amount, by draft dated 27th March,
1897. The draft was accepted by Hon. 
Mr. Sifton, and fell due on June 30, 
1897, and was paid in full by Mr. Sif­
ton on the 2nd J uly, 1897, out of moneys 
advanced to him by order-in-conncil for 
that purpose, out of an amount voted for 
“Miscellaneous justice.” Mr. Perdue’s 
account was subsequently taxed down to 
the sum of $313.15. Accounts amount­
ing to $17,640.65, as rendered, were tax­
ed down by the officers of the department 
of justice to $1,298.40, and even for the 
disbursements allowed very imperfect 
vouchers were produced in .many in­
stances.

“The Minister of Justice has stated 
over his signature that the expenses of 
criminal prosecutions should be borne 
by the respective provinces, and not by 
Canada,

“The committee are of opinion that 
the government deserves censure, first, 
for withholding from parliament during 
two sessions all information respecting 
the undertaking and carrying ont of these 
prosecutions. Second, for paying any por­
tion of the cost thereof before any vote 
for the purpose had been obtained. Third, 
for paying the accounts of solicitors and 
counsel before the same were taxed. 
Fourth, for secretly undertaking, 
out dne inquiry or information, to pay 
the costs of these prosecutions. Fifth, 
for secretly permitting these prosecu­
tions to he carried on without the usual 
control and supervision by the officers of 
the department of justice. Sixth, for 
undertaking, without the knowledge of 
parliament and without informing par­
liament at the firet opportunity, to pay 
the costs of prosecution which in the 
ordinary course should have been borne 
by the government of Manitoba.”

NEW COMPANIES.member,
Evidence of a Second Transaction Ad­

mitted by the Magistrate 
Yesterday.

The hearing of the charge against 
Hugh Login of stealing $152 from Rob­
ert Ward & Co. while in that firm’s 
employ, was proceeded with in the city 
police court yesterday, and after four 
hours’ sitting, again adjourned until 
Monday. Most of the time was taken 
up in an argument as to whether evi­
dence of another transaction could be 
introduced oni the hearing of the first 
charge. Mr. A. B. MePhillips, for the 
prisoner, argued contra, but the magis­
trate held with Mr. Peters, counsel for 
the prosecution, and the evidence was 
admitted. It was in reference to $60 
said to have been received by Mr. 
Logan at Nanaimo for coal sold to the 
owner of a river steamer and not ac­
counted for.

According to the evidence of Mr. T. 
R. Smith, the firm entered into a con­
tract to have the steamer City of Paris 
towed to St. Michael, and Mr. Logan 
was sent to Nanaimo to arrange for the 
departure of the steamers. Some $300 
worth of coal was bought for the Mys­
tery, and of this, according to Mf. 
Smith’s evidence, Mr. Logan sold $60 
worth to the owner of the City of Paris 
and failed to account for it. This was 
in September, 1898. When the matter 
was brought to Mr. Logan’s attention in 
June of this year, he sent the company 
a cheque for the amount, stating that if 
he had received the money and not ac­
counted for it, it must have been 
through forgetfulness. The check was 
returned to him and then he sent the 
cash, bnt it was also returned.

H. J. Cave, accountant, and L. B. 
Trimen, cashier for the company, testi­
fied that there was no entry in the books 
showing that the $60 had been accounted 
for. Mr. Trimen further said that Mr. 
Logan’s expenses to Nanaimo had been 
paid in eftsh, and that on the day he re­
turned he had drawn $60 on hie salary 
account.

The defendant has already been 
charged with stealing the $60 referred 
to, and Mr. Peters intimated yesterday 
that there would be further charges.

We submit to the Lieutenant-Governor 
that a duty rests upon him in this con­
nection- He cannot surely be ignorant 
of the fact that this charge has been 
made against Mr. Cotton.

the accusation against Mr. Cotton. Has 
he asked Mr. Cottom for an explanation? 
Has that explanation been given, and if 
so, what is the nature of it? The Lieu­
tenant-Governor must surely appreciate 
the vital importance of keeping sacred 
the records of the Executive Council. 
He must realize that public confidence 
in the administration of affairs will be 
completely destroyed if the records of 
the government can be deliberately falsi­
fied with impunity. He must know that 
this confidence will , be very seriously 
shaken if such a charge made against 
one of his sworn advisers remains un­
contradicted. He is responsible to the 
country for the men with whom he sur­
rounds himself. Is lc true that his ad­
visers are men who will be guilty of de­
liberate falsification of public records or 
of condoning it in one of their col­
leagues? So jealous was he a year ago 
of the integrity of public documents to 
which his signature might be affixed that 
he cut out certain blanks from a number 
of papers, because he did not know to 
what use they might be put Now we 
have a case where the deliberate falsifi­
cation of a document bearing his signa­
ture or intended to be signed by him is 
charged, and yet so far as the public 
knows he has neither asked nor received 
any explanation. We will not do him 
the injustice to suppose that he proposes 
to allow this matter to be unexplained, 
or, that he will allow his advisers to 
keep the secret to themselves. The 
charge was made in the most public 
manner possible, and we are satisfied 
that the Lieutenant-Governor will insist 
that the refutation, if refutation be pos­
sible, the explanation, if the matter ad­
mits of explanation, or the confession 
shall be equally public- We further say 
that in view of the fact that Mr. Martin 
made this charge, and that he is a mem­
ber of the legislature, it becomes very 
important that the truth or falsity of the 
accusation should be made known. If

In order that the santtity surrounding 
minutes of council may ibe shown, we 
quote the law applicable to their falsifi­
cation. Section 422, sub-section 2, of the 
Criminal Code of 1892 reads as follows:

Making a false document includes 
altering a genuine document in any 
material part, and making any material 
addition to it, or adding to it any false 
date, attestation seal or other thing that 
is material, or by making any material 
alteration in it, either by erasure, obliter­
ation, removal or otherwise.

The next sub-section declares the 
forgery to be complete as soon as the 
document is made, “ though the offender 
may not have intended that any person 
should use or act upon it as genuine, or 
be induced by the belief that it is genu­
ine to do or refrain from doing any­
thing,” and sub-section 4 declares the 
forgery to be complete even though the 
document itself may be hfcomplete, or 
even if it may not purport to be a docu­
ment binding in law on any one.

What is the punishment for such an 
offence? Minutes of council are of no 
validity until they have been submitted 
to the Lieutenant-Governor for his sig­
nature, and section 423 of the Code, 
sub-section (A), paragraph (b), declares 
that a person is liable to imprisonment 
for life who forges a document bearing 
the signature of any lieutenant-governor. 
Even though a minute-in-council alleged 
to have’ been falsified had not re­
ceived the signature of thqj-âeutenant- 
Govemor, the offence would be the same, 
for sub-section 4 above 
to meets the case of an incomplete docu­
ment.

THE NEW WESTMINSTER SEAT.

It is probable that Mr. R. L. Reid, an 
energetic and Talented young lawyer of 
New Westminster, will oppose Mr, Hen­
derson. Mr. Reid deserves and will re­
ceive the sympathy and support of the 
friends of good government in all parts 
of the province. Notwithstanding the 
shortness of the time and the influence 
which a cabinet office will give Mr. Hen­
derson, there is excellent ground to be­
lieve that Mr. Reid will be successful. 
The people of the Royal city ought to 
know how to reward political turpitude 
such as Mr. Henderson has exhibited. 
They ought to be able to judge the char­
acter of the political situation well 
enough to see that, even if Mr. Hender­
son is returned, the defeat of the gov­
ernment when the house meets is beyond 
a question. In losing the support of Mr. 
Higgins, the government lost more than 
a single vote. His abandonment of the 
party means its defeat in the house; but 
even if friends of the government may 
deny this, they cannot refuse to admit 
that it renders its fate exceedingly doubt­
ful. The pronounced opposition vote is 
now: 17. We have reason to believe that 
it will be at least 19 on a straight vote 
of want of confidence, not including Mr. 
Martin and such members as may sym­
pathize with him. But even putting the 
opposition vote at 17, this leaves Mr. 
Semlin at the mercy of Mr. Martin, and 
the people of New Westminster ought to 
know that gentleman well enough not 
to suppose they are gaining anything by 
securing a cabinet office in a ministry 
which he can overthrow at any time.

The people of New Westminster ought 
to be able to see and appreciate the ne­
cessity for a new departure in British 
Columbia politics, and that an opportun­
ity is offered to them such as has rarely 
been presented to any constituency in 
the province to strike a blow for good 
government. Therefore, we look with 
every confidence for the election of Mr. 
Reid, if he decides to become a candi­
date.

We confess to being utterly unable to 
comprehend how Mr. Semlin can allow 
the matter to stand as it is, how he can 
retain Mr. Cotton in the government if 
the accusation is true, how he can allow 
him to remain a Say under the accusa­
tion, if it is false. We confess to being un­
able to understand how the Ldeutenant-

portant public records;

And, although not one of these charges 

has been denied, this minister continues 
ia control of the finances of the province, 
•f all the public contracts of the prov­
ince. and of the public lands ot the 
province. We have also a minister who 
is reputed to be the leading spirit in the 
government, seeking to stir up strife be­
tween labor and capital at a time when 

•every effort ought to be mode to har­
monize their interests, in order that the

last consideration is one that may be 
discussed later. At present the purpose 
is to confine ourselves to the allegations 
touching Mr. Cotton's official position.

Let any business man take this mat­
ter home to himself. Suppose he had sev­
eral clerks, and it should be represented 
to him that one of them had made public 
the secrets of the counting room; would 
not the confidence of his employer be at 
once,withdrawn? Suppose this same 
clerk was charged with having deliber­
ately represented that his employer had 
decided to take a certain course, when 
ia point of fact he had never considered 
the matter at all; would not this of­
fence, added to the other, lead to his im­
mediate discharge? And suppose that 
on top of all this a fellow clerk should 
change him with deliberately falsifying 
the books to cover up his previous mis­
representations; would he not be obliged 
to disprove the charge; or else be igno- 
miniously discharged and punished? 
Could a commercial business be carried 
on, would commercial transactions be­
tween men be possible, if lying, betrayal 
of confidence, and forgery Tvere to be 
recognized as ordinary features of it? 
Wherein is the distinction between what 
has been supposed in the case of the 
olerk and what has been Alleged against 
Mr, Cotton by one of his colleagues? 
Should one rule be applied to men in 
commercial life, and another to men in 
political life?

We do not like to make any observa­
tions based upon the supposition that the 
charges made against Mr. Cotton are 
true; but scarcely less serious than that 
they are true is the fact that they are 
uneontradieted. We do not believe that 
another case can be cited where one 
minister of the crown, in an official letter 
to the Premier, charged another minister 
with deliberate falsification of the 
ords of the Council. The gravity of the 
charge is extreme. It it is not true, the 
man who made it should be prosecuted 
to the utmost limit of the law, for the 
offence alleged is not against an indi­
vidual, but against the province; it does 
not concern a private document, but the 
most important records of the province. 

"There is not a man, wpman or child in 
^British Columbia who has not the right

Governor can take advice from a mem­
ber of his Executive Council who stands 
charged with such a serious* offence. Let 
us suppose the incident had transpired 
elsewhere.

The sum ox* $180 in bills and silver 
is missing from the safe in the office of 
Messrs. Munn, Holland * Company, cor­
ner of Trounce avenue and Broad street.
It was extracted some time between 10 
o’çlock on Thursday night and early yes­
terday morning, and the job did not take 
much time, the task which the thieves- 
set themselves being easy of accomplish-»-"'"'' 
ment. The safe did not have to be fore- 
ed open, and, in fact, even the doors of 
the office jwere very conveniently^ left 
open for the thieves, 
stances making It almost impossible for 
the thieves to leave any traces behind 
them makes the work of the police rath­
er difficult.

All that is known of the robbery is that 
the junior clerk, a boy named Coates, 
found upon his arrival at the office yes­
terday morning that the safe had been 
ransacked. Two cash boxes were miss­
ing. One which had contained $200 in 
silver, bills and checks was found in the 
hallway leading to the back entrance to 
the office.

It had been forced open and the silver 
and bills taken, but the checks 
left. The other box, belonging to Mr.
D. Carmody, was also found in the hall, 
but it had not been tampered with. Near 
by was a $20 bill, evidently dropped from 
the roll taken from the cash box. The 
boy immediately sent for the police, and 
Detective Perdue was detailed upon the 
case.

To the detective the boy said that 
he had certainly locked the safe on 
Thursday night, but he admitted having 
left the door leading from Trounce ave­
nue into the office open. Mr. Dickson, 
the senior clérk, was in the office late on 
Thursday evening with Mr. R. L. Dru­
ry. who has a desk there, but he did not 
try the safe before leaving. He is the 
only one at present in the city, so far as 
known, who knows the combination, 
and inclines to the belief that the boy 
must have failed to lock the safe, as he 
failed to lock the door.

VISITING PRELATE.

Archbishop Machray, Primate of Can­
ada, a Guest at Bishopsclose.

One of Canada’s most distinguished 
prelates, Archbishop Machray, of Ru­
pert’s Land, and Primate of All Canada, 
is spending a few days in the city 
guest of Bishop Perrin. The Arch­
bishop is now 68 years old, but carries 
his age well. He was born in Aber­
deen, Scotland, and at the age of 24 
entered the ministry, after a brilliant

course at Aberdeen and Cambridge uni­
versities. In 1865 he was appointed 
Bishop of Rupert’s Land, having pre- — 
viously been dean of his college and 
vicar of Madingley. At that time hisa
diocese included Manitoba, the North- rf 
west Territories and a part of Ontario, 
but later a subdivision was made and 
Bishop Machray became Metropolitan 
of the new province of Rupert’s Land. 
When the Anglican churches of Canada 
united in 1893 he was elected primate of 
Canada. He has taken a prominent 
part in- educational affairs, being one of 
those who started the University of 
Manitoba, of which he is now chancellor.
He is also warden of St. John’s College. 
Manitoba; chairman of the provincial 
board of education; a member of the 
advisory board for Manitoba of the 
government department of education ; 
and professor of ecclesiastical history 
and liturgiology in St. John’s College. 
Degrees of many colleges have been 
conferred upon him, and in 1893 he was 
appointed prelate of the most distin­
guished Order, of St. Michael and St. 
George.

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ESQUIMALT GARRISON.

New Strength to Date From 1st of Oc­
tober — "V^hat the Dominion 

Pays.

When the Dominion parliament was 
discussing the estimates on the item of 
$109,000, for the defence of Esquimalt, 
the Minister of Militia explained the 
changes in the garrison arrangement 
recently effected between the Imperial 
and Canadian authorities. The amounts 
required under the new arrangement, he 
said, were as follows:

In a continuance of the 
ment for three months to 
1899, in regard to the pay and allow­
ances of a detachment of Royal 
marine artillery, stationed at Esquimalt, 
$12.000.

To provide for the new agreement 
with the war department for nine 
months from October 1, $97,000. The 
amount of $87,000, the Minister explain­
ed, was required under the terms of the 
following,«ew agreement,, made with the 
Imperial office, to take effect on October 
1, 1899, The Dominion government is 
to pay:

One half.the cost of the Imperial gar­
rison of 320 officers and men, say £21,- 
000.

One half the primary charges for the 
barracks accommodations for the men, 
say £12,000.

This amount is to be charged to capi­
tal account, and Is to be charged for 
this year only.;

To^ continue - to - pay as at present the 
whole cost of maintenance of the local 
-militia, and the militia to be subject to 
an annual inspection by the Imperial 
officer commanding at. Esquimalt or 
the Lientcnant-GeneraLtoommanding in 
North America, £9,345. Total, £42,845, 
or $208,512.

Contribution towards the pay of gar­
rison for 9 months. $77,000; drill of 
local militia, $20,000. Total, $97,000.

I had a memo­
randum' prepared, which unfortunately 
has been mislaid; but I do not know that 
it would be of any particular advantage 
to discuss it further. The honorable gen­
tleman has presented his case, it is now 
in the Hansard, and I will promise him 
to take it up and reconsider it carefully 
as soon as the session closes, and come 
to a conclusion, one- way or the other. 
I must say that as he is on the spot, and 
is familiar with the circumstances, I feel 
that a great deal of weight is to be 
given to his opinion.

The by-law passed by the city council 
to close Craigflewer road was yesterday 
quashed, Mr. Justice Drake giving his 
judgment, on the application of the west­
ern suburb, against the city. The city 
will undoubtedly be advised to appeal 
against the decision, and consequently 
the judgment will not likely have- an 
effect on the cases pending against the 
residents of Victoria West for tearing 
np the sidewalk laid across the road by 
the corporation. Mr. Justice Drake’s 
judgment in full follows:

“This is an application to quash a by­
law passed 10th July, 1899, to stop up a 
portion of Craigflower road. This road 
was made by the Hudson’s Bay Company 
prior to 1859, an» is the main road into 
Esquimalt, Metchosin and Sooke dis­
tricts. Up to the time when the limits 
of Victoria municipality were extended 
in 1892, this road was kept up at the 
government expense, and down to the 
time this by-law was passed has been 
the main road into the before-mentioned 
districts. The fee existed in the Hud­
son’s Bay Company up to the time their 
charter was revoked, and frçôm that time 
down to the present the fee* was presum­
ably vested in the provincial govern­
ment. The land through which portion 
of this road runs was known as lot 127, 
section 31, Esquimalt district, and was 
originally purchased by Robert J. Rus­
sell, who still owns the other portion of 
the said lot. Part of the land through 
Which the road intended to be stopped 
up runs was sold by Mr. Russell to one 
Jeremiah Nagle many years ago; 
Nagle laid out the land thus bought into 
town lots, utterly ignoring the road. 
His lots are laid out across the road- 
are now known as Victoria West. The 
purchasers of these lots who must be 
presumed to have known of the existence 
of the road are now agitating to have 
the road closed, and the corporation 
have, accordingly, substituted some of 
the streets appearing on Nagle’s map 
in lieu of this road, namely, Russell, 
Catherine and Langford streets. The 
substituted streets are, it is alleged, npt 
so convenient, and are longer, and have 
two or more sharp angles, instead of the 
straight streets heretofore existing. It 
is farther alleged by those opposing the 
change that it is not in the public inter­
est, and is made in order to enable those 
who originally purchased lots through 
which the road jan to obtain the road 
allowance, which they did not originally 
buy.

“The main question, however, which 
was argued was as to^the power of the 
corporation to do what" they claimed to 
have done. Section 5 of sub-section 127 
of the Municipal Clauses act, it is con­
tended, is (sufficient authority for the 
by-law. ThatTkeqJjon gives power to al­
ter, divert or stop up roads, streets, 
squares, ’alleys, lanes, bridges, or other 
public communications within the bound­
aries of the municipality. The term 
highway is not used, although that term 
is used in sub-sections 107, 141, 152 and 
156, and the term road is used in sub­
sections 107, 119, 129, 130, 131 and 132, 
the legislature, it must be presumed, had 
a reason for making this distinction. A 
highway is a road, but a road is not 
necessarily a highway. If the term road 
alone had been used in these sub-seetions 
I should have considered it included high­
ways, but possibly the words “or other 
public communication” will include high­
ways. It is remarkable that in the pow­
er thus given to municipal ' corporations 
no provision is made to protect the in­
terests of the public or parties outside 
the city whose interests may be preju­
dicially affected. Mr. McPhillips con­
tended that as .there was no power ex­
pressly given to the municipality to close 
highways, being trunk roads communi­
cating with the country districts, such 
a power could not be presumed, because 
statutes authorizing interference with 
public rights are always strictly con­
strued. The language used lends force 
to this contention, as the words “within 
the boundaries of municipality” may 
mean roads whose termini are both with­
in the municipal boundaries, or it may 
mean any roads which come from else­
where into a municipality are generally 
few in number and of great importance 
to the districts through which they run. 
Mr. Justice Rose, in Harrison vs. Cor­
poration of, Pembroke, 6 O. B. 171, re­
fers to this view of the case, but' the 
.^ itself was -decided on other grounds; 
hisj language ito no doubt appropriate to 
the present contention, he says, refer­
ring to the act then under consideration, 
and the language there used is more ex­
tended than the one I have to decide, 
that the county council had power to 
«top up roads manning or being within 
one or more townships—unless that sec­
tion gave power to stop up a continuous 
road running through more than one 
county no express language can be found 
jgiving such power, it would seem tanom- 
aloùs that a section of the road running 
rroni Kingston to Tjondon could be tilosed 
or diverted by a township council. This 
is very much the case here; a maim iroad 
running from the .country districts will 
lie «topped up and diverted by this by­
law. The act does not give in‘express 
words any such authority, and unless 
there is either express authority, or au­
thority Iby necessary implication, wWh 
1 flo not see here, the council cannot act 
«8 they -have done. The point is singu­
larly bare of authority; neither of the 
learned eouncil could point tp a case' 
Where sudh a point had been decided. It' 
was mentioned but not decided in R vs.

Some special interest is attached to 
the arrival of the British ship River 
Fallock from Hamburg yesterday in 
that she is the first merchantman with 
general cargo to arrive at this port 
direct from Germany. The length of 
the vessel’s trip is very little longer 
than the average passage from England, 
it having taken the River Fallock just 
154 days to make the voyage from Ham­
burg. The trip was devoid of incidents 
ef any importance, the weather encoun­
tered being generally fine, and taken 
altogether, none too favorable for fast 
travelling. The biggest shipment in the 
vessel’s hold is cement, of which she has 
to discharge 3,000 barrels here. Her 
cargo is a miscellaneous one and arrives 
in good shape, a portion being for 
Seattle. The cargo for Victoria is con­
signed to R. P. Rithet & Co., of this 
city. The vessel was towed in from 
sea by the American tug Richard Hol­
yoke yesterday morning, and lies now at 
the outer wharf, alongside the British 
ship Dromblair, discharging English 
cargo, ready to commence unloading 
operations this morning. As the vessel 
was towed in to the wharf yesterday 
she presented a pretty picture. Her 
canvas was all spread, casting a great 
shadow over the wharf. The ship has 
been chartered by Bell-Irving & Co., of 
Vancouver, to load salmon for England, 
at the rate of 36s. 3d.

It was 
very wonderful, and tq some of ns so awful, 
that even at the risk of missing some of 
the thrilling sights, we went over to tfis 
“safe” side of the car and sat down and 
shut our eyes. Almost from the first of fhe 
journey one has the old trail In sight, and 
what a trail it must have been, rocky or 
marshy, narrow, steep and treacherous. 
Now and then, down over the mountain 
side, caught In the brush, we could see 
the bodies of dead horses, poor beasts, 
who had fallen, broken their legs or backs 
and been left to die. It makes It so very 
vivid, that you can close your eyes and 
fancy.tragedies that may have been enact­
ed there, but no matter what your powers 
of imagination are, yon never could picture 
quite the awfulness of some of the realities 
a. told to us.

While we were at the summit three hun­
dred Klondlkers boarded the train. Such 
a weary looking lot of men and women, a 
few with coptented faces, but the vast 
majority unsatisfied, and one and all thor­
oughly tired and very glad for the rest the 
cushioned seats of the carriages afforded. 
There was one happy family, parents and 
six children, they had three very large 
sacks of gold and some In a bag beside. 
The children all wore nugget rings or brace­
lets, and the father had a huge diamond 
In his old black flannel shirt.

It wasn’t pretty at the Summit, and it 
was extremely cold, though many fragrant 
and lovely flowers grow there, lilies of the 
valley, daisies, a starry sort of blossom that 
cornea up out of the moss and crowds of 
sweet little tern, very delicate and pale 
green.

The offldala’ tent was very white and 
clean end commodious, with a big stove 
and a roaring fire, which felt very grateful 
to os. Here we had a delicious dinner 
that we ate with ravenous appetites. In­
deed the Invigorating air of the north keeps 
one always hungry.

When we left Skagway the days had 
grown shorter, and though at first we had 
thought the weird twilight delightful, we 
almost forgot what we had admired be­
fore; In the perfect bights that ended the 
sunny days now. 'UOh the matchless beauty 
of those evenings when the sunsets wonid 
dazzle us In their splendor, and then fading 
give way to shadowy twilight, which fading 
again would give place to night with the 

shedding such unutterably lovely 
radlence, that one felt drawn out of one’s 
self forgetting everything but the Intense 
and solemn beauty. And It Is almost an 
untouched country, pernaps something of 
holiness Is with it still, for we couidu’t 
speak when looking at t, scarcely seemed 
to breathe or think. The boat cutting 
through the calm .dark water made scarcely 
a sound, and there was not a breath cf 
wind. Now and then a towering peak of 
mountain would shut the moon's face away, 
and presently making a turn \ve won.d see 
her again, coming from behind another 
peak, and from nnder a little cloud at It’s 
top whose edges she hail fltst si.vered, 
then sailing out to show in her full white 
purity.

We had the good fortune to be favored 
with sunshine from the day we left Van­
couver until the day of our return. We ex­
perienced no rough weather and only a 
pleasant little swell in Queen Charlotte 
Sound, pixon’s Entrance and Mlllbank 
Sound.

It would be hard to find a stauncher, 
sturdier little steamer than the Rosalie, 
or a crew more kindly and attentive than 
the one she carries, who from the Captain 
to the.cabin boy are courtesy itself.

As soon as one leaves Vancouver the 
beauties of the trip begin, and we sailed 
all day along the shores of the Island, leav­
ing which we entered Queen Charlotte 
Sound with it’s big glimpse of ocean and 
it’s long ocean roll, 
sailed without a stop, and as we neared 
the north the daylight lasted longer, until 
when we reached Metlakahtla It was twi­
light all night. It was quite a new sensa­
tion to sit out on deck, reading or writing, 
with the hands of our watches pointing to 
ten or half-past. Indeed, one hardly felt 
like turning In at all. There was so much 

.loveliness outside, that dreams, no mat­
ter how vivid they might be, were only a 
shadow of the real scenes. Leaving the 
broad waters of the Sound, we sailed Into 
a glassy calm, and the sea narrowed itself 
now and then to run through channels that 
seemed to open for us as we drew near, 
and close again as we sailed away. On 
the morning of the third day ont, when 
we dressed and went on deck, we were 
gliding between walls of mountains so 
close that one could hold à conversation 
easily with anyone on either shore. Dewn 
from the snow on top little waterfalls were 
running, to gather speed and strength and 
by and bye to 11 tag themselves Into the sea, 
while now and then, for a mlle at a time, 
the base of the mountain was smoothed 
away to form a perfect stone wall, straight 
and even as though made by a master 
builder.

Metlakahtla Is a quaint little village, and 
when we stopped there the quiet light of 
midnight made It seem quainter still. 
There are no roads whatever In evidence, 
only broad plank sidewalks crossing and 
recrossing each other, spotlessly clean and 
even. There are many houses here, mostly 
Inhabited by the living, but a few the 
abode of the dead. These latter are bolt­
ed and barred, and outside as though on 
guard Is usually a white slab or tombstone. 
Inside the dead Indian sits; wrapt in his 
Blanket, propped in his canoe, his gun and 
rod beside him. The other houses are 
homes and some of them have their little 
patch of garden, which, however, does not 
seem to do very well. Perhaps the "soil 
Is not good or the attention of the gar­
dener insufficient. The one church looks 
very big and Imposing In the midst of so 
many little places. It is really a very won­
derful building for such an out of the way 
part of the world, especially as It was put 
up by the Indians themselves. It Is a 
white affair, with broad steps and a wide, 
deep entrance. In the half-light it looked 
perhaps even bigger and more shadowy 
than it rtally Is.

Indeed the time of night lent the little 
village a strange sort of mysticism that 
seemed something of the evening and some­
thing of the morning and yet not of either. 
All about the dark mountains looked down, 
and In their shadow the sea lay black and 

:mottoilless and the little village slept; 
while over everything, surrounding every­
thing, was the damp, misty twilight of the 
northern night. In the streets there was 
no one to move or speak. In the windows 
Of the houses there were no lights, only 
once in a while, the one touch of life In 
the scene, a mild-eyed Indian dog would 
walk out at some gateway, to took at one 
rather sadly, turn and go back, not even 
wagging his tall.

Our next stop was at Wrangel, the “city 
■ of blasted hopes,” as someone said. It 
certainly Is a hopelessly, untidy, unpic- 
tnresque, and decidedly fishy town,
«sting chiefly on account of It’s totem 
•poles, some of ifhlch are very large and 
very hideous. We saw one man, a very old 
Indian, sitting In front of his cabin, scoop­
ing out a bone ladle, whHe beside him, 
fallen to -rise no more, was an enormous 
totem pôle, the history of his family for 
many generations, I suppose. Half of it 
bad 'been ’burnt away and the other half 
was charred and blackened. The «id fel­
low looked at ns, and then at It, and went 
on with his work/ Indian’s faces are like 
carvings mostly, capable of but one expres­
sion, but we couldn’t help wondering If 
there wasn’t a hopeless sort of an emotion 
stirring fhe old man’s heart, the world has 
changed so suddenly and so sadly to the 
Indiana. ,

NEW LIGHTHOUSES.

)
Foar Will Be Constructed in All Along 

the British Columbia Coast 
This Year.

When present plans have all been car­
ried ovft, four new lighthouses in all will 
have been established on the British 
Columbia coast this year in direct line 
•f travel to and from Alaskan points. 
These light, will all have been placed in 
the most dangerous locations. One is 
situated at Turn Point, near Bella 
Bella, at the junction of Seaforth Chan­
nel and Lama Passage. Another has 
been built on Porter island, where Fitz- 
hugh Sotind and Lama Passage join. 
A third is on Ballimas island, between 
Nanaimo and Comox; and a fourth will 
probably be on Lawyer island, at the 
northern outlet of the Skeena river.

The following notices to mariners 
have just been issued by the department 
of marine and fisheries : A stone beacon, 
surmounted by a staff carrying a lattice- 
work ball 10 feet in diameter, the whole 
painted black, and showing 22 
above high water, has been erected on 
Thrasher rock, at the northeasterly ex­
tremity of Cabriola reefs, in the Strait 
of Georgia, British Columbia. Its bear­
ings is Lat. N. 49 deg., 9 min., 22 sec.; 
Long. W., 123 deg., 38 min., 40 sec. 
The beacon, which stands on the small 
portion of the reef that dries, should not 
be approached nearer than one cable, at 
which distance, when bearing S. W. by 
W., there is a depth of 5% fathoms, 
deepening rapidly to 11 and 20 fathoms. 
On both sides of the narrow ledge on 
which stands the beacon there are 
depths of 10 to 14 fathoms.

Waterways That Will Change the Map 
of the World Now Given Atten­

tion by Engineers.

Canals for irrigation and navigation, 
are as old as the oldest civilization of 
which we have any knowledge, and so 
long, at any rate as ships plough the 
seas, or until aerial navigation revolu­
tionizes all present means of transport, 
canals will never become, altogether ob­
solete, and many of them, joining aa 
they do one twin sea to another will 
always be of vital importance, particu­
larly to maritime countries.

Of the canals that have been cut, the 
most notable examples are the Seuz 
canal, between the Mediterranean and 
the Red seas, in the old world, and the 
Sautt Ste. Marie, between lakes Su­
perior and Huron in the new.

Some natural channels, such as the 
CaSiquarre, one of several branches 
which unite the Orinoco with the Rio 
Negro, a tributary of the Amazon, are 
Lukuga (an expansion pt the Upper 
Congo) tiie overflow from Lake Tan­
ganyika, are intermittent.

Of canals yet to be cut or completed 
probably the most important are the 
Panama and the Nigaragna canals, both 
across the narrow neck of land which 
unites the two great Western Oontin- 
ens.

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LAWLESSNESS IN NICOLA.
Sir: Your readers are no doubt well 

used to reading letters from people who 
have real or fancied grievances to air, 
but I think in this case you will agree 
with me that the inhabitants of the 
Nicola district have a real and serious 
grievance against the authorities who 
are responsible for the proper carrying 
out of the statutes for the suppression 
of lawlessness and giving or selling 
liquor to Indians.

The facts are these: Owing to the 
increase of population in the Nicola dis­
trict, the last government appointed a 
constable at Nicola Lake, with a salary 
of some $700 per annum. During the 
three years of his appointment the laws 
were well enforced, and all liquor cases 
were thoroughly investigated, so that 
law-breakfers found the district too hot 
to hold them.

The Hon. J. Martin, then attorney- 
general, thought fit to cancel Mr. Gillies’ 
appointment last winter. I believe the 
absurd reason given was retrenchment 
in government expenditure.

If the authorities had taken the 
trouble to investigate the matter, they 
would have found that the fines alone 
almost equalled the constable’s salary, 
and the thorough manner in which the 
poll tax was collected (which would 
otherwise have been lost to the govern­
ment) quite equalled it.

The present condition of affairs is de­
plorable. Drunken Indians are to be 
met with everywhere, and it is a very 
common occurrence for an Indian to 
pull out a battle of liquor and offer you 
a drink, saying with an oath: “ Nika 
halo scare; halo policeman stop.”

The nearest constable is at Kamloops, 
some 60 miles away, and the appoint­
ment of a special constable does not 
work satisfactorily; they have not the 
same interest in the work, and often a 
man cannot be procured at a moment’s 
notice. It is only a short time ago that 
a drunken white man lay all day near 
the gate of a prominent Nicola resident, 
with a loaded rifle, .uttering threats 
against the lives of several people- 
Nothing was done, as usual, 
other instances could be cited, if 
sary.

What we want is a mounted patrol­
man, who is a constable only, who has 
no other duties to perform than that of 
policeman. _ -

Why should this state of affairs exist? 
There is widesffread indignation among 
Nicola residents at the action of the 
present government, which will be re­
membered by us at the next election.

of refrigerating has reached such 
perfection that the difference is scarcely 
noticed now between that of frozen and 
fresh meats. Rabbits, kangaroo tails 
and other delicacies will also be placed 
no the market here at prices within the 
reach of all.

In fruits the company anticipate put­
ting bananas, prunes and other tropical 
fruits on the Victoria market at half 
the prices hitherto charged, 
established fact that the only leather 
that is proof against the water in the 
Northwest Territories is the kangaroo, 
and there being many inquiries for it, 
the company intend introducing it here in 
large quantities.

The largest importers of lumber from 
British Columbia are the Australian 
colonies, the exqort returns for the last 
twelve months being in the neighborhood 
24,000,000 feet and the last advices from 
Australia show the market very firm and 
the demand greater than the supply.

During the co&hiigr winter it is antici­
pated that both local beef and mutton 
will reach very high prices, as the latter 
will be scarce and the market for the 
former is controlled by a monopoly. 
However, the hotel proprietor and pater­
familias need not be alarmed, a company 
having been formed for the purpose of 
establishing reciprocal trade between 
British Columbia and the Australian 
colonies, Victoria being its base of opera­
tions. The present promoters, noticing 
the ever-increasing demand: for mutton 
here and scarcity of that article on this 
Coast, are making arrangements for the 
delivery of 3,000 carcases of Australian 
mutton per month, /or which orders 
have already been booked for Victoria

Various reports have et tike been cir­
culated to the effect that the Victorian, 
when she takes her place on. the Puget 
Sound-Victoria route, will not come in 
to the inner harbor, as did the Kingston, 
but will land Instead at the outer wharf. 
Nothing of the kind is contemplated by 
the management of the vessel. Mr. È. 
E. Blackwood, the Victoria agent, when 
consulted on the matter yesterday, said 
the Victorian would come into the inner 
harbor, quite as regularly as the King­
ston ever did, and the occasions when 
she did not would be quite exceptional, 
as, for instance, when an extremely un­
favorable tide would be met. To ob­
viate any possible difficulty with the low 
water, the running schedule of the 
steamer will be changed on or about 
October 1, and instead of arriving here 
in the evening, as does the Utopia at 
present, the Victoria will arrive and de­
part in the morning. This will give her 
the advantage of the highest tides dur­
ing the winter season, which is the re­
verse of the present conditions, and will 
also permit of better train connections 
than at present at Seattle. The Victor­
ian draws little more water than the 
Kingston did, as the improvements which 
have been made on her will lessen her 
draught considerably. The Victorian

ALLEGED ILL TREATMENT.

Sailors Desert Ship Drumblair and Ac­
cuse the Captain of Ill-treating

a Man.

Stories were in circulation on the water 
front yesterday of alleged ill treatment 
of a sailor named John Brown by Cap­
tain Davis, of the ship Drumblair, now 
discharging cargo at the outer wharf: As 
told in yesterday's Colonist, the sailor 
died on the passage out from England, 
on July 3. He, with a number of oth­
ers, were shipped just prior to the sailing 
of the ship from Liverpool, and a num­
ber of shipmates assert that during the 
voyage he was the object of much abuse, 
that he was sickly, and was driven to 
work in a most heartless way. This 
is the story that caused a Colonist re­
porter to make inquiries aboard from the 
officers yesterday afternoon. Captain 
Davis was not on board, but First Mate 
Parry, when seen,, pronounced the stories 
as tales told by five sailors who deserted 
soon after the ship landed, and as not 
true. The sailor, he said, was never 
abused by either himself or the Cap­
tain. They had treated him well, but 
Brown’s companions, had not been so 
kind, and time and again the officer in-1 
terfered at the Captain’s orders to pro­
tect the poor fellow. The Captain., too* 
had said very little ln a cross way to the 
man, but on the other band had given 
him change after change of clothing, Mr. 
Parry says further that Brown 
nursed like an infant, the steward hav­
ing. frequently made dainty dishes for 
him. He describes Brown as having been 
a very low type of man, and those whom 
he was with, and who deserted the ship, 
as being the worst he had ever come in 
contact with. Coming out from Eng­
land, he. says, they broached the ship’s 
cargo. ^Superintendent Hpssey, < 
provincial police, said last evening he 
had heard some of the stories, which 
have been current since the Drumblair’s 
arrival, and will have his men investi­
gate them, but he has no reason to be­
lieve they are true.

A MAGIC MIRROR.

Some interesting experiments are now 
beng made with a magic mirror lately 
pnrehaseed by Dr. I,. M. Taylor, of 
Wahington. To the history of the in­
strument are atached many weird tradi­
tions. It was found in India by a lady 
greatly interested in Oriental occultism, 
and after her death was sold to its pres­
ent owner. It is a large, oval, concave 
plate glazed with a jet-black, gypsum­
like substance, highly polished. It is 
mounted in a black wooden frame, and 
measures, over all, about one and a half 
feet, in length by a foot in width. It is 
claimed of its relic that it will conjure 
up various apparitions for him who will 
sit befaore it, in quiet and solitude, in a 
much-shaped room where a subdued light 
falls upon it at a certain angle. Such 
were its uses in India and Egypt, even 
beyond the middle ages, and occult liter­
ature contains specifications for making 
the same sort of apparatus, written by 
Nostradamus, physician and astrologer 
to Catherine de Medici, Henry II., and 
Charles IX.

This mirror has generally been em­
ployed merely as a means of entertain­
ment. Many men have played with it 
without serious anticipations. It was in 
this spirit that Thomas H. Caswell, sov­
ereign grand commander of the Scottsh 
Rite of Free Masons—the man that now 
holds the chair of the great Albert Pike 
—sought one of these solitary scenes. 
While he sat earnestly gazing into the 
magic mirror, suddenly the reflected 
shadows seemed to Mens themselves 
into a vivid picture. Tbq sovereign 
grand commander distnctly saw an il­
luminated casket containing the dead 
body of a man. Gazing steadily he saw 
the features brought more clearly into 
focus, and suddenly recognized the body 
as that of a prominent member of the 
Scottish Rite order in the south. Mr. 
Caswell was surprised but not alarmed- 
He confided the experience to several 
friends bnt made light of it. He had 
not heard from his friend in the south for 
some time. He was entirely ignorant as 
to the state of his health. Yet, a few 
days later the same friend died, and his 
death was announced to Mr. Caswell. A 
number of prominent gentlemen testify 
that the name of the deceased had been 
confided to them by the sovereign grand 
commander before death occurred.

This railroad has an earning capa­
city equal to-that of the New York Central 
in proportion to Its extent; hut It Is operat­
ed under a system that would have been 
old-fashioned among the Medes and Per­
sians. The Northern Pacific Railroad 
would never permit such a thing to be a 
feeder for Its main line. Why should the 
O. R. & N.?

Were this wonderful agricultural and 
mineral country lying within the territory 
of the Canadian Pacific Railroad, that 
great corporation would have had It grid- 
ironed with railroads long ago; but It Is 
not too late yet.

The mill at 
the Red Boy mine is one of the most perfect 
I have seen. Mill and dynamos are all 
operated with water p»«<er, and the water 
is brought thither from a considerable dis­
tance in covered flumes, 
buildings, boarding house and the work­
men’s cottages are models of comfort and 
neatness, and I found that the miners 
working away over near the head wa­
ters of the John Day river were being 
fed and housed as comfortably as any 
working miners I have chanced to run 
across. Red Boy is indeed a busy hive of 
industry. It Is a little settlement in one 
of the gorges of the Blue mountains, but 
this little eettlemen is producing more 
wealth than many a Kansas county. Ta­
bor and Godfrey derive princely incomes 
from the Red Boy gold mine, and several 
generations must pass before these mines 
cease to pay golden tribute.

LEADS OF THE LARDEAU.

Prof. Blochberger Reports Them to Be 
Very Rich—A Victorian’s 

Good Luck.
Prof. F. R. Blochberger returned last 

night from another successful mining tour 
from the Lardeau district, inspecting his 
numerous properties on which L. E. Beck, 
former mine superintendent of the Great 
Western conducted the work with a small 
force of men. Mr. Blochberger found the 
properties in first-class condition, shipping 
ore on the dump and in sight, and brought 
down with him 50 to 60 pounds of good 
looking ore. which is shown in the Miner 
window. From the looks of this ore Mr. 
Blochberger and1 his partners, Messrs. Ross 
Thompson, S. T. Langley, K. K. Peiser 
and Supreme Court Registrar Schofield, 
certainly must have a real good thing.

FIGHTING AT CLOSE BANGE.

Insurgents in Trenches Pour Volleys 
Into Advancing Troops—New 

Supplies of Ammunition.

Manila, Aug. 17.—The Twelfth infan­
try left Calulet at sunrise to-day and 
advanced up the railway. Capt Evans’ 
battery deployed to the right of the track 
and Capt. Wood’s to the left. Two com­
panies remained on the track with artil­
lery. The insurgents were found well 
entrenched in front of the town, their 
trenches having been dug within a few 
days since the occupation of Calulet 
At a distance of £00 yards the Filipinos 
•pened fire. Their force was estimated 
by Col. Smith at 1,500, although resi­
dents afterwards said it exceeded those 
figures' by a thousand. . The enemy sent 
heavy volleys against the whole United 
States lines. Most of their shooting, as 
usual, was high, but they concentrated 
their heaviest fire down the track upon 
the artillery. Col. Smith kept the whole 
line moving rapidly with frequent 
rushes. The insurgents attempted to 
flank Oapt. Evans, and therefore two 
companies were sent to the right and 
drove them back. Unable to stand the 
continuous fire, the Filipinos abandoned 
the trenches and retreated through the 
town iorthward. It appears they had 
only received their new supplies of 
ammunition this morning. Had they 
been attacked sooner they could have 
made little resistance.

Intense heat caused much suffering 
among the United States troops. A re­
porter of the Manila Times, who was 
accompanying Col. Smith, was shot in 
the head, probably fatally. One United 
States officer received a slight wound in 
the face.

Lieut. Howland, of Gen. Wheatonls 
staff, who knows the country thoroughly 
as a result of reconnaisances, and who 
assisted in directing the movement, re­
ceived a volley while riding across a 
field to the trenches, but he escaped un­
harmed.

Eight hundred insurgents attacked 
Angeles this morning, but the Twelfth 
regiment drove them into the mountains. 
The insurgents’ loss is unknown.

Tromsoe, Norway, Aug. 17—Walter 

Wellman and the survivors of the polar 
expedition led by him arrived here this 
evening on the steamer Capella, having 
successfully completed their explorations 
in Franz Josef Land. Mr. Wellman 
has discovered important new lands and 
many islands. The expedition brings a 
story of Arctic tragedy.

In the autumn of 1898 an outpost 
called Fort McKinley was established 
in latitude 81. It was a house built of 
rocks and roofed over with walrus hide, 
and, was occupied by two Norwegians, 
Paul Bjoevieg and Bert Bentzen, the 
latter of whom was with Nansen on the 
Fram. The main party wintered in a 
canvas-covered house called Harms- 
worth House, at Cape Temethoff, on the 
southern point of Hall’s island, latitude

From the Montreal Star.
The greatest problem that the Ameri­

can people have to face is the future of 
the negro population. Canadians get but 
a faint idea of the conditions prevailing 
in the South from the telegraphic reports 
of lynchings. The newspapers of the 
South and those of cities in states bor­
dering on the South contain accounts of 
many brutal crimes of negroes followed 
by swift punishment by mobs of white 
men that are never telegraphed to the 
Canadian papers. In many cases the 
crimes of the negroes are too horrible 
for description, but, on the other hand, 
they are often lynched for trivial of­
fences, and sometimes an innocent negro 
suffers instead o,f a guilty one, on ac­
count of a white mob’s haste to find 
some one to punish for a crime that 
shocks the community.

The fact is that some of the negroes 
of the South are not far removed from 
savagery. There are many races of ne­
groes in Africa, some of them far super­
ior in intelligence and civilization to oth­
ers. The slaves of the Southern states 
were not all from one tribe. Some of 
them belonged to the most savage races 
of Africa, while others were of a very 
high type. Most of the negroes seen 
iu Canada are of the better class. There 
is almost, if not quite, as wide a differ­
ence between the whites of the South 
there is between the negroes. Many of 
the white families of the South are high­
ly educated, intelligent and refined, but 
there is a large class of illiterate whites, 
who are not very much above the 
groes in the scale of civilization. Some 
of the leaders of the colored people 
strongly favor wholesale emigration to 
Africa, and they are asking congress to 
vote one hundred million dollars to pro­
mote emigration. They propose that a 
steamship line should be established be­
tween the United States and Liberia, 
to take negroes to the Dark Continent. 
Attempts to encourage negro emigration 
to Africa have not proved very success­
ful in the past, and it is doubtful if 
they will be in the future. The reports 
of those who have gone to Africa are 
not at all encouraging, and there does 
not seem to be any general desire on 
the part of the negroes to leave Ameri-

We admit that the only ground for 
superstition about St. Swithin is the 
general one that, if wet weather sets in 
about the middle of July, it is likely to 
last for some time; but for all that we 
still pin our faith upon St. Swithin’s 
Day, just as we dislike to sit down thir­
teen to dinner or to walk under a ladder. 
I he saint s reputation as a weather 
prophet is too firmly established to be 
upset by new-fangled oppositions of 
science. Whether purely accidental 
from the occurrence of his day at that 
particular season, or, as some tradition 
has it, from a tremendous shower by 
which the saint marked his displeasure 
toward those who, in 971, were remov­
ing his remains from an obscure monas­
tic grave to Ethelwqld’s new basilica at 
Winchester, or, as has been suggested, 
from the survival of some pagan or pre­
historic day or augury under the protec­
tion of an ecclesiastical saint, the asso­
ciations of St. Swithin’s Day with the 
weather of the next six weeks are 
firmly rooted in popular imagination. 
Times may change and creeds be modi­
fied, but such beliefs live on. The nine­
teenth century has net killed them, with 
all its increase of knowledge; and the 
end of the twentieth, in all probability, 
will find them still alive.

Weather prognostication has been in 
all ages, among every class of society, 
a fascinating though speculative exer­
cise—fascinating, perhaps, in proportion 
to its uncertainty. For many it has 
been a necessity of daily life. Hunters, 
shepherds, sailors and tillers of the 
earth have been obliged, in connection 
with their callings, to study the teach­
ings of winds, waves, clouds and other 
objects of animate and inanimate nature, 
from which signa of impending changes 
in the weather might be gatheréd. The 
most weatherwise among savage or 
primitive people would prosper best, and 
others would imitate their foresight by 
the study of the same phenomena ; and 
thus there has been gradually framed a 
store of rough and ready maxims, em­
bodying the observations of experience 
in the form of proverbs or rhymes or 
local traditions, not all—perhaps very 
few of them—scientific, but many of 
them more or less accurate-

One of the most familiar of these re­
lates to St. Swithin’s Day It embodies, 
as we h»ve already noted, a general 
probability that the break up of the 
weather about this time will last for 
some weeks, perhaps till St. Bartholo­
mew’s Day.

About the middle of February, by the 
rise of the sun, to its winter height, Mr. 
Wellman with three Norwegians and 45 
dogs started north. It was the earliest 
sledge journey on record. On reaching 
Fort McKinley, Mr. Wellman found 
Bentzen dead, but Bjoevig, according to 
promise, had kept the body in the house, 
sleeping beside it through the two 
mouths of Arctic darkness. Notwith­
standing his terrible experience, the sur­
vivor was safe and cheerful.

Pushing northward through rough ice 
and severe storms, with a continuous 
temperature for ten days between 40 and 
50 degrees below zero, the party found 
new lands north of Freedom island, 
where Townsend landed in 1895. By 
the middle of March all hands were con­
fident of reaching latitude 87 or 88, if 
not the pole itself.

Then began a succession of disasters. 
Mr. Wellman, while leading the party, 
fell into a snow-covered crevasse, seri­
ously injuring one of his legs and com­
pelling a retreat. Two days later the 
party were aroused at midnight by an 
icequake under them, due to pressure. 
In a few moments many dogs were 
Crushed and the sledges destroyed. The 
members of the expedition narrowly es­
caped with their lives, though they 
managed to save their precious sleeping 
bag and some dogs and provisions. On 
Mr. Wellman’s condition becoming 
alarming, as inflammation set in, the 
brave Norwegians dragged him on a 
sledge by forded marches nearly 200 
miles to headquarters, arriving early 
last April. Mr. Wellman is unable to 
walk, and will probably be permanently 
crippled.

After reaching headquarters, other 
members of the expedition explored re­
gions hitherto unknown, and important 
scientific work was done by Lieut. 
Evelyn B. Baldwin, of the United States 
weather bureau; Dr. Edward Hofman, 
of Grand Haven, Mich. ; and Mr. A. 
Harlan, of the United States coast sur­
vey.

The expedition killed 47 hears and 
many walrusses. The Capella arrived 
at Gape Tegethoff, in search of the ex­
pedition, on July 27 last. 6n August
