Celebration of Professor Virch­
ow’s Birthday Lasts a 

Long Time.

Paris, Oct. 19.—The Santos Dumont 
airship ascended at St. Cloud and round­
ed the Eiffel tower this afternoon.

Santos Dumont for the first time start­
ed at 2:29, but on leaving the park his 
guide rope caught in a tree, and he 
was obliged to descent!. He started 
again at 2:42 p. m., rose 250 yards, and 
then pointed for the Eiffel Tower, the 
balloon going in a straight line. It was 
seen through field glasses to arrive at 
the tower and round it. The time up 
to that point with the wind in the bal­
loon’s favor, was eight minutes and 45 
seconds.- It returned against the wind, 
and made slower headway, but still kept 
in the true direction for St. Cloud, which 
it reached in the total time of 29 min­
utes and 15 seconds. Instead of de­
scending immediately, Santos Dumont 
made a broad sweep over the Aero club 
grounds, with the result that another 
minute and 25 seconds were consumed 
before the workmen seized the guide 
rope. Thus technically Santos Dumont 
exceeded the time limit of 40 seconds.

“Dewet, for example,” wrote this 
Boer, “suffered the most terrible agony 
before he died. He was wounded in 
the shoulder by e splinter from a shell, 
and the wound gangrened owing to its 
Being dressed with dirty rags.”

Today Halifax Will be Visited 
and iFarewell Said to 

Canada.

They Set at Rest the Various 
Rumors That Had Been 

Circulated.
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7St. John, N. B., Oct. 17.—The 
oldest incorporated city in Canada 
gave the Duke and Duchess of 
Cornwall and York an immense 
welcome on their arrival here. The 
Royal train was nearly two hours late, 
but crowds in the streets waited patient­
ly, and when the Royal party arrived 
cheered them to the echo. St. John was 
decorated as never before, and the 
streets were thronged with greater 
crowds than when the town celebrated 
the Paardeberg victory, which was ad­
mitted to be the high water mark in 
St. John's history. Owing to delay on 
the Intercolonial, the programme had 
to be condensed. There was no formal 
procession, but Their Royal Highnesses 
were rushed in all haste across the city 
to the exhibition building, where the 
addresses were presented.

Thousands of school children sang 
patriotic songs. The troops were re­
viewed in the barrack square, adjoining 
the exhibition grounds, and medals were 
presented to the South African veterans. 
A sword of honor, the gift of the city, 
was presented by the Duke, to Captain 
F. C. Jones. The presentation of colors 
to the Fusiliers aud Massachusetts vet­
erans followed, after which the Royal 
party proceeded to their residences.

•Later the military marched through 
the principal streets, cheered by thou­
sands. In the evening there was a dis­
play of marine fireworks in the harbor, 
followed by a reception in the exhibi­
tion building, at which several hundred 
ladies and gentlemen were presented.

There were fully 40,000 visitors in the 
city.

A novel feature of the reception was 
the presence of a big delegation from 
the British Naval and (Military Asso­
ciation of Boston, Mass., headed by J. 
B. Blunt, British consul-general at Bos­
ton. and J. B. Keating, vice-cousul at 
Portland, Maine. They presented an ad­
dress to the Duke.

The military turnout was a purely 
provincial affair, the authorities moboliz- 
ing a thousand men besides the St. John 
corps.

MAKING A RECORD.

French Liner Cutting Down the Time 
Between New York and Havre.

New York, Oct. 16.—The new French 
liner La Savoie, bound from New York to 
Havre, was reported by cable passing the 
Lizard head, on the southwestern coast of 
England at 7:50 o'clock this evening. She 
Is making a fast trip, and it Is estimated 
that she will cut down her fastest time 
(six days. 13 hours and two minutes), which 
is the record between New York and Havre 
by about one hour and a half.

The report describes in detail the 
events immediately following the shoot­
ing which are already familiar to the 
public. Then follows a description of 
the operation in all its technical minu­
tiae. The utmost care was used to pre­
vent infection of the abdominal cavity 
and the wound, by the most approved 
and modern methods of surgical clean­
liness. The wounds in the stomach were 
closed with silk, using dotible rows of 
stitches; arranged so that the greatest 
possible security was given. The appli­
cation of these stitches was accom­
panied by great difficulties, especially 
the suturing of the opening in the pos­
terior wall of the stomach. The chief 
trouble was the depth of the abdomiual 
cavity, the lack of instruments to draw 
the edges of the wound apart during 
the sewing, and the lack of good light. 
In his comments on the report of the 
operation, Dr. Mann particularly em­
phasises the disadvantages under which 
he labored wheu suturing the wouuds in 
the stomach, with failing light of a 
September afternoon. Later on in the 
operation, a movable electric light was 
used with advantage. Speaking of the 
search for the bullet during the opera­
tion, the report says:

“The operation on the stomach now 
being finished, Dr. Mann introduced his 

to palpitate carefully all the 
deep structures behind the stomach. No 
trace of the bullet or of the further 
track of the bullet could be found. As 
the introduction of the hand iu this 
way seemed to have a bad influence on 
the President’s pulse, prolonged search 
for further injury done by the bullet, 
•or for the bullet itself, was desisted 
from.” Further search might have 
caused the death of the patient upon 
the operating table. At the close of 
the operation the surgeons present 
unanimously assured Dr. Manu in an­
swer to his questions, that they were 
•perfectly satisfied that everything that 
was possible had been done, and that 
they had no further suggestions to 
make. It was also decided uot to intro­
duce any gauze or tubes into the abdo­
men for drainage, as this was not neces­
sary, but the wound was not sewed up 
s> tightly that no drainage could take 
place naturally. The report then con­
tinues in the history of the case after 
the operation. The progress of the ill­
ness is given day by day and the bulle­
tins as given out by the attending phy­
sicians are incorporated in the report. 
On the fifth day, September 10, took 
place the much discussed removal of 
stitches from the, wound iu the abdo­
minal wall. The, report says: “In the 
evening the dressings were examined, 
And as there was considerable staii*bg 
from the discharges it was thought best 
to remove four stitches, aud to separate 
the edges of the wound. A little slough 
was observed near the bullet, covering a 
space nearly an inch wide, the thick­
ness of the flaps. The suppuration seemed 
to extend down to the muscles.” The 
remainder of the wound looked healthy, 
aud it was thought that the infection 

' was due to the builet or to a piece of 
-clothing which had been carried into 
•the wound at the time of the shooting. 
The wound was then dressed, and on 
the following day the patient’s condition 
was very much improved.

The findings at the autopsy as well 
as the developments of the case during 
the last day’s exclude all possibility of 
absolute injury to the stomach by pre­
mature giving of solid food as was al­
leged at the time when 
symptoms came on after change to solid 
diet. On the fifth day the President 
sipped hot water, on the sixth he had 
beef juice, the first food taken by Mouth 
since the operation. In the meantime 
nutritive enemas were continued, but 
were not well retained. At 8:30 in 
the morning of the seventh day he was 
allowed chicken broth, a very ~ small 
piece of toast, aud a small cup of’cof­
fee. He did not care for the toast, 
and ate scarcely any of it. The wound 
had in the meanwhile been doing very 
well, and had been dressed daily after 
the removal of the stitches and the 
sloughing tissue. The President seemed 
At his best, and a favorable result was 
now confidently predicted. There was 
no sign of blood poisoning or of inflam­
mation of the peritoneum. The only 
alarming symptom was his rapid pulse, 
aud as it had been of fairly good quality 
right along, the surgeons did not attri­
bute very great importance to this sign.

On the seventh day, towards noon, 
the pulse began to grow weaker and 
grew rapidly worse. Stimulants were 
given and the food was discontinued 
wnile castor oil and au enema of oxgall 
were given to move the ibowels. At mid­
night there was some improvement in 
the pulse after an injection of salt solu­
tion in the Subcutaneous tissues. On 
the eighth day the condition of the 
President was described as very serious, 
as he did. not respond to stimulation.

Stimulants and injections of salt so­
lution, coffee aud broth were given, but 
without much effect. At 5 o’clock oxy­
gen was given, and continued for some 
hours. At 6:30 the President was rest­
less; at 10'p. m. he lost consciousness, 
a lid continued to sink until he died at 
2:18 a. m. ou September 14.

In speaking of criticism that X-Rays 
should have been used to locate the bul­
let, Dr. Mann says in his report: “We 
were often asked why, after the opera­
tion, we did not use the X-Rays to find 
the bullet. In the first place, there were 
at no time any sigus that the bullet was 
domg harm; to have used the X-Ray 
«imply to have satisfied our curiosity, 
would not have been warrantable, as it 
would have greatly disturbed and annoy­
ed the President, and would have sub­
jected him also to a certain risk- Had 
there been sigus of abcess formation, 
then the X-Rays could and would hâve 
been used.” .

A Montreal Lady Presents Reid Collection 
to Library.

A most Important gift of books has been 
received at the McGill library from Mrs. 
Peter Redpath, In the form of 580 hand­
some volumes, containing over 5,000 tracts. 
These tracts have been collected for Mrs. 
Redpath by Mr. Stuart J. Reid, editor of 
the series, entitled “Prime Ministers of 
Queen Victoria,” and author of a life of 
Lord John Russell and other important 
works. Mr. Reid has been actively en­
gaged upon the task for more than five 
years, and the basis of the present collec­
tion Is a group of state pamphlets gather­
ed by Sir John Bramston, M.P., (1611-1700). 
chairman of committees In the House of 
Commons In the early years of Charles 
II.’s reign, whose autobiography was print­
ed by the Camden society In 1845. The 
collection as It now stands Is rich In civil 
war and commonwealth tracts. It repre­
sents vividly the conflict of opinion at the 
Restoration and at the- revolution of 1688. 
The military conflicts, political Intrigues 
and theological controversies which mark­
ed the reigns of William III. and Queen 
Anne are thrown Into relief by many rare 
and forgotten brochures. The civil and re­
ligions struggles for liberty and toleration 
which took place In the Georgian 
reflected as in a mirror by many carious 
manifestoes. The whole collection, which 
Is Intended to supplement the Redpath 
historical tracts given by Mr. Peter Red- 
oath in 1880. illustrates the growth of opin­
ion in matters religions, political, literary 
and social, from the days of Queen Eliza­
beth to the dawn of the nineteenth 
tury.

Mount Sicker, Oct. 18.—In a few weeks 
our town will have direct railway com­
munication with the coast over the 
Mount Sicker railway. A gang of 80 
men is now completing the grading, rock 
work, building bridges and culverts, and 
distributing ties on the section of the 
road between the E-. & N. crossing and 
Osborne bay, and tracklaylug will begin 
very soon. The work now being pushed 
includes a commodious dock at Cteborue 
bay, so that the Lenora, Tyhee, and 
other producing mines will be able to 
ship direct to Tacoma, tne ore being 
transferred from the cars to the barge 
or steamer at Osborne bay dock.

The (Mount Sicker railway is now 
equipped with a passenger car which 
connects with the regular E. & N. 
express from Victoria every moruiug, at 
Mount 'Sicker siding, near Westholihe. 
The time table is so arranged that on 
Saturdays, when the B. & N. runs a 
double train service visitors to the mines 
may make the round trip from Victoria 
and return pu the same day. This pas­
senger service is proving a great con­
venience to the people of the town, aud 
is much appreciated.

The Lahore baa now nearly 4,000 tone- 
of ore ou the dump, and is shipping from 
70 to 100 tons a day to Tacoma. The 
Tyhee people are still blocking out large 
bodies of ore, aud when they decide on 
shipping will have an immense reserve 
to draw from, beside that already mined. 
It is understood that they have arranged 
with the Lenora management to take 
out the ore through No. 3 tunnel of the 
Lenora, thus saving considerable ex­
pense of hoisting by the main shaft. 
Under this arrangement they will be 
aible to load the ore ears iu the mine, 
and run them straight through to Os­
borne bay without further handling.

It is reported here, on what appears 
to be good authority, that a company of 
well known smelter men has decided 
to build a 300-ton smelter at Osborne 
bay. This is welcome news to the peo­
ple ôf the camp who have long regarded 
the establishment of a smelter at the 
nearest deep sea point as the oiie thing 
necessary to fix the future of this dis­
trict on a permanent and prosperous 
basis. The three names mentioned in 
connection with the smelter industry are 
in themselves guarantees of success. 
They are Hermann Bellinger, who has 
had charge of the Heinze smelters, at 
Butte, Montana, and David Fothering-r 
ham, who has been long associated with 
James Breen, (who completes the trio) 
in the management of the Northport and 
Trail smelters. These gentlemen have 
had a wide and successful experience in 
the treatment of the copper-gold ores of 
British Columbia, and the fact that they 
are retiring from lucrative positions in 
the interior to engage in smelting on 
Vancouver Island is regarded here as 
proof that the mines of the Mount Sicker 
district are beyond question fully 
rich, and promising as those of any 
portion of the province, so far ex­
ploited. Their permanent character must 
also be pretty well established to in­
duce these experts to invest their for­
tunes in this important enterprise.

The location of the smelter at Osborne 
bay is well chosen, as ftüe harbor is ex­
cellent, it is within an hour’s journey 
of the mines, which will supply the coal 
and coke, and is a convenient point for 
the handling of ores from Texada island 
and the Mainland coast. The Mount 
Sicker, Mount Richards, Mount Brenton 
aud Cowichan lake mines will be saved 
a large amount now expended In shipping 
charges, while the presence of the smel­
ter will give a new Impetus to the min­
ing industry of the district and encour­
age owners of likely prospects to develop 
their properties. The building of the 
smelter will also result in the establish­
ment of a new town on Osborne bay and 
the employment if a large number of 
men who, with their families, will com­
pose a new community drawing upon 
Victoria for its supplies. The farmers 

will also profit greatly 
by the new industry, and the home mar 
ket created for their produce will doubt­
less stimulate them to extend their op­
erations. t

to the town, to look over the mines or 
secure interests in some «t the numerous 
claims in the vicinity.

New Yorfe, Oct. 17.—The Commercial 
Advertiser says: “A remarkable etory 
of the disappearance of a bank messen­
ger named George Armitage, with over 
$50,000 in checks and drafts, came to 
light today. The New Amsterdam Na­
tional bank is the institution concerned 
and the officials are convinced that their 
employee has been foully dealt" with. 
There appears to be much to bear out 
this theory of mystery. George Armi- 
tage has been a messenger at the New 
Amsterdam National bank for some 
time, and in the course of his tours of 
collections has handled many thousands 
of dollars to and from the business 
streets. On Tuesday last he went out 
on one of his usual missions, the 
amount which he was to collect on 
checks and drafts received by his bank 
being variously estimated at from $25,- 
000 to $60,000. He failed to return to 
the bank and has not been seen since.

on. Failing this, it seems likely that 
the grand jury will have little to do, and 
Sheriff McMillan may have the pleasure 
of presenting a pair of white gloves to 
the presiding judge.

The area around 
the wound on the posterior wall of the 
stomach was also a dull grey color, bnt 
the sutures held the wound intact. Be­
hind the latter wound there was a spot 
of discoloration, which showed that the 
sloughing process had gone backwards 
in the track of the bullet. The gan- 
greneous cavity found behind the stom­
ach involved the pancreas, and the sur­
rounding loose tissues at the bottom of 
the blind pocket being formed by the 
upper end of the left kidney .which was 
found to be lacerated at that point to the 
extent of about two centimetres. The 
track of the bullet was then 
through gangrene tissues iu the fat be­
hind the kidney to the muscles of the 
back wall of the abdomen, the direction 
of the bullet, however, could not be
traced any further.

wounds does not seem to have been the 
result of any well defined cause. He 
attributes the gaugreneous condition of 
the tissues solely to lowered vitality in 
the parts. The appearance of the gan- 
greneous tissues shows that the gan­
grene took place shortly before death.

•In speaking of the causation of the 
cavity behind the stomach, he says that 
it must largely be attributed to the ac­
tion of the missle. It may have resulted 
from the rotation of a nearly spent ball, 
of from the simple concussion of the bul­
let as it passed into the soft tissues, the 
injury to the pancreas producing a cav­
ity which occurred during the passing 
of the bullet, because the cavity was 
found walled off by fibre in an advanced 
stage of organization.

ON FARMING

WHAT TOMMY LEARNED.
Mr. Jones Believed In Giving JBs Son Some 

Experience.
From New York Sun.

One of the officers of a society In this 
city that distributes many thousands of 
dollars each year among the deserving poor 
has democratic Ideas about tbe training of 
his heir. Tommy, who Is now almost six. 
Tommy’s hair la blond, his disposition Is 
sunny, and until two weeks ago his vocab­
ulary In English and French was restricted 
to such words as he had heard his father 
and mother and a discreet governess use.

Tommy’s father, who "may be called Mr. 
Jones for the purpose of obscurity, has 
been much Interested this past summer 
in a seaside home for poor boys. When­
ever he went down to visit this home he 
saw before him about 30 boys ifrhose age 
ranged between five and 10 years and 
whose faces shone with the application of 
much soap and wafer. They idld “Yes, 
sir,” and “No, sir,” and “Thank yon, sir,” 
and although they had been recruited 
from the most squalid homes and from 
the streets, their manners, so far as Mr. 
Jones could see, were quite 
average of the boys of their age.

■These boys,” said Mr. Jones to Mrs. 
Jones, “are the backbone of the coming 
generation. I sometimes think that Tom­
my has been coddled a little too much.”

“But Tommv Is only five years old,” said 
Mrs. Jones, "and I am sure he is a well- 
behaved child."

"It would not do him any harm to knock 
around a bit with some of these boys down at the home.” said Mr. Jones.

Mrs. Jones was not enthusiastic about 
the plan, but she yielded, and Tommv 
had such a good time that he

Both Vessels Were Damaged— 
Cottage City Breaks Her 
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The large N. Y. K. liner Kaga Maru, 
apt.Bchstrand, has like the Hating, been 
victim of the curtain of fog (which has 

covered adjacent watefs in its murky 
shroud for some, days past. The Japan­
ese mail steamef, when but seven min- 

. utes out from Smith’s Cove bound to 
I Victoria, and the German tramp steamer 
' Elba, when eu route "from Tacoma to 

Smith’s Cove, came into collision during 
the fog, and both vessels are at Seattle 
in distress. The fact that the vessels 
struck each other ahead of the collision 
bulkheads mitigated the disaster. The 
Elba has her stem cbunched in though, 
and flattened out like a prize fighter’s 
nose after a telling blow, and the Kaga 
iMaru has a hole torn in her port bow 
about seven feet across. The Kaga 
Maru was to have sailed for Victoria on 
Tuesday morning, as her cargo and pas­
sengers, who included 16 missionaries, 
were all on board, but Capt, Eckstrand 
was waiting for the fog to lift. After 
waiting eight hours the fog lifted about 
2:30 p. m., and then, with Capt. Gil­
more, the company’s pilot, on the bridge 
with the captain, the liner started from 
the wharf.

The fog came on but the coal bunkers 
being discernable across the Cove it was 
decided to go on, and the steamer backed 
out and swung around on her starboard 
helm. Then she steamed slowly through 
the fog about two hundred yards out 
from the shore. Suddenly the hazy form 
of another steamer was made out 
through the smother. She was comln; 
toward the Kaga Maru, bow on, anc 
at right angles on the port side, and 
heading straight for the beach, for, as 
her officers afterwards stated, she had 
lost her bearing in the fog.

Fortunately, Capt. Gilmore and Capt. 
Eckstrand both made her out, and the 
whistle tooted the danger signal again 
and again. The Elba answered, and 
both steamers were reversed, but it was 
too late. The Kaga Maru was backin 
with both engines, but the Elba with 
her single engine was swerving around 
towards the Kaga Maru as the efforts 
were made to reverse her, and both 
steamers having some way on, they came 
together with a crash. The Elba, which 
was more than half filled with wheat, 
and with enough momentum to make her 
blow a heavy one, had crashed head on 
into the Japanese liner’s high port bow, 
and driven her stem right into the steel 
plates above the main deck. The German 
vessel’s bow was crushed in by the force 
of her impact with the heavy liner, filled 
as she was with a heavy cargo of flour, 
cotton, machinery and general freight 
It was fortunate that the Elba was seen 
■when she was from the bridge of the 
Kaga iMaru, for had the steamers not 
been slowed up when they were the Elba 
must have crashed bow on into the port 
midships of the Kaga JMarn, and cut a 
hole through her midships. And had the 
Kaga IMaru not been where she was at 
the time the Elba happened along, the 
Elba would perhaps have suffered even 
greater injury, for she was heading 
straight for a bluff on the shore hidden 
by the fog, when the collision occurred 
aud had not the impact of the crash 
stopped her, she would have run on the 
bluff.

The scene of the collision was about 
a mile and a half from Smith’s Cove, 
where the Great Northern railway has 
its wharves, just out of Seattle, and 
about a mile south from Five Mile 
(Point. The log was very thick, a fact 
evidenced by the Kaga Maru’s wait for 
eight hours before she was warped out 
from her wharf eu route to Victoria. 
Upon leaving the wharf Capt. Eckstrand 
rang for half-speed and placed the 
steamer in a direction several degrees 
clear of Five Mile Point.

THE CIVIL ASSIZES.

Stories of the riches of the Big Sal­
mon gold discoveries 'are still. being re­
ceived in advices from the North. Jo­
seph Hughes, whq owns No. 17 below 
discovery and has spent the summer on 
the creek, says the best pay is on dis­
covery and some ground adjoining. Only 
five men have been working, yet the 
clean-ups have run as high as $1,700 
for one day’s work, and once, for about 
three days, the amount secured was in 
the neighborhood of $10,000. Consider­
ing thfe small number of men, Mr- 
Hughes says it is a wonder for rich­
ness. Lake creek and Little Violet 
creek are both turning out rich, and a 
strike is reported from Indian river, 
which is a tributary of a tributary of 
the Hootalinqua. It can be reached by 
crossing the divide via Fish creek, 
which is a tributary of the south fork 
of the Big Salmon.

A strike of phenomenal richness is 
said to have been made on Conglomer­
ate creek, in the Klondike, aud it is now 
boldly asserted by those who have seen 
it that a second Gold Run has been 
discovered. The strike is on the claim 
of Allen, No. 22. The creek numbers 
from the mouth, so the discovery is a lit­
tle over a mile up. It is stated that there 
are three feet of dirt that will easily 
run from 10 cents to a dollar to the pan. 
That is in the gravel and it is not 
known what the bedrock may do- It is 
ail fine gold so far as found, but that 
may mean that only an edge of the pay- 
streak has been located. At any rate, 
the only real good strike since that of 
Gold Run is thought to have been maoe. 
It is about twenty-eight feet to bed­
rock.

Conglomerate creek flows into Mon­
tana on the left limit.

bia. It suggests that the people of this 
, province should take off their -coats- and 
,.$o into the country and develop it, wait­
ing for railways ' until sufficient hestaess 

ihas been built to make the construction 
*of railways pay. This is what It says 
•the people of the Eastern provinces did. 
To strengthen its position, it tells us that 
the business of the Canadian Pacific in 
British Columbia has been and is now 
conducted at a loss. If the intention of 
our contemporary is to put a damper 
upon any further railway construction in 
iBritish Columbia and to inaugurate such 
a policy that we shall have no more lines 

«except ns the Canadian Pacific gets ready 
•to built them, we must congratulate it 
upon the ingenuity displayed in its arti- 

,cle. -If we are not to have any more 
.railways except to those localities where 
: people go and build up a business, it fol­
lows that, as the only places where 

.people would be likely to go would be 
within reach of existing lines of com- 

. muuication, we can only expect railways 
to be built as branches of existing lines. 
It is true that there are other lines in 
British Columbia than the C. P .R., 
"but they form such a small percentage 
of the railway mileage, and they are so 
«local in their character, that they do not 
-count in this connection.

In making out its case against further 
-railway construction, the Province says; 
“‘We have a wide extent of territory, a 
great portion of which is of such a char- 
-acter that it offers almost insurmounta­
ble difficulties in railroad construction.” 
This statement greatly misrepresents 
vthe facts. It is literally true. A great 
portion of British Columbia offers, not 
only almost, but absolutely insurmount­
able difficulties in railroad construction, 
but it has never yet been proposed, as 
we shall show further on, to build rail­
ways through such parts of the prov­
ince. To illustrate what we mean by 
this admission, we may mention that no 
ont would ever seriously propose to run 
a line along the Mainland Coast of the 
province from Vancouver to Port Simp­
son; no one would propose to run a 
railway up the centre of Vancouver 
Island; no one would propose to build a 
railroad north and south alone the sum­
mits of the Cascades. But no line of 
railway has ever been proposed in Brit­
ish Columbia, and no line is needed for 
the development of British Columbia, 
which presents any obstacles at all pro­
per to be described as insurmountable, 
and we think it is safe to say that the 
(J. P. R., on its main line and on its 
branch to Robson and Midway, met 
And overcame successfully obstacles fully 
as great as any likely to be encountered 
in any proposed construction now before 
the publjc. Possibly this remark must 
be conditionally qualified in one instance, 
and of this we shall speak in its proper 
place. We propose now to take up the 
several projected lines and show that 
they at least are not open to the criticism 
of the Province.

1st. The railway to Cape Scott or 
thereabouts from the terminus of the E.

One of the most exhaustive reports of 
-conditions iu the Northern milling fields 
is given by J. Francis Lee, traffic man­
ager of the White Pass & Yukon route, 
who has just returned to Seattle after 
an active campaign in the Klondike,
White Horse. Atlin aud Big Salmon 
mining regions. He has made a very 
careful and thorough investigation of 
these districts and is firm iu the opinion 
that the Klondike is as yet in its infancy.

Mr. Lee says that the miners of the 
fields of the far North have had a pros­
perous season, and that a great number 
of them will take a holiday trip to the 

•outside during the early months of the 
winter, to return again before the season 
is over, taking advantage of the new 
winter stage route which is now being 
organized.

“Since I left Dawson,” said Mr. Lee 
in an interview given to the Seattle Post- 
Intelligencer, “definite conclusions nave 
been reached which will make the con­
struction of the much-needed railway 
■from Dawson up the various creeks a 
matter of early accomplishment. Until 
it was deemed sure that the Klondike 
had come to stay, this piece of import­
ant railway construction was naturally 
an uncertainty. It has, however, now 
been decided by the people of Dawson 
to build, and this is the best practical 
evidence of their complete confidence in 
the permanency of their camp. New and 
marked improvements have been discov­
ered in 1901 in the matter of hydraulic 
mining in the Klondike, whereby great 
economies are expected and which open 
up immense possibilities for the fortun­
ate owners of claims in that region.

“What I regard most encouraging for 
the territory north of Skagway is the 
excellent promise afforded by what is 
going on at Atlin, Big Salmon and in the 
White Horse districts. Atlin is forging 
ahead rapidly as one of the greatest 
placer and quartz mining regions in the

The conditions of 
the Upper Yukon river navigation, now 
that the smoke of the 1901 campaign has 
blown away, demonstrate very clearly 
that at last a solution has been reached 
as to the form of boat and character of 
■construction calculated to succeed aud 
handle a great tonnage successfully."

'Mr. Lee says that a large number of 
Nome miners have come to Dawson this 
fall to remain there for a short time, or 
to come out by the way of Skagway. The 
merchants of the camp are reported 
being pleased with the season’s business, 
as prices were normal and profits good.

ed a very favorable reputation in 
her girlhood, and now that she 
has assumed the dignity of the 
married state, she is attempting 
more and succeeding better. She is still 
pretty and graceful and has a way of 
her own of putting things that enlists 
the sympathy of her audience. She may 
not be a great actress, but she is a thor­
oughly likable one. It is pleasant both 
to see and hear her, and the curtain 
calls which ehe received last night were 
a tribute to herself personally, as well 
as to her very clever and powerful pre­
sentation of “Theodora,” the circus girl 
who became an empress.

To the well known Sardou play, tragic 
and bloody as tile greater part of the 
works of the (French dramatist, Mrs. 
Brune gave rythm. In her love scene 
with “Andreas” (Clarence M .Brunei in 
the second act, when, stealing from the 
palace on one of the nocturnal excursions 
which made Lady Zoe notorious, she 
won the praise of those few who saw 
•her. For the nonce she forgot that An­
dreas was her husband in real life, al­
though Andreas seemingly did not. 
'Showering her love upon the fair Hel­
lenist and for his kisses she was the 
passionate lover and nothing but the 
lover, until she heard the mocking song 
of the mob without, she left, divided in 
a frenzy of anger becai*; of the song, 
mingled with love for Andreas and fear 
that Justinian might discover the cause 
of her absence from the palace. Being 
Empress she was yet the woman of the 
circus. A proud, haughty, domineering 
empress, with flashing eye and imperi­
ous look, and a moment later, when the 
dignitary of empire had been put aside 
with the jeweled crown, she was the 
giddy, jollity-loving circus girl, eager for 
a look back at the old live, and true to 
what historians say of Lady Zoe of old 
Bzautinm, ever in search of adventure. 
One minute she was on her rich-looking 
throne surrounded by the fawning cour­
iers, an empress in word and act, and 
with the doffing of the royal robes, she 
sought the keeper of the cages beneath 
the hippodrome to look again at the lions, 
which reminded her of the days before 
she became the empress.

In the scenes which followed the 
squabbles with the craven Justinian; the 
capture of Marcellus and the threaten­
ed torture from which he was saved by 
his death at the hands of Theodora, 
who struck him to the heart that he 
might not betray the part her lover An­
dreas had in the plot to kill her hus­
band, she was loudly applauded. Mrs. 
Brune made a capital Theodora, and 
the several curtain calls she received 
testified to the fact that the audience 
was fully of this opinion.

Clarence M. Brune, the “Andreas" of 
last night, is a star of, much lesser magni­
tude than his wife. Although at times 
his work shows to advantage in the pre­
sentation of the role of the Grecian, he 
has a slight tendency to rant, and in 
places hie work savors of the amateur. 
The ‘'Marcellus" of Mr. John Sturgeon 
and the “Justinian” of Mr. Chas. Dade 
were praiseworthy, and the majority of 
the support were equal to the require­
ments of the play.

The scenery is very good. The brush' 
of the scene painter has given fine re­
presentations of the Bzantimn architec­
tural styles, the Ionic columns, the tapes­
tries and, all the locale necessary to 
transplant the thoughts of the specta­
tor from this twentieth century to the 
first, when blues and greens fought with 
swords night after night, and adventure 
thrived. With splendid costumes, re­
splendent jewels, armored soldiers, gen­
erals, scholars, imperial and barbarian 
guards, ambassadors, incense boys, train- 
bearers, fan-bearers, etc., all the spec­
tacle which the historical play allows is 
in evidence, and there were many pretty 
stage pictures. The reception of the am­
bassadors, the home of Tnmyris fronting 
the cages of the animals beneath the hip­
podrome gallery; the garden of Andreas; 
the hall of the Apostles; the study of 
Justinian; the house of Styrax, and the 
royal box at the hippodrome—were pret­
tily set stage pictures, such as won Vic­
torien Sardou fame.

The plan ran with a smoothness which 
is not in evidence in the presentation of 
many historical romantic plays, for 
Caribert, the Lutetian, by dint of his 
queries and the answers, was an inter­
locutor, as it were, who kept the audi­
ence informed of the scenes just outside 
the wings that they could not see.

Tonight Mr. and Mrs. Brune will be 
seen at the Victoria theatre in Sortions 
great drama, “Cleopatra.” Traveling 
witii. the Brune company is Mr. Espry 
Williams, a well known dramatist, who 
has given some very clever plays to the 
theatre-going world, including that clever 
piece, “The Duke’s Jester,” which Fred­
erick Ward and Mr. and Mrs. Spencer 
produced at the Victoria theatre last 
season. iMr. Espry Williams is now en­
gaged in writing a new play for iMr. and 
Mrs. Brune, which will be more of the 
romantic than the historical school, will 
be founded in a sense on P. Marion 
Crawford’s novel, “The Witch of 
Prague.” It will not follow the lines 
of that book, although the theme will be 
similar. The time will be put back far 
enough to allow of the costumes being 
bright and of the days of old Prague, 
instead of Prague of today. The work 
of putting the new play, no title for 
which has yet been chosen, is progress­
ing very favorably.

Mr. Espry Williams, who hails from 
New Orleans, is a member of the Am­
erican Dramatists’ Club of New York, as 
well as being a playwright who is fast 
winning fame, he is a novelist of no 
mean ability.

INSPECTOR’S FINDING.

From Montreal Witness.
In Ocean Shipping, an acknowledged 

authority, the confession is made that 
shipbuilding is not an exact science and 
that the closest calculations are often 
upset by unforeseen and inexplicable 
causes. In the case of the Servie, the 
Alaska and the City of Rome,. three 
ships built at the same time and each 
intended to rival the othens, the varying 
proportions of length, or breadth, and 
other contracts, are conclusive proof ot 
how the opinions of naval architects dif­
fer as to the best way of attaining speed. 
They show that while it is not possible 
to ignore formulas altogether, the de­
signer’s intuitions or inspirations are 
not less serviceable to him than his tech­
nical knowledge. It is the same with 
the building of all water craft. Ocean 
Shipping asserts that it can never be 
said with certainty just what speed a 
ship will attain, or exactly what quan­
tity of cargo she will carry, and that 
the most ingenious and patient of ex­
periments have not succeeded in elimin­
ating the mysterious veriability of re­
sults which the shipbuilder finds, however 
closely he repeats his well-defined for­
mulas.

Certain things, however, are establish­
ed beyond dispute. The resistances met 
by ships have been divided by Froude 
into two principal parts, that is, the 
surfact of skin friction and the wave- 
making resistance. The 
existence in the case of a totally sub­
merged body, only begins to exist when 
the body is near the surface, and has 
its full effects when the body is only 
partially submerged. Froude shows that 
the surface friction constitutes almost 
the whole resistance at moderate speeds, 
and a very great percentage at all speeds. 
He also shows that the immersed mid­
ship section area, which formerly weigh­
ed so much in the minds of naval archi­
tects, is of much 'less importance than 
was supposed, and that ships must have 
a length corresponding in a degree to 
the length of wave produced by the 
speed at which they are driven. Mr. 
Froude's experiments corroborated prac­
tice in finding resistance greater or less 
according as the form of the vessel was 
blunted or pointed, there being less re­
sistance with a blunt bow and a finely- 
formed after-body than when the two 
were reversed. Mr. Froude went into 
these experiments very minutely, one of 
the principal results of whiq^i was to 
show “what an exceedingly small force, 
after all, is the resistance of a ship com­
pared with the apparent magnitude of 
the phenomena involved.” Mr. Fronde 
says: “Scarcely any one, I imagine, see­
ing the new frigate Shaw, of 6,250 tons 
displacement, steaming at full speed, 
from sixteen to seventeen knots an hour, 
would be inclined at first eight to credit 
what is nevertheless a fact, that the 
whole propulsive force necessary to pro­
duce that tremendous effect is only 27 
tons, or less than one two-hundredth 
part of the weight of the vessel. And 
of this small propulsive force at least 
fifteen tons, or more than one half, is 
employed in overcoming surface friction.”

Mr. Frondes’ deductions and their ac­
ceptance have led to An increase in the 
beam of fast ocean vessels and there has 
been an increasing tendency towards 
broadening. This has tended in many 
ways towards stability, and collision is 
now about the only danger which has 
to be apprehended by the traveler on 
the splendid boats of the North Atlan­
tic. Rarely does a ship cross without en­
countering fog, especially on leaving or 
approaching the American coast, this 
being caused by the juxtaposition of the 
Gulf Stream and the cold inlying cur­
rent.

Two liners sailed for the Orient yes­
terday. The steamer Duke of Fife ar­
rived at the Outer wharf early in the 
day from Tacoma, and after loading 300 
boxes of salmon and some general cargo 
and embarking a number of Chinese 
passengers, she sailed for Japan and 
China last evening. The steamer Athen­
ian did not call here. Like the C. P. K. 
steamer Tartar, this C. P. R. liner went 
from Vancouver to Comox to load bunk­
er coal, after loading her cargo, and 
passed out yesterday morning from Co- 
mox, without touching here.

According to telegrams received by 
the local agents the Kaga iMaru will in 
all probability arrive here this afternoon 
from the Sound on her way to the 
Orient, for her injuries are not serious 
being confined chiefly to the foc’sle head! 
Capt. Bryant and Engineer Cherry, of 
the United States board of marine in­
spectors, and Lloyd’s men have made 
a survey. They found the Kaga’s in­
juries no more serious than first re­
ported, and that the necessary repairs 
were expected to be completed last 
night.

There were two arrivals from the 
Orient, the Riojun Maru of the N. Y. K. 
line and the Austrian steamer Maria 
which came from Uroran for orders. The 
Riojun Maru brought few passengers. 
Among those who came in the saloon 
was M. Thompson of the Centennial 
Mills at Seattle who has been to Vladi- 
vostock and Japan on business. Last 
year he sent several steamer loads of 
flour to Japan and China. The steamer 
bad two Chinese and 55 Japanese 
steerage. She had an average cargo of 
which about 100 tons was landed here. 
The Maria had a smooth passage of 18 
days from the Japanese port.

Another arrival from the sea yester­
day, was the steamer San iMateo, which 
came from Oakland to load coal at Ta­
coma for San Francisco. None of the 
vessels which reached port yesterday 
brought news of any in-bound sailing 
craft, nor were any in-bound sealing 
schooners sighted in the Straits.

There are now two sailing vessels fully 
due, the Garsdale from London, with 
general cargo, and the Santa, coming 
in ballast from Honolulu to load sal­
mon. The Garsdale is now 136 days 
out.

London, Oct. 17.—The hearing of the 
charge against Theodora and Laura 
Jackson (Ann O’Delia Diss Debar) con­
tinued today. The police court was 
crowded, a number of women being 
among those present, while the police 
found it necessary to dear the sidewalk 
of those who were anxious to obtain ad­
mission and hear the most loathsome 
testimony ever given publicity in a Lon­
don court.

The witness examined today was 
Daisy Adams, a young girl, wearing a 
red Tarn O’Shauter cap and with her 
hair in curls hanging down her should­
ers. She testified that she had been 
enticed to Loudon under the promise of 
being tanght music.

Laura Jackson continued to conduct 
the case for the defence. She was 
clothed in a soiled draggled white silk 
toga. The woman evidently had a pow­
erful influence over the Adams girl and 
leaned over the dock and gazed fixedly 
at the witness, evidently with the hope 
of intimidating her or re-establishing 
her hypnotic influence, but the girl frus­
trated her efforts.

Mrs. Jackson demanded a chair, and, 
seating herself in a corner of the dock, 
interrupted the witness with irrelevant 
questions and objections until the court 
ordered her to desist.

The testimony, which was of the vilest 
character, related to the indignity which 
the witness had suffered at the hands of 
the male prisoner, while she was a 
neophyte of the Ocratic Unity, under 
the promise that she would become a 
reincarnation of the Virgin Mary. The 
witness testified that she was fully un­
der the prisoner's influence at the time 
that she believed his claims of divine 
parentage.

At the close of the morning session, 
Mrs. Jackson demanded of the court 
tk# return of the money taken from the 
prisoners by the authorities when they 
were arrested, but the court refused to 
grant her request. Mrs. Jackson also 
referred to Wm. T. 'Stead’s recent re­
pudiation of any knowledge of the pris­
oners, called him “That redoubtable pro- 
Boer,” and said Detective Inspector 
Kane possessed half a dozen letters

ONE WEEK’S OUTPUT.

From Nelson Tribune.
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The gold-copper and silver-lead mines at 
Phoenix, Greenwood, Rossland. Erie. Sal- 
mo, Ymlr, Nelson, Slocan City, Sllvertou, 
New Denver, Sandon and Kaalo shipped 
14,000 tons of ore last week to local smelt­
ers and mills. The vaine of this ore can 
safely be estimated at $150,000. Mining 
and smelting and milling It gave employ­
ment to 4.000 men, all of whom should be 
citizens of the country. In order that the 
country should have the full benefit of the 
Industry, an Industry that Is based on cue 
of the natural resources of the province. 
The smelting and milling supplies used by 
these men and the wages raid them totals 
a large sum monthly, orobably not far 
from half a million dollars. All of this 
money Is produced from the mines, not a 
dollar of it coming from the outside. If 
this Is a statement of fact, the mines of 
the camps in the Boundary and the Slocnn 
and In the neighborhood of Nelson and 
Rossland, are not only paying their wav. 
but paying handsome profits besides. If 
the mines that are now shipping, produce 
ore that sells for $675,000 a month at a 
copt of $500,000 for labor and supplies . the 
capital Invested gets a return of $175.000 
a month, or $1.680,000 a year. If this Is 
the earning power of the capital Invested 
when the mines at Rossland are bein- 
worked with unskilled labor, and some or 
the largest 'mines In the Biocan are ship­
ping only the ore taken out In doing devel­
opment work, what will the warnings be 
when all these properties are being worked 
will full forces of skilled miners?

Victoria will be ever memorable to 
the Duke and the many visitors who 
came in his entourage as the city qt 
flowers. Here many shrubs and trees 
new to Easterners are seen in the gar­
dens, the parks and the commons that 
fringe the beautiful little bays and in­
lets. Surrounded by salt water, a c't.v 
where in daytime the breezes are balmy 
and never still, a city of sunny days and 
coo! nights, a city where roses bloom 
at Christmastime, that is what one re­
members of Victoria. The trimmed 
holly bushes, the Scotch broom that 
grows broadcast, the English oaks with 
strange gnarled branches of a type quite 
unknown in the East, the beards of 
mo$s that hang from the trees give a 
fascination and pictutesqueness to the 
city that no other Canadian town can 
boast. The hard maple of Eastern Can­
ada does not flourish there, but grows 
soft under the enervating climate. After 
winter on the prairies and advanced au­
tumn on the mountains, the spectacle of 
a Juneland, gorgeous with flowers, shin 
ing with rich verdure made a climax 
to the Canadian tour. One fears that 
the East will not please the Duke after 
Victoria; beautiful as Ontario is in au- 
turn. The British Columbians are a gay 
people who enter with rare spirit into a 
holiday. Brilliant as Chinatown was. 
the English city was not outdone in the 
brilliance of the spectacle. Its decora­
tions were full of color, and very pro­
fuse, and the chief streets were filled 
with gay throngs in which the Asiatics 
aid Siwashes contrasted with the blue­
jackets and the soldiers and gay civi­
lians.

Historic Occasions oil Which Great 

Public Men Shed Tears. THE COTTAGE CITY.
Was in Queen Charlotte Sound When 

Picked up by the Dirigo.
From Leisure Hour.

The House of Commons has always been 
emotional—not extravagantly or violently, 
as a rule, but with restraint and dignity, 
characteristic, as one likes to think, of the 
nation of which It is the heart. The trans­
ports of joy, or of anger, or of grief to 
which the French Chamber Is subject have 
been unknown in the House of Commons 
for two centuries or more. Its feelings are 
those of a strong but sensitive man; the 
French deputies are apt to remind one of 
the epidemics of hysteria which sometimes 
run through a convent. The very structure 
of the two chambers Is Indicative of their 
respective histories and habits. This was 
candidly asknowledged by an eminent 
French publicist, M. Filon, in the Revue 
des Deux Mondes, a few years ago.

Look, he exclaimed, “at the arched win­
dows with their colored panes, at the 
Gothic canopy under which the speaker 
sits, at the large hall, In shape like a ba­
silica; let alone the chaplain, who appears 
to read prayers at the opening of the meet­
ing. Compare this place with our salle, 
surrounded by semi-circular steps, and 
crowned by two rows of boxes. It Is evl- 
dent that we have taken a theatre for our 
model, while the English Parliament is 
born In a church. ” . . .

Instances of mourning for the dead have 
not, it is true, been Infrequent. It Is suf­
ficient to recall, for example, how Castle- 
reagh broke down with streaming tears In 
pronouncing his panegyric on the murdered 
Perceval; how John Bright wept as for a 
beloved brother when he spoke of the 
death of Richard Cobden ; and how, after 
the assassination of Lord Frederick Cav­
endish the tears trlckîed down Gladstone’s 
wrinkled face as he uttered the words, “A 
noble heart has ceased to beat,” At times 
like these a strong and deep current of 
feeling will run along the benches; but one 
such occasion is very much like another, 
and it will be more interesting to give some 
account of how the House has seen tears 
which have sprung from less familiar

AU through Pitt’» long administration 
the hard-headed Scottish lawyer (Dundas) 
had been the one man on whom he could 
rely.

HOW DIAZ IS GUARDED.

President of Mexico Not Likely to Be 
Killed by Assassin.

exact.He also made a visit to the City of 
Mexico and conferred with President bias 
to relation to mineral rights oo- a govern­
ment grant to Yaqnl valley.

Twelve 
hours later, the Dirigo picked her up 
at a point about midway between Safety 
cove and Calvert point. Meanwhile the 
veseel had been drifting helplessly.

The accident caused no commotion 
worthy of mention among the Cottage 
City’s passengers, numbering more than 
200. The sea was perfectly calm, and 
at no time was.the vessel in any great 
danger. The Dirigo herself had about 
150 passengers, and both vessels have 
heavy salmon cargoes.

Just as the Dirigo got a line on the 
Cottage City the Dolphin came up, but 
as her assistance was not needed, she 
proceeded on her way to Seattle.

The Dolphin brought 210 passengers 
and $600,000 in Klondike gold. Pos­
sibly no larger treasure cargo will be 
received from the North between now 
and the close of the Klondike season. 
In the total gold dust shipment 
two large consignments, one of $340,000 
for the Bank of British North America, 
and one of $120,000 for the Canadian 
Bank of Commerce. Both shipments 
came by the Alaska & Pacific Express, 
and are consigned to the 'Seattle govern­
ment assay office. . Purser McClinton 
reports that fully $100,(*X> worth of in­
dividual gold dust came by express, and 
that he had charge of perhaps $50,000.

The Dolphin’s Klondike passengers left 
Dawson from October 1 to the 6, nearly 
all coming up the river on the steamers 
Canadian and Clifford Sifton. They re­
port the water in the Yukon unusually 
high for this season of the year, and that 
no ice had formed between Dawson and 
White Horse.

Among the more prominent Alaska 
and Klondike passengers of the Dol­
phin were Lient E. D. Raines, of the 
Lynn canal military forces; J. Francis 
Lee, traffic manager of the White Pass 
& Yukon; D. LaMore, R. B. Skinner, 
E. Spencer, R. E. Reed, W. C. Leake 
and .C. J. Mill key, the latter long a spec­
ial agent of the United States Treasury 
department.^ He is now extensively en­
gaged in Klondike mining. La More, 
Skinner and Spencer are heavy Atlin 
operators. Frank Higgins, of this city, 
was also a passenger.

MISS STONE’S RANSOM.

Care Advised Not to Pay Till Prisoner 
Released.

New "York, Oct. 17.—Rev. R. Ward- 
low Thompson, director of the Collegian 
and Theological institute, cables the fol­
lowing from Sacakov, Bulgaria, to the 
Journal and Advertiser concerning Miss 
Stone, the kidnapped missionary:

“The headquarters of Miss Stone’s 
captors is a thickly wooded mountain top 
near the boundary line of Turkey and 
Bulgaria. Miss Stone has only light 
summer clothing and a cotton dress. The 
brigands refused to allow her to keep 
her baggage, but let her have a Bible. 
The leader of the band "is the notorious 
Boucho, from the Bulgarian town of 
Dubuitza. We sent word to Constanti­
nople, pointing out that being private 
individuals we can’t prevent the govern­
ment from pressing the brigands, also 
that the ransom is too princely. No such 
sum was ever before demanded. Usually 
brigands ask about a £1,000, aud then 
agree to half. Twenty-five thousand 
Turkish pounds means two horse loads 
of gold, and that is more gold than there 
is now in Bulgaria. Besides, the brig­
ands demand payment in Turkish gold, 
for which it would be necessary to send 
to Constantino'ple. I should not give 
the brigands the ransom until Miss 
Stone is safely delivered to us, as they 
might murder her after the ransom in 
order to seal her lips forever. We have 
three theological institute students who 
were captured in the 'Stone party.

A werewasThis danger of collision being so great, 
is it not wonderful that means have not 
been found’to “brake” a vessels? Or of 
they have been found, that they have not 
been put into practice? The loss of life 
and property caused by collisions and 
running ashore have been almost ines­
timable, and a landsman would conclude 
that some means of stoifping a ship 
otherwise or in addition to reversing her 
screw would have been discovered long 
ago. When a propellor of a steamer 
is first set in motion it does little else 
than project a stream of water, in the 
direction opposite to that in which it is 
desired to move the vessel. It is pre­
sently seen that the latter begins to 
move, indicating that the inertia of the 
ship has been overcome by the reaction 
of that stream of water from the pro­
pellor. The propellor still continues to 
project the stream, the ship in the mean­
while increasing in speed, or, as sailors 
term it “gathering away,” showing that 
the power extended is still in 
the resistance of the ship, inasmuch as 
something is producing an augmentation 
of speed. It is afterwards noticed that 
the ship continues to move forward at a 
uniform rate, and that the 'stream of 
water is still projected by the propellor, 
but at a lower velocity compared with 
the surrounding still water than was the 
case when the vessel was at rest. This 
means that the powers of resistance are 
evenly balanced and that the work done 
by the sMp in moving forward is exactly 
equal to that of the water moving in the 
opposite direction through the surround­
ing water. The vessel has now stored 
up in herself what is called “energy,” 
which is the power developed in 
coming the “inertia,” so that if the en­
gine stops she still progresses forward, 
and does not come to a stand-still until 
the whole of that stored-np power is ex­
pended.

These and other considerations led Mr. 
Louis Lacoste (of Montreal) son of Sir 
Alexander Lacoste, chief justice of the 
Court of King’s bench, to study the 
braking of a ship, and he at length de­
vised a model and took out the neces­
sary patents to secure his invention. The 
object of Mr. Lacoste’s invention is to 
effect a quick means of stopping a large 
ship at full speed, without jarring the 
vessel of inconveniencing the passen­
gers by the sudden check. It consists 
essentially of a pair or pairs of gates ar­
ranged to swing outwardly from the 
sides of a vessel, and to be held at 
right angles thereto by a plurality of 
struts pivotally attached to the . gates at 
oue end, and at the other to plates or 
oher devices sliding in suitable covered 
ways. The covered ways have orifices 
for the gradual egress of the water and 
there are fingers or latches extending 
from a rod and folding over the edge ot 
the gate to keep it securely to the side 
of the ship when closed. There is a 
device to begin to open the gates and as 
soon as the edge of tfre gate is clear of 
the side of the ship the resistance of the 
water when the vessel is in motion will 
carry the gates outwardly and rearward- 
ly. In the construction of this device 
all the parts will be flush with the ves­
sel, which can be accomplished by rein­
forcing the side of the ship where the 
gates are placed, and providing suitable 
recesses and flush bearings. The gear­
ing, of course, will be inside, as well as 
the motive power for operating the gates, 
and it will he quite possible to operate 
them either from the bridge or from the 
ngine room.
Mr. Lacoste expects that his invention 

Will stop a ship within her own length,"" 
and this he has more than demonstrat­
ed by models.

BRITAIN’S SHARE.
What She Transports in the World’s 

Shipping Trade.

In a computation of the exports of all 
the principle countries in the world, it 
is found, says Engineering, that the val­
ue of all the exports from the contribut­
ing countries in 1886 increased in value 
by over £200,000,000 sterling by the 
time they became imports at their des­
tination; and while some part of this 
increase may be, due to profits, insur­
ance, etc-, a large proportion is to be ac­
counted for by transport charges. In 
1898 the corresponding advance—a rough 
measure of the world’s transport trade— 
was £228,000,000 sterling. The increase 
here is at a much less percentage than 
the addition to the volume of trade, in­
dicating much cheaper transport. It be­
comes of interest to ascertain whether or 
not Britain’s share of this greM trans­
port trade is a relatively increasing or a 
decreasing quantity. The only method 
of arriving at such a result is to take as 
a basis the tonnage ofl merchant ships 
entering into, and clearing from, the 
harbors of different countries. In the 
case of the United States, the British 
proportioin has in twenty years increased 
from 51 per cent, to 57 per cent, of the 
total, the British tonnage frequenting 
American ports having gone up from 
15,000,000 to 25,000000. The German 
tonnage has increased from 2t4 millions 
to 4,614.000 tons; but with the excep­
tion of Norway and Sweden, the other 
increases are barely proportionate to the 
total. As regards the shipping in French 
ports, onr proportioin in twenty years 
has increased from 40 to 47 per cent., 
while the home tonnage has decreased by 
several points. Iu the case of Germany, 
we (Engineering) find that a very con­
siderable increase has been made in the 
total, and that the home tonnage has 

than kept pace with this increase, 
the proportion having gone np from 39 
to oyer 44 per cent., while Britain’s pro­
portion has considerably decreased—from 
37 to 32 per cent- As regards Russia, 
our position, continues our contempor­
ary, has improved, but Italy has cap­
tured the larger proportion of the aug-» 
meuted tonnage frequenting her own 
ports, the ratio of Italian tonnage hav­
ing increased from 34 to 44 per cent., 
while ours has decreased to 26 per cent. 
In the Belgian tonnage the foreigner 
has made greater progress than our­
selves, due largely to German ships; 
while in Sweden and Norway we fail to 
hold our position: in respect to Holland, 
our position has barely kept pace with 
the total tonnage.

: iSir Thomas Lipton is a difficult man 
to catch. When I tried first to see him, 
he wired, from Kiel, where he was on 
bdard the S. Y. Erin—that floating pal­
ace of delights—and when he returned 
home it was only to stay a brief interval 
and away again on Shamrock matters 
intent. But at last I ran him to earth in 
his comfortable office in City road—only 
a few steps from the firm’s magnificent 
counting-house, where are collected the 
statistics of the immense business which 
but a year or two ago changed hands at 
two and a half millions sterling.

It reads like a modern romance- Here 
am I asking Sir Thomas about the little 
first shop in a minor Glascow street— 
the humble beginning of latter-day 
wealth and world wide commerce.
. tcWhat induced you to become a provi­

sion dealer?” I asked Sir Thomas, as 
he leaned back in his rocking chair.

“Well, yon see,” he replied, “my father 
and mother were formerly in the line. 
When I came back to Glascow from Am- 
erica a provision dealer’s business seem- 
ed to offer me the best chances of suc­
cess. My parents had a little general 
shop in another part o.t the city, where, 
as a boy, I often assisted my mother. 
She -was a shrewd, business woman, and 
the best of mothers. J often used to say 
to her. “Never mind, mother, the time 
will come when I shall be able to give 
you a carriage.” She used to smile then 
little dreaming that it would come true 
It afforded me one of the greatest 
pleasures of my life to surround her with 
lu?.ï£i?8 ™ the losing days of her life.

When I came back from America af­
ter my first trip there, I decided to settle 
down m a little shop situated in Stob- 
cross street, Glascow. That early jour­
ney to America did' not prove as success­
ful as I at first anticipated, but the ex­
perience I then gained became of great 
usefulness to me in later years.”

“I thought your first venture 
High street. Sir Thomas?”

‘ I went there later on to open my sec­
ond shop, but that In Stobcross street 
proved the beginning. It was a lock-up 
shop under tenement buildings, and I 
felt exceedingly proud of it. I made it 
my business to keep the place smart and 
spotlessly clean. You know there is a 
great deal in the appearance a shop pos­
sesses and the treatment customers re­
ceive when they come in for purchases.
I often used to say that a poor woman’s 
twenty shillings is just as good to the 
shop keeper as the rich ladys pound, and

lurning to one of his managers who was 
present, he asked, “Haye you got a copy 
of those £1 notes I issued?” To me he 
explained that these formed an early 
advertisement—something like a Scotch 
pound note—to advertise his business. 
They caused much talk throughout 
Scotland. Indeed, so much trouble did 
they cause bank managers, who fre­
quently found them among bundles of 
genuine notes, that Sir Thomas (then 
Mr. of course) when the matter was 
brought to his knowledge, voluntarily 
withdrew them.

I had observed in America the power 
of advertising, and decided that if ever 
I had the capital, I would be a big ad­
vertiser myself. When I started, how­
ever, I only got out a handbill concern­
ing my special goods, and had it dis- 
tnbuted .to people as they passed my 
store. I did not put much matter on the 
bills; just a few facts and figures to 
catch the eye. Then after a time I ad 
vertised in the newspapers. My first ad­
vertisement cost me 7s. 6d. and drew at­
tention to some extra fine bacon and ham 
that I had just purchased- 

“When I started I determined to ex­
hibit some specially striking and amus­
ing -cartoons in my windows referring to 
the goods I sold. One which attracted 
a great deal of attention was that repre­
senting a very fat man and a very lean 
one riding together in the last compart­
ment of a train. The stout traveler says 
to his companion. ‘Aren’t you afraid to 
travel iu this collision compartment?’ 
‘Oh no!’ replies the other, ‘not as long 
I have a Lipton buffer opposite!’

“At first I was my own shopman and 
errand boy, for I could not afford to pay 
for assistance in those days.”

“Is it true that the late Mr. Biggar,
M. P., financed you. Sir Thomas?”

“No,” he said, smiling that peculiarly 
frank Irish smile, “I suppose the story 
got round owing to my Irish associa­
tions , but as a matter of fact I never 
had a partner until my business was 
turned into a company. In the early 
days I had many offers of partnerships 
but I always refused them. I determin­
ed to remain master of my own business 
and to find the capital for each exten­
sion out of the profits. When I got my 
money back from Stobcross 
managed to open anotoer establishment 
in High street, Glascow, in a better 
neighborhood.

“My two principles iu starting business 
were to make cash transaction a cash 
one, and to abolish the middleman. I 
had a curious experience once when I 
was buyifig butter in Ireland. My agent 
bought too freely for my limited re­
sources, and I scarcely knew where to 
obtain sufficient to pay the bill. Then it 
occurred to me that I might get some­
thing on my silver English lever. So I 
sent it across to the pawnbroker and 
raised 30s. on it, which enabled me to 
provide the balance of the account and 
keep my engagement. I very soon after­
wards redeemed my watch,” he added, 
smiling. “It was the effort to save the 
middleman which sent me to Ireland for 
butter, eggs and bacon.”

“What is your recipe for success, Sir 
Thomas?"’

“It is impossible to lay down any hard 
and fast rules, but I have often said 
that if a man wants to get on he must 
‘work hard, deal honestly, use careful 
judgment, do unto others as he would be 
done by, advertise freely and judiciously 
and success is bound to follow."

It is not the lot of many men, unpopu­
lar statesmen excluded, to have comic 
songs devoted to their exploits.
Thomas Upton, however, years ago 
achieved such distinction. The duty 
In questioin was warbled by that popular 
Scotch comedian J. C. Macdonald, and 
every gamin in Glasgow knew it by 
heart. Thus ran the chorus:
Lrpton’s butter and Upton’s ham, 
Lipton’s butter and Upton’s ham!

That’s the stuff to cram.
Swallow hie eggs and they’ll set ye on 

yer legs,
Tne ye’re as auld as Methusalam.
The advertisement was none the less 

effective for being gratuitous.
Sir TBonjas Lipton’s later life Is al­

most household history. As a philan­
thropist, he commenced on a large scale 
by his notable gift 5Ï £25.000 to the 
Lord Mayor’s Fund, which was being 
raised at the suggestion of the present 
Oueen, then Princess of Wales, to give 
London’s poor a share in the Diamond 
Jubilee festivities. It is an old story 
how Sir Thomas—then Mr.—Upton 
spontaneously handed a cheque for that 
large amount to Sir George Faudel Phil­
lips, and in n moment placed the Queen’s 
generous intent on A sound,, practical 
basis.

Thus started as a philanthropist. Sir 
Lipton did nof turn back. A few months 
afterwords he conceited the idea of the 
Alexandra Trust, and by a preliminary 
gift of £100,000 commenced what is 
hoped will prove a far-reaching scheme 
for the provision of cheap and whole­
some food to the poor and industrious 
workers in the cities.

Whether, the idea pays or not scarcely 
matters; Sir Thomas balances any loss.

A fleet of sealing schooners six in 
number, arrived in port yesterday 
ing from the Behring sea, bringing 2,213 
seal skins valued at about $40,000. The 
Florence M. Smith, which with the 
Favorite and Ainoka were off the Outer 
wharf soon after midnight, sailed to her 
berth iu the upper harbor and landed 
040 seal skins, including four that were t 
marked by the branders on the Priby- ’ 
loffs. Soon afterwards the tug Tyee 
brought in the Ainoka, from which ves­
sel 337 skins, none of which were brand­
ed, were landed. Then the Favorite was 
towed to the sealing wharf with 306 
pelts, none of which- were marked. The 
Geneva followed with 418, two of which 
were branded, and the Mary Taylor 
was next brought in with 362 skins on 
board, which added to the 144 sent 
home by the Borealis from Hakodate, 
gives her a catch of 506 for the season 
on the Californian coast, the Japan 
coast, Japan sea, Gulf of Tartary, Cop­
per islands and Behring sea, for she has 
made one of the longest cruises of any 
of the Copper island fleet. The little R.
I. Morse followed the Taylor to port 
with 150 skins on board.

■All the schooners have the same tale 
to tell of bad weather during August, 
not heavy weather, but fresh to mod­
erate winds that made sealing futile. 
September was a very fair month, al­
though from the 9th to the 13th there 
was a very heavy south-east gale. The 
seal were there as plentifully as before, 
but they were wild aud restless. A 
herd of 30 sleepers would be seen, but 
there was always one or two sentry-like 
ready to scatter the herds on the ap- 
iroach of the hunters. The Mary lay­
er, which was the only Victoria schoon­

er to go into the Japan sea, reports that 
seals were very plentiful there, but they 
were traveling northward, the schooner 
having gone into the sea too late. She 
made only one call, at Attu, for water, 
after leaving Hakodate. From Hako­
date she went through the Japan sea, 
and after hunting off the Copper islands 
she went on a seal .prospecting cruise up 

. island of Saghalien, where 
the Russians have their notorious pris­
ons. Away to the north of Vladivostock 
she went, and after sealing there, the 
Copper islands were visited again, and 
. cruise was made into the Okhotsk sea, 
before, towards the close of the season, 
the schooner entered the Behring sea. A 
large number of seals were seen hi the 
Gulf of Tartary, but the weather 
bad.

No word was received by the Marv 
T<iy*or from the two schooners Casco 
and Dora Siewerd, the remaining vessels 
of the fleet on the Japan coast. The 
Casco was reported to have 600 skins in 
August last, and the Dora Siewerd * is 
expected to have a larger catch. Several 
of the Bennng sea fleet are reported 
bv the returned schooners. The Zillah 
May was on her way home with 438
wMi th!

As all the schooners left Onualaska 
prior to the sailing of the steamer 
Mananeuse, none could bring a denial or 
unconfirmed report brought by that 
vessel of the seizure of three schooners.
A rumor was brought by the Mary Tay­
lor, however, that the Enterprise had 
been seized. How the rumor started 
was not learned, and no news could be 
unearthed to show what foundation 
there was for the report.- -

It may be a natural inclination to smile 
and say it Is all nonsense to talk of de­
veloping a wilderness that lies so far 
north.

But Christiania and St. Pet­
ersburg are on the 60th parallel. Arch­
angel is further north than the north­
ernmost limits of 'Hudson’s Bay, and 
Russia has a railway running well into 
the sixties. Some one argues that the 
Hudson’s Bay is not navigable in winter 
True- But the Baltic is closed during 
six winter months, and still Russia finds 
it a good outlet to the ocean. All of 
Denmark lies north of the southern lim­
its of James’s Bay. Russia raises wheat 
in the latitude of Davis strait- Swed­
ish peasants reap barley several degrees 
north of Lake Athabasca. All this tends 
to show that much more than Canada 
proposes to accomplish in her unopened 
north has already been done in the 
same latitudes of Europe, and, though 
the American climate" is somewhat more 
severe than that of European points on 
the same parallels, the difference is not 
so great but that the Old World’s ac­
complishments may be emulated in the 
new.

A few years ago men who went to 
Manitoba and British Columbia to buy 
laud were objects of pity. But they 
have made fortunes. Now we may well 
afford to suspend judgment upon the 
man who proposes to go further north, 
for in the light of facts and tendencies

Meeting at San Francisco. Adjourns Sine 
Die. STEEVEXS’ DEATH.

San Francisco. Oct. 17.—The Triennal 
convention of the Episcopal Church of 
America, has adjourned sine die. The 
next convention is to be held at Boston 
in 1904.

The day was a busy one in both 
houses, most of jlje.time, however, behig 
taken up in the discussion of matters 
which were not definitely decided. It 
was agreed to make Honolulu and Cuba 
missionary districts, and to create the 
missionary district of Salina *ut of the 
diocese of Kansas. The house failed 
to concur, however, in the proposed set­
ting apart of a portion of the diocese 
of Springfield, Ills., as a missionary 
district. The election of Rev. Cameron 
Mann as a missionary bishop of North 
Dakota was concurred in by the House 
of Bishops. Both houses agreed to the 
report of the committee on the proposed 
Huntington amendment to article X. 
of the constitution. This action vir­
tually relegates the matter to the next 
general convention. On the adoption of 
report, 'Dr. Huntington said he would 
now leave the younger men the 
tinuance of the fight he had beguu.

Agreements were reached by the two 
houses on several minor matters, the 
usual resolutions of thanks were passed. 
The closing exercises of the convention 
were impressive. The bishops attired 
in their robes of office, and preceded by 
Dr. Samuel Hart, secretary of the House 
of Bishops, and Rev. C. L. Hutchins, 
secretary of the House of Deputies, 
marched in procession into the church- 
As they walked up the main aisle the 
vested choir of Trinity and the congre­
gation joined in the singing. The bish­
ops were seated on the platform inside 
the chancel and prayer service was con­
ducted by President Lindsay of the 
House of Deputies. Bishop Doan of Al­
bany then called for a contribution to be 
applied towards reducing the deficit in 
the general missionary fund. The 
amount given was not announced, bnt it 
was very liberal. The triennial pastoral 
letter was read by Bishop Dudley of 
Kentucky. The benediction was pro­
nounced" by Bishop Tuttle of Missouri, 
and the convention adjourned sine die. 
Many of the bishops, presbyters an'd lay 
delegates will remain iu California for 
some time visiting places of interest, but 
the majority will depyrt at once lor 
their homes.

The famous artist war correspondent 
is a small muu, very unassuming in man­
ner and with no traces whatever of his 
varied and exciting experiences. For 35 
years he traveled from continent to 
continent, from seat of war to seat of 
war, and when England was compara­
tively peaceful he has been given com­
missions very similar to the one on 
which he is now engaged.

On the platform yesterday while the 
crowd awaited the arrival of the Duke 
aud Duchess, Mr. Prior told the fol­
lowing story of G. W. Steevens, the 
famous war corespondent, who expired 
at Ladysmith shortly before the relief 
of that beleagured town.

“I remember Steevens well,” said Mr. 
Prior. “He was a magnificent cam­
paigner and his death was characteris­
tic of the man. His character was ac­
quired from constant association with 
toe British soldier in action and the 
spirit of his writing was the spirit of 
the war. Steevens killed himself and 
he died as game as a man could die. He 
was wasted to a skeleton with enteric 
fever aud tossed on his bed praying for 
something to eat. The pulp of a grape 
would have killed him in his condition 
and it was hard to see him lying there 
perfectly conscious craving for something 
to alleviate his famished condition, but 
still knowing that the smallest particle 
meant death.

“The army surgeon called on him; *he 
was doing nicely,’ each day an improve­
ment was expected. One day toe sur­
geon made his customary visit. Enter­
ing toe room he exclaimed, ‘he’s doing 
better.’ He sat down and talked to toe 
correspondent, who raised himself on his 
elbow displacing his pillow. The mov­
ing of the pillow disclosed an army ra­
tion biscuit that Steevens had obtained 
somehow, and the corner of it was 
slightly nibbled. The surgeon’s face 
grew deadly pale for he was a friend of 
Steevens. ‘Did yon eat that ’ he ask­
ed . ‘Yes,’ said Steevens. The surgeon’s 
head fell over on his breast, and he told 
the patient, who had braved many a 
campaign and many a hardship that his 
end was near. Steevens looked uncon­
cerned, thanked him for the information 
and sent for Maude, another famous 
correspondent who was also in the be­
leagured town. “Maude," said he, “I 
am a doomed man. I expected it to come 
sooner or later and have made all ar­
rangements, but come, old man, let’s say 
good bye,” Pointing to a package he 
asked Maude to open it- A bottle of 
champagne was disclosed 
wrappings and Steevens told how he had 

i.kept it to > celebrate Ladysmith’s relief, 
‘but, he added, ‘I’ll never see that so 
open it up. I have made all arrange­
ments in case of my death, so good bye.’ 
Mande was greatly affected and was 
unable to touch the wine- His hand 
trembled as he laid down the glass and 
caught Steeven’s hand in a farewell grip 
as the famous war correspondent whose 
name will always be l'mked 
portion of history in Which General 
Lord Kitchener figured, passed away In 
the short space of two hours. Conscious 
to the last, he died surrounded by a few 
fellow correspondents thousands of miles 
sway from home and the curtain was 
drawn over one of the most brilliant car­
eers in the annals of newspaper work 
abroad.”

Mr, Prior talked of other experiences 
such as thirst in toe desert, incidents ln 
besieged Ladysmith and with the army 
iu South Africa. He was very sociable 
and talked freely to the local press in a 
jolly and highly entertaining manner, 
his conversation bemg vivacious and 
the striking Individuality of the speaker.

ARTIFKHAL PAVING STONES.

vMHow They Are Made From the Refuse 
of Cities, 1

Nothing iu nature is ever wasted, we 
were taught in school. Nothing in com­
merce ever is wasted, is the lesson now 
to be learned from enterprising manufac­
turers.

The refuse of factories, once allowed 
to run waste is now caught and con­
verted into something useful and sale­
able. In English cities where the vast 
accummulations of refuse are burned they 
even have discovered a use for the re­
siduum, from which they are making 
paving stones.

Oue of the latest departures of the cor­
poration of Sheffield is the installation 
at the Lumley street refuse destructor 
of a plant for producing flagstones for 
paving. Similar pr 
in Birmingham, Liverpool, Bradford and 
Other large towns.

This is another instance of turning re­
fuse to profitable account, and endeavor­
ing to make the destructor self-support­
ing. It is something to have objection­
able matter cremated, as is done at the 
destructor, but when the residuum can 
be converted into useful articles a great 
advance has been made- At the present 
the quantity of refuse burnt averages 
between 800 annd 900 tons per week, 
giving about 250 tons of clinker. Some 
of this is ground up into mortar, and 
some sold, but the whole amount thus 
dealt with is only from 30 to 50 tons, 
and the remainder* has simply to be 
carted away at a cost of Is. 6d. per ton. 
It is now proposed to utilize the whole 
of this residiium, and the flag-making 
plant will partly achieve this.

As the clinker leaves the furnace it will 
be dropped into a revolving crushing 
mill. Powerful wheels work ipside this, 
and crush the material until it is 
squeezed through perforations an eighth 
of an inch in diameter, in the pan, and 
falls into another pan, from which it is 
shot out onto a concrete floor- It is then 
mixed with the best cement, in the pro­
portion of three parts clinker to one of 
cement; water is added, and the whole 
is placed in a- mixer, which beats it np 
thoroughly, two shafts, on which many 
knives are -fixed, working in opposite 
direction®. Then the material is placed 
in a mould and hydraulic 
about 1% tons to the square inch shapes 
the flagstones. The finished article 
measures three feet by two feet, by two 
and a half inches thick, but flags of 
other sizes etui be made if desired. The 
capacity of the present plant is twelve 
flags per hour. The flag will be dried 
atmospherically, no artificial means be­
ing resorted to, end they will be kept 
for a considerable time, and tested as to 
tensile strength before 'being used.

The flag-making process is only a part 
of the means being adopted for making 
the destructor remunerative- A building 
is now nearing completion in which 
clinker breaking and screening will be 
carried on. The eltnker will be smashed 
and sorted into three sizes, suitable for 
concreting, asphalting, and bedding pur­
poses, and it is expected that there will 
toon he a ready sale for It. An electro 
magnetic separator will extract all me­
tallic substances; The clinker which re­
fuses to pass through toe screens, there­
by proving itself the hardest, will be 
used for flag-making.' There is every 
hope that the destructor will, before 
long, be earning something considerable,

Trades and Labor Council and Refusal 

to Give Defence Jury Panel.

Vancouver, Oct. 18—(Special.)—-At a 
meeting of the Executive committee of 
the Trades and .Labor council, the fol­
lowing resolution was passed:

‘'Whereas we have learned with sur­
prise that the Sheriff of New Westmin­
ster, acting as he says under instructions 
from the Attorney-General’s department 
at Victoria, has refused a copy of the 
jury panel for the forthcoming assizes at 
Westminster to the counsel for the fish­
ermen awaiting trial; and whereas we 
consider snch action high-handed, unjust 
aud unprecedented; therefore be it re­
solved that we condemn the same as 
being an infringment on toe rights and 
liberties of the people, aud a menace to 
British justice and fair play, and in the 
opinion of the union savors of an en­
deavor to squelsh trades-unionism rather 
than serve the ends of justice.”

Mr. Bowser, K. C., acting for the 
Crown in toe fishery cases, when re­
quested to make a statement regarding 
tiiis resolution, said that it would not 
do for him in his position to make any 
comment on the resolution for the public 
press. Several lawyers spoken to ou the 
matter, said that the defence had no 
legal right to see the jury panel before 
a trial. That lawyers were alloiwecLac- 
cess to the jury panel or given a copy 
of the panel previous to a trial in many 
cases was not disputed; but that lawyers 
had a right to this privilege was an­
other question. Comment was also made 
on the fact that it was thought wiser 
in the interests of justice to apply for a 
change of venue in the fishery cases. It 
was believed that 12 farmers would be 
the.best possible jury obtainable to try 
the fisheries cases, as not having any 
opinions, feeling or sentiments one way 
or the other previous to the trials.

The prisoner did not seem to 
realize the serious nature of his crime 
at first, but apparently does so now, as 
he is making somewhat tame attempts 
to pass himself off as insane. Owing to 
his violent conduct, he had had to be 
very firmly treated, and doubtless will 
shortly recognize the futility of his ef­
forts to pass himself off as a lunatic. It 
was rumored yesterday that a judge 
might probably be sent up from Vic­
toria, specially to try Henning, but it is 
more-likely that the case will stand over 
until another summer, as there is no 
doubt he will be committed for trial 
when the present hearing is concluded.

(From the appearance of the blood­
stained robe and bedding it would seem 
that the would-be murderer had held 
his wife down on the bed by main force 
and slashed at her throat and face with 
the razor; her hand’s being dreadfully 
cut in the efforts made to protect her 
face and neck from fatal injuries. She 
struggled hard for her life and finally 
managed to escape from her husband's 
clutches and stumble outside her own 
door to Mrs. Foley’s, which was close 
by. Here she called admittance and pro­
tection, which was promptly given, and 
a doctor quickly fetched to attend to 
the victim who was almost unrecog­
nisable from the blood which covered 
her face and clothes. She was after­
wards conveyed to the hospital, her 
wounds dressed and to the joy of every­
one here she now seems as though she 
might recover and certainly if good 
wishes and sympathy could help her to 
get well she does not lack for these. No 
cause for the crime is known, ibut the 
prisoner had been drinking heavily.

THE HATING FLOATED.

The C. P. R. Steamer Reached Vancou­
ver Last Night Under Her Own 

Steam.

Tie <0. P. R. steamer Hating, which 
was stranded on Jarvis-islet, in Tucker 
bay, Lasqueti island, on Saturday last, 
has been floated aud arrived at Vancou­
ver last night under her own steam. A 
special to the Colonist from Vancouver 
says that she towed into that port the 
steamer Trader, which had been wreck­
ing hpr, and on which was Diver Mc- 
Hardy and the wreckers from this city, 
who with Capt. Gosse and the officers 
of the Hating had charge of the work 
of floating the steamer. The Vancouver 
correspondent of the Colonist says the 
“Hating will go into dock ât once, either 
here or at Victoria. The vessel is being 
kept clear of water by one pump, which 
handles about 70 gallons of water per 
minute.”

Thos. Shaw, of this city, the well 
known iron worker who was a passeng­
er on the Hating said yesterday morning 
that he believed that the-Hating would 
be easily floated, in fact he thought that 
after the leaks had been repaired, and 
the coal shifted aft she would float off 
hersdf. No news has yet been received 
of how the salvage of the steamer was 
effected.

Captain Charles J. Armstrong, who 
left this city as senior lieutenant in the 
Montreal company of the Royal Can­
adian regiment, and vrao accept en a 
position under Sir Percy Girouard follow­
ing the fall of Pretoria, is now home 
on leave of absence, visiting hie father, 
Mr. C. N. Armstrong, Peel street. He 
is district engineer of the railway 
struction department, and speaks in the 
highest terms of his chief, saying that 
the appointment of Sir Percy was a for­
tunate one for the Empire; that the great 
work he has accomplished iu South Af­
rica is fully appreciated Iby the army of 
occupation, aud that he well merited the 
honor which the King conferred upon 
him.

Regarding the work that has already 
been done, Captqin Armstrong said that 
when the closing down of the Rand 
mines had thrown thousands of blacks 
out of employment, and as the British 
authorities did not care to have them 
roaming about the country, Sir Percy 
suggested that this new stretch of rail­
way be built from Johannesburg to the 
Vaal River, and, this proposition being 
accepted, work was started, Captain 
Armstrong being engaged on the road in 
question. The line will ibe about forty- 
five miles in length, but, although thirty 
miles have been graded the rails are 
not yet laid. This is on account of 
the delay in getting the steel on. the 
ground, the rushing of supplies into the 
country being of more importance at the 
present time.

Captain Armstrong has a good idea of 
the character of the work done on the 
railways in the several colonies of South 
Africa, and says that many of them are 
better built than some otf the Candaian 
lines. He also brings the news that 
practically all of the (bridges, culverts 
and tunnels which were damaged or de­
stroyed during the war have been placed 
in as good a condition as before and that 
the train service all over the country, 
taking the unsettled condition of the 
colonies into consideration, may be con­
sidered good. He visited Natal a short 
time before leaving, and the railways in 
that colony were found to be in excellent 
condition.

“Of course,” he said, “the heavy 
grades lessened the rate of speed to some 
extent, but the time of the fast train 
between Pretoria and Bloemfontein is 
now about forty miles an hour.”

Captain Armstrong is also of tne 
opinion that when peace becomes an ac­
tual fact railway development will pro­
ceed apace. A most important line has 
indeed already been undertaken. For­
merly there was no direct land route be­
tween Cape Colony and Natal, but 
a railway is projected and 
menced, that will be about 400 miles iu 
length, and bring these two colonies into 
direct communication. The terminus of 
the Natal end of the projected railway 
will probably be Pietermaritzburg.

Captain 'Armstrong then described the 
complete system of block-houses, which 
the British military authorities have 
built along the railways, one every four 
or fivf miles from Gape Town to Delagoa 
Bay, and on the branch lines as well.

At the crossings there is a block-house 
at each side, and the stations, many of 
which are built of stone, have been put

As soon as the applause, which this 
timely quotation called forth, died away, 
Mr. Davin calmly took up the thread of 
his speech where he had left It to make 
this little diversion.

It does not require the mellifluous touch 
or the brogue which lends such a charm to 
the accent of educated Irishmen to tell 
that Mr. Davin is a son of the Emerald 
isle. He is Irish all over. His ready and 
witty repartee that flashes out In the mo­
ment, could not drop from the tongue of 
any other than an Irish celt. In fact all 
his characteristics are those of a son of 
Erin.

Fifty-seven years ago Mr. Davin was 
born In Kllfinone, Limerick. His first start 
In life was in the office of a firm of large 
steel workers, but It was evident that the 
gods did not intend him for a commer­
cial avocation, and he was soon removed 
from the uncongenial atmosphere of the 
foundry and sent to «college where he dis­
tinguished himself particularly in clas­
sics. After leaving college he entered upon 
the sea of journalism in London, and his 
work attracting great attention he was sent 
out to the Franco-Prussian war as corres- 
>ondent for the London Standard. Then 
n 1872 he came to Canada to write a ser­

ies of articles for the English papers.
At that time many of Canada’s 

most men believed that the manifest duty 
of the country was annexation to the 
United States. There were however, a little 
band of men having their headquarters 
In Toronto, who held different belief, with 
them the young Irishman, who had joined 
the editorial staff of the Mall, threw In 
his lot. The annexationists In Toronto 
had succeeded in Inducing a certain Amer­
ican divine who had quite a reputation as 
a platform lecturer on social and economic 
subjects, to give a lecture in Toronto.

The steamer Kaga Maru, after being 
temporarily repaired at Seattle, arrived 
from that port yesterday morning and 
after loading her cargo and1 embarking 
passengers sailed a few hours later, be­
ing the third liner to leave this week 
for the Orient. The steamer Aorangi 
came in last night from Vancouvra, and 
after loading a consignment of British 
Columbia salmon at the Outer wharf, and 
embarking her Victoria passengers, sailed 
late last night for Honolulu, Brisbane 
end Sydney. The belated steamer Tees 
arrived yesterday morning at Union bay, 
and after loading coal there, sailed thence 
for Vancouver at 3 p. m. She reached 
Vancouver last night, and after landing 
part of her salmon cargo, she will 
on to Victoria to land the balance. She 
does not sail north again until Monday 
night. The Cottage City, which was to 
have sailed yesterday morning for Alas­
kan points is delayed because of the re­
pairs necessitated as a result of her ac­
cident. The City of Nanaimo arrived 
yesterday afternoon from Union and 
Nanaimo.

These were the only movements of 
steamers locally yesterday, but several 
sailing vessels passed in and out. The 
ships Admiral Tegetthoff, 
from Chemainus for Antofagasta and 
the ship Blytheswood, laden with salmon 
for England, were towed to sea yester­
day afternoon by the tug Sea Lion alter 
completing their crews here. The sal­
mon laden ship Havila also went to sea 
yesterday, being towed out from the 
Fraser river by the tug Lome. The 
ship 'Edward May was towed up yes­
terday morning by the tug Rabboni, 18 
days from San Francisco for Ladysmith, 
at which port she will load coal for a 
return passage to San Francisco. The 
ship Undaunted is en route from San 
Francisco to Chemainus, having sail­
ed from the Golden Gate for the lumber 
port on October 11. The ship Santa, 
•which is coming in ballast from Hono­
lulu, did not leave the Hawaiian port 
until October 6, and is therefore not due 
yet. The pilots are watching daily for 
the arrival of the cargo-laden ship Gars- 
dale, however. The Hawaiian Isles, now 
completing loading at Chemainus, is ex­
pected to be ready to sail within a few 
days. x

The steamer Horda, being repaired in 
the dry dock, will not be ready to leave 
the dock for at least another week, ac­
cording to her master. 'She is having 
two new plates put in her hull, and 
other plates are being straightened. The 
steamer Amur, being repaired on the Es­
quimau Marine railway, was expected to 
leave the slip tomorrow, but it is not 
thought that she will be floated, until 
next week. The steamer Nell, on Tur- 
pel’s ways, is having new condensers put 
in and being overhauled and repainted. 
The Princess Louise is undergoing a 
thorough overhaul at Turner-Beeton’s 
wharf. She will be ready in a couple 
of weeks to go on the New 'Westminster 
run.

Among the arrivals from the Main­
land last night were W. S. Stout, vice- 
president and general manager of the 
Dominion Express company, of Toron­
to; K. Ford, western superintendent, of 
Winnipeg, and Walter J. Kirby, travel­
ing auditor of the company, who makes 
Vancouver his headquarters. The three 
gentlemen are on their annual tour of 
inspection and have just made a trip 
through the Kootenays. They will spend 
a few days in Victoria and then return 
east.

Accompanying the express officials as 
guests are Messrs. A. F. Rich and S. O. 
Covill, of Boston, directors of the New 
English Fish company, which carries 
on halibut fishing on an extensive scale 
in Hecate straits and Queen Charlotte 
sound. The two are on a holiday and 
enjoyed the trip through the Crow’s 
Nest and Kootenay districts very much, 
being impressed with the marvelous na­
tural beauties of the country and the 
numerous indications of progress which 
they marked during their tour.

Mr. Covill informed a Colonist report­
er that his company had ordered a fast 
and commodious steamer to be built at 
San Francisco for service in the hali­
but fishery, but owing to the strike, the 
boat, which was to have been finished 
and turned over on October 1, is still 
in the stocks. In consequence the com­
pany was obliged to charter the Saga 
at Vancouver, and that staunch little 
craft was placed in commission this 
week and is now on her way to the fish­
ing grounds.

The company up to the present has 
confined its operations entirely to hali­
but, with which it practically supplies 
the Eastern United States market, hut 
it may possibly enlarge its scope tin the 
future by shipping frozen salmon from 
the Columbia and' Fraser rivers. Nothing 
definite has been decided as yet in this 
regard; in fact, the matter has not been 
more than casually discussed, but if con­
ditions of trade warrant, it may be seri­
ously considered, and the new industry 
be launched.

Messrs. Rich and Covill will visit Se­
attle early in the week and return to 
Vancouver, whence they will go East.

In 1882 he 
visited Regina and having taken up his 
residence there established the Leader 
which was for many years a fearless and 
outspoken advocate of the rights of the 
settlers. In 1887 when the Territories 
were first granted representation at Ot­
tawa, Mr. Davin wag returned for West­
ern Asslnlbota after a contest In which 
he defeated Hon. J. H. Ross, now Yukon 
commissioner. In 1891 he found himself 
again forced to face a contest. Thos. 
Tweed, a member of the assembly and a 
prominent conservative opposed him. The 
election took place In the depths of a 
cold North West winter, and electioneer­
ing was hard work for both candidates. 
At a large meeting one of the supporters 
of Mr. Tweed twitted Mr. Davin with be­
ing a scholar and a

I KAGA MARU LIBELED.

Owner of the Elba Wants ‘$25,000 Be­
cause of the Collision.

The steamer Kaga Maru, of the N. 
Y. K. line, which sailed for the Orient 
from the Outer wharf yesterday morning, 
was libeled before sailing from Seattle. 
{She was seized by the United States 
marshal on a monition issued from the 
Federal court iu an action for $25,000 
damages commenced by M. Jebsen, of 
Hamburg, Germany, who alleges him­
self to be the sole owner of the German 
steamship Elba. The filing of the libel 
by Jebsen is the sequel to a collision 
which occurred last Tuesday afternoon 
near Smith cove, between his vessel and 
the Japanese steamship. Jebsen claims 
that the Kaga Maru was wholly to 
blame for the accident. He alleges that 
the stem of the Elba was badly smashed 
in by the bluff of the Kaga’s bow, and 
that her hawse pipes were bent aud 
broken, entailing a loss of $20,000, iu 
addition to $5,000 for incidental expenses 
and $250 a day demurrage.

Jebsen alleges that the Elba, half 
loaded with 3,300 tone of wheat, was 
on her way from Tacoma to the Great 
■Northern docks at Smith cove to cojn- 
plete her cargo when the collision Oc­
curred. He alleges that she had stopped 
her engines some time before colliding 
with the Kaga, and, in fact, had them 
working at full speed astern. The fog 
whistle was being sounded constantly, he 
says, and a sharp lookout ahead being 
maintained.

He alleges that three minutes before 
the collision occurred the Kaga appeared 
out of the fog on the starboard side of 
the Elba and a little forward of abeam, 
running at a speed of eight or ten knots, 
in spite of the tog, and not blowing fog 
signals. The Elba, he «ays, immediately 
blew three short blasts and again thrée. 
She was then, he alleges, making stern- 
way. The Kaga, Jebsen alleges, did not 
slow down, stop or reverse her engines 
until too late to avert a collision.

Capt. Eekstrand, of the Kaga Maru, 
on the other hand says that he hugged 
the shore line and kept the whistle going 
continually. She was about three ships 
lengths from shore, and about a mile 
from port when he heard a whistle to 
starboard. It was not until the Elba 
appeared through a bank of fog that she 
was seen from the Kaga, and the Kaga 
was seen on board the Elba at the same 
time. The engines of each vessel were 
reversed, but the intervening space was 
small, and the Kaga could uot get nearer 
to shore without becoming fast: Then 
the steamers came together, the bow of 
the Elba coming into the Kaga’s star­
board foe’sle.

The Kaga Maru was not severely dam­
aged, a hole of abont 10x5 having been 
made just abaft of the anchors. This 
was temporarily patched, and cement 
and timber placed behind the patched 
plates.

China sea. 'file Borneo was en route 
to Yokohama with oil from Batoum. 
When seven days out from her destina­
tion on the moruiug of September 1, the 
Borneo ran into a terrific typhoon, and 
for three days was at the mercy of the 
elements. When she arrived at Yoko­
hama it was found that the sea had not 
only dented several of the Borneo’s plates 
forward, but that the stiu deck had been 
stove in, as well as one of the sifter 
hatches, and that seven doors to the of­
ficers’ quarters had been carried away, 
and in one case driven clear through 
a skylight. Two lifeboats and a number 
of ventilators were swept by the board 
and terrific seas washed over the bridge. 
This was Captain Raicich’s third ex­
perience in a typhoon, and the second 
in the Borneo, but he says that in all 
his many years at sea h 
perieuced such weather. It was neces­
sary to expend $3,700 in Yokohama for 
repairs, before sailing for Victoria from 
which port he went to Tacoma.

HENNING’S CRIME.5
S30 Armstrong is very favorablyPreliminary Hearing at Atlin of Man 

Who Slashed Wife’s Throat.8 @10
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8 Atlin, B. C., Oct. 8.—(Special.)—Mrs. 
Henning, the particulars of whose at­
tempted murder by her husband I have 
already sent to the Colonist is still alive 
and the hopes of her recovery have 
strengthened. Under the skilful treat­
ment of Dr. Harry Young she enjoys 
every advantage which medical care 
can bestow, bnt had she not been an ex­
ceptionally strong and healthy woman 
Mrs. Henning must have succumbed ere 
this to her terrible injuries. The prison­
er, Harry Henning, was brought before 
the resident Magistrate, Mr. G. M. N. 
Woods, on Monday last and charged 
with attempted murder. Mr. C. Dubois 
Mason, K. C., conducted the case for 
the Grown, the prisoner being undefend­
ed. Several witnesses were examined, 
including the Gold Commissioner Mr. J. 
D. Graham, G. W. Bickle, J. Regan 
and Miss Foley. After their evidence 
had been taken the accused was remand­
ed for eight days in order to allow the 
injured woman (if possible) to attend 
in court aud give her evidence.

The facts as brought out in the evi­
dence, go to show that the prisoner 
made a savage and determined attempt 
to kill his wife. About 1 p. m. on Sun­
day last Jas. Regan’s attention was 
called to a disturbance across the street 
in Henning’s restaurant, which is near­
ly opposite his store on Eirst street. He 
shortly after went across to see what 
the trouble was, and found Mrs. Hen­
ning had managed to escape from her 
own house, and had taken refuge with 
Mrs. and Miss Foley, who live next 
door. Regan carried her from the kitchen 
in Mrs. Foley’s house, to the sitting

The disabled Cottage City, as an­
nounced in the Colonist, arrived at SefiT*.’ 
tie in tow of the Alaska S. S. Co.’s 
steamer Dirige.

There the ship rested until she was pick­
ed up about 11 hours later by the Dirigo.

There were 227 passengers, including 
•16 Japanese, aboard the Cottaga City. 
Of this number probably 125 came from 
the Klondike. These included Jack Greg­
or, a pioneer of the Yukon, who took 
out a fortune of gold from the Circle 
City diggings prior to the discovery of 
the Klondike.

The Dirigo brought 77 passengers, and 
several tons of salmon from Southeastern
