New York, Oct. 17.—The New York
Medical Journal for Saturday, October

of the surgeons who attended the late
President William McKinley in Buf-
falo.

The report describes in detail the
events immediately following the shoot-
ing which are already familiar to the
public. Then follows a description of
the operation in all its technical minu-
tise. The utmost care was used to pre-
vent infection of the abdominal cavity

~and the Wound, by the most approved.

and modern methods of surgical ‘clean~
liness. The wounds in the stomach were
closed with silk, using double rows of
stitches; arranged so that the greatest
pessible security was given, The appli-
cation of these stitches was accom-
panied by great difficulties, especially
the suturing of the opening in the pOs-
terior wall of the stomach. The chief
trouble was the depth of the abdominal
cavity, the lack of instruments to draw
the edges of -the ‘wound apart during
the sewing, and the lack of good light.
In his comments on the report of the
operation, Dr. Mann particularly em-

asises the disadvantages under which

e labored ‘when suturing the wounds in
the stomach, with failing light of a
September afternoon. ‘Later on in the
operation, a movable electric light was
used with advantage. Speaking of the
search for the bullet during the opera-
tion, the report says:

“The operation on the stomach now
being finished, Dr. Mann introduced his
arm so as to palpitate carefully all the
deep structures behind the stomach. No
trace of the ‘bullet or of -the further
track of the bullet could be found. As
the introduction of the hand in this
way seemed to have a bad influence on
the President’s pulse, prolonged search
for further injury done by the bullet
or for the bullet itself, was desisted
from.” FKurther search might have
caused the death of the patient upon
the operating table. At the close of
the operation the . surgeons present
unanimously assured Dr. iMann in an-
swer to his questions, that they were
perfectly satisfied that everything that
was possible had been done, and that
they had no further suggestions to
make. It was also decided not to intro-
duce any gauze or tubes into the abdo-
men for drainage, as this was not neces-
sary, but the wound was not sewed up
$» tightly that no drainage could take
place naturally. The report then con-
tinues in the history of the case after
the operation. The progress of the ill-
ness is given day by day and the bulle-
tins as given out by the attending phy-
sicians are incorporated in the report.

St o' 'N.B., "Oct.” 17--The
oldest incorporated city in Canada
gave the Duke and  Duchess of
Cornwall and York an . immense
welcome  on  their arrival here. The
Royal train was nearly two hours late,
but crowds in the streets waited patignt-
ly, aud when the Royal party arrived
cheered them to the echo. St. John was
decorated as never béfore, and the
streets were thronged with greater
crowds than when the town celebrated
the Paardeberg victory, which was ad-
 mitted o be the high water mark in
St. ‘John's history. Owing to delay on
the Iutercolomial, the 'programme had
t> be condensed. There was no formal
procession, but Their Royal Highnesses
were rushed in all haste across the city
ta the -exhibition building, where the
addresses were presented.

Thousands of school children sang
patriotic songs. The troops were re-
viewed in the barrack square, adjoining
the exhibition grounds, and medals were
presented to the South African veterans.
A sword of honor, the gift of the eity,
was presented by the Duke, to Captain
F..C. Jones. The presentation of colors
to the Fusiliers and Massachusetts vet-
eraus followed, after which the Royal
party proceeded to their residences.

‘Later the military " .aarched through
the principal streets, cheered by thou-
sands. In the evening there was a dis-
play of marine fireworks in the harbor,
followed by a reception in the exhibi-
tion building, at which several hundred
ladies and gentlemen were presented.

There were fully 40,000 visitors in the
city.

A novel feature of the reception was
the presence of a big delegation from
the ‘British Naval and Military Asso-
ciation of Boston; ‘Mass., headed by J.

The time table is so arranged that on
Saturdays, when the E. & N. runs a
double train service visitors to the mines
may make the round trip from Victoria
and return on the same day. This pas-
senger service is proving a great con-
venience to the people of the town, and
is much appreciated.

RARE VOLUMES FOR McGILL.

A Montreal Lady Presents Reid Collection
to Library.

A most important gift of books has beén
received at the McGill library from Mrs,
Peter Redpath, in the form of 580 hand-
some volumes, containing over 5,000 tracts.
These tracts have been collected for Mrs.
Redpath by Mr. Stuart J. Reld, editor of
the series, entitled *“‘Prime Ministers of
Queen Victoria,”” and author of a life of
Lord John Russell and other important
works. Mr. Reid has been actively en-
gaged upon the task for more than five
years, and the basis of the present collec-
tion is a group of state pamphlets gather-
ed by Sir John Bramston, M.P., (1611-1700),
chairman of committees In the House of
Commons in the early years. of Charles
I1.’s reign, whose autoblography was print-
ed by the Camden soclety in 1845, The
collection ag it now stands is rich .in civil
war and commonwealth tracts. It repre-
sents vividly the conflict of opinion at the
Restoration and at the revolution of 1688,
The military conflicts, political intrigues
and theological controversies which mark-
ed the relgns of Willilam III. and Queen
Anne arg thrown into relief by many rare
and forgotten brochures. The civil and re-
ligious struggles for liberty and toleration
which took place in the Georgian era are
reflected as in a mirror by many curious
manifestoes. The whole colleetion, which
is intended to supplement thée Redpath
historical tracts given by Mr. Peter Red-
nath in 1880, illustrates the growth of opin-
ion in matters religious, political, literary
and social, from the days of Queen Eliza-
{wth to the dawn of the nineteenth cen-
ury.

The committee which President O'Bricy
appointed consists of E. W. Hand o
the First ward, R. Lewis Rutter of tlo
‘Lhird and Z. A. Ptile of the Fifth ward,
The committee will get to work at onco
and it is thought tke clubs will be forp,-
ed in the next week or two.

It was also decided to ask the boar
of education if the various clubs d
hold meetings in the city schools of ti.
respective wards.

The object of the association is for t]e
general improvement of the city for
health, attractiveness, beauty and gep-
eral civic improvements of a subst:
nature. The members of the assoc

are enthused with the move that they
have undertaken. Many citizens outside
of the association have expressed then-
selves 'as being strongly in favor of the
move. Aiter the clubs have been or-
ganized and everything is in good work-
ing order, not only the improvement of
miles' of sidewalks in the city and the
planting of trees, but the beautifying of
the. parks and other important and cost-
ly improvements. will be considered.

.In order to make it easier for the com-
mittee in its organization work, it was
d.ecided at a meeting recently that
circular letters setting forth the objects
of the association and asking all to be-
come members by paying an annual fee
of 50 cents, will be sent to every citizen.
It is proposed to carry on the organiza-
tion while people are interested in the
improvement already started. The
money raised by the membership fee will
be given as prize money to peoplé who
can produce the best front yards next
year. .

The report of the special committee on
sidewalks was adopted. It will be sent
with a communication to the city coun-
cil meeting. The report recommends
that all wooden sidewalks be abolished
and be replaced by cement, asphalt or
cinder walks.

The tree planting committee reported
it hed received orders for 150 trees.
These, in the next two weeks, will be
planted in"different places in the Third
and Fifth wards, principally in the for-
mer. ;

The matter of placing garbage recepti-
cles at many places in the business and
other parts of the eity was discussed,
but deferred for definite action uniil
next meeting. The officials of the as-
sociation will interview some of the
manufacturers of the city to see if re-
cepticles of incombustible material can
not be ‘made.

It is safe to
state that next year large delegations of
farmers from Kansas. Towa and Minnesota
will commence farming operations in this
country.

An enthusiastic delegation of American
farmers is at present in Winnipeg. It is
composed of J. B. Doak and Thomas F.
Meyers, Iowa: R. M. Addison, Marshall,
Minn.; J. F, Filmore, Peterson, Towa: Mr.
J. Barrett, state superintendent of Iowa,
and William Hayward, of Spirit Lake,
Yowa. The delegation has just returned
from the Moose Mountain country. Mr.
Meyers stated that. altogether they had
purchased 40 sections of about 25,000,000
acres. Beveral took wup homesteads for
themselves and members of their families.

“The land we inspected,” said one of the
delegation, ‘“is perhaps the finest prairie
country on the face of the globe. e
wheat yield ran anywhere from 25 to 50
bushels per acre, and the oat c¢rop from 50
to 100 bushels.” -

The land purchased by the delegation of
.Americans ‘will not be farmed In large
tracts. Settlers will be sent up this year
or every quarter or half section of land
with a view to having it all broken wup as
soon as possible and ready for next spring.
The delegation obtained the land at a very
reasonable figure, they state. They inform-
ed a Telegram reporter that there would be
a large exodus of farmers from Iowa and
Minnesota next year to Manitoba.

Steamer Elba and Jaﬁanue
Liner Came Together in
the Fog.

Both Vessels Were Damaged—
Cottage City Breaks He
Shaft, :

The large N. Y. K. liner Kaga Maru,
Capt,Echsgtl'and, has like the Hating, been
a victim of the curtain of fog which has
covered adjacent watefs in_ its murky
shroud for some days past. The Japan-
ese mail steame?, when but seven min-
utes out from '‘Smith’s Cove bound to
Victoria, and the German tramp steamer
HElba, when en route from "ljncoma‘to
Smith’s Cove, came into eellision during
the fog, and both vessels are at Seattle
in distress. The fact that the vessels
struck each other ahead of the collision
bulkheads mitigated the disaster. “The
Elba has her stem chunched in though,
and flattened out like a prize fighter’s
nose after a telling blow, and the Kaga
WMaru has a hole torn in her port bow
about seven feet ' across. - The Kaga
Maru was to have sailed for Victoria on
Tuesday morning, as her cargo and pas-
sengers, who included 16 missionaries,
were all on board, but Capts: Eckstrand
was waiting for the fog to lift. After
waiting eight hours the fog lifted about
2:30 p. m., and then, with Capt. Gil-
more, the company’s pilot, on the bridge
with the captain, the liner started from
the wharf.

The fog came on but the coal bunkers
being discernable across the Cove it was
decided to go on, and the steamer backed
out and swung around on her starboard
helm. Then she steamed slowly through
the fog about two hundred yards out
from the shore. Suddenly the hazy form
of another steamer was _made out
through the smother. She was coming
toward the Kaga ‘Maru, bow on, and
at right augles on the port side, and
heading straight for the beach, for, as
her officers afterwards stated, she had
lost her bearing in the fog,

Fortunately, Capt. Gilmore and Capt.
Eckstrand both made her out, and the
whistle tooted the danger signal again
and again. The Elba answered, and
both steamers were reversed, but it was
too late. The Kaga Maru was backin
with both engines, but the Elba with
her single engine was swerving around
towards the Kaga Maru as the efforts
were made to reverse her, and both
steamers having some way on, they came
together with a crash. The Elba, which
was more than half filled with wheat,
and with enough momentum to make her
blow a heavy one, had crashed head on
into the Japanese liner’s high port bow,
and driven her stem right into the steel
plates above the main deck. The German
vessel’s bow was crushed in by the force
of her impact with the heavy liner, filled
as she was with a heavy cargo of flour,
cotton, machinery and general freight.
It was fortunate that the Hlba was seen
when she was from the bridge of the
‘Kaga Maru, for had the steamers not
‘been slowed up when they were the Elba
must have crashed bow on into the port
midships of the Kaga Maru, and cut &
hole through her midships.

Tth. /The all-Canadian line to tilq
Yukon: This route was surveyed by or-
der of the Dominion government. The
proposed line would enter the province
by way of the Peace River valley, coming
from the east, and would reach the sea
at Port Simpson; the northern stem of
the line would follow up the Skeena and
down the Stikine, and thence extend to
Lake Teslin. The survey shows a per-
fectly feasible route, and the coet,
based on Eastern prices, does not ex-
eeed $25,000 a mile.

8th. The Canadian Northern: This lige
is to cross the provinee from Yellow
Head Pass. There are no difficulties on |
the route which can be called insur-
mountable. Mr. Marcus Smith, one of|
the ablest of living emgineers, highly re-
commended this route for the C. P. R.

ONE WEEE’S OUTPUT.

From Nelson Tribune.

The gold-copper and silver-lead mines at
Phoenix, Greenw Rossland, Erie, Sal-
mo, Ymir, Nelson, ‘Slocan City, Silverton,
New Denver, Sandon and Kaslo shipped
14,000 tons of ore last week to local smelt-
ers ‘and mills. The value of this ore ean
safely be estimated at $150,000. Mining
and smelting and milling it gave employ-
ment to 4,000 men, all of whom should be
citizens of the country, in order that the
country should have the full benefit of the
industry, an industry that is based on cune
of the natural resources of the province,
The smelting and milling supplies used by
these men and the wages paid them totals
a large sum monthly, vrobably not far
from half a million dollars. All of this
money is produced from the mines, not a
dollar of it coming from the outside. If
this is a statement of fact, the mines of
the ecamps in the Boundary and the Slocan
and In the neighborhood of Nelson and
Rossland, are not only paying their way.
but paying handsome profits besides. If
the mines that are now shipping, produce
ore that sells for $675,000 a month at a
cost of $500,000 for labor and supplies..the
capital invested gets a return of $175.000
a month, or $1.680,000 a year. If this is
the earning power of the ecapital invested
when the mines at Rossland are being
worked with unskilled labor, and some o
the largest ‘mines in the Slocan are shin-
ping only the ore taken out in doing devel-
onment work, what will the earnings be
when all these properties are being worked
will full forces of skilled miners?

Mining in British Columbia can only re-
sult in large and regular dividends being
pald to the investors of capital; and if only
a little patience is used and a little give-
and-take exercised, In no other portion of
the Pacific coast will laber be so well Te-
munerated.:

dn Ocean Shipping, an acknowledge
authority, the -confession is made that
shipbuilding is not an exact science and
that the closest calculations are often
upset by wunforeseen and inexplicable
causes.  In the case of the Servia, the
Alaska and the City of Rome,, three
ships built at the same time and each
intended to rival the others, the varying
proportions of dength or breadth, and
other contracts, are couclusive proor ot
how the opinions of naval architects dif-
fer as to the best way of attaining s'pged.
They show that :while it is not possible
to ignore formulas al‘toggethe_r, the de~
signer’s intuitions or inspirations are
not less serviceable to him than his tech-
nical knowledge. It is the same with
the building of all water craft. Ocean
Shipping asserts that it can mnever be
said with certainty :-just what speed a
ship will attain, or exactly what quan-
tity of cargo she will caurry, and that
the most ingenious and patient of ex-
periments have not sacceeded in elimin-
ating the mysterious veriability of re-
sults which the shipbuilder finds, however
closely ‘he repeats his well<defined for-
mulas,

Certain things, however, are establish-
ed beyond dispute. The resistances met
by ships have been divided by Froude
into two principal parts, that is, the
surfact of skin friction and the wave-
making resistance. he ‘latter has no
existence in the case of a totally sub-
merged body, ounly begins to exist when
the body is near the surface, and has
its full effects when the body is only
partially submerged. Froude shows that
the surface friction constitutes almost

;7 {the whole resistance at moderate speeds.

and a very great percentage at all speeds.
He also shows that the immersed mid-
ship section area, which formerly weigh~
ed so much in the minds of naval archi-
tects, is of much less importance than
was supposed, and that ships must have
a length corresponding in a degree to
the length of wave produced by the
speed at which they are driven. Mr.
Froude's experiments corroborated prac-
tice in finding resistance greater or less
according as the form of the vessel was
blunted or pointed, there being less re-
sistance with a blunt bow and a finely-
formed after-body than when the two
were reversed. r. Froude went into
these experiments very minutely, one of
the principal results of whigh was to
show “what an exceedingly small force,
after all, is the resistance of a ship com~
pared with the apparent magnitude ot
the phenomena involved.” Mr. Froude

that some means of stopgping a  ship
otherwise or in addition to reversing her
screw would have been discovered long
ago.  When a propellor of a steamer
is first set in motion it does little else
than project a stream of water. in the
direction opposite to that in which it is
desired to move the vessel. If is pre-
sently seen that the latter begins to
move, indicating that the inertia ‘of the
ship has been ‘overcome by the reaction
of that stream of water from the pro-
pellor.

‘She testified that she had been
enticed to London under the promise of
being taught music. -

Laura Jackson continued to conduct
the case for the defemce. - She was
clothed in a soiled draggled white silk
tega.  The woman evidently had a pow-
erful influence over the Adams girl and
leaned over the dock and gazed fixedly
at the witness, evidently with the‘ hope
of intimidating her or re-establishing
her hypnotic influence, but the girl fras-
trated her efforts. %

MISS STONE'S RANSOM.

Care Advised Not to Pay Till Prisoner
X Released.

New "York, Oct. 17.—Rev, R. Ward-
low Thompsou, director of the Collegian
and Theological institute, cables the fol-
lowing from Sacakov, Bulgaria, to the
Journal and Advertiser concerning Miss
Stone, the kidnapped missionary: i

“The bead«atmrte:s . of Miss Stone’s
captors. is a thickly wooded mountain top
near the boundary lifte of Turkey and
| Bulgaria. Miss Stone has only light
summer clothing and a cotton dress. The
brigands refused to allow her to keep
her baggage, but let her Have a Bible.
The leader of the band’is the notorious
Boucho, from the Bulgarian town of
Dubunitza, We sent word to Constanti-
nople, pointing out that being private
individuals we can’t prevent.tl;e goyern-
ment from pressing the brigands, also
‘that the ransom is too princely. No such
sum was ever before demanded. Usually
brigands ‘ask about a £1,000, and then
agree to half. Tweénty-five thousand
Turkish pounds means two horse loads
of gold, and that is more gold than there
is now in-Bulgaria. Besides, the brig-
ands demand payment in Turkish gold,
fur which it would be necessary to send
to Constantinople. I should not" give
the brigands thé ransom until Miss
Stone is safely delivered to us, as they
might murder her after the ransom in
order to seal her lips forever. We have
three theological iustitute students who
were captured in the ‘Stone party. One
tells pathetically how he was robbed
of money intended to pay for his tuiton.”

Impression in the Sardou
Drama. :

Mrs. Minnie Tittell Brune gain-
ed ‘a very favorable reputation in
her girlhood, and mnow that she
has assumed - the dignity of the
married state, she is attempting
more and succeeding better. She is still
pretty and' graceful and has a way of
her own of putting things that enlists
the sympathy of her audience. She may
not be a great actress, but she is a thor-
oughly likable one. It is pleasant both
to see and hear her, and the curtain
calls which she received last night ‘were
a tribute to herself personally, as well
as to her very clever and powerful pre-
gentation of “Theodora,” the circus girl
who became an empress.

To the well known Sardou play, tragic
and bloody as the greater part of the
works of the Freuch dramatist, Mrs.
Brune gave rythm. In her love scene
with “Andreas” (Clarence M .Brune) in
the second act, when, stealing from the
palace on one of the nocturnal excursions
which made Lady Zoe notorious, she
won the praise of those few who saw
her. For the nonce she forgot that An-

reas was her husband in real life, al-
thouigh Andreas seemingly diq not.
Showering her love upon the fair Hel-
lenist and for his kisses she was the
passionate lover and nothing but the
lover, until she heard the mock_ing song
of the mob without, she left, divided in
a frenzy of amger becavm of the song,
mingled with love for Andreas and fear
that Justinian might discover the cause
of her absence from the palace. Being
Empress she was yet the woman of the
circus, A proud, haughty, domineering
empress, with flashing eye and imperi-
ous look, and a moment later, when t'he
dignitary of empire had been put aside
with the jeweled crown, she was the

‘| giddy, jollity-loving circus girl, eager for

a look back at the old live, and true to
what historians say of Lady Zoe of old
Bzantium, ever in search of adventure.
Ome minute she was on her rich-looking
throne surrounded by the fawning cour-
jers, an empress in word and act, and
with the doffing of the royal robes, she
sought the keeper of the cages ben_eath
the hippodrome to look again at the lions,
which reminded her of the days before
she became the empress.

In the scenes ‘which followed the
squabbles with the craven Justinian; the
capture of Marcellus and the threaten-
ed torture from which he was saved by
his 'death at the hands of ‘Theodora,
who struck him to the heart that he
might not betray the part her lover An-
dreas had in the plot to kill her hus-
band, she 'was loudly applauded. Mrs.
Brune made a capital Theodora, and
the several curtain calls she received
testified to the fact that the audience
was fully of this epinion..

‘Clarence M. Brune, the *“Andreas” of
last night, is a star of much iesser magni-
tude than his wife. Although at times
his work shows to advantage in the pre-
sentation of the role of the Grecian, he
has a slight tendency to rant, and in
pluzces hig 'work savors of the amateur.
The *“Marcellus” of Mr. John Sturgeon
and the “Justinian” of Mr. Chas. Dade
were praiseworthy, and the majority of
the support were equal to the require-
ments of the play.

The scenery is very good. The brush'
of the scene painter has given fine re-
presentations of the Bzantium arechitec-
tural styles, the Ionic coiumns, the tapes-
tries and -all the locale necessary to
transplant the: thoughts of the specta-
tor from this twentieth century to the
first, when blues and greens fought with
swords night after night, and adventure
thrived.  With splendid costumes, re-
splendent jewels, armored soldiers, gen-
erals, scholars; imperial and barbarian
guards, ambassadors, incense boys, train-
bearers, fan-bearers, etc., all the spec-
tacle which the historical play allows is
in evidence, and there were many pretty
stage pictures. The reception of the am-
bassadors, the home of Tamyris fronting
the cages of the animals beneath the hip-
podrome gallery; the garden of Andreas;
the hall of the Apostles; the study of
Justinian; the house of Styrax, and the
royal box at the hippodrome—were pret-
tily set stage pictures, suck as won Vie-
torien Sardou fame.

The plan ran with a smoothness which
is not in evidence in the presentation of
many historical romantic plays, for
Caribert, the Lutetian, by dint of his
queries and the answers, was an inter-
locutor, as it were, who kept the aundi-
ence informed of the scenes just outside
the wings that they could not see.

THE CITY OF FLOWERS.

Toronto Man Delighted With the Bean-
ties of Victoria.

The Toronto ‘Mail and Empire of Oc-
tober 12 has a very appreciative de-
scription of Victoria by Mr, %
Charlesworth, the special corresp.ondent
of that paper, who came here with the
Royal party. He says:

Vietoria will be ever memorable to
the Duke and the many visitors who
came in his entourage as the city of
flowers., Here many shrubs and trees
new to Hasterners are seen in the gar-
dens, the parks and the commons that
fringe the beautiful little bays and in-
lets. ‘Surrounded by salt water, a city
where in daytime the breezes are balmy
and never still, a city of sunny days and
coo! nights, a city where roses bloom
at Christmastime, that is what one re-
members of Victoria. The trimmed
holly bushes, the Scotch broom that
grows broadcast, the English oaks with
strange gnarled branches of a type quite
unknown in the Hast, tle beards'of
moss that hang from the trees give a
fascination and pictutesqueness to the
city that no other'Canadian town ecan
boast. The hard maple of Bastern Can-
ada does not flourish there, but grows
soft under the eunervating climate. After
winter on the prairies and advanced au-
tumn on the mountains, the spectacle of
a Juneland, gorgeous with flowers, shin-
ing with rich verdure made a eclimax
to the Canadian tour. One fears that
the East will not please the Duke affer
Victoria; beautiful as Ontario is in au-
turn. The British Oolumbians are a gay
people who ‘enter with rare spirit into a
holiday. Brilliant as Chinatown was,
the English city was not outdone in the
brilliance of the spectacle. Its decora-
tions were full of color, and very pro-
fuse, and the chief streets were silled
with gay throngs in which the Asiatics
ahd Siwashes contrasted with the blue-
jackets and the soldiers and gay civi-
lians, The Parliament buildings at Vie-
toria, though not of vast dimensions,
atx-el of g;ey stone in pure Romanesq&e
style, and sumptuons _equh:xpeg within.
‘The illum¥ina s:b(age'!tehﬁ 1diftigs were
most elaborate, 'outlining the entire
structure. The spectacle of Victoria by
night, seen from the roof of the Hotel
Driard, of a eity brilliant with lights
and. flanked by the warships that were
etched against the darkness of the Outer
harbor, could hardly be surpassed. The
Duke himself spent most of his time at
Oak Bay, a few miles from the city, in
the Mount Baker hotel, which had been
chartered for the occasion. 'The spec-

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BRITAIN'S SHARE.

W'hat She Ttansp_;_r—ts in the World’s
hipping Trade.

In a computation of the exports of all
the principle countries in the world, it
is found, says Engineering, that the val-
ue of all the exports from the contribut-
ing countries in 1886 increased in value
by over £200,000,000 sterling by the
time they became imports at their des-
tination; and ‘while some part of this
increase may be, due to profits, insur-
ance, ete., a large proportion is to be ac-
counted for by transport charges. In
1898 the corresponding advance—a rough
measure of the world’s transport trade—
was £228,000,000 sterling. The increase
here is at a much less percentage than
the addition to the volume of trade, in-
dicating much cheaper transport. It be-
comes of interest to ascertain whether or
not Britain’s share of this greag trans-
port trade is a relatively increasing or a
decreasing quantity. The only method
of arriving at such a result is to take as
a basis the tonnage of merchant shi
entering into, and clearing from, the
harbors of (ifferent countries. In the
case of the United States, the British
proportioin has in twenty years increased
from 51 per cent. to 57 per cent. of the
total, the British tonnage frequenting
American ports having gone up from
15,000,000 to 25,000000. The German
tonnage has increased from 21 : ons
to 4,614.000 tons; but with the excep-
tion of Norway and Sweden, the other
‘increases are barely proportionate to the

Two liners sailed for the Orient yes-
terday. The steamer Duke of Fife ar-
rived at the Outer wharf early in the
day from Tacoma, and after loading 300
boxes of salmon and some general cargo
and embarking a number of Chinese
passengers, she sailed for Japan and
China last evening. The steamer Athen-
ian did not eall here. Like the C. P. R.
steamer Tartar, this C, P. R. liner went
from Vancouver to ‘Comox to load bunk-
er coal, after loading her cargo, and
passed out yesterday morning from Co-
mox, without touching here.

According to telegrams received by
the local agents the Kaga Maru will in
all probability arrive here this afternoon
from the Sound on her way to the
Orient, for her injuries are not serious,
being confined chiefly to the foe’sle head.

the United States board of marine in-

None of the
vessels which reached port yesterday
brought news of any in-bound sailing
craft, nor were any in-bound sealing
schooners sighted in the ‘Straits.
There are now two sailing vessels fully
due, the Garsdale from London, with
general cargo, and the Santa, coming
in ballast from Honolulu to load sal-
mon.

Fltty-seyen years ago Mr. Davin was
born in Kilfinone, Limerick. His first start
In life was In the office of a firm of larg
steel workers, but it was evident that the
gods did not intend him for a commer-
clal avocation, and he was soon removed
from the uncongenial atmosphere of ‘he
foundry and sent to college where he dis-
tinguished himself partteularly in clas-
sics. After leaving college he entered upon
the sea of journalism in London, and his
work attracting great attentlon he was sent
out to the Franco-Prussian war as corres-
pondent for the Lomdon Standard. Then
in 1872 he came to Canada to write a ser-
ies of articles for the English papers.

At that time many of Canada’s fore-
most men believed that the manifest duty
the country was annexation to the
United States. There weré however, a little
: of men having thelr headquarters
in Toronto, who held different belef, with
them the young Irishman, who had joined
the editorial staff of the Mail, threw in
is lot. The annexationists in Toronto
had succeeded in inducing a certain Amer-
fcan divine who had quite a reputation as
a platform lecturer on social and economic
subjects, to give a lecture in. Toronto.
This gentleman spoke on -the ‘‘New Clvil-
ization’” meaning with true Yankee ef-
frontery, American ecivillzation. He was
an ingenious sophist and a pleasing speak-
er, and a considerable effect was created
by his remarks. The imperialists in To-
ronto were in despair, something had to
be done to answer the apostle of annex-
ation. Then it was suggested that Mr.
Davin give an imperialistic address. Noth-
ing loth, he undertook the task and ac-
quited himself very well indeed.. He was
applauded all through his address. This
lecture is chiefly worthy of note from the
fact that he sounded a note that was to
prove singulagly prophetic. He stated
that the day would never come when
the mother country would call, upon her
colonies for aid in time of trouble
Discussing the lecture nearly 20 years
afterwards, Mr. Davin expressed surprise
that it should have been well received.
He was of opinion that it had been deliv-
ered in the egotistical vein characteristic
of the young Tory Britisher who carries
abroad with him old country political
ideas and traditions.

Mr. Davin first ran for Dominlon honors
in Haldimand, at the general elections of
1878, but was unsuccessful, although he
reduced the liberal majority. In 1882 he
visited Regina and having taken up his
residence there established the Leader
which was for many years a fearless and
outspoken advocate of the rights of the
settlers. In 1887 when the Territories
were first granted representation at Ot-
tawa, Mr. Davin wag returned for Waest-
ern Assintboia after a contest in which
he defeated Hon. J. H. Ross, now Yukon
commissioner. In 1891 he found himself
again forced to face 'a contest. Thos.
Tweed, a member of the assembly and a
prominent conservative opposed him. The
election took place in the depths of a
cold North West winter, and electioneer-
ing was hard work for both candidates.
At a large meeting one of the supporters
of Mr. Tweed twitted Mr. Davin with be-
ing a scholar and a man of letters. Very
fine was Mr. Davin’s retort, worthy al-
most of Disraell: “Yes,” said he, with a
proud assumption of humility, *’tis true
my gown has swept the corridors of the
universities of Europe.”” He was elected.
It is worthy of note that in the campaign
of 1806, that year so pregnant with disas-

‘were. a force In the land. The Pa-
trons, who numbered among their
many old time conservatives, had placed
a man in the field against Mr. Davin_and
‘the liberals were backing them up. Both
sides were confident of victory. but those
in the inner councils of the conservatives
knew that it would be a_close fight. The
gscene in the Windsor hofel at Regina,
where the returns were received on ele-
tion night was dramatic in the extreme,
. Mr.” Davin was there as was Mr. Mc-
Innis, his opponent, - and many ardent
partisans of ‘hoth parties. The first re-
| turns that came in put Mr. Davin ahead.
but as the night wore on his opponent
‘began to creep up until a great shout
announced a tie. About 1 o’clock Mr.-
Davin went home to bed confident that he
was defeated, while the supporters of his
opponent had a small jubilation. Early in
he morning, however, a report was re-
celved which brought Mr. Davin within a
‘dozen votes of his opponent, with only
one polling place to hear from. This place
was Dundurn, a nching district near
Saskatoon, very difficult of access. For
three days no one knew who was elected
for Western Assinibiboia and then the
train men coming from Prince Albert !
tapped the wires and sent to Regina the
news that gave Mr. Davin five of a ma-
jority. The story of the recount. how the
judge declared the election a tie. is now
& matter of history. After the judge had
ziven his decision he left the court
and it re: ed with Mr. Dixie Watson,
the returning officer, to give his vote.

Rallways in
South Africa

Canadian Officer Tells Some-
thing About 8ir Percy
Girouard’s Work.

From Montreal Gazette,

Captain Charles J. Armstrong, who
left this city as senior lieutenant in the
Montreal company of the Royal Can-
adian regiment, and wno acceptea a
position under Sir Percy Girouard follow-
ing the fall of Pretoria, is now home

on leave of absence, visiting his father,
Mr. _G. N. Armstrong, Peel street. He
is dlsgrict engineer of the railway con-
struction department, and speaks in the
highest terms of his chief, saying that
the appointment of Sir Percy was a for-
tunate one for the Empire; that the great
work he has accomplished in South Af-
rica is fully appreciated by the army of
occupation, and that he well merited the
lh;x'mor which the King conferred upon
im.

Regarding the work that has already
been done, Captain Armstrong said that
when the eclosing down of the Rand
mines had thrown thousands of blacks
out of employment, and as the British
authorities. did not care to have them
roaming about the country, Sir Percy
suggested that this new stretch of rail-
way be built from Johannesburg to the
Vaal - River, and, this proposition being
accepted, work was started, Captain
Armstrong being engaged on the road in
question.  The line will be about forty-
five miles in length, but, although thirty
miles have been graded the rails are
not yet laid. 'This is on account of
the delay in getting the steel on, the
ground, the rushing of supplies into the
country being of more importance at the
present time.

Captain Armstrong has a good idea of
the character of the work done on the
railways in the several colonies of South
Africa, and says that many of them are
better built than some of the Candaian
lines. He also brings the news that
practically all of the bridges, culverts.
and tunnels which were damaged or de-
stroyed during the war have been placed
in as good a condition as before and that
the train service all over the country,
taking the unsettled condition of the
colonies into consideration, may be con-
sidered good. He visited Natal a short
time before leaving, and the railways in
that colony were found to be in excellent
condition.

“Of course,” he' said, “the heavy
grades lessened the rate of speed to some
extent, but the time of the fast train
between Pretoria and Bloemfontein is
now about forty miles an hour.”

(Captain Armstrong is also of tne
opinion that when peace beeomes an ac-
tual fact railway development will pro-
ceed apace.” A most important line has
indeed already been undertaken. For-
merly there was no direct land route be-
tween Cape Colony and Natal, but now
a railway is projected and even com-
menced, that will be about 400 miles in
lengtn, and bring these two colonies into
direct communication. The terminus of
the Natal end of the projected railway
will probably be Pietermaritzburg.
Captain ‘Armstrong then described the
complete system of block-houses, which
the British military = authorities have
built along the railways, one every four
or fiv@ miles from Cape Town to Delagoa
Bay, and on the branch lines as well.
At the crossings there is a block-house
at each side, and the stations, many of
which are built of stone, have been put
in fine condition for defence, so this ex-
plains why the cases of train wrecking
have become so few of late. 'Some of

posts containing 200 men, ten or twelve
men are now able to do the work, pl-
 lowing the others to join the columns
for active work in the field. Captain
‘Armstrong then told of how Lord Kitch-
ener had been doing effective work in
gathering in the Boers. The whole coun-
try, he explained, is divided into dis-
tricts of say 100 miles square, and a gen-
eral being given command of one these
districts a certain number or comumns
are placed at his disposition, some hav-
ing as many as six of from 500 to 2,000
men each, under their charge.

The war as a 'war is over, he adds,
but this hunting down process will have
to.be kept up till the last commando is
destroyed, and the last man lays down
his Mauser.

Captain ‘Armstrong says that it is gen-
erally estimated that besides what the
ex-president had “‘salted” away before
he carried to Burope no less than £2,500,-
000- - His extended residence in or near
Johannesburg conduces to the belief
that the future of that ecity as well as
that of the Rand mines cannot be pic-
tured in too glowing eolors. About eight
mines have already started up, and he
looks upon Johannesburg as the great
centre of South Africa. ;
