of. ‘Demartens the following state-
went, which Prof. Demartens read
aoud: “For the friendly greeting of the
\merican newspapers upon my first vis-
¢ to the hospitable shores of the United
States I offer my heartfelt thanks. This
kind attention touches me all the more
profoundly because I realize the vast-
ness of power yielded by the press of
the United States, and admire the keen
intelligence with which it is unifermly
directed. I'am glad to add that I also
appreciate the ethical worth of the aims
for ‘the attainment of which that power
is so often and so successfully employed.
One of the noblest of these aims is the
establishment ©f peace-and friendship
among nations, and it is to the praise-
worthy efforts of the people of the Unit-
ed States in chis direction that my visit
to the new world is attributable, for it
is in compliance with the American peo-
ple’s desire for peace, of which Presi
dent Roosevelt was the aut'orized ex-
ponent, that his majesty the Czar has
empowered me to come hither and ascer-
tain the conditions which our gallant
adversaries deem mnecessary and ade-
quate as a 2

‘Basis for Peace Conditions

“I need hardly point out that it is my
ardent desire that the two chivalrous
foes who first became acquainted on the
field of battle, may have found in each
other sterling qualities, motives power-
ful enough to cultivate that acquaint-
anceship until it ripens into lasting
friendship. However, the terms of-
fered must first be ascertained, weigh-
ed and judged admissible by Russia be-
fore she can proceed with informal ne-
gotiations.  Hitherto, as you are aware,
it was customary in cases like this' to
settle all such preliminaries before the
meeting of the plenipotentiaries, whose
task it was to reach a final agreement
on the matter under discussion. ' Now
the very fact that his majesty the Czar
consented to take a course involving de-
parture from this ancient diplomatic us-
age and to appoint a commission to learn
the nature of our brave enemy’s terms is
an eloquent token of the friendly feeling

cherish towards the people of the United
States. T say continne -to cherish, be-

With this great republic been other than
cordial.  And now I should like to say,
aye, and to prove, to your people who
live les® in the past than in the future,
that it is the fervemt wish of the Em
peror and the people of Russia further
to strengthen the ties of friendship
which have hitherto sibsisted between
the two nations. .

“It is in virtune of that sincere desire
that his majesty the Czar, waving all
other considerations, has unhesitatingly
accepted the cordial invitation of your
first citizen and genial leader, and if
my mission should prove in all other re-
spects barren and the endeavor to find a
common basis for peace mnegotiations
should fail for the time being, the signal
proof of friendship given by his majekty
the Czar and the Russian nation would
still stand out as a memorable event
fraught, I trust, with far reaching, bene-
ficent result to the two peoples of the
west and the east.”

According to the!Russian plenipo-
tentiary, these who do not know Rus-
sia. well, .oppose to thosé reactions
the spectre of the internal conditions
of the empire, imagining all kinds of
cataclysm, but even about this they
were mistaken. M. Witte did not
wish to dizcuss at this time the events
in Russia, affirming, however, that
they have not the character nor the
gravity attributed to them, nor can
they bring about the consequences
which have been supposed, partly by
those prejudiced against Russia and
Dpartly by those ignorant of Russian
internal affairs. What is going on
in the Muscovite empire, he said, can-
not have any influence on her foreign
policy, and aven less on the continu-
ation or cessation of the war.

“The great majority of the Russian
Deople,” sald M. Witte, “do not attach
to the conflict in the Far East the
importance which is given to it in
Europe and- America. It is consid-
ered a very distant colonial war, but
the whole Russian people would rise
as a single man the day in which
they should think that it is no more
the question of a colonial war which
is not dangerous but of
ihre’atening the security of the coun-

M. Witte indicated, notwithstand-
ing thege views, that he does not mean,
to say that he will not make every
possible effort towards a conclusion
of peace, adding that he is favorable
to peace as a Russian and as a man
having always worked to prevent war,
and understanding that at preent
nearly the entire world desires the
end of the conflict. However, he
feels that to reach this end it is neces-
sary that the  Japanese should be
animated by the ame feeling; that
they should be eonvinced that for

Russia peace is desirabla, but it is not :

at all indispensable, and that conse-
quently she will never accept any
condition which even apparently may
offend her amour propre. M. Witte
rereated that he will honestly do all
his conscience will allow him to ar-
range, if possible, an agreement that
will be equally satisfactory to Russia
and Japan.

It was a beautiful day,
and the Russian envoy got his first
glimpse of the metropolis of the
New World under most favorable con-
ditions. Everything seemed to in-
terest him.  The towering sky-line as
he passed the Battery, the numerous
ships in the harbor and the activity
which he saw on every side attracted
him greatly, and in his quiet way he
showed genuinz enthusiasm to those
of his suite who stood near him on
deck and pointed out  the various
Points of interest. i
Soon after the ship left quarantine,

M. Witte recognizes the good quali-
ties of the Japanese miilitary, navai
and administrative organizations, and
does not believe any other Buropean
nation would have been able to resist
Japan as Russia has done.

“It must be taken into considera-
tion” said M. Witte, “that the Jap-
anese have been preparing themselves
for war for about ten years, while
Russia Was Entirely Onprepared,
wishing -and trusting in peace; that
the Japanese fought in ‘their own
neighborhood under all favorable con-

sent 9,000 versts from their headquar-
ters by a railroad entirely unsufficient.
to their needs. The Japanese. have
not made such progress as is gener-
ally believed; in fact they would have
to advance four times as much as they
have done in the last year and a half
in Russia proper, in which case alone
they might considet themselves in a
position of imposing the conditiors of
DPeace, But they are very far from
this. and the more they advance north
the more the respective conditions of
the Russians and the Japanese will
be reversed.”

ANAIMO, July 31—It is the
present intention of the coal
company not to re-open No. 1
mine during the balance of the
present year, and mnot then unless
conditions now existing there are ma-
terially altered. This decision was
announced by Manager Stockett to-
gay Mr. Stockett went on to ex-
piain that in view of this conclusion,
certain extensive repairs to No. 1 fan
and machinery’ which were in con-
templation previous to the labor
trcubles, would be carried out now,
and would occupy in the neighbor-
hood of a month or six weeks. Ithad
teen the intention, had the mine not
suspended operations, to have pur-
chased a new fan and put it in posi-
tion behind the present one so as not
to interfere with the working of the
mine; but now that there was no
necessity for the fan to run, the one
already in place would  be put in
thorough repair. Alterations to the
machinery, as already stated, would
be completed. Referring to North-
field, Mr. Stockett* stated that in
deference to the wishes of a number
of men, another chance would be
given them to go to work there, as
the situation there was different to
that obtaining at No .1, and there
was no question in dispute in regard
to the rate of pay or other labor con-
ditions. It had therefore been de-
cided by the company ' that, provided
a sufficient number of men applied
for work on Wednesday evening, the
mine at Northfield would be started,
when work, which was largely in the
nature of development work, would
be continued. The company is now
advertising  for men’ to work at
Erechin. Failing to secure a suffi-
cient force to warrant the Brechin
mine being re-opened, the company
would feel that by twice giving an
opportunity to resume work, they had
discharged their obligations to the
men and the community, and would
then  feel free to take such steps as
they considered necessary to protect
their interests, X

At Saturday’s meeting of the West-
ern Federation, ‘a majority was in
fevor of resuming work. However,
the United Mine Workers have done
nothing towards returning. From Mr.
Stcckett’s statement it is believed
that outsiders will be brought in un-
less the Federation, which the com-
rany recognizes, is able to secure
sufficient men to work the Brechin
mine next week.

COTTON -CONGRESS’ ADVICE.

Appeal to Buyers Everywhere to
Contract for Immediate Use Only.

London, July 31.—At an emergency
meeting ,of the international committee
of the international cotton congress held
here today it ‘was decided to urge spin-
ners in Europe and America to refrain
from buying American cotton during the
next three months except for immediate
wants, and to thus try to obviate the
danger of next cotton season commeénc-
ing with raw material at the high prices
at present prevailing. The committee
contends there will be - plenty of time
when actual figures are available re-
garding the new crop to consider the sit-
nation that will then arise, and should
the supply prove less than the demand,
to take ‘'such. steps as may be necessary
to meet the conditions. At the same
time the committee feels sure that the
surplus from last year’s crop guarantees
a full supply in thé event of the next
crop proving small,

as to the actual consumption of cotton
throughout the world on the lines pro-
posed by the congress at Manchester in
June last, and hopes to soon publish the
details of the scheme.

Licerses Under
Coal Mine Act

An Interesting Judgment Just
Handed Down. by Justice
Martin.

No Power to Issue More Than
Oone License for the
~ame Arca,

(Before Hon. Mr. Justice Martin.)

In re Baker et al vs. Smart. The Hon.
Mr, Justice Martin has banded down the
following “judgment on this matter, which
it will be remembered was an application
under the Coal Mines Act, in respect of
certain coal prospecting licenses, the facts
of which have already been published:

This application differs from that of
Leckie et al, in which I delivered judg-
ment on June 3 last, in that all the par-
ties concerned already hold prospecting
licenses under the Coal Mines Act for the
same area of land. At the outset it is to
be remarked that though Baker, and the
five other petitioners whose petitions are
identical with- his, allege  that five
other  license  holders mentioned In
paragraphs 3 and 8, Iincluding the
the present applicant, Smart, are
applying for leases, yet it is not alleged
that Baker et al are doing so, or are in a
position to do so. . The petitioneérs ask
that the opposing licenses be declared void
and no leases granted thereunder because
of .the non-observance of statutory for-
malities; and that their own licenses be
declared to be prior to the others.

1t seems necessary, I think, for ‘a proper
understanding of the subject, to decide the
question raised as:to whether or no the
Chief Commissioner is given power by the
statute to issue more than eone’license for
the same area. After a careful consid-
eration I am of the opinion that he .does
not possess that power, and that the in-
tention and effect of the act is that a
license shall confer upon the holder there-
of the exclusive right, for the purposes of
the act, to_the area covered thereby. This
s shown all through the relevant sections,
but I particularly refer to the following
expressions: ‘“‘Before entering into posses-
sion of the particular part of sald coal
lands he. or they ' may wish to acquire and
work for coal,”’ followed by directions for
location, in Sec. 1; “the plot of land over
which the privilege is sought,” in Sec. 8;
‘‘pieze of land sought to be acquired,”
and its dimensions, in Sec. 4; “lands held
under his license” and “covered by pros-
pecting lcense,” in ‘Sec. §; the ‘‘new M-
cense over the same'lands” to a mew ap-
plicant, in Sec. 6; the extension provided
by Sec. 7; and the right to “use the tim-
ber and stone on the land included in
such license for the purpose of his min-
ing operations and for the erection of
buildings on said land” nnder Sec. 8.

Mr. McPhillips, K. C., In support of the

Vulgar Post Cards

The announcement that the postal
authorities of the United States intend
to take drastic methods to put a stop
to the ecirculation through the mails of
indecent or vulgar postcards has mot
been lost sight of by the postal authori-
ties here. There is an expresS provi-
sion in postal regulations against the
use of the mails for the transmission of
obscene or immoral books, pamphlets,
pictures, prints, engravings, lithographs,
photographs, or anything of an indecent,
immeoral, seditious, disloyal or scurril-
ous character. Occasionally vulgar
postcards may pass through the mails,
but as a rule the authorities detect
them, and some hundreds have been
destroyed within the past year. City
postmasters will be warned again to
keep a sharp lookout for this class of
mail matter. .

Blaine Cannerymen’s Views on
Observance of the Sunday
Closing Law.:

HE tug Burrard arrived in port
yesterday afternoon with a scow
well laden with sockeyes taken
from the traps of Finlay, Durham

& Brodie. It is estimated there were
20,000 fish on the scow in tow of the
tug, which left port last night to take
the fish to the Kraser. ‘The run yes-
terday was not as heavy as in previous
days, the catch reported from the traps
of Messrs. Todd and Munsieybeing 15,-
000 fish, which were taken t)) the can-
nery at KEsquimalt. Catches ranging
from 10,000 to 14,000 were reported
from other traps. = The run is slacken-
ing, and it is reported from some traps
that humpbacks are appearing.

A Bilaine despatch says a cannery-
man of that city, when asked regarding
the observance of the closing law on
Sunday, said:
“There are no fish going past the traps
today, so there is no fishing being done,
but if the water was full of fish many
of the traps would doubtless be open.
“There is no use getting into trouble
by violating the law unless we can get
enough fish to pay us for sueh violation,
and that we could not do today, so we
are mnot fishing.”
' The fact that the closed day on the
Canadian side is the same as that omn
theq American side, some ' canuerymen
say, works a hardship on the American
fishermen without benefiting the salmon
industry, as the fish that pass the Am-
erican traps today will reach the Fraser
{Jiver and fall into.the hands of the

anadian gill-netters and purse-seiners
tomorrow. . ;

Run Will Be Ample

Seattle caunery men and packers unite
in saying +that the season’s rum of sal-
mon, although not' as large as that of
the record-breaking pack of 1901, will
be ample, says the 'Post-Intelligencer.
The present spurt will last for about ten
days, according to the cannery ‘men,
when at the mext high tides the big run
of the season will begin,
W. T. Sutter, manager of the*Chlo-
peck’ Fish Company, states.that, in his
opinion, the run will .be much larger
than was at first expeéted.’  He says,
liowever, that any forecasts are at pres-
ent largely a matter of guesswork, as
the fish are not Tunning in a 'way to en-

‘able any one to propheey correctly how

the season will end. - |
J. H. Calvert, president of the San
Juan Fish Company, is’inclined to be
very optimistic in regard to the run this
year. In speaking of this season’s pack
Mr. Calvert said:
“In my opinion, the saimon run this
year will-be far larger than was ' first
expected, although it is most difficult
as yet to form any correct estimate of
the ultimate cdtech, ''This present spurt
will last about ten days or two weeks,
and after a-short respite the main run
of the season will begin, and will con-
tinue until about the 25th of August:
“The canneries around the Sound are
getting all the fish they 'can handle
owing to the scarcity of labor, which is
proving 2 serious hindrance.to the work
of packing. 'The gill-net and seine fish-
ermen are getting. enough to keep them
busy, and the traps are also making
large catches. Yesterday we received
33,000 fish, which is the larget shipment
this season. Wé are getting on the aver-
age 25,000 salmon a day, and expect
this to continue for at least two weeks,
and after the heavy tides the ‘number
should increase. Sockeyes ' predomin-
ate at present, but a few steelheads and
an occasional humpback are found in
the shipments. Around the last of the
season the number of humpbacks will
be, materially increased.”

Shipping Master Laird has been over-
ruled with regard to his requiring.the
master of the steamer Princess Victoria
to have, a British foreign-going certifi-

be appointed to the command of the
Princess Victoria and ‘Captain Griffiths
transferred to- the Chaymer. = This
change was {ecided upon two months
ago by the C. P. R. §. 8. Co., but when
it 'was to have been effected the newly
appointed shipping master stepped in
and said the Canadian certificate of
Captain Hickey did pot entitle him to
command the steamer Princess Victoria,
which, being registered in England, was
a British steamer engaged in foreign
trade. The Marine and Fisheries De-
partment overruled the shipping master
some time ago, but he appealed to the
Department of Justice, having secured
a local legal opinion on the subject.
Now, however, the matter has been de-
cidlgd, the shipping master not being up-
eld.

Since his appointment the shipping
master has been assiduously studying
the law and other questions have been
recently referréd to Ottawa for settle-
ment. A few days ago he posted eircu-
lars about the wharves and notified the
C. P. R. 8. 8. Co. and the collector of
customs that he intended hereafter to
enforce the provisions of section 25 of
the shipping act, which he held applies
to this port. When the late collector,
A. R. Milne, and the late shipping mas-
terfi Capt. fLewiS, were in office they
decided that the seetion did not apply
here, but the new shipping master says
it does, and he issued instructions that
all vessels of over eighty tons, whether
engaged. in coasting or other trade, must
be regularly shipped before him. The
regulations provide that in shipping a
seaman the sailor must pay 40 cents and
the ship another 40 cents, which fees
become the perquisites of the shipping
master. 4

Heretofore only the steamers of the

. P. R. engaged in foreign trade have
had to sign on their crews; the coasters
have: been immune. The shipping mas-
ter is now seeking to have the coasting
vessels also brought under the arrange-
ment enforcing them to ship their crews.
The C. P. R. 8. 8. Co. objects to_such
an arrangement and cites section 28 ot
the act, which penalizes those not prop-
erly signing their créws, but _applxes
only, the statute says, to “a ship ex-
clusively employed in trading between
any port or place in any of the said
provinces and any port or place in any
other of the said provinces.” The com-
pany holds that section 25 does mot ap-
ply to coasting vessels gngaged between
ports in British Columbia.

A crisis was narrowly averted a few
days ago. The C. P. R. 8. 8. Co. de-
murred in obeying the regulation of the
shipping master with regard to the
steamers Otter and Charmer, and the
shipping master then notified Collector
Newbury not to clear the vessels with-
out the certificate of the shipping mas-
ter. . The ecollector then sent for the
shipping master and asked if he had
any instructions to put the section into
force. Learning that no instructions
had been received, the collector . tele-
graphed to the Department of Marine
and Fisheries and received a telegram
in reply to continue as in the past. Con-
sequently the shipping master hax
shelved the matter for the time and noti-
fied the. coMector that he may clear the
vessels “until further orders:” In the
meantime the shipping master has re-
ferred the matter to Ottawa.

Members of the crews of
steamers of the OC. P. R. e
Co. have found ‘the shipping regu-
lations with reference to the foreign go-
ing vessels sufficiently irksome, as the
men are called upon to pay 40 cents
whenever they are changed from one
steamer to another, as frequently ariges,
the company also paying 40 cents Tor
each man transferred. If the new
ruling i8 upheld the amount involved
will reach a iidy proportion. :

THE CLIFF-DWELLERS.

Remnant Said to_—D_well in Fastnesses
of Mexican Mountains.

Mexican Herald.

Is there to be found in the wild fast-
nesses near Maguarichic, Chihuahua; in
the Sierra Madre, a remnant of the
ancient cliff dwellers who have remains
of their houses high up oun the cliff from
Colorado through Arizona and New
Mexico far southward into Mexico?
Has such a remnant been found, or is
‘the story on a par with such tales as
that of the band of ‘“‘striped horses” in a
“beautiful valley” in the Sierra Madre,
and that of a remnant of Apaches in a
deep,’ inaccessible gorge ealled “The
Hole,” in the same range in that state?
The last two mentioned stories have
been exploded, but during the Ilast
few weeks there have eome in stories
from Maguarichic, a small mining camp
three days” ride from Minaca, that a
peculiar wild tribe that built their
houses high up in' the cliffs had been
found near there. The story comes from
Bon Good, an honest miner of that camp,
in mo wise versed in anthropology.

The story as given is that Mr. Good
has seen the people and their dwellings.
These “people aire said to be small and
swarthy, and entirely different from the
Tarahumaris Indians and Mexicans of
that section. Their mode of life is ex-
ceedingly primitive, and they are very
timid, avoiding contact with other peo-
ple. They will molest mo one unless
their houses or property are disturbed,
and then they will fight. Their arms are
bows and arrows. ‘When a stranger
shows up among them they flee to their
dwellings or the brush. They cultivate
small patches of beans and corn in the
canyons and valleys near their homes.

Their language is entirely distinet
from any other, and their vocabulary is
small, probably 200 words, according
to a_ Catholic priest Father Mariano
Guerrero,  who is said to have been
among them. The priest says they have
at soma time learned something of the
iCatholic faith, and recognize him as
priest. He says that will allow him to
apprpach near enpough when alone to
bless' them. &
, The Mexicans seem to know practi-
cally nothing about these strange peo-
ple, and take no interest in them.
‘Arond Maguarichic many skeletons are
found in the caves in the mountain
sides, apparently indicating that they
may have been much more numerous up
to the time of the advent of the Spami-
ards or later.
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A MONSTER OF THE DEEP.

The latest type of British battleship
gives a startling answer to the recent
suggestion that the day of huge float-
ing fortresses is past. The battle of
the Sea of Japan as we have hitherto
pointed out, demonstrated nothing
more clearly than the supreme and es-
sential value of such ships, and it was
to be supposed that as a result the
great naval powers would proceed with
the = construction of big battleships,
and perhaps also with their further
development in size and strength. But
even before that decisive and most in-
structive battle the authorities of the
world’s greatest navy had determined
to build a ship far outclassing any
other in existence and literally appall-
ing in its destructive potency.

The Dreadnaught, as the monster of
the deep is to be called, will be laid
down at Portsmouth next fall and will
‘be put into commission within two
years. We shall appreciate its size
and strength most adequately if we
compare, or contrast, some of its de-
tails with those of other great battle-

largely obscured. From that point of
view he is decidedly right, but in the
deng run he will discover that, while
party line government in provincial
affairs is not theoretically a logical
one, it is at the same time a practical
necessity. The success of a personal
government depends entirely upon the
personality and strength of the leader.
If he-be strong enough to hold a fol-
lcwing together in all circumstances,
then: the result ig satisfactory; if not,
the government goes to pieces, and in
the strife among individual claims for
-consideration, chaos, or very unstable
administration, follows. There is, as
has been so often stated, nothing to
tie up to except personal allegiance,
‘and that, as we all kpow in this prov-
ince, is very uncertain. A member
-of the Legislature does not feel bound,
if personal allegiance be the only tie,
to support a leader of a government
or of an opposition in cases where his
own intereSts are affected or where he
is not in accord with some particular
phd¥¢ of policy. Men in such circum-
sstances feel free to switch from one
:side to the other. Theoretically that
“is the position of independence which
~every man ought to occupy in the
.House, but from a practical point of
“view, under our system of govern-
“ment, it is wholly unworkable. We
«scannot afford to change governments
fevery time a few members on the
treasury benehes become disaffected
or have bad livers, It is disastrous.
On the other hand, when a member
is elected as the nominee of one of
the two recognized parties, he becomes
responsible to his party for his con-
duct within and qutside of the legis-
lative assembly, and his. party also
becomes responsible \for him. Like the
‘member of a government, if he does
not agree with the majority of his
«colleagues, he must either resign or

use his best endeavors to bring them

to his way of thinking. Outwardly,
28 a Liberal or Conservative,, he is
‘bound to preserve an attitudé of sup-
port towards his party so long as he
stays with it. The special circum-
stances and conditions surrounding
any particular matter concerning

‘which he is at issue with his political

friends must determine his course.

In all such cases a man takes his

political life in his hand. In other

words, it is a question of party organ-
iation and discipline, A man who
wrecks or weakens his party must be
prepared to actept the consequences.

Hence for stable government, which

we all admit from experience to be

most desirable, party lines are neces-
sary. ;

In the case of the new provinces of
the Northwest, there are special cir=
cumstances ereated by the very, nature
of the conditions under- which they
enter Confederation, which may jus-
tify the position of Mr. Haultain. In
his opinion probably the issues that
have been so credted are more im-
portant in themselves than party in-
terests, and through party machina-
tions may be stifled in the confiict.
This is certainly not desirable. There
should be a clear expression of opinion
of the people of the Northwest upon
the several matters that have been
discussed s6 keenly, even bitterly, and
if .that cannot be _obtained by the
people ranging themselves along the
lines 6f their present party'a.tﬂlla.-
tiong—in other words, if party affilia-
tions' are too strong to permit of a
cantlid expression of opinion, say, on
the school clauses, which are, of
course, the main issue, then it is much
preferable that, to start with, there
should be a fight on the clean,
®traight-cut issues. According to a
Winnipeg paper, these issues are as
follows: :

RAILWAY CONSTRUCTION IN THE
i SOUTHERN INTERIOR.

It is satisfactory to know that all the
railway construction in the west is not
to be confined to the country betweeéen
the great lakes.and the Rocky Moun-
tains, finite announcements ‘have
been made of the commencement of con-
struction on four different lines in south-
ern British €olumbia.- The Canadian

main line at Spence’s Bridge, with Sim-
ilkameen ultimately in view. . The con-
tract has been let for a rtion of the
line and is under way. t was also an-
mounced in the Colonist on the authority
of Mr. Pollen, president of the Kootenay
‘Central Railway; that the Canadian Pa-
cifie Railway; as contractors, would con-
struct a portion of that railway this
year, sufficient, at least, we présume, to
keepralive the subsidy yvoted by the Do-
minion Parliament.

As will be seen in another column, the
Great Northern has begun -work on the
V. V. & E., the contract for fourteen
miles of which from Midway west has
been let to. Welsh Bros., of Spokane. The
line will zig-zag across the boundary line
until it reaches Princeton. - After that
we have no assurances as to its route,
but it is pretty well understood that it
will be diverted into the State of Wash-
ington, to follow the valley of the Ska-
git river to the coast. . However, we
are pot discussing that particular p%se
of the question at the present time. The
deed is done, and the future must attest
to the wisdom of the policy which  per-
mitted it. Whatever may be said re-

FRIGHTFUL ATROCITIES

Committed Upon Chinese by French
Officer in Hainan,

News was brought by the Empress of
Japan from the settlement of Kwang-
chouwan, near Hainan, recently leased
by China to France, of atrocities perpe-
trated upon unatives by the French an-
thorities. A district officer—M. Lie-
geot—died under mysterious circum-
stances May 20, but a doetor gave M.
Ally, the resident, an assurance that
sunstroke was the cause. The body
was buried, but subsequent rumors 're-
sulted in an investigation being. set on
foot.

It was then found that the: deceased
had . practiced the most frightful atroci-
ties. His victims—killed under the pre-
text of suppressing piracy—were put to
death by the most gruesome methods.

“As a rule,” ssys the Straits Times,
“he first made then drunk with fancy
drinks of his own devising; then came a
hundred strokes of the rattam, which
left them bleeding all ovem. When their
bodies were thoroWghly seamed with
sears, a hospital dresser was summoned,
and ammonia and salt were rubbed into
the quivering flesh to still further ac-
centuate the agony. Then Liegeot
‘(who merrily stated that as the Chinese
were born laundry men and went as far
as San Francisco to act as. such, they
should themselves ' be laundered) in-
vented a system of ironing them, like
linen, ‘with red ‘hot plates, and, when
‘their skin peeled off under this process,
he said it was only smootlting out the
wrinkles. Then, when the epidermis
‘was gone, live coals were laid on the
flesh, and as soon as the creatures be-
came too insensible to squeal any more

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YELLOW FEVER SPREADS.

Increase Yesterday in Deaths and New
Cases Reported.

New Orleans, Aug. 2.—The yellow fe-
ver record up to 6 p. m. is as follows:
New ecases, 32; total cases to date, 378;
deaths today, 11; total deaths to’ date,
T79; new foci, 4; total foci, 54.

Today’s reports of the fever situation
showed an increase in the number of
deaths. High temperatures succeeded
by heavy rains and cooler weather pro-
duced climatic conditieus favorable to
fatalities. =~ Most of the deaths were of
Italians, and nearly all of them were
either in the emergency hospitals or in
the quarter adjacent thereto. Some of
the victims were reported in the last few
days. There was no dissent among
the authorities from ‘the view express-
ed by Health Officer Kohnke that con-
ditions were hopeful. With only a
few .isolated cases above Canal street,
it is believed that when the infection be:
gins to decline there will be little diffi-
culty in stamping out the disease. While
the fever spells a serious state of af-
fairs, it is not believed that there is jus-
tification for terror.

ONTARIO’S BONUS TO GRAND
TRUNK PACIFIC.

Hon. Mr .Whitney, Premier of On«
taria, is very emphatic in his d¢nun-
ciation of the action of the late Ross
government in granting large lerd and
money bonuses to the Grand Trunk
Pacific. He said, upon being inter=
viewed, that the facts were quite cor=
rect.

“I have,’ ’said the Premier,
emphasis, “no patience to discuss 2
scheme which gives a grant of $400,000
of money and 1,200,000 acres of land to
a company to build a railroad-which
would in any case have been built.

And yet,” he added, “those
people have not been punished, with
the exception of being turned out of
power. When I moved my amend=
ment in the legislature, adding a sav=
ing clause on behalf of the province,
why, the ministers received it in ab=
solute silence.”

The powers of the legislature to
render void this grant to the Grand
Trunk Pacific was discussed with the
Premier. He said he had no fault to
find with the company for, naturally,
of course, trying to make the best deal
they could, but while the legislature
can legislate as it likes, and an:u;l
this particular act if it so desires, it
would not be a wise policy for this or
any other province to break its con=
tracts once they were made, and he
would see that there was nothing done
recklessly.

Still, he could not see how such acts
could be committed by public men in
a Christian community. He deplored
that they should ever have been done,
and regretted the .loss sustained
through such a policy.

fied in' the fellowing article.. The' ]a-
treaty refer
only to- the class of Chinese or Amerl-
cans who are miners, hawkers, ‘washer-
men, fishers who salt or dry fish for ex-
port or loeal sale.

“2. Laborers who are galready in
America and who wish to return to
America ave not included in the above
restriction. Any laborer of this class
who- wishes to return to America may,
previous to' his or her departure from
America, deposit his or her certificate
at the nearest Chinese consulate, and
may receive in return a certificate en-
titling his or her return to America.
Said’ certificate is to be signed by a cus-
toms officer.  Said cdertificate, if pre-
sented within two years of date of issue,
shall render the owner admissible into
America. Further. laborers who are
a y in America, and who have not
such certificates certifying their resi-
dence in America, may be registered at
and furnished with certificates by the
nearest Chinese consul and officers of
the bureau of immigration or officers of
the customs.

Clause 8 excepts Hawaii and the Phil-
ippines from the operation of the pre-
ceding clauses. Other clauses are:

“7.' Chinese merchants and all other
Chinese subjects other than laborers re-
siding in America, either temporarily or
permanently, shall have the right of tak-
ing their families into America, -if they
present certificates issued by a Chinese
consul. Officers connected with the
Chinese legation and consulate or other
Chinese officers shall be allowed to re-
side or travel in America, enjoying the
privileges to which they are entitled,
notwithstanding the restrictions provid-
ed by this. treaty.

“g8, “Chinese subjects residing in Am-
erica shall not be allowed to become
American citizens; aside from this they
shall enjoy all privileges granted by the
laws of the American government to all
other countries. No distinction shall be
observed. The privileges provided by
this article shall not be impaired by any
of the restrictions mentioned in -this
treaty. The American government
hereby announces again that it will em-
ploy every means to protect the lives
and properties of Chinese subjects.

“9, In consideration of the fact that
the Chinese government recognizes the
right of registering Chinese laborers in
America, the American government here-
by recognizes the right of the Chinese

government to ‘establish.. simjlar laws!

and regulations and register all Ameri-
can laborers in China, either.in treaty
ports or in the interior without charges.
The American government also agrees
to the yearly presentation of a register
of the name, age, occupation and resi-
dence of all American citizens and mis-
sionaries in China to the Chinese gov-
ernment. American ministers and offi-
cers shall not be included in this ar-
ticle.

“10. American citizens other than la-
borers shall be allowed to come to China
according to former treaties, provided
they conform to the regulations estab-
lished by the American government for
the 'Chinese, The American government,
in order to show its willingness to earry
out the provisions of this treaty, 'shall
recognize the right of the Chinese gov-
ernment as an equal power to establish
similar regulations controlling American
citizens in China.”

Last week a Russian exile called
upon Thomas Irwin, of Olema, Cali-
forpia, and informed him he had es-
caped from the Si mines, and
that he was exiled with boys from
this country. He. promised the seal-
ing party that.if he reached California
alive he would look up Irwin.
The Russian states the men ‘have
been in the mines 23 years; and seldom
see the light of day, and are sub-
jected to all kinds of cruelty.

retail price throughout Canalla is 50
cents per gallon. ;

“Oil such as ‘we 4re producing,” said
Mr. Ferguson, “will produce about 20
gallons of illummating -0il per barrel,
and the lubricamts alone would pay a
large profit on the cost of production and
refining, so it is éasy to see that the
company will be able to reduce the price
of oil 50 per cent throughout the North-
west Territories and British Columbia
and still make a very large profit.

At present the company devotes at-
tention only to the illuminating and lo-
bricating oils; the by-products, such as
‘are utilized to sach great advantage else-
where, will- be considered at a later
time.

!\ “The seepages of oil in the southeast

very extraordinary, and are probably
more productive than in any pl;_lce in
the world where seepages of oil are
found, there being pools there where the
oil can be readily gathered in consider-
able quantity, 'in a condition, in some
instances, like refined kerosene, being
water white., The Indians take advan-
tage of this by throwing their blankets
over these pools, and when saturated
with the oil wring it out into a recep-
tacle and store it in bottles for use in
lamps,

“I think,” continued Mr. Ferguson,
“that the first wells that were put down
were not put in the most favorable loca-
tions to obtain large producing sources.
These wells were located at the larger
seepages. When the oil rock was struck
there was comparatively little escape of
gas. This would indicate that, the
ground being broken, the gas had prac-
tically all escaped, and with it, of course,
more or less of the oil. This escape
of the oil gas has no doubt being going
on for an unlimited period of years, and
80, naturally, would affect the volume
of the oil flow, and I think we were very
fortunate to obtain even 20 barrel 6il
wells.

“We are eonducting our opérations
now where the ground is unbroken and
where the anticlinals are exposed, show-
ing thereby that there has been no clear-
age or fracture of the formation, amnd
from the indications already obtdined in
the wells we anticipate very much bet-
ter flows, and shall be disappointed A
we do not get wells which will go easily
over 1,000 barrels per day.”

Diverting the conversation to general
topics, Mr. Ferguson went on to say:

“I think that Canadians should be
more loyal than they have been to the
industries developing within their own
borders. In a recent visit to Bastern
Canada I found that Canndian.peop_le
were investing largely in enterprises in
foreign countries, many of a very specu-
lative, not to' say exceedingly doq tful
uature and that they know practically
‘nothing of the marvelous resources of
the Pacifie province nor the develop-
ments which :are going on here. They
-seemed to think of British Columbia as
“‘a sea of mountains,” and were amazed
to hear of the enormous capnbilitigs it
possessed; of its fisheries, lumber indus-
‘tries, agricultural interests, [fruit grow-
ing, and of our extensive mining indus-
itries, which, to my mind, will, in a _no
distant future make British Columbia
the wealthiest province in the Domin-
ion.

“To return to our company’s matters,
concluded ‘Mr, KHerguson, “‘our No. 3
well is down 864 feet and we expect to
reach’ the oil rock within the mnext 200
feet.”

Another Big
Run Expected

Cenners Look for Another Rush
of Scockeyes This
Season,

Gesr Carried Away at the Sooke
Treps—Tug Belfast Has a
; Mishap.

W. J. Leary, managing director of the
Capital City Canning Company, is at
the Dominion. - He reports that the sal-
mon run is somewhat slacker at present,
but the prospects are that the full mooun
tides will bring in the usual heavy Au-
gust run, ;

“The old timers, whose veracity none
question,” said Mr. y, “say there
should be three distimct sockeye runs,
and the latest, or coming run, is always
the big run, known as the Harrison riv-
er run. These fish are making for the
Harrison and Seaton lakes and Lillooet
river, whereas ‘the earlier runs are mak-
ing for the upper waters of the Fraser.
The coming run is calculated to reach
the Fraser about the 10th or 12th of
August and shoutld arrive here some few
days sooner. :

“The ouly incidents at the Sobke
traps have been the loss of about 700
feet of lead, web, piles, capping and
all, at Muir creek, Tod & Munsie’s trap.
This is being repaired as rapidly as pos-
sible. = Fhere is a crew out with a pile-
driver at work and the trap will be in
its usual working order in a couple of
‘days.

“There was another accident at Jor-
dan river yesterday. Messrs. Malcolm
and MecRae’s fishing steamer Belfast,
whilst engaged in lifting their floating
trap, got her propelier fouled in the net,
and, drifting before a stiff southwest
breeze and runping flood tide, she
brought up in one of the B. C. Packers’
Jordan river traps. The steamer es-
caped with very Iittle damage, but she
carried away about 800 feet of their
lead web. = This also ‘is *being ‘rapidly
Tepaired.

‘The trap men are complaining bitter-
ly ‘of some marine or dJther monster
which is said to go about from trap to
trap, biting holes in the bottoms of the
pots and spillers” and allowing large
quantities of fish to escape. Messrs.
