The first olhsa to be of 
suitable size to contain ten pound», net 
weight, or any multiple thereof, and to be 
denominated original packages and so 
branded. This class of package» le net to 
be retailed from by the dealer or vender, 
but sold as unbroken or originel packages. 
The wooed class b to be of suitable size to 
contain 20 pounds, or any multiple thereof, 
of roll» or nuggets, each roll or nugget to 
he stamped “Imitation Batter.” This class 
of packages is to be denominated assorted 
peek ages, and may contain halves or pounds 
as dealers may order, and k Intended for 
the small retail trade. These provisions, it 
is believed, will prevent the dealer from 
selling butterlne as the dairy prodnot.
