000 in prizes, which is the largest prize list
ever offered in Eastern Canads, coming next
to Toronto. Increases are noted in the
amounts offered for cattle, swine, poultry,
dairy products, agricultural prodacts, horti-
cultural department and domestic depart-
ment. Halifax is the only place in Nova
Scotia ble of dating & large
number of visitors. During the past year a
large number of medium sized hotels, as well
a8 many boarding houses, have been opened
up, and the lodging bureau in connection
with the exhibition will see that everyone
is comfortably housed. The Halifax exhibi-
tion grounds are the most modern in Eastern
Canada. In fact, they cannot be excelled
this side of Toronto. While the commission-
ers have placed a large amount of money for
prizes, in order to stimulate the various
agrieultural and industrial branches and thue
secure a splendid exhibit jfrom farm, forest,
fisheries and mine, they have also given at-
tention to what is termed the special attrac-
tions. This year the leading feature will be
the Battle of Paardeberg. Every man,
woman and child in Nova Scotia has heard
of this famous battle in which the Canadian
boys orowned themselves with glory and
brought honor to their country by leading
in the world renowned bayonet charge on
the Boer trenches. This battle will be re-
produced with wonderful reality, and it is
expected a number of the Nova Scotians who
took part in the famous fight will also take
part in the reproduction. It will be put on
by Hand & Teale, of Hamilton, Ontario, who
put on The Siege of Sebastopol in 1897,
and which was pronounced to be the beat
tacular show ever given in Nova Scotia.
There will be two programmes of attractions
each day—afternoon and evening. The at-
tractions committee are now arranging for
specialties of a high order.

NEWS OF THE WORLD,

Io the Irish Channel last Saturday, during
a heavy fog the Cunard line steamship Cam-
pania, en route for Liverpool from New
York, struck the Liverpool bark Embleton,
bound for New Zealand. The Embleton
sank immediately. Seven of the crew were
rescued, but.ds is believed the other 11 mem-
hers of the ship's company, including the
captain, were drowned. :
Since the Welland canal dynamite out-
rage a constant watch has been kept on all
canals. The force on the Cornwall canal
has been strengthened by the addition of 30
special constables, in anticipation of trouble.
Mount Azuma, near Banda Isan, Japan,
which was the scene of a volcanic disaster
in 1888, broke into eruptien on Tuesday July
17. Two hundred persons were killed or
injured. Several villages were enguifed by
the streams of lava from Mount Azuma, and
great damage was done in adjacent districts.
The Arctic exploring steamer Windward
sailed last Thursday from Sydney for the
winter quarters of Lieut. Peary. A New-
frundland captain is in charge.

and bLer six year old daughter are the only
passengers. This will be Mrs. Peary's
third trip North and the little girl's second.
The Windward is provisioned for two years.
It is officially announced that last week in
the Philippines two hundred insurgents were
killed, and one hundred and thirty surren-
dered or were captured. (Oanehundred rifles
were taken. Twelve Americans were killed
and eleven wounded.

In a collision last Sunday outside of Bal-
fast Lough between the local passenger
steamers Dromedary and Alligator five pae-
sengers were killed and upwards of filiy or
less seriously injared.

An advance in the price of tea due to the
Chinese difficulties, is already felt in the
wholesale market. Dealers in tea anticipate
a long war in China aad the market is being
adjusted accordingly. There are at present
seven grades of tea that have been advanced
from one to two centsa prurd. It will eo. {
a great deal more to import tea than iv did
last year.

Portions of the State of Texas have been
visited by a series of waterspouts, that
have done terrible damage; and three hun-
dred families are reported to be missing.
The Paris exposition has been pronounced
by the beat authorities, “a complete finan.
cial failure.” The Dreyfus affsir and the
French outburst against England, as wsll as
other things, have contributed towards this
result.

At the meeting of the National R'fle Asso-
tion at Bisley last Friday, the Kolapore cup
(seven shots at 200, 500 and 600 yards) was
won by the mother country with 732. Canada
was third witk 710.

The Prohibitionists in Winnipeg have ap-
pointed Sunday, Aug. 12th, a day of christ-
ian thanksgiving for the Prohibition Act.

It comprises the New York and
Portland Line for Portland Me; New York
and Bangor Line for Rockland, Camden,
Belfast, Bucksport and Bangor, Me.: New
York and Halifax line for Yarmouth and
Halifax, N. S.; Cape Breton and Prince
Edwsrd JIsland; New York and Cottage
City for CGottage City, Mase; New York and
St. Jobn line for Bar Harbor, Eastport and
Calais Me,, and St. john N. B.

It will have six new steamers, and three
of the liners will be in operatiou by Septem-
ber 15. From 50 to 150 passengers will be
accommodated on eachsteamer. The capital-
ization is $600,000, per cent, common stock
in shares of $100.

THE CHINESE SITUATION.

Chinese Defeated by Russian Troops.

The Russians, according to the news from
St. Petersburg, have completely defeated
the Chinese and have occupied Blagovest-
chensk, capital of the Amur government
with a large force. Since Gribeki (not Gri-
bovski) ohief of staff at Port Arthur, has
taken over the supreme command in Man-
ohuria, reinforcements have been rapidly
pushed up and the general situation hae
been greatly improved.

The Russian minister of the interior has
issued a notice that the Siberian railway is
closed to private traffic. The Russian au-
thorities were not prepared for such an or-
ganized Chinese movement in Manchuria,
but they have taken brisk measures and they
believe that China will soon be too much
preoccupied around Pekin to conduct serious
operations in the north.

China Makes War on Russia.

London, July 20.—The Daily Masl pub-
lishes & despatch from St. Peteraburg, dated
Monday, which asserts that there is no doubt
that China has declared war against Ruseia.
The Russian press, says the correspondent,
is restricted to the publication of official de-
vails, and the publication of many despatehes
from the front has been prohibited. I hear,
however, from a reliable source that the
Chinese troops and the Boxers seized a Rus-
sian traneport laden with munitions, mear
Aigun (on the Amur river, about 18 miles
from the Russian frontier), killing almost the
entire Russian escort. They next suddenly
attacked and bombarded the town of Blag-
ovestchensk (capital of the Amur Govern-
ment, on the Amur River). The garrison
held out bravely, but was finally overwhelm-
ed. Nearly all perished, and the town was
buraed.

The extension of the Boxer movement to
Manchuria has resulted in a great destruc-
tion of the railway, compelling the Russians
to withdraw their officials. .
The Chinese, according to the Daily Masl's
St. Petersburg correspondent, have thrown
up fortifications and placed forty guns at a
point twelve miles from Aigun to dispute the
progress of the Ruasians. The official Rue-
sian advices leave the inference that Blag-
ovestohensk is still in Ruseian hands, the
Russian losses during the bombardment be-
ing only three killed and five wounded. The
Amur military district was mobilized only s
fortnight ago on a war footing, and it is be-
lieved that the Russian forces there are 50,
000 men and a hundred and twelve guns.
The government has now ordered the troops
on the frontier to form a cordon.

The Chinese minister in St. Petersburg has
disavowed the events in Manchuria on be-
balf of his government, sud has pretmised to
make serious representations to Pekin re-
garding the consequences that will follow if
the hostilities there do not cease. .

Description of the Tien Tsin Fight.

New York, July 21.—Correspondent
Palmer, of the New York World, in his de-
scription of the Tien Tsin fight says:—

At one o’clock General Tullushan reported
in writing to Dorward that the Japanese
were in the city. I could see the loop holes
blazing bullets-and lyddite shells. No in-
fantry could charge in the face of this fire
from 2 o’clock to 5. Though acting jointly,
neither Dorward nor Tukushina knew each
others whereabouts. Under cover of the
darkness the men of the Ninth crept back
from their dangerous position, bearing their
wounded. They executed this movement
with the loss of one man killed. The casual-
ties were 91 men and 5 officers of 426. The
marines lost thirty, including captain Davis,
who was shot through the heart while talk-
ing to Colonel Meads on the night of July 13.
It was decided to withdraw, when the news
came that the Chinese were evacuating. The
Russians were not so successfnl as hoped dur-
ing the day, and the total loss of the allies
was 700.

The Japanese losses’were severe. The
Japanese were most gallant in the fight. Bat
for the Amerioans stopping the flank fire, the
Japvneee loss would have been much heav-
1er.

The French, the Japanese, the Americans
and the Britieh entered the city at 2 o'clock
on the morning of July 14th. There entry
was unopposed.

The American flag at half-mast is hoisted
over the southern gate. The walls were
strewn with the corpses of Chinese soldiers
kllled by the shell fire which cansed their
flight. None apparently were hit by bullets,
damage being done by lyddite ehells. There
is a terrible row over the burning of the town
and several foreign officers are reported lost.
The tired soldiers remained in the walls.
The natives went looting through the towa.
The bank and the arsenal were heavy suffer-
ers.

An advance movement on Pekin is not
contemplated soon.

The War in South Africa,
London, July 21.—The war office has re-
ceived the following from Lord Roberta :
“Pretoria, July 21.—Liitle temporarily
commanding the I'hird brigade, reports that
on July 19 he came in contact near Lindley
with Dewet's force, which broke through
corden. The fighting lasted until dusk,
when Dewet’s force, being repuleed, broke
into two parties. Little's casualties were
slight. He buried five Boers.
“Hamilton and Mahon continued their
eastward march yesterday, and should join
hands with Pole-Carew to-day near Ersten
Fabriken station.
“Pretoria July 22.—The Boers made a
determined attack yesterday to destroy a
post at the rail head, 13 miles east of Heidel-
berg, which they attacked with three guns
and a pompom and surrounded. They were
however, beaten off after a sharp enpgage-
ment, before reinforcements summoned from
Heidelberg had arrived.”
London, July 19.—Lord Roberts reports
from Pretoria a Lattle and a fox chase. The
battle was brought on by General Botha,
who attacked General Pole-Carew’s position
east of Pretoria, while General Hamilton was
moving northward and driving back Gener-
al Delarey’s commando, and General Fregch
was in the centre between the two winge.
This was a vigorous counter stroke, planned
when Lord Roberts had succeeded in cutting
off communications between two Boer forces
and was pushing back the weaker column
from Waterfall. The British positions were
gallantly defended by the Canadian and New
Zealand mounted infantry and the Irish Fu.
sfliers, and a number of desparate attacks
were repulsed.
The losses were evenly balanced on each
side, but the British casualties included two
brave Canadian officers, Lieutenants Borden
and Birch, to whom Lord Roberts pays a
fine tribute. While Lord Roberts’ army is
virtually on the defensive within a few miles
of Pretoria he has sent Lord Methuen and
General Smith-Dorrien from Krugersdorp to
Rustenburg to clear the western districts
where, owing to recent Boer successes, there
is a renewal of bad feeling against the
British.

In Orange River Colony, where Generals
Hunter and Rundle are slowly but surely
closing around General De Wet’s cotnman-
dos, which have started across country to-
wards Lindley, with the mounted forces of
Gen. Broadwood ard {Jolonel Ridley in hot
pursuit, the Boer force does not exceed fif.
teen hundred men, with five guns, and the
pursuers, if their horses are in good condi-
tion, may succeed in running it down, If
this can be done the pacification of the Or-
ange River Colony ought to be rapidly ef-
fected, as the remaining commandos cannot
keep up the fight in the mountains if Van
Reenen’s Pass and Harrismith have been
taken from Ladysmith.

The renewal of Boer activity is probably
a direct cffect of the Ching crisis.

Kruger and Steyn have perceived in the
far east & diversion in their favor which they
had previously expeoted either from Eauro-
pean diplomacy or American politica.

The
favorable comments heard indicate that the
highest prizes will be given for these, but it
is not sufficiently definite to say just what
the awards will be. - The jurors are still at
work en the Canadian exhibits. Enormous
crowds continue to attend the exd)olltion.
and the building containing the Canadian
exhibits is thronged with as many visitors
as it can hold all the time.

Exeellent for
nausea.

Bran Gruel.—Boil fer half an hour ene
pint of wheat bran in three piuts of water.
Strain through a gravy strainer and add &
little salt. This is a good gruel for fevers,
inflammation, and makes a good drink by
thinning and adding lemon juice.

Egg Lemonade.—White of one egg, ene
tablespoun white sugar, juice of one lemon,
goblet of water; beat together. * Very grate-
ful in inflammation of lungs, stomach or
bowels.

Qatmeal Tea.—Two tablespoons raw oat-
meal to one quart of cold water; two hours
in & cool place, then drain on as it is wanted.
Nourishing in convalescence.

Gum Arabic Water.—One teaspeon gum
arabic, one goblet cold water; stand until it
dissolves. Flavor with juice of lemon or
any other frait.

Lzmonade,—Juice of half a lemen, one
teaspoon white sugar, one goblet of water.
Grate into it a little peel if deeired.

Hot Lemonade.—Make the same way, us-
ing hot water.
