MISSION BOAT ‘‘GLAD TIDINGS.”

In tho cot, Misa Stovel is sitting in the bow of tho boat. The following is Miss Stovel's description : —My cabin is the front
room, is 8ft. x 13ft., has two vonetinn doors oponing on to the front dock, and five venctian windows on either side.
Ou ovo side, built sgainst the wall, is a cane loungo that opens out and does duty as a cot at night. Agninst the
opposite wall is o small writing-table und a tiny leaf dining-table, and on another wall are book-shelves.

Having enlightened

their minds He oommmWIea the propaga-
tion of the grandest theme that has ever employed
mortal tonguo, and for the promulgation of which they
aftorward partook of the baptism of His suffering.

He, who ' took not on Him the nature of angels, but
who took on Him the seed of Abraham,” knew the
insufficiency of the flesh for this undortaking, and ** com-
manded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem,
but wait for tho promise of the Father which, saith He,
ye have heard of me.” . “Ye shsll receive
power after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you.”
In the rich treasury of promise this was pre-eminently
the promise. Uttered hundreds of years before by
prophetic lipa, so oft repeated by our Lord to His
disciples, and now that the scriptures had been fulfilled
in Christ, the next in the line of fulfimont, woll was it
designated the promize. It fulfilment was to be to that
handful of men in the disseminating of the Gospe! more

‘than the steam is to the heavily laden freight train on

the up grade,
disaster.

These words of Christ's are additionally important
from the fact that the work which Ho had just finished
had been wrought in the power of the Holy Ghust. Wo
read, *‘It came to pass that Jesus also being baptized
and praying, the heavens opened and the Holy Ghost
descended in a bodily shape like & dove upon Him.”
** Jesus being full of tbe Holy Ghost returned from
Jordan and was led, or driven, by the Spirit into the
wildernesa. . And when the devil had ended all
the temptation he departed from Him for a season, and
Jesus roturned in the power of the 8pirit into Galilee,
and there went out a fame of Him through all those
parts.” Then again in His own words, ** The 8pirit of
the Lord is upon me, etc.” Peter's testimony was,
**God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost
and with power.”

We say it met their greatest need, the fulfilment of
this promise. In the language of the day when it is
usual for men to take an extended university course
before they are considered capable of eficiont service,
wo ssk where wns the wisdom in the fact that the
immeasurably important work of laying the foundation
of aatructure that was to outlast time was committed to
the handd of workmen so crude as fishermen, and others
as humble, whose illiteracy and ignorance were, as we
read, so perceptible to the men of letters of the time?

Whero shall wa turn for the solution to this mystery ?

As the new missionary secs his or her supply of furni-
ture progroasing through the gkill of the native carpenter
who so dexterously manipulates his saw, hammer, chisel,

-and that marvel of ingenuity that does tho work of brace
and, bits, how infinitely more docs ho appreciate these

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primitive tools coupled with the skill of tho carpenter

‘ than ho would a set of the nmiost costly tools, however
nicely tompered the steel and fine the settings, yot lack-
ing the guiding hand, the master mind.

- And 8o we find that whon the simple tishermen were
invested with the power of the Holy Spirit which had
reated upon their Master, the men of letters in question
marvelled.

What though aa this little band broke bread together
there was lacking the visible presence of the One who
had graced their board and partaken of their humble
fare, all the while feeding them upon the finest of
spiritual wheat. Or, as they resorted to the spots to
which they were accustomed to retire with their Leader
in the golden days gone by, what though it was not at
His spoken iuvitation to como apart and rest awhile.
Wore they not now all baptized into one body by the
Spirit, and through the Spirit was not the body thrilling
in every fibre with the glorious life of the risen Head?
They were now filled with that hope which ** maketh not
ashamed because the love of God was shed abroad in
their hearta by tho Holy Ghost ” given them at Pentecost.
Although they were set at nought by earthly ki.gs and
rulers, thoy knew the sweetness and liberty of citizen-
ship in thut kingdom which is ** righteousness and pence
and joy in the Holy Ghoat.”

With their new Teacher they were like watered gar-
dens, and like springs of water whose wuters fail not, as
through Him the full tide of the divine teaching of their
asconded Master began to flow in steadily and refresh-
ingly. Duubly precious and fascinating were His sacred
worda aa the full search light of the Spirit fell upon
them, revealinggall the heretofore hidden depths of
meaning, for '* the Spirit searcheth all thingw, yoa, the
deep things of God.” Not only did they prove a source
of consolation as He applied them in each timo of need,
but spoken at the prompting and *‘in the demonstration
of the Spirit" they proved '‘quick and powerful, and
sharper than any two edged-sword, piercing even to the
dividing asunder of soul and spirit and of the joints and
marrow,” convineing ** the world of sin, of righteousuess,
and of judgment to come.” How simple the war tactics,
their one weapon ‘‘the sword of the Spirit which is the
Word of God.”

Tt was theirs to open the mouth, the Holy Spirit's to
fill it. . Theirs to exhibit the mirror, His to lead their
hearers to see themselves ns they appearod in that
mirror~—diseasod, unoloan, and olad in the filthy rags of
their own rightoousness. Theirs to nuncunce the exis:-
oncoe of a Physicisu for the leprosy of sin, a balin for all
wounds, o fountain opened, not only to the House of
Davii and to tho inhabitants of Jerusalem for sin and for
uncleanuess, but to all applicants for cleansing, and for
filthy rags ** fino linen, clenn and white, the righteous-
ness of tho saints,” even “‘the rightoousness of God

through faith in Jesus Christ unto all them that believe,”
But it was tho Spirit's work to fasten the arrows tha
left their bows.

The audiences of these unlearned men were sometime:
composed of those of different languages, but, nothing
thwarted, the power that came with the fulfilment of the .
promise enabled their tongues to fashion the strange .
sounds, so that ‘*every man heard in his own tongua .
wherein he was born " the story of this.Jesus of Nazareth;

So effectual was the working of this mighty power that
to be filledl with the Holy Ghost was the one requmlw
to the appuintment to positions of trust.

Since it is given to the Holy Spirit to bestow glfta, B
dividing to every man severally us He will, and to locate *;
the membors of the Body, it was very fitting that in the’-!
viaible Church He should be allowed to designate to each ;
his poat of service. Honce we tind that through the "
Spirit God ‘‘set some in the Church, first, apostles; .
socondarily, prophets; thirdly, teachers ; after that,
miracles, gifts of healing, helps, governments, diversities :
of tongues.”

Another thing that one cannot help but be impressed
by in reading the Acts of the Apostles, is the suscepti-
bility of these pioneers to the influence of the Holy Bpirit. -
There wasalmost au entiro absence of the more stringont
measures to which the Lord has very often to resort with -
many of us before He can accomplish His will through -
us. They were like buats obedient to the slightest
motion of the rudder. They moved at the slightest
breathing of His will. And thus, with the divine plan
before Him, for the Spirit knowa the mind of God, and,
therefore, those whom ** Gind hath from the beginning ‘
choson to salvation threugh the sanctification of the
Spirit and belief of the truth ' and such willing instru-
ments, what wonder that so much of that plan was filled _;
ia so rapidly and well during those tirst years. Oh, were..:
we of the same mind, history might repeat itself and
Peontecosts be not an unusual occurrence !

We have indications of how (iod’s great purposes of °
graco would have been frustrated had these disciples *
boon left to themselves in their human short-sightednesa, |
One part of the harvest would have beon yathered to the -
utter neglect of the rest, the lights would have beon .
clustered in one place while the great regions beyond
continued in midnight darkness and death. And so we .
find busy Philip so engrossed in, and joyful over, the
abundant Samaritan harvest, snatched right away from
the busy scens and seut, dounbtless wonderingly and .
rather doubtful of the wisdom of it all, **down to the ;.
way that goeth down from Jerusslem unto"Gaza which is
dusert.” Ah, Philip, although the scenc is ohanged from. -,
populous Samaria to the desert, be not perplexed, for .
there are in dark Ethiupia those for whom Chriat died.. :.
There aro pricoless gems in that dark mine, and fn -
yondor chariot is the chosen light-bearer. **Go near,’ '




‘said the Spirit, ** and join thyself to*this ochariot.” The
“repult is known.
Again, when the Church at Antiooh had become well
_equipped and, perhaps, with great complacency had
begun to congratulate herself upon her noble band of
workers, the Holy Ghost, ever mindful of the regibus
beyond, eaid, *‘ Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the
work whereunto I have called them,” and the Church at
Antioch surrendered two of her most efficiont workers.
"How helpful to the perploxed one to follow these two
men as they go hither and thither under their trusty
“Leader, who marked out their paths so distinctly. We
read that at one time ‘' they were furbidden of the Holy
Spirit to preach in Asia,” at another. ‘‘the Spirit
. suffered them not to go into Bithyria,” but by a vision
at Troas indicated the course they were tn pursue, or, in
the words of Paul, ** Whon I came to Tross to preach
:Christ's Gospel, and a door was opened to me of the
Lord, I had no rest in my spiriz because [ found not
Titus my brother ; but taking oy leave of them went
from thence into Macedonia.” He who has led will lead
the one who commits his way unto the Lord. The same
" ‘Guide will to-day open and close doors, bring the blind
by a path they knew not, lend them in paths they have
-pot known, making darkness light before them and
crooked things atraight. We speak from experience.
" The Holy Spirit was to those of old no mere influence
to be referred to by the pronuun *'it,"” for we read in
the letter sent to the Christinns ia Antioch, Syria and
Cilicia, ** It seemed good to the Holy Ghost and us to
lay upon you no greater burden than those necessary
f’: things.” (ne was He, whose counssl was ever sought in
" all matters, trivial or othorwise, so real was e Lo them.
Prophecies have failod, tongues have ceased, and, as
_.. tho paling of the moon at sunrise, past knowledge has
vanished with the advance of centuries. On thegontrary,
. Jesus said, **The words which I speak untn you they are
'~ spirit and they ate life " ; hence, after a lapse of cighteen
centuries these words have lost none of their old time
force,

The fulfilment of the promise of the Father is just as
imperative to-day as ever it was. “ To be spiritually
minded is life and peace.” To be filled with the Spirit
is abundance of life sud ** peace as a river,”

One evening during the last hot season I wont for a
walk in the cool of theday. The great fiery orb that had
-blazed so fiercely all the day long had sunken below the

horizon, leaving all nature withered and scorched. Dur-
ing the course of my walk I passed a public woll, and lo,
like an oasis in a desert, all about the well was Qourish-
iug, the freshest of grass and the greenest of tho groen-—
grass which would not have disgraced a Canadian country
roadside in the springtime. Here and there a sturdy
little blade supported a sparkling drop of water, which
had been deposited when the last visitor to the well had

1
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drawn and emptied his or her chéda. For many daya
the vision of the green was before me, and I prayed the
Father to make mwe such a source of life in this land,
withered by sin rampant in all forms.

But, at the best, the well was but a poor illustration,
for it wos deep, the water must be drawn, and oumly the
grass in the immediate vioinity was benefited by the
water which chanced to splash over. A poor pioture of
the Christinn whose blessed privilege it is to be’a broken
and empty vessel lying at the fountain-head, and through
which the waters, like those in Kzekiel's vision, flow with
ever increasing depth and volume, until they become an
impassable river issuing out into the desert and thence
to the sea, bringing life and health whithersoever they
come. ‘‘ Ho that believeth on Mo, as the Scripture hath
said, out of his inward parts shall flow rivers of lwing
water (but this spake He of the 8pirit ‘which thoy that
believe on Him shall receive).”

Would we, a8 & band of men and women helping to
carry out this great commission in theso latter days, test
the validity uf this promiso, and have during the sessions
of our Conferencoe a marked manifestation of the presonco
of tho Spirit, we have fulfilled one condition, wo sre
with one accord in one place, and the blessing is within
reach. ** If yo then being evil know how to give good
gifts unto your children : how much more shall your
Heavenly Father give the Holy 8pirit to them that ask
Him.”

Dy we want this blessing more than aught olac ?
we ench ngonizing in prayer forita descent? Is there
anything in ue that may hinder its coming! Do we
realize what a conflagration may be kindled in this

country ss a reault of Lhe overfinwing bhmugh over thirty
different channels of such an outpounng during this
Conference!  What a privilege is ours! Shall we
improve the opportunity 1

CELESTE'S MISSION.

1 looked with an inward sigh at tho row of black faces
before me. It had beon a hard day at school and 1 was
rather weary for night work, but here were the put:ilu,
waiting to be exnminoed nnd placed in tho ciuss for which
they were best suited. Half way down the row wasa
girl T did not remember having seen before. At first

lnnce I thought her faco unusually dull. but when she
Eegnn sposking it brightened into quick intelligence.
** What is your name 1" I asked.
' Inabelle Violet Celesto,” she answered, with evident
ride, and, glancing quickly down the line of black faces,
i’could sce that they all shared her respect and admiration
for the name.

T afterwurds lenrned that her father had given her the
name of his old master's three daughters, and I discovered
too, that she did not like any shortening of the appella-
tion. He father was dead, and she lived with her atep-
mother and four little half-brothers nud sisters, whom
she had promised hor father to help caro for. She had
never had time for school, as she washed dishes all duy
at a hotel, and therefore was far behind other girla of her
ago. She was only fourtcen, but lovked older, and hor
face, which seemedynll ayes, was worn and unchildlike.

Thia night class was held two evenings in the week.
Colepte was an eager Eupil, and aumetimes it Beemed
almost pitiful to see her black face hending over the boek,
striving with all bor powers to mastor ronio simple lesson
that should have been easy for a child of six. The inac-
tion of her poor dull brain for all the years of her child-
hood seomed to make it alinost impussible for her to
learn. Then, too, she only came to mse asfter n day of
hard work, and T often folt that her powers could not be
justly tested. Certainly her onergy was untiring.

After leasons were over I told themn some simple Bible
story, or read a chapter that they could underatand. At
this time Celeato was my most earnest listener, and I
was surprised to find her enger eyes fixed on my faco
whon I censed spoaking. I shall never forget her excite-
ment when, with my help, sho spelled out her firat
chapter in the Bible. She accomplished this ouly after
woegu of study, and I lovked in wonder as sho danced up
and dowu forgatting all her ueual reserve and orying,
** Missy, missy, I done learned it. Now 1 kin go, praise
de Lord ! "

I was muoh astonished, for such an outburst was
totally unlike Celeste, but finally I sucoceded in gotting
her quioted and gathered her meaning.

Such a pitiful little story it was, and she told no one !
Two woeks before I came south there had been through
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the State a missionary who had proachod a week at Mil
ton. He had lately returned from Africa, and his heart -
was full of a desire to make others fee! the great oppor
tunity for work which thore wns in this field. Beﬁd
talked with the great explorer, Stanley, and agreed with':
him that the most effectual work could be done by edu:
cated colored people, who would go as from brother to
brother and carry tho Gospel tigings into that dark:
continent. :

Celesto had heard him preach twice, and I listenad -
with wonder, as with eager face and trembling voice she -
told me about it. 8he could have been but a child at th
time, but the conviction had come into her heart that th
Lord had sent her this message and that she was ee
nﬁmrb to aid in this great work. She had never had
chanco even to learn to read until our night school was
opened, and I understood better now her dogged deter
mination to learn and her tirelcss cnergy. :

**1 done learn to read at las’ Missy, an’ it jes’ do seem
dat der Liord fix oberything for me. Mammy gwien tel
marry agin, an' she tole mo laa' night Mr. Jones say ho "
kin take kere of her and the chillen, 'cept me,” she:.:
added bravely. **That ain’t ter be' 'spected,” watchin
my faco. But I had caught the quiver in her voice and
look of pain in her eyes that she was too proud and too:
brave to show. :

" Thar's nobady ter kere if I goes, and they nre gwien -,
ter be married in the spring, so the chillon won’t need "
no mor’. Will 1 know nuff by spring, misay 1” she -
asked anxiously, *'That preacher say as how hundreds -
died 'thout ever hearin’ 'bout the Lord, hundreds,
misay ! ’

** You will know enough to come and help us teach fora 7
year or two, Celeste, then you will be uld enough for the *
other work, if you atill want to go.” i

She looked at me with wonder not unmixed with dis- -
appointment. =

* lao sure ter want ter go.
nuthin' elso for years,” she naid :

After this we had many little talks, aud I encouraged -
her to speak ta me freely. for her heart was often heavy .-
with some unkiad word of her stepmother's, who, feeling "
she would nced her but hitle longer, seemed to forget -
the years of work Celeste had given her and her childron
She never complained, but [ leartied to know the look o
pain in her eyes ’

The winter came on, with its short, sunny days and its
sudden rain-atorms, so different from our Northern wine- '/
tors. Celeate still warked at the hotel. She was slow,
but could be trusted, and waa moro faithful than most <
girla, na [ learned from her mistress. For n month I had
seon that she looked badly, but when questioned she
anawerod cheerfully, ** Why, I foel well nuff, Misay."

But one Wednesday evening she was absent from class
and when Friday night camne and she had not ap em-aci
I begnn to fear she was sick, ao Saturday morhing I
sought out the tiny house wheré they lived.

Work ADroad.

AKIDU.

My dear Miss Buchan,—This morning reminds me of
the late Beptember days at home ; the sun i very bright,
but there ie a cool east breeze and the thermometer regis-
ters only 72. 1 am very glad the cool season has really
bogun : there is a frcshness about the air that is invigor-
ating and very delightful, after all these months when the
thermometer would inaist on ataying up in the nineties.
Of course it is hot at mid-day now, quite 84-88, but the
nighte are cool, and I find three blankets very comfort-
able, though I do not remember ever seeing the thermo-
metor below 62 here. Bo you seo wo foel the cold almost
as much as you do at home ; 1 mean, we do who have
been here lung enough to exchange our Cenadian blood
for the thin, wishy-washy excuse for it that doe;; duty
here. B

1 wish you could see some purchases I have just made,
from a boy of about fourteen years. He sat on the capal —
bank, holding in one hand a tiny mirror and witH{ the
other was putting the red and white marks on his fore-
head, when I first caught sight of him. He had combed
his hatr, fastened it into the most artistic of Greek knoba
back of his head, arranged the stray curly ends about his
face, donned a pretty silk ** pancha,” and a many-colored
silk bandkerchief was his only covering sbove the waist.
I asked him who he was, and he said he belonged to the
Hari-Daru (servant of God) caste, that begging was his
business and he was going into the villages now to beg.
As [ stood questioning him, he went on with his prepara-
tions, and from the depths of s queer quilted bag he
brought out a small brass tray, in the contre of which he
placed a small idol, and back of theidol a small palm-leaf
book. I asked the why of all these, and he said that
with tho tray in one hand, he would pass from door to
door, singing the history of the god. The bouk, he said,
he used in casting out demons (if ono is delirious in fover
or is subject to any kind of fits, one is said to be pos-
soased of o dgmon) ; it was full of picturea, all represent-
ing the hii@ﬁry of one of the many gods.

1 asked himn if he would sell tho book and the idol, and,

after some hesitajion, he consented to do 80 ; and I have
them in my possession, and as [ said, wish you could seo
them. - .
While I write, I am waiting for n woman of the 8hep-
herd caste, who promised to come to us this niorming.
For long, she has evidently been trusting in Jeaus as her
Saviour and now sho has decided to come out boldly on
tho Lord's side. The Shepherd people are not very high
up in the sucial scale and it will not be as hard for her as
for athers of a higher caste, still, it means a sevoring of
all family ties, for the present at least, and for all timo
unlees somo of her peoplo follow her.




Last Sundny I was in Jamgampadu, and, after the
morning servico, saw three women for whom we have
long prayed and worked, baptized in the Balt river. One
is o widow, the other two have husbands—who have been
Chriatians some time. Yesterday, three new Brahmin
houses oponed to us. You know the Brahmin women
are very hard to reach, and three now houses in one day
is on event worthy of note. In all the yenrs of our work
here in Akidu, we liad ouly tive Brahmin houscs. Last
your one of these closed, ‘‘then there weré byt four.”
Now it scems that our prayers are to bo answered and
that this is the beginning of upportunities great and good
amoung the Akidu Brahmin women. We have Brahmin
houses—one or two hero and there in other villages.

To-day we go to Bhimavaram, a Razee village two
milea from Akidu. The Razee women are quite as diffi-
ult'to rench as the Brahmins, They seldon: see the
outside of their own village, and, if ever they do, it is
always in o closed palanquin ; and at first they aro always
afraid of me, and the men-folk invariably oppose us.
Four years ago, in this particular village, we tried six
times to got a hearing, but they would have none of us.

\I‘han thero came a day when the combined wisdom of
elevon native doctors could do nothing for a woman who
was liko to dio aud then men came for me. Thoy got
down on thoir knees and caught hold of my feet, asked

me to forget their abusive language of less than a week,

before and begged me to accompany them. 1 went and
was able to help the woman ' sho recovered, and from
that day to this overy house in the village has been open
to us ; and for every ache and pain, cough and cold they
come running to me, much to the disgust of the native
doctor of the barber caste, who lives on the outskirts of
the village. One woman, the wife of a wealthy Soucar,
is b great opium eater. I am trying to persuade her to
give it up and propose that she substitute coffee ; am
taking her some to-day and will show her just how to
makeo it.

Wo have now five Razee villages that we can go to any
time, sure of good hearings.

Last week a village of Ellama people, quite four miles
from Akidu, opened to us. All theso five years they
have persistently refused to liston to us, and would have
nothing to do with ua. Again and again we have visited
the village but never once succeeded in getting a hearing.
Last woek two men came with bearers and a palanyuin
and hustled me off to the village to see a sick woman.
The medicine relieved her almost at once, and it soon
began to be whispered through the village that the woman
was botter already, and that the Missamma from Akidu
said she would surely live. The women began to crowd
into the great outer hall, and I listened to them tell of
different troubles, and when I could, ptescribed, and
when I couldn't, advisod them to go to the hospital.
Then they began to ask me about myself, had I a father
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and mother, aud sisters and brothers, and were they'
living, and where, and was I married, and why not, and
why was 1 in this country, away from my relations and:’
friends 7 Then it wos I had o chance Lo tell them of"
Jesus and His love. So often the atory of the Cross
opene just in thia way. I went back to the village four
days later, found the sick woman able to siL up, and
everywhore at every door calls of **Come to my house -
to-day.” ‘‘Sit on my veranda a little while.” S0 weare .
pretty sure of that village for the future. [

Fifteon days of last month and fifteen days of this
month, we spent in Kolnir Lake ; saw eighteen new vil-‘ :
lagos, besides, others that we had visited before. Wish!
wo could tell you of them all, but wust content me with.-
incidents here and there. You will remomber that scat- -
tered all through Kolair Lake are little islands, ench with -

its village, the people of which are nearly, if not quiteall, -’
fisher people and malas. The second day in the Lakes, -

we spent in a amall village where wo found a Christisn
family who had come there from a distant village and
settled, and now soveral men aud women were asking

partioulars about this religion of Jesus, and, indeed,

seemed ‘‘almost persuaded.” A month later Mr., Craig ,
visited the village, and while he was there they decided
to renvunce the religion and gods of their fathers. Mr.
C. cut the men's jutus; by-and-bye, when they are a
listle better taught and konow more about what is ex-
pected of them as Christians, they will be baptized.

At one villlage T had 8 new experience. We had never

seen the placoe befure, and our reception was very cool.

The women (all fisher women), didn’t listen very atten-
tively to what Annammasaid, so T thought that perhaps,

if T addressed the children who were crowding about us, b

I might at some time gain the ears of the women. All
went smoothly till I referred to tiod as one God, whereat,
a tall, hard-lovking woman spoke up--** One God indeed.

What about our godesses Vankamma and Gangapam-

ma!"” and, without waiting fsg s roply, she secized a
bandful of mud, ung it at me%»mu. At this there
was a good laugh, for the mud didn't improve the ap- :
pearance of my white dress.
but failed to secure any kind of attention, and were ob-
liged to come awnay, only hoping that next year we may -
find thom better disposed to listen.

Wo tried a little longer, -

I have had women -

abuse me before, but this is the first time one ever went -

80 far a4 to throw anything at me.

Wae apent one Saturday aud Suadsy at Kommalapudi. .

The rain just poured all day, both days, but through it

all came my eighty children to the children's meeting -
Saturday morning, and fifty-nine women to the women’s
meeting in the afterncon. At both morning and evening
services on Sunday the congregation uumbered mare than

a hundred.

Gthers for Sunday school, for the morning service, led
by Marsamma’s husband. it was crowded to its utmost
capacity, and again in the afternoom the women filled it
full.

Mr. Craig, who visited the
villages later, baptized five women, and 1 think eight
men, all of whomn had been waiting these two months, and
ag the work goes on I could write much more about thot

Meantime you at home will join me

ous. Thefdregoing will, however, give you an ides of our
work at this time of year, for now that I have the boat
“ Glad Tidings ” T hopo to spend a month ar more iu
Kolair Lake every year about this season. The lake is
pavigable only after the rains.

RAMACHANDRAPURAM.

My dear readers of THE Lixk—1 wish to say a word to
thoso who sent parcels to me. By sume one's mistake my
froight was all left behind, and the last word I had about
it was, that it left New York on December lst. I have
bad no word of any description since, so cannot say st
all when it may reach here. In the meantime I am suf-
fering many inconveniences and the friends hore, 1 pro-
sume, are anxiously waiting for the home gifts. Wo
trust, however, that you may hear of their arrival some
time.

My friends will, perhaps, have heard before this letter
reaches them, that my work has boon changed, and that
I have entered on a different sphers of labor.

My work now is among the women of upwards of 200
villages, nearly all of which T hope to reach by boat on
the canal, and by walks along the roads or soross the
fiolds. It is only eight weeks to-day since I landed in
Cocanads, 80, after attending Miasionary Conference and
Native Associstion, and making a flying visit to two ef
our misslon stations, and coming from Samuleotta to
Ramachandrapuram, I began the inspection of my new
work. This inspection ia only but begun, yet 1 havo
seen 26 villages for the first time, and 9 of them the
second time, and have visited over 60 Christinn familics.

Tho Christian women need wisdom and counsol,
and instruction, and much patient teaching; and the
heathen women are almost all in the bouds of iguorance
and suporstition. We have spoken the Word of Life
to hundreds of them, and mauy of them have heard for
tho first time. Many como ta hear out of more curi-
osity when wo have gone into the side streets and alleys,
where the women gather together, and begin siaging or
talking to them.

Some think 1 am a man, and 80 hold off through fear,
until I tell them that I am o woman, nad they need not
foar ; othors again think T am a sort of travelling show,
and ask if we will be passing around for coppers, and
others think I may be telling fortunes, and so are
anxious to hear theirs, whilo others again will say, ** O,
she has como to tell us about sin and ealvation. We
muet liston, It surely must bo good what thoy say ; oh,
do listen."”

Before wo leave sometimes, some will want to learn
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how to pray, that they msy pray o our God for salva-
tion, aud we teach them a short prayer such as **Q,
Lord Jesus, I am o sinner ; through the merits of Thy
death, take away my sin, and tesch me how to live.”
O that our words may lead them to think about their
etornal welfare, and of their rolation to the Ong Infinite,
Holy, and Triune God ! —

Pray for this, niy dear friends, and pray for me in my
new work, that the grace of God way be given me, aud a
burning desire fur the salvation of immortal souls.

We have received a letter from Rev. M. B. Shaw,
missivnary at Vizianagrom, India, under date of Dec. 14,
In ic he states that long before the letter reaches us he
and his family will be on their way to San Francisco.
He goes thero on account-of the serious illness of Mra.
Shaw ; the illness being of such a serious nature, that
two skilled physicisns advised hiwm to leave in order to
save her life. Mr. Shaw states that two more months of
the intense heat of India, if they continued to have the
same offect upon her as the Inst'six weeks, would result
disastrously.

He feels sad on sccount of having to leave his loved
work, but aleo feels that his duty to his family should
take precedence over everything else.

The most of his letter deals with a question I put to him
some time ago, and as T consider that it would be of
general interest to our readers, I will reproduce his
thought on the matter. The question was this: Why is
it that the Gospel is having far greater sucoesa among the
non-caste people of Southern Indis, than it is baving
among the same class of peopls of Northern Indis, where
our missionsaries are laboring 7 Now in asking Bro. Shaw
this question I upoke of the non-caste peo‘rle a8 Shudras,
whioh he says 18 & mistake, and in order to put me
straight on the matter he gives a list of the different
castes with their sub-divisions whioh I will here give.

THE EARLY DAYS OF OUR WORK IN THE
MARITIME PROVINCES.®

‘' Who hith desplsed tho day of small thinga*"

Wo are 80 accustomed to tracing the beginning of our
work to the year 1870, when ‘‘ To the Baptists belonged
tho honor of forming the first Board in Canada,” that wo
-are in danger of losing sight of the fact that years befure,
the hearts of Baptist women in the provinces were filled
with longing to tell the *‘old, old story.” A longing
which led them to organized offurt on the home fiolds,
and as soon as the door was opened into Indis, they
ontered. '

How much of our success to-day is owing to the carnest
prayers and toil of the sisters who have so long since
pasted into the presence of the King?

Buoh a question it is impoasible for us to answer, but
the fact rernnins that we owe mugh, very much, to these
workers of long ago.

The Girst organized effort of our women: dates baok to
1818, and the first mention I can find is from Associ-
ational miautes, in which is the following record : ** The
Female Mite Society in St. John hath dona well, may
God incline the hearts of many to follow their example.”
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Thesa Mite Socioties seem to have beon formed st firsh .
with reference only to home missiuns. It is a pity that ™ =
no niinutes of the meetings osn be found. But thinking >~
this backward glance would be interesting to many of our’ "
sisters, 1 have made careful search through the minutes -
of our Associstion from the very first. o

From 1819, grateful mention is made of these societies -
by the brethren in such words as these : ** Our femalo:

LETTER FROM FORMOSA.
Formoss, Ta'-ma'-ion, Nov. 24, 1894.

My dear Pastor Mackay,—{ want to tell you what oc-
curred here. I crossed over to this place through wind
and rain, The other morning, when walking on the sea-
shore, I saw a sailing vessel slowly drifting shoreward,
and in danger of being wrecked, for there was fog and a
heavy sea. I hut,eneg back to the chapel and beat the
drum to call the villagers to worship. As soon as it was

ver, I asked converts and heathens to go in their fishing
boata as quickly as possible and let the sailors know they
need not fear savages there, and if they wished to come
ashore u chapel would be given them to stay in. The
“whole crew came ashore in the boats at once.

1 gave your old room to the captsin, his wife and child,
_and other accommodation to the rest. I then hurried
* away to a Mandarin and” asked him to send men to pro-

" teot the ship, and got a umilitary mandsrin to consent to
" send soldiers along also.

One afternoon, at 3 p.m., the 2] Furopeans and
* Americans, with one Chinaman, met with 148 of our con-
verts for worshlp. Thore were eight naticnalities, viz. ;
Britmh American, Fronch, Danish, Turkish, 8wiss, Nor-
ineso, in the crew. They hailed from

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America, with coal oil, bound for S8hanghai, Hong Kong:
elo, Tbe said that no one dreamt of seeing such a neat,
colean cha el on the cast, coast of Formosa, and now sesing
such zealous Obristians made their hearts glad. I made
known, as best I could to them, the days of toil you spent
in estab)mhmg these ohurohes eto.

Boys and girls were heartily wolcomed to our Christian
schools in that dark land, and the heathen prieats thought
COanadian Baptists meant business, and begsn to fear and
tremble, for their followers were deserting their idols for
the only true and living God.

Our faithful missionaries who ropresent us stay-at-home
Christians, rejoiced in feeling that we wero bearing our
share of the burden in the home lsnd. Yes, and Jesus



v
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was glad to sec those who love Him acting as if they
wanted to carry out His lsst request. The poor, native
Christians in India were glad, for their sad, dark hearts
wero hearing tho goud news Josus meant for them—
as much as He did for us. The Bible promises were being
fulfilled for them, and all who love the cause of Christ
rejoiced to see souls being turned from the darkness of
heathendom to the light of the Gospel.

But now all is changed, and instead of ** Go forward,”
the order comes ‘* Turn back " ! We have grown weary
in woll-doing, and the cause in India feels it sorely.

And let us
all pray that the Lord will forgive us for getting in debt,
and help us to keep our promises to the poor heathen
better, so that Christ's kingdom may soon come and His
will bo done on earth aa it is in Heaven.
