THE ANNUAL MEETING OF SYNOD

Will be heldin Queen’s Square Church,
Charlottetown, on the last Tuesday of June,
at 7 o’clock, P, M, the opening sermon to
be preached by Rev. John Turnbull, the
retiring Moderator.

We anticipate a good gathering and
would remind the many thousands of our
Yeracl that special prayers should e offered
from families, prayer meetings, and person-
ally, that the Divine Presence may be
sensibly experienced, that the discussions
may be practical and edifying, aud that the
mecting as & whole may be one by which
God will be glorified and the good of Zion
promoted.

Sulijects of great importance will come
before the Synod, including all our Mis-
sionary movements and our Educational
Institutions. The fature of the Theological
Hall chicfly awakens anxicty among the
earnest thinkers, lay aud clerical. Neither
our people nos our ministers as yet see eye
to eye on this subjeet. Differences of senti-
ment prevail respecting what is best to be
doue, and equally respecting what is prac-
ticable. Let us all apply earnestly to Him
who hath eaid “ Ifany of you lack wisdom
lethim ask of God that giveth to all
liberally and upbraideth not, apd it shailbe
given bim ;" and let us as carefully note
what follows, “Bat Jet him ask in_jaitk,
nothing wavering.” God has heard and
answered our prayers in the past and thus
iuvites our continued confidence.

We regret that we cannot stato as yet
whether any facilitics of travel in the way

of Free Returns will be allowed by tnhe
agents of steamers plying to and from the
Island, but trast that theso will be grauted.
Ministers have free Returns on the N, B.
and N. S. Railway lines, and application
will be made for the extension of the privi
lege to Elders.

As the preparation of the work conduces
greatly to a successful and comfortable
meeting, we call attention to the following
Synodical Notices :

1. Clerks of Presbyteries are dirocted
by Synod, to forward to the Synod Clerk
revised Rolly of Presbyteries with notices
of all changes, daring the past year, affect-
ing the Roll of Synod, including demis-
sions, deaths, inductions, ordinations and
licensures, with the dates of such events, at
least ten days previous to the mecting of
Synod.

2. Papers involving new business to
come before Syncd; should be transmitted
to Rev. Dr. Bayne, Convener of Committee
on Business, fourtcen days if possible pre-
vious to the day of meeting. Papers for-
warded early will take precedence on the
docket. Where papers cannot be forwarded
notice should be given.

3. The Synod collection is usually paid
when the Synod meets, and as the travel-
ling expenses of all Synodical deputations
and Commitices, the printing of all Synod-
ical documents, iacluding Rules of Proce-
dure, Clerk’s feg, and travelling expences
of members of Synod, have to be provided
for, and during the present year o debt of
8195 has to be met, .the collections would
require to be universal and liberal. No
travelling expenses can be claimed by mi-
nisters or elders from congregations refusing
or neglecting to make a collection for the
Synod Fund. .

4. Clerks of Presbyteries and Secreta-
ries of Boards arc expected to bring up
their lcccords for cxamination engrossed
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up to the meeting of Synod, the former
signed by their respective Moderators and-
C?erks, and the latter by the Chairman or
Secretary. .

5. Congregations recciving aid from the
Supplementary fund are required to make
collections for the different schemes of  the
Church, as well as to auswer the questions
in the Statistical Schedule. Presbyterfes
are dirceted by Synod to require evidence
that the congregational payments have been
made before the supplement due July 1stis
applicd for.

6. Al Boards and Standing Committces
are expected to have their reports ready
when called for, after the first sederunt., .

7. Presbyterics are directed at least one
month before the meeting of Synod, to
nominate one to fill the office of Moderator
of Synod, and to forward his name to the
Synod Clerk, and the names thus forwarded
shall form a list trom which the Moderator
shall be selected by a vote of Synod at its
first sederunt.

8. Preshyteries are also to consider
whether any and if so, what changes are
necessary in the mode of appointing Com-
wittees, and to reportto Synod.

B e o~ — an
THE MOST NEEDY FUND!

We arc sometimes asked, Which of the
funds isin the greatest necd of being re-
plenished 2 Whatever difficulty we may
have had in times past in answering this
question, we have nonenow. The Supple-
mentary Fund is the most needy. Itis in
debt, and unless great liberality is display-
ed by a large proportion of our congrega-
tions, it will remain insolvent for some time
to come. We are within a month of the
date of a semi-annual payment, and less
than nothing to meet it. True, a conside-
rable sum will be forthcoming at Synod,
but making all allowance that can be made
for coming contributions, ihe deficiency
will be not merely serious but alarming.

Even if contributions should come in at
Synod to mect the semi-annual payment,
which is scarcely probable, adebt of some
8500 will remain.

Of shis state of matters dne notice has
been given. The Record for Nov. informed
the Church that thore was then on hand -
only asum of $224 to meet claims for
$1500. In the January No. an exhibit was
given of the state of all the Funds, which
was responded to by an inflow of a goodly

sum to meet the wants of the Mission
Boards. The Supplementary fund wasalso
replenished, yet the graunts in aid were paid
chiefly by a Loan from a gencrous friend.
That loan was soon repaid, but not from
funds conneeted with the supplementary
scheme.

It was our duty next to give prominence
to the Dayspring fund, and still more lately
to the Education and Synod funds, by reso-
lution of the Synod itself.

Now however that the meeting of Synod
is so near, now that the time of making
payments isat hand, and people are in-
quiring what funds are deficient, we must
reply that the first claim is in our opinion,
the claim of Brethren in the ministry in
weaker charges to their promised salaries.
These Brethren have done their duty, and
have o just claim to an reneurable support.
We do not appeal for any gratuity to them,
but we ask large congregations in central
portions of the Church to aet ouv the
Scripture principle, so fully and se clearly
stated by the apostle Paul in his second
epistle to the Corinthians, chapters viii. and
ix., and if we would name any ‘part in par-
ticular of these chapters, we would specify
Ch. viii. verses 12-15.

If there bo any congregation which God
bas blessed with numbers and strength,
which has not yet contributed within the
year, it should be done yet, before the ap-
proaching wmeeting of Syned; and in
smaller charges where there is a sum on
hand to be divided between different fands,
let it be remembered which is the most
needy. Our wealthy men. would honour
themselves in this emergency by send-
ing up a special gift, so that the funds
being forwarded voluntarily before the date
of payment arxives, the receivers may fecl
that the aid is furnished cordially by cheer-
ful givers.

THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ELDER-

The very name of Elder implies grave
responsibility ; it is a title of honour akin
in origin to the titles with' which we salute
lords and kings and the leaders of men;—
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such a8 “ Senior,” ¥ Sire,” ¢ Sir,” “ Mon-
seigneur,” “ Seriator.”  The natural elders
of the people are the fathers and grand-
fathers, venerable for their grey hairs, and
beantiful with the snows of age; but traly
venerable only when wisdom crowns the
hoary head, and truly beautiful only when
clothed with the beauty of holiness. The
“filders” are found as leaders, representa-
tives, and rulers in patriarchal times, and
among the children of Isracl throughont
the whole compass of their wonderful
histery. The tribal chiefs or Sheikhs of
Syria and Arabia to this day are the Elders
of the people. The Elders of the Jews
were the rulers of the Synagogues, and it
was under their care that the services in the
Synagogues were conducted. The Elders
of the primitive church are in Scripture
ranked with the Apostles, in investigating
difficulties, receiving reports, exercising
authority, issuing recommendations and
decrces. Peter and John, princes among
the Apostles, class themselves with the
Llders.—The Eldership held an important
and honored place in the church under the
old dispensation ; and it was continued in
the church under the new dispensation.
Indeed it is perhaps the only office which
the Christian Church has inherited from
the Jewish Church. The Eldership in this
full meaning comprehends our Presbyters,
Bishops, Overscers, Pastors, Teachers,
Rulers.  All these church officers are of the
same rank ; all these are difierent names of
the sume class of officers according to the
gifts conferved on them and the work they
have to do.

The Preshyterian  Chureh, following
primitive example, has a plurality of Elders
inevery congregstion. Aad although we
are not all considered to be grey-haired,
venerable, or patriarchal, yet we all should
have the sober-mindedness, the stability,
the exemplary piety, strong faith, and the’
judicial calmness, that come with years;
and as for the matter of age,—if we were
as sure to improve and advance 'step by
step in other necessary qualifieations as we
are to advance in years, all weuld soon be
well with us and we would not need to he
ashamed in the gate.

Ruling Tlders of the right stamp are
called by the voice of the people, divinely
qualified, and set apart by the anthority of
Jesus Christ, to be leaders in the church.
At their ordination they express belief in
the Word of God and in a Kingdom of

Christ in this world distinct from, and not ~

subordinate to, any earthly power. They
acknowledge the Presbyterian form of
church government to be in accordance with
the Word of God; and they promise sub-

wission to the church, in the Lord. They-

solemnly pledge themselves that, while
cherishing & spirit of brotherhood to all the
faithful followers of Christ, they will seek
the purity, edification, peace and extension
of this church. They declare thatzeal for
the glory of God, love to the Lord Jesus
Christ, and a desire toadvance the interests
of His kingdom are their great motives and
chief inducements to enter the office of the
Eldership; and they promisz through
grace, faithfally, diligently and cheerfully
to discharge all its duties.

A Rulmg Elder’s theology s]xould at ‘ 
least extend to n'thorough Lnowlcdge of ‘

the Bible and the symbols of our.church.

He should be well ncquamte\l Witk alt the
work of our own church in the Home Mis-
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sion fiold and away off among the Heathen ;
and as'a Presbyterian efice-beaver he should
know something of the position of the
brethren throughont these Provinces and
the wide world, Thero is no charch mere
widely scattered than ours, and there isnone
that can justly lay claim to a unity so
hearty and so thorough threughoat all
her branches. A knowledgo of the yeshy-
terian cause in all its vast exsent will
strengthen and cheer us and greatly in-
crease 8 healthy feeling of brotherheod.
Our position as Raling Elders demands
‘experieuce, wisdom, simplicity of aim, and
purity of motives. Ministers look to s for
co-operation, help and council in all their
work. We are to be to a large extent their
eyes to see and report, and their hands to
execute. ‘Tho people look to us for guid-
ance ; and they should be able to do so ip
good faith, Let us magnify eur office not
to agprandize ourselves, but to glorify Him
who appointed this office and to justify the
wisdom of His arrangements in the face of
men. Xor, however Scriptural our church
order, onr ritual, our ctandards,—if we, the
office-bearers, cease to be living workers in
the church, the church must either cast us
off or herself share in our doom of death.
The Jewish Church was divine in her con-
stitation and ritual to the minutest partica-
lar; everything was prescribed, from the
garments of the priests to the pins of the
Tabernacle; yet when the Jews came to
idolize the means and regard them as the
end, God rejected the whole system and
stampea upon it the seal of His reprobation.
If we exalt our church system, any part of
it, into the place due to Christ, if we sacri-
fice sonls to it, we make 8 Moloch of it;
we may be sure that God’s frown shall
darken all our way, and the systemn in
which we glory shall gather shame and not
honour from our conduct,~a shame in
which we must deeply share. . .
Other churches in their organizations are
striving to reach the Presbyterian model.
The largest body of ‘Christians in America,
the Methpdists, arc about to introduce into
their system what is practically equivalont
to our Ruling Eldership. Even the prelatic
churches find it necessary to move in the

same dircction.  This is n testimony to the
efticicncy of owr order for which we should
be grateful. The question shat presses
upon us i3 this, shall we, in eur sphere,
repel other bodics from our systemn by show-
ing them how dead and cold and uscless—
how worldly, and weak, the Presbytevian
Elderahip is 7—or shall we show them as
we ought, loyal, brave and honess Chrisiian
men mighty in the Seriptures, styong and
prevailing in prayer,—* laymen” so far as
everyday scealar work is concerned,~—of
the people, with and among the people,—
but “clergy’ iu the best and enly true
sense of the word~men who love the
church for the sake of Mim whose the
church is,~whe rally yound their Pastors
and aid them by their prayers, connsels, and
Jabours of love; men who instruct the
ignomnt, warn the erring, rcbuke the un-
ruly and rebellious ; who visit the sick, help
the poor, sympathize with the sorrowing;
men who arc net afraid or ashamed of the
Cross, and are models of temperance, in-
tegrity, conmnen scuse, manliness, and de-
votion to the Redcemer’s Kingdom.—A
consistent Christian life is the bess avgument
in fayour of the seligion of Christ ; a consis-
tent and cfficient Xldership doing well their
work in Session, and Presbytery, and
Synod, is the best practical argument in
support of Presbyterianism. We have
therefore grave respomsibilities with relation
to churches net of owr exder. God has en~
trusted us with & good, & rational, n serip-
tural model ; It us be trae to it not onlf
for the sake of those who are within ouy
church, but also for the sske of these whe
are without.

‘Weare elccted by the people and ordained:
or set apart by the anthoerity of tho church.
If inany degree worthy of our place it is
true also that the Holy Ghost las called,
clected, and ovdained us, and given usa
place in the tine Apestolic saceession, Qur
commission i3 from bheaven. We have
vowed to God; woe mnto us if we ‘neglect
to perform.our vow. Ouor offics is a preci-
ous tglent committed to us by Ged ; let e
take heed that we use it so that when our
account is given in we shall get the reward
of good and faithful servants. W ave ac-
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countable o men and to God for the way
in which we fill this office; for our own
sake, for the sake of the church, and espe-
cially for Christ’s sake we must be faithful.

On the Eldership rests to a very large ex-
tent the responsibility of keeping the church
pure. The Session admits members to the
communion of the visible church ; and thus
the character of the communion roll depends
on the vigilance and wisdom of the Elders.
I: is the Session’s work to administer dis-
cipline, to expel the contumacious, to vindi-
cate the innocent, and keep careful watch
over all.
rests with the Session. The success of
Satbath Schools and of Prayer Meetings
depends on the hearty and vigorous co-

. cperation of the Elders. There isno de-
partment of church work in which they
may not make themselves eminently usefuls

"The sick, the dying, and those who mourn
tho dead have special claims on the Elder-
ship. ““Is any sick among you %—lct him
call for the Elders of the church, and let
them pray over him.” The chief shepherd
of the shecp has set an example of tender-
ness aud care for the widow, the fatherless,
the stranger and the poor.

The Ruling Elder must be a blamcless,
dircumspeet and attentive man, who watches
carefully over his charge; one who is
prompt to embrace opportunities of useful-
ness 3 ¢ moderato in all his desives and in-
dulgences ; meek, kind and prudent towards
all men ; given to hospitality especially to-
wards the poor; not greedy of filthy luere
nQt quanrelsome; resigned, peaceable, for.
giving.”  “The folly, ostentation, con-
formity to the world, cxtravagance and
ungodliness of an IElder’s family will
inevitable and greatly lesson his influence
and provent his uscfulaess as well &s rmin
Ius comfort.”—Scott.

Elders should be examples of pliant
temper *f so far as their own interests and
humonrs ave concerned, but firm in the
cause of God;: their children shonld be
patterns of good condfict and the blessed
results of faithfal training.”

Recently,
when the Irish Presbyterian Church had to
confront the crisis of her history, when she
had to determine whether she wasto bea
living aud cxpansive church, or a dwarfed
and dying sect, the me® who struck the
keynote of the noble music to which she is
now marching to glory, and honour, and
immertality, were hor Ruling Elders.—

Bishop Burnet tells us that in Queen.

Elizabeth’s day it was proposed by the
traly Protestant party in the Church of
England to introduce the Eldership, but
the Queen and Burleigh disliked the pre-
posal, sceing danger in it to the royal
prevogative ‘“gince if the conceins of re-
religion came into popular hands, there
would be a power set up distinct from the
Queen’s, over which she conld have no
authority.” In the rejection of this pro-
posal may we not read much that is dark
and wild and hopclessly errant in the story
of the Anglican Establishment?

The Elders or Presbyters are all, as we‘.

believe, regarded in Scripture as one

class of office-bearers; and our charch

rightly holds the “ parity of Presbyters”
as a fundamental prmoxple Yet; we must
recognize differences of functlon Hecording
to thc gifts and calling of the Head of the
Church. Some are distinetively Preaching
Elders ; others are Ruling Elders, Butthe
Elder who isa Pastor, i# also s Rilling
Elder. He combines the two furictions.
According to Scripture teaching' as well-as
analogy we hold that the Ruling Elder,
while his distinctive function is to rule,

should also be o feacking Elder according to -

his ability whenever opportanity offers,
whonever the necessities of the pcdp}e de:
mand it.

When'a congregation Is without a Pastor
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it devolves especially upen the Ruling
Elders to maintain the public worship of
God in thut congregation—to wateh with
redoubled cave over the spiritual welfare of
the people.

The Ruling Elders have & large majority
in the Kirk Session, and arc therefore to
the extent of their power and influence re-
sponsible for the proper and efficient conduct
of all Sessionsal affairs.

They have an equal vaice and vote in the
Presbyteries, Synods and Assemblies with
ministers, and they have therefore an equal
weight of responsibility with respect to the
policy and work of the church as a whole.
Indeed if we are to bear in mind the fact
that they are distinctively Ruling Elders we
might possibly feel prepared to look to
them for controlling infucnce in the
government of the church all the way up
from her primary congregational courts
her general councils. Itis at any rate in
the highest degree desirable that our Ruling
Elders should become more generally alive
to their responsibilities as rulers, not merely
in the congregation, but in relation to the
charch at large, and shounld thus dutifully
attend meetings of the higher church courts
whenever practicable.

Our responsibilities are in proportion to
our abilities and our opportunities ; and
th 'se opportunities are becoming daily more
iuviting. The Sabbath School, the Prayer
Meeting, the Bible Class, sick-beds,
death-beds, sad homes of the hungry
and ignorant poor, the godless neighbour-
hood, the mission school; the schemes
of the congregation and of the church:
chareh courts ; herd is scope enough for all
our cvergies ; here is an arena most inviting
to al! who love hard and steady work for
the Masici’s sake. Woe unto us if in the
faco of such opportunities we sink into self-
wise obstructives, sulky and wmulish do-
nothings, or glib tongued fault-finders,

Our yesponsibilitics as Elders are impres-
sively indicated by the faot that the Chris-
tian people arc *divinely commanded to
«obey us—to ackuowledge us—to esteem us
very highly.; and, if we rule well, to count
s worthy of double honour. Christ dwells
in the church ; we are His officers, and our

skill.

special work, our highest honour is to lead,
instruct, encourage, assist the members of
His body. “ Allthese things we profess and
promisc as we shall be answerable at the
coming of the Lord Jesus Christ with all
His saints, and as we would be found in
that happy company.”

THE LORD HATH NEED OF THEM.

Joy and gratitade should fill our souls
at the thought that the Lord hath need of
us oranything that is ours. He might car.
ry on His work through a succession of
stupendous miracles. He might make an-
gels alone his ministers. We might live
our Hitle life without ever enjoying the
hononr of being fellow-workers with God,

He has graciously ordained it otherwise,
He hath need of every onc of His children,
and of all that they can do for Him and
give to Him.

still sleep the sleep of spiritual desth under
grim shadow of paganism. He needs the
zloquence of Guthrio, the power and earnest-
ness of Spurgeon,~—the mauifold talents of
all great and good men. He nceds the
magnificent beuefactions of the wealthy,
the gifts of the millionnires, He needs the
strength of the strong man and the wisdom
of the wise. But hic hath nced also of the
lisping hosannas of our little childven, and
of the zeal and faith and love.of the com-
mon people.  ‘There is a place for the cnt
of the poor as well as for thedoliurs of the
rich.

He sends oue or two of -his disciples to
you and He asks vou for your aid. He de-
clares through themn that He hath nced of
you in various ways. Perhapsit is to build
a church—a place where souls are to be
born, a place whence the sweet incense of
praise shall ascend to His glorions name
from the hearts of contrite sinners. Per-
haps it is to strengthen. His cause in sume
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poor district where His peoplo are folv in
number, and where they struggle bravely
against the foe. It may be that Ho needs
vou to aid & 'Tract Society, a Bible Society,
a Pfayer Mecting, or a Subbath School.

As conunceted with the Preshyterian
Church the Lord hath need of you. What
can you do for Him ? You can strengthen
your own congregation in many ways.—
‘Lhis is of primary importance. This isa
duty from which you cannot under any pre-
tence be exensed. You can strengthen it
pecaniavily, raorally, spiritually. The way
lics straight before you ; all that is needed
is willingness to walk in it. Then the
Tovd culls for your help heyond the limits
of your own congregation. There are
- Home Missions, and Foreign Missions;
there is 2 Fund to aid weak charges; there
is an Education Fund. These—all these
have claims on you. The Lord calls ypu
to bear your part manfully in this work.

Dr. Geddie heard the Lord’s call and he
went fur off to labour smong the degraded
heathen.  George N. Gordon heard the call
and he responded, and his blood hus stained
the soil of Erromanga. Matheson, and
Johnston, and Morrison heard the call and
obeyed it unto death, and they now wear
the crowns of victory and life. These men
gave themselves 10 the most arduouns depart-
meng of the Churel’s work. What will
you give? A few weoks ago the Rev. K.
J. Grant heard the Master saying, I have
need of thee,' and straightway he accepted
the call, and he will soon be one of our fo.
reign missionarics. Thus day by day one
after another is conseerating himself to the
Lord’s work and obeying His call to arda-
ous spheves of labour at home or abroad.—
It is good and noble to place oursclves
wholly, unreservedly, at the Lord’s disposal.
'This is just what he requires.

Father—mother, the Lord nceds your
boy in the work of the ministry. Give him
up, not grudgingly, for the Lord loveth a
cheerful giver. Young man, the Lord needs
your services in the gospel. Do you not
hear the loud call—do you not feel it in your
Leart of hearts? O put it not away from
you. Agein, the Lord nceds your money
1o sastain the Educational and the Mission-

ary operations of the Church. Isitnot a
small matter to give freely and liberally to
Him who owns all? That money which
you spend on frivolities, or luxuries, oron -
injurious indulgences, take heed—the Lord
hath nced ofit. Do not rob Him that you
may smoke your pipe or drink your wines
or wear gay apparel, Let it not be said
concerning the Lord’s portion, “ Ye con-
stune it on your lusts.” . .
The day will soon come when the Lord
will not need us on earth—when He will
show plainly that He can do without us. He
calls away good and great men in the prime
of life, for this end perhaps, among others,
that we may see that though He desires the
aid of all and uses all, He can do without
them. Therefore, whatever our hands find
to do let us do it with all cur might, for the
night cometh when no man can work.

The land of the Inquisition; the citadel,
nay, rather the prison house of Popery, is
open to the Christian labourer. A blood-
less revolition has swept from its throne
the last remnant of an effete dynasty:; and
now, in the words of the great military
leader in the provisional Government, the
Christian teacher may take his Bible nnder
his arm, and traverse tho length and breadth
of the peninsula, proclaiming its sounl-saving
truths. . ’

Long has Spain sighed in darkness and
oppression.  Long have the nations won-
dered, Can these dry bones live? The op-
portunity has come ; and it will be contrary
to all past experience if the gospel prove
not there, as everywhere, the power of God,
and the wisdom of God unto salvation=
mighty through His power to the pulling
down of strongholds.

The Inquisition had beer established in
the twelith century, for the purpose of sup-
pressing the Church of the Albigenese, and
extending the power of the Papal See, a%
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the exfcnso of that of the local bishops, It
had deluged with blood the south of ¥rance,
and had been introduced into Spain so early
as the middle of the thirtéenth century —
But it was in 1481 that the General Inqui-
sition was opened in Scville, under the
auspices of Ferdinand and Isabella, artd the
infamous Torquemada commenced the
dreadful work, for the sake of which he
salemunly dedicated his tribunal to the ser-
vice of God and of their majesties. Under
she instigation of an unscrupulous sove-
reign, the functionavics of the Holy Office
set themselves zealously to work in sapping
the civil liberties of his people ; and obey-
ing as eagerly the injunctions of the sove-
xaign pontiff, they “suceeeded soon in extin-
guishing completely even the semblance of
religious freecom. Priestly anthority was
extended, and debasing ignorance prevailed.
‘The worship of the saints, or of the Imma-
culate Mary, and an abjectly superstitious
veverence for the priesthood, became the
weligion of the subjects of their most catho-
¥c majesties. .

Of the means employed in the accom-
plishment of these miserable ends, we can-
not now bear to speak. The rack and the
stake, the torture-cell and the auto du f7,
were the fitting tools of those who, in the
name of God, pursued their fiendish task

It has been computed by Llorente, that
from 1481 to 1808, when it was abolished
by Napoleon, the victims of the Spanish
Inquisition amounted to 341,021 persons.
Of these, 31,912 were burned, 17,659 burn-
ed in effigy, and 291,456 were tortured and
sabjected to severe penance.

Restored in 1814, the Inguisition wasnot
finally abolished till 1835; but even then
religious freedom was unknown in Spain,
for the persccution and the memory of
Manuel Matamoros are still fresh in our
minds and hearts. -

But now time of merciful visitation has
come : we pray God it may be prolonged—
it may abide ; but we would earnestly and
diligently improve it while it lasts, and con-
front the Romish Church in Spain with
the word of God, on which, professedly, it
rests, but the very sight of which it dreads
with such good cause.

The Bible Societies are nolly rising to
the occasion, and sparing no effort in the
dgread of the Scriptures. To follow up
these efforts, Spanish evangelists are urgent-
ly required.  Qur fellow-student, Mr. Vil-
iesid, returns shortly to his native land, the
first Spanish missionary of our Church;
_anotheris soon to follow ; and Mr. Jameson,
from our preachers’ list, %oes out as Super-
intendent for the National Bible Society.

By a unanimous resolution, we have de-
termined to devote our efforts during the
coming year to the raising of a fund for the
training of Spanish evangelists. Shall we

appeal to our Chuveh in vain, when we ask
her to send the pure gospel preached within
her borders to priest-ridden Spuin ?

LETTER FRGM REV. G. CHiNigUy,

Bipre: House, MoNTREAL,
CaNaDA, Aprd 27, 1870. z’

My Dear Mr. McGregor,—Your kind
Jetter with tho check of $200 is received,
and I have no words to suffiviently teli yon
m{ gratitudo and admiration at tlis new
token of the inexhaustible charity of the
Nova Scotia noble christians. I have im-
mediately sent that sum to relieve the moat
destitute and give bread to the most needy
of my dear converts; and let our benefac-
tors be sure of it, fervent prayers will go to
thé thvone of grace to ask our Heavenly
Father to pour his most abundant benedic-
tions upon them. Please be the interpreter
of my gratitude towards thosc of our dear
brethren who have imposed upon them-
selves such sacrifices to help us in this terri-
ble hour of desolation, by which it has
pleased God to try our faith.

You know, by my last letter, that I have
consented to work here a few months, after
which X will (D.V} go back tomy dear
colony of Illinois. But great efforts sre
made by the clergy of all the christian de-
nominations of Montreal to persnade e to
consecrate these last years of my life in
preaching the gospel in Canada; and I ask
you and all my friends of Nova Scotin to
ask the Father of light to give me his spirit,
that I may know Ais will, and do it. A
proposition will be made by the Rev, Mr.
MecViear, President of the Montreal Col-
lege, to the General Assembly of the Pres-
byterians of the United States in order to
induce them to take under their cave all my
missions which were connected with the
Canada Churches, that I may remain in
Canada.

The work of the evangelization of the
French Canadians of Montreal is progress-
ing in a most consoling way. Not aday
hus pussed yet without my rece’ving some
one who. venounces the errors of Rome to
accept the Truth as it is in Jesus.  Yester-
day fen gave me their names to become the
disciples of the Gospel; and every one of
these new converts is turned intoan apostle
of truth and scatter the light everywhere,
Not long ago, a public challenge has been
made to me by & Romaun Catholiv to discuss
some .f the points in controversey between
us ana the followers of the Pope. I have
not only accepted it, but I have offered
$100 to that ndan if he would persuade one
of his priests to come and help bim in that
discussion. But at the appointed day thero
was nobody to discuss, though an immense
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multitude of Roman Cutholies had eomo to
hear the  discussion which ,had beea an-
nounced in the'press. I was alone then to
gpeak. The result was that the next week,
20 heads of families renounced the errors of
Rome and aceepted the Gospel trlith, It
we count ths losses of Romoe und the gaing
of the Gospel canse these last six weeks, I
do not think that there is any exaggeration
in fixing them at 400, all, taken fathers,
mothers and chililren,

Ilelp us, dear brothers in blessing the
Lord for His mercies towards my countvy-
men.  We have the hopo that the days of
the conversion of Canada are come.  For
itisnot only the peopic of the city of
Montreal who want to hear what I have to
say ahout the errors of Rome, the people
of the couutry also invite me cverywhere;
and everywhere I o, great multitndes
come and hicar, and then publicly coufess
that what X suy is the truth,

In that way, the grood seed is sown every
where in our dear Canada, snd befove long,
we Lope to sec and reap the crop. NMay
that dny come soon. Ifor that, [::t every
disciple of Christ raise his supplicating
hands to the Throne of Grace to ask the
God of the Gospel to fill us with His
spirit of truth, and strength, and light,
that we may fulfil our task for His glory
and the salvation of the immeortal souls
which are still in the bondage of Egypt.

SYSTEMATIG SUPPORT GF THE LORD'S

GAUSE,

In previous numbers of the Record, I
have endeavaured to Iny firmly the founda-
tion for God’s claim upon our substance;
to demonstrate the importance of turning,
the attention of the Christiuns of this ener-
getic, active age, to the subject of systenta-
atic beneficence ; and to discover the height
and the depth, the length and the breadth
of the apostolic measure of Christian cou-

tribution ‘“as the Lord hath prospered.

you” In this article, which I intend shall
close the series, 1 wish to answer these
three questious ; Who are to contribate for
the support and spread of the gospel ?—
When are they to make their appropriations
for this pnrpose ? and, How are their offer-
ings to reach the treasury of the Lord ¥—

At the outset, let it be observed that the
apostolic precept, which the Caureh’s Com-
mittce on Systematic Benoficence have
adopted as their basis, farnishes a clear and
definite answer to them all.  Are wo asked,
“ Who shonkl contribute?”” We answer
with the apastle, “ Jvery one.” There is
no mistaking the sweep and compass of
these universal terms.  ‘The « every one”
here must mean every individual whom the
apostle’s words reach. The precept comes
with authority and power to &ll, to high
and low, to rich and poor, to bond and free.
It is binding alika upon hushand and wite,
parent and child, master and servant,
minister and people. It is designed as a
ruje ot life to the unbeliever, as well as to
the believer ; for of the persous and property
of both, Jehovah is thie Great Proprictor.
True, the ungodly may ignoreor deny qxeir
stewardship, but they cannot possibly escape
from the obligations which it necessarily
entailed upon-hem. But with peculiar
encrgy this command presses itself wpon
the Christian. He knows and feels that in
cvery sense he belongs to God. Horemem-
bers that as his Creaior and Preserver
Johovah is his Lord ; that as his Redcoraer,
Jesus Christ Yies securdd aright to him and*
his by purclinse ; and that by a voluntary
surrender of himself to his Saviéur he has
given himself, all ho is and all he has, to his
rightful Sovoreign. With an emphasis
then wmightily increased, the apostle, nd-
dressing himself to those who have been
redecmed by the blood of Christ, purified
anil appropriated by the indwelling of His
Spirit, and led by His grace to declave that
they are not their own but bought. with &
price, poiuts out their duty, “ Letevery one *
of you lay by lhim in store as God hath
praspered him.” ’

This duty of every hearer of the Gospel
to consecrate a ue proportion of his sub-
stance to the advancement of the.cause of
God, I am anxicus to state with cléarness,
decision, and energy. Iam urgent in press
ing it upon the atrention of all my readers,
because it is a duty which is sadly neglected.
Facts and figures bear out this dssertion.
It were easy to have proof from every
quarter. But confining my atténtion toouy .
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own church, itis pertinent to inquire, If
this apostolic precept were at all regarded
could it have been published to the worlds
as it has been in our statistical tables, that
the offerings of onr members and adherents
for all purposes, both at home and abroad,
for the year 1868, fell below a dollar and a
half each, or something less than threc
cents a piece per week 7 If we realized our
stewardship, could we have been made to
blush by the announcement that for the
salvation of more than 600,000,000 of
perishing heathen, those connected with our
church as communicants and adherents, are
contributing on an average about five cents
a piece per annum ?  Without the slighest
hesitation, we answer, No. Beyond ques-
tion there are among us many who give
generously, so that the conclusion forces
itsclf irresistibly upon us that the injunction
of the apostle, ¢ Leteveryoneof you lay hy
him in store,” has by a very large number
been entirely ignored or forgotten, and that
therc are hundreds, possibly thousands,
who are absolutely doing nothing for the
extension of the Redeemer’s Kingdom in
the world.

But passing to our sccond question :
‘When ought we 0 make our appropriation
of property to God’s cause? Is it only
once in the year at [*s expiration, when its
work is done, its losses estimated, its pro-
fits counted; when all other obligations
have been met, and we are in a position to
judge whether or not we can afford to give
anything for the support and spread of the
gospel? Is it merely on every occasion
when a special and emaphatic cail is made
upon us by the Church, whether from the
pulpit or by the collector callivg upon us to
seek our contributions? The apostle pute

" aside both these methods, as well ss many
others, by his simple hut mach more effec-
tive method, * On the first duy of the week
let every one of you lay by him in store.”
As the contributing for the support and
spread of the gospel isa duty to te dis-
charged, there must be a time for its pes-
formance. As itis an important duty, it
should havea fixed and specified time.  As

.3t isa duty which makes larze demands

. Bpou us, the time appointed ought to recur

trequently. Asitis a duty spiritual in its
essence, though materinl in its accidents,
the time fixed should be that in which the
mind and heart are under the most hallow-
ed influences. For all these things the
apostolic rule makes provision. A particu-
lar time is specified. It vecurs frequentyy,
once a week. Itis the holy Sabbath. The
interesting and impressive associations con.
nected with the first day of the week, which
make it pre-eminently suitable for the right
performance of the duty, are known to all
who understand the design and uses of the
Sabbhatic institution. It recalls the period
of the creation, when God made the world,
and placed it, with all its treasures, under
the control of man, to he used for the glory
of the great Creator. It reminds us of the
rest of satisfaction and delight which He
enjoyed, when, ceasing from labour, He
Jooked upon the work of His hands and
saw all very good. It is intimately asso-
ciated also with the work of our Lord Jesus
Christ. It reealls to our minds his glorious
resurrcction by which he entered into His
rest as God had into His. Itis the day on
which the gospel is most widely preached,
and the Spirit of Grace most largely shed
abroad in the hearts of men. Itis more-
over the day sacred to rest and worship.
And oh when the Christian thinks of all
this, when he reflects upon God’s kindness
in creating and furnishing such a beantiful
world for lis dwelling-place; when he re-
calls the fact, that after by sin he had for-
feited all claim toit, and to every other
bLlessing, Jesus Christ by His ohedient life,
satisfactory death, and triumphant resurree-
tion sccured blessings for him richer and
hetter than those which he liad lost, the
pardon of sin, the gift of the spirit, and a
brighter, more beautiful, purer and happier
home in heaven; when his understanding
has heen informed hy the truth, his heart
warmed by the Holy Spirit, and his soul is
savished with the prospect of the cternal
rest which remains for the people of God,
of which the carthly dubbath is only the
symbol, ishe not in the hest possible condi-
tien of mind and heart to acknowledge thc
loving-kindness of the Lord, and will not
an offering of his substance, presented then
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and there, if it flow from gratitude to God
and love to the Saviour, be as acceptable
an act of worship as the psalms of praise
which he sings, or the utterances of his full
overflowing heart in expressions of thanks-
giving to God? And is it not hecause this
great truth, that offerings of gold and silver
presented to God from right motives are
true and acceptable worship, has been to
such a large cxtent lost sight of, that we
find some people ofijecting to the taking of
collections on the Sabbath in the house of
God? And may not thesame fact account
also for so many persons bringing so fre-
quently as their offering, the smallest coin
in the realm, just ss the Ysraclites some-
-times brought the torn, and the lame, and
the blind to the altar of God, and thus in-
sulting the Almighty with o miserable ex-
hibition of tiicir own sclfishness, when they
onght to be honouring him with generous,
large-hearted, liberal contributions of that
which He has gracicusly given them.—
Never, till our free-will offerings arc gene-
rously regarded as the invariable expression
of gratitude, as the natural and necessary
manifestation of love, and are consequently
dignified with o place among our acts of
worship, will Christians obtain a correct
view of their nature and design, or the
Church be favoured with fiequent repeti-
tions of such scenes as the disciples wit-
nessed when & grateful, loving, devoted
woman brought her alabaster box ot oint-
ment, worth three hundred pence, and
pourcd it npon her Saviour’s head, securing
for herself this blessed assurance of his ac-
ceptance,  She hath done what she could.
Verily I say unto you, When this gospel
shaui be preached, this also that she hath
done shall be spoken of for a memorial of
her.”

Already, Mr. Editor, X have trespassed
t00 fax upon your space, and the last of the
three questions proposed still presses for an
answer ; How are our offerings to reach the
treasury of the Lord 2 My reply is briefl
The offerers themselves must bring them.
Indisputably this is the Seripture method.
The Israclites were commanded to bring the
first of their first ripe fruits to God’s house,
In prospect of the erection of the tabernacle

in the wilderness, the proclamation was
issued, “ Take ye from among you an offer-
ing unto the Lord, whosoever is of a willing
heavt let him bring it.” ‘The Jewish saéri-
fices were invariably brought to tho house of
the Lord. No legal machinery was provided
for the collection of tithes, but when the
Jews withheld them, they were startled by
the charge of robbery, and instructed to
bring all the tithes unto God’s storc-house.
The same method held under the new
dispensation, for in the glorious morning of
primitive Christianity, “as many as were
possessors of land: or houses sold them,
and brought the price of the things that
were sold and laid them down at the
apostles’ feet.” Tt would seem also that
this is the mode of the apostalic preceps
which we are studying, for tliough some
intespret the phrase, ““lay by him in store,”
as meaning, at home, such an interpretation
is scarcely consistent with the expressed
object which Paul had in view'in urging
the practice, *“ that there be no gatherings
when X come.”” Dr. Hodge affirms that the
words translated “to lay by him in store,”
means “te lay by himself,”” and that “ the
direction is nothing more definite than let
him place by himself, 7. e., let him take to
himself what he means to give.” But cven
the ordinary view is not inconsistent with
that which we would press upon our
readers, for while every Christian congrega-
tion should have its public treasury in the
sanctuary, every Christian man, ‘every
heaver of the Gospel, ought to have his
private treasury for the offerings of the
Lord at home. Into the oae heshould put
lis conscerated substance from time to
time, and from it draw as circumstances
may dictate to replenish the others.

My Christian readers, this is God’s phan,
I reiterate the rule which He has given that
it may stand out before your minds ir all
its native simplicity, comprchensiveness,
and efficacy. ** Upon the first day of the
week, let every one of you lay by him in.
store, as God hath prospered him, that
therc be no gatherings when Icome” Do
notsay that this rule was intended for the
Corinthian Christians only, for sach & posi-
tion is uttcrly indefensible.  There is not a
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shadow of proof that it is not as universal
in its application as any other precept con-
tained in the cpistle. Nay, the passages
expressly guarded against so Iimited an ap-
plication. Notice how itis prefaced, “ as
I have given order in the churchés of
Galatin even so do ye.”

Oh that this blessed rule so heavenly in
its origin, so beantiful in its simplicity, and
30 effectivein its operation, were universally
adopted. Our collectors would be spared
their thankless toil, onr congregations freed
from their painfal heart-bumnings and
bickerings over accumulnting arrcars, and
our ministers delivered from their dis* ss-
ing embarassments. The Treasury o: the
Lord would be filled to overflowing, waste
places would be caltivated, and missionaries
of the cross sent to every land. God would
be glorified, Christ honoured, and the Holy
Spirit magnified. Towards the adoptioh
of this rale the ehurch is tending. Large,
iufluential societies for the promotion of
systematic Beuncficence have been formed
both in Britain and America. Through
the instrumentality of the press, the plat-
form, and the pulpit, they are enlightening
the Church’s conscicnee and swaying the
hearts of Christians. What is nceded to
give efficacy to alksuch efforts isa Penti-
costal baptism, in the enjoyment of which
Christians shall be instracted more than
ever in the “Grace of our Lord Jesus
Christ,” and feel constrained in this, as
well as in other ways, to give thanks ““ nnto
Goa tor His unspeakable gift,”

Oue Loveign Wissions.

‘WE have received no communication
from Dr. Geddie since his armival in Aus-
tralia. From private corresponderce, how-
ever, dated Feb. 26, we learn that he has
been travelling and speaking, chiefly in the
Colony of Victoria, whither the Dayspring
proceeded, after a short stay of a few weeks
at Sydney. His tife, we have no doubt,
has been fally occupied in connection with
the work which is so dear to him.

In and around Geelong, to which the
Dayspring went, the people have shewn

gveat interest in the mission. Large meet-
ings have been held, and the numbers of
children visiting the Duyspring have been
almost fabulous. About 3,000 came by
train from Ballarat, a distance of fifty-tour
miles, accompanied by 500 adults, Sabbath
Scheol Teachers and friends, and accom-
plished their object without accident.m
Some of the little party had never secn the
sea or a ship hefore.  Captain Fraser, and
Rev. D. McDonald, who has laboured so
indcfatigably for the mission and for the
Dayspring, would feel considerably relieved
when ‘it was over.”

We are happy to leara that Rev. Mr.
Goodwill and lady have arrived in safety,
and have met Dr. end Mrs. Geddie at Gee~
long.

We furnish our readers in the preseng
number with an interesting letter from
Mrs. Neilson (Dr. Geddie’s second daugh-
ter), written in part from Aniwa, Oct. 21st,
angd conclnded at ‘Tanna, Nov. 3rd, at her
own home, which will be read with much
interest,

The statement of facts given in another
column from the Edinburgh Scotsman,
shews in short compass the character of the
traffic so eften exposed and condemned by
our missienaries as man-stealing, and onc
more of its direful eficcts, as seen in the
murder of & nephew of the missionary—
John Williams.

Private letters have also been received
from Rev. J. D. Gordon, from Espiritu,
Santo, ot date Sept. 15th, and from Por-
tinia Bay, Erromanga, Dec. 4th. At both
dates and at beth places Mr. Gordon was
well, and actively engaged in his Master’s
work. .
(Eztract of o letter from BMrs. Neilson,

dated Aniva, Oct, 21, 1869.)

We left Erromangs a week ago, bringing
Mr. and Mrs, McNnir with us to visit the
Patons, as Mrs. McNair required a change.
Mr. Neilson was appointed to visit around
Tanna in the Dayspring; but I had made
up my mind to remain at Port Resolution
while he did so, as I mever take aseca-
voyage more than X can help ; weareallso
sick.  However, on landing here, M.
Paton persuaded me it world be better to
remain with her, and_everyone thought it
an excellent plan, as it Is not the pleasant-
est thing in the world to be alone amongst
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a number of savages. Y do net think you
ever saw Aniwa. It is & flat, coral Island,
small and not populous. M. and Mrs.
Paton were settled among them at 2 most
favorable time, just when the labours of the
teachers had commenced to tell, and a
number of the heathen were ready to throw
off idolatry. Asa proof of their sincerity
they gave their missionary the sacred
ground to build upon. While I sit writing
1 couldalmost fancy myself in the country.
The house is half a mile from the shore,
and we cannot see the sea.  Just as you go
out of the gate there is u large grove of
cocoa-nut trees, and from there down to
the shore a nice road, shaded by trees on
cither side, forming a sort of natural
avenue. Our host and hostess are ex-
tremely kind and pleasant. One part of
Tanna is very near here, and Port Resolu-
tion itself is not very fiur away; but we
neither have the time or inclination to cross
the sex in open boats.

We were just talking this morning about
our far away fricnds. Mrs. Paton was
telling me about a letter she had from her
sister in Edinburgh, describing last Christ-
mas and its pleasures, and then X told her
about theone I receive from you every
vear, aboxt the same time; and we bot.
sympathized with each other in the home-
sick feeling such recitals send to the heart.
O what & weary longing I have to sce yor
sometimes, aud to introduce you to my
husband and little ones! You were allud
ing in your letter to the trials missionarics
have to endere in regard to provisions.
Now there is, of course, & great cffort made
to get our steres good; but every year
some one or another suffers from something
being bad. Flour is the wmast important
article, ard the first year ours was dreadful,
also the sagar. Yast year mamma and
ﬁapa suffered the same way, o also did the

IcNairs.

The room is rapidly darkening—no
twilight here. I hope to hear—sail, ho! in
the morning, and be at my own home at
night. i

TaxNa, Nov. 3, 1869.

Just two weeks have elapsed since, in
the dark of the evening, Ibade good-hye to
our friends at Aniwa, and going on board
the Dayspring, retited to my cabin, hopiag
to awsake in the morning-and find myself
at Tanna. I was glad encogh when day-
light came and I could go up on deck to
gaze on our lovely Island as we neared it.
Beaatiful it always is, but never did it ap-
pear moreso t¢ me than in the dawn of
that bright Ocrober day, when the first
golden beams of the sun lit _up the now
familiar seene, and Ifelt that I was coming
home. Swifily and gracefully our litile
vessel left the rough sca behind her, and

gliding into_the calm waters of the bay,
casg anchor just in sight of a certain white
cottage perched on a hill, at once the best,
the prettiest and happiest dwelling in Post
Resolution. You may be sure Mr. Neilson
was not long in coming off to take us on
shore, where we were met and warmly
welcomed by our Aneitenmese teachers,
while the smiling faces and friendly voices
of the Tannese gave us also a very pleasant
grecting ; vet, then, as I looked around and
saw the mark of heathenism stamped in
every countenance—man, woman, and child
—an caraest longing arose in my heart for
the happy time when the sons and daugh-
ters of Tanna shall cast aside their idols
and bow down before the trae God. But
hardly had this wish risen befgre I saw our
old Chief approaching, his venerable form
and mild features forming a'pleasant pice-
tare to look upon, while his whole appear-
anoe contrasted most favoarably with that
of his countrymen; aad looking at Nower
we could thank God and take courage;
still remember that he is aged, weak alike
in body and mmd, with very little know-
ledge of Gospel traths, and to look =t
things in a more wordly point of view, his
influence is neither seen nor felt by those
who rank as his subjects. Indeed, almost
every third man will tell you that he isa
chief, and therefore quite able tv rnle him-
self and any of his more passive neighboars
who will yield 1o kis sway. For instance,
not far from our house live two natives who
strive to invest all strangers with & due
sense of their importance, by informing
them they are “ by chiefs; but we have
never been able to find out more than two
people acknowledging  their supremacy.
Onc of them, to add -dignity to himself,
has taken the name of Missi Brown, and
dacs not scem to comprchead me when I
tell him I like his own wvative name much
botter. I am sorry to say we look forward
to this man and his companion as being
most troublesome and dangerous characters
todenl with. They are leaders in all kinds
of mischicf, and devoted to the traders.—
At present they do not appear to be prejo-
diced against us, and nothing could exceed
their biandness on every occasion that we
meet. However degraded he may be, Lam
quite convinced that the savage who has
never frequented the haunts of the vicious
white man is preferable to his brother whe
has added to his own evil practices the
many viees he has learned during his inter-
coarse with these ungodly men. Itis &
fearful thing to know of o poople openiag
the greatest feast of the scason by falling
on t{ﬁeir knees and giving thanks to the
cvil spirits, as has been the custom here;
but will it ot be impnted 2 greater sin to
thoso who try to deprive these poor crea-
tures of the life-giving Gospel by telling
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them to refuse it, for it will only bring®

sickness and death amongst them. And
how often has this Story heen repeated to
the natives of this island, till, humanly
speaking, we alinost wonder that they now
cousented to receive a missionary or tencher
atall.  We have very little hope of being
free from tiacers on this island, and espe-
cially at this station. We can only trust
that when the cyes of the people are opencd
to see the evil of their own ways, they will
not be found “ walking in the counsel of
the ungodly,” nor standing in the way of
?‘_'u]n’l’ers, nor sitting in the seat of the scorn-
ul.

This is the busiest scason of the year,
beiny the time for planting. The natives
are either burning and clearing the ground,
enclosing it with the pretty reed fences, or
piling up momnds of earth, in which they
put their vams. The poor women, you
niay he sure, have their share, and a grent
deal more than their share, of the labor;
for happy is the man considered who
possesses the gseatest number of wives tol
do his work. Then when the evening
comes they must have ‘water in veadiness
for his lordship to mix with his kava.—
They must gather wood and cook their
evening meal,—the provisions for which
they bave carried home on their backs,—
the hushand sometimes assisting, but
always appropriating the smallest share of
the burden.  Sometimes the tyranny of the
hushand is such that the human nature of
the Tanna woman (long atcnstomed as she
is toit) cannot stand it any longer, and
she tries to make away with herself, We
have had two cases in the district of wo-
men almost dead hy hanging, that is when
Mr. Neilson was called in to bring them to,
which he managed with great difficulty.
One was an Aneiteusr woman, who has
lived here from her childhood, and married
a man of the island.  She has been rather
a favorite of mine, and one of the most
hopetul females about.  Her husband has
also been very sociable, often dropping in
Jjust about tea-time, and telling very plainly
by his countenance that he would enjoy a
cup of tes as well, if not tetter, than our-
selves, being a greater treat to him. X
confess that these remotc requests were
more favorably received by me than when
morc outspoken, so “ Kissoen” got his
te, and he and I were great friends. M.
Neilson spoke to him very seriously when
he went to visit his wife, and finished off
by sendivg him to me to get tea for her.
I gave it to him, but preserved a dignified
silence, not offering him any. Bye-and-
bye he returned with a large yam as a pre-
sent, by which he meant that our fricndship
was, I suppose, still to continue in spite of
our tokens of displeasure at his conduct.
Ob, I do feel so indignant sometimes when

- I sec the poor women with their backs all
scarred hy the ropes with which they tie on
their baskets of hurden, or worac still, where
a husband has left the marks of his brutal
violence. And so used are the poor crea-
tures to their conditien that if o quarrel
has occurred and we sympathize with the
wife, they are alimost certain, from habit
more than anything clse, to take the pare
of the husband. I do long so earnestly to
break through the chains that bin@ my
tongrue and talk freely to the people. Tven
the lintle knowledge that I have gained
wakes me feel so much more at home with
them. If you could only peep in and see
my every-day life in Tanna, you would
perceive that I have not many idle mo-
ments.  To begin with, we have no assist-
ance whateyer from the Tanuese. As yet,
it would he quite beneath their dignity to
do anything for us, although they can
work for the traders to get tobacco, muskets,
powder, &c. This, of course, increases our
own work ; then we have two little folks
who require much attention and many
stitches. T am sure I could keep a ¢ sew-
ing machine” in censtant motion.—
Then do pot say I have no visitors to
entertain, no calls to receive or return, for
this is the very thing that takesup & great
part of my time.  Of all sexes, ages, and
rauks, they come. Royalty itself enters
my doors, and I must show it due atten-
tion, 50 as to produce a good impression on
the heathen mind.  Strangers have to be
shown all over the hause, although that is
no great trouble, as far as dimensions are
concerned ; but then they mnust look at
everything, excaim 50 often, and ask so
many questions; and we must keep our
eyes open lest some small articles should
be spirited away and taken into their own
keeping by some not over pelite guest.—
Baut, after all, T find myself and the chil-
dren hy fav the greatest curfosities’ atd
attractions in the estimation of thesc indi-
viduals, for they consider o white female as
belonging to quite a different class of
Leings from a black one.

Two gentlemen are looking in at the
window while I write. One has his hair
very long, reaching down his back; the
other has it shorter, and tied in & bunch at
the back of his head; making it look just
like a Iady’s chignon. They stop the
thread of my discourse every minute by a
question or remark. One asks, “ What
aye you making 7’ X answer a letter. Is
it 1o “Beretana?” No: it is to Nova
Scotia. What sort of a place is Nova
Scotin? It is a very good place. Arve the
people like the people in Sydney 7 Yes:
are von making 2 paper about the people
of Tanna? Yes: I am writing abont

them. Well, then, tell the people in Nova
Scotia that plenty of bad men come to
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steal tho people here; and tell them to
send & man-of-war to stop it.

Now, you are only one of the inhabitan’s
of Nova Seotin; but I thouzht I would
give you the mwessage given to me. And
there my friends are saying, ¢ Mawm ;” and
Iean assure you I am very glad to get nid
of them fora little while. Poo: creatures!
they are at once iuteresting, troublesome,
loveable, and annoying.  What a blessing
it is that wehave the Aneitennese teachers
between us and them, for with the former
we have macts, in common, that the Tan-
nese neither care nor think about !

There is not much talk at present of the
people here going to war with the inland
tribes, which you may be sure is a great
comfort to us. The turmoil they were in
last rainy season has made us dread the
repetitition of such a state of things.—
However, by way of keeping their fighting
powers in exercise, the different districts
have heen gening up some quarrels among
themselves. A week azo Nowar’s people
were all out for a fight, or rather pretended
they were, for I very much doult if they
meant to come 1o blows. After a good deal
of loud talking they went home; and the
old chicf told us it was because he scolded
them so that they gave it up, but I rather
think it was because it suited themselves.
Again, yesterday, ¢ Nowkas ” people acted
in the very same manner. In both cases
women were the causes of the quarrel, who
sre, notwithstanding the way they are
treated, very much valued. One of theh s
quite a “ belle,”—a very fair native, with
ahead of thick, dark hair, not frizzy, but
airly.  Not heing acenstomed, however, 1o
the use of a brush and comb, she allows it
1o hang over her forchead, which is com-
pletely hildden ; buc underneath peep out
her bright, black exes and her really fancy
little mouth, with its white, pure teeth.
Her hushand has appropriated lerself and
another girl, the two bnghtest and clever-
et in the district, to himself. Some of
the young men who find it difficult to get
wives, resolved with the youny lady’s con-
sent 0 steal her away, which they man.
ated, keeping her hudden in o tree during
tie day fime, and taking her secretly to &
housc at night.  This conld not last long,
soshe came and staid near us with some
women, whose hushands sre away, while
ler husband and his friends, and her ad-
mirer and his party, quarelled over her.
She has now gone home, so I think there
villbean end to the affnir. This “ Wa-
ton,” as they call her, is one of the girls
that T should Tike 1o be able to influence in
the right direction; but I have to be care-
fulin the notice T take of her, as she is apt
1 become too forward. I have several
times had to reprove her for such unlady-
ke gctions as walking in through the

window, sitting on the table, &c. Iris
very ditlicult to do anything among such
patives as these, wheve the young girls are
all wives and the children hetrothed. Itis
not time yot for me to be disheartened, for
I trust Lam just at the very beginning of
my missionary life ; hut of course our pros-
peets are not very bright; yet in many
things we have heen agreeably disappoint-
ed,—but it is only by living among hen-
thens that their wretchedness and degrada-
tion can be fully realised. We are ox-
pecting the Dayspring in soon from the
northern islands. She made us a short
visit about three weeks ago on her way
thither. Papa was on board, but had only
time to cotne on shore to breakfast.

1 shall be writing to you again, and both
lecters will probubly go by the same mail ;
so Inecd only say at present, good-might.

New Hebrides: Outrages of
Traders.

Trom the Scotsman of the 9th April :—

The following is an extract from a letter
Jjust received from the Hev. Peter Milne, of
the New Hebrides Mission, which throws
some light on the circumstances which have
led to the present deplorable condition of
those islands. Mr. Milne was on a tour
through the group, and his letter was writ-
ten in December last. He says:—“The
next island we visited after leaving: Santo
was Tongoa, the largest of the Shepherds
group, W arrived there on the 31st Oct.
The FU.¢, a brigantine, belonging to onc
MKeuzie, of Auckland, was anchored
there. We soon learned that the object of
her visit to the New Hebrides was to get
labourers for Fiji, and that she had on
hoard some twenty natives of Three Hills
Island, aud threc natives of Tongoa. A
Tongoan chief, who came on board the
Duayspring, told us that a little before our
arrival he went 1o the F/irt in his canoe to
try to ger his countrymen off; and that, as
one of them was attempting to get into the
canoe, a white man on board presented &
musket, and said that if he took that man
away he would shoot him. Soun sfter this,
Caprain Fraser, commanding the Dayspring
mission ship, ‘went on hoard the Fluz to
sce: her captain, who told him that he was
uot kidnapping natives, nor was he going
to take them to Fiji, but merely taking
thew, at their own request, to the ncigh-
bouring island of Epi to see their friends,
and he would retarn them again to their
own island in three days. ¢ learned,
however, afterwards that the men werc
taken to Fiji, and never returned to their
friends. One of the chiefs of Tonga is
greatly enraged just now at white men,
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owing: to Captain M‘Leod, of the schooner
Donald M*Lean, having taken away two of
his wives and a number of his people to
Port-au-France, New Caledonia, and he is
waiting for an opportunity to take ven-
aeance, He intended to come on bourd the
Dayspring the day on which he left with a
number of his men, as if friendly to us, and
then suddenly fall on us and kill all the
white people on hoard. We left, however,
at daybreak, and thus providentially es-
caped. I have heard that the captain of one
of these slaving vessels having come to an
island where he knew Bishop Pattison had
been visiting, dressed himself like a Bishop,
wene ashore with a Bible in his hand, and
sang Psalms in order to allure the natives
on board, and that he thus obtained a good
number. That is the most diabolical plan
I have heard tried. On the 2ad October,
Mr. Williams, nephew to the late John
Williams, missionary in Polynesia, was
killed by natives. A chief Kwamera
brought us word that, as Mr. Williams
wag returning to the house of a Mr Smith,
a trader, with whom he was residing, he
was waylaid and shot by an under-chicf of
the Kasse-Kasse tribe of Taunese. e was
then carried away toa village called Jtaum-
arin, and, according to their custom, tied
up by the hands to 2 Banyan or sacred tree,
and next morning was taken down, cut up,
cooked, and distributed among the villagers.
One of, the chiefs refused to accept a picce
of an arm, because Mr. Watt, a missionary,
was then living on his land.”

An Example.

The congregation of Sheet Harbour long
enjoyed an occasional visit from the late
Rev. John Sprott, with an additional call
at rave intervals of some other missivnary.
‘When the father named resigned charge of
Musquodoboit congregation he commenced
to furnish a monthly supply, which he con-
tinued till the settlemenct of their late
pastor, Rev. J. Waddell, some six years
ago. By an effort they then undertook to
raise $400, on which, with a supplement of
$160, Mr. Waddell was scttled. At the
time considerable support was expected from
Tangier gold mincs, and these expectations
not having been realized, it was with great
difficulty that the people made good their
engagements.

Having succeeded in sceuring a pastor as
Mr. Waddell’s suceessor, in every way fitted
for his post, they have determined as the
following resolution will show, to become
self-sustaining.

Sueer Harpour, May 13, 1870.

At a Congregational meeting held this

evening, the following resolution was una-
nimously agreed to :—

Whereas, We, as a congregation, have
been receiving a supplement of one hundred
and twenty dollars per year for a period of
six years, and being now in a position to
hecome self sustaining,

Therefore Resolved, That the thanks of
this congregation be tendered to the Halifax
Presbytery for their kindnéss in the past,
and that they be requested no longer to
rccommend us to receive aid from the
Supplementary Fund.

‘When itis considered that Mr. Dickie’s
induction took place less than a year ago,
that the congregation is neither numerons
nor concentrated, and that they arc building
at the present time, three places of public
worship, one at Sheet Harbour to replace
the old church, and the others at Quoddy
and at Mosers River, where there was none
previously, it will appear that this isan
example which should lead some larger and
stronger congregations to adopt the same
resolution.

Thessuccess of our Supplementary Scheme
or its passing intoa well wrought Sustenta
tion Fund, will require first, the continued
and incrcasing liberality of the stronger
congregations generally, so that all may
contribute cheerfully and from principle, as
they now do to Home and Foreign Missions;
and sccondly, that only those who really re-
quire aid shall be receivers. The impres-
sion is strong and general throughout the
Lody that some congregations are recciving
aid, not at all on account of poverty or of
small numbers, but simply from, poverty of
spirit, want of system and lack of ind pew
dence.  Such cases must be corrected. "There
arc two ways in which this may be doe
The supplement may be withdrawn but tliis
is painful to all partics. It may be hnd
somely given up to be expended whers it
will do real good, and this way, (the Shot
Harbour way) is honourable and plewatt
to all concerned.
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We have never paraded the mode of con-
tribution of any one church before the
others as obligatory on all, because we are
lefthy the New Testament to a great extent
free to choose our mode of Christian liber-
ality, provided always that the true spivitis
cultivated and the great objeet attained.
We would, however, notice the fact that the
Sheet Harbour congregation has commenced
+ Yo act on the principle of weeldy contributions
to the schemes of the church, und with very
satisfactory vesults, as their frequent ac-
knowledgments of cash show.

Missionary Four,

Rev. K, J. Grant has returned from his
Rissionary visitation tour on P. E. Island.

He was accompanied and assisted by Rev.
E. A, McCurdy. They met with a most
cordial reception everywhere from ministers

‘and people.  Their limit as respects time

rendered it impossible for them to visit the
Northern congregations. Of the others we
believe that they have omitted none, and
they have returned, thankful that Dy the
good hand of God they had been able to
fulfil their various engagements, and that
they found all classes so cordial in their at-
tachment to the missionary cause. Thoy
had the pleasure also of meeting with Rev.
Mr. McLean and his congregation at Bel-
fast, and met with a fraternal welcome from
their brethren of “ the Kirk.”

Presbytery of Victoria and Rich-
mond.

The Presbytery of Victoria and Rich-
mond met in the Church at Middle River
on the 2nd inst., and, after sermon by Rev,
K. McKenzie, was constituted by Rev,
M. Stewart, Moderator, with whom there
were present Mr. McKenzie, above-named,
and Mr. John McKenzie, Ruling Elder.

The Presbytery proceeded, pursnant to
appointment, to the visitation of the con-
gregation. Questions of the formula were
put to tho Elders and other offico-bearers.~—
Both Elders are endenvouring to do their
duty. Mectings for exhortation and prayer
have been kept up regularly since their
winister ieft for Scotland, in June last, with
the exception of a few Sabbaths in winter,
on which McLeod, accustomed to conduct
those meetings, was unable from illness to
attend. No regelar meetings have been
kept daring week days; but Mr. McLeod
visited the sick when sent for. It was fur-
ther ascertained that the Trustees had lately
taken steps to find out the exact amouns
due their late pastor, Rev. D. McKenzie;
that by former subscriptions about $400 are
duc; but that several of the subscribers”
had left the place years ago : and owing to
the limited means of others, as well as the
unwillingness of a few, they have no hope
to obtain more thanhalf the above amount,
which they are endeavouring to collect as
soon as poassible, having already acccpted
from a few their notes of hand, payable in
September next.

The Presbytery having urged the Trus-
tees as to the duty of doing what the
could to settle Mr. McKenzie's arrears wit;
all convenient speed, appoint the Moderator
and Clerk a Committee to visit Little Nar-
tows congregation to-morrow, agree to_ask
that congregation to appoint a Committes
to confer with one to be appointed by this
congregation, with a view that should they
unite in calling 2 minister, the proper steps
would in due time be taken to unite them
under one charge. :
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_ The Presbytery then adjourned, to meet
at McLean Church, Whycocomagh, on
Wednesday, 4th inst., at 11 o’clock, A. X,
for Presbyterial visitation and ordinary bi-
siness. Closed with prayer.

TLu committee appointed at last meeting

Thereafter the attention
of the congregation was directed to the pro-
posal 10 appoint acommittec to confer with
onc to be appointed by that of Middle
River,—whereupon a committee was ap-
pointed, consisting of four, representing the
elders éind trustees. Closed with prayer.

The rcport was approved, adopted and
ordered to be engrossed in the minutes.—
Thereafter, the Questions of the Formula
were put to the pastor of the congregation,
Rov. M. Stewars, the Session, and "Lrustees,
To these satisfactory answers were given,
It was ascertained that besides the usual
dicts of worship on Sabbath, the minister
holds meetings occasionally during the
weck within different districts of his exten-
sive charge, and visits the sick; that the
sacraments arc dispensed in an orderly way ;
that the Trustees and Colleciors are very
ciligent in the discharge of their respective
dutics, but the Presbytery regretted to find
that the congregation has fallen into arrears
in two years ending April last, to the
amount of $341.

Besides the foregoing, the Presbytery met
six times since last meeting of Synod.—
They would like to be able to meet more
frequently, but when it is remembered that
the two nearest of the ministers to each
other are 25 miles apart; that there are
only three scttled ministers within the
bounds ; that seldoin more than two and an
elder arc able to meet—Rev. Mr., Forbes
had just risen from a bed of sickuess to at.
tend the last meeting, being unable to
preach the previous Sabbath, it will be seen
that there is reason for their not meeting
oftener, and why they are not fond of very
frequently reporting their proceedings.

There are within the bounds at present

five congergations vacant, and the Preshy.

tery are most anxions that these should us
suun as possible obtain settled pastors —
They are glad to learn that Mabou is at
present supplied by Mr. Fraser, probationer,
that their people at Margaree have the ser-
vices of Mr. seKny, student in divinity,
and that Mv. MceLean, student from Scot
land, has just arvived, whose gifts as cate-
chist will be available to supply some of the
vacancies during summer, yet two or three
more, who are in a position to accept a call,
are greatly needed. There is one feature of
the congregations referred to, which, whils
it must be interesting to all right-heavted
Preshyterians, shows their claims on the
sympathies and prayers of their church;
that with one or two exceptions, thercis o
denominational clement but that of Presby-
tevianism amongst them, Hence the meet-
ings for religious worship, especially on
Sabhath are well attended.

There is just one other observation
which suggests itselt in connection with
this. All honour to the memory of those
who bore the heat and burden of the day,
and to whom under God the stately tree of
Preshyterianism in this island owes what
ever is vigorows and frait-bearing in its
qualitics. Some of them have years ag
lnid aside the weapons of their spiritnal
warfare and joined the trinmphant throng
above, but some others of them still hold an
honourzble position here, who have horne
their due share of the trials and difti-ulties
ot a poorly paid ministry.

Presbytery of Truro.

The Presbytery of Traro pursnant @0
appointment and uotice, met in the Centre
Chureh, Onslow, on Tuesday, the 3rd inst.
There was a good attendance both of winis
ters and olders.  Since last ordinary meet-
ing an ““ In hunc effectum’ meeting bal 1
héid for the consideration of the * Rules of
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Procedure.” The question of its legality
was raised on aceount of a mistnke in some
of the notices calling it and the consequent
smallness of the number present. On hear-
ing e_xplmmtions, however, the meeting was
sustained and its action approved nem con.

An Appeal was taken up against a deed
of the Session of ‘Lruro, Parties were
heard and the matter considered, when it
became evident that there was no just cause
of Appeal. Tt was accordingly dismissed
and the case referred buck to the Session.
‘There were also two Appeals against action
of the Stewiacke Session in suspending
pestics fron the fellowship of the church.
Commissioners from the Session were pre-
sent 1o defend its procedure, but ueither of
the appellants compeared. The Preshvtery
on that account refused to enter upon the
Appeals which were thus both dismissed
and the Session dirccted to deal with the
parties as may appear for edification.

Read & memorial from the clders of
Acadian congregation, praying that order
wight he taken for the celelration of the
Lord’s Supper there, and also speaking of
a Moderation in a Call. Appointed the
Rev. T, Cuming at present supplying that
congregation to constitute the Sessiop, ap-
point the ordinance and preside at its cele-
bration. Dirccted the Clerk to acquaint the
tiders and through them the cougregation
with the order of the chureh inapplying for
a Moderation. :

Took up the memorial formerly presented
by the Session of Truro, praying the Pres-
Iivtery todisjoin certain specified parts from
their congregation and erect them into o
tiew congregation. Commissioners appeared
enforcings the prayer of the memorial. It
was shewn that the proposed step is neces-
sy for the prosperity of the ‘Fruro congre-
gation, the building ap of the outlying sta-
tions and the supplying of other new settle-
ments sprmgmg uf) around. A paper was
%ead from the Onslow Scssion and Commis-
sloners appeared in support of it, showing
that the erection of the new congregation
gsproposed, would very materially affect
the interests of their congregation, and that
such o change might be followed by serious
results couting in so soon after the rearrang-
g of congregationnl matters and the
seutling of & second pastor. They at the
same time stated that the new congregation
might be ereeted according to an arcange-
ment @ which they could readily aceede.

The matter being Wiscussed, it was unani-
mously resolved: ¢ That the Presbytery
record their satisfaction with the evident
progress 'which has led to this procedure,
and appoint the Moderator of Presbytery,
the Rev. James Byers with Messts.
Blanchard, Miller and” Blair from the Ses-
sion of fI‘rul‘o, and Messrs, Dickie, Barnhill
and Baird from the Session of Onslow, a

Commission to take the whole premises
into their careful consideration with the
view of devising the best method of secur- .
ing the desired end, having due reg;ard to
the interests of hoth congregations.’

The Rev. J. D, McGillivray laid on the
table his demission of the pastoral charge
of the congregation of Middle Stewiacke
and Brookfield. Hestated the circumstances
which compelied him to take this step and
the sorrow with which he had come to such
a conclusion. It was resolved that the de-
wission lic on the table till next meeting,
and that the Rev. James Sinclair visit the
congregation, eall & meeting, lay the whole
easoe hefore them and cite them to appear
for their interests.

An clder from Maitland and Noel pre-
sented an Appeal agaiust a deed of that
Session suspending him from the cldership
and from the fetlow :hip of the church, The
appeal having been duly transmitted was
received, and the Clerk directed to cite
partics to appear at next meeting.

A reference was brought from the Session
of Middle Stewiacke and Brookficld, cn-
quiring whether it was proper or permissible
for each section of a congregation to eleet
their own elders, it heing understood thay
they would rule over the whole congrepa-
tion. The Presbytery recommended that,
unless special reasons exist for a differens
conrse, all the members of the church he
ellowed the privilege of voting not only for
their own section but throughout the con-
gregation.

Appointed next meeting in Trurg on
Tuesday June 7th, at 11 _o’clock forenoon.

At which place and time the Presbytery
met and was constituted by the Moderator,
the Rev. James Gray. Sederunt—The
Moderator, Rev. Messts. Donald, Jack,
Murray, Bearisto, aud Houston, Ministers ;
and J. Wilson, Elder. .

The Clerk reported that Mr. Leishman,
Catechist, had been placed ut the disposal
of this presbytery by the Home Mission
Board, and had been sent meanwhile to
Buctouche and adjoining station, The
action of the Clork was sustained, and it
was ordered that Mr. Leishman le con-
tinued at Buctoucho until further notice.

The Moderator veported that the congre-
gation of Sussex had been cousidering for
some time the propriety of getting a Mause ;
that a few weeks ago & favorable opportu-
nity offered of a honse and farm quite near
to the village, and on consultation it was
agreed to buy the same, which they did at
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a cost of $1,000; that said property is now
doeded to the Trustees of the congregation,
and the Minister is in occupation of the
premises.  Further, that the congrezation
though few in numbers, had subscribed up-
wards of $600. A list of subscriptions was
lnid on the table, from which it appears
that several have subseried their names for
8100 each. The Presbytery heard with
very great gratification the strennous and
spirited cfforts put forth by our friends in
Sussex, commend the signal liberality mani-
fested, and that Mr. Gray and the managers
of that cougregaiion will be generonsly
supported Ly our friends throughout the
bounds of the Preshytery.

The attention of the Presbytery was then
called to a notice in the May number of the
Record, where the Rev. T. Sedgwick, Clerk
of Supplementary Committce, requests
Presbyteries to send in recommendations
with reference to that Fund before the first
of June; whercupon it was unanimously
resolved to usk for the following grantg for
the year :—Moucton, $100; Sussex, &c.,
8100 ; Springticld and English Settlement,
$100; Londonderry und Campbell Settle-
ment, $100 ; Saltsprings, &c., $100; Carle
ton and Pisirinco, $100.

The Presbytery then adjourned to meet
in this place at half-past seven in the even-
ing for visitation of the congregation.

The visitation of Calvin Church corngre-
gation was then procceded with. The
Guestions were then put and auswered as
follows :

The minister said that he endeavors to
preach the Gospel faithfully ; that he holds
diets of examination in the various sections
of the congrezation and visits ministerinlly
from house to house inalternate years; that
he is attentive in visiting the sick ; that he
is regular and conscientious in his attend-
ance on Church Courts ; that he administers
the sacrament of baptish in an orderly
way ; that he does not baptize the infants of
those wwho are not n the fellowship of the
Church ; that he .as o Bible class with an
average attendunce of about twenty.

The Elders answered, that so far as they
can they visit, advise and pray with the
farrilies of their districts; that they watch
CRIU iy vver tihe members generally, and
repor. if necessary cases requiring discipline;
that they are auentive in visiting the
afflicted ; that they regularly and conscien-
tiously attend meetirgs of Session and as
appointed other Church Courts; that they
regularly atterdd and .ake part in the pro-
cecdings and excrcises of prayer meetings.

The Session answered that they have at
present & competent number of elders, and
the congregation is divided into three dis-
tricts to cach of which two elders are ap-
pointed ; that they are careful not to admit
to sealing ordinances persons under censure

-

in other congregations ; that they have had
no meetings for conference and prayer ex.
clasively ; that they watch over the vouth
very carcfully, and use diligence to induce
them to recognize their responsihilities by
carly dedieating themselves to God ; that
they have one Sabbath school which is
superintended by one of their number and
is efficiently conducted ; that the followiny
contributions werc made to the Church
schemes duving the year :—Supplementary
Fund, 850 ; Home Missions $57; Foreign
Missions, $61.85 ; Synod Fund, $25; Aca.
dian Mission, 83; that the ordinances of
praise is pretty generally observed by the
members, and i3 conducted in & becoming
manncr; thatso faras they are shle to
Jjudge, religion is ir. a tolerably satisfactory
state; that the general business of the con.
gregation is entrusted to managers,

The managers answered, that they pay
the pastor 8800 per annum; that they do
nat deem that & competent salary, but in.
tend to increase it ar the earliest opporty.
nity; that their assumed obligations have
been discharged most faithfully ; that the
degres of liberality and promptitude with
which the congregation meets its liabilities
iy in the highest manner creditable to the
members; that the minister’s salary is
raised by pew rents and Sabbath colleetions;
that they meet once & month for business,
and that their financial year terminated
hitherto on the 31st October, but are making
arrangements now to close all their accounts
at the 31st December.

It was further clicited by questions put

U)y members of Preshytory that there was

raised for all purposes during the past year
$2,500 ; that tho congregationaldebta year
ago was $4,400, but since then upwards of
$800 of that amount had heen cleaved ; that
there are ahont 130 families in connexion
with 140 communicants on the roll, 19 being
added during the year 1869.

The members of Preshytery being called
on in order, expressed themselves highly
satisfied with tho state of tho congregation,
the progress made during the year, and the
great degree of liheralisy manitested. After
mature deliberation the following finding
was come to :=—

The Presbytery having heard with great
pleasure the answers given by the Pastor,
Elders, and Managers of Calvin Chureh
congregation, are happy to find it, both in
its temporal and spiritual aspeets, in suchp
very encouraging condition § express their
gratitude to Almighty God for the large
mensure of success that has attended itin-
all departments during the past year; con-
gratulae the office bearers on the highly
creditable manner in which they have dis-
charged their respective duties, and the
people generally on the unanimity and
zindly feeling thatevidently prevail amongst
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them, and the promptness and liberality
with which they, have contributed to the
different schemes of the Church, and the
large reduction which they have in so short
a time on the congregational debt; and
finally encourage them to goon in the work
of the Lord, manifesting the same diligence
and perseverence in the future as they have
done in the past, and earnestly pray that
the great Head of the Church may prosper
to o still greater extent all the efforts that
we have put forth for the extension of the
Redeemer’s Kingdom.

The Presbytery met next day and the
trisls and_examinations of Mr Burgess
were sustained.

The attention of the court was then called
to the “ Aged and Infirm Ministers Fund,”
which the Synod at Inst meeting resolved
to form, us more fully sct forth in the
Record for November, 1869, where the pro-
posed rules of management arc printed and
sent down for the consideration of Presby-
teries, it was resolved that the attention of
the brethren be called in the weantime to
this Fund and the proposed scheme of
manggement, and be prepared to take action
thereon at the next ordinaay meeting.

he Preshytery met again in the evening.

The Udict ancuc the ordination of Mr.
Burgess, which was read to the congrega.
tion of Carleton on the 17th April by the
Rev. N. McKay, was now returned to the
Presbytery duly attested. A member of
Preshyterv was now again sent t6 read the
Edict to the assembled congregation and
ask if there ivere any objection. Iaving
returned and reported that there was none,
the Prehytery as constituted entered the
Church and commenced the sevvices of the
Ordination. The Church was well filled
with & imost attentive audience.

The Moderator after devotional exer-
cises preached an excellent and suitable
sermon from the words—‘Let a man so
account of us as of the ministers of Christ,
snd stewards of the mysteries of God.
Moreover, it is required in stewards, that a
man be found faithful;”” First Corinthians,
4th Chap. and 1st and 2nd verses. At the
conclusion of the sermon, he narrated the
steps which had been taken so far in the
settlement, and explained briefly the scrip-
tural grounds of Presbyterian ordination,
after which he put the questions prescribed
for such occasions to Mr. Burgess, which
were satisfactorily answered. The members
of the congregation were then called on to
stand up and hold up their right hands in
token of their adherence to the call ; which
they did very cordially. The Moderator
then led in prayer, when Mr. Burgess was
tet apart to the work of the Ministry by the
laying on of the hauds of the Preshytery,
and was inducted into the pastoral charge
of Carleton and Pisirinco. Mr. Bennet

being absent, Mr. Houston then addressed
the newly ordained pastor, dwelling por-
ticulorly on four points, viz., Pulpit Prepa-
ration, Pastoral Visitation, Government
and Discipline, both in his own charge and
in the entite Church, and thé duties which
he owes to the world at large. Mr. Houston
also delivered the chargejo the congrega-
tion, cnjuining them. pray for their
Minister, to houor him for his work’s sake,
to attend to what he saysyevorently, to be
fellow-workers with him in a}l spiritual
labours, and lastly to provide a compotent
temporal suppart f>rhim.  Theso lust two
topirs were treated at some length and
with great emphasis and fervor.

At the close of the service Mr. Burgess
accompanied by dr. Murray took his stand
at the door of the Church where as the
congregation passed out he was most
cordially welcomed to the oversight of the
charge.

The Presbytery having again assemblod
in the Vestry, the Minates of the last two
Sederunts were read and approved.” Mr.
Burgess’s name was added to the roll, hav-
ing already reccived the vight hand of fel-
lowship {rom the bretlwen. He then stated
to the Preshytery that there is hut one
Elder in Carleton and he isoften ubsent on
business, and asked that assessors be up-

ointed so that he can form a session. Rev,
{r. Houston and Alexander, Stewart, Bsq ,
were then appointed assesors.

The Pwsb;tery then adjourned to meet
in St. David’s School-room on the third
Wednesday of June, at two o’clock in the
afternoon.

At the conclusion of tde addresses Mr.
Houston in the name of Mrs. Low, and
with the best wishes of the congregation,
presented the newly ordained pastor with o
splendid Pulpit Gown, cassock and bands.

Presbytery of Halifax.

The Presbytery of Halifax met in
Chalmer’s Churelt on Wednesday May 4th.
The principle object of meeting was to con-
sider the Calls addrossed to Rev. Jobn
MeLeod, of Newport, from John Knox’s
Church, New Glasgow, and Rev. E.
Aunnand, of Windsor, from Chalmer’s
Church, Halifax. Commissioners wero
present from the four congregations in-
terested, and Rev. J. McKinnon was pre-
sent on hehalf of the Preshytery of Pictou.
The Cull to Mr. McLcod was first taken
up and Commissioners from both congrega-
tions heard. ‘The claims of John Knox’s
Chureh were put very strongly by its repre-
sentatives; and the Commissiouers from
Newport replied with great point and
carnestness.  They showed the great work
My, McLeod had begn imstrumental in ae-
complishing and the evil influences likely
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to flow from his withdrawal from among
them. Mr, Mcl.cod then stated that after
careful and -prayerful consideration of all
the circumstances of the case he deemed it
to be his duty to nceept the Call.  After
prayer the Presbytery agreed to acquiesce
in the decision to which Mr. McLeod had
come, expressing at the same time, their
regret at parting with such a faithful fetlow-
Inbourer as Mr. McLeod has ever heen, and
their deep sympathy for the congregation
of Newnport in the loss they:were about to
sustain.

The Callto the Rev. . Annand was
then taken up and Coinmissioners were
heard.  Among many other reasons urged
by the vepresentatives of Chalmers’ Church
wWwas the fact that it was the largest call ever
grcsentcd by that congregation. The

Vindsor Commissioners made out a strong
eage for Mr. Annand’s remaining where he
wats, showing the good that had been done
and the good work now going on

Mr. Annand then stated that he had
given the matter long and scrious consider-
ation, and had come to the conclusion that
it was his duty to accept the cali.

After prayer the Presbytery agreed to
acquie. ¢ in his decision, and to take imme-
diatesteps tor hisinduction into the pastoral
charge of Chalmers’ Church,

The Presbytery then procecded to hear
Mr. Sumuel Archibald’s trials for ordina-
tion, which were all very satisfuctory, It
was agreed that Mr. Avchibald’s ordination
and induction take place on Wednesaay.
June'lst, at 11 a.m. Mr. MeNab was ap-
pointed to preach on that oceasion, Mr,
Chuistic to preside, Mr. Henry to adidress
the minister, and Mr. Duff the people.

‘The following appointments were made,
Mr. McMillan to supply Mr. Gordon’s
pulpit for two Sabbaths, Mr. McNab to
supply Mr. MeMillan’s place during one
day of his absence, Mr. Smith to supply
Windsor for the last two Sabbuaths of May ;
Mr. Carr, Student, to go to Eastern Shore,
and Mr. Thompson to Digby.

The Presbytery met again in Chalmers’
Church, on Tuesday, May 17th, for the in-
duction of Mr. Annand = The usual pre-
liminary steps having been taken, Rev. A.
Fulconer preached from Isainh xxx 10. Rev,
R. Sedgewick presided, pat the prescribed
questions te minister and people, to all of
which satisfactory answers were given,
when after prayer Mr. Anunand was duly
inducted into she pastoral charge of the
congregation. Rev P. G. McGregor ad.
dressed the newly ovdained pastor, and Mr.
MecKnight addressed the people. M.
Annand received the right hand of fellow-
ship from the members of Preshytery and
a cordinl welcome from the members of
congregation as they retired from church.

The following appointments were made :
Mr, McGregor to Bedford for May 22nd;
Mr. Smith to Mewport for the tirst three
Sabbaths of June. Mr. B, Grant wasap-
pointed Moderator of the Newport Session.
Mr. Annand and tho Clerk were appointed
a Committee to confer with Home Mission
Board and sceure supply for Win¢ or
during month of June.

Presbytery of Pictou.

The Preghytery of Picton met in James
Church, New Glasgow, on the 10th and 11th
inst., and was constituted by the Kev, Geo.
Patterson, Moderator, pro tem., with whom
were present the Revs. George Walker, Dr.
Bayne, D. B. Blair, James Thompsor,
John MeKinnon, Alex. Ross, A. J. Movwitt,
A. McL. Sinclair and William  Grant,
Ministers; and Messrs. Dr. Murray, John
Miller, Hugh Gunn, Jus. Davison, Duncan
McLeave, Peter Ross, Alexander Grant,
Simon Fraser, Ruling Elders.

Mr. Duncan McLeave presented a Com-
mission from the Session of Scotsburn
Church, re-appointingt him as their repre.
sentative elder in Presbyteries and in Synod
during the current year, which was sustained
and his name added to the Roll of Preshy-

tery. .

The Rev. Dr. Roy being present, took
his seat as corresponding member.

The Clerk reported that the Rev. John
MecLean MecLeod hos aceepted the Call
to John Knox’s Church, W hereupon tie
Preshytery agreed to meet in that church
on Taesday, June 7th, for the induction of
Mr. McLeod, and for ordinary business, the
Modorator of Preshytery to preside, Mr.
Maxweli to preach the Induction sermon,
M. ‘Thomipson to address the minister and
Mv. Blair the people.

The Rev. John Stewart was appointed to
preach in John Knox’s Church on the 3rd,
4th and 5th Sabbaths of this month, ant
on the first Sabbath of June, and on the
last two Sabbaths of his appointment to
vead the Edict for the Induction.

The Preshytery agreed to nominate the
Rev. Geerwe Patterson as Moderator of the
next Synod.

It was agreed by amajority of Preshytery
that this Presbytery rccommend that the
Synod appoint a Committee composed of
the Moderators of Preshyteries, whose duty
it shall be to review and revise the Standing
Comumittecs of the church, and nominate
new members when required.

It was agreed to recommend to the Com-
mittee on Supplements to grant $60 this
year to the congregation of French River.

It was agreed to adopt Dr. Bayne's
Overtare to the Synod asking to give seats
in the higher Church Courts to those who

. 1
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from age and infirmity are necessitated to
demit their pastoral charges, and both he
and Mr. Maxwell were appointed to suppore
it before Synod.

It was also agreed to vetransmit the
Overture of Messrs. George Patterson and
John MacXKinnon asking the Synod to give
geats in the higher Church Courts to those
who by its authority arc scparated from
their pastoral charges to be cnployed else-
where in its service.

The following minute was adopted in
reference to Rev. Dr. Roy and ordered to
be inserted in the Records of Presbytery,
viz.: “ In removing the nwme of the Rev.
Dr. Roy from the Roll of Preshytery, his
brethren  desire to express their unfeigned
regret at the necessity thus imposed upon
them. Dr. Roy’s name stands in honorable
connection with the history of this church
during the period of well nigh 40 vears,’
A Student of Dis, Paxten and Lawson
ad a Licentinte of the United Seeession
Church of Scotland, he emigrated to this
country in compliance with an urgent Call
from the Preshyterian Church of Nova
Scotin. His first appointmentwas thesup-
ply of the pulpit of the late Dr. McGregor,
Clarum et venerabile nomem. By the Com-
mittee of Missions he was theveafter sent
to the Bay of Chaleur, wheve his services
were so highly appreciated gs to call forth
aunanimous and cordial invitation for their

ermanence.  Returning from this Mission

ie accepted the Call from East River con-
mrecation, Pictou, vow James Church, New
Glasgow. His ordination and induction
took plave April 13, 1831. I‘rom this date
Dr. Roy has taken an active part in all the
public duties of the church at large as well
s of his own congregation, having ravely
been absent from any meeting of Preshytery,
and mever from any mecting of Synod.
During the period of 19 years he acted as
Clerk of Presbytery and sceured the esteem
and confidence of his brethren in the faith-
ful discharge of the duties of that important
office. Subsequently, and up to period of
his dewnission, he continued to sustain his
fall share of the fatigue and toil of meet-
tings of Presbytery and congegational
duty.  While parting with their venerahle
Futher as co-Lresbyters, his brethren have
much gratification in knowing that his
winisterial and pastoral lahours have been
eminently blessed, and that the congrega-
tion, the charge of which' he now demits,
after parting with & vigorous offshoot and
being vepeatedly lessened in numbers and
resources by the formation of new congre-
gations, was never in a more efficient stato
than in the last days of lis ministry. Dr.
Roy returns to private life with the unabated
attachment of his people and of his
brethren in Presbytery, and so far as his
altered relation to both will permit, his

presence and co-operation with them as on
former occasions will be received with the
highest respect. In conclusion, the Preshy-
tery would express their prayerful desire
that Dr. Roy may enjuy a lengthened and
serene twilizht to the long day of active
life, and that when his sun does go down,
it may set in that radiance which foretokens
its rise on those glorious scenes wherein the
Good Master and Gracious Lord will hail
his coming with the * Well done, good and
faithful servant, thou hast heen faithful
over a few : ings, 1 will make the ruler
over many things, enter thou iuto the joy
of thy Lord.” ”

Presbyterian Church, St. Stephen, }
May 10th, 1870,
11 o’clock, a. m.

At which place and time the Preshytery
met and was constituted by the Moderator,
with the Rev. Messrs. Millen and Houston,
In the absence ¢ Judge Stevens, Mr.
Houston was appointed Clerk pro tem.
Minutes of last meeting were read and ap-
proved. The Rev, John Home being pre-
sent was asked to sit and deliberate with
the conrt. It was reported that all the
Statistical Returns had been veceived aud
abulated. Yt was ardered that they be for-
warded at once to Professor McInight,

‘The Rev. John Hotne, an ordnined min-
ister of the Church of Scotland, presented
an application to be received, as & minister
without charge, under the eare of the §ynod
of the Lower Provinces. Thé Maderator
laid on the table certain papers which he
had received from Mr. Home some time
ago to be laid before the IPresbytery.—
‘These papers wareread and My Howe was
interrogated as to certain statements i
them and as to how he has been occupied
since he left Scotland, and answers were re-
turned in the fullest and freest manner.
Part of the time he was engaged in teach-
ing, and -for nearly two years past he hag
supplied the vacant congregation of St.
Stephen. He not only preached there every
Sabbath, he also supplicd several stations'
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as his time_and opportunity permitted—in
]mrticulm‘ St. David’s was mentioned; and
hiad lately commenced an, occasional ser-
vico at McAdam Junction, where  promis-
ing field is available, in all which,together
with pastoral visitation, he had given great
satisfaction to the people. Wkereupon it
was moved and unanimously agreed to,
that the application be received, and with
the papers already mentioned, referred to the
Synod which is to meet next month in
Charlottetown.

Rev. Mr. Millen applied to the Presby-
tery to recommend him for o grantfrom the
Suppleinentary Fund,  Ile stated that his
income from the congregation during the
past year did not exceed $320. It was
agreed to recommend 2 grant of 8100 on
condition that the congregation raise at
least 8400. A letter from Mr. McGregor
was read, stating that Mr. Edwin Smith,
Cetechist, had been sent by the Home Mis-
sion Board to this Presbytery, and it was
reported that he is now at Baillie and the
adjoining stations. Ordered, that Mr.
Smith be continned at Buillic until furtlier
notice. The remits of Synod were taken
up. It was moved and agreed to, that the
Rev. Moses Harvey, of St. John’s, New-
foundland, be nominated for the Moderator-
ship at next meeting of Synod.

The remit of Synod, with reference to
the reconstruction of Preshyteries in this
part of the Province was then taken up,
when, after some conversation, it was re-
solved to defer action until the proposed
Conference of the Prosbyteries of St. John,
St. Stephen, and York, shall be held dur-
ing the sittings of the approaching Synod.
It was ordered, that the Scssions of the
several congregations under the care of the
Court be enjoined to forward their records
10 next ordinary mecting for examination.
The Preshytery then adjourned to meet in
St. Stephen Preshyterian Church on the
third Wednesday of August at the hour of
11 o’cluck in the forenourn.

Presbytery of P. E. Island.

‘This Presbytery met in the Free Church,
Charlotictown, on Walnesday, the 18th
May. The Modcrator, in a few appropriate
words, informed the Presbytery of the re-
moval, by death, of the Rev. Allan Fraser,
Cascumpec. After some members had ex-
pressed their high estimate of the character
and labors of the deceased brother, the
Clerk was directed to remove his name
from the roll of Presbytery. The Presby-
“tery also appointed a committee, consisting
of Revs R. S. Patterson, R. Laird and W.
R. Frame, to drw up a memorial of the
lamented brother thus carly removed from
his work in the church oncarth. Rev. Mr.
Freme having remained and preached on

Sabbath, at Cascumpee, after attending the
funcral, with other brethren, gave an in.
teresting account of the general mourning
in the congregation, and the almost univer-
snl deep emotions of grief manifested at the
Lord’s Day service. He also informed thg
Presbytery that the Session had agreed to
recommend the congregation to pay to the
widow of their late beloved pastor the
salary up to the close of the current financial
year ending in December.  The Presbytery
unanimonsly agreed to express its cordial
approbation of this decision of Session, and
in the hope that the recommendation of
Session will be adopted, resolved to request
ministers to supply the vacant pulpit each
Sabbath, as most convenient. = A request
from Cascumpee was granted, by appointing
Rev. My. Crawford to dispense the YLord’s
Supper in the congregation on the thixd
Sabbath of June. Rev. Mr. Frame was
appointed Moderator of the Session at Cas-
cumpee.  Rev. R. Laird was appointed o
t§Inpply Cascumpee on the first Sabbath of
unc.

Mr. Edwin Coffin appeared before the
Presbytery as a Commisioner from the
vacant congregation of West St. Peter's
on the last Friday of May, at 5 o’clock,
and give intimation of the wmoderation
granted. The Preshytery unanimonsly
nominated Rev. John Cameron, Nine Mile
River, N. 8., to be elccted Moderator of
Synod for the casuning year. Rev. Mr.
Wilson was appointed to sypply Charlotte-
town, after his arrival, till the moeting of
Synod, except one Sabbath. Mr. Gaun,
preacher, was appointed to supply West
River and Brookfield during the month of
June. The Presbytery unanimously
agreed to request the Home Mission Board
to place Rev. M. Stirling at its disposal as
a home missionary for twelve months. The
Moderator was appointed to preach in Rev.
I. Murray’s congregation onc  Sabbath
dnring his absence as a delegate from Synod
to the General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church in Canada. Rev. Mr. Wilson was
also appointed to supply Mr. Murray’s
pulpit one Sabbath.

At the meeting in the evening, Rev. Mr.
Duncan was present as the Convener of the
committee appointed by the Church of Scot-
land Preshytery on the management of the
Preshyterian. After discussion on the finan-
cial state of matters, it was agreed that each
minister or agent in the congregations, far-
nish the publisher with a list of subscribers
inhis congregations, paid and unpaid,during
the year. The general conclusion reached
was that the Preshyterian he continued as at

resent, till the congregations of the sister

resbytery be canvassed for subsctibers,
Rev. R. Laird presented the accounts of
the colportage business as conducted by him
for several years, and asked the Presbytery
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to appoint a Committee to examine and re-
portat an carly day. Upwards of 2000
volumes of religtous books, about 1,300
copics of the scriptures, and 20,000 pages
of tracts, with a large quantity of other
wcligious reading matter, have thas been put
in circulation. The accounts were reccived ;
and Revs. A. Cameron and I). MceNeill
were appointed a committee to examine and
report on them.  On wotion, it was agreed
that a3 many of the members of Presbytery
as can attend, de dirceted to mect for con-
ference with the, Church of Scotland Pres-
bytery to mecet next day.

At a meeting held on Thursday morning,
the supplement to weak congregations were
generally recommended as formerly. In
reference to the proposed Rules and Forms
of Procedure, it was agreed to recommend
to Committee to add arule for the guidance
of Preshyteries in cffecting the union of
congregations, or in dividing them. Rev.
J. G. Cameron was appaointed to preach in
the dificrent  sections ot the West Point
rongregation during the third week of Jane,
‘The Presbytery adjourned to wicet at the
call of dynod to be held in Charlottetown.

Retigions Intelligence,

Scorraxp.~The Synod of the Reformed
Preshyterinn Church was held at Edinburgh
carly in May. “The Forcign Mission work
of tho Church was regarded as in a favour-
able and encouraging condition. The po-
licy of union with the Xree and United
Presbyterian Church was approved by a
vote of 55 to 4.—No tidings have yet reach-
ed us of the mectings of the other Scottish
Supreme courts. The proceedings of the
Free Church Assembly are looked tor with
much anxiety. ‘The oppunents of the pro-
posed union have organized a Defenco As-
sociation, and have held public meetings
and put forth great exertions to stop the
negotintions.  Drs. Begy, H. Bonar, Gib-
son, Forhes and other estimable men are at
the head of this opposinon. Overturcs
proposed by the friends of union have been
sent up by most of the Preshyteries to the
Assembly. The policy proposed by Dr.
Candlish and the friends of union, and
which is Jikely to be adopted by the Assem-
hly, is to send the Report of the Union
Committee down to P’resbyteries and thas
submit the matter to the Church. The
Basis of Union is to be the Standards puro
and simple.

The United Presbyterians are yipe for
the Union.

The Established Church has made no
progress towards getting rid of Patronage.
A bad broad-schoolism is devcloping in
some parts of the Church that will require
to helopped off if the Cliurch is to maintain
her position as an Lvangelical institution.
Dr. Wallace, successor of Dr. Robert Lee,
indolges in exceedingly ¢ broad” and neo-
logical speculations.

Dr. James Buchanan, late Professor of
Theology in the 2vew College, died on the
19th April.  He was ordained in the year
1828.10 the parish of Roslin, and in the
same year he accepted a call to Rorth Leith,
During his ministry in North Leith, Dr.
Buchanan published his popular works on
«Comfort in Aflfliction and the Iinprove-
ment of Affhiction,” and ou * The Holy
Ghost.,” In @1 year 1S40 ke was 1rans~
Iated to the Hign Church, Edinburgh, his
colleague being the late Dr. Gordon. In
1843 both cast in their lot with the Free
Church without a moment’s hesitation.—
Dr. Bachanan then beeame the minister of
Free S3. Stephen’s church, until his ap-
pointineat to the chair in the New College,
rendered vacant by the death of Dr. Chal-
mers in 1847. For a period of twenty-one
years Dr. Buchsnan faithfully aud ably
discharged the duties of Professor, fivst of
Apologetics, and shen of Systematic Divin-
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ity. During this period he published seve-
ral valuable works. Tailing health, how-
ever, and increasing deafucss led him to re-
tire in 1868 from all active duty.

Exeranp.—The Synad of the Presby-
terian Church of Ingland met in London
towards the close of April.  Deputies were
present from the Irish and Scottish and other
free Churches. The missions to China re-
ceived dunc prominence. Schemes were
also prepared for carrying on nore vigor-
ously the work of Home Ivangelization.
By a very small majority the Synod re-
solved to establish a Sustentation Fund.
Much impatience was expressed at the slow-
ness of the Union negotiations in Scotland,
and a proposal made to unite, if possible,
all the Presbyterian bodies in England.
Liberty was granted to congregations to
use instrumental aid in the service of
praise.

Ireraxp. —The Irish DPresbyterian
Church has raised nearly £25,000 for jer
Sustentation purposes. She aims at
£30,000, and she will no doubt attain to
this amonnt. There are Union proposals
here too.

Uxitep States.—The first General
Assembly of the Re-united Presbyterian
Churen is now meeting in Philadelphia.
It is the largest Presbyterian Assembly
ever held.  Delegates are present from the
Free, the United Presbyterian and the Irish
Churches.

CaxADA Presuyreriaxy Cnoren—
Ten scholarshships, ranging from 345 to
860 are offered for competition to students
of the University of Toronto, who intend to
study for the ministry of the Presbyterian
Church.  TFifteen bursaries were offered to
competition in conucction with the Mon-
treal College. Six of the Montreal stu-
dents sare French, five being converted under
Mr. Chiniquy. Thirty-two students were
enrolled. Sixteen of these are acting as
Home Missionaries during the summer.—
Rev. Dr. R. F. Buras is now setiled in
Cote street Church, Montreal.—Rev. A.F.
Xemp is appointed Professor of Olivet Col-
lege, Michigan.—~The General Assembly of
€anada will meet in Knox's Church, To-
ronto, on Tuesday the 7th June.

WORK TO BE DONE IN AMERICA.—
Suppose the Dominion and the United
States evangelized there would still remain
a vast population south of us to he hrought
under the influence of true religion. Mex-
ico and Central America have a popniation
of at least ten millions. The number of
Protestant Christians in these countrics is
very small indecd—probably not oncin a
thonsand. South Amefica numbers pro-
hably twenty millions. Here then are

forty millions of people needing the light
of the Gospel—all within comparatively
easy reach of American protestant influence,
Is not this a startling—almost an astound-
ing—consideration? ~ The Portuguese and
Spanish languages prevail in the countries
to which we refer. T'he people are generally
civilized, and slowly but surely advancing
in the arts and sciences, in self-government
and the desire 10r rational liberty. Cuba
too is an inviting mission field. British
Christians have made their influence happily
felt in several of the most important Islands
of the West Indies. The Forty Milions
referred to above must be operated upon
chicfly by the Christians of the neighbour-
ing Republic.

The Presbyterian Board of Foreign Mis-
sions reccived last year $240,888—being
310,000 in advance of any previous year.
Still the Board is $41,000 in debt.

Shipwrecked Missionaries.

The company rescued from the wrecked
missionary packet Morning Star, arrived
safely at Honolulu, on the 4th of Febrnary.
We find in the Herald for April a statement
of the disaster:

‘ Having completed her trip to Ponape,
bringing back Rev. Mr. Sturges and family,
she entered the South Harbor of Kusaic,
Oct. 9, 1869. Late in the afternoon of Oct.
18, by means of a light breeze and towing
with boats, she left the harbor, and secured
what was thought to be a safe offing from
the land. 'We were all unusually cheerful
and buoyant atthe tea-table,and atonr
evening worship we sang, with much spirit,
‘ Homeward Bound.” Afier prayers, Capt.
Tengstrom remained in the cabin a little
while, talking with Mr. Snow. When he
went on deek it was found that the Star
had been working in tow:uds the land, and
was getting  dangerously near to  the
breakers. It being nearly calm, the hoats
were immcdiately?owcrcd, and commenced
towing. But they only had the effect to
head 'her off from, without apparemty
checking her progress taward the land, as
we seemed to be in & strong carrent, and
the swell was heginning to set her in.  An
anchor was let zo in_ twenty fathoms of
water. This sccmed to hold her till a severe
squall came up, striking her over the port
bow. Preparations had been made to slip
the cable and trv to shoot out clear of the
reet, iu case the wind should favoar such a
movement, with the fore and aft sails. But
in trying to cifect this, after the squall struck
her, instead of shooting ahead, as was ex-
pected, she only sagged off, and soon struck,
broadside on. ~As the surf was heavy and
the shore exceedingly rough and rocky, all
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hope for the safety of the vessel was im-
mediately abandoned, as our lives seemed
1o demand our instant care. In getting the
boats around to the outside, one of them
broke away and was Jost. As soon as the
lager one was alongside, all despateh was
used to get the passengers safely on board
and away from the wreck. Through the
favoring providence of God this was effected,
through with no little peril to our lives, as
the rollers were tossing our boat fearfully
against the vessel’s side, the vessel herself
wlling off and on at a fearful rate, greatly

. endangering us from the falling of her
upper Spars.

« Atter landing at the village we had so
weently left, the boat was immediately re-
wrned to the wreck, for the captain, otficers,
and crew. They succeeded in saving many
of their effects. including the ships’s chro-
rometers, charts, &, The natives, includ-
ing king and chiefs, showed us all great
kindness and hospitality during our stay
with them, till Nov. 19th, when we took
pessage on the Anne Porter, Davy, master,
Shanghai, which we chartered for Honolulu,
via Namarik, and Ebon. We also touched
2 Butaritari, We bave experienced great
kindness, and every reasonable attention
fom all on board, during our passage.”
