Grand Division opened in due form; all the officers
present.

Minutes of morning session read and approved. Un
motion, voted, to accept the report of the comtmittee of
the whole.

On motion to adopt said report, the privilege of voting
by Divisions was asked for by Brs. L. I5. Van Buskirk,
C. B. Naylor, and A. Hichborn, and granted.

It was ruled by the G. W. P. that no representative
has power under the constitution of the G. D. to cast
the entire vote of his division, provided he is the
only representative from such division present: and
that, in order to throw the entire vote of the divisiou,
all the representatives, to which said division from the
number of its members was entitled, must be present
and vote.

An appeal from this decision of the chair was had.
and on the question, “ Will the G.D. sustain the Chair
in its decision?’ the vote, which was taken by yeas
and nays, was as follows:

2. Resolved, That the second Quarterly Session of the Grand
Division be held in Cornwallis the last Wednesday in April next.

3. Resolved, That the third Quarterly Session of the Grand Divi-
sion be held in Pictou the last Wednesday in July.

The following resolution was moved by J. W. Hall,
seconded by C. B. Naylor:

Resolved, That a Committee be appuinted for the purpose of fram-
ing a petition to be presented to the House of *Assembly, praying
that a Charter of Incorporation may be granted to the Grand Divi-
sion, for the greater security of the funds and other properties of
the Grand and Subordinate Divisiong

On motion, it was voted, that the consideration of
the above resolution be deferred until the next quar-
terly meeting at Lunenburg.

Adjourned till 7 o’clock, at Acadia Hall.

. Evening Session, 7 o’clock, 25th.
Grand Division opened in due form,—G. W. P. in
the chair. Officers all present.
On motion, voted unanimously, that the sum of
thirty pounds be paid Br. J, Tooker for his services as
Grand Scribe.
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On motion, voted, that the Grand Division proceed
to the election of officers for the ensuing year.

The candidates for G. W. P. were Brs. Rev. J. Mec-
Murray, and E. Sterns;—the ballot resulted as follow« :

E. Sterns, 10—necessary to a choice, 20.
Majority in favor of Rev. J. McMurray, 9—and he was
declared duly elected G. W. P. for the ensuing year.

The candidates for G. W. A. were Brs. L. E. Van
Buskirk, E. Sterns, Jas. Rogers, J. Budd ;—the ballot
was as follows :—L. E. Van Buskirk, 24; E. Sterns, 4;
J. Budd, 5; Jas. Rogers, 8;—whole number, 41;—
necessary to choice, 22. Majority in favor of Br. L. E.
Van Buskirk, 2—and he was declared elected as G.
W. A. for the ensuing year.

The candidates for G. S. were Brs. Rev. A. Hichborn,
W. A. S. Blewitt, and E. M. Cowling. The ballot re-
sulted in the choice of Br. Rev. A. Hichborn, on the
second trial, there being no cl.ice by the first, by a
majority of 2, and he was declared as duly elected as
G. S. for the ensuing year.

The candidates for G. T. were Brs. C. B. Naylor, Jno.
Campbell, and James Starr. Br. Campbell was elected
on the second balloting by a majority of 1, and declared
to be duly elected G. T. for the ensuing year.

Br. Rev. G. H. Porter was unanimously elected as
Grand Chaplain for the ensuing year.

Br. Benj. Zwicker was elected as G. C. on the fourth
ballot by a majority of 2, and declared as duly elected
to the office of G. C. for the ensuing year.

Br. E. M. Cowling wds duly elected G. Sen. on the
fourth ballot, by a majority of 2, and declared as G.
Sen. for the ensning year.

The oflicers elect were then duly installed into their
respective stations.

Voted to excuse Br. A. Hichborn as Chairman of
Committee of Appeals; and appesint Br. C: B. Naylor,
in his stead.

Resolved, That this Grand Division go into the enquiry of the
number of members necessary in a Subordinate Division to consti-
tute a constitutional working quorum.

On the question being taken the Resolution was lost.

Br. A. M. Gidney offered the following Resolution :

Resolved, That this Grand Division deem it incompatible with the
spirit of our Order to admit Subordinate Divisions to retain their
Charters who have dwindled in numbers to less than ten members;
