In spi e of the dull times tho business of Halifax is on tho increase, as is
proved by the customs returns for the last fisc\l year. Tho total increase of
trade in the face of faliinz prices was 81,744,717. Tho increase in our
oaputt trade, near’y une Lalf of which is in fish, is uver one mi liva do lars,
The total foreign trado of the yoar was no less than $14,305.710, proving
that our trade has a'most doubled in the past fifteen years. This is a very
good showing, as it proves that wo are steadily advancing, but still we must
not re t con'entedly on our oars, but with a loog pu'l aud a pull all together
ofrive in the mext fifteen years to make Halifax the foremust city in the
Dominion.

If Halifsxians wore aware of the good work President Harrison is doing
for them in his retalintory measures, they would ci:ll a mass meeling and
tender him a unanimous vote of thanks. The managers of the C. P. R. and
the Grand Trunk will, if the Prosident continues his good work, be forcod
to make Halifax the winter Atantic terminus or starting point of their
roads, and the very thing we havo been longing for wil be ac:omplished
ttrough his good offices. A line of At'aatic greyhounds will be a natural
cousequenco, and the President will soon be receiving his forsiga despatchea
from Iurope via Halifax in at least two days loss timo than at present,
Wo havo been leaning a little too heavi‘y for support on our great southern
neighbor, and it is high lime wo wero taughs to wa'k alone.

It it is truo as reported thit Piesident Van Horne, of the C P. R., has
gune to Logland with the main ouject of arrringing for a line of fast
Atlan ic tteamers to 81! botween Ha ttax and svite LEog ish porl, then wo
shall Liave cause to be thankful. Qaly whun we Liave a line of the laigest
and fastest steawors afluat makicg this city thoi: western port, will Jhie great
superiority of our harbor over ail other harbors on the Atlantic coast of
Moith America bo reado apperent.  Tuu largost stcamers msy enter and sail
fremn our haibur at any stage of the tide, aud there are no dangerous Lars to
inupode their course. When it is d wons.ra ed by ono great iine of steamers
that Halifax is the port fur quick passages and speedy despa cli, vther fin s
wi.l find it advisable to make this their purt, and our, in many cisos, almost
unased wharves will bo crowded with skipping.

The Presidontial election in the United States has so far boen very
quictly conducted, but it is evidently the calm that precodes tte storm, and
with the advent of cooler weather the campaiga on both sides will be
vigorous'y prosecuted. Both sides have dissensions to heal, tho Domocratic
difficulty being with Tammany in New York, whilo the Repablicins are
threatencd with tho loss of eome of the Western States by the revolt of the
fartiers. Tho McKinley tariff has opened tho o501 of the latter class to
the fact that they are being heavily taxed to boncefir the manufacturors, while
receiving no benefits in return, and as their voio in the past has been
large’y Ropublican, if they now become tanfl refurmers and vote with the
Democrats, tho chances for Harrison are slim indeed. The bitter hostility
of Tammany to Cleveland before his nomination really strengthened bim
with the coautiy at large, Lut as it has now buwed to the inevitable and
predged its supputt to the Demoeratic Dumineo, there is a'm.st a certainty
that New York State will go Democratic. Ia the large cities cash has a
ost iwmpurtaut iufluence on the vute, but io the evuntry, mure cspecully
with (lie farmers, it hias little effect.  Thereforo, the threatoned luss of the
farmors” voto tu the Republicans is more serivus than would bo the luss to
tLe Demuciats of the Tammany voto, as the fartaers are swayed by principle,
while Tammany is largely controlled by monoy an1 spoile,
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Calgary, the prosperous capital of Alberta, has come to the conclusion
that its population of 4,000 peacc-loving people warrant the catablishment
of a police force. Accordingly n chief and a sub were appointed. They
paced the sireets diligently, but finding ofiicial work ecarce, they turned
detcctives, and claim to have unearthed crimes enough for a metropolis.
"The people are not happy over the presont state of affairs, Oa the whole,
they regret the civic pride which led them to call for a uniformed protec-
tion, and would fain dismiss the officers whose presence seems to have
awakened the slumberiog villainy of the town.

There have been 8o many disastrous accidents attendant upon the use
of clectricity as a molor power for street cara that great efforts have been
put forth to find a practical substitute, There is at present a short railway
between Maachester and Bolton, on which a new motor has been used
with marked success. The euphonious name of this power is the Anhy-
drous Ammonia. In other words the .chemical aflinity between water and
ammonia is the basis of the new power. ('ars by this method can be rua
at an expense of three cents an hour, and the shrewd inventors hope that
this cheap and barmless agent will speedily displace clectricity as a locomo-
motive power for street cars.

We regret exceedingly to observe that so many of our Nova Scotian lads
arv already acquiring the tobacco habit. We necd in Canads a sturdy
generation of men to continue the development of tho country which their
fathers have begun, Tbe young smoker is not a promieing citizen. Brain
end body are alike enfeebled by the use of tobacco in any form. Under-
sized and nervous youths can too often be scen—the result in great part of
the tebacco-habit.  On the ground of personal self-respect, boys, give up
tobzeco. T.et your manbood reach its highest development, both mentally
ang physically, before meddling with the noxious weed.

Now that the planet Mars is in such close proximity to the earth, to the
great excitement of the astronomical world, it is pleasing to note that “a
Fellow of the Theosophical Saciety ” have received definite inforwation on
the subject from the spirit of the late Madsme Blavatsky. Accordiog to the
late leader of the Theosophical seat, Mars is not now inhsbited, in fact it
has been void of population for some millions of years. The * Egos,” who
once were domiciled on the red planet, are now sojourniog in ope of its
invisible moons. It is not probable, however, that this startling statement
will discourage our astronomers from making further ¢ unhappy and indefi-
nite deductions from partial facts.”

The Government of Chili has agreed to submit certein claims made by
the Governmient of the United States to the decision of arbitrators. Qae
of the most peculiar of these is a claim in which a Frenchman, surnamed
Cochet, a natural.zed citizen of the United States and a resident in Chuij,
is interested. The clsimant bimself has been dead for maay years, and now
his illegitimate son is urging for a settlement, Cochet claimed that he was
the discoverer of the properties of guano as a fertilizing agent, and that
hslf the profit of the whole guano trade of Chili kad been promised him for
his service to the country. The son, who is also the sole heir, calculates
the damages at the substantisl sum of 500,000,000.

We are sorry to note the disgrace which J. A. Chrysler, school-teacher
of Tuterville, near Simcoe, has endeavored to bring upen his profession.
Happily he has failed in this, and his wrong-doiog will fall only upon his
own shoulders. His scheme for raising money was to advertise in the
Gluli, of Toronto, for applications for a vacant tutorship, which of course
never existed. His dupes were to enclose a deposit of $10.00 as an evi-
dence of good faith. Not a few unwary ones nibbled at the bait, the ten
dollar bills were coming in very usefully, when an calightened dupe exposed
the fraud. Chrysler's s:ntence has been deferred, but we trust that when
given it will be a salutary one, 1lis kind of shrewdness 1s not neceded in
Canada,

Tho people of the United States do not seem content with the Chinese
immigration laws, for they are inflicting absurd restrictions on the 140,000
Chinese already resident in the country, The last Congress decreed that
every Chinaman iu the country should sit for his photograph, at his own
expense, and that the picture should be retained by the Government. This
new picture gallery will doubtless be as amusiog as the idea is absurd.
The similarity of the Chinese countepances will doubtless be a trifle
monotonous, but still the American Goveroment can claim to be the posses-
sor of ‘the preatest show on carth.” The New York Sun gravely suggests
that a national museum should be built in which the Chinese photographs
might be displayed to proper advantage.

An interesting lawsuit hac arisen in London over the extra charges
which are the bane of the British theatrea. It appesrs that a Mr. Jones
became lessee of the Avenue Theatre in last September, and that before this
date a2 Mr. Payne had contracted with the proprietors to sell refresbmeats
and pregrammes. The programmes were sold at sixpence cach, a charge
which scemed exorbitant to Mr. Jones. In order to put down their sale he
circulated free programues and displayed large prioted copies upon the
slage. Io the lawsuit which followed Mr. Jones was worsted for having
interfered in an illegal manner with the rights of the sub-costractor, but his
championship of the frec programme policy, even at his personal loss, has
done much to increase the unpopularity of programme vendors.

The preceedings of the ghost-catching weather burcau of the Soclety for
Psychical Rosearch ore not without interest to the general public.  Ofcourss
few definite resulta have been attsined, but many interesting facts axe given
in conneclion with experimontal psychology. About y00 cases of veridical
apparation—tbat is an apparation which coincides in circumstance and time
with a calamity to a friend ora relative—have te:n collected, The Socicty
haa aleo succeeded in vnmasking a good many humbugs, in putting dowa
the mechanical varicty of spiritual seances, and ia testing the value of hyp.
notism &8 an aesthetlc agent.  So long as the Society shall continue to clear
away superstitions it will bo of great use to its generstion.,

They are helplessly stranded in a
strange city, anxious for a comfortable chelter, and quite wiiling to pay for
it. In the abscnce of a propersummer hotel cannot some amicable arrange.
ment be made between the hotels and the sumerous private boarding houses
in the city. DBy this means the travelliog public would be accommodated,
the private boatding houses benefitted, and a more pleasing impression given
to these straugers who have left their crowded cities to seek diversion 1n the
little city by the sea.

The ope hundredth anniversary of the poet Shelley's death, which has
just been commemorated in mauy parts of the world, has called forth much
hitherto uapublished anecdote, fact, and doubtless fiction, about the clever
youth. Seldom has the gift of song had such a perfect utterance, seldom has
pature had a truer interpreter. Shelley caught and held the music of the
sky-lark’s song in all the beauty of its etherial, cloudy height—and it is a
hundred years since he passed from this world.

Two years ago, when the Afro-American League was established, it was
hoped that its influence would do much to put down the many outrages
which were being perpetrated upon the American negro. Since then the
administration of mob-law to the negro has grown much more frequent—
the record of lynchings alone for the past year is a disgraceful one. The
league having failed in its firat object is now urged to more stirring mea-
sures. It is suggested that every negro in the United States shall be
thoroughly armed with powder, shot and rifle, that he may be able to
resent the insults heaped uwpon himself or his family. While we sympa-
thiza greatly with the Afrc-Americans in their sufferings through the mal-
administration of law in the Republic, yet we cannot but condemn those
who are fanoipg this flame of discontent. They should consider the
impulsiveness of the colorsd people, which would but too soon carry them
beyond the bounds of moderation. If there is any sense of justice in the
law courts of the United States the grievance of the negro will not be

l'ghtly set aside.

We note with great interest that the public is again becoming interested
in the Preeper cese. Preeper has becn confined in Dorchester for over
three years for a crime which to our mind was never clearly proven agaist
bir, ~Many who have closely studied the case, and who know the prisoner
well, are morally certain of his innocence. The petition which is to be cir-
culated in our city should receive careful attention, It gives many reasons
for the release of Precper, the chief argument being that Jane Doyle, the
wife of the murdered man, has on several occasions admitted that Preeper
was innocent, and that she herself had shot her husband by accident.
Whi'e it is greatly to be regretted that an ipnocent man should harve
undergone Preeper’s cxperiences—in being wrongfully charged with a crime
—in being sentenced to desth—then at the earnest pelition of the public
having bis sentence commuted to dreary imprisonment for life, yet a deeper
disgrace will attach itself to our law coorts and our citizzos in private life,
if with their present knowledge of Mrs, Doyle's admissions they fail to
make an cffort to secure freedom at ls2s: for this victim of a mis-carriage of
jastice.

As in other
cases, ‘one man's meat is another man's poison,’ and the same remedy will
not apply to all individusls. Some find camphor most efficacious, and
salt and water will not avail. Ammonia, bowever, seems to bc generally
successful as a neutrabzsr of the mosquito poison. Where there are
large quantitics of mosquitocs and no reason for their appearance is
apparent, it is well to look about thc premises for something which
attracts them. An uncovered barrel of rain water will bring them in
ho:des, and damp places and stagnant pools are spots where they delight to
congregate.”

Loaving the dock at
bigh noon we were soon c¢fl soundings, the last land in sight bsing the
familiar Cape Anbp, and thal only dimly seen. It was an ideal day for such
a trip, the smfice of old ocean scarcely broken by a ripple, and the
Yarmoull, stesming.aloog fiftcon miles an hour, moved almast as stadily s
though coming up Silem harbor. The wind was so light there wero f:w
ssils in eigbt, but ever and snon we passed some collier or Jumberman
inward bound, though only one square-rigged vessel crossad our track. All
the aftesnoon we eal and gazod across tho placid waters, occasionally a
porpoise skowing his fin above the surfsce or perhsps a horse mackerel racing
with the sbip a little way. How cagerly wo watched an approachiog vessel,
and how interested in her welfare wo were nutil she dizsappeared from view |

Then, too, we made the acquaintance of Captain McGray, tho commander
of tho ship, 3 young man of twenty-eight, and stoward IHopkios, both of
them pleasant, gonial cflizials, who seem to take geauino pleasure in adding
to tho comfort and enjoyment of the travellers placed in their cire, never
tiring of tho incessant questionings $o which thoy are subjected, and over
ready {o do one a kinduoess.

Ths afternoon passed all too quickly in such pleasant compiay, and soon
the sup, einking to its rest in a blezs of glory, was replacad by the moon’s
bright beams, sud until bedtimo, tho evoning, like the afternson, was all that
could be dosired, but we had scarcely stowed ourselves away in our bunks
before tho stontorien voico of the whistle conveyed the undesirable inform.-
tion that the ship bad run into a bank of fog. Ilowover, a lit\le thing like
that did not disturh us, and in spite of the constant tooling all night long.
we slept tho sleep of the righteous and awoke next morning thoroughly
refreshed. YWhen wo got on deck overything was wrapt in geouine New-
foundland fog, so dense that ono could scarcely soo from stom to storn ; the
veseel was still going shead, though at redaced speed, snd the captsin and
pilots, in heavy winter overcoats, wero esgorly listening for the sound of the
steam fog born at the mouth of Yarmouth harb:r.

Shortly the sun burned through tho mists, snd so carefully and correctly
had the cfficers meade their calculations, that when the fog fisally lifted co
that we could eeo the land, wo found oursolves directly off tho mouth of the
hsrbor., Immnsediately the bell rang for full specd, and presontly the ship was
at tho pier, and the passengors Ianded ssfely on foreigu soil.

A lovg train with parlor car atlached was in wailizg, and after a short

055 | bat highly satisfactory interview with general superintendent Briguell, of

tho Western Countios Railway, wo wero on our way to ** Digby the Beautifal ”
for a fow days stay. It wss a pleasant rido of about soventy miles, especially
interesting to American eyes, tho custotns of tho people, some of thom, quite
at variance with thoso of the land from which we came, were over a source
of much interesting comment,

Ono of the prottiest bits of econery along tho way was at the town of
Weymoutb, a port of eome coneidorablo importanco, The railroad ocrosees
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the river at quite an olovation, and tho outlook up and down its beautiful

bl valley is vory fino, A ride of threo hours from Yarmouth lands the

possongor at tho little etation at Digby, and as tho train ran slowly into tho
depot, quite a gathering of people and considerablo lifo and bustle was

manifest, its cause being quickly determinad by a poster on tho dosdsvalls,

sncouncing thot Washburn's American circus was io town. It was tho fitst
show of tho kind that had struck the town for cight yecars, and one can
casily imagino bow tho poopls turned out to epjoy the excitement. Thus
our firat day's stay in Digby was made decidedly lively by tho circus and its
attendapt atiractions, Evidently cveryono within a csrrisgoe ride off tho
town altended. They come in all sorts of conveyances, from good-looking
family carriages down to tho rudest sort of ox-teams.

The stiractivoness of Nova Scotiy s & vacation resort, its boauliful
sconery and delightful climato are becoming more fully known and appreci-
ated by tho pooplo of the United States, ond this yoar the tidoe of travel has
st vory strongly this way. In this delightful place, Digby, overy hotel and
bearding place is filled to overflowing with summer visitors, not only from
the States, but from Islifax, St. John and tho othor largo citice of the
provinces. o aro located at the Myrtlo 1louso, kopt by Mrs. Milligan, a
charming old place, formerly the homo of the British consul. Tho house is
in the midst of a grove of fine old trees, and commands o delightful view
of the Annapolis Basip, which stretches away almaost as far as tho eyo can
sco. Hore is located a littlo company of twenty-five or thirty people, who
enjoy to the utmost the rest and quiet which the place so fully affords, Our
landledy is in every way mistress of the situation, and our overy want and
comfort recoives careful attontion, tho table is abundantly supplied with
simple snd homeliko cookery, nicely served and thoroughly appreciated by
sppotites made keon by tho pure air of the hills, And our clesn, simply-
furnished cbambor, with tho comfortablo bed, invites the soundest slumber.
Oh, such nights for sleep! Last night when bedtime came, (and bedtime
comes very early here,) the thermometer stood about sixty-five, and the night
beforo st sixty, whith made thoroughly acceptable the tender of an extra
# puff,”

d Such & contrast to the weather we loft in Salem,—not a day bas the glass
been sbove seventy-five, and at evening our overcoats have proven quito
useful, All this time, until to-day, the sky has been without a cloud, but
a cool breeze from off the water hes tempeorod the heat, so that it has been
just the weather to tramp and ride about.

Tho walks and rides in this vicinity are meny and beautiful. One morn-
ing a carrisge from one of the two stables horo took a jolly littlo party down
to Point Prim, whero tho light house and fog whistle aro located. They are
upon & bold promontory just beyond the outlot to this groat Anunspolis
Basin, which is known a8 Digby Gut. This outlet or gut is not much mors
than & mile across, and the tide rushes with a resistloss force between high
chifs ricing perpendicularly from the sen, discharging tho waters of this
great basin into the Biy of Fundy. It must bea grand sight indeed to be
here in a storm, for evon in this beautiful summer weathor the waves aro
churned into foam at the base of the cliffs, and all up and down as far a8 eye
can resch is a fringo of whito along the shore.

The rise and falf of the tide in this conntry is something to interost the
southern vigitor. Theo cliff upon which the fog station is built is 2bout sixty
fect above low water wark, and at high tide the water comes up nearly halt
of that distance, and tho light-keeper gaid that in winter tho seas will broak
ovor the roof of the station. The whatfs are built on very long piles, made
necesszary by this great rise and full, and it teoms g0 funny to bo on a lovel
with the mast-hoads of tho little fishermen lying slongside the wharf at low
tide. Largo ships are floated on the beach at full sea, and the receding
watera lesve them high and dry.

Another delightful ride is fo Bear River, distant a dezin miles fromn
Digby. Going over the high hills, we pass along a road sadly in need of
Superinlendent Merrill and his stoam roller, but the roughness of the road
is moro than compensated for by the loveliness of the views obtained from
tho summit of the hills. It is a thoroughly Acadian scene stretching away
on overy hand, while across the broad expanso of Annapolis Basin the North
Mountsins raise lheir stately hesds to thoe sky, enveloped in that pretty
blue tint which adds so much attractiveness. Aftor tho Jast and steepest
descent, with pictures of indescribable besuty on every bank, we are in Bear
River, a most attractive little place, where ono scems transported to some
charming Swiss village in the heart of tho Alps. Through the centro of the
town flows the broad river, and rising from its bed are tall hills, on tho sides
of which are porched the pretty cottoges of the town, which aro reached by
tho stecpest and most windiog of stroots A little way up the river wo are
shown the ways, upon which a handsome brigantine was built, wbich
now lies off in the siream laden with lumber, and only awaitiog the arrival
of her crew to proceed onm her first voyage to a far away South Awmericsn
port. Our atlontion was drawn to a house on the main sireet, the front of
which was literally hidden with flowering plants; and it is ono of the
noticeable features of this rogion, tho universal love of fiawors by the people.
Evsy the bumblest home bas its flawer-gardon, and slmost every houso has
a window filled with plants,

Whilo at Bear River our parly mado purchases of the basket work of the
Indians, who have a camp across tho river, and woave the bark and swoet-
scented grasses into all manuer of pretty things. Oane piece reprosented a
butter dish, another a coffee pot ; thore wero baske's of all sorts and sizos,
lovoly fabe, picturo frames, otc., otc., and birch bark canoes, besides many
other articles. All of these things sre to be had for a reasonablo sum, for
the poople of this section have not yot cultivated the art of *fleccing” tho
summer visitor, and this is another thing which makes a stay hero a pleasuro
and quite a contrast to some of our American watering places.

“ Bat my heart tarns back to Digby and I must go1” So bunting up
tbe mattor-of-fact young man who drovo us over, wo resumo our zide, going

home by the river road, which is equal to any of our boasted 1$ss0x-County
roadbeds, Jonxn D. M, Gauss,

As is usual duripg this month business continues to be somewhat quiot.
Though a couple f zExeavy rain storms that occurred in the past ten Jays
caused tomo anxiety to cur farmers in rogsrd to the growiog crops, the
return of favorable woather hae again revived the prospects vf a good barvert.
Vory littloe damsgo has beon dono by theso 8'orms, aod repurts from all eoc-
tions aro encoursgirg. In mcst lines thero is tho usual volumeo of saler, ard
tho epquiry is protty generslly good. Remittances havo perhaps not been
quite so good, but this is actounted for in somo mossure by tho fact that the
bay crop is orormouely lesge, snd this calla for great quantities of binding
wire  For this goneral storekeopers in the country Lave to pay cisb, and
consequently they havo to let othor accounts wait.

The QCanadian Gracer romarks on a topic that we regard as of pricary
importanco io facilitating tradoe betweon the various portiore of tho British
Fupiro as follows —' At tho Ccngress of chambers of commeruo of tho
British Fmpiro wbich met in London st tho beginniog of last mooth it was
resolved that the intorests of the Emgiro cslled for s uniform eyitem of
weights, measures end currency. If such asystom wers establisbed through-
out the Empire, it would bo of vast benefit in tho sggregate of results,
thoreforo, it would be many times moro beneficial if it wore adopted by all
the civilized peoplos of the esrth. The saving would be enormous. The
salaries now psid to clerks for converting tho weighte, measures and values
from one mode of expreasion to another constitute a bigtax on commodities.
The diversity of standards and units couses ondless confusion and bewilder-
ment. Tho matter is made more complicated by tho growth of tiriff duties
all over the world. The primary cost of any commodity expressed in foreign
terms of weight and value is to be increised by tho duty of so much ad
valorem on somo unit of weight different from that named in the quotatioo.
If thero were but one way of quoting all over the commorcisl world, busi-
ness would bo wonderfully simplified. The decimal principle is of course
the easiest to base upiformity upon, on account of 10 being tho radix of tho
numeration in use all over tte world, The metric system is perhsps the
most scientific that could be deviced on tho basis of the decimel priuciple.
It is cxtending in use and much more in favor. If it woro established
everywhere, not only shou'd we have uniformity in all expressions of weight,
measure and value, but we chould bave a buge mass of vague terminology—
85 boxes, barrols, bags, etc.—dcone away with, or converted iuto parcels of
definite magnitude.”

In view cf ko very large hsy crop in Nava Scotia this year the following
should be f intereet to otr faimess and shippers :—Recent mail advices
reported a great skortago of hay on the Continent of Europe, owing to the
dry weatker experienced there duiing the past season ; and soveral enjuiries
bave been received frcm Antwerp and other Continental ports, regarding the
poseibility of Canada being able to supply a portion st least of the shortage
on the other side, This has resulted in the sale of 50 tons of Monires!
pressed bay by Mesers. Marsan & Brcssesu to a firm in Paris, at a very good
price, the lot beicg shippcd by the stesmer Gruonm to Astwerp. Uther
enquiries have sleo been received from Antwerp and Rouen for cargo lots ;
but the great difficuity will bo in obtaining freight for complete cargoee,
Still, considerable quantities can be shipped in part cargoce, whish will
reiieve this provinco of a portion of ils suporabundant crop, and 1t 18 to be
boped that tho sbove lot, which is the first shipment of hay from this port
lo Paris, will bo the commencemont of a large cxport trade. In order to
wirk up this new bueiness, Meesre. Marsan & Brosseau aro sending a re-
presentative to the other side, whicbh, it is expected, will result 10 the dis-
pocition of a large yuantity of Canadisn hay on the Continent cf Europe,
— Montreal Trade Dulletin.

WeekLr Fixanciar Roview oF Hesny CrLews & Co, New Yorx,
Auguet 20, 1892, The Stock Market exhibits an unusual degree of resist-
ing power. ‘Silver sgain touched the lowest prico on record ; serious strikes
are in progress on the trunk lines at Buffalo and elsewhers ; gold exports
continuo in spite of all predictions to the contrary, and Europe refuses to
stop sending back her American securities. This is a list of ¢:1amities which,
in ordinary times, would precipitite a sharp declige in the whole market ;
while, as a matter of fact, prices have refused to yield to such influences
with romarkable stubborpness. Values, it is true, are lower than a fow
months ago, but the decline has been gradual, and judged by ordinary expe-
rience, not at sll in p:oportion to circumstsnces, The questlon i3 often
asked, ¢ why does not the market yield? A good many operators hava
been convinced that it chould decline, and consequently sold stocks. Iustead
of weakening the markot tho bears have possibly strengthened it by creating
a new and, for the tims being, probably the only important buyiog interest.

But the real resson for this rssistence to Jower prices is desper seated
than that based on any short interest. It is bised on the confilence of the
big hoiders of stocksin the fature resources of the country and its railroads,
Their holdings have been greatly, and perhaps uawillingly, angmented by
European sales duriog the last six months ; still there is every indication that
they are determined to hold them for better prices. Ttis being tho case it
makes no difference at the moment whethor speculation is active or dull,
whether tho public will buy stocks or not. If the lsrge ownets of securitics
sre determined to hold for batter figures—and their ability to do eo is
undoubtedly grester than ususl—it i3 evident that no large amoun‘s of
stocks will change hands at lower prices. Tae noxt question i3, ¢ what dv

they taild this confidence upon,’ whon the silver crisis, gold expoits, dimin-
ishing merchandisa exports and incressing imporls, strikes, low prices for
whoat, cotton and other products, docreasing gross earnings, and other facts
are all presented as favoring a furthor drop in stocks? Thn truth is, that not
only have these matters all been in a measure discounted, but thoy aro all
$omporary in character, Big capitalists seo moro onduring ovidonces than

theso on which to base thoir plans ; and chief of theso aro the rapid dovelo;
ment and widespread prospority of the whole country. llero and theroan
complainis of over-production, excts«ive compolition, low pricee, olc., b
beyond that iv the etoady incresse in tho velume cf trado and the encuury
ieg decrease in business fai'ures compared with last year., Clearings i
steadily hoavier than a yoar ago. Railroad carnings do not show such heaq
geins as in 1891, only tecauso wo aro compuring with an extraordiusy
year; and net resu'ts, bo it rememberod, are eutiefactory. Another ress:
for confidence in railroad securities is the gradual (cuderoy to climinate cuz
petition by means of consolidations. This tondency is workiog out tesy
beneficial to stockbolders, not ouly by groater economies, but by the avai
avco of the reckless rato wars of tho past decsde. .Again railruad buildig
has boen at a comparative stand atill for several yoars past, some States shox.
ing no new milesgoe whatovor of consequenco, and others ooly very moders,
extopsions.

being confined witbin the limits of jubbing quaniiites.  There is sume little
enquiry for new goods for forward shipweat, but the velume of trade is
restricted by tho absence of sny geners! offerings from tho other eile.

Tea.—The activity in tea has dropp-d off a good deal duriog thy wook,
but this his been due to the scarcity of mediumn and low grades, the arrivals
having boen c'eaned up pritty thoroughly. Teas of about 162 to 22c. are
boing atked for, but are vory scarcx. There is nothing specisl in either
blacks or groens. L.

Fisu.—Thero is no change to record in rospect to fi.h ia this market
eince our last roport. Tho along-shoro men are doing fairly well as regard
citching cod, haddeck, hiko, elc., on the adjicont banks, but pricea are tod
low 1o ronder the indus'ry profitable. A fow herring aro boing taken inthe
coves on the westorn shoro, but no mickerel make their appoiarance. As
for the latter tho only chance now lies in the fall rum, yhic.h ghould arrive in
six to eight weeks, but if that proves no better than it did last year, those
who depond upon takiog them for their living will bo groatly disappointed
and much suffo:ing will inovitably ensue amoog their familiee.

S : The progr.ss of mining in this di trict for the past lwo years has
pot come up 1a our expectations by any mears, and mainly owing to two
causes: In the first place, tho old government regulations for the sale of
mineral jands in Ontario allowed a lot of speculators to buy up a greet part
of tto nickel range without requiring any development work to be done on
their claime. Tken the new mining law which camo into force somo ecigh-
teen montha ago, by foolishly iniposing a roya'ty oo all new properties tsken
up, has had tho cflect of deterring capitalists frum going 1nto mines hero,

But all the old mines, with one exception, are being worked as before.
¢nd somo of them ¢ » a larger scale.  1he Canadian Copper Co. (of Cleve-
jand, Ohio), wutk te. o lucations, the Cupper-chif, Stubio and Evaus m nes,
and get out and treat «ver 300 tons of ore every dsy. They have lately
added the Besstmer protess 1o their sneiting juinaces, by which they are
cabled to 1urn out much richor matte. that carnes upward of ot ur ceut
of cupper-nickel. Tho Murray mine, belonging to the weli knowa Vivian,
of Swansea, Wales, also makes similar matie by the s me prucess. The
mnes of tke Dominion Mineral Co. were clised duwn for sume unknown
reagen lost fall, but the largest one of them has Leen stirted again under
new and more vigorous management, atd now emp oys about 250 hands
In tko townsh:ip of Drury, on the other or south west end of the rarge the
Chicego Nickel Co. a0 exploiting the Traverse mine and have th-ir eme t-
ing works nearly completed. This will make a’tegether fivo sme'ting
furnaces in the district, with a united capacity o! treating over 70J tons of
oro a 4zy. DBesides, a number of other proporties are being opened up this
season, and thero are good prospects of incresscd activily and interest in
mining here bofore long

The maiu nickel 1ango i3 about fifty miles long and from one to four
miles wide, runping in a northeast avd southwestdirection from Lake
Wahpapitec to the Spanish River -Dut, strangely enough, the best part, or
great middlo section of it, has not besn touched yet, excepting a littlo de-
velopment work done here and there on it. Most of thu ore-bods of the
district occur on this belt in the narrow tongucs of diorite, culminating
near the middle of the range or in tho township of Denison into veritable
mountaizs of mineral. 1 have secn the principal mimng camps of North
Americs, but I do not know of apy other six miles squaro that has so wany
and such vast doposi:s of ore in it as this township of Denison. Thero are
other remarkable features about this township. For instancy, on the north
sido of it, « chain of elevon immonso ore-bods run across it almostin a
straight line, and all rising into great hills and ridges above the surface
Ono of thcm, known as * Lot 8," is considered one of the best nickel pro-
perties on the range. Then immediately south of this bolt thero is a smaller
hill on the Vernniilion mino that yiclds no less than six differont minermls,
namely, platinum, nickel, copper,. gold and si.ver, and moro or less tin
The nickel oro in this mire is of very high grado, or from 10 to 40 per cent.,
and some threo miles to the svuthwest cf it, gersdorfii ¢ catrying 60 per
cent. of nickel has been found, though not in very large quantities. Lastly,
on the south side of tho township a sccondary miceral belt vccurs, witha
number of promising nickel beds on i, as we.l as somo platinum, gold and
slver.

A fow of theso fino properties have been bought up by the Canadian
Copper Company and others, but the most of them are stiil in the matket.
Thoy were fortunately a!l patented under the old law, and are thercforo
freo trom royally or conditions of any kind,

I do not know why the chloride shou'd bo preferred to
tho sulphato ; and no information is given as to wh.t is done with the
sulphur in the ore, and with the excess of ferrous chloride tha% must be
preduced.

The Marchese and Siemens and Ha'ske processes are in commorcial
operation, and the elcetric extraction of copper is already o growing indus-
try.  The oleclromotive fo:co nccessary for this puipose is less than a voit;
g0 Lhat, assuming coal to be used as in the estima-o, the electrical cost is 14s.
5d. per ton for extraction of copper. T cannot give tho whole cost, as that
involves so many considerations This fizure will give copper smelters
somo idea of the savirg of r placing the ordinary 1ecfining process by
clectrolysts.

In dealing with such a va'uable substance as copper the tims element
mest not be neglectod. The ivterest on money locked up in copper under
treatment may bo a very serious item.  This is an obj c.ion of some weizght
in the cavo of milt anodes which take some time to dissolve. The who'e
of the copper turned cut is not obtained from tho anodes; but, taken all
round, it may not be far wrotyg to assume that the copper takes about threo
moonths to pass through the works whera matt anodes are emp’oyed. If the
output iz, say 1000 tons a mouth, the copper represents a capital of some
£150,000, and the ioterest increases the cost of refinirg some 128 a ton.

NOTES ON SAMPLING.
Written for tte Engincering and Mining Journal, By H, R. Wooi, M, A.

Vein and Mine Sumplingi—Vein oulcrope rarely assay up to the averaga
valuo of tho vein and it is therefors necossary ta ssmple more 1han tho out-
crop, oven at tho first survoy. A prospect, or first sawpling, should be made
from a eeries of pits, dug at intorvalg slong the vein, to a depth of 10 to 12
ft, If tho voin iz much decompoid onthe surface, however, tho samples
obtained in this way canoot by taken as characteristic of the lowar par's of
tho vein. Tho depth to which the pi‘s neod by mads varies also with the
nsturo of the ore. I tho eurface crippiegs coasist of iran oxides and car-
bunates of low aseay jyleld tho ora bady in the form of sulphides will ha
reached at a lcas distance than 10 feet. Gold besring veins ars frequently
sicher noar Lhoe surfaco, and the gold is apt to appoar hore in the firm of
la-ge apg'utinatione, though at the immediite oulersp the girld may be
entirely removed. When gold accompanies iron pyrites, the ferrous su'phate
formed by tho oxidation of the iron pyrites acts as a elight solvent of the
gold, and remoavos it or washes it out, or d2pasits it in nugzet like massea,

The sampling of a mine for buying or sslling purposes shou'd he dona
at all the levels and in the shafl as well. Wken the ledgo is exposed at
the end of the tunae!, or at tha bottom of tho shaft, it should be sampled ell
ovor the face ; when the tunnel follows tho ledge, the vein should be sympled
from wall to wall, acroes the roof aud the flior, every ten or twenty faet;
in the shaft the vein shculd be sampled from wall to wall on both sides,
every fifty feot. Pay s'resks when distinetly marked from the rest of the
veig wight be separstely sampled. Whon the ledge is decompased on the
sutface, careful sampliog should by made from wall to wall as usual, and
matked variaticns in ledge mitter should be kept soparate.

Dump Sunpling —Tne sampler may be blindfolded while ho picks up
from the pile of frsgmen's of vein and o with which his band com3s in
contact ; or tho pile may be samploed by a careful sslecti>a from its surface.
Car eamples may be taken in the sams way. None of thes> matbods is
vory accurate and the only satisfactory way is to ship 5-10 tons of ore to a
mill or smeltor, where a gool commercial average asssy cin be obtaized.
Such a car lcad should be takon from all portions of the vein.

Sampling Slags—1It is better to sampla elags while they are hot snd
finid. A slender iron rod, a portion of which is bent at ons end ts serve
as 2 handle, is thrustinto a red hot slag and gaickly withdrawn, and instantly
pliced in a bucket ¢f water. The thin sealv of s1.g caating the end of the
rod falls into the water.  Whete the slag is run in pigs on the grousd as from
matto reverbatory furnaces, the slig must ko broker before too cool, and the
rod thrust into its center. 'When the slsgis run into pots a small iron cup
with a long bandle may be used instoad of the rod ; the suiface of the slag
in the pot is broken and the cup thrust into the molten fluid, care being
taken that all tbo particles of matte suspended in the slsg be first sllowed
10 soitle. The slag in the cup should bo cuoled slowly, and on breaking
should précent s glassy appesrance. Slig may besamplcd when ¢2ol, sever
picces beiog broken cff from it, but this moihod is more icconvenient, snd
is nct s0 represen‘ative of 1ho quality of the elag. Suiface samples should
not be taken, as bits of coke or fl1x are apt to adhere.

Matte —In sawmpliog matte the cap shoull bo used ; tha slight crost
which has formed on the pat shauld by broken and th cup thrust well ig,
as thero is frequently some slig on the surfaca. If, however, the pat is
full of matte, it is not advisable to threst the cup to the bsitom, as spoiss is
very apt to be present. Tae sample is casled by droppioy it into a bucket
of water. Whera the matte is run into a mold as in copper roverbatories,
tbe matte is sampled by breaking small chips from the center and one end
of tho pig.

Zine Puls.—The fullowing is the me'hod of sxmpling the ziac pota ia
the desilverization process: After the finsl z'oeing and the last alloy of
z'oc, a rich silver-load is skimmed from the sucface of tho pot; and a long-
handled pair of tongs hivingz a civity in each tong, which when clos:d
resembles a bullet mnold, is thrust into the pot by the workman, worked back
and forward until hested, then euddenly c'osed, drawn up and opened on 2
clean board or fl:gstone. This is the method of sampling the battom of the
pot, acd two tullets are ususlly £iken. The upper portion of the pot 15
sawpled by qrickly thrasting io snd quickly withirawiog a thin short bar
cf sted], rounded at one end ; 8 thia c)ating of leal will adhere which can b
readily romoved by slitting one side. Theso samples will vary slightly ‘10,

(8. The lower portion of the pot usually runs a trifls highar than the sut-
faco sample, though tho workman can usually tell by the nature of tho last
allcy removed, its crystallino structure, etc., whether the silver is all taken
our.

Bullion.—Tbo bullion direct from the blast furnaces is sampled with s
punch bammer, which removes a core from each bar. These cores my be
duplicated by ono from the middle of the bar atd one from the end. \When
puro r fined or teet lead is manufsctured, the desilvoriziog process is coutin-
ued till the lead ssssys .005 or lees tilver to the assay ton. Thiu requiress
repotinon of the z'neivg precess, and a re-sampliog after cach removal of the
zinc sllcye. The eampling is performed in the same way, however, but the
assayor uses two agssy tobs from the top and bottom of the pot, which ho
first scorifies and tben cupels. These should be taken, molted down ina
pot by s mcderate heatina wiod furnace and tho contents poured into a
mold. Thnis may bo dove st the closo of a month’s run, The bar hass
pieco chiseled from the end and across the middle. Thisis rolled out with |
a hand roller to a ribbon tte thickness of shect load, and with shears, cut
across iuto the strips, then sgain cut across into small equares. These suares
aro mixed up, and two asssy tone woighed out and scorified and cupsited,
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Usually it will bo found that thom
pilvor than the ond.

Softening Furnaces —'The softening furnaco is sampled in much the same
way ; tho eurfaco is cloaned and the samplo poured on the fligstone pave-

mont near the furnace.
Cupels and Silver Furrnaces.—In

sampling cupels, the suiface oxido is

brushed away snd a cup ttructin and tho contonts poured upou a c'ean
portion of the berth. Ia silver furnaces the bar or poker eni, sfter being
cleaned, is quickly thrust into the molten silver, coated, and koocked off on
the hearth. The sample should bo taken from a por:ion of the bath on which

there is no traco of leed oxide floating.

In sampling the silver while it is

beirg poured into the mold, a portion of liquid silver frem the ludle is

dropped at intervale into a bucket of clown wator.

If tho lad!e is held high

end carefully shaken, the silver will Lo granulsted. After each sample has
been thrown into tho water, the bucket thauld boe clesned and refilled.
