When the Cadian publie- the greatest sead-
ors i the world-- zet 1o asking one auother
this question, the result should be good for the readers
ol Bookseller and Stationer,

In an article 1 wrote for this paper a year age 1
alluded ta the extensive advertising now being done by
book publishers as a wood thing for local booksellers—at
the same time emphasizing the fact that it is local ad
vertising that is the final cncourager and amplifier of
loeal trade.

I neglected at the time to allude to a plan which
sixfeen New York  publishers had used the previous
Christinas, beeause 1 did not know at the time of writ
ing whether or not it had proven successiul.

That the publishers considered it had was. however,
amply showa by the fact that they tried the same plan
last year, spendiug considerably more money on it.

In 1404, in brief, these publishers made the caleula
tion that only five per cent. of the 16,000,000 Christimas
presents made in the United States was books. A smgll
estimate, it scems to me. of the number of presents, and
possibly of the pereentage of books, But there could be
no doubt that the proportion of book gifts was small.
consideringy  their desicableness,  their  compatative
cheapness, and their value as a means of vdueatien for
the voung.

The sixteen publishers sought to stimulate 2 holidave
demand {or their  wares durimgz  Decembier by general
newspaper advertising, calling attention to their appra
priateness as presents. So a eampaign seftes of ads, an

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WHAT BRITISH PUBLISHERS ARE PROVIDING

S announeed last montly the present issue ol Book.
A seller and Stavoner is devoted more partienlavly
to the Fall productions of British publishews. It
is in fact o British publishers® number. Fist place in
the book department is given to a consideration of what
they are providing, especially for the Canadian trade.
Various opinions have been expressed as to the pros
peets betore the British pnblisher in this conntry. It is
safe to say that in general literture his place is assaved.
For current fiction Canada can vely pretty well on its
own publishers, who contrive to gather in the Canadian
nghts  for nearly all the best novels of the day. A\ few
United States publishers me gainimg cvonnd in the =ale
of cheap editions of classies, nnvellies in gift books and
what may be termed purely Amenean bouk craations,
But for the general mass of lteratare, the classies, arl
bouks, standard works, juveniles, etew the British pab
lisher is practically supreme.
For the benetit of readers of this paper, a deseription
of the Fall publications of leadinz Brtish publishers
follows:

George Bell & Sons.

It is almest impossible to mention the name of Geoee
Bell & Rons withomt one’s mind at onee vevertine to
Pashn's wreat series, which now contains nearly S
wlumes of standard works, and these familiar with its

delighiful series now being issned from this press,

“The York Library is a new seiies of reprints on thin
paper i very handy size. The leaves, thin amd opague,
are easier to turn than those of India paper. while the
volume is quite as compact.  Bound in cloth and in leath.
or {25, and 350 nothing ecould be more tasteful or ser-
viceable.  Classics of all languages are represented in
this series, o that it reaches a very wide errele of read-
ers. and there is no disputing its edzim to speeial eonsider-
ation in these days of small books and elassieal reprints.

Bell*s “Miniature Series”” of painters, wmsicians and
sreat wrifers. presents in beantitul farm a short sketeh
of the subjeet’s life, a chapter on iz particalar art and
specimens of his work. In the case of musicians, por-
traits and reproductions of manuseripts are given, while
in the series of painters. reproductions of the artist’s
chief pictures are given. These little volumes, bound in
cloth and limp leather at 1s. and 25, are of very handy
size and they present in small compass aud at 2 low priee
asound general knowledge of the lives and xorks of
the greatest men in the three hizhest branches of art.

The ““‘Life and lLight Senes™™ of mieely printed and
daintily bound hooks consists of helpful and svmpathetic
volumes on faith and life.

SUPPLEMENTARY CANADIAN LISTS

N the September assue mtroductory lists of the Fall
hooks of Canadian publishers were provided. As sev-
eral of the publishing houses had not completed their

lists at that time and as many of the books would not
be published until October and November, it was impos
sible to give full information about all the Fall publica-
tions. Un account of this deficiency n the September
number, supplementary lists have been prepared and are
here presented for the benefit of the booksclers.

The Musson Book Co.

An excellent list has been prepared for the Fall sea-
son by the Musson Buok Co. Its special feature is the
presence of a large number of general books, in contra
distinction to current fiction, which forms so large a per
centage of the lists of most other Canadian publishers.
This marks enterprise on the part of this house—an en
terprise which certainly merits the support of the trade.

A new Paul Leicester Ford book is just veady, en-
titled “A Warning to Lovers.” Tt is gotten up in much
the same form as the other Christmas books of this
author, which in past vears have been found so useful
for gift purposcs.

V/is a common experience in the trade to find dealees
lamenting, after the holiday business is over, that

'lh(-._v didn’t do this or that before the rush came on

that, if they had anly adopted a certrin scheme a month
ago, their returns would have been greatly increased.

The trouble is that they either didn’t start  soon
cnough to lay their plans  or they failed to give that
careful atteantion to the matter which was necessary to
make their plans complete. 1f they had only made up
their minds in September or October to map out 2 care-
ful course of action and had pursued it aceurately, the
result would have been more satisfactory.

There is a lesson in this which every dealer should
take to heart at once. Now is the time to lay plans.
not  to-morrow—now, when the future can bhe regarded
calmly and intelligently. Failure to do this will mean
the same lamentations as of vore, as soon as Christmas
shall have come and gone.

We would also urge dealers to recall as clearly as
possible the adverse conditions which were a source of
annoyance last year, and then to make up their minds to
remedy them this vear. It is all very well to lament.
but unless we make a note of the trouble and resolve to
cure it next  time, we are likely 1o forget it and then
have the same thing to suffer next vear.

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ONTARIO SCHOOL BOONK COMMISSION

HE first sitting of the Ontario School Book Com
mission took place at the Education Department,
Toronto, on Wednesday morning, September 19,

There were present the chairman, Mre. T, W, Crothers,
of St. Thomas: Commissioner John A, Cooper, of To-
vonto: Mr. George Lynech-Staunton, K.C., of Hamilton;
and Mr. Jas, A, Macdonald, Toronte, counsel for the
Government. and Mr. A, C. Casselan, seeretavy.  Mr.
Clarkson W, .James, seceretary of the department, took
the official report of the procecdings.

At the opening of the session the Goverament com-
mission was read, authorizing the investigation, and the
original agreements showing the price and character of
the books, between the Govermment and W. .J. Gage &
Co.. the Canada Publishing Co., and The Copp, Clark
Co.

Mr. Eraest A, Coombs, principal of the Newmarket
High School, was the first witness called.  He said the
durability of the books supplied was unsatisfactory, the
English Grammar being the most noticeable example
This book was produced.  Its cost was 7 cents, and
samples were put in showing that it had genc practically
to picces within 2 year. Witness thought it should
last at least three years. .

*“The binding is really uscless &t the end of a year.”
said the witness, "As a teacher, hink the sections
shiould be bound with thread and not wire, which rusts.””

The same criticism held good with the French Gram-
mar and Reader. It should hist for the whole rourse of
three years, whereas it only lasts one. Belore the pupil
has  finished the course  the book is in shreds.  The
French Grammar costs 100

Witness produced a High School Physical Seience.
which belonged to a wirl pupil who was careful. Tt was
in a dilapidated condition, and had only teen purchased
in January last. A\ Chemistry book also used by a
careful pupil had gone to picces after six months” use,

1 am satisfied with the printing and paper.”” said
Mr. Coombs.

An outfit of houks for the High School pupil on en-
tering cost $9.70, including note book and seribbler. In
a number of cases there is more than one haok on the
same course authorized.

“T do not approve of this,” said the witness, “as
pupils coming to us from other places have used different
series, and, consequently, hate to buy other books.

It is left to the staff of the High School to make
the selection.”™

A Serious Drawback,

Mr. Richard Southam testified that he had examined
the Public School readers. He could produce the same
books under simular conditions if the plates were sup
plied as was now done for 33 1-3 to tit per cent. less
than their present cost.

Mr. Southam submutted the following tender for the
supplying of the rcader on the estimated nwubers sold,
as follows :

“On the department’s estimate of the nmmber sold
there is $16,000 being spent each year in Publie School
hooks,”" said Mr. Southam.  “*We will supply the same
total of the same  character and material for $20,000
wholesale, or 32,600 retail=a saving to the purchasees
of SLLO00 to $26G,000 per year.

“I0 T had to add cost of plates it would amount to
F2,000 more.”

Remain Unused.

Dr. Allen, lecturer in the Toronto  University  in
Chemistry, had made a chemical examination of the pa
per used an the readers and read his report. He dud nat
think the mechanical wood pulp used should be allowed.

Mr. Albert O'Dell, public schoul  inspector of Nor-
thumberland, presented samples of Pablic School books
which were very unsatisfactory, he said.  Out of 160
families seen 97 had complained of the make and cost
of the books. Complaints were also submitted by the
artisans as to the number of books they had to buy.

“The result of my experience.” smd Mr. O'Dell, s
that 50 per cent. of  the text-books in the homes of
families remain unused.””

Second Sitting.

The mysterious disappearance of all records in con-
nection with the special Commission on Text Books and
their cost., which acted for the ISducation Department in
November, 1807, was the first object  of  investigation
when the Government Text Book Commission resumed an
Tuesday, September 25.

Mr. Frank N. Nudel, assistant registrar of the de
partment, was the first witness,  He had taken the
stenographic report of the evidence taken by the Com
mission of 1897 On instructions he furnished one copy
of the evidence to Mr. Wallace Nesbitt, K.C.. counsel for
the publishers. and two copies to his honor, Judge Mor-
gan. e destroyed his notes on the suggestion of Judge
Mongan, who said that when the report was printed it
was not necessary to Keep them.

Mr. Arthur C. Paull, cleck of the records. recollected
the Commission of November, 187, The report and
documents went to the Minister, Hon. G, W. Ross. e
did not know  where the originals were.  They were
never filed,

Favors Free Text Books.

Mr. John Mehonald, seeretary treasuret of the Wing
ston Board of Fducation, was the neat witness. e
wave evidence as to the made of handling free text hooks
in Kingston under the fee svatem.  The lowest Joeal ten
der for the <upplying of the books was aceepted and the
board, by buving in bulk, saved about 20 per cent on
thic retail price.  The board owns the books and  the
pupils get the use of them. The pupils pay 2 fee at the
beginning of each yvear. Last vear it cost the hoard for
text books and supplies $1,339.28.  The Board of Fduea-
tion made no  profit on the svstem. lInjury or loss of
baok subjected the pupil te a fine.  About 14 cents per
pupil per year was the averawe rental paid for the books
Under  this svstem. Mr. McDonald thought the hoaks
lasted longer and were better taken ecare of.  Neo eon-
tagious discases had vet been attrnibuted to this system
which has been in foree three years  If contagions dis
case afllicted the pupils the boaks were destreved m
mediately.

My MceDonald puaduced samples of books nsed which
were generally  m wgood conditton The wite binding
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BOOKSELLER AND STATIONER

was often very faulty, and the books had frequently ta
be 1ebound.

Mo, MeDonald suigested to the Commission that it
reduce the cont of the books by getting up cheap read
ers destined o last a full year only.

New book arrivals have been large, as is usual dur-
ing the Fall season, and fiction uccupies a place on the
most conspicuous tables in bookstores.

About our British Publishers' Number — Inadequacy of
Canadian Insolvency Laws — New Books of
interest to Canadians.

IS October number of Baokseller and Stationer

has been  devoted more particularly to British

trade with Canada than previous issues. For this
reason it merits more eaveful serautiny. not by importers
alone, but by all those, even the swmallest retailers, who
are aaxious te see more Old Country manufactures and
productions established on the Canadian market.  The
number of British  advertisements  in this paper will
grow just in proportion as the possibilities of the Can
adian market become better known,  Taken altogether,
English manufacturers and kEnglish publishers have not
vet grasped even a fairly aceurate idea of the buying
capacity of the Dominton.

To Canadian bookasellers, in particular, this October
number should appeal, beeause amongst  tts advertise-
ment pages will be found the aunnowncements of several
British publichiers of the  fitst  standing in their own
country. Some of  them have become  well  known
amongst dealers m Canada; others are only now  bhe-
wnning  to leel  their way. It s, pethaps, to be re-
grotted that publistiers here in England have not vet re-
alized how desirable it s that  they should bring  out
their colonial Autumn  lists  earlier than they do. In
very fow casen are these Antum lists ready in time {or
msertion in the Speeial August Number of Bookseller.
Posably this difliculty will be overcome in course  of
tme  In the meanwhile, the Uctoher issue must serve
as the Bestish Publishers” Nnmber,

1t has been said above that British publishers do not
vet realhize the buying capacity of Canadians. It must
not be wferred that the same indiflerence exists to-day
as elght or ten years ago.  On the conteary, of latter
vears there has been a very satisfactory awakening  on
the part of British publishers in the exploitation of the
Canadian market  There was a time when a publisher
wauld practically throw an the Canadian richts  when
selhing the Ameniean, in much the same way as an Old
Countiv baker, when selling a Lkal of bread, throws
an eatra slice to make sure that the buver 1w getting
his moner's worth - That has all passed now, and every
vear  sees Enelish hiterature sold in langer volume
throughout the Domunion  Indeed. the number of works,
sutte of them eabaustive and costly, on Canada atself
Qlows apace

But there as atall much to be done; much progress to
be wmade; many hindrances removed.  To mention but a
solitary difliculty that hampers many a would-be expor-
te.  fram Bntain. there are the Canadian  insolveney
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laws, which require amendment., It would be no difli-
eult task to point to hall a dozen Dritish houses of re-
pute who have had cause to complain of heavy losses
arising from this trouble. Fortunately, the constantly
mereasing number of Canadian agents and representa-
tives who annually find their way across the Atlantic is
doing much to dispel the doubts of those who have hesi-
tated, and to throw a cleaver light upon the truc state
of affairs in Canada. ‘Then, again, those British firms
which despateh their travelers to the Dominion soon get
to understand how large a volume of business can be
done, and their very efforts prove an incentive to their
competitors for export trade.

P. Fisher Unwin has added several new publications
to his Colonial Library. 'These books are so varied in
their topics that they appear to cater to almost every
imaginable taste in literature. To mention but a few,
there are *“The Woman Thou Gavest,” by Lady Trou-
bridize, a novel, which first appeared in serial form in
the Daily Mail; *The Great Court Scandal,” by Wm,
le Queux; “*Humsey,” by Keble Howard; “Saba  Mae-
Donald,”” by Rita; “The Red Burgee,” by Morley Rob-
erts; “Men of Crag,”” by the Jate Mr. Guy Boothby;
*Success in Life,”” by Emil Reich. whose philosophieal
discourses to society folk have ereated a stir in Lon-
don; **New Chronicles of Don Q,"" by llesketh Pritch-
ard.  isher Unwin is al=o the publisher of ‘Canada To-
day,” by J. A, Hobson, M.A. The author made a
special  trip  through Canada in  order to gather the
necessary matter.  The book is only 3s. 6d net.

Another work which should appeal particularly to
Canadians is *The Canadian War of 1812, by . P,
Lucas, C.B., published by Henry Frowde, Oxford Uni-
versity Press, who has an oftice in Toronto. This work,
Svo. cloth, with ecight maps, sells at $4.15. It is com-
piled from matter in the Colonial Oftice -Library. lleary
Frowde has also added ten new volumes to **The World's
Classies.”

Williams & Norgate, of  Henrvietta  street, London,
have a very extensive line of theological and philosophi-
cal works by the best known authorities.  While the de-
mand for this class of books is naturally limited, there
is a steady demand, to which dealers should endeavor to
cater.  This firm is also endeavoring to interest Cana-
dians more widely in ““The Hibbert Journal,” which is
a quarterly wherein religious controversy is discussed.

Sir I, Pitman & Sons. London, are pushing a range
of books that should appeal to business men the world
over.  “Office Orgamzation and Management,” by L. R.
Dicksee and H. K. Blain, is a work of 325 pages in demy
Svo., costing Js. net. “The World's Comumercial Pro-
ducts,” by W. G. Freeman and S. . Chandler, with
contributions by olher prominent specialists, is an iltuse
trated description of the economic plants of the world,
and their commercial uses.  This will appear in 12 fort-
nightly parts of 32 pages each, and the cost in England
15 Td per copy.  Pitman’s Office Desk Book,™ 230 pages,
at 2s. net, is invaluable to clerks who are engaged in
all kinds of office work. “Pitman’s Business Man's
Guide,” by J. A. Slater, 476 pages. at 3s. 6d net, is 2
similar work for the use of merchant, banker, broker or
trader

LOOK AT BETTER SAMPLES FIRST.

T may not have ovenvred to You, bul it iz a faet, never.
I theless, that the greater mumber ot dealers go about
the seleetion of their wall papers in a way that wili-
tates against the finest »ewults, They start in on the
chieap papers, and after intently studying them, are real-
Iy in no condition to intelligently pick trom the better
erades. ‘The eye is tired and color combinations «Jdo not
appenl as they would if the buyer were fresh.  The couse-
quence is that lines are often stocked that should have
been passed over, and others entirvely suitable are nissed.
Pry buying your better grade papers fivst. They are the
ones on which you should naturally exercise most eare:
the cheaper papers will sell thewselves generally. and al
any rate, you had hetter give the others precedence in
examining.

—_—
A LINE OFTEN NEGLECTED.

N the majority of smaller general stores threughout the
I country there is great need of improvement in the
mode of handling wall paper. Too often the depart-
wment is stocked without mature thought, and the display
of aftractive lines and the cultivation of appropriate
poliey in salesmanship are neglected. If the papers are
simply piled up on the shelves with no attractive feature
visible but the common little sample cards, how can the
best. resulis be sceured? Couple this condition with the
offices of a elerk who will automatically and without ap-
preciative entbusiasm pull down and show the different
papers. and put them back again withont saying any-
thing stronger or more impressive than *Now, here’s a
pretty thing,'? or ‘“‘How does that suit you.”’
1t is seldom a diflicult undertaking to put new life
into the wall paper department. After the stock is in
clasaify it according to the different uses for which you
will vecommend it, and then infuse the proper spirit into
the clerk in charge. Do not be backwand abont making
displays and changing them often.  Yon need not attempt
any claborate arrangzement in these: what you want
primarily is to have the most effective colors and pat-
terns in your line taken from the shelves, and plaeed su
that they can get a chance to attract,
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tf, quality of stock, quicksselling
patterns,.reputation for prompt-
ness and the desire to please
you in

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For removing pencil machs and soiled spots dip vour
sponge rubber into powdered pumice stone, using a shght
quantity and considerable pressure while rubbing, except
when gliding over the lettering.

Block Letter ‘‘Capitals,

Block letters should always be carefully outlined, so
that after thdy are filled in the edges will be as nearly
even as possible. We have purposely refrained from mak-
ing any corrections of imperfections in these designs, and
the engravings show every stroke of the artist's brush
without. allowing the cngraver to embellish any part of
the work.  Wherever there  are coarse black lines the
artist repeated his strokes. The blotches an the centre of
letters, like A, B, D, E, L, U and V, were made to free
the brush from surplus paint. The finished filled-in let-
ters underneath those outlined offer an opportunity for
comparison, which will prove valuable to the student.

With a soft pencil first outline the lefters, not making
the marks too heavy. Make the lines according to the
arrows and numbers. Leave the same 1Y inch space be-
tween each letter on all sides. This will give yvou an op-
portunity to clearly sce the comparative difference in
their widths, and in this manner you will gradually know
how wide 1o make them without taking any measure-
ments.

‘The untrained eve is very apt to be deecived. Look at
the letter A in this alphabet. Would you have known,
without measuring, that its widest part is wider than
any portion of the letter R 2 Certainly not ! We have
sometimes disputed the necessity of making the centre
linc of the 11 and the bottom of the L. as long as is the
present custom with nine out of ten card-writers. Muste
we therefore adhere to old set rules ?

Proportion.

As a matter of fact, only a few letters in the alpha-
bet are proportioned exactly alike, and it is diflicult to
give a definite size for cach. We can group them, however,
so that the learner may apmoximate their relative sizes
without being troubled with too many mcasurements.
For show-card work, which should always be done quick-
Iy, we merely rtule lines for the height of the letters
The letter T being the narrowest in width, we can gause
the others approximately, using one inch as a basis of
measurement.

After you have written and filled in the first alpha-
bet, repeat the same work without auny copr. Then cor-
rect vour cerrors. In this way veu will soon learn the
exactl shape of eacl letter and its proportions. You should
practice cach alphabet in this manner.”

You should now ry to write words, tuling only twe
lines for the height of the letters. Try the word “*cash-
ier.” Indicate the word in faint smgle stroke lead pencil
marks, being sure 10 spare the lettets properlv according
to thetr widths, and then letter them with your btush
Examine some good card work in the magazines, the
examples will guide you w  the assembling of lettets
Now try two or threc words on a line. Trv words with
hoth capital and lower case letters.
