These two drawbacks have militated against the growth
of boneless cod in popular estimation, but its cleanli=
ness and convenience are so far superior to the old
style bundled fish that it has ewdently come mto the
market to stay.

within her own borders, but that our factories cannof
yet supply the whole demand is shown by the fact that
during the past fiscal year - we imported. 2,160,635
pounds of soaps valued at $164,061. Of course the
leader was the common yellow or brown unperfumed
soap, of which we received 873,819 pounds valued at
$45,157. Of this 645,413 pounds came Great Britain,
and 135,955 pounds from the United States. Nextin

* importance is castile soap which is imported principal-

ly from France. Of the 457,379 pounds of this soap
landed at Canadian ports during the year 255,232 pounds
came from France, 48,891 pounds from Great Britain,
and 49,283 pounds from the United States. Our soap
powders, pumice, and mineral soaps, come almost en-
tirely from the United States. Out of the 743,670
pounds imported during 1894, no less than 676,231
pounds came from across the-border, and only 53,432
pounds from across the Atlantic. Harness and soft
soaps are also imported in - small quantities, and last
yeéar we purchased abroad 138,353 pounds of perfumed

toileb soap of which 71,923 pounds were from England -

and 52,459 pounds from the United States. We also
buy abroad a large proportion of the ingredients for
soap making. “Thus the United States supplied us with

938,814 pounds of tallow and 663,604 gallons of refined
cotton seed oil during the past fiscal year, while the
necessary alkalis, perfumes, ete., come largely from
European points. In fact the soap manufacturers of
Canada contribute largely to the revenue, although
owing to the low value of- the products they import, the
returns they make to the government are light in pro-
portion to the mass of material they use.

At present Canadian seaps share in the general dull-
ness of the market, and sales of late have been within
narrow limits. Competition is also very’ keen. In
fact there are not wanting those who say the. business
is overdone, despite the evidence of soap imports to the
éontrary There are in Canada, according to the last
census, 05 soap factories with a capital of $1,027,529,
paying out annually $204,623 in wages and having an
output valued it §2,151,910. This is certainly a large
number: but with the steady increase in population and

‘the gradual return of prosperity resulting from a good

harvest, it is hoped that the demand will improve until

it not only overtakes production but exceeds it to a
sufficient extent to warrant the maintenance of prices -
' and abolish the present too prevalent practice of cut--

ting, more especially as the quahty of Canadian made

_soap, both laundry and toilet, is equal to that of any

other' soap m the world.
