-TuE Âmerictn General Agency having headquarters at
'Parlie,is esaid has contracted for $5,000,000 worth of motor
vehicles of Chicago construction. The aim of this company le
to control the European sale of American manufactured motor
vehicles. The contract le wlth the Fisher Equlpment Company of
Chicago, and under it the company agrees to furnish the agency
with 500 horseless vehicles a year for the next ten years. These
vehicles Include carrlages and waggons of every description and
are known as the Wood motor vehicle, the motive power of which
la electricity.

-THAT amiability dominates the rotations of the British and
American people, seen through the spectacles of the statesman,
there is no reason to doubt, but another feeling lurks in the
breaste of individuals. Interesting revelations in this connec-
tion were made during an insurance case trial ln the London
Courts. It was stated that in consequence of ill-feeling pro-
duced in England against the United States, owing to the tarlf
question, the business obtained by the Mutual Life Insurance
Co. of New York fell from $525,000 in 1891 to $50,000 in 1897.

-AT a-meeting of the creditors of the president of the New
York Wool Exchange, held the other day ln that city, it was
aiown that the liabilities totalled $1,149,580. and the nominal
assets $241,467, the actual value of which may be much smaller.

A searching'investigation le to be held to cee what became of ail
the moneythelbankrupt received. The Wool Exchange was an
enterprise started for the better handling of wools on consign-
ment, and lasted less than a year. In connection with the busi-
nes, there|was Issued a paper called the " Wool Record." This
too has disappeared.

-THERiE were during the lest six months, 107 new textile
mille constructed or projected in the United States, against 155
for theifirst half of 1898, and 68 for the last six months of. 1897.
For the entire year the new projected mille number 262, against
155 for the year 1897. Of the 107 mille 78 have been or are to be
devoted to the manufacture of cotton, eleven to woollen, fourteen
tao knit goods, hosiery, etc., and four to miscellaneous purposes,
such as eilk manufacturing, carpet manufacturing, etc. Of 'the
mills mentioned fourteen are located l Northern States, eighty-
nine in Southern States aiidheI b1ani ln Western.

-TE uonly cotton mill in the world owned and operated by
negroes began operations et Concord, N.C., on Christmas Day.
Two years ago W. C. Coleman, a well-to-do colored citizen of
Concord, began to canvass the State ln the interest of such a fac-
tory. Iow well lie sucoeeded was shown when the 7,500
spindles began to turn. The mill was given Coleman's name in
compliment, for he secured subscriptions aggregating $50,000.
The Coleman Mill ls the 285th cotton mill in: operation in North
Carolina. It will employ 100 persons, balf of them adulte. The
stock le widely scattered. The machinery ls ail. new and of the
best patterns. The building ls of brick and well constructed.
Many white persans were anxious to take stock.

-Paorxsson GoLDWIN SMÎTa as a writer of picturesque Eng.
lish has few .rivals, but as an authority on trade affaire he le
simplyI " not in it." A letter of his appears lu the London
Tincs dated Toronto, 9th Dec. '98, in which -ha says "Free Trade
triumphed in the last Canadien election." Same une should
forward the professor a copy of the tariff of Canada as aniended
in consequence of the last election, and in harmony with what
was read to be the verdict of the electors. The tariff was not
turned in any sense nto a Free Trade one.

protectionist one. The Professor l better at rhetoric than facts.

-BURLINTON, Ont. pear growers who shipped fruit te Glas-
gow lu October last have every reason te be gratified witli the
results. According te information which has just roached the
Dept. of Agriculture the net proceeds, after paying freiglit and
commission charges, wore £27 or a net return of about $2.60 per
case. The BurlIngton pear-growere put their pears up ln cases
about 13x20x9 inches in size, and when the fruit la wrapped l
tisue paper a barre] will fill fonr of these cases, which means
that in the shipment referred to the growers netted about $10 a
barrel for thir pears. The cases cost about 10 cents each
wholesale. They are made of basswood, with pine ends, and
are labelled " Fancy Canadian pears." The fruit was kept on
shipboard in voutilating compartments, and not in cold storage.

-SAILING schooners are almest exclusively used In the British
Columbia sealing industry. They range ln sîze from 50 to 100
tons. The fileet consiste of about 50 schooners, and each vessel
carries an average of 30 mon and 12 canoes. In spring the seal-
ing grounds are along the west coast of Vancouver Island, off
the meuti of the Columbia River, and in Santa Barbara Channel.
While saie of the schooners extend their course to the Japan
coast. In the fail the fleet proceeds ta Behring Sea and Copper
Island. In these waters the spring season le froin January let to
May, and the fall season le from July lt te October. For the
Japanese coast the vessela usuaiiîlly leave Victoria in January, and
return in October. The f[ail season oxtonds from J uly to October,
The average catch per season is 1,000 skins for oach schooner,
and the average valuie is $8 per skin.

.TuE grain rate fron Chicago ta Now York has been cut to
10c per 100 Ibs. or 6c per bushel. This gives a miloage roturn of
2 mills pur ton, or $2 for the thousand mile haul. The Now
York Central is on record ts allirminiug that the average cost on
ail classes of freight la 5 mills per ton per mile and the Erie Rail-
road 41 mille per ton per mile. This la evidently not the sort of
hautl that pays, and with due allowance to the ability of the rail-
roade to recoup the losses made by other earnings, It remains a
dangerous percentage. The "lN.Y. Journal of Commierce"
sounds a note of warning and suggests that the great financial
Interesta of the country exorcise their legitimate influence to
compel railway managers te maintain published rates, otherwise
the logical sequel, it says, will be a crop of Insolvent roade, which
wlll be gobbled up by the stronger corporations. Such would

U and could only menu, our contemporary believes, an inception of

a monopoly possessed with power suflicient to "dictate the pros-
perity of the whole republic." That this alarmist view la not very
wrong is substantiated by the history of railway competition of
a like kind which obtained in England a score or so years ago.
It was found after an experience of twenty-five years of this
kind of railroad management, that at the end of that period some
sIx or eight companles owned over elghty-ive per cent of the
railway lines of the United Kingdom which had previously been
l the hande of forty different companies. In Canada, where we
have passed through a brief period of low rates, the experiment
to all appearances has left our railways in normal healtb. It le
safe, however, to assert that the participants in the merry war
satisfled their inquisitiveness as to how far It was possible to go
without danger to settled charges, and the experience will net be
lost sight of l the future.

-- RussiA the "great Slav avalanche" that is popularly sup-
posed to be on the ve of sweeping the British out of China, is
the pet subject of a shoal of magazine writers at the present
time. One of these ominously inspired gentlemen referring to
the expansion of corporate capital in that country goes so far as
to sa) that Russis will be the 'most dangerous competitor of the
Anglo-Saxon race in the future struggle for commercial supre-
macy." Rather unfortunately he shows reason for the predic-
tion l figures. " Russia has created corporate capital at an
average per year of $6,800,000 for the lest 97 years 1" In 1894
he tells us "the amount was $45,800,000 ! and for the last three
years the average has been $154,000,000 1" Not to discuss the
incentive in the Trans-Siberian Ry. construction for the recent
expansion ; and shelving the claims of our Anglo-Saxon uneigh
bours across the way-who are not -destitute of some lttle claim
te floating corporate wealth on their own account-we ind that
as respects England alone, the new undertakings offered for
subscription in London in 1807, amounted te $785,000,000, in 1896
to $760,000,000 andin 1875 to $523,000,000. The average offerings
of Russia during the Same peri.d have been, as we have seen,
$154,000,000 ; and yet her population la nearly threcfold that of
Great Britain. There are no means of asncertaining the creation
of corporations under the several State divisions of the United
States, but it can hardly be doubted that their aggregate
materially exceeds that of Great Britain. In view of these facts,
It becomes the prophetic friends of Russia to take at its proper
relative value the significance of the spurt in corporate Issues
which has recently appeared in the Czar's dominions, It would
.be wise to defer predictions until the great Siberian enterprise i
completed, and the military and naval equipment in the Pacifie
la finisled.

Yokohama circular advices December Sth say of tea-the mar-
ket has been very quiet since the 30th ultimo, purchases only
amounting to 1,098 piculs, iucluding 158 piculs of low common
leaf on Chinese account for shipment ta Singapore. Arrivais
have been very small and stocks are reduced ta 4,000 picula.
Total settlements of the season to date amount to 205,380 piculs
against 212,830 piculs at corresponding date last year. The
" Empress of India" took 282,281 lbs. for Canadian consumption
on Dec. 2nd.

Advices from Greece report a strong market for currants. The
total shipments ta all parts since' the beginning of the new crop
amount ta 100,000 tons, and stock remaining lu Greece is esti-
mated at 45,000 tons, The strong tendency in that market is
caused by the hope that the new Russian Treaty will go lto
force on the 15th January. Should this long expected treaty be
finally concluded, a considerable advance from present prices is
expected. The market in England is now a shade stronger, lu
sympathy with the Greek market.

A Gloucester, Mass. fish firm is dryingcodfish on the evaporat-
ing principle, with pronounced success. It Is independent of
the sunshine, and is ot interfered wlith by foggy days. The
fish are 'dried more uniformly than in the open air; and are more
under control, in that the dryness of the fish can lie regiated as
may be required for different markets, either ta the liard cure
for export or the soft and mild cure for home consumption.

It is reported that a considerable stock of Jordan shelled
almonds is being carried in Malaga, and that London has a coin-
paratively large supply ; while in New York supplies are full
of old stock, of whicli there was a large carry-over at the lie-
ginning of the -season'still remaining. Locally the demand dur-
ing the late season fell short of what was expected, and supplies
are fairly large.

In conseqùence of Arbuckle Bros. (one of the warring sugar
refiners in the U. S.) selling ta the retail trade, it is possible others
will follow witlh the result that wholesalers would be cut out,
No explanation is at hand as ta why the departure has been
made,

An advance has been made in price of Sngapore pepper for,
shipment. Much speculation is going on In large markets in
this staple, and the probability is that importations will cost
much more tI- ;n last year.

The talk in the rice trade the past week has been the damage
ta the Burmah crop by drouth amounting to about 250,000 tons,
which when deducted fron the average surplus for export, of
about 2,000,000 tons shows a fairly large percentage of loss.

Mail advices fron. San Francisco state that outside of prunes,
peaches and raisins stocks of dried fruits remaining on the coast
are very small, while those specifically named are in compara.
tively light supply.

Of the 105,500 boxes of Valencia raisins imported'iuto the U.S,
during the current season about 25,000 boxes were ln transit to
Canada. The stock remalning in New York is estimated at
12,000 ta 15,000 boxes.

Smyrna advices state that owing ta drought having kllled
nany vines, the yield of Sultanas will be light for four or five
years ta come.

The total crop of Iliolio sugarz is estimated at from 125,000
ta 150,000 tons, the outturn depending upon weather being
favorable.

The Baltimore market Is bare of canned cysters, owing ta the
light pack consequent upon scarcity and high price of raw
material.

Columbia river salmon canneries (with the exception of two
firms) have formed a combine.

The German beet sugar crop is estimated ta be 850,000 tons
short.

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PENNY POSTAGE FOR CANADA.
hlie Postmaster General sprung a surprise on the

public by announcing on New Year's Eve that on and
after Nev Year's Day the postage on letters to all parts
of Canada, and to the United States, would be reduced
fromn three to two cents.

Iis inaugurates penny postage in Canada. Remem-
bering [he proverb, "Do not look a gift horse in the

ioutih," we accept this gift with appreciation, though
we should have liked to have had vith it a reduction
also in the postage of city letters.

It is impossible to avoid incongruities in modern
postage. The regulation of postal rates accordinig to
distance is a tling of the past. But the custom is a
generally established one to impose a lower rate on
letters to be delivered witlin tie boinds of a city than
on those for outside places. This plan lias an economic
basis, for letters required to be distributed within a
city cati be delivered at much less cost tlan when they
have to be made up for places outside its linits. A
great bulk of city letters never leave the Post Office by the'
hands of carriers as they are sorted into letter boxes and
there the work tleyinvolve ends. Those taken by letter
carriers do not require auy special staff, they only add to
the number which such ollicers have to deliver that
comle from outside. One cent postage on city letters
more tian pays their cost to the Post Office, as is proved
by there being any nuiuber of persons ready to under-
take-the distribution of city letters at onie cent each.
It is certainly a great.incqngruity to. pay. . Bthe sam.e:

postage on a letter deliverable in the sane city, as on
one which lias to be carried thousands of miles. The
distinction between local letters and others seems to us
to be a very sharply defined one in regard to tLeir re-
spective cost of distribution. We trust then that the.
Postmaster General will make a concession in the post-
age of city letters, vhich, we believe, would not involve
anything like a proportionate loss of revenue as the
cut from five to two cents on foreign letters, or fron
three to two on Canadian.

'1'he Hon. Mr. Mulock bas made what will prove a
very popular move which will place his naine promin-
eut amongst postal reformers. Increasing the facilities
of -intercourse by cheaper postage tends so materially
to increase the conveniences'of traite and the comforts
of the people, that the reforns initiated by Rowland
Hill, the further ones so energetically advocated by
Mr. Henniker Heaton, and those established by the
HOn. William Mulock must ever be remembered with
gratitude.

TH.E WISDOM OF LOOKING AHEAD.
We have evidence before us which justifies a warn-

ing against traders being led into imprudences by the
exhiilaration inspired by the results of the present sea-
son's business. From all parts of the country reports
have been -received sbowing that the Christmas and
New Year's trade has been larger than for many .past
seasons. With these have also comle intimations of
unusually beavy. purchases of stocks, extensions of
premises, and other outlays that will absorb capital,
possessed ùi borrowed, or speculated upon.

Thîespirit of "boom" is abroad. Hope is telling its
flattering tale with unusual eloquence. Anticipations
are swelling out like balloons. Permanent prosperity
is being "banked" upon, as though there had never
been nor could be an ebb to the business tide. The
summer is here forever say the ephemera wbo sport in
the sunshine. The ant, with its -lbereditary instinct,
knows the sun will, in the future, sink low in the
heavens, and lays by a store for wintry days on which
it feeds, while the ephemera of the sunshine die with
the first frost.

We dislike the role of croaker; ve have no sympathy
with pessimism; we ,are too Inuch the exuberance of
better tinies to have any desire to check its rational en-
joyment. But, we have seen too many winters. of de-
pression follow the summers of^prosperity to blind our-
selves to the-periodicity of hard times succeeding good
onea~ascregularly as:night:follows day..

Excessive importations and stocking, caused by over
confidence in trade being ever on the bound upwards,
have again and again brought the business of this
country into trouble. Look at the four years from
1812 to 1875 and those fron 1876 to 1879. In the first
group of those four years Canada bouglit foreign goods
to extent of $490,725,673, an average yearly of $122,-
681,420. In the succeeding four years the total im-
ports were $367,584,522, a falling off to extent of $123,-
141,151, annual average in these years being only $91,-
896,130, or $30,785,290 yearly less than in preceding
period of four years. In 1883, after the importations of
preceding had-run to an average of 98 millions, there
was a boom which sent them up to 1321 millions,
which whas followed by a falling away down to 104 mil-
lions in 1886, a drop in three yîears of 28 millions. In
1890 there was an increased importation of dutiable
goods of 8 millions over average of 1888 and 1889,
which was followed by a yearly falling off until, in
1895, the total dutiable goods imported fell over 20
millions below the figures of 1890, a decline of close
upon 25 per cent. These large importations were
bought under the impression that the pur-
chasing . power of the publie would be kept
up after the foreigu goods were distributed
ainongst retailers. Tihey no doubt were equally san-
guine, so they enlarged their stocks, and established a
standard for their size based on a year of "boom," or of
briglt anticipations. That the enlargement of stocks
under such occasional, periodie stimulus is attended
with grave dangers to the trade of the country, lias in
numbers of instances been proved by the early arrival
of a time when an epidemic of sacrifice sales broke
out, accompanied by a great increase in failures, with
a serioue reduction in the profits of trade all round.

One of the features of trade which is too little con-
sidered, is tiat a long interval is apt to arise between a
time when a purchasing boom sets in, as after a good
harvest, and the date at which the supply of goods can
be proportionately raised up to the deiand so 'caused.
A large harvest will cause wiinter and. spring goodi to
be cleared out, but such an increased demand in those
seasons is 'no assurance that the summer and autumn
sales will be equally increased, and much less that
those of the next winter and spring will be on the sanie
scale as the preceding·ones. The prices of produce
may decline, the next harvest may be a poor one, and
so the anticipations of future sales keeping* up. may
prove delusive. Yet, on anticipations built upon the

.quicksand of inere guesses, traders will buy heavily,

.stock up to their extreme limit of credit, sud sorne will
venture- their all. upn a mere ehance-
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The year 1809 is doubtless full of promise; we trust
it will be one of rich results ; but, suppose the harvest
is a failure next summer, and other quite possible con-
ditions arise to disturb credit, where will those be who
are now mnaking extensions and outlays as preparations
for a prolonged run of prosperity? Happily the future,
is unknown and unknowable, but, as the wise mariner
when the weather is favourable, repairs his sails and
puts all his tackle in the best condition, strengthening
it where weak, and adding to it where insufficient, so
as to be ready for stormns, so the prudent trader in a
time like this looks ahead and places his finances in as
sound a condition as possible, in order to lessen his
auîxiety by being better pre-pared for the strain and
stress which, sooner or later, are certain to come.

COMMERCIAL TRAVELLERS' ASSOCIATION.
The 26th annual meeting of the Commercial

Travellers' Association of Canada was held at Toronto
on 29th December. The annual report showed a mei-
bership of 4,399, an-increase over 1897. The death-
claims had been 35, and accident bonuses had been paid
to etent of $1,173. The report recommended that the
maximum mortuary benefit be $1,000. The sum of
$12,608 had been placed to permanent reserve, which
fund stands at $285,543. Mr. C. E. Kyle had been
elected by acclamation, and Mr. M. C. Ellis, as first
vice president. The other officers elected were: Second
vice-president, Wm. Caldwell. Toronto board, S. M.
Sterling, Thomas McQuillan, L. A. Howard, Thos.
Blake, George West, Geo. A. Henderson, Arthur Hatch,
W. T. Smith. I-. Godman. Hamilton board, Jas.
HIooper, . G. Wright, F. T. Snmythe, T. P. Allan, W.
G. Reid, J. 1. Herring. Berlin board, M. A. Whiting,
A%. Foster. Kingston board, M. S. Sutherland, W. S.
Murci.

The meeting adopted a resolution in regard to frauds
upou Custonis. The resolution declares it to be
notorious that frauds upon customs are being per-
petrated "by false invoices in which the truc value of
goods entered is inuch underrated, so as to pay less
than the proper amount of duty." Such frands have
frequently been practiced to the detriment of houest
importing, and injury of members of the Association."
The mîeibers " while competing in a friendly way with
each other do not vish to be stabbed in the back by
unfair competition," caused by sucli frauds. The exist-
ence and nature of custons laws are aflirmed to be so
well known that " those wlo commit frands do so with
their eyes open as to the risks they run." Therefore

Sth is association, representing 4,399 members, engaged
in the various trades and industries of the country,
knowing well the conditions and difflculties of business
desire most emîphatically to say that in their opinion no

P: compromises should be made, but that the decision of
all such cases should be left to the courts of justice,
thus affording all parties an opportunity of being pub-
licly heard."

Such a resolution passed by so important a body wilil,
we trust, have due weight with the authorities and lead
to such stringent measures being adopted as are needed
to protect honest importers and traders.

AMERICAN COMPETITION IN ENGLAND.

Until recently one of the most unlikely things to
occur, in the opinion of the British public, was held to
be thé active competition of American manufactures in
the English market. It was a British boast that no
nation could unsell the old land in iron and steel pro-
ducts especially. We could refer to passages in the
works of distinguished English economists to the effect,
that America, by its protective policy, was preventing
the extension of its exports of manufactures into
foreign countries. Some writers not only in their own
opinion, proved that goods made in the States could not,
under a Protective system, compete with those pro-
duced by a Free Trade nation, but they went so far as
to predict that manufacturing industries in the States
would be crushed by protection, and, the financial
strength of that country would gradually ebb away.
A recent issue of the Hardware Trade Journal, pub-
lished in London, England, has two editorials on
American competition which are exceedingly interest-
ing in this connection. An eminent hardware firm at
Wolverhampton has addressed a circular to the nut and
bolt makers of South Staffordshire pointing out that
"Aimerican nuts and bolts in every way equal to
English productions are being sold in England at from
$10 to $20 per ton below English prices." This firm
informs the trade that their customers instruct theni
"to buy from American makers." The nut and bolt
trade is carried on in the Black Country close to iron
and coal mines, blast furnaces and rolling mills. The
raw materials are thus obtained at the cheapest rates.
Our London contemporary also declares that the makers
of these goods " have the best machinery and most
economical methods of production' Yet, in spite of
these advantages, the American makers can carry their
nuts and bolts across the Atlantic and put them down
at the very doors of English makers of these goods at
lower prices than are asked by Staffordshire firms.
That is carrying the war into Africa with a vengeance.
It will make sonie of the constituents and supporters
of the late pioneer of free trade, Mr. Villiers, begin to
suspect that there is somiething rotten in their theories.

Another place where American competition is being
felt is Sheffield. Our coitemporary says : "It is a re-
markable thing, but it is true, that in our largest
Sheffield,establishments Anierican iachinery for the
manufacture of war material is being increasingly used
every month." Now, next to its faine for cutlery, the
town of Sheffield most prided itself upon its production
of war materials. Yet we now leara that the makers
are dependent upon American machinery to carry on
their trade, as "where orders had been equally divided
between English, Scotch and American manufacturers,
the only machines delivered were those fron America."
It is declared to be notorious that " thousauds upon
thousands of pounds worth of good work is goiug
abroad because British manufacturers cannot get what
they want in their own country.

Another report is that "in regard to steel rails
British firns are being undersold in their own niarkets
by American makers. - The orders of Irish railroad
coipaniies have of late been taken by Americans." A
further one shows that whereas the Portland ceient
industry %vas unknown in the States 25 years ago, the
supply going from England, there are now 30 factories
in the States'turning out yearly 2,804,000 barrels. Elec-

I.
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trical goods made in- thé States are also successfully
competing with home made ones in the British market,
as are other goods.

We do nof state these facts vith any satisfaction over
the success of American competition in Great Britain,
but to demonstrate the utter absurdity of Free Trade
authorities who have in writings and speeches assever-
ated vith confidence that under protection the manu-
facturing industries of a country could not develop to
such an extent, and their products be saleable at such
prices, as to compete with those made in Free Trade
couitry. Mr. David Wells, the chief of the free trade
economists in the States, in his Cobden Club Essay of
1871, declares that the policy of protection had "im-
paired the ability of American industry to compete sue-
cessfully with foreign nations." He also declares that
by this policy, "the power of the States to sell in for-
eign markets the products of its manufacturing indus-
tries has been greatly diminished." He goes on to say
that so disastrous is protection that in regard to steel
rails, "it would be more profitable for the country to
buy andl burn up all th'e existing establishments and
pension the workmen," than carry on making steel rails
under protection. Yet, since then, while under protec
tion, the manufacture of steel rails in the States has so
deçeloped that besides commanding the home market
they are now successfully competing in British markets
with those made in British rolling mills. Since Mr.
Wells declared that protection was ruining the iron
and steel trade of America, the annual exports have in-
creased from $14,720,000 to $70,370,000.

The inroad of -American goods into Great Britain is
arousing suspicions that Free Trade lias dangers never
dreamt of by Mr. Cobden, and that Protection lias ad-
vantages-which though lie denied, the people at home
are beginning to realize and to long for.

LOAN COMPANY AMALWAMATION.
Following on the announcement of the amalgama-

tion of two of the leading trust companies in Toronto,
comes the report of a similar movement by four mort-
gage loan companies. These are said to be the Canada
Permanent, the Western Canada, the Freehold andthe
London and Ontario. The head office of each of wlich
is in Toronto. The oldest and largest of these organi-
zations is the Canada Permanent Loan and Savings
Company, which dates, back to 1855, the Freehold to
1859, the Western Canada to 1863, and the London and
Ontariò to 1876.' The official report for 1897 gives
their business as follows

S. O. Wood are also veteran financiers of - the highest
repute, and Mr. Cosby lias an excellent standing. The
amalgamation will reduce expenses, lessen the evils of
competition for loans, and by deepening confidence
will enable the new company to secure funds at lower
rates. The moveient is one of the most important
financial transactions that ever took place in Canada.
It will lead to other changes of the sane character
which are much needed, as there are far too many
mortgage loan companies in Ontario, now that the
farming community has become more independent of
such assistance, and private capital, and the funds of
insurance companies are being so largely invested in
mortgages.

WINDMILL POWER AND ITS POSSIBLE
USES.

Since the establi shment of flour mills run by steam
power the old-fashioned windmills have become ruined
mementoes of a past era, or been cleared away. We
shall never be in ignorance of the appearance of these
objects for they are depicted in a large number of
famous paintings, more especially those of the Dutch
school. Considering the advanced culture of the
Greeks, and the knowledge they had of mechanical
forces, it is surprising that they appear to have
ground their corn by hand-power. We réad of twelve
women being constantly engaged in the palace. of
Odysseus in grinding wheat and barley. In one of the
earliest written and one of the latest books of Scripture
hand worked mills for grinding corn are spoken of as
in ordinary domestie use. The date of the introduction
of windmills is unknown, but there is reason to believe
that they were in operation early in the Christian era,
as well as corn grinding machinery driven by water.
Monastic establishments are known to have received
charters to erect such mills seven or eight centuries
ago. It is an interesting illustration of the tyrannie
power of the early nobles that they claimed to have ä
proprietory rights over the wind ! To Cubitt is due
the invention of the " tail-wheel" by which the sails
were made self moveable to the right angle to catch
the wind. These old mills and those worked by water
have been almost superseded by the use of steam power,
the superior economy of which was developed by the
improved mechanism invented by Sir Frederick Bram-
well. There are, however, wind mills of modern con-
struction, having twenty horse power, in use in the
States, for grinding corn, pumping .water and driving
machinery.

One service of these modern mills, which consist of
a skeleton frame upon the top of which a circular,
slatted sail is attached, is the generating of electricity
as a source of power and fight. In such machines there
is a source of energy the extent and the value of which
are not generally realized. Lord Kelvin,the greatest elec-
·trician of the day, points out that when ve consider the
many thousands of vessels of all natious which have no
motive power but .wind, we see -in it " a large partof
the energy used by man." He considers the day to be
dawning when windînills ii some form will.aga.in be
in the ascendant, and wind will do man's work on land
in proportion comparable to its present doing of work
at.sea.- The wind is now superseding coal in some
places for a very important part of its duty-that of
giving-'lighit.
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Now we have dynamos and their attachments, of all
sizes, from smial ones adapted ta domestic use, up to
those required in mammoth establishments, there is an
unliniited field open for the introduction of windmills
for generating electricity. Private houses however remote
from a city could mae their own light, and have power
to do bouse chores, run a sewing-machine, or drive
agricultural mîachiuery, ail the energy for which ser-
vices could be derived fromn the wind. Experiments
have proved that electrie plant driven by steain costs
more than double what it does when operated by a
windmill. Mr. Brush, the well known electrician, has
a windmill near his city house whieh provides him wYith
light for 350 lamps and power for several motors.
Lighthouses are now supplied with electrie lights by
,windnills.

This difficulty at once suggests itself ; there are
times when the wind is not inclined to do this vork,
and its holidays are very' unceitain. Those who rely
upon their water supply upon a windmill pump are
familiar vith this trouble, especially wlhere there is no
well wyhicl allows of a band pump being used when the
wind is having a day off. This difliculty is removed by
power being held in reserve by an "accunulator," just
as water is stored in a tank. Observations made by
scientific experts show that the wind is very rarely
quiet for three days in succession, though in sone
localities there are calins extending from four to twelve
days. Unilessa windmill bas a very large wheel, it is
put in motion by a wind of from 6 to 7 miles per hour,
a smaill one of good construction we have seen at work
whven the carrent was hardly perceptable at the foot of
the framte. There is no practical risk of any serious in-
convenience arising from a lack of the necessary wind-
power to operate such a mill as would be of the greatest
service, and a vonderful convenience to thousands of
detached rural dwellings and small comimunities.

There is now no reason, except lack of means, why
every farm iii Canada should be without electric liglit
for the bouse, and power for sawing wvood, chopping
cattle food, threshing grain and other mechanical ser-
vices. The domestication, as it were, of electricity is
gradually working out a revolution in modern life by
supplying conveniences never dreaint of a fev years
ago. Every country churclh might ie lighted by elec-
trie lamps at a imoderate outlay. Indeed we believe
the day is coming when au electrical machine will be
as comnion as a gas mater, or an oil barre], as a system
will bc establisihed of supplying it from a central office
as regularly as the miilk and bread.

The substitution of electric lighting for oil lamps in.
a country house would do mucli to lessen the sense of
isolation; it would also reiove a serious risk of fire.
The night would bc less wearisomie if the hone were
well liglhted, and there would bc far more neighbourly
visiting to relieve the tedium of life wvere rural bouses
genierally brightly illuminated, as the roads would be
made safer by electric lights serving as beacons to
guide and cheer the traveller.

THE SUSPENSION OF E. A. SMALL & 00.
The suspension of E. A. Small & Co., wholesale clothing

manufacturers, Montreal, which oecurred on'Saturday last,
aroused considerable discussion and much regret locally, coin-
ing, as it did, at a seascu when the business horizon gave en-
couraging signs for a prosperous New Year. It appears that
the firmi decided on this step owing to the unfavorable show-
ing of the balance sheet presented for the year just closed,
and the heavy obligations maturing shortly. Merchandise
liabilities are not far f rom $250,000. The indirect liabilities
are also large, but consist of paper, the good quality of whicb.
may be gathered from the fact that of $60,000 falling due on
Wednesday last, $55,000 was taken up at the bank. The
heaviest liability to any bouse is $10,000 to the Rosamond
Woollen Co. of Almonte. Other principal mills are interested
for lasser amounts. The foreign liabilities are trifling. The
partners in the business are Mr. E. A. Smnall with. Mr. O. H.
Dobbin, who was admitted to a janior interest in November,
1888. Mr. Small was for soma twenty years associated with
H. Shorey & Co. He severed his connection with that well-
known firmn in 1887, when lie withdrew upwards of $100,000
as his share. l the saine year he purchased the business of
the 0. Huston & Co. estate. At a later period Mr. Small suf-
fered heavy personal loss, (about $30,000, largely increased
by unavoidable expenses), in an eff ort to assist his brother, Mr.
Alfred Sinall, froma which endeavour no good results came to
either. Basides this, as misfortunes never come alone, he
encountered other adverse vicissitudes, which culminated
in a serious loss by fire in May, 1897.

It is understood, that Mrs. Small's inheritance from the-
estate of her father, the late Mr. Hollis Shorey, amounting
to close upon $100,000, has been used in the business. The
aff airs of the firm are in the hands of Mr. A. W. Stevenson,
A satisfactory settlement is regarded as highly prob'able.
There is every reason to believe that those houses te whom
Messrs. Smali & Co. were good customers in past years, will
net ha likaly to withhold practical sympathy, but will accept
the terms that are likely ta be offered. This friendly dis-
position being nianifested by those whose pockets are touched
speaks volumes for the goodwill entertained towards Messrs.
E. A. S mall & Co., and the desire of their creditors and the
trading community that the firm should be alforded every
facility to resume business. In this connection we note' an
advertisemnent of an allied clothing establishment stating that
an "assignmant" had beau made, which is incorrect. As
both parties are known to have been on friendly termns all
through their connection, this is doubtless the result of a
mistake.

The partners, who for soma time have been postponing the
draead admission of insolvency, aven to same of those nearest
theam, have worn anything but a holiday appearance lately.
Both are prostrated by grief at the inevitable. Mr. Small
himself having beau laid up at his bouse for soma days. The
philosoply that comes of "I old custem" is not theirs ta draw
upon.

THE RUINS OF THE LATE FIRE.
The ruined corner of Victoria Square and Craig Street,

-where a g.eat fire recently occurred, presents a very grue-
some but very busy scene at present, which is one of the
.sights of the city-especially for the noble army of loafers
who most do congregate where they are not wanted for use
or ornament. The insurance companies have taken over aIl
that remains on the site of the fire. A casual observer would
hardly accept the debris as a gift. Such a tangle of burnt
wood, twisted iron, broken bricks, split stones, and an ag-
glomerate of rubbish seems not worth carting away. But
contractors who were given the stone, bricks and iron for
their trouble in removing them, are working away at clear-
ing the site assisted by the insurance companies with their
usual energy and promptness, who had becoma impatient at
flin qlnw uronress being made.

T
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Mach of the cotton, woollen, dress and piece goods are
only burnt at the edges. After the process of thorough trim-
ming and cleaning. is finished, which is now goin'g on, the in-
surance companies will realize a considerable sum.as salvage,
as the partially damaged goods will be saleable for a variety of
purposes familiar to drygoods bargain hunters. The con-
tractors appear to have also made a good bargain in taking
the debris for the trouble of removal, as they have sold a
large quantity of the stone at $1 a load, and have found
buyers for 60,000 of bricks aý a paying price. The mild
weather and freedom from snow.storms have facilitated this
work, so that the ground will soon be ready for the new
building which Messrs. McIntyre will erect on the site barnt
over. Dame Rumour-whose tongue hangs too loosely to
make ber a reliable character-reports that Messrs. T. Eaton
& Co. of Toronto, have been inspecting the site. But whether
they have beau inspired by curiosity or by departinental store
intentions or otherwise is not known. There is no great
outcry for another enterprise of this kind in, Montreal, in-
deed those best able to judge think the supply of them is
redoundant.

TRUST COMPANIES' AMALGAMATION.
The shareholders of the Toronto General Trust Co. and

the Trusts Corporation of Ontario held a meeting on the 30th
ult. at Toronto, at which their formal approval was given to
the deed by which these companies became amalgamated.
Ont of the $2,000,000 of stock there were representatives pre-
sent of $1,655,00), who were unanimous in ratifying the
deed, which provides that Mr. John Hoskin, Q.C., shall he
the first president of the amaigamated company;'Hon. S. C.
Wood, lst vice-president; and Mr. W. H.. Beatty, 2nd vice-
president. Mr. J. W. Langmuir is to be the managing dir-
ector, Mr. A. E. Plummer, 1st assistant manager, and Mr. A.
D. Langnuir second assistant manager. It is proposed to
open a branch of the amalgamated Trusts Corporation in
this city. The new company will have a paid up capital of
$1,000,000, with a reserve and contingent fund of $45J,000.
The Toronto General Trusts Co. was incorporated in 1872, in
1885, 1887 and 1889 its powers were extended by Letters
Patent, and on 18th December, 1897, it was authorised to act
as Receiver and Liquidator. The 1897 repoit gives its assets
secured by mortgage as $5,030,494, and its holding of deben-
tures as $560,523. The Trusts .Corporation of Ontario vas
incorporated in 1888. Tise 1897 report gives its assets in
mortgage securities as $976,516 and debts secured by stocks,
bonds, &c., as $188,596. Mr. J. W. Langmuir, who has been
the manager of the former company from its commencement,
is a very able, shrewd and most energetic business man very
courteous and a most agreeable person to have dealings with.
Mr. A. E. Plumner is a brother of the assistant general-mana-
ger of the Bank of Commerce,and shares in bis marked financial
ability. He is very highly respected in Toronto, and the new
company in him will have a highly valuable assistant man-
ager. Mr. John Hoskin, Q.G., stands high inhis 'profession.
to legal acumen ha adds great talent for financial aff airs and
business administration. The directors and managers of the
Trusts Corporation enjoy, and are esminently worthy of pub-
liu confidence, which, if possible, will be enhanced under the
new arranagement.

Prices show no disposi-
tion to alter as yet, notwithstanding the
higher trend of the wheat markets. We
quote winter wheat patents $3 75 to $4.
Straight rollers $3,50 te $3.65 and ln bage
$1.65 te $1.75, Manitoba patents $425,
strong bakers $3.75 ta. $4,10. A firmer
feelIng le evinced'in oatmeal consequent
upon the improving situation, and as fore-
sh4dowed in part last week prices have
bean marked up 5e a barrel at $3.55 for
rolled, and $1.723Ç in baga.

GREEN FRUITs.--The glut ln valencia
oranges, le keeping Calfornia kinds off the
auction, agents being unwilling te accept
prices offering. In a jobbing way, there
is comparitive quietness te report the holl-
day feasting having apparently satisfied
consumptive requirements for the time
being. We quote. Floridas' at $4.75
te $5.25 a box, California navels $4,
California budded, $2.75 ta $3; ?iexicans,
$2.75 te $3.25, Jamaicas $2.75 to $8 a box,
and $5 ta $5.80 a barrel, Sidons $4 a box ;
Valentlas in 420s $3.75 to $4 and in 7143a,
$4 te $4.25. For lamons of which stocks
are lighlt there la very little demand, boxes
soeil at $2.25 ta $8. The apple market le
also unchanged.
