Tripos in 1848, He took his M. A., B. D, and

and D.D. at his own University, and an hon-
orary D.C.L. of Oxford, and an honorary D.D-
of Edinburgh. He was ordained deacon and
priest in 1861 by his old schoolmaster, the
Bishop of Manchester (Dr. Lee), and became
8D asgistant master st Harrow under Dr. Vaug-
He was sunbsequently rector of Somer-
sham-cum Tidley and Colne, Huntingdonshire.
In 1875 he was appointed one of the Queen's
ohaplains. and in 1869 Mr. Gladstone nowmin-
sted him to a stall at Peterborough, and in
1883 gavo him one at Westminster, He is
Regius Professor of Divinity at Cambridge, one
of the chaplains to the Primate, and was for:
merly Fellow of King's College. At Cambridge
he possesses an almost unique influence over
the under-graduates, and has taken the place of
his great friend, the late Bishop of Darham,
whose chaplain he was and whose coneecration
and funersal sermons he preached in Westminster
Abbey. Ho was an active member of the
Company for the Rovision-of the New Testa-
ment, and one of the Royal Commirsioners on
Eoclenisstical Courts. He is not only ap omin-
ent gcholar but a prolific anthor., His Norrisian
Bssay wason the Elements of Gorpel Harmony,
and was quickly followed by his History of the
New Testament Canon, which ran thronch five
editions. His firat out of many series of ger-
mons before the University were on Character-
istics of the Gospel Ministry, and among his
other works may be named ** The Bible in the
Church,” * The Gospel of the Resurrection,”
“ History of the Hbglish Bible,” “On the
Religious Office of the University,” * The
Paragraph Paalter arranged for Choirs,” * The
Revelations of the Risen Lord,” ‘¢ Historic
Faith,” ¢ Epietles of St. John,” ‘¢ Christus
Consammator,” and, in conjunction with Dr,
Hort, “ The New Testament in the Original
Greek, with Introdnotion.” His last work was
on “Sooial Aepeots of Christianity,” and he
has been & contributor to the * Dictionary of
the Bible,” ** The Speaker’s Commentary,” and
“The Dictionary of Christian Biography.”
For soversl years 1he late Bishop of Darham
and his sucoessor spent their holidays together
in Liondon and elsewhore.—Church Review.

THE CHIEF OBJECT OF CONFIRMA
- TION.

What is Confirmation ? . What is that solemn
rite that year by yoar the Bishop comes to the
Ohurch to administer ? What is this ceremony
that, not for & hundred years, but ever since
the days of the Apostles, has been faithfully
observed by the Church ?

Each person to whom these questions are ad-
dressed will probably give a different answer.
But three roplies may be suflicient to give &
clear idea of tho subject. We will conkider
them in order :—

I. It is common to speak of Confirmation as

- the renowal of our Baptismal vows, or the tak-
ing of our vows upon ourselves, And this is a
oorrect answer. 'The Prayer Book says that it
is & convenient and proper thing for children,
having learned what their god fathers and god
mothers promised for them in Baptism, with
their own month and consent to ratify and con-
firm tho same.

It is indeed right and proper that children
ghould be permitted to say: “Wo kunow the
covenant our sponsors made for us; we know
the obligations that they placed us under; and
now we, baviog come to years of disoretion,
gladly assume these vows.” Not that they
would be released from theso obligations, if
they did not voluntarily undortake them. A
child has to oboy the laws of the commaunity
in which ho lives. His parents have to see
that ho does so. For whatever damage he does

while a minor, the law holds his parents and
guardians responsible, Bnt when he attaius to
manhood he has to take upon himself all snch
obligations, He has to pay taxes, obey the laws,
and do his duty as a citizen, whether he has the
desire or not. The present Czar of Russia is
the eoldest son of the late ruler of the Rassian
Empire. Whether he likes it or not, his birth
made him “ heir appareni” to the throne.
Immediately upon his father's sudden death,
without promises or ceremony, he became
Emperor- and began to perform his duties,
although he hsd not yet been formally
crowned.

8o it is with us, In Baptism we have been
made oitizens of a heavenly country. We have
been made heirs of a heavenly shrone. It is
indeed a beautiful sight to behold those who
appreciate their gifts, crowding to the chancel
steps to say that they value what their parents
did for them, and that they gladly confirm
vows then made in their behalf.” But whether
thoy do this or not, they aro under the same
obligations, 'We must obey the law, we must
do our duty to God, or we shall certainly suffer
the consequences. While, then, it is convenient
and proper that we remew the vows and
promises of our sponsors, yet this is not the
chief objeot of Confirmation,

II. Again, it is said that Confirmation is the
confession of Christ before men. Soitis. The
young and the old who have notdone so before,
“wiwk their own mouth,” “openly before the
Church,” own their allegiance to Christ. Ior
man or woman to break away from corrupt
acgooiates and careless or evil habits, and
promise before the world to be faithful follow-
ers of Christ, is & brave and noble thing to do,
slways requiring courage and decision. Our
Lord knew this, and therefore He said, that
whoever would confess Him before this wicked
and adolterous generation, He would confess
before His father and the holy angels.

But coming to Confirmation is but one of
many ways by which we confess Christ before
men. Every time we refuse to laugh at some
evil joke, or to mock at religion; every time
we refuse to be dishonest in business, or ir-
reverent in Church; every time we stand to
sing & hymnb, or kneel to Bay & prayer; every
time we bow our heads at the Holy Name,
acknowledging the power of the orucified—we
by this means confess Christ before men.
While, then, we do take a stand in Confirms-
tion, and profess that we are Christ's soldiers,
yot this is not the chief object in coming to this
holy rite.

III, The great object of coming to Confirma-
tion is to roceive “the gift of the Holy Ghost.”
Eighteen hundred years ago and more, a young
Deacon driven from Jerusalem by the fierce-
ness of the first perseoution went to a neighbor-
ing people for refuge. While among them, he
proached the Gospel and baptized meny con—
verts When t+ e Apostles in Jerusalem heard
this, they immediately sent two of their
numbor down to these people, and after they
had questiomed them and prayed for them,
“ they laid their hands on them, &nd they
received the Holy Ghost.”

Ever since this event, recorded in Aects viii,,
baptized people have been coming to Confirma-
tion, that they may receive the layiog on of
hands and bo blessed with the special gift of
the Holy Ghost., Ever since that day, as we
read in Heb, vi,, the laying on of hands—with
repentance, and faith, and Baptism—has been
reckoned smong “ the prinoiples of the dootrine
of Christ.” Again, then, we assert that the
great object in coming to Confirmatisn is to
receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.”

It is well to ronew your vows; it is well to
profess Christ openly before the Church ; bat
it is a greater privilege to receive the seven
fold gift of the Holy Spirit! We might be
ever so willing to do our duty, and yet fail for
the want of strength.

In the olden times, when every {reeman wore

8 sword, it was the custom, when the Creed
was recited, for every man to draw hig weapon,
in token of his willingness to fight for the faith
that he professed. In thisday, no hostile foes
are seen aronnd us, to war upon our Christian-
ity. Bnt we have unseen foes, that we must
dread, There is & wicked host aronnd us, seek-
ing our destruction. In Confirmation we
buckle on an uwseen sword—to fight these
battles, Yes! the sword of the Spirit shall
then be ours; and if we have the will, and the
perseverance, and the wisdom to use our weap-
ons aright, we ghall always have the power,
and the majesty, and the viotory, on our side
to keep the eremy at bay through life, finally
to beat him down under our feet, and at last to
bo “*more than conquercrs through Him that
loved.”—The Church Standard.

THE LAST RUBRIC IN THE ORDER
OF CONFIRMATION,

P

‘“And there shall none be admitted to the
Holy Communion, until such time as he be con-
firmed, or be readv and desirous to be con.
firmed,” .

The design of the liberty here given was, that
& person should not be denied the Holy Com-
munion for want of Confirmation, in oase of
siokness or when from some cause there seomed
vo liklihood of opportunity for some time to

come, ‘The Ruobric is taken from the Eoglish
Common Prayer. :

Wheatley comments, * Thia is exactly com-
fortable to the praotice of the Primitive
Charch, which alwaya ordered that Confirma.-
tion should precede the Eucharist, except there
was extraordinary camse to the contrary, such
as was the case of clihick baptism, of the
absence of the Bishop, or the like ; in which
case the Eucharist is allowed before Confirma.
tion. The like provision is made by our own
Provisional Constitntions, as well as the Ruabrie
which is now before us, which admit none to
communiocate, unless in danger of death, but
such ag are confirmed, or af least havea resson-
able impediment for not being confirmed. And
tho glossary allows no impediment to be
reasonable, but the want of a Bishop near the
place,” The Prayer Book Interleaved states,
*The rule presoribed in the Sarum Manual was
that no oneshould beadmitted to communicate,
save when'dying, except be had been confirmed
or had been reasonably hindered from receiving
confirmation,”

We cannot but think it a misunderatanding of
the rubric, when Candidates are allowed to
come to the Holy Communion, while their
Confirmation is appointed for the same day, or
in the near fature, , Inm this case, much of the
meaning and solemnity of the Laying on of
Hands is lost. The Sscrament precedes the
Rite, The Candidate might be hindered from
coming to Confirmation, and 1thus would be
a4 Communicant but not confirmed,—Church
Helper. .

AN ESTABLISHED CSURCH.

It is a common saying and a perfectly true
one that History is continually repeating itself.
Just as in the natural world there is 4 Divine
order and immutable law, by which the same
canse produce th. same effects, so also in the
spiritaal and moral world of human life. A
most interesting and instructive comparison is
often drawn by writers of Chiurch History be-
tween the various epochs since the d.wn of
Christianity : all tending to prove that just in
proportion to the vigorouws life and activity
of the Cburch, has always been the bitter

hatred and opposition of an unbelieving world
to her efforts for the good of mankind, Church
History is in fact one of the strongest evidenoe
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of the Divine origin of onr faith, It farnishes
the fullest, and most - unmistakable proof that
the prophecies and promises of our Lord were
the utterances of Infinite Wisdom and Infinite

Truth. It supplies a suflcent answer to the
goornfal denials of the unbeliever, and most
somforting assurance-to the faithful. It éhows
pow the carnal mind of unregenerate man in
every age snd in every land, is evermore at
enmity with the trath, -and it testifies to the
fdelity of the Master's promise that the gates
of Hell shall not prevail sgainst His Church.
It warps us, too, of the danger of the world's
gmiles and blandishments; of the spiritasl
deadness and practical unbelief, of the loss of
holiness and of zeal for the souls of men, which
invarisbly result from trusling to arms of
flesh,

It spesks with no uncertain voice to the
politiocian and ruler of men ; festifying to the
{aot that the external power and internal pros.

ority of every Christian nation have always
Eeen contemperaneous with, and in proportion
to, the purity and vigor of the Chureh of Christ
existing in ber midst. In her darkest hour,
when ignoranceand superstition had, in a great
mensure, perverted her faith and enfeebled her
power, the Church of the Middle Ages proved
herself the sole champion and protector of the
poor, the oppreesed and the suffering.
to her alope that the helpless slave looked for
pity aud merey, the prisoner for kindness, the
starving for relief, the dying for comfort, And
at the present day, surely, none can deny the
world-wide sotivity of the Church in gending
the Gospel to the heathen, in her ceaseless
afforts to reclaim the fallen, to protect and
shelter the helpless, to comfort the sfflicted ; in
& word, to make human life better and happier,
And let it be remembered that the Established
Church, the Charch of the nation that is, offers
these priceless blessings to her children, not as
s favour but as a right.. These are their birth-
right inheritances, The Church eéxists for the
people, and the Clergy are but ite ministers
and theirs. Buf, it may be said, * however
true this is in theory it is cot true in faot.
The clergy in many instacces, at least, court
the favor and support of the noble, the rich, the
powerful, to the neglect of the poor and
homble,” Never, perhaps, was this less true of
the Churoh a8 a whole than at the presert day.
And the plain practical commen sense and love
of fair play which are oharaoteristio of the Bri:
tish, and, may we not also say of the Barbadian
workman, cannot be blinded by the mere ipse
dizits of the platform demagogre, or uhe
raslicious utterance of a hostile press.  Listen
to the splendid testimony of a self-educated son
of the 8oil; of one whose principles were liberal
to the backbone; whose independence, and
courage in attacking national abuses, brought
him to imprisonment and témporary rain, I
was & sincere Christian,” says he, ‘* because
ezxperience had convinced me that upiformity
in the religion of my country was & most
desirable thing, becaunse it was reasonable and

just, that those who had neither house nor land,’

and who were the millions of a country, and
performed all its usefal labors, shounld have
8 Church, & churchyard, & minister of religion,
and all religions services performed for them,
8t tho expense of those who did possess the
houses and land. In-a word, in the Church
and its possessions I saw the patrimony of the
working people, who had peither houmge nor
land of their own private property. An Esta-
blished Charch—s Chutch esiablishment on
Christian principles, is this:—it provides an
edifice sufficiently spacious for the assembling
of the people of each parish ; it provides a spot

for the interment of the dead; it provides 8

teacher of religion to officiate in tho sacred
edifice; to go to the honses of the inhabitants
to administer comfort to the distressed, to
countel the wayward, to teach children their
duty towsrds God, their parents, and their
country, and particularly to initiate children in

It was.

the first prinoiples of religion and morality,
and to oause them to communicate—that is, by
an outward mark to become members of the
Churoh of Christ.”

_Once get the working man to see and realize
his rights and privileges as a member of the
Church, once get him to understand that it
is against his most preoious possession that the
hand of the spoiler would strike, and Dis
establishment will become an impossibility.
The Charch itself as a epiritnal institation, is
immortal and invulnerable. For its fears are
worse than idle. Bat woe! to the nation that
throws away its priceless heritage, that dares
to face the rebelllon and anarchy and erime
now sgeething beneath the surface of society,
disarmed of its only effeotual weapon !

It -has been fruly said that im most cases
hoatility to the Church is but another name for
hostility to Christianity. The infidel hates it.
The wrong-doer hates it. Tho devil who is
behind all these movements hates it. Indica-
tions of a terrible ontpouring of Satanic malice
and power are to be seen thronghout Rarope,
which in the Mother Country are chiefly "kept
back, by the dam of a National Church. * Let
every nation possessed of an Hstablished Church
learn from the history of Sampson, that when
shorn of her locks she will be as other nations,
which, for the most part, are withort God.
The Soripture seem to point.to sush perils as
the age approaches completion, when again
will be heard the insane, deririve shont: * Not
this man, but Barrabas!' Bat (strange coin-
cidence!) Bacrrabas was a robber | '— West
Indian Churchman. :

NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

CruroH ScHOOL ¥oR GIRLS.—he founding

in September last of the Chuoroh Schoul for
Girls at Syeamore, Diocese of Chicago, and the
great measure of success that has already at-
tended the ventare reoalls to mind the great
need that there is at the pressnt moment for
such an institution in Nova Sootia,

- In Toronto there are at lesst four or five
distinotively Charoh schools for girls all afford-
ing an education of a high class. The youngest
we believe, St, Hilda's, in afiliation with the
University of Trinity College.

Why catnot we have such a Church school
at Halifax or elsewhere? Are there notenough
church people who desire that their danghter
shall have a liberal education, who wish that
the teaching, so far as the religious portion of
it is concerned may be in accordunce with
Church principles, to support such an inatitu-
tion? The matter has often been sericusiy
disonssed. The sense of the nmeed has been
keenly felt. The great advantages that would
result are patent to all. Yet no very decided
steps have been taken.

Will not the Churchmen of Nova Scotia now
bestir themselves?

The centennial celebration of King's College,
Windsor, will take place next Junme, Cannot
steps then be takeu, in connection it may be
with the celebration, to fonnd 8 young ladies
sohool located either at Windsor or at Halifax,
and like St. Hilda's affiliated to the Provincial
Church University, I can see wo sufficient
reasons against this counrse,
ties will have to be met, but surely none of
these oan ba insarmountable. There are num-
bers of children who need tobe educated. There
ave many large hearted Churchmen in the
Diocese who would be found ready to help.

The success attending the venture in Syca-
mors, s success beyond &ll expectation, would
inoline to the belief that if a suitable site was
gelected, & fow acres of land being & sine qua
non; & sohool building erected and comfortaoly
fitted up; an efficient staff of teachers employed;

from past experience. Now in nearly every
oare, tho cavse of the Church's disloyal and
disobediont children conld be traced to the
home influence of an indifferent father or
mother.

Mr.Tambs gave some interesting facts which
occurred from time to timo in the Children's
League Band of mercy, and how they indirectly
influenced their homes and the parish at large.

Our Conference then concladed as it began
in peaco, huppinoss and good-will amoung all
in attendsnce.

PrrErBogovan —At the third and last of the
specisl mootings for men held in the schosl-
room ot St. John's Church Monday evening,

MrC. W. R. Biggar, City Solicitor, of Toronto,

delivered an address on Creeds and Church
services,

Mr. Biggar was most cordially received when
introdaced by the Ractor in the Diocese. He
said it was becanse he felt that religion was &
causo that men waant, and that wants men, that
he wag present, as he had risen from & sick bed
to come, and becaunso he felt a deep interest in
the work in which Mr. Davidson was engaged
‘'or the Churcb to which every fibreof his be-
ing wont out i love. Some men hesitated to
prominently unite themselves with the Caurch
lest more wou!d}be expect all of them. But the
duty was a3 strongly upon each one of them as
apr the clergy. Some ssked, what Church
should they belong to? What was the true
Creed? There were only two human names
handed down to them in their Creed, one of a
msn and the other of a woman., The man was
8 brave manof generous impulses and high
power, bat because he had no correct concept-
ion of the truth he condemned the Saviour to
death, What was the truth? asked Pilate,
and the same question was asked now. There
were aboat 200 sects mow, which might be
divided into three central divisions. Oue
iivision might be termed the congregational,
which orgacized and appointed depaties to
formulate their Creeds; another the Roman
Catholic, in which the aathority came down
trom the top, and the third was the Church of
Bogland, The Charch of England did not tell
them to make their Creeds, and did not formu-
late Creeds to force them to believe, but asked
them to accept only what the Catholic Church
had slways accepted as trath, The standards
of the' Charch of England wounld never be
changed ; they were as unchangeable as the
Word of God., The service of the non—confor-
wist bodies consisted ohiefly of instruction in-
stead of worship, That was, be said, & funda-
mental mistake, In the Romen Catholio
Church there was also changes, as new doc
trines were added, and he instanced some of
these changes. The Apostolic Charch had a
Creed—a *‘rule of faith ;" and it was inconceiv-
uble that these later changes were part of that
Creed. The standard of the Church of Eng-
land, 88 they had freqnently heard, was the
Apostle s Creed, the Lurd's prayer and the ten
commandments, which was a standard that he
believed the churches would yet be united
upon. Then the Churech of England also
tunght the ordinance for the continmance of
their life in the Churoh, They did not believe,
a8 some supposed, that Baptism was equivalent
to being saved or converted ; it was a covenant
and placed the baptiz:d in the way of salvation.
As to the other ordinance all were beginning
to ackonowledge that there was more in the
Holy Communion than & memorial. He did
oot know of any form of worship that a ppealed
8o atrongly to him as th.t contained in the
Liturgy of their Church. It was a wonderful
Litargy, that had grown up through ocentaries
sud ombodied the most spiritual experiences
of the most holy men of these centnries, Its
worehip was also more congregational than in
other churches,
servico was its Scriptural character. 'The
mode of the teaching of the Church of Eng-
land was methodical, as at the proper time itset
betore them the great truths ot religion, and it
taught just as the Bible did, for abatract preach-
ing dw not, in it, exclode the great faots of
Christ's life. He sapposed that tha clergy fol-
lowed the advise to choose their texts from the
lesson of 1he day, for by foliowing tha* advice
theso great truths would be properly taught.
It was u Church that prayed regalarly for Her
Mujosty— (loud cheers) and the Prince of
Wales— (cheers) —and he believed it was
u lesven that would not allow them to forget
the flag undor which they were born. Cheers).
Believing this, he felt strongly for the Church
of Bugland, and he urged them to work for the
Courch,

Mr, Biggar was frequontly applauded and sat
down amid loud cheers.

Mr. A. P. Poussette, Q. C.. in a brief speech,
moved a vote of thanks to Mr. Biggar, which
was seconded by Mr. G. W. Hatton with ap-
propriate appreciative remarks. Short speeches
were also made hy Messra. Smith and Brandrett,
in support of the resolution, and it was oarried
with entbusiasm and briefly acknowledged.

Mr. Davidson said that the object in holding
these mestings had been to place the .camse of
religion before the people, and he believed
they would have a beneficial effect in the con-
gregation. An incidental effect, he believed,
would be that some thoughiful men in the
community would regard the Church of Eng-
land in 8 new light.

THE MAKING OF THE NEW TESTAMENT.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian:
Ste,—Tt is a very funny thing to find Arch-

deacon Roe simply restating the (to him) ob-
jectionable passages in the subjeot he ealls for
convenience * The Article,' and coolly saying
that they have not been met and sapported.
When they have, as I consider it appears to
many, in & very positive way, . Doubtless his
critic will give hisrejrinder and strive again to
show the position of - fact’ he is entrenched in,
contrasted with the imsginative one, the Arch-
deacon has erected for himself. I will not jrin
in the fray further than to cite tha Article on
the Bible in Chambers’ Encyclopedia [last edit ]
written by Prof, Davidson; which fully sup-
ports the writer of the ¢ Article’ and that ol
his defender the critic.

The Archdeacon restates : * The Church was
established, its organization complete, and the
greater part of its missionary work done before
it had any Bible at ali, the whole of the New
Testament Capon-having come into existence
after the Church was planted.” Why. of cuurse
the Church was planted before the Bible {i.e,
remember, what we now call the Bible, the
completed Canon] came into cxistonce. Sarely
Archdeacon Roe does not dispate this? Bat
what does Prof. Davidson say on this point.
Speaking of the rise of the New Testament lit
ersture he says: ‘Thoy [the Apostler] natar
ally desired their epistles to bo read b.fore all
the brethren of the Church to which they were
gent * ¥ * % but these epistios
as yet remained the peculiar possession of the
Church [7e. tho local] w which they were sent.’
The Church that haa not yet, as tho Cnurch,
the New Testament. Aguin he writes; *fow,
if any, of the Churches pussessad & comptelo
collection, for no necessity had yet arisen for
making such a collection.’ Su the Church was
getling along without the Bible, from Ganesis
w0 Rovelation, Again, * It required the rise of
internal antithesis, a conflict within the Churea,
10 direct her attention fermally to.the tressure
she porsessed in the Apostolic writings * *
* % This covflict was found in the rise of
dangerous error. 1'his heresy came into colli-
sion with the living faith of the Church and
tho Iaith bad not only to protest that it was
being violated, bat w0 show that it was, &c.'
So sppeal had to be made to Apostolic writinge,
¢ But the Charch ciuld pot but ssk why sne
had accep ed the teaching of the Apostles, and
the answer wug, ‘ Bocanse they were Apostiles
commissioned and endowed to preach and
teach.' All this, as every reflecting reader can
see was gradual work, And daring this growth
of the New Testument literatare, and which,
comparatively speaking, was bat knowa to the
scholarly class and the olergy, and not even
then as & whole: the Church was teaching,
organizing, advancing. The historical Jacw
stand ont clearly on the page of Church history
that the Divine Society wus presenting itsel
and impressing itself on the wor'd more by its
living voice and energy than by the Book. The
Bouok the Church had, and nsed a8 & reservoir
or treasury of irformation and Apostolic teach-
ing : but the people did not come to the Book
[tor it was seidom to be had complete, and what
Wus 1o be considered complete wus not as yot
de“ided] but to the Bishops and teaching clergy
for their knowledge given 0 them by preaching
and catechelionl exuroises, &o. There is no got-
ling around this fuct, snd the Archdeacou is
but trying to keep Huampty Dampty on the
wall, 83 long 8s he s trying 10 make 1L appear
that the Scriptures a8 4 whule, a complete and
recoguized book, held the sume position and
place thut Proiestant Christians have, 48 &
rale, supposed they held.

refleotion—I trust to our soul's healih,

That topic of the Cenfercnee which proved
tho most ¢cogrossing was tho nugolved problem
of oar day, ** How to hold oar young poople
and muke them dovoted Cavistians and faitatal
members of the Church.” Many possible sola-
tions of the problem wore sugsosted ; bat very
little was sa1d as to the causes of the alienation
of the young posople from iho Cnurch. Aud
this seoms Lo mo o bo the root of tho mutter,
aod the point on which 1 desire to doliver my
fueble Leslimony.

Awmong tho moans proposed for tho attain-
ment of the desired end, wero the different
souvicties for tho young which are growing up
in our day. They are verily a large snd
ineressing family.” Their * nume is Legion.”
All of them, of which L have hai coguzaince,
are good ; ull have the groat morit of olustivily ;
#0 lhat, while rolaiuing their fundumental
principles, they are capablo of being udapted to
soit “all sorts and conditions of men.” Aud
yet, in the practiosl working of these seciaties,
msay perhups be found opne of the causes of
aliensnion of which we are spoaking, They
sre to0 numerous ; and to this may be traced
ono of the ressous why they do not effect all
the good thuy are intended to do, buton the
contrary may be & hindrsnoce instead of help,
Uae of these sociclies commends itself to one
clergyman, another of them to another, cuch
hus pis fuvorite, A Pastor introdnces the one
he fuvors into a parish, it is successiul and
appears 10 be doing good work ; but tho Pastor
id removed and his snccessor dees not carry on
the work ; perhaps he dues not upprove of these
socioties at all ; or pees some unmerit in this
particalar one; oris unwilling to build on an-
vther muu's toundation; or hus some favorite
organizution of his own wilh which he would
like to supersedo the existing one.

Whut is tho probable result 7 It is this: the
ardour and enlnusissm of the youny people is
chilied, A partizan spirit on behuait of their
society, or ot the beloved Pustor who orgunized
it, and 8 kindred spirit of opposition to the
now order of things ure uruvsed umoony ihem;
their heurts beyome osteanged from  thuir new
Pustor; and thuse, who have not the iuflusnce
ot home w keop them stoudiust, are ulicuated
trom the Church ulso. .

Thero is yet unother polent oause of the
alienaticn or the young people from religion,
and it 18 t0 be lound in the couuter influenve of
tho public rchoolr, wnere the teuchers may and
do, use the puwer their posilion gives them to
enlice Lhe yoang scholars in lhuir chsrge, to
bresi the rules uf thoe roligious suc.eiles they
belung to, and 1o sul 4t naught the counsel and
unthonty of their spirnual Pastors  And
Chr.susu people ure compoliod by iaw b pay
LaXus for the support of Lueso persuns by whom

CHILDREN'S SERVICE.

[A Paper read before the Montreal Diocesan
Sunday School Association, by Edward H.
Parnell, Lay Reader.]

“ And that he may know theso things the'

better ye shall call npon him to hear sermons,”
such are tho familiar words of the exhortation
addressed by the officiating priest to the spon-
sors at the close of the Baptismal office, And
how for long years was this salutary admoni-
tion of the Charch carried out? If any of you
huve ever been in an old parish ohurch in
England, and have cast your eyes ap to the
west gallery, where the grand old orgsn stands
with its carved oase, enclosing buge gilded
pipes, surmounted by cherubim with extended
cheeks blowing long slender trumpets with
great bell shaped mouths. You will perhaps
have noticed in front of the organ and stretching
up on each of its gloomy sides, rows upon
rows of hard uncomfortable narrow benches ;
these were the seats for the children, poor llttle
mortals ; here they were marched two by two
in faperal procession through the streets Sunday
by Sunday, they mounted the gallery stops,
they took their places on these uninviting
benches; there through morning service,
litany, ante communion Bervice they spont &
terrible existence, watched over by lynx eyed
teachers who wielded the cane on the Monday
for tho sins of the Surday ; or still worse by
Bamble, the beadle, who oftimes was armed
with a long wand with whick he would rap the
head of a [uckiess urchin nodding in slomber,
or the unwary knuckles of & hand stretched out
to grasp a runaway lollipop ; and here after
being droned to sleep by the marmuring voioes
below and suddenly nearly blown ont of their
sests by the diapson of the big organ taking its
part in the services, they would be oulled upon
to hear a sermon of which, if any part resshed
their insattentive ears, their minds would be
anable to grasp its meaning, und their tendor
intelleots would be unable to assimilate it. No
wonder children disliked charch, that they po-
sitively hated it, and that when they grew old
enough to choose for themselves, ninety per
cent. of them never darkened its doors again,
I have used the past tense in this gloomy de-
scription for happily these days have nearly
passed ; the dark corners and hard seats still
exist, but they are pointed out as the mona-
ments ot an effete barbarism, and the woekly
iwo boors punishment in church is relegated to
the past, with the scare crow oharity olothes,
the gold Iaced Bamblo, the droning old parish
clerk, and long dreary sermon, and are replaced
in thousands of churches by bright and cheery
children's services ; the best seats not the dark
corners cccupied by the children, God's lambs
—the Church's most precivus trast;— with
children’s hymns, sung by chiidren's vuices, the
most tonching of all sounds, drawing our minds
back to the children’s Hosannas in the Temple,
and making us comprehend why, Hadyn barst
into & flood of tears on hearing the Old Hund-
red sung by the thousands of charity children
in St. Paul's Catbedral, And with the grand
old prayers ot our litargy said or sung by
obildren : and lastly, children ocualled upon to
hear sermons they csn understand, preached to
them and for them, and teaching them * to fel-
low the example of their,Saviour Christ, and
bo made like unto Him,” the charch is becom-
ing no more hateful to them, Sanday by
Sunday they long to crowd its walls; it is their

Church. As the Bible is the Bible for ¢children,
so is the Church becoming the Church of the
children, leading us to hope and believe that
the tender plants thus trained in her vonerab e
walls as they grow older and stronger will
cling yot more steadfastly to her strong sup-
port : ‘“ And that these ohildren may lead the
rest of their lives according to that beginning,”
[ am quite prepared to be told that ohildren
should be brought to the rogular services by
their parents, guardisnsg, or God-parents. Well,
1f this olass of persons did their duty it would
oanse un ideal stafe of Church life to exist that
wonld do away with the neoessity for a good
msany things, Sunday Schools inolusive; but
for the most part they do not, and even if they
did, in the oase of very young childron, the
ordinary service cannot but be tedious and irk-
some, and their presence often a discomfort to
the ocongregation, and even while it is most
desirable children as they grow older shounld
accompany their parents to charch, yet still
the gsermon being intende for their olders 0an
bardly come within their grasp, and they
should have as well the privilogoe of attonding
their own speocial servioe and hesring their
own special sermon. Children's services, the
revival of which in the Churoh of Eagland has
been coincident with the inorease of efisiency
in Sunday schools and due in no small measure
to the prompting of porsons interested in San-
day school work may be divided into two
kinds, viz, I Those held in the Church and II
Those held in the sshoolroom, Witk referance
to the first olass :

In many parishes it is fonad convenient to
bold a children’s service onoco & month in the
afternoon. Tae childven should I think mest
in tue sohoo}-room and be marchd into church
and taught to bend tho kneo in silent prayer
on taking their places in tho House of Gud.
For d service such as this, the length shoald
not exceed an hour, There should bo at least
three hymns, and these I think shonld bo taken
from the ordinary church bympal, and should
be suitable to the season, and the words and
tunes well known to thechildren, Theservice,
[ spoak of my own individaal taste and to what
I for years have been acocustomed, should be
choral or nearly so as possible, The litany
from its responsive ocharaoter is very well
adapted for this service, and the childron shonld
be encouraged to take their part audibly and
heartily. The teachers, who should sit with
their olasses, should be responsible for the rov—
erent behaviour of their scholars. The children
of the congregation other than the school
ohildren should be invited to attend, and all
ghould be placed in the best part of the chareh
where they can best see and hear, '

And now about the service, I hope I may
not be thought prerumptunus in making sog-
gestions, I know it is a diffiouit task to speak
to children, and porhaps it is not given to
every clergymun to do so snocossfully : but I am
gsure no ¢lergyman can stand up to speak to his
children withont a feeling of the great privilege
and deep rerponsibility resting upon him, the
germon should [ think be given without book or
manuscript; it should be lively for the children
oan be captivated by the preachers manner aed
tone and looks 48 well as by his words. I have
heard some most snccess{nl preaghers to child-
ren who walked up and down the aisle while
delivering the address—thus drawing attention
to themselves—it should be simple but not
fatuous, childlike but not childish, I have
heard a dignitary of the Charch stand up and
speak to children and use as many long words
and ponderous sentencoes as if he was preaching
from the Uaiversity pulpit.

And, further, a8 we neversho'ld think of Hig
deuth slone and eeparate from His life and
work, s0 rhould we rever dwell npon any one
exprey-ion that desoribes the effivacy of that
desth, ay if it alone isslated and apart from
othors, sufficiently explained thatoficacy. Wo
should remember, on the combiary, that if
Scriptare uses 8o great & variety of terms to
expross tho ssme idow, it is because no one
term alono can sufficiontly oxpress it, and that
we must, therefors, mudify oar conception of
it derived from soy one term by &llthose othors
which cxpress it differenily, just hocause they
are intendod to throw seme other light upon it
than that in which we are tempted exclusively
to regard it. We must rememboer, in short,
that iur goneoption of the Atomement will
approach the trath just in proportion as we
strive thab it shall iuciudo and refloct all those
"diffarent cxpressions of it which wo find in
Seriptaro. In 8 word, we must cver aim at
striviag 10 expros8 our dootrine of the Atone-
ment not ouly in tho words, bat in all the words,
uf Soripture.

Dogma
if you wil-—strange, mystorious, difficult, par-
plexing dogma—is this docirine of the Atone-

moves smong the trodden ways of men., It is
dogmyu which helps us to live and which gives
us coursge to die—since it tells us that * God ia

(A TEMPEBANCE STORY.)

Having spent a'year at Milwood
which he often spoke of afterwards
as the happiest year of his life
George Wyndham, then in his four-

- teentn yesr, went to Harrow, He
wrote occasionally and some of his
articles were acoepted in high
places andy in a fow cases, pub-
lished, His ambition to achieve
fame 83 & writer deepened with
advancing years, During his third

* year at Harrow his foster-father
was consecrated for the vacant
English diocese of X , and &
alace became Wyndham’s home,
E’is career at Harrow was brilliant
and distinguished and bis manly
.character had won universal re.
speot, His love for athletics made
him a prominent figure in the foot-
‘ball and cricket field, and his love
of adventure in more questionable
(ot 'degrading) pleasures—plea-
sures in which apples, boobytricks,
and practioal jokes, ad infinitum
were intimately assooiated,

Leaving Harrow he did not pro-
oeed, a8 usual, to the Univerrity,
but, in deference to the Bishop,

- spent the two following years at
the palace. He worked hard and
steadily and, during that time se.
quired these habits of regularity
without which permanent sucoess
jn sny profession is not to be
gained. - He wrote much, but pub.
lished little, “But the life he lived
was too quiet for his eager enthusi-
astic temperament, and he longed
to be out in the busy, bustling
world, He was now in his 20th
yosr. A ohoice of professions was
put before him although the Bishop
was not unaware of his strong lean
ing to journalism, for which he
- posseased exceptional fitness and
-aptitude. Accordingly a pesition
of influence was obtained for him
by the Bishop npon the staff of
a leading provinoial daily paper,

and upon this he, soon afterwards,
o entered.

At home, in school and during

- his life in the prlace George Wynd-
ham had always partaken of wine
sud beer as naturally as ot any
other beverage, and such a thing
a8 drunkenness was moro than
contemptible to his refined sensi.
bilitien, Leaving the palace, al-
though young, he was ono of the
- most learned and accomplished of
meon, possessing & profoucd reve:
rence for religion and personal love
for its Author. He was, naturaliy
quick tempered, but, in all ether
ints, & traer, nobler, man than

e could not be found. He con-
tributed a daily leader to the jour-
nal with which he ,wss connected
upon topios political and soocial,
and his smart epigrams, sparkling
witticiems and profound insight,
rendered their perusel a great
delight. He was a permanent guost
at one of the oity hotels, and his
reputation as a man of society was
soon second only to that of his
ability as & journalist, hence he
epjoyed & popularity which proved

mental powers to his will that he
could write with easo at all times,
and 80 securately, that one writing
was generally suficient even when
disonssing matters of the deepest
import. He was literally ubiqui-
tons and no social gathering was
ever ' considered complete without
the witty and accomplished journal-
ist, He was treated with con-
spicnous deference by leading
politioians, many of whom were
glad to avail themselves of such
advice and counnsel as he might
choose to bestow upon them in his
private and personsl capacity.
Wealth flowed in upon him, and,
with it, such temptatiens ss spe-
oially bolong to the possession of
riches, He: smoked heavily and
drank frecly of the best wines
obtainable. George Wyndham's
presence was hailed everywhere
with delight and his generosity to
tho poor was literally boundle-s,
Thus seven years were passed.

In his twenty-oighth year George
Wyrndbam fell in love with a very
ordinary young woman of his own
age, endowed with no special abil
ity, but amiable and devoted to
bim. She was of humble birth, but
had beon trained for the position of
a national sohoolmistress. Wynd-
ham's foster parent was sternly
opposed to the wmarriage, and he
was more than surprised at what
he considered his lack of the most
ordinary prudence in choosing a
paitner for life. But George
Wyndham loved Mary Hartwood
and thoy were married. A year
afierwards Wyndham was offered,
and he accepted, a most lucrative
position in connection with one of
the most influential of the London
daily papers.  Hero again his sno-
cess was phenomenal, and it soon
became evident that fame was
within his reach, He received
large sums for his writings, nor
wus there a magazine of any repute
to whose pages he did not con-
tribute. As in the provinces so
glsc in London with its teeming
multitudes, he was one of the most
popular of men. But, behind the
veoil which hung between his home
and the big, busy world, sat a sor-
rowful woman, his wifs, who had
learnt sfter & brief experience of
her husband's life, especially since
they had lived p London, that a
day of disappointment and, per-
haps ruin, was speeding towards
them, A year and a half after their
murrisge the birth of a boy set a
seal upon their love and cast a
gloeam of happiness upon their
hearts; but the hosband und father
grow less and less fond of homse
and spent but a very small part of
his time within its sacred walls.
1is wife grew sick with loneliness
aad at her hesband's growing
negleot, sho went out but little,
sud her very existence was un-
known to many of George Wynd-
ham's friends, Her physical wants
wore bountfully supplied and, the
brilliant jourpalist would have
flashed with indignation and resent-
ment had he been acoused of
negleoting his wife,
