§T. PATRICK'S DAY

OF

FATHER JAMES CALLAGHAN.

———

(From the Quebec Telegraph.)

In 8t, Patrick's Chuoreh, Quebec, on Ht.
Patrick’s Day, the Revd. Father James
Callaghan, 6f Montreal, preached the tollow-
ing sermen :—

“He hath not done In llke manner to
every natfon: 20th verse, 147th Psalm.”

Next to the undying love which an Irish
Cathollc has for his faith, thero is upon earth
nothlng that holds so imperious a sway over
bis affections as his nstiouslity, and after the
flag of his Church no other does he unfurl to
the winds with more honor and pride than the
gmm'ﬁ-.g of bis country, Yes, his grand
motto has ever been : ¢ My church, my coun-
try? Catholic Ireland has been for upwards
of fourteen huandred years a most constant
and moet unswerving advocate of the Chrie-
tian principle of union between Church and
State, and has sauctioned again aud agaia by
her example, and even by her blood, the
happy and ealutary dependence of the prin-
ciples of her nation npon the immutable and
unchanging principles of the Roman Catho-
lic Church, From the momert St. Patrick
ingrafted the dear little Shamrock of Erin
upon the majestio tree of the Church the in-
terests and sffections of Ireland and of Rome
became so happily and so Inseparably united
a8 to prove invincible to mozt despairing
effects to wesken or destroy this sacred elli-
spce. This union of religion with natienality
and this snbordination of national to Catho-
lic ;government are the chief &ources of
Jreland's glory and Ireland’s bappiness.
Bat all the other nations of the sarth do not,
dear brethren, rosemble you in this regard ;
no, in the words of my text, « Ho hath not
done in llke manner to every nation.”

FOREIGN PRISONS.

GREAT MASS MEETING CALL
ED IN NEW YORK.

New Yorxk, March 26, 1882,

The following appears in to-day’s papocs :—
To the Cilizens of New York Cuy:

It having become a matter of international
notoristy that there are now held in English
prisons a number of men who are oftizens of
this Republic, some of whom, unconvioted of
any crime, have been in confinement for &
year or more (snd how much longer they
may be immured—or, for that matter, whother
tney shall ever breathe the air of liberty agatn
—18 something which no one but the jallers
can speak of with knowledge ;)

And in view 0! thae fact that all of thesa
meon protest thelr innocence, and have re-
peatedly demanded a trial, without avail, te
whioch they are entitled as American oitizens,
ft becomes the duty of the United Biatex
Government to demand of Great Britaln the
proot of their gullt, or their immediato ro-
lease, &8 per Act of Congreas, passed July 27
1868, viz. :(—

« Whenaver it {8 made known to the Prosl~
dent that any citizen of the United States has
been unyusily deprived of his liberly by or undar
the guthority of any foreign government, it shall
be tho daty of the President forthwith to de-
mand of that govercment tho reasons of suok
immprironment ; and, it it appear to be wrong-
{ul and in violation of the rights of Amexican
citizenship, the Precident shall forthwith ds-
mand the release of suech citizen, and it the re-
lease 80 demanded is unreasonably dolayed or
refused, the President shsll use such means,
not smounting to acts of war, 83 he may
think necessary snd proper to obtaln or ¢ffvo-
tuato thoe reloags ; and asll the facts and pro.
ceodings relative thereto shall, as soou a8
practicable, bo communfcated by the Presk-
dent to Uongress.” —[ Revised Statutes of (he
United States, Section 2,001, ) .

In accordauce with the splrit of this law,
as men loviog justice and baving regard for
the honor of ths American name, we hereby
unite in a csll to the cltizens of New York,
iercspective of political opiulons, to meet in

THE SPANISH MAERIAGE LAW.

All demands
for nullity of marriage, or for divorce, can
only be made before the ordinary civil tri-
banale, thus abolishing the jurisdiction of
the ecclesiastical trlbunal and the Roman
Beo. Breach of promise, after the legal be-
trothal, will give a right to damsges toit
over all the expensee incurred in the suit.
Marriages daly contracted abroad will be held
vilid in 8pain.  The Catholic mewbers and
blishops announce a formidable opposition to
this law.

— The House
Foreign Aflalts Committee has received ad-
vices from the 8iite Department, in response
to the House resolutione callirg for corres-
pordence relating to the imprisopment in
Euglaod of Irish Amerlcsn citicens, that by
direction of the department Minister Lowell
has transmitted everything In his possession
bearing upon the subject, and that it {3 now
on the way here from England. Thedepart-
meut promises to send it to the committes
without delay upon its arrival. Mr. Cox, Mr,
Belmont, Mr, Hewitt, Mr. Roblnson, and the
otber members most active in the matter,
have beon privately informed of the nature of
the meseags rom the dapeartment, and have
agreed to spare the committes annoyance in
this connection uutil sufficient time shall
have clapsed for the resceipt and delivery of
the correspoadence by the department.

The President to-day sent to the Senate
the report of the Becretary of Btate regarding
tho cago of David McSweeney, of Californis,
who was imprisoned in Ireland. The report
embraces & telegram from Minlster Lowell,
stating that the British authorities lntormed
Lim tbat McSweeney was arrested in lreland
on June 2nd, 1881, on suspicien of * inciting
petgons to assemble unlawinlly, and commit
riot and -assault” ; also, that “in no case
oould information be given beyond the state-
ments of the warrant of arvest” Mr. Lowell
was . further  informed that McSweeney
could not be dischargsd from oustody, his
oonduot . having brought bim -under the
Britisn coerclon statutes. Beoretary freling-

Longfellow did more than create original
poetry for his conutrymen ; be made them ac-
qualinted with some of the best productions
of the best authors of other lands, but es-
pecially the Spanish and German. His works
breathe a spiri$ of Catbolicity all through
them, and hence he will be ome of the
universal poets offending no nation, no
creed, loving all mankind, ard loving
even the South, against whose one
bad institution he wrote with such
patriotic vehemence. Were Longfellow
not a verse maker he would have
earned a niche in the temple of fame by his
prose works, which would il many huu-
dred volumes; for he was a most prolific
writer. All the world will grieve for the de-
parted poet, but none more deeply or sincerely
than the youths and maidens who have read
with thrcbbing hearts of the search of poor
Evangeiine for her lost Gabriel, through a
whole continent, how their bosts were anchor-
ed in the same bayou; but, alas, they kzew
it not, ard how, 1o after years, when the once
blooming lovers ware faded and gray, but not
passionless nor heartles?, Evapgeline recog-
nized the light of her young existence in
tho Philadelphin hospital, she, & Sister of
Charity, in an old wman whose last sigh she
received, ere the suffering soul had departed.

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TRE LADOR MOVEMENT.

When
the times are good, and capltalists are
nmaking money bord over hand, they seldom
think of raising wages until a strike warns.
them that it must be doné, Extensiveasirikes
sre now golng onin tho neighboring Repub-
lic, and in tho natural order of things they
will soon extend to Canada, as like oauses
produze like results, and as labor movements
in the Unlted States materially affect this
countrr. J{ ia needless to say that strikes
rre the canae of great loss to both labor and
capital. 1fa thousand men earning a dollar
and a half a day each on an avorage, hold out
for twenty days it represents a loss to therm,
orto the fund which sustains them, of thirty
thousaud dollars, nnd the caplielists or
manunfacturars suffertoalmostas greata degree,
sometimes aa great, and often greater. It also
happens that the workmen strike Inoppor-
tunely, that is to eay, when the manufacturer
cannot really afford the increase, although
they msy imagine he can, but, as a general
rale, it 18 the capitalist who is seifish and
exacting. This is proved by the fact—at lesst
in the instances now beforo us—that most of
the strikers have their demands complied
with jmmediately, Now, why should em-
ployers of labor walt ior the straln befere
dolng an sct of justice? Why, when work
) becomes ‘brisk and profits  large, a8
they ‘woatly do- when the spring axrives,

But
aslde from these large conslderations, work-
lngmen can' benefit themeelves locally by
establishing good organizations and assisting
the degerving among themselves, Thisis
done already, but in s ridiculously swall way.
If, for instance, a stranger comes to Monircal
looking for work—let us eay he iz a siene
mason—he haa no ona to guide or assist him.
Be wanders carelessly saround, starving
or- geiting into debt, until fortune finds
him work, wherers If some labor bureau
were establisked it would be otherwise,
Depend upon it thst the laboring classes
must help themsslves. No government or
po philanthropist has the same intersst in
their aflairs as they have; reform must come

from below.

LAST NIGHT ON THE BUBJRCT OF LOTTERIES.

At tho weekly meeting of the Cathollc
Olub, held last Wednesday, there was a dabate
on the following subject: ¢ Are Statie Lot-
teries morally injarious to the people ?”

Prof. William Macksay opened the subject
for the sffirmative by laying down as a prin-
ciple upon which he grounded his oplnlon
that lotterles should bs judged by -the
motive and Intentiors of those interested in
them, and he argued that historically it
oould ba shown that the motives and fulen-
tions of all those who had ever established
Iotterics wore bad. He gave a most inter-
esting account of the origin of lotteries,
dividing their history into thres parts; the
first being their establishment by the ancient
Jews at the tims of Solomon down to the
destruction of Jerusalem, The second
epoch, from that period to the times of
Herod Antlpar, then uunder the Romang,
until they wers dizcomtinued at the close of
the refgn of Hiflogabalus, and the third
period from the revival ef lottarles in the
fifteenth century by the Jews of Genca up to
our own days. He contended thatduring all
thoas times the promoters of lotteries had
acted from bad motives and {randu-
lently, snd s0 munch so that they
were abolished by law in Eopglacd in
1826, In France ter years later, nod at dif-
farent iotervals since throughont the several
States of the American Union and in Canada.

The Bev. Father Ryan replied by promis-
ing that in these debates the opinions of the
gpeakers were not to be supposed as thelr
own, but rather as the arguments in favor of
the side they were advocating, He con-
tonded that, beleg on the negative, it would
be sufficient for him to show that the
other side had failed {o prove their
case, and in support of this pretenaion showed
that, howaver wrong the motives of the pro-
moters may have been, this did not affect the
morality of the insetitution of lotteries; at
the very best, institutions were liable to
abnse, and it was iilogical to say that they

should, therefors, bus  condemned as
immoral. Hio sargued that ~ lotteries
should be permitted, ns they gave a

legitimate field to a propsnsity which was
natural to man and nniversal. Agalp, that
n lottery was the taking of a known risk by
peraone having perfect liberty to take it or
not as they saw fit, and that if they Lad been
aboilgshed it was oniy bzcause, like other
businues inoslitotions, they werw liabie to
sbuse.

Mr. Parcell foliowed on the affirmative and
Mr. }'. A. Qnina op the negative, closing the
delate, aiter which the vote was taken which
resulted in the condemnation of lofterier.

S1z,—~1in the course ot my wanderings
thyough Jreland many years ago a grest deal
of destitution came under my votice, but I
wns happily apared the pain of witnessing
the squslid misery truthfully and {forclibly
described by the Globe correspondent in the
account he gives of his recent trip through
extensgive portions of the island.

Desacribing ¢ the country near Galway,” he
gives a8 specimen cases those of Coleman,
Curran, Patrick Cooney and Patrick Carter.
The first named farmed two and three-quarter
acres, and with four children lived 1n a cabin
consisting of two rooms, one simply a closet
totally dark and fitted up with straw and
sacking. The cabin had no windows, but
only apertures stufled with straw to keep cut
the rain and wind. The accommodations of
the hovel were shared by two pigs. The
gecond nasmed has a family ot nine, and a lot
of very stony land which will not grow oats.
The cabin has no windows and is shared by
plgs and hens. The lsst named works thres
and-a-palf acres; bis famfly of six persons
ocoupy a very small house unprovided with
either window or chimney. The pigs have
the run of this cabin, in which thers were no
‘beds; and 20 few chalrs that the inmates—the
mnjoruy of them—had to sit on turf and
sacking. “Their clothing, as In most other
cased, conslsted of mere rags. The corres-

Both’ Honses of Parliament on Mouday
sgreed upon an-address of congratunlation to
the Queen.

The Land league agent, who went bo
Northampton to organize the Irish vote
against Mr. Bradlaugh, has been scverely
beaten by the supporters of the latter.

Consequent upon the refusal of an evicted
tenant, Mrs. Barry, to live in a Land League
house, “through fear of the Government,”
the weekly grant- of $1, which had been
given to her for some t.ima past by the
Ladies’ Land League, has been stopped.—
Correspondent.

Twelve young men, mewbera of the Con-
fraternity of the Holy Family, Midleton,
were expelled that body on Banday night for
having left the churoh on a preceding Sun-
day during the delivery of an address from
the Altarrespecting the Ladies’ Land League. -
~—~Jorrespondent.

Another serlous *no rent” outrage is re-
porled from the Oastlelsland district, Co.
Kerry. A tenant ot Mr. John De B. Blennez-
hassett named Danfel Doolln, residing within
one mile. of Castleipland, was called out of
bed, and o acknowledging tkat he had paid
his rent,-was shot in the thigh,

At a mieeting of the Dublin Corporation on
IMonday, Mr. Dawsop, M.P., Lord Mayor, in
the chairfa resolution was passed expressive
of tho decpest sorrow end indignation at the
dastardly and treasonable attack upon the
Queen. The resclution was proposed by a
pronounced Land Leaguer and seconded by a
Conservativo. The Olonmel Town Counclt
passed a similar resolution.

Near Swinford, County Mayo, on Sunday, &
party of police came upon a body of about
one hundred men drilling in' a wood. They
retarned to barracks, ani maustering all the
availiblo constables in town, returned to the
place ; the men ran avway, but twelve of them
were arrestod. Whon returning with their’
prisoners, however, the police were fired
upon, and six of thelr prisoners escaped. It
1s stated that documents of sn lmportant
character were found upon the ground.

Notlces emomating from #Qaptain Moon-
ligt,” and directed against five farmers in
the Hallymacodn district, who had paid their
rent, have been extensively posted up in that
neighbourhood during the past few days.
The persons Indicated are threatened with
the ¢ Millgtreet penalty,”® na it was termed,
and farmorg generally are cautioned against
commltting the offence of paylng their rent,
until the auspecta are roleaged,— Correspond-
ent.

On Friday nighbt, while the police escort
were conveylng two farmers, commitied for
trial rt the Potty Sessions held that day at
Castlemartyr for posting no rent notices, they
were attacked by a large number of paeople
from varions parts of the country, who pre-
vented tho prisoners being taken to tho rail-
way station. They were, however, kept in
custody, and lodged in Cork Gaol on Batar-
day.

On Thuarsday night several houses at Glen-
colline, near Kingwillinmstown, were entered
by a bodv of armed men, with beltg, swords
and guaor, under the commond of Captain
Moonlight, and threatened Mr. Dunscombe's
tenants with the¢ usual penalties of that of-
ficer if thay paid their rents, though they are
socved with writs, They fired Aeveral shots,
angd warned the tonants they would call again
if they id not stand toge!her. One tenant
was near buipg shot through & window. The
polico aro making striot ingalrice, but it is
generaily belfeved the raidersara oll strangers
to the locality .—Correspondent.

The Prime Minister may pass his gaggiog
bill but it will never work, and members of
his party who may vote for it will, in many
cases, have to reckon with thelr constituents.
The peoplo of Eagland will congent to

bus they wiil not allow it in their own coun-
try. An ordinary Esglishman believes In
his heart that ho is the shining light of the
world, and points with prido to his excellent
Government. He talks abont free speech, a
{ree press ; the right of & man to be innocent
until found guilty, and many other wonderful
things ; and now, in the latter end of the
Ninetesnth Centary, for the peoples’ Witliam
to bring in n gagging bill is a contradiction of
all the tall tafk in which Englishmen will
indulge. When he was coming into power he
promised a bill to assimilate the borough and
county franchise, but those terrible Irish fol-
lows have so cloggod the wheels of legislation
that really at present there is appearance of
extending political power to Hodge. To try,
however, to do something for that slow-geing
son of toil, our Prime Minister is about to use
coerclon in Parliament—s remedy which,
indeed, Englaul has applied pretty exten-
sively, and often ontside of her own borders.
Mr, Gladatone is in a bad fix, for he dare rot
g0 to the country, because, in all probability,
Ireland would retura a majority of Parnellites,
and possibly the Irish vote in Eagland would
be meutral or cast for the Tories ; and now,in
the House, there is likely to¢ bu a coalition
against the gagging bill.

Since then, in his Aslatic campaign, he bas
displayed the same terrible energy, the same
terrible audacity. Thsy eay that no officer
has yet been known to remain Beobeleff’s
aide-de-camp for any lepgth of time—that
he himself alone bas been able to escape
those extraordinary perils to which he never
tires of exposing his own person and the per-
sons of his staff, .

Like almost all famous generals who have
been worshipped by their soldiers Scobeleff
is a remarkably severe and pitiless com-
mander; he 18 spoken of a8 inexorable. If
the soldiers love him it is because he {8 as
hard. apon himselt as apon othesr—because
he is the first* to brsve dangers, cold and
suffering. In his conduct he resembles
the great Roman gem cal, that Jaibytio, 7ho
also conducted a ter: Ible camapafjisi o .sis,
and whom Tacitus 1 ppresents &t balg ; 8o
austere, quick to ir Jict puniefizent, bat
sharing all danger iud labors ¢iils cen,
and mingling with ihem, in spfie ¢ the
bitter cold, thinly-v.ad and ba-Load dy—
culta levi, capite intecto. :

“ The singleness of purpose, the self-denial,
the courage and herolsm. of the enrly settlers,
be they echurchmen, soldiers . or. colonists,
were {indeed worthy 6f admiration and un-
bounded pralse. Not men alone in those
days were heroes, but womenp, of high and
low degree, ladies who had leit the loxuries
of the French courts, ag well as the hamble
wives of the colonists, braved dangers
which would appal the etoutest hearts;
if the Jesuit.- de Brebceuf, in the
midst of atrocious tortures inflicted upon him
by tbe Ircquois, the cruelest of the Indian
tribes, exicted by his noble bearing and un-
flinching constancy, the admiration and envy
of those fierce warriora. Marguerite Bour-
geoys did not hesitate, at the call of the
Bishop, to leave Montreal in the early spring
and proceed to Quebec, deapite melting snows
and the breaking up of the Ice, passing
tarough a country in which no roads had
been made, where ste could find no shelter
the greater part of the time but under the
protecting branches of the plne trees, where
sho would lle down at night, to recover, by
fitfal snatches of slesp, the strength to endure
the morrow’s bardships.

Mouseigneur de 8¢, Vallier had been a court
chaplain, a personal favorite of Louis X1V,
yet when named Bisbop of Quebec, he no
gooner arrived there, than, after a short
visit to Montreal, he proceeded, also ia tho
epring time, to visit the missionaty stations
on the Lower Bt. Lawrence., His luxurious
habita were thrown aside at the call of duty,
and the hard fare, the long tramps through
the snow, the bivouac in the woods, the
battling with the waves and winds in frail
canoes, replaced for him the fetes, tbe case,
the music and the glorious magnificence of
the court of Louis tha Maguificent. His ad-
ministration of the business of his immense
diocése was wise and firm. Like blshops ot
our days, he w.g often misunderatood, thwaits
ed in his designs, calumniated, azd the vic-
tim of flerce opposition. Yet he bore ugainst
them all with calmness and chasrity, and con-
quered in the end.

His most cherished work was the founda-
tion of the Geperal Hospital, still existing
under the rules which l:e gaveit. The hie-
tory ot the hospltal, given at great lemgth
and with most interusting details, iz an
epitome of the bistory of Canada, Afier the
battle ot the P’lsius of Abraham the good
Sisters nursed the followers of Wolfe as well
as those of Monteslm ; charity could not dis-
tioguish who was an enemy, who was a
friend ; and when the heroic BMoutgomery
laid doe n his life at the gates of Quebeo, his
famishe.: comrades received the hospltality
of thosc true followers of the meek and lowly
Obrict, lde by side with the men whom
they had wounded uuto death. . )

- When the typhus fever worked ¢uch havoc
among our own people, the faithfal lrich, as
they were then called, the Sistere vied with all
clagses in tending to the wants spiritaal and
temporal of the nnforturnatse vietims ; a num-
ber of the Bisters ssaled with their life's
blood their devotion to thelr mission. The
description given in these pages of the suffer-
ings of the poor immigrants is truly heurt-
rendering ; the only reltet one osn find for
bis pent-ap feelings in reading of these scenes
snd deeds is the theupght that the congola-
tions of religion were nbundnntly supplied to

in their hands, and that other thooght that
dntlons given by Christ Himsslf to deeds of

mercy, The dobt of gratitude which Irish-
men owoe to Canadian bishops, Canadian

TRE DECLINE OF RELIGION IN ENG-
LAN .

Englisk society is undergolng a profound
change. Things are done, deeds are com-
mitted, stories sre heard of.that wouald bave
produced terrible scandals a few years ago,
and now hurdly rouse a pubiic deadened to
all emotions. Religion is rapidly losing ground
bejore German materinlism and skepticism.
Law and anthority ave daily assailed. Loyalty
itselfis tottering and mayv have soon to be
reckoned 23 another medlmval superstition.

As for religion and dovotional observances,
no doubt & great many people siill go to
church on Sunday, but a great maeny also go
elsewhere or stay at bome. Ingland’s mag-
nificent cathedrals, so full in times of yore
when the old {alth reigued suprems, are left
unattended now, snd the service dies off, sad-
ly watched by insignificant groups of the few
remaining believers ard Bome passing strang-
ers. Melancholy statistics have Intely been
given, some by religicus, tome by indifferent
authorities, as to tbe number of people ut-
tending the churches on Sundays. A fow
digsenting chapels ard Catholic churches
show o Dbetter figore, smd mnow and
then a clergyman distiaguished by his oratory
or by some woridly famo draws & fair congru-
gation; but the facr remsing that an incrensing
portion of the commuaity is growing eithor
indifferent or adverse to all forms ot pabllc
worship. No doubt Sundays are .still kept
with external reverence and oppressive dul-
ness, but such observances ars becoming
more and more s dowpright act of hypocriey.
They are maintained merely 10 save appear-
ances, just as.a man who has long ceased to
believe, may continue to go to church in edi-
fylog porade, surrounded by his pious and
fashionably attired family, {n orderto impress
hig retinae and his neighbora with a due
genss of Fis bhigh respectability. The
same people, whose ardent devotional
practices when ataying at their homes might
hava given you cauge for deep compunction,
will, in ninety cages out of a hundred, ask
you, it in anotber houss, to join them in an
amusing chat in the library while the tamily
i3 at ohurch. B

In itself the Euglish Sunday is an amazing
instance of human {nconeequence and narrow
bigotry. Every place of amusement except
the loweat—tha public house—is closed on
that day. Religlon, or, rather, 10 be quite
correct, [t8 guardians Lere, forbid the contora.
plotion of works of art, snd all cther beno-
ficial and elevativg recreations, but throw

open the gin palace with all its de.
giading and brotal debauchery. It ig
a sin .to row on the Loadon oroa-

mental lakes; cricket or icotball cannot be
played ; but nothiog is considerad more inno-
cent than to o for a row on the river or on
the coa, to enjoy a birycle tour, and to in-
dulge in any impromptu game which has no
fixed rales; and in this last manner many
gnod churchmen, friends ot mine, disport
themselvo?, while lecturlng me for openly
playlng lawn tennlsia my gnrden. 1f I retort,
and observe that they ere playlng themsel ves,
they calmly explain that it i3 not wo, sizco
it wounid be impossible to say what they are
playing at. This 1s casuistry with a ven-
geance, and without that sincerity which the
British are always parading before the world,
as if the world kunew nethirg of it
and had to 'earn it from them. In clubs
gambling is not allowed, or, at least, monoy
cannot be put on tho table; but Imagination
supplies the want,and games of cards quieily
go on during the many slow Sabbath hours.

The authoritios of the University of Oxford
lately objected, on the ground of Snnday’s
rest, to the opening of certain gardens to the
public ; but kow can we reconcile these cleri-
cal objections with the extra domestic work
which the liberal entertsinments offered on
Sandays from morning till night in the col-
leges necessarily entall.

In Scotland thorough buslness habits have
ably turned to no inconsiderable prefit the - -
ligious acraptes of the people. Public vehicles,
or machines, ad they are sometimes called, do
not ply for hire in that countryon Sanday,
and if, being a stranger, you do not ask for ons
st tho livery stable in the proper manner, yon
expose yourself to unpleasant puritanical re-
bukes; but offer the pious Bcotch double ths
regular fare and his scruples immedlately van-
fsh, A frlend of mine 8ends for a barber in
gome country place, but belng a Sanday the
barter indignantly declines to coms. However,
tho puritan knew when to yield, and heshaved
my friend in more than one 3ense, for he
oharged him six times the market price of
his ottendance. Ln Scotland, tco, thero is
every year-a publio fast day, nominally con-
secrated to spiritual exercises and devotions.
On such occasfonis towns assume thelr stern
Sunday look; the streeta become as quiet as
old deserted : cloislers ; no doubt the goodly
peoplo are hdrd at work at prayers. But the
truth 18 that rallway trains are allowed to run,
and before the services begin, most of the in-
habitants bave ‘quistly left the town to:enjoy
= pleasant trip in the country. The passenger
traffic of the linas’on those days is among the
besat of the year.
