BISHOP JAMOT RETURNS

FROM ROME AND RECEIVES A GHAND WEL-
COME FROM PRIRSTS AND PEOPLE.

On the 14th of November Ris Lordship Dr.
John Francis Jamot, Bishop of Peterborough,
departed from bhis dioccese to prooeed to
the Eternal City, to present his duty wnd
an scconnd »f his stewardship to His Holi-
ness Leo XIII.,, and though the expres-
sions of the love snd reverence felt for him
by his people, evoked by that occasion,
were eornest and flattering, yet they were in
o way comparuble to the reverential enthu-
siosm hiy safe returo from his deceanial
rilgrimage to Romne called forth. Qu Suoday,
Feb. 20th, his congreantion beiog apprized of
his speedy home-coming, aotively entered
upon arrangements to give thelr baloved
Bishop a reception which would worthily ex
press theit veneration for him and their
rejoiving at his azfe retarn ; and the calmin-
ation is seen in the vnthusiastic reception
which His Lordship received.

Birhop Jomot hud a pleasant ontward trip
»od landed first in Ireland. From the Green
Isls he went to France, and spent some days
in his native land on his way to Rome, where,
on his arrival, he met with a warm-and
gracious welcome from the Supreme Pontiff.
Oa his return he again visited Frapoe, and
had the felicity of corducting Confirmation
ceremonies in his native parish, He soiied
from Fraace on February 24th, and

reached New York after a very
stormy passsge. He arrived in To.
ronto cn Wednesday, Jcd inst., and

remained the guest of Archhishop Lynch, at
8t. Michael's Paluce, till Friday morning,
when he set out for Peterborough, where he
arrived at noou of the same day. Long ba.
fore the train waa due, the platform of the
station was covered with people awaiting the
arrival of the train. Besides the following

WRECEKED NEAR SANDY HOUK.

——

THE CUNARD 8.8. OREGUN RUN INTO BY A
SCHOONER.

New Yorg, March 14.—The magaificent
steamer Oregon, of the Cunard line, lies at
the bottom of the Atlantic, within a few
miles of Sandy Hook, having been sank
about 4 o'clock this morning, while making
for this city, by an uuknown deep luden,
three masted schooner. The first intimation
of the disaster was when the lockout at Fire
igland, about 6 o'clock this morning, sighted
the German stesmer Fulda, which was slso
bearing for New York. The Fulda suddenly
changed her course, and, as subsequent evenss
proved, had done so in order to pick up the
puseengers and crew of the sinking Conarder.
It is not clear how the cotlision occurred.
Captain Cot.ier, of the QOregon, had gone
pelow, leaving the first officer in charge of
the bridge. Suddeunly a shadow loomed up
in the darknesa, and before those on board
the ttaamer were able todistinguish what this
object wns the crash came. JThe unknown
gchooner struck the Uregon [fairly io
the side, and stove a hole in her side,
The shock of the collision aroused the sleep-
ing passengers and a scene of wild confusion
followed. A hasty cxamination wns made
and it was found that the steamer was rapidly
filling with water, Capt. Cottier and those
of the crew who had retired were hastily
summoned to the deck and when the seriouns
nature of the collisien became known the
officers explained the tituation to the terror-
stricken passeogers and the work of lowerine
the steamer’s boats was soon under way.
An examination of the Oregon showed that
she bad two holes in her port side below the
water line as if the schooner had rebounded
from the firat blow and struck the steamera
sezond time. All efforts to stop the leak
were unavailing, and the great steamer began
to settle in the water. It was evident that
the Oregon would keep afloat for gomo hours,
but that it would be impossible to bring her
into port. Pilot boat No. 11 and the
schooner Fannie A. Gorbham, bound from
Jackeonville for Boston, were in the imme-
diate vicinity, and drew near the asinking

steamer to render what assistance
they could. \When it became known
on board that no immediate danger

was to be feared, the alarm of the passengers
wae allayed, and they quietly awaited the
lowering of thesteamer's boats.  This having
been uccomplished with eome difficulty, the
ladies were first got 1o the boats and trans-
ferred to pilot boat No. 11 and the schooner
Gorham, the captain leaving the ship lasc
Owing to the excellent discipline of the crew
and the coolness of the officers of the Oregon,
the work of transferring the 185 first cabin,
GG ~econd cabin, and 139 steerage paesengers
was nccomplished without a singlo casualty.
The 203 souls belonging to the crew were
then transferred to the vessels asbove men-
tioped. About noon the steamship Fulda was
sightod bearing towards Sandy Hook. Sig-
nals were displayed, and the attention of those
on Doard the lfulda having been urrested, she
changed her courze and bore down upon
the sinking steamer. The work of retranafer-
ring the passengers and crew of tho Oregon
to the Fulda was procecded with, and this
having been safely mccomplished, tho Fulda
steamed for New ) orlr, arriving at the bar at
6.25 p.m., too late to reach her pier on ac-
count of the low tide. hen the news of the
accident reached the city great excitement
prevailel among those who were waitinglat
the Cunard dock for tke arrival of the
steamer, The pature of the culamity was
not at first known {o the cflicers of the
Cupard line and thosc uwaiting the urrival ef
friends had their foars allayed by the state~
ment that the Oregon had become disabled in
the lower bay and that the passengers were
being brought to the city by the Fulde. It
was eight hours from the time of the collision
to the time whor the ¢*ptain of the Oregon
reached the deck of the pilot boat. The
Oregon had settled low iz the water and soon
after the captain had gained the pilot hout he
saw his mageiticent craft go down before his
eyes.
nyw York, March 15.—None of the passen
gera were able to save their luggage and only
a portion of the mail wag rescued. Some of the
emigrants bemoaned their fate in losing their
luggage, for to some of them the goods that
went down was all they owned. Among the
passengors on beard well known in New York
society were: Mr. and Mrs. E. D, Morgan,
Thomas Hitchcock and Stanley Mortimer, who
had been spending the winter in Southern
France, and the Bishop of Nassau and his wife.
A passen?:r by the Oregon told a Herald rve-
porter :—* It was 5 o'clock in the morning and
the ship was ploughing along while all her nine
hundred passengers slept. Suddenly there was
a tremendous crash that made the big ship
quiver from atem to_stern, and frightened the
paasengers, who rushed on deck in their nicht
clothes,  They saw the hulk of the vessel
drifting slowly by on the port side of the
Oregon, grazing her sides as she passed
agstern, What became of her the man
did not know. He had been told that she had
suuk as soon ag she cleared the steamer, but he

‘could not say positively, So far as he knew,

there ware nons of her crew on board the Fulda,
and he presumed they had all been drowned.
Meanwhile the sea was pouring into a great
ugly gap on the port bow of the Orepor, and
men, women and children were running about
the decks in their aoanty attire, screamisg and
praying.

in which she waa located on the charts.

A DARING EXPRESS ROBBERY.

Jowerrs, Iil., March 13.--A daring and
bloody «¢xpress robbery occurred on the
Chicage and Rock Island westbound express
last night, between thie place and Morris.
Shortly after the train, whick leaves here at
1245a.m., had left this city, the baggage-
man keard a rsp ot the baggage car door.
He opened it nnd was met by masked
rabbers, who covered him with revolvers and
demanded the key to the express car. The
key was given up ; one robber beld a revolver
on the baggageman threugh a transom ia the
roof of the car while the confederates turned
their attention to the express car. It is
thought they tapped on the express car door
and informed messenger H. S. Nichols that
the eman wanted to get in. At any
rate the express car door was opened and the
messenger boing confronted by the murderers
villaine fought for his life and the property
io his trust. The interior of the car shows
he fought the robbers from one end of the car
to the other, but at last the murderous blows
they rained on his head with un iron poker
torced him to succumb, and he was left

dead in the car, The robbers rifled
his pockets of the keys to tho sate,
which they robbed of all its con-

tents, varioualy estimeted ot from $25,000
to $100,000. Checks and valuable packages
not containing money they left scattered
about the floor. Nothing was known of the
ocourrence until the train reached Morris,
where the local express messenger rupped
on the deor, but as the summons was not
answered he thought the train messenger was.

eople. There are, as you cbaerve, three great
rish questions demandmg the immedinte-care
of the Goverament—namely, self-goveroment,
the settlemient of the land question, and sodial
order. - S = Coe
¢ Firat, as regards self-governmesnt, or
home rule, it is our firm and copecientious con-
viction, besed, as we believe, on the fullest,
most ' varied, and, at the same time,
most relisble information, that it alone can
satisfy the wante, the wishes. as_well ds-the
legitimato aspitations of the Irish people.
Thoss wishes and napirations have been
reised with unmistakable clearness by
constituencies of the fonr provinces of Ireland
at the recens elections. We venture to: re-
mind you that immediately before those
elections you had appealed to the people of
this conntry to speak out their mind on - this
great guestion, and that iz doing so yom
clearly 1aid down tha lines within which you
believed it to be a question of practical poli
tics, We regard the issne of the elections as
the answer given by the Irish people to that
appeal. We are fully satisfied that the de-
mand for home rule thus put forward in no
way iransgresses the constitutionel limits
marked out by you., Its concession cannot
trench either on the supremscy of the Crown
or on the unity of the empire, not can it in-
terfere witn the maintenance of all the au-
thority of Parlinsment necessary for the con.
solidation of the unity. This being 8o, we
foel convinced with you thst the granting of
home rule within those limits wili be not a
source of danger but u mesns of averfing it,
as furnishing a new guarantee for increased
cohesion, happiness and strength.

As regards the settlement of the land quee-
tion, we have no hesitation whatever in atat.
ing that in our opinion, it now imperatively
.calls for a fincl solution, and that this cannot
be better effected than by tome such measure
as that which certain English journalists and
statesmen have recently advocated—that is,
the parchase up by government of the land.
lord interest in the soil, snd the re-letting of
the latter to tepant farmeis at a figure very
considerably below the present judicial rents.
In addresting one of the foremoat finarciers,
as well asone of the most enlightened states-
men of the nge, we do not presnme te enter
into the detaila of this weighty and no doubt
gomplicated project, ut are perfectly satisfied
to lenve them to your own eense of what is
due to the equitable claims of existing land-
lords an the ope hand, and of the future
tenants of Ireland on the other. We desire,
however, to have it perfectly underatood that
the Irish people do not aim at the confisca-
tion of any species of property, but only ask
for tair play as between man and mav,or what
has been well des:ribed a3 the right to live
and thrive in their native land.

Third, as regards ‘‘social order,” we shall
confine our remarks to two aspects of the
cage : public outrages—namely, whatis called
personal intimidation, or, as you otherwise
express it, .he fulfilment of contracts—and
personal liberty of action. It is our delib-
erate opinion that no just cause of complaint
on either head will, orindeed can, exist after
the settlement of the land question on the
bagia just indicated, or on any other besis
which supposes the atter effacement
of that system of landlordism which has
80 long and so ruincusly existed in Ireland,
In point of fact, every disturbance ot social
order-that has occurred for years ameag our
people has ariser from the sense of wrong
entertained by a large msjority of the occu-
piera of the sgoil, onivg to the remorseless
exaction ol needy or exiravagant landlords.
Even now the peace of the country is seriously
imperilled by the fact that very many land.
lorde, as if making a final but {fraitless
effort to collect impossible rents, have entered
on an ill-considered course of eviction against
their unfortunate tenants. We would there-
fore earpeetly and mest respectfully urge
that, pending the finel settlement of the land
question, which we are confident ia now near
at hiod, the power of eviction be suspended
in Ireland ; a¢ the same time, that in the
moat inpoverished districts some provision in
the shap= of remunerative labor be made out
of th: pablic purse to support the starving
poor in the present and helpiog them on to
Letter times. _

ST. PETER'S CATHEDRAL.

Our Cathalic citizens view with pleasure
the offers made to complete ut an early day
8. Peter's chureh, the future cathedral of
the diocese of Montreal,

This church wus commenced by the jate
venerable Bishop Bourget, and for many years
the work went on rapidly. Owing to tinan-
cial reasons it was af:er a while abandoned,
snd fears were entertained that the walls,
which had been raised to 1heir full height,
would be allowed to crumble again into duat.
Early last spripg the work was resumed, and
the progress made was truly admirable. T1he
main building was complately covered and
floored, and several feet were added to the
height of the dome,

This church is a fac-simile of St. Peter’s in
Rome, on a scale or two-fifths. It is 330 ft.
in length by 220 in breadth. The portico
will be 110 x 30. The heighth of the cupola
will be over 200 ft. and each of the four
towers surroundiog it 110 ft.

With the Episcopal residence, it occupies a
whole block, fronting on Dominion Square,
one of the fineet sites in Montreal. I: will
be plainly visible from all parta of the city.
Monseigneur Bourget, in choosing this posi-
tion, seamed determined to give even to the
material structure of the first church in his
diocese an ascendancy over all others,
Numerous dissenting templea have of late
zenerated in its lncality, but compared with
the great St. Peter's their length and breadth
will serve merely to illustrate the feebleness
of their faith, as their numbers show forth
their variety. When completed, this church
will be the most interesting piece of architec-
ture in Montreal and the grandest cathedral
in Cusada.

A mammoth bazaar is being organized in
order to procure funda for the fartherance of
this work. Kvery parish in the diocese will
be represented. I thiak that the school
children of ¥ontreal should also be represent-
ed, for they are generally very apt in their
saarch for silver ; they seem to have the tact
of squeezing themselves into money holes
which are often too amall for bigger people.
Another laudable means made nse of to pro.
cure money for the completion of this church
is that known as ** The Spiritusl Treasure. '’
Any ‘person paying one dollar may par-
ticipate in the treasures derived from
the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass offered
1,048 times, 145,133 communions, the way of
the Croes made 322,280 times, the Rosary re-
cited 515,464 times, and all the indulgences
arising from these numerous acts of devotion
are applicable to the sonls of Purgatory., If
these treasures were properly understood, it
would not be found necessary to scek beyond
them for means to complete St. Peter's
CLathedral. If the value of the Holy Sacrifice
of the Mass offered even once were known how
few thero are amongst the 400,000 souls com-
posing thia diocese who would no$ freely give
a gingle dollar in crder to participate in its
graces. )

Again therois the lhionor of having con-
tributed towards the ercction of this inonu-
ment of Catholicity, whose every atom is in
itaelf a new act of Faith, and an open book
in which fnture generations may read and
beliave in the faith of their fathers,

We long tosee the day when the Holy
Sacrifice will be offered in this church, Then
it is thatour Montreal may justly claimto be
the “ Rome of America.” She has now her
numerous churches, and institutes of learning,
and religious communities, snd homes for the
sick and the destitute Towering above all
these will be seen the dome of St, Peter’s,
with the tomb of the two -great Apoatles
beneath it, and if she has not a Pope she has
a most holy Pontiff who echoes in all things
Rome and Rome's teaching. '

1. Yes, Ricl was tried for treason.

2. Ostensibly yes, but in reslity no. He
was hanged for an alleged * crime” for which
he was never tried, and to escape the conse-
quences of which Sir John A, Macdonald
gave him $1,500 to get out of the country. It
is now too well known that the Government
had decided not to hang him ; but on Sunday,
Nov. 5th, Sir Adolphe Caron telegraphed
from Winnipeg to Sir John that (here would
be trouble if Riel were not hanged, and
hanged he was, '

3. The case was taken to England hecause
ot a technicality, and the Privy Council had
nothing to do with the verdict or the charge
on which he was tried.

4, No, the law.does not nllow anything of
the kind. But Sir Jobhn A, Macdonald over-
rides the law when the Orangemen insist on
his doing 8o, or when *party exigencies”
demand it.

ORANGEISM IN THE CABINET.

The Hon. John U'Donohoe was appointed
a Cabinet Minister on May 21st, 1852.

Sir John A, Macdonald wrote a leiter lo
each of the four English epeaking Catholic
Bishops in Ouotario, and informed them
that such an appointment had or was about
to be made.

Thia was agreed to, becanse the Hon. Frank
Smith was not objectionable to tho Orange-
men and the Hon, Jobn O'Donohoe waa.

The Hon. John O'Donchos gava up his
practice as u lawyer at Toronto, and madear-
rangements to move to Olfawa. Months
patsed. The Hon., Frank Smith did not
resign, as understood, and Sir John pleaded
for ¢ time."” At every interview he promised
O'Donchoe that he would publicly announce
his appointmrat ‘‘ next month,” or f next
session,” O'Donohoe protested ; Sir John
appealed. O'Donohoe said that he could no
longer be & party to the deception practiced
on the bishops and Catholics of Ontario, and
Sir John asked bhim not to injure the party.
But, from May, 1882 up to the present month,
Sir John never told O Danohoe that he was
not a member of the Cabinet,

AN OVATION TO 8IR AMBROSE SHEA.

Lhe fact that Sir Ambrose Shea was ap-
pointed Governor of Newfoundland and the
appointment canceclled by the late Tory Gov-
ernment of England, just aa it waa going out
of office, simply because the Orangemen
demanded it, and because Sir Ambrose Shea
was ap Irish Catholic, has thrown further
discredit on the fanatics while heightening
the prestige of their victim.

On his return home to St. Johns Sir
Ambrose was accorded a brilliant and en-
thusisstic reception by alinest the entire
population. The St. Jolns correspondent of
the Gazetle gives m brief deacription of the
event, and as it will bo found of deep interest
to our readers, we reproduce it with pleasure,
as it shows that, even in Newfoundland,
Orangeism is not allowed to have it all its
own way.

@he correapondent, who is evidently not a
sympathizer of Sir Ambrose Shea or of the
canse he represents, writes :—* Had Sir
Ambrose rotumned trlumphant over afl his
opponents, bearing the title of Excellency
and the appeintment of Governor of Néw-
foundland, he could mnot have received
a greater ovation than that which greeted
him on his return as a private citizen,
An immense multitude—numbering rev-
eral thousanda—one of the largest
gatherings ever seen here, composed of repre-
sentatives of all classes, crowded the wharf
where he landed and rent the air with
their cheers. There was no mistaking the
reality and warmth of such a popular demon-
gtration. It was intended to express strongly
the sympathy of the peopls with one whom
they regarded as having been unfairly dealt
with, and, without any sufficient reason, de-
prived of an anticipated honor. He was iden-
tified with themselves, by birth and other-
wise ; he was a representative of the country
and one whom the Imperial authorities had
intended to place in an exalted position ; and
aa these hopes had been disappointed and he
bad returned a sort of diecrowned ruler, they
wished to show that he had not, in conse-
quence, fallen in their estimation, and that
they did not approve of the opposition to his
appointment, After Sir Ambrose had ad-
dressed tho acsemblage briefly, thanked them
for such a marked display of their attach-
meat, and for the honor they had done him,
the horses were taken from his sleigh, and it
was drawn by the crowd through the princi-
pal atreets, accompanied by bannera and bands
of musie, to his residence. The most perfect
order was preseived throughout, and not an
unseemly word was uttered,

Here then we have the solemn evidence of
a government expert that Riel waas insane om
the question of religion. Now Riel was
tried and condemned for an act which was
prompted net only by political but also by
religious motives, for the object he had in
view in taking up arms was pot only the
political and social emancipation of the half.
breeds, but also their religious welfare. Con-
sequently, according to this evidence, Risl
should not have been made to suffer death for
an act which was dictated by the insane side
of his mind.

Dr. Valade’s report is still more favorable
to Riel, for the expert admits that the
prisoner was insane on polilical as well as
religious subjecte. Dr. Valade says :—

‘I have come to the conclusion lhat he
“ suffers under kallucination on political and
* religious subjects, but on other points 1 be-
‘¢ liove him to be quite seneible and can dis.
*¢ tingnieh right from wrong,”

Riel was hanged for a political offence, and
the Government knew, on the authority of
experis, that Riel was iusane on political
subjects. Riel was tried and condemned on
a charge which had no other reference nor
apy ogher relation Dut to political issues.
Now, if he was insane on political subjects,
and Dr. Valade says he was, Riel could not
have been held responsible and accountable
for an offence which was purely political,

This argameut is irrefragablo; it ia hard
common Benso.

The fact of a wman being sene on some
points does not increase his responsibility on
other points on which he is insane. That is
clear, Coneequently, the fact of Riel having
been sane on &ome points did rot diminish
his irresponsibility on a point on which he
was admittedly inasne. How then are
we to characterizs a Governmens which
wilfully and deliberately sent a man
to the scaffold for an offence which could not
be credited to his sanity ? The actian of Sir
John and his Ministry is simply an abomins,
tico and an injustice which covers shem with
the blood of the murdered mox,

Besides this testimony of Riel's insanity,
there is that of the third expert, Dr, Lavell,
who is equally pronounced, and who
writea :—

‘““I am of the opinion that the said Louis
‘¢ Riel, although kolding and expressing fool-
¢ ish and peculiar views as to religion and
!¢ general government, is an accountable being
‘¢ and capable of distinguishing right from
‘¢ wrong.”

Dr. Lavell says that Riel Aad foolish views
as to religion and government, If the doctor
wanted to be ﬂain and blunt he would have
anid he was a fool on these points. Bat
leaving the queation of terms aside, it cannot
be denied that it was a question ot gencral
government that brought Riel into the field
and made him opposge the constituted author-
ity of the country. It was fair, just and
honest government he was secking for the
half breeds, and the fact of him applying to
Sir John for it was &R early indication of his
folly in this respect; and the fact of Rie!
failing in his constitutional application, of
trying to wrest it by physical forca from Sir
John, only emphasized the folly to which Dr,
Lavell testifies.

To all minds capabio of scrutiny nnd of
reading between the linee, the report of the
three experts offers conclusive eviderce that
Riel wasg insane on the points for which he
was unlawfolly hold responeible and
inhumanly put to death,

We gald in the beginning, that the report
was drawn up so a8 to suit the purposes ot
the Government, snd we prove it, The
publioc will remark in the reports that the
Government experts take good care toem-
phasize the fact that Riel was responsible and
accountable, capable of distinguisling right
from wrong on the points ‘on 1hick
he was sane; but they delicately
pass over the other faot that Riel could not
and should not have been held responsible
and accountable, or considered capable of
distinguishing right from wrong on points on
which he was unarimously admitted to be
peculiar, hallucinated, foolisk, snd insane.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

OtTawa, March 11,

THE RIEL RESOLUTION.

Mr, Landry {(Montmagny) moved, seconded
by pir. Labrosse, * That thiy House feels it
its duty to express its deep regret that the
sentence of death, passed upon Louis Riel,
convicted of high treason, was allowed to be
carried into execntion,” The hon. member
9aid that ever since the cxecutien of Riel there
had Deen an ugitation in progress and the
reason ot this was thas the execution of
Riel was 1egarded by some people as an
act of vengeance, by others as an insult to
a nationality and Ly still others as an in-
fraction oi the laws of justice, and a sigo of
weskuess cn the part of the Government.
It had been made a national question, and as
such it bad ferced itself upon the apprecistion
of the people of the Provincs of Quebec. It
waa also appreciated much the same way by
the other provinces, and if Ontario reproached
Quebec for its popular manifestations, Quebec
might aleo point ot the incendiary writings
of Onturio's great noivspapers. it was his

fall of o goveroment, But thank God they
were spared to us, and he hoped they would be
convinced that a noble cause could be defend-
ed without appealing to sentiment, bui by
placing it on the ground of justicealone. This
was his duty to-day, and it wasfor this reason
that he presented his motion in this form,
His motion was merely an expreszion of
regret at the uction of the Governmentin
executing Rie), and this expression of regret
did net include any particular metive, so that
everybody, no matter what might be his own
peculiar reasons, for regretting the exscution,
would be ut liberty to vote for it. This was
not working in the interests of the Govern-
ment, as stuted, snd if he had done that, he
would have ndded to his motion, un approval
of the Goverumeht gulicy, and thea the
entire opposition would have voted it down,
and a few members weuld huave been orushed
by the weight of the whole house. He had
largely for this remsom  sought to
have no understanding with the op-
position a8 no benefit could have arisen
from this course. Maviog repudiated the
statements that he was in collusion with the
Government the hon. member said that his
motion had been drafted without indicating
any motive, but there existed more than cne
reasop for its presentation. The first was the
recommendation of the jury, given on the 6th
of August last, asking for the mercy of the
Crowo.

He said that the Government had not
given Louis Riel a fair trial, The trial was not

had cited, he asked the Huuse to suppors hia
motion,

Sir Hector Langevin said he found it hard
to be silent during the recent public attacks
on the Government in hie Piovince, but he
thought the proper place to meet their ac-
cusers was on-the floor of Parliament. The
French members of the Government were
denonnced aa traitors to their iace, traitors
to their nationality, and traitors to their
country, He thought that, after having been
twenty-nine years in jpublic life, haviog had
the confidence, not only of the countrymen of
his own “origin, but also those in the ather
provinces as well, he could have been spared
the title of *traitor.” But that word ‘had
only been used by a'minority of his provioce
and the country. He denied that the
term was justified, and said that the
Government had only done its duty. I
should be remembered that they had an oath
of office; a duty tc perform to their Queen
and to their country, and that duty they be.
lieved they had performed, and they believed
that the House, when they had been heurd,
and history as well, would say that they had
only done their duty. Now, before the pecple’s
reprecentatives, they could explain their
action. 1t was in consequencs of the grave
rumors that had come during the last
segsion of Parliament the Government
had called on the militia to go
to tho relief of the settlers. Every fa-
cility was given to the prisoner to
present his defence ; delays were granted,
the expenses of witnesses were paid by
the Crown, and after a fair and impartiel
trinl be was found guilty of high treason.
The stipendiary magistrate had no option
under the act of 1868 but to pro-
nounce sentence of death. The jury, in
recommending the prisoner to mercy, knew
perfectly well that their recommendation
could not modify a sentence for bizh treason
under that act, snd if they had any doubt
ns to the prisoner’s smmity or a3 to the
evidence or proceedings at the trial, they
would not bave found a verdict so severe.
The full court at Winunipeg had rejected the
plea of insanity. The Government-in-Couneil
considered carefully whether there were
any additional tacts to warrent interfer-
ence, but there was no such contingency. The
prisoners' counsel rested whoolly on the
question of insdnity and o medical commis-
sion was ordered. Its report was such that
the Government came to the conclusion with
some reluctance that the law muat take its
course. As a result it had been vilified day
by day. He regretted that the motion had
been made, and, seconded by Sir A, Caron,
moved the previous question.

Mr. Amyot spokestrongly incondemnation of
the Goverament’s course, Ha regretted thuy
he was forced to discuss this question without
having before him the necessary documeatr,
There wero several important documenast, such
as the judge'scharge to the jury, the argument
of coungel and petitions tor or against the
commutation of the sentence, which they had
asked for but which had not yet been brought
down. They were kept perfectly in the dark,
even though it was a question of the lifs of a
man or the administration of the Goverpmens
in the North-West, Perhaps the Governmeznt
would prefer thut the public shouid kuow

were under an obligation to go overthe whole
of the record, He denied that the triel hao
been a fair one and censured the Government
for sgnoring the petitions for mercy. e
ottributed the cause of the rebellion to the
maladministration ot affairsin the Northwest,
and to a concerted plan of driving out the
half-breeds. He charged the Government
with dealing with Riel's cuse not on questions
of justice, but in & cool, calculnting way, the
Government calculating how many votes
would be lost or won by their course. No
purty ties, he said, would induce him to
support any Government who would heng &
man becanse he was a French Caoadian, and
because fanatical Orangemen petitioned them
to do so.

THE RIEL EXECUTION DEBATE.

Mr. Royal resumed the adjoucued debate on
Mr. Landry’s motion ot _csesure iu cunnection
with the executinn of Louis Riel. \Whatever
might be said of the Nurthwest troubles, he said
there waa not a doubt that the ludians and haif-
breeds had been neglected by the Canadian
authorities, and particularly so by the Govern-
ment preceding the present onv, (Hear, hear.)
T'he history of the Metis showed that there was
a biank from 1873 to 1878, so far as receiving
any attention from the Govermpent was con-
cernod.

Mr, Landerkin —How many rebzllions were
there in that time?

Mr. Royal—The late rebellion was not in-
stigated by the Metis, but by white settlers
who were not friendly to the present Govern-
ment. Yor many years they had not roceived
the atlention they thought their interests de-
manded, and the agitation they carried on for
their rights was a purely constitutional one till
they were instigated to revolt by designing and
unscrupulous whites, On the 4th of March,
1885, the Government telegraphed to Father
André an assurance as to the settlement of the
Moetis grievances, which, but for the interven-
tion of ountside parties, would have been suffi-
cient to allay all feeling in the mind of the

otis,

Mr, Gigault said he could notsuffer a policy
which had been the cause of two rebellions to
continua without his protest against it. While
he did not believe the .half-breeds’ grievances
were sufficient to justify the rebellion, he
thought they were sufficient to have -justified
the Government 1n exercising the prerogative
of merey for thoss who resisted the suthority of
thelaw. He condemned the execntion of Riel
on three leading grounds; because:the sur-
rection was provoked by the bad administration
of affais in the North-West; because he be-
lisved that Riel was irresporsible for the crime
of which he was convicted, and because the jury
had recommended him to the clemency of the
Crown, o fact which the Government did not
take into account, It had been urged that
the French Canadian members of the House
and their constituents were influenced in this
agitation by the fact that Riel was of their creed
and race, but he poiated out that the first to
ask for mercy for Riel was the jury before whom
he was tried, composed altogether of English-
speaking Protestants, who were jnfluenced alone
by a love of justice. Besides, there were few
modern precedents for inflicting the penalty of
death for political offences.  The political
scaffold had been erected at Regina a'udp history

A third ;reason

for which he would vote for the wotion of_ cen-

sure against the Governmont wui . that Louis

Riel surrendered with the firm belief “und clear

undetstanding that he was to réceive protection

_from the Dominion Government. The recom--
mendation of the jury for mercy must either
have been because the jury took 1n o coasidera-

tion the criminal naglect of the presert corrupt

Government, or because they did not.'consider
Riel responsible for his actions. The example
of bad fuith set by the present Government in
this case was most atrocious, unheard of, unjr\s-
t fiable, and unparalieled iv the civilized wurld.

He was entirely in “sympathy with the half-
breeds in their long, earnest, and gallavt strug-
gle with -the Governmentof this couatry to
secure the rights to which they ware justly
entitled, (Opposision cheers.}

THE LABOR QUESTION.

CARPENTERS GET WHAT THEY
WANT.

For three sutccessive years the journeymen
carpenters of New York have agreed upon
83 50 for a duy’s work of nine hours. Lately
many bosses, it is alleged have endeuvored o
cut down the scale of wages, paying some of
them aslow aa §2 for ten hours’ work, bo-
cange they say the men are not first-class
workmen, and do not earn the standard
wages., | .

Last Saturday night delegatea from the
Usnited Order of American Joiners and the
Amalgamated Society of Curpenters and
Joiners met and decided that the bosses must
agree on Monday to the standard of $3.50,
nine hours for five days and eight hours for
Saturday, besides agreeing to pay the men
employed on jubs at a distance from the shops
for the time spent in reporting ot the shops.
Ahout 3,000 men held themselves ready to
strike yesterday morning if these terms were
rot acceded to, The committee chose Satur-
dsy in order that the bosses might have a day
to consider the demands. In many shops the
full wages were being paid, Yesterday
morning the threatened trouble melted down
to small proportions, and all day the bosses
kept yielding, until at nighy not more than
100 men were on strike,

EIGHT HOURS WORK ENOUGH.

Eight hours for a day’s work with the
same wages a8 paid for ten hours now is the
troe solution fo the present, not only for the
labor question, but of ihe Lusiness queation
as well. It would give cvery man work ;
it would put every mill, mins and foundry at
work 3 it would enable every men to purchase
his wants, and thus create u market; it
would raise the price of every stock of
geods, of every piece of real estale,
of every farm and farm animal, of all per-
sonal and resl property 20 per cent. It would
put picturea on the wolls of the poor ; carpets
f on their floors; music at their evening gath-
erings, books and nowspapers on their tables.
[t would take the children away from their
laborious work and off the strects and put
them in school; it would do away with much
drunkenness, and poverty, and wretchedness,

puy. It will bring barm to nobody, and be a
Lenetit to all,

CHILD LABOR.,

According to the Unieed States ccosus of
1580 there were then at work in the mills,
shops and fnctories in this, the richest country
an the planet, no lesa than 1,180,000 children
under fifteen and sixteed years of age, the

pumber having increased in the ten years pre-
f vious about 53 per cent. If the census was
taken to-day there would ba found a million
and o half of these little ones employed at
manual labor of the hardest kind, and most
of them working at least eleven to twelve hours
per day. Child labor has grown to enormous
propostions in the last twenty years, it being
s!most unknown before the war, Dariog the
same period, wealth to the amount of
§750,000,000 had been accumulated by twonty
individuale. Nothing shows so clearly the
pernicious results of our system of industry,
which kills off tens of thousands of our chii-
dren every year, and causes men and women
of the coming generation to grow up in physi-
cul a8 well as moral degeneracy, untterly
unable to discharge their duties to the state
and society. —Tke Zrades Union.

There is no
eacaping this conclusion; therefore, the re-
port, instead of justifving the government,
convicts them of as foul a crime as a govern~
ment could commit, Rut the hanging of
Riel and the suppression of the fact con-
nected with the uprising, the trial and
the execution are justly regarded as
proofs of ministerial guilt, and part
of the general scheme to enable ministers to
escape the consequences of their orimes, This
Parliament may contain a venal, aubservient
majority, ready to vote black is white at the
bidding of a corrupt first minister, but we

may be sure that before the question will
_have been decided every means for obtaining
