TIIE NEV ·DOMINION LOAN.

The success which has attended the
placing of the new loanii on the, London
money.market seems ta be considered by
the press supporting the Government as
a justification of the attacks made on Sir,
Richard Cartwright's loan of 1876, both
in Parliament and þy the press. This
is tise second lan which Sir Leo.
nard Tilley bas had to negotiate since
tia accession of the present Government
ta office, and be bas adopted precisely
the same course on both occasions, viz.,
ta invite tenders, publishing the minimum
price which. will be accepted, instead of
adopting the course followed by he Im.
perial Gavernment of declaring ,he mini-
mum price in a sealed envelope, ta be
opened only aifter the receipt of the ton-
ders. We venture to hazard the assertion
that , whereanminimum price is published,
there will be few tenders exceeding it.
On the last occasion, in the latter end of
* 1878, there vas a temporary difficulty in
placing the amount offered ta the public,
and it was said at the time that the
London agents lad tO come ta the rescue
and take up the balance of tie loaib

When it can be demonstrated that, by
inviting tenders at rates not below a
published minimum any great advantage
is gained we shall readily admit that the
opponents of a fixed rate have at least a
plausible ground for their opinion. At
present our contention is that it is at
least highly probable that more would be
obtained from capitalists by fixing a price
absolutely, than by asking for tenders not
below a publisied minimum. Our opi-
iion is based entirely on what seems
roasonable. It is stated that 90 par cent.
of the entire loan bas been taken at; the
minimum rate, leaving 10 par cent., or
£350,000, at rates between 95 and par. The
Montreal Gazette is under tie impression
that thlis amount vwas all tendered for at
par, but we do not find any authority for
this in the published telegrams. The gain
aon that assumption would be£17,500, or'
the half of ane par cent.on tIhe entire
loan; but, if tie £350,000 was tendered for
atvarying ratas exceeding 05, the probabi-
lity is that the gain would not exceed
from ½ ta T per cent. on the loan. Now
the question is whether for so slight a
gain it is wise ta take a course which is
obviously contrary ta the wisies and in
terests of the loan contractors. As was
pointed out in tie former discussion on
the subject, it is the interest of borrowers
ta muet the wishes .of lenders as ta the
mode of bringing out loans. It is only
reasonable ta suppose that the loan con -
tractors wvould give a higher price if they
could get the whole loan at a fixed rate,
with the certainty of making a profit from
the actual investors. 'Let us, by way of
illustration, take the case of some article
of merchandize, suchi as tea, which at one
time could only be procured througi the
East India Company, whose agents sold it
by auction ta the wholesale trade. If a
marchant having a monopoly of the mar-
ket had a cargo of tea for sale, for which
he desired ta obtain purchasers by ten-
ders from the trade, wu apprehend that he
would get a higher price from the whole-
sale dealers for the entire cargo tisan if he
fixed his price and allowed their custoin-
ers ta take, at a sliglt advance, all that
they required. The effect of fixing* a
minimum rate and inviting tenders is ta
give the custoniers of the.loan contractors
an opportunity of obtaining what they
require at a slight advance, it being well
known that the contractors will not
advance on the minimum which must
have beau recommended by the agents for
the Dominion.

It is about as unreasonable ta attribute
the success o the loan ta the favorable
influence of the national policy, as it would
have beau to have at.trib'uted the failurè

ta that cause. We confass that we are
unable ta discover the grounds on which
the Gazette infers that " the credit of
Canada stands higier ta day in the London
market than ever before." The test of the
correctness of Lhis opinion would be tse
comparative valtue of Canadian four par
cents and imperial guaranteed four par
cents, aI' the four per cent. debentures of
New'v South Wales, Queensland, South Aus-
tralia,Victoria, and Jasmania ut the pre-
sent and at saine previous fixed tine. Ail
the colonies men tioned have four per cent.
bonds in the imarket, and it will he found
that, while they are generally higher than
those of Canada, they have all shared the
improvement in price caused, not by the
national policy, but by the abundance o
money in the Englisi market, consequent
on depressed trade and w<ant of con-
fidence. Wlhatev'i' er ay be the opinion as
ta the probability of a higier price being
obtained by offering the entire loan at a
fixed rate, it is clear that all that was
gained 'rom the loan con tractors was fromn
one-quarter ta one.ialf per cent. Tise
truti is that tih advocates for tenders
have been bailled by the loan contractors
who, of course, would have preferred tise
fixed rate ; but, as Sir Leonard Tilley was
conpeiled by Lise action of his party in
Parliament ta insiat on tenders, tha plan
was adopted of inviting then with'a pub-
lisied iiiimumn rate. The idea that tise

iinimrsun price fixedi was so high as to have
caused soine ta doubt the success of tih-3
negotiation is altogether er'oneo.us. Sir
Iichard Cartvwright's fixed price w<vas quite
as high, iiaving. reference ta market rates,.
as tiat recently tixed. 'If the Gazete's
assurnption be correct, that ten par cent.
of' the loan was placed at par, the infer-
ence we should draw would he that tise
wiole loan might have been pladed at the
fixe pîrice of ninety six, it being obvious
tihat the capitalists vio alone coüld furiish
tie money would be more inclined ta give
niusety-six for the whole loan than ninity-
five foi a large portion, the remainile'
going ta their custoiers, the investors.

If a furtier proof were required, w
miglt refer ta the Quebec loan, which vas
recen tly negotiated in Nev York, throîtgh
the Bank of Montreal, at a fixed priae.
We venture ta assert that, if tiatloan had
been brought out vith a fixed minimum,
it would have bee a, failure. Sincer'ely
congratulating the Finance Minister"on
his iaving placed bis loan ai advan-
tageous terms, ve a e nevertheless of the
opinion, expressed ais former occasions,
thatit is much to be regretted tlat the
loan of 1876, negotiated by Sir Richard
Cartwright 'on quite, as favorable terms
as tie presentj iaving referen'eee t the
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state of the money market, and the coml-
parative value of Colonial securities,
should havebeen attacked on such grounds
as to commit a political party to a fiscal
policy that may be found, on some future
occasion, prejudicial to the interests of the
country. It is highly impolitic to make
]dans, whether Dominion or Provincial,
the subject of party controversy.

OUR NEW WHIEAT FIELDS IN THE

NO RT-WEST.

Such is the title of an interesting arti-
cle in the NYineteen/t Centui-, by Mr. T.
T. Vennor Smith, which must have a
special interest at this juncture, when
efforts are being made to obtain Imperial
aid for the Pacific Railway. The bis-
tory of the settlement of the Norith West-
cru Territories, both in the United States
and Canada, since the establishment of
railways is almost marvellous. It is saiki
that the present immigration, especially to
Ianitoba, "is utterly unparalleled in the
Il history of any of these states, and is ac-

companied by a rush for railroad and pub-
lic lands beyond any precedent." In three

,onths, ending 30th November, 1877, the
government land officers in Minnesota dis-
posed of 429,467 acres of land, while the
railway companies sold in the saine time

539,136 acres being an aggregate of nearly a
million of acres in a few months. Ii the
quarter encling3lst Marich, 1878, the sales
were 1,207,871.acres. Tlie immigration to
the American States is nothing, it is said,to
ivhat is going on iii Manitoba. Up to 31st
October- 1877, the total lani sales amount-
ed to 1,392,368 acres to 8648 applicants.
In Appil 1878, 52,960 acres were sold at
one oflice and in' may 30,400 acres, and it
s estimated that 3,000,000 acires of wheat
land were allotted last year to actual set-
tlers in Manitoba. The character of the
immigration is said to be superior to that
of former years,being " especially fron the

best part of Ontario and from the richest
"and most fertile districts of the older
n provinces." The profits of farming, as
described by the essayist, are almost fabu-
ons. " I is (he says) this enorm'ous pro-
fit that is bringing so many heavy capi-
talists into the 'ranks of this novel

immigration, and inducing men wiho
Ihave already worked themselves into a
* good position to abandon, for a time,
"the amenities of a settled life and C-
ibark once more in pioncer farming."
We regret our inability to dwell at greater
length on the very interesting article to
which ive have directed attention. The
Earl of Diunraven has contributed an arti-
clï on "Moose hunting in Canada,"
vhile Earl Grey's late article lias been
reviewed in one entitled "I ow Not to
:Eetain the Colonies," by Lord Norton.

SELLING AT WHOLESALE TO
FARMERS.

Complaints reach us fron Western On-
tario tliat the wholesale merchants, especi-
ally those in their own vicinity, sometimes
self to fPrners, hiding thieiselves behind
the Granger system, and thereby crowding
out the rotail dealer. This is a phase of
competition of very recent growth, and-we
dare predict of very short life. Some of
ou- couintry friends denounce such action,
on the ground tlat it is inconsiderate and
unfair to the retailer, to whoni the farimer,
at the same time, may owe a long.induilgecd
account. lowever well founded this
stateiment, it is not one likely te super-
induce a reform. Business is commonly
done without respect of persons. That is,
if a inerchait finds lie cau sell more te
one class than te another, otlher things
being equal, lie malkes special eflort to
sell to that class ; and se, if lie finds lie
can sell more readily in one way than
another, other things being equal, lie
adopts that way. ''ie question as to
wliether io- noat lie is giving otlier classes
or other methods a fair chance is quite
apart fromi all lis calculations. He be-
lieves tliat the laws of trade will settle
such miatters, and in this ve thlink le is
about right. Fo-tunately there are othîer
important factors besides consideration
for others that in part determine tlc dis-
tribution -of business, and the one ie
would place far above all others, solcly
from ia practical, commercial point of viewr,
covering alike the considerate and tlc
inconsiderate, the scrupulous and the
unscrupulous, is emîbodied in the ques-
tion, " what course ivill pay best in the
long ruInl ?

There are reasons, and very good rea-
sons too, why there are- wholesale men,
and retail men, and agents, brokeis, mid-
de imen, commercial travellers, and so on.
None of these participants in the profits
between producer and consumer exists by
charity. Each class bas been the legiti-
mate outgrowrtli of the exigencies of trade.
Nor lias the time yet come when any one
of tho can be dispensed witli. Competi-
tion, overleaping itself, may tenporarily
push aside one or more handlers, but lot,
ive believe, with any lasting profit or ad
vantage te those engaging in such sharp.
rivalry. Fariners cafinot afford the time,and
have not the needed business education, to
club together and buy their grocéries at
wholcsale, thereafter distributing the
goods amongst thenselves. If they cm-
ploy some one to do the busincss for
then, his pay becomes virtually the ve-y
profit they begiudge the village grocer,
the chances being that the village grocer

would do the businesé cheaper and far
more sat isfactorily. If, on tle other hand,
the wholesale merchant attempts to sell
at retail, continuing his vholesale prices,
lie needs must employ additional disti-iy
buting clerks, lie needs miust provide
special room for the conduct and des-
patch Of that particular branch of his
business,and, %vlen lie makes up his books,
he will assuredly find that he would have
done far better to have sold to thei country
grocer, and allow-ed hii to reap the exist-
ing light profits of his legitinate splhere
ofindiustry.

No, the telling arguments against ail
this sort of thiig is that it voil't pay, and
we recoinmend our country friends to
bide their time patiently in the confident
hope that the dog-in-the.nanger policy is
a canker thateats into the business vitals
of every man tlat adopts it.

TIE NINETEENTL CENTUlY.
cI cPROc iTT.

The July inunber of this valiable peil-
odical contains more than one article of
interest to Canadian readers. In the
April number of the Nin eenth Ccnhin-y
there wvas an article to which Iwe called
attention in our issue of the 9th May,
eititled "Recipr-city the Tru Fre
Trade " by M. Alfred R. Vallace, wv'ho,
avowing hiniself a free trader, argued-that
it was unwise to permit foreign manufac-
trers, whose productions aire protectedl
against competit.ion in their owvn narket,
ta obtain free admission to the markets
of. Great ritain. Wo gave .ur.readers
some extracts froni Mr. Wallace's article,
setting fortl his views. In the June
number of the-saine periodical there was
an anticle froi the pen of the Right Hon.
Robert Lowe, entitled 'lReciprocity and
Free Trade," in vhich Mr. Vallace's
article ivas nost severely criticized, after
an admission that lie liad "a great ind
Wvol-won reputation as a scientific obser-
ver." Mir. Lowe takes special exception
to Mr. Wallace's statement that " the
essence of frec trade is mutuality." Ire
aflirms that the principle of free trade is
that we ought not " to limit or increase
"our taxes with rfer-enC to the taxes
"which are iniposed où us by foreign
" G Mr. Lowe has not in bis
very able article,.wrvitten from a stridtly
free trade stand point, grappled with Mr.
Wallaces principal argument, vhich he
lias repeated in thei Jlly number of the

inetecu CéeIryý 'Tlie subject in con-
troversy is 8o interesting to Canadians at
the present tine that ve feel assu-ed that
Our space cannot be more advantageously
occupied than by a notice of the argu-
ment. Mr. Wallace afliirms that the most
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important part of Mr. Loive's reply consists
in the assertion that " his proposal, even
"ifcarried out, would be quite inopera-
"tive, because, vhen foreign countries
"protect any class of manufactures they
"thereby acknowledge that the caenot
c coitpeic wvith ils in our owvn or in aiy
"îrentral aakets, and that, by the con-
" ditions of the problen it is impossible
" that they should do so." To this Mr.
Wallace g yes this crushing reply : IL
mîust be knoivn to Mr. Lowe that " such
"protected goods are imported into
"this country and do compete success-
" fully with our own." \lWe shall cite at
lengtit the mlost important paragraph in
Mr. Wallace's article

" Our total imports of nieufactured
"goods (including metals), in 1877
'atnounted to £64,635,418, and alimost the
" ihole of these goods are protected in
" the countries which export them. Most
"of them, in fiat, are sent to us because

they are protected, the manufacturers
" findirng it to their' advantage to work to

the full pow'er of their plant and capital
' selling the larger portion of their out-
' put at a good profit iii the honme market,
" and with the surplus undrselliiig us,
" which they are enabled to do beccausc all
Shie jix'ed charges of themanufacture are
"alr'eady paid out of tihe profits of the
" doinestic trade.Yt

Te venture to give an illustration of
Mr. Wallace's argument. Let us assume
that there are twro provinces with equal
populations lying contiguous to One
another, and having equal advantages as
to obtaining iaw- niaterial, lab et', mtachji-
nery and all other requisites, and bath free
froin foreign competition. Let us further
assume that, in oae of these provinces
there is free trade, and ilu the other a
systen of protection. The niautfac-
turers who liad the nonopoly of theil'
own. haine market wa'uci sell thel,
goods at prices suflicient to cover ail
the fixedi charges, suci as interest on
the cost of buildings and machineri
management &c., &c., which vould be the
sanie in the adjoining free trade province.
Let us assume these fixed lcharges at 20
per cent, on the selling price of the goods,
and it ivill be apparent that the protccted
Maniufacturer could undersell in the free
trade-mar'ket and make a reasonable pro-
fit in addition to what li had already
obtained in his own market while his un
protected neighbor excluded- frorm the
fpreigu nirlet, would I bedriven out of the
fiel in hisown.

The sanie principle ià being colt tantiy
applied tb railway traffic. There are arti-
cles, nilb coul lich could. not hcàr-

ried at ill if the nem rates vere cliared

on it by the ton as are chargei oni other
goods. The fixed raeilroad charges being
borne by the general traflic, any additional
trallic that can be obtàined at a profit oit
the cost of motive power is a source o'
gain, al though the ratas of freigh t vould
be wholly insuflicient if the railroad hald
to depend oit that trafeii alone. The sane
principle governs what is koiioiin as the
I througlt tiafli " on railronds, which is

most exposed ta competition, anid ivhici
woulid be lost if charged at local rates.
There are oftea bitter complaints froni
those who have to pay higher rates per
ton per mile, but it is contended that., but
for the through trafflic, it w'ould be iii-
possible to carry tha local freight as
cheaply as at present. The United States
nanîufactur'er's of ivatches aie able not only
ta ionopolize tleir domîestic market, but
ta send tlîeir goods to Svitzerland, which
for a long period of yea's ''as found to be
the cheapest market for ivatcies.

Mr. Wallace cites e passage fron Cob-
den's political vritings to the eil'ect that
the foreign commerce of E ngland langs on
the prosperity of her niufacturiig in-
dustries inu a word, ie says, I our national.
existence is involved in rie wvell-beling of
our. manufactures," and " this mîtighty

" cheapness of the manufactures -of ano'
" ther country." M1r. Wallace argues that
buying alone is not I trade,'' but only aile
half ofI " trade".

He is or opinion tiat Cobden Il never con-
"teniplated the state ofi tli has dit lias
itactually come about, wlen, by means of'
" protective duties and our opaen markets
" supplying all the world with chteap coa,
"iron and inachinery, othernations have
"been enabled ta faster their manulftc-
" tures ill they liave reached such a nag-
t nitude as not onily to supply theniselves,
"but with their surplus goois, pioducedi
"chiefly by means of protection, are
i actuiliy able toundnrsell us at lionie.'
Mr Wallace believes that if Cobden were

THE BANK STATEMEN'TS.

'l'ie bank statements for June do not
cill for imtùcht comment. The circulation
in every case seemts ta be fairly propor-
tioned to capital ; the deposits are evenly
distributed, and, whatever street ruior
may say, the exhibits show a comntend-
able aiming at safety. The liabilities are
increased St 2,011,223 for the mîonth, and
the assets, S,330,880. 'Tlie circulation is
larger by $583,917, and tha govermment
depositsby $203,814. The publie deposits
are S2,443,622 iore tian siovn in the
May statemient, aid re slighltly increased
ovei Juie, 1878. The return on deposit
of $2,500,00 vithdi-awn in February and
March, very likely for custons duties and
margii on open credits abroad, shovs the
absorption by the country of' part of tlht'
importations, and also the impor.lant fa
tiiat capital in business lias not been
seriously impaired by the depression of
trade, as a nearly unifori anount of de-
posits prior to the noving of crops is
reported foir foutr coîecuLive years. Of
the assets there is a decîease of $56,177
in specie and Domiinion notes, .30,874 in
loans te eorporations, andS $r205,426in loanis
on' Government stocks. Loans ta the
Goverinient are iicreased $367,651,and
loans on stocks and bonds $109,671 'Tite
discounts htave been reduced by $463,-
427, but lie item of overdue notes 's
larger' by $66,404. The real estate ield
by the batiks shows a dleciese n vaiue
ci' $237,1S5, vhicli is ratlher more thian
fully explainiedî by the fact that one banik
has disposed of property to the ainount
of $288,707. IL adds to the confusion
arisinig fromn this disparity to find thit lie
bank prenises of ana institution have
inei'eased in value during tha monthi no
less that $49,729. A strikitng and signifi-
cant fëature of the stateiments utider
review is a decrease of $580,453 in the
Directois' liabilities. In the folloving
table the totals are grouped and compared
so that the import of the figures may he
readily understood:

TUE CONSOLIDATED BANK.

Tie new manager, assisted by several
members of the board, have been busily
at work during the veek, trimming sail
realconing up the daniage, valuing the
assets, dailig, in short, at the eleventi hoir
wliat should have engaged the attention
of the management years ago. The lasses
provided for by the estimate as likely ta
be sustained througli their largest eus-
tomer amount ta between $300,000 and
8400,000. Tie contta secut-ities i 'Toronto
and Ialifax are estniated at alint $100,-
000. 'l'he total liabilities of the cotnciern
tre said to be per $7u0,000, of whiih
about halt a million is ta the Coisoli-
tiated.

It was supposed that a clever- director'
would take up the business, in wliich lie
htas had ample and successful experietnce,
and conduct itin the interest of the bank
but, the gentleman is not altogether in-
disposed to prove tiat his presence at lte
muanager's elbow ot in a prominent seat
at the Board is for the interest of all
parties, and thiere are those who think
vith him in this respect.. 'lie name of a
gentleman -prominently identilied with
the Metropolitan Bankin itslast moments
has also been nientioned in this latter
connection, but we question whether any
vacancies -are likely ta be macle, especi-
ally of a nature tliat would probably carry
with then the implication that present
incumbents acknowledged theii responsi.
bility in any degree for the troubles
of the institution.

The letter of the general manager, whiclt
w-e publish, was the resuit of a double
examination marde by himsoif and a pro-
minent director on the one liand and by

two directors on the other. On eithei
saide was one of the two recent able acqui-
sitions to the board. The two parties
differed only same $28,000; but, whie one
was of opinion that $103,000 was sufficient
for a contingent fund, the other contended
that no less than $253,000 would suffice.

The St. Catharines, Ontario, branch has
been closed, and the business transferred
to the Inperial Bank. Several other
branches will follow shortly. This is
rendered necessary owing to the curtail-
ment of capital and in order ta strengthen
the position of the bank. IL is to be
hoped that any internal differences of
opinion that nay prevail wvill, for the
time being,cease to obtrude thenselves,
and that even directors will menu-
time recognize the necessity of working
in harmony, especially where they expect
so much of forbearance and calin con-
sileration from shareholders and the
public at large.

By the following letter, published last
Saturday, it vill be observed that, in our
article on this subject the previous day,
ire anticipated the state of afiltirs therein
diescribei:

A LESSON FOR CANADIANS.

Tie Yankees are proverbially fertile lu
expedients and quick ta take :advantage
of new opportunitiesi. Their spirit of en-
terprise is aggressive, hlieir activity irre-
pressible, their energy initiring. If the
N. P. shut one door of money-making in
their faces, it left another ajar, and they
are now constantly entering thereby.
From many points w-e have accounts of
new enterprises projected by Americans,
and of these not a few are actually in
progress. Now we do not clearly sec why

our neighbors should be able ta make
more money out of business of any kind
in this country than might our ouin peo-
ple. Indeed the advantage w'ould seem
ta be largely in ou favor, and we are free
to state our conviction that business men
of the Dominion are noe t fully alive ta their
opportunities. An instance in point. is
the recent opening of a branch tobacco
establishment inÝin tsor, Ont., by Willer
McGraw- & Co., of Detroit Natura<lly, oir
towns that skcirt the boundary line offii
special facilities ta Americans, sinice the
transfer of stock, machinery, etc., is an
easy inatter, and, moreover, the induce-
ments ta nake a venture, being under
constant notice, ar tihe more fully appre-
ciated. We have a word of advice then
for ouI 'capitalists and business men in
proximity ta the States, and i is ta be on
the lookout for the new fields for enter-
prise presumiably discovered by the na-
tional policy. En -revanche, we hold that
every legitinate stimulus given to trade,
wletlet set in motion by foreigners or
natives, is a good and healthful thing for
the catuntry, andi we welcane every item
ofnews that tells of American projects in
this country, althougli ve cannot but be
reminded that we Caiadians should be up
and doing.

ALCOHOL AS AN EXPORT.
Since alcohol en ters so largely and forsa

many purposes into the industriesof the
w'orld its distillation is no longer restrict-
ed ta the preparations ofalcoliolic liquors,
and distillers have turned their attention
ta the inmediate production of pure
spirit for industrial requirements. Alcoiol
is largely iseed in perfumery and phar-
masceutical preparations, in essential ails
and v'rnishes, in the extractions of vege.
table alcaholoids, in many industrial
manipulations, and as fuel in laboratories,
so muci so that in France, fo- example,
aoie-fonrth of lIe constumption is abso-bed
in the various industries of the country.
Alcohol is obtained from almost any sub-
stance, and the raw materials for its pro-
duction nay be (livided into the thre
following classes: First, the fermented
liquors already containing àlcohol, and
from which it is obtained by distillation,
as wine, beer and cider. Second, the solid
or liquid substances containing sugar, as
beets, carrots, sugar cane, corn stalks,
sorgho, fruits, molasses, residuum of
grapes, mesh, honey and milk. Third,
all the substances that contain neither
alcohol, nor sugar, but of wiich the con-
stituentsmay be transformed iito sugar,
as potatoes and other roots, and tubers,
grains; seeds of vegetables, as buckwiheat,
beans, peas, horse chestnuts and acorns;

ýo -opti NÀ Ain li4s
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cellular substances, as wood, paper, straw,
hay, leaves, lichens and mosses. Alcohol
obtained from wine in France, Spain and
rortugal, and even in Southern Russia,
ihere it is distilled froi raisins, cur-
rants, dry figs and carrots, is almost
entirely used in liquors. We are loth to
destroy the cherished illusions of many
amateurs of old mellow cognac brandy,
pearling se nicely inside the glass, but
chemistry is no respecter of fancies, and
we must tell them that nany of their
heartily felt praises have been bestowed
upon the products of beet-root molasses
or the cornfields of Ohio or Illinois. It
has been found that, in distilling vine to
which foreign alcohol liad been added
(beet-root, corn, sorgho,' alcoliol), there
vas no difference froi the distillations
of the saie wine in its pure state. Many
organie acids that, vith the alcohol,
generate 'the ethers te wrhich cognac
brandy owes its taste and aroma were left
in the residuum. Now, owing to this
addition of foreign alcohol, they are
utilized for the benefit of the added
alcohol, and the production of cognac
brandy, since that discovery, has doubled,
notwitistanding the ravages of the oïdium
and the phylloxera.

On the importance of the grain distilling
industry upon this continent, it is needless
te dwell, no other country produces the raw
material in such abundance and se cheap-
ly. In the United States, after a suspen-
sion of several years, in consequence of
fiscal regulations, the exportation of pure
spirits las become possible again, and this
branci of business is increasing daily. If
the experts last year were over 120,000
barrels of alcoliol, for the first three
monthss of the present year they amount
te 2,822,119 galions, against 773,049 gallons
during the saine period in 1878, and it is
a remarkable fact that this expsortation
is not confined te a few countries, but
goes on extending te all countries where
industry is being developed. The ship-
ments of the first three montls were dis-
tributed te twelve different countries, and
even a small shipnent took place te
China. Europe is yet the largest market.
In the east of Europe, where formerly the
exports of Ainerican alcoiol were quite
large, the alcoliol distilled in Southern
Russia froi dry fruits has been substi.
tuted, but the low prices of grain on this
side %vill very soon give back to the Ain-
erican product its former markets. 0w-
ing te the scarcity of grain in Europe, the
distillation of cereals may cease, and for
many purposes the alcohol from pota-
toes or froi beet-roots cannot be used,
.consequently there is a vasi field foi dis-
tillers. Hoaw is it thlat Canadiani dlistillet;s

have never made any attempt to obtain
part of this export trade'? Corn and
labor are not dearer in Western Ontario
than they are across the Detroit river, and
an export trade is a cash trade.

There is no doubt that a distillery,using
the mostimproved apparatuses for distill-
ing and rectifying, producing an article of
great purity, of regular strength, put-up
in good barrels, vould soon have contracts
ahead for all its production. The fair-
ness of the fiscal regulations in this coun-
try, compared w ith the complicated fori-
alities of the American Internal Revenue,
the heavy responsibility resting upon
shippers, ship and consignees abroed, and
the lengti of t ine passing before the cnn,-
celling of the bonds, wroulti bring te Cana-
da many orders of which, thriough the lack
ofsufficient eiterprise on the part of Our
distillers, they have hitherto been de-
prived-a business that would add con-
siduerably to the importance of oui expert
trade.

HI CANADA GUARANEE
COMPANY.

With the announcement of a lividend
of four per cent. for the half year ending
June 30th, 1879, as publisied elsew'here,
the Canada Guarantee Company issues a
circular, advising patrons whose business
has been specially profitable of a discrimi-
native bonus reduction of premiums
ranging froi 35 per cent downward. Thi's
bonus system is sal te work satisfactorily
te all parties interested, and the promise
of its continuance as circuistances may
warrant is held out. Nobetter evidences
of good methods and successful manage.
ment can be asked tshan those of contiiuîed
dividends and bonuses, and intelligible
exhibits that justify sucl distribution of
funds, andi as these are furnished by this
Company it goes without saying that the
stockholders are te be coiigratuilated. But
the feature of general interest te vhich
iwe iould call attention is that tie Guai-
antee Company continues prosperous in
a ine of great trial and disaster te banks
and other tinancial institutions and almost
all corporatiois and concerils represented
in the clientage of the company. Ih is
peculiarly gratifying te Inow that an in-
stitution iwhîich vouches -in dollars and
cents for the honesty of those holding
positions o trust linds that the business
pays, even wien all outside conditiois are
least propitious, when collapse and bank-
ruptcy are the order of the day, and when
the underpinnings of fiduciary integrity
would naturally be the least secure. Such
results, re say, are not only creditable te
Mr. Raîvlings' îmanagemen t and gratifying
to stockhiiders ; they are alse a I igh en-ý

comium upon that particular class of the
community -vlich avail theinselves of the
Company's facilities.

It is net te be supposed that any coin-
pany can do a successful business witholit
some friction, and the Guarantee Company
is no exception, and we regret te notice
in a\ recent nuinber of the Dominion
Printcr, a monthly publication of Mont-
reaI, the proprietor finding fault because
a certain laim made by then agaiîstthe
company, iaving been filly considered by
Mhe Boarc of Directors, iras refusei. It
goes further thani mer fault-iiiding, ant
indulges in intemperiate language, calcu-
latedl te pi rej udice the Guarantee Company
in ihe minds of the public. This course
siacls of an effort at coercion, aniso long
as our courts are open te all for the dispe-
sation ofjustice cannot be egarided as wise.
In this connection it were wrell te hear in
niind that the record of the company in re-
gard te disputed claims is excellent. Dur-
ing the seven years of its existence it has
paid more thain 80 claims, aiouiting te
over 100,000, without lemur , whsilst it lias
contested at lawv suits brought against it te
the numnber of 5 only. Of these suits but
two, as iwe aire informîed, have as yet been
decidei, judgiuent in eacls case being
given iin favor of the company. The
language of the Judge deciding eie of
these cases was as follows : "fThe law
"Irequires the most perfect good faith in
" these applications, and any wilful devia.
" tion from the truth in the declaration

tion is se tainted with direct misrepre.
"sentation and suîppîressioi of the truth
"as te affect tihe validity of the policy,

whici E think vould never have been
" issued by any man or blody of mien in

tieir senses if they iadl knownis the truc
"state of affairs betw-een the plaintiff

company anl the emîployee. Verdict fer
"defenda nt."

We have nade this Verbalbin extract
from the Judge's decision in order te set
forthl, authoritatively, as it were, the
tendency te aggression te which any
Guarantee Comspany, by reason of its
character, is peculiarly liable, and which
almost invariably resuslts on the
part of the insuired fren a dieregard of
the terims of the contract, whliclh i as
binding upon one -side as on tie other ;
and no one can equitably attach, any
blaie to the Company foi- refusing te pay
a claim arising undier a contract wiici,
although originally well understood, was
net poperly fulfiuled ; or iwiere, as in tie
case of tire o marine instirance, tie risk
lias been increased without the knowledge
et the Company. . It is far fromss Our
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purpose or. desire to prejudge any suit
that may be brouglt against the Canada
Guarantee Company, each case having, of
course, its own merits upon which only it
should b decided, but it seems to us
right to utter a caution with regard to
forming an opinion adverse to an insur-
ance company on no other grounds than
that it has refused payment of a claim,
and suit bas been entered to enforce it.
rerhaps we are ail more or less apt to err
in this direction, in which case the record
of the Guarantee Company, as wee have
sketched it, and theJudge's decision cited
should do much to set us straight.

TuE AccmDieNT OF CaŽcDA.-Tlte Acci-
dent Insurance Company of Canada, which
is under the same management with the
Canada Guarantee Company, bas also de-
clared the usual dividend for the half
year at the rate of eight per cent. per
annum.

In the case in point, a
country merchant of good business standing
and excellent gencral character throughout his
neighborhood, and withal a déaler so'thrifty
and prosperous that he labitually dis'counits
bis oirn hmpler to save interest, ias'given so
poor a ratirig that a certain wliolesaleýLondon
grocëry Iouse whose traveller had eressed him
for an order refused to fill it advising him of
flic cause. Inquiry is-made of tis if there be no
redress for sumch a grievance. We think there
is, and a very excellent ore. We wouid advise
our subscriber to submit go6l evidencè of bis
rightful business standing te thca gency and
demand of them tbat théy specially' undeceive
he lolesale merchant who; a's ledinto mis-

àpprehensiòn thl'ocgh their eïror. Itcaninot be
dooubed that tlied'agency will comply withbsuch
delinand; since it' must bo assumed that there
'n's no intention to injure.- The .evil donc
could in this way be almost wholly repaired,
ahtd the issue would be not unsatisfactory to
ail interested paities.

GENERAL MARKETS.

TnUnsDAY, July 24, 1879.

The business of the week has been very light
and evenly distributed. Apart from the wide
and wild fluctuations of wlieat in Chicago and
elsewhere, the. general markets are uninterest-
ing almnost witlhout exception. Oui grain mer-
chants are still holding aloof, while the
doighty speculators of the States toss about
the price of nue of tle eief staples of the
world as if it were a playtliig. The crop
accounts froi abroad grow more unfavorable,
if anything, and Liverpool is so well satisfied
that req rements for consumption -will carry
the day, that the price there remains firm in-
dependently Of the chasnges at Chicagn. Enor-
mous shipiments have conseqently been made
frou New York and other ports, and these
bave lad the effect of depressing Exliange.
The glowiiig reports of late so constantly comn-
ing ina witl regird to the crops are now tem-
pered by comilaints her and there of too iieh
rain. Soine real damage froni rist and damp
is reported in special localities, but not enîouîgl
as yet to have any appreciable effect uîpon hie
general resilt. Farimiers and country merci,-
ants are perhaps rendered more alive ta tIe
trulh of the adalge " there's many a slip 'twit
he cup and the liip,' but in truth they have

been actinig so î-anitioIsly alIt along, as our
citations from, travellers accounts have wit-
uessed, tlat they iaîrdly needed anly remindeîlr
Of tle lind. Mtoney Iltteir are % w-itloit other
featuîre thanl a leclinîe of Àc. in Excliaiige, dlue
to heavy shipieits as stated above. First,
class bills on hLondon, that broîight 83 pren.
list week, are now doue at 8.ý. It is pleasuîrable
to nlote a decided and well-sstaied upvard
moveient on tie Stock Exchange. A steady
improveient in prices, wil one or two excep-
tiens, Is tatkein place froui lay to day, estaîblish1-
ing on the whole a good advance, inattended
-ith excitemiîen t, a lvays ephlemiieral and often
deceptive. Tie Stock Exchiange, il %vere iveil
tn reitember, is the nea-rest approacbi to a e-

liable barometer of thle business of tlie country
that can be obtained. The tuîrning point in
the States from hard to better timtes was
marked very acenrately, au we iow know, by
a steady-, unaccoiuntable, but vigorous ad.
vance in ail secirities dealt in on the Stock
Exchange. People were still grumbling about
business, still predictinig worse and far worse
yet to come, and yet quietly, persistently, the
board of brokers'narked uii ric-s, theiselves
not knowing iliy they did il. The truth was
that the uider current of prosperity lad set in,
but it lad not coue to the surface in tle way
ofstatistics, and, therefore, although witnesses
of its effects, few could be brought to believe
in it. We tiink it not inireasonable to hope
that tlie relatively feeble moveiment nîov înoted
on Our Excliange iay soon devclop into a like
harbinger of better tues to couie. The sales

and we lueir ni one traveller scouiring tle
couintry thieieaibouits for a fortnight w-ithout
et'ecting a single sale This is, cf course, ai

exceptional instance, but it illustrates a very
genuera relictance oni the part of country
merchants to buy at this time. The answer
commonly made uo the iovertures of salesmen:
is, that, when the promised harvest is secuîred,
good orders may be relied upoi. The present
1igh price of raw cotton relatively with manu-
fictired goods s5 regarded by sane as aL
caution against delaying too long the aceqli-
sition of needei stock, and those wlo take this
view are giving fiull orders. No further rise in
piices is, lîowever,in anticipation aiongst man-
uifacturers, nor in any quarter. Froui present
estiiates, iuiicli too early to be reliable, the
cotton crop this ycar vili be even larger than
that of 1878.
