President Wilson has

Germany Must Play Game.
In what are described by thoe" fa­

miliar with the document as firm and 
unmistakable terms, the president 
voices the intense feeling of the Unit­
ed States over these happenings, and 
in the name of International law. de­
mands an adherence by Germany to 
the established rules of maritime war­
fare. The note asks that some assur­

One 
officer told me six botter» were out of 
Tommisslon; that is, not being used, 
and that they saved one thousand tone 
of coal on each journey by having 
those boiler* shut down- We had 292 
miles to go at noon Friday and were 
told we would not be at the landing- 
stage at Liverpool until seven Satur­
day morning. I believe the reason so 
many first-class passengers were lost 
Is that they believed the vessel could 
not sink. Staff Capt. Anderson, who 
was lost, told me and explained by 
diagrams how the vessel could take 
one torpedo without serious injury, as 
he had her watertight compartments 
and her bulkhead filled with coal, so 
that if struck the Injury would be lo­
cal.

PRESENT WAR SITUATION.

The liOndon Money Market 
Review. May 1.)

We have reached a transition stage 
during which plane are being matured 
for the great offensive which has as Its 
objective the turning of the German 
hordes out of France and Belgium. 
The sudden and violent effort of the 
enemy to break our Une at Ypres was 
only to be expected, seeing that It la 
no part of German strategy to sit 
down and await the offensive of the 
allies. That effort has happily been 
foiled, but at great cost of Ufa and 
we must be prepared for another 
similar attack, perhaps several more- 
Some critics hold that the real Ger­
man objective le the centre of the 
line, and that the engagements of the 
past week have been In the nature of 
a feint designed to distract attention 
from the real, danger point. What­
ever the plans!of the great war staff 
in Berlin may be, they should mature 
quickly, for presently more men will 
be urgently needed on the eastern 
front, and it will then not be possible 
to continue to transfer whole army 
corps at will from one frontier to an­
other- We have always taken the 
view that the opening of the Dardan­
elles must Immediately affect the 
situation in central Europe, and there 
is reason to believe that strategy on 
our main front Is based on the out­
come of the important movements 
now taking place In the peninsula of 
Gallipoli.

Their effect on the -whole campaign 
will be immediate and marked once 
we have forced the passage of the 
narrows- The influence upon the 
Balkan countries must be profound. 
It seems probable that definite suc­
cess in this quarter will bring in Italy 
and possibly Greece- One can well 
understand the desperate anxiety of 
the kaiser to force a decision in tjie 
west before such r. situation is thrust 
on him. The barbarous use which 
Germany is making of asphyxiating 
gases and other prohibited means of 
warfare betokens that we have now 
to deal with an enemy half-maddened 
by the fury of despair.

\ THE « Aek for $60,000,000.
The committee will ask the Imperial 

government for an appropriation of 
£ 10,000,009 for the assistance of the 
soldiers and their families, and tt Is 
expected that the Dominion Govern­
ment will treat the matter genet 
and in no niggardly spirit. It 
been pointed out that many of the men 
will have 1 title or no resources and 
will have to be taken care of, and It 
has been suggested that these meff be 
provided with land by the govern­
ments of the country In which they 
locate at a reasonable price and pro­
vided with funds to establish them­
selves.

The terms on which this 
grant would be made would prohibit 
the recipient from selling Ms land until 
he had completed his payments, there­
by checkmating any attempts at real 
estate speculation, such as occurred 
after the South African war.

This Is a question for the state as a 
whole; first, because the solution can 
only be found by opening the doors of 
the empire, and secondly, because it 
would bp a most discreditable thing— 
almost a shameful thing—that men 
who have risked their lives for the 
state should be left to shift for them­
selves once the state has got over its 
difficulties and has no further need for 
their military service.

Owing to the protection of 
this curtain, Mr. Sheppard declares 
that the house could have been emp­
tied five times over before there was 
any danger or apprehension of danger 
on ' the part of the audience.

When the Princeps Theatre license 
waa renewed, Mr. Pearse, the city ar­
chitect, said there were some changes 
that would be necessary. Mr. Sheppard 
was quite ready to make these, and 
agreed with Mr. Pearse to carry them 
out as soon as the theatre season 
closed, which would have been in'two 
or three weeks. The Princess Theatre 
had beep inspected many times before 
Mr. Pearse became city architect, and 
in every case any changes ordered 
have been carried out by Mr. Shep­
pard.

The Canadian Aviation Co. has 
ceived from General Sam Hughes per- W 
mission to fly machines, and before the ÿ 
end of the week W. A. Dean, its presl- ' 
dent, will have his school In operation.,
Thta adds another to the active flyiag 
schools in Toronto. For the past week 
the Curtiss school at Hanlan’s has 
been at work. This is the Institution 
that J. A. D. McCurdy, the Canadian 
aviator, is connected with. Mr. Dean, 
for his school, is negotiating with two 
cr three expert aviators and will build 
up an efficient staff of instructors for 
the training of men for the flights 
necessary to their getting pilot’s cer­
tificates.

The impression has got abroad that 
some of the schools are under gov­
ernment authority or are connected ‘ 
with the government. These schools 
are privately-owned and private ly- 
aperated, and none can assure a pupil 
that he will be engaged by either the -6 
British or the Canadian Governments.
All that a school can do is teach a man 
to operate a machine and give him the 
little knowledge of the engine that is 11 
necessary and otherwise prepare him 
for the Aero Club tests. No aviators 
are accepted for the British services 
unless they have a certificate.

The men training in Toronto will get 
“tickets” of the Aero Club of 
America, which is affiliated with the 
Royal Aero Club of England, and Mr.
Dean has gone to the great trouble of 
arranging that tho Aero tests may be 
passed In Toronto. Without this 
rangement men would have to go to 
the States, hire a flying machine and 
personally arrange for their tests. The 
cost would be (100,probably. These testa 
may now be passed here in Toronto, " 
the pupils using the machine of the ' 
school they were trained in. From 
three to six weeks, according to the ’ IH 
weather, should be sufficient to tralii ’ 
a man for the flights he must make to ' 
get tls certificate.

The British Government, thru the 
Ottawa authorities, is sending out 
anxious calls for aviators. They ask 
that applicants .be of excellent health 
and have perfect vision, that they be 
gestlemen suitable for officers’ com­
missions and that they have a pilot’s ' 
certificate. The private schools In To­
ronto were started to provide men with 
the certificates. They can do little 
more. The authorities at Ottawa de­
cide Whether an aviator Is acceptable. ’ '
Ie he is sent to England at the 
government’s expense and trained In 
naval or military work and the use of 
aeroplanes or seaplanes, In reconnais­
sance and fire control. He leaves To­
ronto an aviator and In England is 
made a military airman, liable to be 
sent to any part of the world.

Mr. Dean has been setting forth 
these facts to prospective pupils and 
the conditions seem attractive enough, 
for his class is rapidly forming. The 
school is on the island, just east of the 
RXJ.Y.C. He will teach his men In a 
Curtiss flying boat fora fee of (260 and 
submit them for hydro-aeroplane certi­
ficates. which appear to be necessary 
for entry into the naval wing of the 
British service, thè^moet popular 
branch.

When 
X am away from the bush 
my memory picture calls that 
burning hue crimson—but just now I 
went out and examined the blossoms— 
pinks, corals, crimsons, all shading 
mysteriously the one into the other, in 
the most amazing manner, closing In 
a golden tuft of stamens and pistils, 
and enclosed below by a vivid waxy 
cup of deep green sepals.

The bush Is not too thickly leaved, 
so that the blossoms glow amid the 
rich leaves In a wondrous fashion. Seen 
with the sun behind It, the bush is past 
all description.

You cannpt mistake japonic* cydo- 
nla. because there Is but one other 
bush out Just now, that is to say. gen­
erally speaking. Just now forsythia is 
mysteriously changing from a yellow 
cloud into a fairy mist of green. Are 
you watching it? And japonica is Just 
now entering into tier kingdom of 
■beauty.

Japonica Is a slow-growing bush, and 
perhaps this is why It Is not so com­
monly known as forsythia or the lilacs 
or syringas. My specimen is all of 25 
years old, and is not - et much more 
than seven feet tall, and not at all 
bushy. To compare it with forsythia, 
which Is three times as big, and has 
given me a dozen other specimens, 
now almost quite as big as itself, and 
is but ten years old. This japonica of 
mine has never yet given me a Shoot 
that has lived, but I have not given 
up hope.

I tell you this, gardeners. Just to en­
courage you and to beg you to have 
patience with your japonica It you 
have one—and if you have not a spe­
cimen, get one right away, plant it 
and then wait patiently. You will be 
rewarded.

There are many fine specimens here 
and there thruout the city, so that the 
beautiful one can easily be seen and

In No. 21, for March 27, it is said: 
“It should be noted that the price of 
the most necessary commodities has 
not risen in an unreasonable manner, 
such as bread, butter, potatoes, coffee 
and milk. White bread is now selling 
at eight cents per pound, aa compared 
with six cents before the war. Rye 
bread has increased from 4 cents to 
4.3 cintg per pound. Butter is now 
selling at 38 cents per pound, as com­
pared with 24 cents before the war.”

The report for the following week, 
April 8, announces a reduction in the 
price of flour “in consequence of the 
general investigation in regard to the 
available supplies, whlqh have been 
found satisfactory and justifying a 
reduction in price." Another state­
ment is of interest; "The principal 
reason for the enactment of the bread 
laws is to prevent the hoarding of 
supplies by the wealthier classes to 
the disadvantage of the less fortunate, 
bo in case of a crop failure no difficul­
ties will arise. All unfavorable ru­
mors in this respect are laughable.”

To emphasize this another, state­
ment from the same report is worth 
consideration. The writer says: ‘.‘In 
reference to the much talked about 
food question, I can safely say that 
this matter does not give cause for 
any fear. Recently X lunched with a 
few friends in the famous restaurant 
of Kempinskl in Berlin. Our check 
was: 1 bottle of wine (Berncastler), 
62 cents; 3 soups, 29 cents; 1 portion 
ham, 36 cents;

OTTAWA, M-.y 11.—Col. Carson, 

Montreal, who is in England as official 
representative of the minister of mili­
tia, has forwarded a report on a very 
comprehensive Investigation of the ex­
perience of the Canadian troops with 
the British army boot with which they 
were supplied last 'winter. The boot 
was found to be very unsatisfactory 
and very much disliked by ihe men. It 
was not only very heavy and clumsy, 
but also wore poorly and was very 
hard on the men’s feet. Many of the 
men were laid up and almost perma­
nently disabled from wearing these 
heavy boots with stiff unbending soles, 
to which the Canadians had never been 
accustomed. There were also no half 
sizes, and it was necessary for some 
men to wear two pair of socks because 
the boots were too large for them. This 
would not do in warm weather.

A large number of samples of the 
boots were sent over besides affidavits 
taken during the investigation In va­
rious battalions.

As selling had of late been pressed to 
nearly the limit, especially during the 
turmoil that ensued after the Lusitania 
tragedy, the market was In no condition 
to withstand a sudden rebound in values. 
The result was that when a number of 
experienced observers agreed as to re­
ports of seriously Increasing havoc from 
Hessian fly and chinch bugs In big sec­
tions of territory from Oklahoma to In­
diana, a stampede to the bull side became 
virtually Inevitable.

LONDON. May 11.—The east end of 
London tonight was the scene of séri­
ions anti-German riots arising from 
the indignation over the sinking’ of the 
Lueltania and the air raid In South- 
end early yesterday rooming.

Mob attacks on German shops oc­
curred in the Poplar, Llmehousc, Step­
ney, Walthamstow. Bethnal 
and Camden town and other districts. 
Windows were smashed. shutters and 
doors were torn down and premises 
wrecked, and In some instances the 
inmates of the houses were mal­
treated.

Large bodies of police were called 
out to suppress the disturbances and 
eventually order was restored, but 
there Is apprehension that the trouble 
will be renewed tomorrow. In an ag­
gravated form, as the feeling is rapidly 
rising and is. being fityt^ed by the de­
mands of the press and many public 
men that drastic measures be taken 
agains talien enemy subjects.

Polios Baffled-
At Queen's Crescent, Camdentown, 

where an open-air recruiting meeting 
was being held, the speakers advised 
the crckvd to refrain from attacks on 
Germans. This advice was unheeded, 
however, and directly the meetiwg 
ended a crowd of about 6000 persons 
made a move upon all the German 
shops in the neighborhood and pelted 
the windows with brickbats.

The police were unable 19 control 
the rioters, and a squad of territorials 
was brought to the scene, and 
gether with the mounted police, 
gradually restored order. This was 
not done, however, until a number of 
bakeries and other shops had been 
wrecked-

LONDON, May 11. 9-80 p m.—Never 
since the war began lias such a wave 
of anti-German feeling surged thru 
the country as at the present time. 
It Is due entirely to the sinking of the 
Lusitania,

Workmen in the Industrial district 
are refusing to labor alongside men 
of German birth, whether they are 
naturalized or not. In many towns 
the premises occupied by Germans 
have been stormed and damaged or 
destroyed, and even the exchanges in 
Ijondon and provincial tdwns, which 
fcitkertq had permitted persons with 
German blood in their veins to retain 
their memberships, are taking the 
drastic steps of barring the door* tb 
them, regardless of dll considerations.

Riots at Many Town*.
There have been riots in Liverpool. 

Manchester. Salford and Birkenhead- 
In Liverpool *the Gormans have been 
Interned, and those who are natural­
ized subject* of Great Britain, have 
been advised to go to interior towns 
or seek Internment- Many of- them 
have decided upon the latter course.

A demand is being made by the 
newspapers that all the 25,000 Ger­
mans still at large should be similarly 
treated. This evening deputations 
from the stock exchange, the Balt/- 
exchange. Lloyd’s and the com 
change, following a meeting «ri the 
steps of the royal exchange, marched 
to the house of commons arid present­
ed a petition to the attorney-general, 
which called attention to the "grave 
danger that exists, by allowing alien 
enemte sto remain at large in the 
country.” A public meeting will be 
held at the Mansion House on the 
subject of alien enemies. It will be 
the forerunner of meetings of protest 
which are to be held all over the 
country.

LONDON, May 11.—Word was re­
ceived here thru Parla of a brilliant 
allied victory won near Krithia In the 
Gallipoli Peninsula Sunday. The fight 
was won by the forces operating In the 
south of the Gallipoli Peninsula and 
both British and French troops co­
operated in the engagement. Covered 
by the. fire of warships of the fleet the 
soldiers, among whom, it is believed, 
was the Australasian division, attacked 
the fortified Turkish positions and car­
ried several lines of trenches, and the 
day following they entrenched them­
selves in the newly won ground and 
prepared to follow up their victory. 
The Turks were so demoralized and 
discouraged that they did not attempt 
to deliver any counter-attacks to re­
cover the ground tom from their grasp.

It 
was said here today. There Is no secret 
among officials here that Dr. Dernburg 
has become one of the greatest nuisances 
of these trying times. His efforts to 
prevail upon American citizens to violate 
President Wilson’s neutrality proclama­
tion have aroused so much Irritation In 
Washington that it Is understood en­
quiries are on the way to discover some 
means by which the one-time member of 
the kaiser's cabinet can either be shipped 
baiFk to his own country or placed In cold 
storage somewhere In this country.

The opinion of many persons In Wash­
ington relative to Dr. Dernburg is varied. 
At first he was looked upon ns a more 
or less irresponsible parrot, but his lat­
ent utterances, especially in connection 
with the Lusitania disaster, have caused 
more than one person here to declare tha t 
the murkiest anarchist or the meet rabid 
I.W.W. is but an amateur compared to 
him. The opposition to the further stay 
In this country of Dr. uemburg is .grow­
ing dally. Reports received here from 
thruout the country Indicate that his 
presence In this country Is equally irri­
tating and obnoxious and many sugges­
tions have been made that the govern­
ment frankly Inform the German em­
bassy that hi* recall will be looked upon 
as an exceedingly friendly act.

So far as this government knows Dr. 
Dernburg has no official standing, altho 
on more than one occasion he stated 
that he spoke with authority.
