Death of Rev. Dr. Grant

Tho death of Rov. Dr. Peter Joseph
Grant, who for a quarter of a gentury
was reotor of St. Mary's Colloge.
Blairs, took placo on Friday, Dec. 6,
at the college, whore he has been
Yving in_retirement for the past five
years. Deceaged was born at Nether
Clask Glenlivet, Banilst on
10ih Fobruary, 1823, and entered
Blairs Collego on 21st July, 1836,
For seven years he laboured with
much success, and on 24th July, 1843,
hewas sent to theScots College, Rome.
He was raised tuthe priesthood un 18t
Mareh. 1848, by Cardinal Patnizi,
Vicar of Rome, and 0 June o° the
following year he returned to Scotland.
