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AGRIGULTURE IN THE SGHGULS

The Commercial has receive{ from the
Consolidated Stationery Co., Winnipeg.
copics of the two volumes authorized by tha
advisory hoard of Manitoba, for use in teach-
ing agriculture in the public schools. The
Commercial was one of the journals which
advocated teaching agricu.ture in the public
schouls of Maniioba, but we must say that
wo are disappointed with the books which
have been prepared for the purpose. The
course of agriculture 13, as stated, divided
into two volutnes. 'The first or primary
courss is called ** Qur Canadian Prairies,”
A briof examination of this book indicates
that it might more correctly be termed ** An
Introduction to the Study of Botany.’’ Near-
1y half of the book is taken up with descrip-
tions of ** Thirty Notable Plants. In a per-
usal of & number of theso we find vLothiag of
practical value to the student, and very little
-vhich would appeal to his memory.

Considerable space is given to weeds, about
ton pages being dovoted to a report of a con-
vention to consider the question of noxious
weeds aud the best means of exterminating
them. This i3 the most practical portion of
the book. Tho clusiug pages are devoted to
tree planting and kindred matters.

This little volume would be very usecful as
a reader to take the place of the regular
readers to some extent, in the schools, but it
is doubtful if it could be used to advantage as
a close study for young students. The school
days of tho young people in the country sce
oiten curtailed, and every effort should
therefure be made tu u:ake the best use of the
time at their dispusal, for tle imparting ot
practical information. The range of studis
is already tou great, and we doubtaf 1t wall
prove an advantage to introduce a prrmary
course in botany ia the schools.

The second volume s called ** Praine Agn-
culturs,’’ Thisisintended for moreadvanced
pupils. We haveunot been able to oxamine
this volume very closely yet, but from
a glance at its contents it appears
to be a very valuable and practical
work. The introduction of this work
into cur public schools will urdoubted-
ly do much good to the rising generation of
agriculturists. in teaching propwr modes of
farming. 'With this book thoroughly studied
in the schools, the next geuneration of nat ve
Manitoba farmers should be a very superior
class. The book treats of plant growth, for-
mation of the soil, drainage, composition and
improvement of the soil, cultivating the soil,
under the various heads of breaking, plowing,
narr “ing, etc., rotation of crops, varieties
of crops grown and their cultivation, weeds,
diseases of crops, nsects, breediug, feeding.
and managewent of live stock, mixed farm-
ing, farm buildings, fences, trees, ctc. Alto-
gether a must useful and practicel work,

EDITURIAL NOTES.

THE federal minister of ~-blic ‘vorks has
anpounced that 8 new survey of th, St. An-

drow's rapids in the Red River will bo made
at onco, with a view to improving tho navi-
gation of the river between Wiunipeg and
Lake Winnmipeg, A previous survey placed
tho cost of the proposed work at abou*£1 00.),-
000, but eity engineer Ruttan, of Winupeg,
claims that this estimate is much too ngh.
Hence the advisability of having another
survey made. [t i3 bo hoped that this will
mean something tnore than a political move,
rrevious to or concurrent with a political

IT is reported from Ottawa that the leader
of the liberal party, Mr. Laurior, has been
asked to accompany & membsr of the govern-
ment to Winnipeg, to confer with the Maui-
toba government on the schuol question.
This may be taken as complimentary to Mz,
Laurier, or it mey be that the government
wish to bind the opposition party, as
woll as themselves, to any arraugement
which may be effected with Manitoba. Itis
very doubtful, however, if the Liborals would
forego the possibility of being able to make
political capital out of the question, with the
elections so near at hand, by joining hands
with the government in thi1s move to securo
o gottlernent of thig difiicult problem.

THE Interstate Commerce Commssion has
just been considering & case of freight rates
on wheat in Oregon, which may be of interest
in Manitobs, where the {reight rate on
wheat is such an important question. A
complaint was anade against the Union Paci-
fic and the Oregon Railway and Navigation
Co. that they charged 81,70 per ton, or 23}
cents per 100 pounds on wheat from Walla
Walla to Portland, a distance of 248 miles.
The contention was that $2.46 per ton, or 1c
pe-ton per mile, would bea reasonabie charge
for the service. After the complaiut was
filed the rate was reduced to £1.25 per ton,
equal to 213 cents per 103 pounds. The Com-
rnission decided that rates based on lc per
ton per mile, namely, $2.46 from Walla
Walla, as contended fur ty the cumnplainants,
would be unjust w the ruad under present
conditions, On the other hand, upon all the
facts and considerations before the.n, the
commissicrn held that thereduced rate of 213c
per hundred, or $4.25 a topn, put Iinto
effect in August, 1894, was still some-
what too high for the service rendered,
end it ruled that the rate rrom Walla Walla
to Portland, distance 246 miles, on wheat in
carloads should not exceed 193¢ per hundred
pounds, or $3.99 per ton.

* x

Now that seeding time is at haud again, it
would be well for the press of Manitoba to
call special attention to the necessity for
bluestoning all seed grain. The loss from
smut in wheat, in the crop of 1895, will 100t
up to &n enormous amount. The damage
from frost is greatly excerded by the damage
from smut. Itis estimated that it will cosg
only about one cent per acre to bluestone the
seed, which is s mere trifle. On the other
hand, wheat free from smut is worth from 8
to 15 cents per bushel more than a smutted
sample, according to the amount of damage
from smut. Some farmersstill seem to doubt

the valte of bluestouo as a preveatati- e for

~mnt, but the proofs of its completo ability to
cradicate smut have been €o abundantly
domonstrated, that it seerns that no reazon-
able person should entertain a doubt on this
point. Home have failed to learn the value
of bluestono because the work was carolessiy
done. and it should be understood that every
sced should be thoroughly wot with the
solution, of & proper strength to secure the
desired resuls,

THE papers south of the boundary are
frequently speaking thess days sbout the
large movenient of settlerts from the north
castern and central western states to the
north xestern states, Tho prineipal move-
ment of the population in the United States
at the present time appears to be in the direc-
tion of Manitoba and Western Canada, but
they do not come this far. They stop in the
states just south of the boundary. Canada
might be getting quite a share of this move-
mont of population, were it not that our live
stock quarantine regulations present an al-
most insurmountable Larrier t¢ the crossing
of the boundary into Canada. Thess people
bring their live stock and offects along with
them when they move, and so long as the
quarantine regulations remain es they are,
there i3 very little use in trying to induce
them to come ta> Western Canada.

* *

THERE is quite an active demand through-
out Manitoba this spring for borses, and the
old, trade of brmgmo- in horses from Ontario
has revived to quite an extent, The cause
of the increassd demand may be explaineq 1
the following way . Owing to the vory heavy
crop last year, fcllowed by an early freeze-up,
farmerr did not get much fal: plewing done.
It was late hoforo they got through with the
work of saviing their crops, and as the winter
set in earlier than usual, they had very little
time for plowing. Some farmers did not get
a furrow turned last fall. In order to over-
take their work this spring, they are mepar-
ing to make a hig pusk by putting on extra
teams, hence the demand for horses, Ifis
hoped that these purchasess of eastern horses
will turn out botte: than in past years. A
few years ago a large trade was done every
spring ic bringing in horses from Eastern
Canada, and financial difliculties were
brought upon many a Manitoba farmer by
the purchase of these horses The horses
were expensive in the first placo, and many
of thew died in a short time after they were
purchesed. In fact this horse question was
one of the leading causes of the difficulties of
Manitoba farmers. It is to bo hoped tte
business will not bo overdone again, asit un-
doubtedly was in past years. Various causes
bave been ascribed to account for the great
mortality among horses brought in here from
the Eastern provinces. While it iz not the
purpose of The Commercial to discuss this
feature of the case, attention might be direot-
ed to the western ranges as a source whence
to procure horses more suited to conditions
hero. Those wostern horses are hardy
and already acclimatized, we may say,
here, though we believe there is some
objection Lo the westorn horses on the
ground that they are often not well broken
and are diffcult to bandle. In speaking of

ONE of the greatest farces so far as road
making is concorned is the antiquated systém
of statute labor, in force in the rural manici-
palitiesof Manitoba. Itispractically a waste
of time ard movey  Very little headway will
be made in establishing good rog s while this
system prevails. It is therefore pleasing to
note that the farmers are having their atten-
tion drawn to this matter. The farmers
institute, of Nelson, Man., has taken the
matter up and passed a series of resolutions,
one of which declares in favor of abolishing
the system of statute labor entirely.

THE Rewmedial bill bas passed its second
reading at Ottawa, and this will likely be the
last of that measure. It i3 almost certain
that it will not receive a third reading before
the lifo of parliament expires, and as a
goneral election is the next thing in order,
the situation may be materially changed
before psrliament is called again. In the
meantime interest now centres in tho invita-
tion extended by the Dominion government
to the Manitoba government, to have a con-
ference on the question, with a view to arriv-
ing at an adjustment of the matter. In view
of the invitation to hold a conference, the
Manitoba legislatura, which was to have been
prorogued on Thursday last, was adjourned
instead until April 16, so that the legislature
would have an opportunity of discussing any
proposed plan of settling the school question.

REFERENCE has frequently been made to
tho success of the Mepnonite settlers in
Manitoba, This is not % be wondered at
when their caso is considered. The Menno-
nites have not allowed their epergies to be
directed too much in one direction. They
have not, like many other Manitoba farmers,
given their attention almost solely to
wheat. Whiie they grow lots of wheat,
they” have also followed many other profit-
able lines of agriculture. The Mennunites
were the first to go into flax growing, and up
to the present time they have produced the
bulk of the flax annually grown in Manitoba.
Wheat, oats and barley were the staple crops
uf the other settler, while the Mennonites
had four staple crops, wheat, oats, barlsy and
flax. They also directed their eferts in other
directions, besides depending on the crops
alone. They went into sheep to a consider-
able extent, and much of the mutton aad
lamb consumed in Winnipeg has been furnish-
ed by the Mennonites. Again, they have
always had considerable poultry and eggs to
soll.

THBE Winnipeg Free Presssays. ' The Com-
mercial, in an argument against thv policy
of granting public lands ia aid of radways
says ‘'Now that an Immigration Associa-
tiun has been formed hero, it should bo one of
the duties of this association to take up this
questivn.' That 13 precisely what the assu-
ciation ought not to do. It wasformed to
promote immigrativo and not to interfere in
political watters and attempt to regulate the
affairs of the nation, It would go to smash
in no time if it should step aside from the one
straight path of its duty.”t This argument
of the Free Press is about as far fetched as
anything we have noticed put forth for some
timo. If the association would be treading
on dangerous ground to take up this question,
then almost overy matter discussed at the
recent convention was a menace to the asso-
ciation. If the alienation of the public
domain is the great drawback to the settle-
ment of the country which many believe it
is, then the association would be perfectly
justified in considering the question and ex-
pressing an opinion therson, not in a hostile
form, but in an advisory way.

IF the recent immigration convention had
stirred up sufficiunt loual enthusiasm to lead
to the formation of a company to secure the
settlement of the vacantlandsaround Winn-
peg, some immediate good might have been
accomplished, aside from the wider aims of
the newly formed Western Immigration
Association. If a stropg company could be
formed to take hold of this matter, with the
object of plucing & solectod class of settlers
upon the vacant lands surrounding theciy,
the good work could no doubt be successfully
accomplished in & profitable way—profitable
alike to the company and the country. A
large area of good land could be secured now
at a very low price. In all probability lard
will never again be as cheap in this district
as it is at the present time. The first effort
of a company should be to quietly secure
possession of a large quantity of this vacant
land, and then set sbout locating settlers
upon the properties, giving them a long time
to pay for the lands 1n small instalments, at
a moderate rate of interest. If bandled in
the right way, there would appear to be no
good reason why some plansuch as this could
not be profitably carried out.

In the Manitoba legislature on Tuesday,
Mr.Gx:a.ham moved, seconded by Mr, Morwx{ .
That in the opinion ot this house, the eleva-
tor monopoly existing througlLout the prov-
ince should be removed, as it is detrimental
to tlge interests of the people ganerally, The
motion was adopted without further discus-
sion, boyond the romarks of the mover. As
this motion might create a wrong impression
to those not acquainted with the situation,
The Commercial would say that there is nn
elevator monopoly in Manitoba, and the word
monopoly 18 not correctlv used. The resolu-
tion is directed against the custom of the
railways to refuse to allow the loading of
wheat directly upon cars, at points where
clevators have been established. Wheat can
be handled much more rapidly and economi-
cally through the clevators than by loading
directly into the cars from farmers’ wagons,
hence the rule,

ounce to 81 7-16d. The February rise in sil-
ver prices is now explained as tho result of a
recent speculation a¢ Londor in Irdia rupee
paper, necessitating large shipments thereof
from India to London, and creating a cor-
responding demand for silver in the former
country. Thedemand, it is cxplained, was
met by an influx of silver from the United
States. On Friday the markets wero strong at
a little further advanco. Silver prices on
March 18, were. London, 81 9-16d. New

The ouly thing which has
kept up the price of wheat in Mavitoba
country markets is the buying by millers.
At some points millers have kept the price
up to about 5% per bushel for best samples of
hard wheat, but at other points prices havd

Replying to the first, I can only say that I
thiuk it serves you right, to the sccond there
is no reason at all why cggs should have
dropped to the extont they have. andas to
how low they wiit go, I suppose that they
will go aslow as those who pickle eggs waut
them to, at least that has always been the
case heretofore.

Iv appears ‘to mo that if I were a store-
keoper in the country I would not like to
sond in my produce to the city to haveit
manipulated in this fashion. Lot me give
you rome figures.  As near as I cau find ont
there has not been over 500 cases of eggs come
into the city in the Ias* 10 days; this would
bo.15,000 doz.,-180,000 eggs or a little over 4
ogizs apiece for the population of the city to
say nothing about outside markefs. What I
claim is that there was no necessity. for such
a sudden drop and if you and others "wish to
avoid being caught in the same fashion agsin
I would snggest that you send the aggs to Cold
Storage when'jou would havéan opportunity
to cortrol the market by storing them.
can be kept from now until Aug. ist for 2cts
per doz,, or in the meantime 1f the market

-requires thom at a price that shows yoo any

profit, you could easily let them go. Idonot
believe however, that eggs will bs high and
think that about 8 to 10-cts, according to the
distance and .the coat of sending them .in
would be as much as you can afford to pay

.for them. At these prices they should be safe

if handied in the way I indicated above.

In referencs to butter I mightsay that the
market is doing batter now and will probably
continue fifm for some timo,

time. .

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Our Elevator System.

F. W, Thompsion, of Winnipeg, manager
of tho Ogilvie Milling Co. hero. gave a vory
practical and interesung address on the ole-
vator business of Mamtoba and the Territor-
ics, at tho recont immiygration convention.
As the clevator systom is a cause ot cousider-
ablo agitation at the present time, a discussion
of thiz matter by a gentloman who thorough-
ly undoerstands the questios will be parti-
cularly interestipg. Mr. Thompson said : ~ ~

Mr. Chairman angd Gentleman;—As a delo-
gato to this convention from the Winnipeg
Grain aud Produce Iixchange, I have pleasure
in advancing a few remarks touching the
objscts of this gathering,

It is satisfactory to bo able to state asa
fact that flour milling in Northwest Canada
continues to keep pace with the genoral pro-
gress of the country, In proportion to the
population, there is no agricultural country
iu the world so well supplied in this directivn
and affording every facility and henefit
arising trom the existence ot such au indus-
try. Thero are no more progressive millers
anywhere than those of Mauituba aud the
Northwest, and it is gratifying to be able to
announce their supremacy in all the leading
flour markets in consequence of their energy,
and tho high quality of their products. The
present rlling capacity of Manitoba and the
Northwest issuch that only one-fifteenth of the
flour manufactured is for hume cunsumption,
leaving fourteen-tifteenths for which an out-
side market has to be found.

The means enjoyed by the farmers for dis-
posing of their products are not excelled by
any country, and they are paid in cash for
their grain. The elevator facilities existing
&t the presert time are suilicteat to haudle,
if necessary, one huudrd million bushels of
grain in less than six months’ time. From
this it will be seen that if the farming pupu-
lation were doubled the present elevato.s
could handle their crops—even if the enor-
mous yields of 1895 were ropeated. 'I'his
magnificent aystem affords a roady market at
ull times and seasons of the year. ‘I'he pro-
ducer of wheat can have the grain from his
wagon unloaded, elevated, cleaned and loaded
on cars in an incredibly short space of time,
and the moderato charge of 13 cents per
bushel, Ibelieve i3 besed on the actual cost.
It is unfortunate in the interests of immigra-
tion that the benefits arising from the present
methods of handling grain 1n Manitoba and
the Nurthwest are not properly understwod
and appreciated by our own people—largely,
I may say, through lack of conception, ur
rather, of ignorance of the disabilities uuder
which most of the other whea.b-pr?]ducing
countries labor. ere 1t not for the very
excellem,‘eic-va-t:f:«rl system in force here, the
cost of trausportation would necessarily be
muck higher than at present. The railways

“would reguire to ancrease their present roll-

1oy

ing stuck probably 75 per cent, to haudle the
same quantity, aud the added expensg of this
would simply be beyond comprohension, ren-
dering the satistacwery handhing and market~
ing ot a mixed crvp an utter lmpussibility
and instead of a great deal of grain being
cleaned at the imitial point, masses of diry
would be shipped with the grain, and freight
paid thereon, tothe positive loss of the pro-
ducer.

It is but right and just to our country that
there should be no misrepresentation 1n this
important matter. There is nothing to my
m1nd so likely to render futile the eflurts ot a
ccuvention liky this to develup che vast prai-
ries of this couniry, as senseless agitation
against the elevator aystem. It is within the
nght of sy persoa ur persons w erect an ele-
vator or elevaiors anywhere in Manitoba aad
the Northwest Terntories aiung the liues of
ralway under exactly the same terms aud
conditions as those already built, the markets
beiug free and open to anyone who chuoses to

engago in the business, and, therolore, 1613 &
most serious matter, and a positivo injury to
the country toshout ** monoepoly ' where prac-
tically noneexists, andcertainly it must givea
very unfavorable impressions to any intend-
ing sottle. I attribute much of the non-
succoss of the effurts in the past to secure our
legitimate share of immigration to constant
misrepresentation by professional agitators.
Such men will exist to the end of tune, and
no corntry is free from them, butas a united
people, wa should frown down all attempts to
stir up strifo and discontent. The insistence
of the railway companies upon the present
olovator systetn has beon of incalculable
bonefit to the producer—so much so that
Manitoba and the Northwest as a rule enjoys
the best market of any 1 the world, I make
RO exception.

Not wishing to be misunderstood in my re-
marks, it is but right that I should say here
—and I hope I am not out of place in doing
so—speaking for the company I have the
honor tn ha eopnactad with and being esient
ially & private enterprise. I can only say that
t makes no difference to us if wheat is loaded

irect 1nto cars or not, as our elovators are
uilt for our own private conveniecce of buy-
ing, selecting and storing, the quality of
gheat required for our special high grades of
our.

We aro frequently in receipt of avplications
and vetitions from the farmers to erect ele-
vators at pornts where none exist but, bappily,
owing to the devoiopment of this industry,
and the competition in wheat buying—which
competition i3 enjoyed to & fuller extent by
the farmers in Manitoba and the Northwest
than any other country in the world—these
points are becoming fewer year by year thus
insuripg intending settlers, wherever about
tu locato tn the Piairie provinces, & near-by
market, and where care and attontion are
devoted to proper cultivation, the settlerin
this country has an almost positive assurance
of a market for his various products during
the whole season.

bo gold there, U will gu and see for myrsolf."

are now reaiy to supply power to anyone re-
qniring it.

Farming in Manitoba,

It 13 & matter of surpriso to farmers in
Ontario that agriculturists in Manitoba can
raiso from six to ten thousand bushels of
grain on a homestead of three hundred acres
with so lhittle help as is usually employed,
and tho manuer of performing the work wall
afford an explanatirn. Unlike the small,
sometimes sterile aud often broken and stopy
farms in o cast, the husbandman in Man:-
toba hes usually the pleasure of uperating
on a smooth expanse of gently rolling prairie,
perfectly free from stones. the scil all of one
character, black, rich and loose, that will
not bake ur become bard under any circum-
stances. Consequently a fourteow. of sixteen
inch sulky pluw, with three hourses abreast,
can be used with ease, and aa the furrows are
gounerally balf a mile long thero is less timo
lost in turning than where fields conmsist of
only a few acrea  I'wo such teams soon plow
a hundred and fifty or two hundred acres.
Wide seeders with three borses sttached,
quickly scatter tho grain on tho prepared
sl Then heavy showears, thunder storms
and sunshine attend to the fields uatil har-
vost, when the binders start. Sometimes
there are two on s farm of half a

seotion; somotimes only one is used
with a frequent change of horses.
so that the n achineis kept in almost constant
motion. As the sheaves are dropped halfa
dozen together, the stooking is easily done,
and with the labur of only twou or three mea
grain will be put in stouks at the rate of
twonty or thirty acres & day, aud a huudred
acre fiold is svou gune over. It rarely happ-
sns that there 18 any rainu other thau a slight
shower or two in this country after reaping
has commeuced. so that a whule harvest may
Lo cut and stouked befure stackiug is beguu.
As grain is usually heavy the stacking is the
hardest of the work, and it sometimes takes
many weeks to complete the task. Last
seasun tho wurh of stacking was continuvus
fir abuut & unth r in sun.e cases lunger,
and in southern Manitoba not a whole day
was lost by wot weather or from any other
cause. Long before stacking is completed
the thrashing machines, hauled by huge
black traction engines, are moving in all.
directions with steam up aund whistle souad-
ing as groups of stacks are approached, or
stands are made in the yellow seas of stooks
that curl their heavy heads of ripe grain
like the foam on waves. Almost before the
binders are through working on the fields,
pillars of smoke raise in many directions
from threshers, steam is up in the engires of
the clevators, and lines of wagons, loaded
with grain, come in from 2all directions.—
Pilot Mound Sentinel.

Low Ocean Batss.

A good deal was said on 'change yesterday
of the extraordinarily low ocean .ates which
were in vogue from the segboard. The rate
on provisions was down to ue per lw from
New York to Liverpool, and the rate on flour
wes down to about Sc. They are aboutas
low as they ever get. yet this is the season of
tho year for low freights. The flour shipper
is holding off to get lake transportution at
the opening of navigation, so there is little
flour going forward.  Wheat is waiting for
the same reasun. The raw on provisions
from Chicago to Liverpool is 35¢ per 100. 30c
of which is asked by the railroads batweon
Chicago and New York. This firmness of the
esst-bound rail rate is another explanation of
tho weskness of the ocean rate. Provisions
wili only stand just so much tarifl between
here and Liverpool, and as rzilroads are not
conceding anything the ocean steamers have
to. A number of now tramp steamers have
recently been put in service, tonding to de-
woralize the ocean rate. There has been &
heavy movement westbound from abroad,
bringing a good many steamers to this side
and they are trying to get cargoes back for
what thay can get. TLow as the ocean rate is
abont 81 por ton for flour from New York o
Liverpool, it is not a record breaking oze.
It has been as low before.—Chicago Times-
Herald, March 6.

Blusstoning Wheat.

John E  Saurders describes *he f llowing
mathod of blucstoning wheat:

Mr. Sonderson says, ‘1 use two Uarrels,
one an ordinary cosl-oil barrel for holding
pickle, and a salt barrol, raised high evough
to allow pails to be put under it, tapped with
an 13 iuca hole at tho bottom cuvered with a
picce of wiro scroon to pravent the wieat from
running out. I thon fill the ompty barrel
with w%mh and pour in a suffictent amount
of pickle to cover it, and then drain it off
into pails and returr to the barrel for futrre
use. The barrel with wheat is then tipped
over on t° granary floor, and the swmo
process repuetad. I use about ons pound of
blucstono to overy eight bushels of wheat to
be treated, adding a sufficient quantity

The adherents of Malthas' theory,—that
with tho population increasing at its present
rate thers must ¢nno a timo when it will be
impossible to produce tho food necessary to
the people,—uewd not bo alarmed. From all
over the world we are told about increasing
crops; and the very low prices of grain do not
bear wituess of a starvatun penied near at
hand. Even if Europe has beon brought
under culuvation to its utmost cipacity
thore are immense lands in Amoricn and
Australia only waiting for the plow for
yielding excellont crops, and now thadis-
tinguished scientist and exuvlcrer, Bairon
Nordenskjold. has uttered as his opinion that
the granary of the coming centutry witl not
be in any of the said divisions of the world
but in Siberia.

Porhaps, last of all, would such abundance
of wheat be oxpected from this Asiatic coun-
try. whoso name alune is sufficient to produce
a chill; but Nordenskjold gives imp rtaut
reasons for his opinions, which are the more
entitled tu resyect because they are founded
ou observations ho has made himself through
bis travellings in these vast regions.

Tho patural qualities of Siberia he says aro
essontially the same asthose of America. In
tho North the country is covered by immense
deserts, without foresta, where it i3 so cold as
to forever exclude culuvation. South of these
deserts.—about on 60 deg. lat.,—thore is an
onurmous bolt of forests, the grearest in the
world, reaching with few interruprions from
the Ural Mountaius to the coast of the Paaific
Ocean, a length of 2,800 miles with a width
of about 65 miles. South of this forest belt,
up to sbout 50 deg. lat., are the great Siber-
iun plains, in the summer covered with a
splendor of flowers, a fluora with svme of the
most  magnificent  varieties that can be
imagined, many of them the pride of ths hot-
houses in the West. These flowers grow in
a black sml of unsurja-sed fertihty. At
cumparatively small expense, this soil, one
year after another, could produco immeuso
crops «f maizs, rice and wheat, the export of
which ean be effected through the great
waterway~ of the nivers irtish, Ob, Jennessoy,
Lena aud Anuir, with their numerous branch-
68, which through exnals built by the Russian
Goverument have brought in connection with
each other.

Nordenskjald calls attention to Port Dick-
son, a hasbor at the mouth of Jonessey in the
Siberian Sen, discovered by him. The way
from this jort 1o the Atlautic Ocean north
of Norway has frequently been navigated
withaut ¢ n siderable difficulty, and would bo
stitl more avarlable when Port Dickson has
cowms in tolegraphic cunuection with tho
coast stations, where tho =ailors could be ia-
formed about the frequently changing ico
conditions in the Siberian Sea. The %%ui-
sian Government s doing everytbhing possible
for this route, and has each year sont out
vessels fur measuting and nvestigating the
depths, taking maps, &c

Besides these waterways, which will be
uscful for exports only in the summer time,
the Russian +rovernment is building & rail-
road ucross Siberia, When finished, that
road will cover tho distance from the Ural
Mouutains to Viadivostock at tho Pacific
Ocean. 3 910 miles. the costs of which are
ustimated to 4SO N X rubles. The road
will a8 through the abuve named fortle
plains, touching there all pointsof importrace,
as Omsk. Marinsk, Atachink, Krasnozarsk,
Tonisk, Irkatsk, &c.; and, as coal is found in
plenty and the read will bo operated princip-
ally **for the good of the country.” tho
freight rates will be fixed at a very low scalo,
thereby enabdling tho Siberian preducts to
take up competitiun on the Eurupean markais
The road, in 1ts full length, is expected to bo
finished in the boginning of next century,

and at thesame timo the cana'izition is
oxpected to be sutficsiently complated.

Nordenskjold has the opinion that Siberia
vill already in the poxt century play the
samo rolo fur E irops as has America held for
nearly one century aud & half.—-N. Y Jour-
nal of Commerce

Montreal Grocary HMarkes,

Tho sugar markot, during the past waok,
has presented nonew feature. ‘The feslingon
sput rules vory firn, aud prices are fully
maiutained, norwithstanding the fact that
the market for raws abroad has been easier,
an! prices for best show a decline of 84 to
444 sinco thisday week. Thero has been no
improvemont in the demaund for refived, and
business on the whole was dull, Stocks are
steadily increasing.  We quote :—Granulated
at 45¢ in 250 barrol lots and uver, 411-162in
100 barrel lots, and 43¢ in smaller quauntities.
Yellows rango frum 33 to 4%c, as tw quality,
at the factory. A private cabloreceived here
to day reported ths market for cane quiet,
aud beot dull at 123 131 March and April.

The stock of syrups in refiners’ handsis
very light at present, fur which there is only
2 limited demand and prices are unchanged
at 13 to 2&c per 1b., as to quality at the fac-
tory.

‘The featuro in the molasses market this
week has been the weaker cable advices from
the [sland, aud prices show a decline of 1c per
gallon, the price uow being 14c. A private
lotter received hero from Bairbadoes, states
that thoy expect to have a crop of 20,000
puncheons of molasses and 60,000 hhda. of
sugar this seasou, as against ounly 20,000
puncheons «f molasses last year. The mar-
ket on sp .t has been very quiet, sales being
conflaed principally to small lots at 36 to 87¢
for Barbadoes, and 3% to 35¢ for Porto Rico.

There bas been & considerable advance in
the price of Japan rice in Japan, which is due
to speculation amoong some of the natives.
In this market thore has been no material
change, and buiness is qumet.
