Beginning up Yonge-street, at the corner of Mercer-avenue (5 miles from the corner of Queen. and

Yonge), it follows in a southeasterly direction the valley of the West Don from Yonge-street to where it strikes
the Ottawa line of the Canadian Northern, and along it in the valley of Massey Creek to Mrs. Massey's property
on the townline. This takes in North 'l‘ornnto and all the new layout north of Leasids, including Laawrence Park.
It takes in 100 acres of the Kilgour farm and part of Thorneliffe farm. It also' takes in Todmarden and the
Plains. Everything outside of the two farms mentioned is being subdivided. Thorncliffe farm can be left out
by using Leslie-street instead of the Don Valley gouth of St Clair-avenue.
