WITH BRITISH ARMS

Hundreds of Thousands of Mun-
itions of War Supplied to
Siberians and Denikine.

Vladivostock, Oct, 22.—Gen-
eral Knox, caief of the British
military. mission, in a statement
to the Russian telegraph agen-
cy at Omsk, says: . :

“Great Britain has furnished
" the Siberians and ° ‘General
Denikine with great quantities
of munitions — hundreds of
thousands of rifles, hundreds
of millions of cartridges, hun-
dreds of big guns and 'thous-
ands of machine guns, as well
as several] nundred thousand
sets of uniforms and equipment.

“Each cartridge fired this
vear by these Russian soldiers
was made in England by Brit-
ish workmen from English ma-
terial, the supplies being. ship-
ped to_ Russia on English
steamers.”

NG ARG IS
OF FAENGH WARSHPS
BOMBIAD KRONSTADT

Superiority in Artillery En-
ables Them to Keep Be-
yond Range of Enemy.

London, Oct, 22.—A vyeport . from
Copenhagen says that a despatch to
The Politiken from Helsingfors re-
ports that French warships have been
bombarding Kronstadt since Monday.

They are able to keep beyond fortress
artillery owing to the long range of
their guns.

The Bolsheviki forces have been
flung back in the Kamysin , section,
losing 3.000 men, taken prisoners, and
many machine guns, according to
Gen. Denikine’'s wireless communica-
tion.

Two Bolshevik torpedo boat destroyers
were sunk in Koporia Bay, Gulf of Fin-
land, when they attempted to attack Es-
thonian vessels and British destroyers on
Tuesday ,the admiralty announced today.
Six survivors from the Bolshevik vessels
were picked up. The British and Estho-
nians sustained no casualties. Four Bol-
shevik destroyers in all took part in the
attemipted attack.

B;'itish Labor Lea;ler Tells
of His Country's

Sacrifices.

Ben Tillett, the great’ British lahor
leader, was the guest at t he banquet
held by the mov.ng picture operators,
local 173, at .the Florence Cafe, King
street, -yesterday. Mr. Tillett dwelt
upon the stirring sacrifices made by
the workers of Britain, suddenly be-
come; her warriors. It was with pride,
he sa'd, that he* pointed to the accom-
plishments of even the:youngest ameng
them. “Better for us all that we " be
dead than devoid of ambition,” he
said. “War is horrible, devastating,
brutalizing. But it links up those who
do battle. As we recall the ancient
empires of the Medes, of Greece, of
Rome, of Macedon and of all those
great nations whose history is now
shrouded in the mysterieg of antiquity
we realize that they fell nbt hecause
of any looseness of morals, but because
they lacked a great common people. I?
the war which was to save us from
the great demon of inhumanity is over
it does not mean that the still greater
war from economic freedom has reach-
ed its conclusion.” J

Mr. Tillett urged the need of greater
heartiness in the general lifz of the
worker, a factor which was lacking
among Britishers, who took their duties
and pleasures so seriously. “For in-
stance,” he said, “if the dockers in
London fown hold a social evening the
daughter of the house feels she must
do something to enliven the guests, so
she straightway sings such a song as
“Oh, Father, Father, Dig, Dig Me a
Grave.”

time for the public to know the truth.
The truth of the matter is he us-
ually says so very much on any sub- |
Ject that it would take columns of
space to report him. Therefore, the
best portion of his argument, provid-
ing there is such .a thing, is picked
out and printed, and instead of being
grateful, he rises up in some partic-
ular sort of righteousness and de-
clares that he is not getting the best |
of it. 1If this controller has put over |
any big thing for~tHe good of the cit- |
izens, we personally know nothing |
about it. Usually at the board of |
control meetings he gets into a t&m- |
per and leaves the room, or he wilk
argue himself hoarse on some issue
which invariably passes without his
assistance.

MEET WITH DENIAL

The World is in receipt of a letter
from Messrs, Crooks, Roebuck & Park-
inson, as the legal epesentatives of
J. Harry Flynn of the United Veterans’
League, giving notice of action for
damages for the publ.cation of a report
of certaim statements made by Harry
Rose, formerly acting secretary of the
United Veterans’ League. The state-
ments were made by Rose at a imeeting
of .the league, held in Massey Hall on
Monday evening, Oct. 20, and contained
aspersions by Rose against Mr. ¥lynn's
veracity and his record as a sold.er.
For these ttatéments made oy Rose
The World acgepts no responaibility,
The statements made by Rose viere en-
tirely upon his; own authority and re-
sponsibility, and The World desires in
fairness to Mr. Flynn to correct any
impression that may have been given
by the publication of such statements
in The World, that The World in any
‘way endorsed them or was responsible
for them, . 3

Among the statements made 5y Rose
weére the following:

1. That Mr. Flynn falsely claimed to
be a Canadian. .
Mr. Flynn says he never claimed to
be a Canadian, but asserts and still
maintains that he has the rights which
attach to the taking of the oath of alle-
g.ance to te King and to the wearing

~{ of the King’s uniform, and to the posi-

tion and status of a' soldier who has
fought for his country.

2. That Mr. Flynn falgely claimcd to
have been educated in Canada.

Mr. Flynn states that the recprds of
the respective \colleges will show that

{Mr. Flynn took the following courses

in Canadian  institutions between the
years of 1906 and 1910: (a) A short
course in philosophy in the St. Sulpice
Seminary of Philosophy at Montreal.

(b.) About one year’s course in
shorthand in the Moon’s Business Col-
lege of Montreal, where he received
hi8 training in the system of short-
hand, which he .has recently been
teaching in the Central Technical
School in Toronto,

(c.) About one year at the Boyd
Shorthand School in Toronto, where
’he was studeat, and instructor.

(d.) Nearly two years instructing in
shorthand and studying philosophy in
the St. Laurent’ College, St¥ Laurent’,
near Montireal, Quebec.

He also says tnat these records
show the charge made by Mr. Rose to
be utterly without foundation.

3. That Mr. Flynn enlisted in Can-
ada in order to escape military ser-
vice in the United States,

SIR THOMAS WHITE
- ONVICTORY LOAN

Ex-Minister of Finance Ad-
dresses Capital and Labor
at King Edward.

Listening to Sir Thomas White, in
ais magnificent’ address to a great
rePresentation of employers and la-
bor, at the King Edward last night,
was synonymous with the conviction
that had .it been the privilege of
every citizen of Toronto to. be pres-
ent, further effort on the part of the
victory loan workers would have been
unnecessary.

So logical and reasonable were the
causes for the present .loan as pre-
sented by the ex-minister of finance,
and so attractive the results in the
form .of practical ffinanctal benefit
to those who play the part of patriot-
ism by . investing in Victory bonds
that hesitation “on the part of any
Who imagine the war over and needs
no longer in existence, ought at once
to vanish.

Sir Thomas, wao spoke at the con-
clusion of number of addresses by
representatives of embloyers and em-
ployes, expressed his pleasure at
the plans made .by labor and capital
Re-
ferring to remarks of A. W. Manse,
who represented labor, the speaker
said he recognized him as a colleague
because labor understood finance. He
had himself been born and bred in
a very aumble home and had served
a post-graduate course in the pro-
fession of the press.

Coming to the matter in hand, the
speaker stated his conviction that the
Victory loan would be an undoubted
success. Organjzation and work, plus
enthusiasm and sense of the people,
would bring this about. He could
not understand anything in Canada
in this regard but rational optimism.

Nothing Less Than wa Dime
Any Use to Collectors
Now.

Did you know that the (Consumers’
Gas Company had cut out the use of
coppers and nickels entirely ? .a World
reporter was asked by a householder
yesterday. The World had not heard
of it, but promised to make enquiries.
Investigation revealed the sad truth
that the humble copper cent and the
little five-cent piece had been rele-
gated to the limbo of the past like
the hansom cab, the bar and the
Hearst majority.
