Very little was known about it
beforehand, yet there was a splendid at-
tendance, and the Iinterest neyer lagged
for a moment, There were two reasons
for this, In the first place, the subject
dealt with was of absorbing interest, and
directly affected everyone, and, in the sec-
ond place, the speakers were diStinguished
gentlemen, who, having a full knowledge
of it, were able to place thelr thoughts
entertainingly before their hearers, fhe
meeting was an unquallified success, from
every point of view, and not onpe of those
present but went away with a better un-
derstanding of their duties towards their
families. Those who were members
of the great order left the hall, determined
to do thelr utmost to swell its ranks, and’
those who were not members will see to It
that their names are enrolled in the books
of this Institution that has for its device,
Love, Benevolence and Charity.

There was a spléndid array of speake.s,
and they concisely and clearly pointed cut,
withéut any embellishments, the Imany
benefits that acerue from membership in
the Independent Order of Foresters.

Mr, McGilllvray Speaks.

Rev. Mr. McGillivray’s deep, resonant
voice was heard to perfection, and his reci-
tal of fact after fact that was indisputable
as well as apparent to every one of his
hearers was Interesting as well as instruc-
tive, His arguments put forth
in substantiation _ of the con-
tention that a person who wilfully meglect-
ed to provide for those who-depended upon
them for assistance, by not iisuring their
lifes, were clear and pointed. It Is safe
to say his words went home to more than
one in that splendid, attentive audience.

Seven Thousand of Them.

Mr. MeGilliveay spoke more particularly
to the ladies. He explained how they
were now admitted imto this great order
on equal footing with the men, and they
had not been slow to take advantage of
this decided privilege, as was clearly evi-
denced by  the fact that there were now
in the neighborhood of 7000 full-fledged
lady members. [Cheers.] This was ex-
tremely gratifying when it was taken into

When He Joined.

“Now, I had not the slightesp idea,” the |
doctor went on in his” pleasing conversa- |
tional style, ‘‘of johing the order untii I'
saw this fobjection to an Indian becoming
a member, and them I immediately made
up my mind to join, and join 1 did.” A few
months ‘after I had been made a member
I became high chief ranger of fthe High
Court of Ontario, and in 1881 the order
became so disorganized that it was founl
necessary - to reorganize it. Previous to
that, in 1879, the treasurer had stolen
$17,000 from the funds of the order, and
when speaking to a Canadian audience 1
always make this observation that the
scoundrel who robbed the widows and
orphans was an ‘American.’ [Laughter.}

: A Comparison Made.

Further on in his address the Supremao
Chief Ranger told, when instituting a com-
parison of the condition of the order in
its early days and at the present time, how
on Dominion Day, 1881, when a call was
made upon the members to pay into the
Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund, only 396 re-
sponses were made. At that time, too, the
order’s indebtedmess amounted to over
#4000, yet they all had the courage of their
convictions, and pledged themselves to pay
the widows and orphans the full value
of the policles they held, and this pledge
was fulfilled. [Cheers.]  Since then every |
claim has been settled on sight, and as
soon as the papers were received a cheque
was Immedfately sent to the beneficiaries, |

Steady Increase Yearly, |

The steady Increase that took place every |
vear until the opder to-day is paying over
$5000 each of the 365 days of the year wus
referred to, and the information was greet- |
ed with cheers. Thosge present were given
a further evidence of the growth when
the doctor said that the membership had |
gone up from 396 to 273,000. The Indepen-
dent Order of Foresters had been planted
in nearly every country in Europe, and the
courts were all flourishing. In Egypt.
Indin and Australia also, the order had
extended, and from everywhere came the
same pleasing report that success had fol-
lowed immediately after its introduction.

Millions of Surplus.

It was gratifying to note, also, the doctor
continued, that to-day Instead of a deficit
of $4000 there ls nearly $4,500,000 of sur-
plus in the treasury. [Cheers.] The scheme
that had been formulated at the time the
order had been reerganized, and which had
carried dt thru safely, and which had ac-
cumulated such a handsome surplus, had
been sllghtlyy changed, and the rates raised
slightly. et, notwithstanding this Jn-
crease, the amount paid in by the members |
of the Independent Order of Foresters
Is only two-thirds of that asked by any
reputabhle ecompany doing business [.O-thl\:.
[Cheers.] And even if the rates were low,
the doctor added, the surplus was still in-
creasing,

A Great Missionary.

There was no jealousy between the Inde-
pendent Order of IKoresters and the old
line companies, the speaker maintained.
There was plenty of room for both of them,
and there should be the kindltest of feel-
ings existing between the old line com-
pauies and the fraternal organizations, be-
cause the latter gave them a great deal
more than they took away from them.
Fraternal socieies had met with every suc-
cess, he contipued, a®s was shown by the
fact that there bad only been six fai'ures
among fraternal societies,while fully 40 old
stock companies have failed, and carried
want and misery in their train. The les-
son to /be drawn. from this was to care-
fully select a company, and see that it was

{ sound financlally before taking out a poiiey.

Many marvelous things had been done in
this age, but there were some things that
could not be done, and one of them was
to ‘devise a scheme that would permit of
a man to receive §1 a day and spare $1.50.
Another was to get a echeme so that in-
surance companies could pay. out inore
than they got in, and still retain their sta-
bility and reliability. The Independent
Order of Foresters promised great things,
but it promised nothing of this sort; it
prromised nothing but what it could sately
and satisfactorily carry out, [Cheers.]
Rates All Right.

At the great Fraternal Congress, held
some time ago in the United States, a
scale of rates was made out. Mr, Hunter,
the able Superintendent of Insurance, also
made out a scale, and, while they differed
slightly, they agreed in the main. 'The
rates charged by the Independent Order
of I'oresters were Shown in comparison, to
be perfectly safe, and the order was shown
to be carrying on its business in a safe,
conservative way. It was not their ob-
ject to have present success alone, but
their object was to attain future success
and permanency.

A Word for the Chief,

The speaker next paid a tribute to the
ability and» sterling worth of the distin-
guished Chief of the Order, Dr. Oronhy-
atekha, and also of the men whom he was
surrounded by. He next explained that
while the Order was in a flourishing con-
ditlon it had been deemed advisable to
raise the rates slightly, so that no shadow
of a doubt could be entertained as to its
great financial strength. The order was
the only fraternal insurance institution that
had recelyed a special license from the Do-
minion Government, and this, in itself, was
a recommendation to be envied. The Inde-
pendent Order of Foresters had been laugh-
ed at by some as being & mushroom inaci-
tution. The people who laughed did not
know any better. The order had a larger
reserve as a- guarantee to their poiley-
holders than .18 old line insurance com-
panies that he might mention. [Cheers.]

Incident of Management.

Dr. Montague recited an incident that
showed the splendid way in which the
order was being managed.

Speaking to the younger people preseut,
lbl;,p.\lnntggue gave them a word of advice.
He drew-a vivid pen picture of the troubles
caused by improvidence, and told of the
want that widows and or-
phans experienced by reason. of their hus-
bands neglecting to provide, or, rather,
leaving them unprovided for, To those who
made the excuse that they were too poor
to join the Independent Order of Foresters,
the speaker said it was no excuse at all;
they could surely put by five cents a day,
and this would secure for their family a
policy of $1000. Everybody liked to own
their own home, and if a person came to
them and offered them a house worth $2000
at death if the taxes were paid, they would
gladly accept, and think they had been
generously dealt with, But the Indepén-
dent Order of Foresters did more than
this, and the premiums they charged would
be less than the taxes, and they would
get $2000 In cash instead of in real estate,
which was a great deal better,

Marvelous Success.

The first thing that strikes a person
about the Independent Order of Foresters,
Dr. Montague sald, was the marvelous
success that it has met with. Then, it
surely was clear to all that if it is suc-
cessful, it must be managed onfgood, sound

| business principles; otherwise fit could not

have attalned that success. Not only m
Canada, but wherever the banner of the
order has been planted, a license has never
been refused after Ifs system has been
looked into. [Cheers.] That, to the speak-
er’s mind, was enough evidence
that the order was perfectly safe, and he
thought it was enough for his hearers,

Ranger Wilson,

High Chief Ranger Wilson of Central
Ontario followed in a brief speech, in
which he clearly set forth the many ad-
vantages that a member of the Indepen-
dent Order of Foresters had. He traced
the growth of the order and pointed out
the wonderful strides it had made. Dalily
it was iIncreasing in strength, and appli-
cations were- continually being received.
In closing he told his hearers how impor-
tant it was that thelr loved ones should
be protected from want, and there was
no better way tham to leave them a policy
in the Independent Order of Foresters. It
was their bounden duty to have their lives
insured, and the order of which Dr. Oron-
hyatekha was head offered more induce-
ments than any Institution in existence.

A vote of thanks, on motion of W. P

Grand Forks, B.C., Dec. 10.—Since it
commenced operations on Aug. 21 last, the
Granby smelter has treated 45,000 tons of
ore, which yielded 1650 tons of 50’per cent.
matte. This is equivalent to %25 tons of
metallie copper, besides the gold and silver
valnes. The copper is also equivaleaf te
1,650,000 pounds, which, at the lowest cal-
culation, will net the company 10 cents per
pound in New York, after deducting the
middlemen’s profit and the refinery charges.
This means $165,000 for the copper alone,
#ad the gold and silver values are about
50 per cent. less. These results were ob-
talned with practieally one furnace, as the
second furnace has only been running a
short time. The company is now shipping
under contract 200 tons of copper matte
monthly to a refinery at Swansea, Wales.

Of the 45,000 tons treated o date, 99. per
cent. was ore from the Knob Hill, Ola
Irensides and Victoria mines at Phoenix,
and from the City of Paris mine in Central
camp; 81l thése mines being owned by the
Miner-Graves syndicate. Of the 1000 tons
of custom ore, 100 tons came from Republie,
400 tons from the Humming Bird, and the
remainder from the Yankee Girl, Goldeu
Eegle.

Several cities In the United States are to
ceiebrate the birth of the ‘new century by
a display of municipal hospitality and
pageantry. Among them are New York and
Philadelphia. In regard to the celebration
devised by the Mayor and Aldermen of the
latter place, a Philadelphia paper says that
“as a popular celebration, the municipal
welcome to the Twentieth Century bids
fair to stand ique and ble In
the annals of this city.” Toronto has good
ground fer following the example of Phila-
delphia, 'and making New Y¢ar's Eve the
occaslon of a memorable ‘éivie function.
.The christening and dedication of the belis
in the City Hall ought to form the basis
of & more or less elaborate municipal cere-
‘mony. What particular form this ceremoay
should take, we are not prepared to say.
We leave that matter for some master In
the art of public functions. It goes with-
out saying that few people will go to bed
New Year's Eve without hearing the
chimes of the splendid battery of bells
that has been installed In the tower of
our magificent Municipal Buildings. The
evening will be a memorable one, and it
should be fittingly celebrated.

ABATE THE DUST NUISANCE,

Last week we were told that it was im-
praecticable to water the streets on account
of the severity of the weather, Yesterday
was mild, and it is Hkely the weather will
continue mild for some time. The Street
Commissioner should lose no time in getting
out the sweepers and watering carts. The
streets are in a wretched condition, nwing
to the accumulation of filth and the preva-
lence of high winds. There is no doubt that
not a little of the sickness that prevails in
the city has its origin in the dust-laden
atmosphere that people are compelled to
breathe, A fall of snow would have an
immediate effect in improving the public
health and adding to the personal con-
venience of the community. Until we have
a fall of the beautiful, the City Hall su-
thorities ought to do the bhest they can
to mitigate the evil by watering the streets.
A certgin percentage of the appropria‘ion
for this service ought to be left over every
year for use in November and December.
It is just as Important that the dust should
be kept down in these months as during
the summer.

FREE RURAL DELIVERY,

The area and scope of the free rural
delivery system of the United States post-
office is being rapldly extended. A Phila-
delphia paper devotes a page of reading
matter and illustrations descriptive of the
adoption of the system thruout the Cotn-
ty of Washington, in the State of Pennsyl-
vania. This county has a population of
310,000, of whom 45,000 live outside the
town served directly by rallroad mall car.
By the new system these 45,000 country
residents will have their mall brought daily
to their doors. The farmer who lives 12
miles from a railway postoffice, and who
may not receive a mail more than once or
twice a week, will now enjoy all the pos-
tal advantages of the city resident, In
Washington County some farmers have to
drive four and five miles a day for their
mail. When the traveling postoffice starts
on its dally rounds, and the area of the
county is covered by free rural delivery,
as proposed, there will be no farmer in
the county who will have to £0 more than
a quarter of a mile for his mall. Three-
quarters of the farmers of the county will
be within a hundred yards of the mail box.,
Sixty rural carriers are already in service
In the county, and it will require 80 mora
to cover the whole county. These are to
be put in commission at onde. Wherever
the free rural delivery has been put in the
postal receipts have been largely increased.
The farmers begin to read the daily papers,
and they write and receive more letters.
The adoption of the system has been the
means of closing up 70 postoffices in
Washington County, and others are to g0.
Between the saving effected by the closing
up of offices and the increased recelpis
from new business, it is estimated that
free rural delivery in Washington County
will eventually prove a profitable invest-
ment.

There Is no reason why Canada should
not profit by the experience of the United
States Postoffice Department. The Post-
master-General would not be forcing mat-
ters at all if he forthwith adopted United
States ideas in the delivery of\mail mattar
to the country round about Toronto. There
ought to be a dalily delivery in all the
suburbs, including Toronto Junction, Brac-
ondale, Davenport, Deer Park, North To-
ronto, East Toronto, Little York and the
other suburban districts. Furthermore,
there should be a daily delivery up Yonge-
street to Newmarket and out along the
Kingston-road, Dundas-road and the other
highways leading out of Toronto. Experi-
ments along this line having been found
eminently successful in the United States,
there should be no hesitation in applying
them In Canada,

Toronto Junction Conservatives
Held a Jubilant Meeting and
Elected Good Officers,

Toronto Junction, Dee. 17.—The annual
meeting of the Toronto Junction Conserva-
tive Assoclation was held to-night in Camp-
bell Hall, a was largely attended. The
officers elected were as follows : = Presi-
dent, A. H. Perfect; vice-president, W.

sive policy of the future. If there was
one priuciple more than another which
would gulde him in his decisions. it would
be a policy to increase the number of com-
forts of life and widen their use to the
greatest number of people, :

Of the Ontarlo Government, he sald Mr.

Ross was a clever speaker and an affable
gentléman; but when he professed to .be
ignorant of the bribery and corruption
done by the party, and claimed that they
did not profit by it, then it was the rank-
est kind of hypocrisy. They, he saild, own-
ed the machine, and it was this that the
electors would have to particularly guard
against in the coming Provincial campaign,
Mr, St. John followed on the lines of
dexelopment in Ontario, and sald he be-
lieved . in Government ownerships, for Ly
it capital and labor come ecloser together.

In Quebec 40 cents per cord 1s
collected on pulp wood. and. at this rate,
the deal would give him in spruce alone
over $3,500,000. Then, agaln, it was to be
given In 10 square mile lots, the Govern-
ment to take every alternate Iot:' but the
company had the choice of refusing a
Square and leaving to the Governwent
lands that were marsh or water, By this
arrangement the Government would have
little good land or timber left. Mr. St
John said the policy of the Conservatives
Wwas not the kind of developing poliey just
enumerated, bhut one to develop forest,
fleld and mine, 2 policy that would give
technical education 1o the mechanic, re-
forest the waste lands, as in Germany, and
give employment to the masses. The
velopment of the iron industry was dedit
with at length, and the future for Ontarto
in this particular was cleverly outlined.

It Is the intention of the company to
erect . four 300-ton blast furnaces at Coiling-
wood, four 30-ton opan-hearth steel furnaces,
bl , Structural, rail and bar wmills,
and a medium-sized plate mill, The furn-
aces will be fitted with automatic chargers,
Invented by Walter Kennedy, and will be
suppiled with the ‘atest casting machines.
It is also probable that the system of util-
izing furnace gas in gas engines to drive
the blowers and furpish electrical power
for the works, as now used at the John
Cottrell works, at Sering, Belgium, will be
adopted. It is cfaimed that a great sav-
ing can be made with this system. It will
be the first plant in America to adopt the
wethod.

He Tells How Lieut. McDonald Was
Taken Prisoner and Got Away
From the Boers.

Ottawa, Dec. 17.—A letter just recelved
in the city from Pretoria says that the
British Government hfs purchased six
Colt rapid-firing guns, and that Capt.“‘Gat”
Howard will remain in South Africa for
another six months.

In a letter to The Citizen, Lieut. Mor-
rison gives an account of the experiences |
of the Capadian Mounted Rifles and Ar-
tillery during engugements with the Boens.
Speaking of an encounter on Nov, 1, he
says: “Trooper McDonald of the R.C.D.
bad a remarkable experience, When our
advance was driven in, he was wounded
and left behind when the column retired,
A Mauser bullet struck him behind the ear,
but glanced off his skull and ran round
his head under the skin, coming out at the
eyebrow, It left a holé So small that you
could hardly distinguish it, but his eye
and the side of his face was black, as
if he had been hit with g club. The Boers
took him prisoner. .

" ‘You Canadians are the fellows we want
to catch,’ the field cornet told him.

‘ ‘What are you fighting for out here?

“‘I'm fighting for my Queen and coun-
try, same as you are doing for yours,’
replied MeDonald.

“They took him into g house where
there were @ lot of women, but they would
not do anything for him, and got him put
out in a sheep kraal. A 'guard wae placed
over him, hut he looked so badly used up
that the guard thought it was safe to go to
the house for a cup of coffee. When he
was gone McDonald grabbed the fleid cor-
net’s horse and galloped off.  There
were Boers all ground, and he had a
hard night getting thru them, but the
dirty weather helped him out, When some
distance from Belfast his horse broke its
leg, and he had to walk the rest of the
way, getting in the following afternoon.
You may be sure we were all glad to See
him,”

DIED TO SAVE HIS SHIP,

Queenstown,
Line freight steamer COufic, which lost her
propeller at sea, was towed into port at 4
o’clock this morning by the British steamer
Kansas City, and reported the death of
First Officer Crosby, who lost his life jy a
heroic effort to save his ship.

The Cufic left Liverpool on Dec. 8, and on
the same day the Kansas City left Swansea
for New York. The latter sighted the dis-
abled White Star Liner on Dec. 9 in latitude
51 degrees 34 minutes north and longitude
21 degrees 11 minutes west. The (‘ufic
signalled that she was helpless, and the

ansas City ran down to her and endeay-
ored to take her In tow. A heavy sea was
running, however, and it was impossible to
get a line to the disabled -steamer.

The Kansas City stood by for three days,
waiting for the sea to go down. Then Mr
Crosby, who was an able swimmer, volun-
teered to swim to the Kansas City earry-
Ing a line. He made the attempt, but was
drowned. .

Subsequently hawsers were passed to the
Kansas City, and both vessels headed for
Queenstown. The weather continyed heavy
