What Causea Japan’s Act

In Breaking Negotiations

Ambassador Kurino Declares
Russia’s Preparations Did Not
Indicate Pacific Intentions.

St. Petersburg, Feb, 8.—The following
is the text of M. Kurino's statement
of Feb, 5 to the Foreign Office here:

‘“T’he independence and territorial in-
tegrity of the Corean Empire being re~
garded by the Japanesc government a®
absolutely essential ta their own coun=
try's security and repose, they cannot
view with indifference any action tend-
ing to render the position of Corea-fn-
secure. The Russian government bas
by means of an inadmissible amend=-
ment successively rejected Japan's pro-
posals respecting Corea, the adoption of
which the Japanese government regard-
ed as indispensable to insuring the in-
dependence and territorial integrity of
the Corean Empire, and to safeguard=
ing Japan's preponderating interests in
the peninsula.

Japan's Hand Forced.

This attitude on the part of the Rus-
sian government, coupled with their
successive refusals to enter into an
engagement to respect China’s terri-
torial integrity in Manchuria, whick is
beriously menaced by Russia’s con=
tinued. occupation.of that province, not-
withstanding her treaty engaugemeris
with China and her repeated assur-
ances to the other powers having iu-
terests in the same region, has render=
ed it necessary for the Japanese gov=
ernment to serlously consider what
measures of self-défence she is cillel
upon to take in the presence of the Jo-
lay on' the part of the¢ Russian govern=

.

ment in connection with the pendirg
negotiations, which has remained laroe=
1y unexplained, and of their naval and
military activity, which it is ditficul* to
reconcile with an entirely pacific aim.
Tn the pending negotiations the Ja-
panese government has exercised a de-
gree of forbearance which they believ~
ed affords abundant proof of their loyal
desire to remove from the relatfons he=
tween Japan and, Russia every cause
for future misunderstanding.
Russin Was Obdurate,

- The firemen, as in Hamilton-
street, consider the lath and plaster
work very unsuitable for a school and
condemn as unnecessary the wooden
partitions and wainscotting.

The fire, however, seems to have
followed ‘the open spiaces in the walls
and between the joists in the floors,
and the down-draft system of ventila-
tion in use both supplied ajr and di-|
rected the force of the flames.

Replying to John Morley in the House
of Commons yesterday, he declared the
government was ‘against protection.
“‘Preferential duties werc not a part of
our program, nor any particular way of
carrying the proposal out. I ghould be
glad to see such a state of public opin-
ion as would admit of the adoption of a
preferential arrangement with the cnl=
onies, but I decline £0 pin myself to any
particular method of carrying it out.”
He did _not think the member for West
Plrmingham (Joseph Chamberlain) said
a 10 per cent. duty was an essential
part of hia scheme.  The policy of ithe
government did not admit of a tax «n
food, and this limitation made i im=
possible to retaliate upon Russia or the

Baltimore’s loss ig estimated at $170,-
000,000. Its population is more than
half-a-milllon, at least one and two-
thirds that of Chicago in I1871.. Balli-
more is known as the City of Monu-
ments, from the number and beauty of
its public monuments, including one to
Warhington, The Peabody Institute,
founded by the London banker and phil=
anthrophist, is one of the famous build-
ings of the city, and the Johns Hop-
kins Hospital is ancther memorial of
kenevolence,

They affirm that
800d corn is now too high in price
to fatten cattle at'present prices to re=
turn them any profit for thejr labor,
and they declare that soft corn, even at
a low price, will not finish cattle that
will ‘bring remunerative prices, Altho
the live catile at Chicago the first week
of this month fell off in numbers from
67,610 the previous week .to about: 48,~
000, the prices of the various classes
scarcely changed.

The United States forwardeq such
large supplies of both live cattle and
dressed beef last month that the prices
at present are slightly lower. The
heavy fall of snow thruout Ontario has
blocked %he freight traffic, and the
emalley number of cattle arriving on
thé Torcnto markets during the past
vieeks have come upon a halting mar-

City “Architect MeCallum and Chlef
Thompson of the fire department yester-
day presented their report on the changes
they consider necessary in the bylaws gov-
erning théatres and public halls, The Fire |
and Light- Committep ordered 'that the Te- |
port be:printed and aistributed amon:
the members, {

The suggestiony made have'ln most cases |
been compiléd from the bylaws governing
theatres in different other citles, A few of
their own recommendations are:

That a fire alarm telegraph be put in
connecting each theatre with the hedd-
quarters of the fire department,

'hat an emergency gong connected with
the stage be placed in each box office.

That, ‘each employe be furnished with a

Set of printed rules, and that he learn
them and understand them,
Thdt there be a fire drill every month

undér the direction of a member of the
fire department,

That the chief of the fire department be
fornighed with a complete plan of each
floor, showing location of all stand pipes,
hydrants, gas pipes and electric wires.

That'city firemen be in attendance at all
performanges, ,

That a diagram of the theatre and Its
exits shall be printed on its programs.

Building Requirements.

There shall be open courts on three gides
of the theatre. In the case of a house seat-
Ing 1000 persons these shall not be less
than 7 feet in width; over 1500 they must
be 8 feet; over 1800, 10 feet, There shall
be geparate corridors for each court,
Walls and ceilings must be fireproof, (lor-
ridors are not to be more than 2 feet nar-
rower than the courts. The height of
fleors is to be not more than a step of 8
inches above the level of the corridors, All
openings are to be marked “Exit” in. lu-
minous paint and ;must not be iess than |
haif the width of the main entrance. There
must he a separate balcony and a separate
stairway from each baledny to the ecourt
below. The stairways must have a Iand-
ing every 11 feet, The total widths of exits
18t nggrogate 18 inches for
every 100 persons by whom they are in
the aggregate to he uged. All aisles shall
be 3 feet in width at the front of the
auditorium, and thence they shall widen
114 Inches for each 5 feot of thelr length,
Seats shall be 82 inches from back to back,
and not more than 6 scats shall intervene
between any scat and the alsle, There
shall be a red light get in the wall over
cach -exit: and these shall Le controlled
from the hox office.

For Fire !'mleellon,,

Light fireproof doorg are to be placed so
that the tiremen can get into the spice he-
twéen the floor of a gillery and the ceiling
of the house below, An asbestos curtain
made with woven steel is to he used, and
this must cxtend 1 foot beyond the pro-
scenjum opening on each side and run in
fron grooves, 'There shall be a flue pipe
extending 10 feet above the roof of the
stage and having an arca of 1.30 of the area
of the stage.
