What Is the concltir 
sion? Obviously, that whatever wisdom 
the faculty may possess on questions 
affecting the undergraduate courre, and 
thei granting of degrees, it is not a safe 

trust exclusively with the 
framing of the course o# study of the 
thousands of pupils In our high schools, 
who will never darken the doors of the 
university.

The faculty of Toronto University 
evidently do not understand secondary 
education as applied In the Intermedi­
ate schools. Matriculation In actual j 
practice Is not a standard of admission 1 
to university lectures. Non-matriculated 
students are admitted, and even wel­
comed, by the provision of elementary 
classes of instruction, which not only 
take up the time of highly qualified 
professors, but overlap the work of the 
high schools. Why, then, since the uni­
versity attaches so little importance to 
this examination, should it be left en­
tirely in the hands of those who show 
sc little understanding of it aa a stimu­
lus of true educational methods In the 
schools? It is to be hoped that the 
minister of education In framing his 
new University Act will bear matricu­
lation in mind and provide special ma­
chinery for its control.

Big Effort to Take Crown Timber 
Office From Port Arthnr.

C. Llrlnxatone S»T« Ontario Cov­
er,imeot Broke Faith 

With Hint.

Thomas C. Livingstone of Toronto has 
petitioned tile Ontario government for 
payment of the 
sustained byi him by the under valua 
tlon of his property overlooking the 
Queen Victoria Niagara Falls Park. He 
claims he has sustained considerable 
loss thru the failure of the late govern­
ment to keep faith with him. The cir­
cumstances of the case are these: In 
1885 Mr. Livingstone was the owner of 
considerable property now within the 
limits of the park. The government 
wanted four or five acres of this pro 
party for park purposes, and Mr. Liv­
ingstone was induced to part with It on 
the understanding that his remaining 
property, lying outside the park, would 
ibe greatly enhanced in value by reason 
of the government refusing to permit 
any enterprise for private gain to b.- 
carried on within the park- It was dis­
tinctly understood, he says in his peti 
tion, that no business enterprises w ould 
ever be permitted within the limits of 
the park, and that his remaining pro­
perty would be worth considerable to 
him for hotel or other purposes. Aeml- 
llus Irving, K.C., one of the counsel lor 
the crown before the arbitrators as the 
valuator of pçoperty in the Bush case, 
said these words: “That It is to be a 
park in the strict acceptation of the 
word, and that It is not to be a place 
In respect to which commercial gains 
are to be made, or hotels or places of 
business are to be permitted.” B- B. 
Osler, K.C., the other counsel for the 
crown In the same cast, took a similar 
view.

With this understanding set forth, 
Mr. Livingstone was induced to part 
with his property for a nominal sum, 
*1500, a. little over *2,27 a foot frontage, 
while the other property holders inside 
the park were paid as high as *61 a 
foot frontage.
