Washington, Feb, 22—The first of

SILK A FABRIC OF
ECONOMIC VALUE

Curator of Washington Mu-
seum Stresses Industrial
Importance in Speech.

The economic importance of silk as
a commodity was brought out in the
address given by F. L. Lewton at the
Saturday night meeting of the Royal
Cunadla,n Instjtute, held in the physics
buildij g of the University of Toronto.
Mr. wton holds the position or cura-
tor of| the division of textiles, National
Museum, Washington, D.C. The topic
of his address was ‘‘The Production
and Manufacture of Raw Silk.”

After giving a short resume of the
history . of silk, particularly on the
North American continent, he pointed
out its far-reaching economic and in-
dustrial importance. ‘“The dnited
States is now the chief manufacturer
of silk in the world,” stated Mr. Lew-
ton. “This supremacy was gained dur-
ing the war.

“We import what is known as raw
silk,’” he cogtinued, “but this term,
‘raw silk’ is really a misnomer, for tone |
product imported by us is a highly!
manufactured article compared with
raw cotton or wool. We ¢do not pro-
duce it to any extent on ihis contin- |
ent because it has been found that cthe |
actual cost of production here 18|
greater than the selling price of the|
imported article. This is accounted |
for

in Armerica and the cheap
countries.
“Four-fifths of the world's raw silk|

comes from China, Japan and Italy, |

{ and most of the remainder from France |
|and Spain.

The cost of exportation |
to America is more than offsét by
the cheap cost of production in these |
countnries. In 1919 the U. S. A, im- |
ported $324,000,000 worth of raw silk|
for purposes of manufacture and only |

C. B. - Sissons Gives Some |

 Suggestions For Its H I\

Solution.

In discussing . his
ptate and Housing,” at’ the Open

rum yesterday afterncon, C. B.
gf..'on. spoke briefly of a few general
truths in regard to housing, and then

e his suggestions for the solution
of the problem. Mr. Sissons stated
that altho the housing question is at
present acute in Toronto, due largely
to post-war conditions, it is none the
jess permanent.

“Men are unwilling to invest heavily
in the -erection of buildings lest’ the
price should drop in a few months,”
gald Mr. Sissons,

He then told of the recent mania
for land speculation in and around
Toronto, which was not confined to
a few real estate men, but spread to
the rank and file of the genefal popu-
face. The buyers of land had no
intention of ever building, but pur-
chased it purely for speculation. “As
a result of this, Toronto's suburbs are
an eyesore,” said Mr. Sissons,

He showed the need for state inter-
wention by proving that the law of
suPply and demand cannot be relied
gpon owing to rapid fluctuation in
prices of building materials, 'heavy
tariffs, and district building restric-

tions.
Five Suggestions.

In all Mr. Sissons gave flve sug-
gestions regarding the solution of the
housing problem. The first was that
the city council should refuse to land-
lords the right to collect rent from
houses that are unsanitary and defri-
mental to health, - “The state should
force the landlord to pull such a
house dow=n at his own expense,” de-
clared the speaker.

Next in order he suggested that a
fair rents committee be formed to do
something to regulate soaring rents,
He stated that investigations into the
matter had shown that rents since
1914 have risen from ten to two Qun-
dred and twenty-five per cent, since
that time. “When a city like Toronto
has a shortage of from eight to ten
thousand houses nothing but con-
science on the part of the landlord
will keep the rent down without leg-
jslation,” declared Mr. Sissons;

The ordinary layman does ..t appre-
clate all that is involved in conveying
the transformed energy of a cataract
like Niagara one, two, three or more
hundreds of miles. A distance of 600
miles has been found to be Lommer-
cially feasible and the present state of

nelectric science is a long way ahead
in .this respect of what was c.onsid-
ered possible a generation ago. A mis-
understanding of the problem has led
to many silly proposals for a flat
rate for electric power all over On-
tario, One might as well propose a
flat rate for any other comrmod;hy; such
as coal, which, of course, is more 2x-
pensive according to the diata.m:ae it is
carried and the quantities bought. Ex-
actly the same principle applies in tie’
case of electricity. The greater the
distance the higher the cost, and the
more power used the greater the dis-
tribution of the overhead charges and
therefore the lower the cost. Between
these two factors at every point there
has to be worked out the cost of power
for that point. :

The new discovery proimnises to »e-
duce the cost by half of transmitting
power., Or, to put it in another way,
twice the amount of power.may be
sent over existing lines that is now
possible. The result will be to re-
duce the cost of transmission very
materially. In presence of the On-
tanio Hydro radial system this is a
matter: of very great importance be-
cause not only will the cost of erect-
ing transmission lines be reduced, bhut
the lower cost will induce a greater

! ponsumption. of power, with a pro-
portionate further reduction in cost
to the consumers.,

The advantage of a publicly owned
mystem in such a case is obviouts: A
private company would adopt the de-
vice and add the saving to its profils
and the consumer would he none the
petter off. It is proposed by Prof.
PDorsey to give his discovery to ihe
province of Manitoba, prowvided that
the province furnish him v~  facili-
ties for further research. He is taking
out. patents in Washington and else-
wihere, and no doubt has a fortune at
his disposal in the possible royailties.
If he could see his way to Ns: :minate
between corporations operating - for
private property and public utilities
operating at cost for the benefit of the
public, such a public-spirited policy |
would be greatly apbreciated. :

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PURE COLLECTIVISM
MAKING STRIDES

'H. G. Feater Speaks at Peo-
ple’s Forum on World-Wide
'Labor Tendencies.

Those who like to have their ears
tickled by hearing comforting words
&8 to a .future ideal democratic state
of society had good money's worth
handed out to them last night at the
People's+ Forum by Henry George
. Fester of Hamilton, who is also editor
f “New Democracy.” Mr. Fester took
as his subject. “The World of Labor
and Its Tendencies’’ but before em-
barking on his subject, took occasion
to warn his audience that he did not
necessarily agree with all or any of
the opinions he might €xpress, but
nevertheless he sald he was a hearty
supporter of the labor movement.
| Babor in all parts of the world, con-
| tended Mr. Fester, was driving to-
wards collectivism. For years, he
contended. the United States labor
movement was the most conservative
in the world and only thought of
wages and hours of labor, but today
they were asking congress for part
control and a voice in the administra-
tion of all industry and were slowly
advancing towards a point where col-
lectivism was found. The day was
not far distant when United States
ilubor would ask for full control of its
industries. In the western States
workers were today #8king for state
control of the industries, and in the
scuth the trade unions were advanc-
ing political platforins for the nation-
alization of basic industries. That, he
contended, was pure collectivism. The
co-operative movement, declared Mr.
Fester, was making rapid strides in
the States and the workers were de-
manding service without profit. -‘There
were 15,000 co-operative stores in the
States and the Brotherhood of Rail-
waymen were about to enter into
business. so that their members
would not be at the mercy of the ex-
ploiter for pnofit.

British Movement.

The British labor movement, ac-
cording to Mr, Fester, had declared
emphatically for collectivism, which
meant that eventually labor would
take over and ' administer the indus-
tries on behalf of the workers. British
labor also, in the lecturer’'s view,
called for the elimination of the capi-
talist and the nationalization of the
industries. The speaker contended in
referring to the well 'known British
co-operative movement that 33 per
{ cent, of British trade was done thru
the agency of the co-operative move-
nient. British trade unionists, the co-
operative societies and the British
trade union political party represented
10,500,000 workers, united together,
and will, according to Mr. LF'ester,

NEW LABOR TEMPLE

International. Labor Move-

Labor Temple Company sharehold-
ers at a large meeting held at the
Labor Temple on Saturday night in-
structed their officers to draft plans
for a new labor temple, and to bring
back a report within the next three
months, when another- ghareholders’
meeting is to be held.

AND TAX THE RICH

So Advises U. F. O. Chief, |
‘Who Predicts Hard

Times. .

That hardships greater taan anyv
suffered yet would be the lot of Canada, |
and that one way of meeting émer- |
gencies would be %o place a direct!
tax upon all unearned increments.
upon excess profits, uporm large galanes
and upon inheritances, was the chief|
statement made yesterday afternoon |
by A. A. Powers, U.¥.0. organizer, %o |
a large audience of members of the!
Independent Labor party and others at |
the Labor Temple. Mr. Powers also|
predlcted a Dominion general elecnon‘
in the very near future w ith the re-|
turn of a U.F.O.-Labor government. l

“All the farmers are ﬂockmg to the
cities,” said - the speaker, “I deny‘
absolutely the statement made by our |
opponents that it is the lack of social'
conditions which has been responsible
for the exodus of the farmer into the!
urban centres. It i8 not that, no, it
is iae fact that farming has not been |
possible on a paying basis. Only the|
other day I was in a district on one!
concession - where s8ix fine colonial|
style farm maasions were rotting in
disrepair. Their owners had been un-
able to make farming pay, not because |
they were indifferent farmers, but be- |
cause of the middleman’s proﬂts In 1881 !
the percentage’ of people living in urban !
districts was 14 per cent, of the,
entire population, 1891 it was 19 per |
cent., in 1901 it was 37 per cent,, and|
in 1911 it was 41 per cent.; in 1891
the percentage of men farming in‘
Canada was 64 per cent, in 1901 iti
was 40 per ceat, in 1811 it was 34!
per cent.. and today's latest etatxstxcs
showed that it was only 80 per cent.'
If this decrease is maintained the de- .
crease will be 16 per cent. in tae next |
twenty-eight years and the percen.i
tage of farmers in the Dominion will |
be 14 per ceat. This will mean tnat‘
Canada will. not be in ,a position ‘o'
produce enough for herself, especially |
in view of -the ever increasing popu- |
lation.- What will be the ‘result?|
Bankruptey for the entire nation,
farmers have foreseen this. Hence
tae organization of the U.F.O. with|
its great agricultural council, the fed-
eration of' U.F.O. associations thru- |
out the Dominion.”

Touching at length upon the mroada‘
of the middlemen and speculators |
upon the economic life of the couatry,
Mr. Powers stated that dairy pro-
ducts as sold to the public today, gave
the middlemen profits equal to the
entire price at whica thé farmer him-
self could sell them to the consumers
(the public) at a reasonable profit. Con-
tinuing, he pointed out that in ‘the
northwest out of 150,000,000 acres there
were 30,000,000 acres held by farmers.
20,000000 held by ‘the governments,
and 100,000,000 held by speculators,.
and taat a similar condition’ existed
in the region of northern Ontario,
where speculators - held entire town
tracts. Originally this Cobalt land
sold for 50 cents to two dollars an
acre, but today it was worth from
$60 to $70 an acre. Who was re-
sponsible for the increased values?
asked the speaker. The pioneers, he
said. ‘And who was fattening upon
this increased ¢valuation? he asked
agin. Tae speculators, :

The speaker stated that- he did not
favor the appointment of commlasio'xs
of inquiry into prices, Théy merely
showed up the profiteers and then let
the ‘matter drop. In this way they
afforded great laughs for the ofi -
teers and aggrieved disappeinment for
the people at large. Taere was only
one way of dealing with those who
either profiteered or who were bur-
dened with altogether too much of othe
wealth of the country, and that was
to imprison the profiteers and tax tae
others. That there was nothing to be
gained by fixing prices was clear, said

the speaker, when it was recalled that
prices ' for cheese in Montreal
Mixed at 25 cents a pound, while the

| market at 32 cents a pound, and cheese
exportation was made so profitable
that the British market was considered
a vialuable one for the cheese men.
Manipulation of markets spelt tae
manipulation and starvation of the
people of the Dominion.
