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REPORT.

During the past year no material change in the state of the Schools under
the supervision of the Madras Board has taken place. All the Schools
existing at the date of the last annual Report still continue in operation,
and the returns shew that they continue their efficiency and that the be-
nefits of the Madras system are duly appreciated. The School at St.
Andrews, the Board have much pleasure in stating, has been re-established
under most favourable auspices,

The number of pupils attending the Schools as compared with the eor-
responding period of last year, shews a decrease of over eighty, but as the
greater portion of this arises in one locality, Carleton, it isto be hoped,
that with the superior accommodation afforded by the thorough repair of
the School-house during the summer, these Schools will in a short time
attain their former standing. Whilst so many Schools are being estab-
lished in the Province under new and improved systems and fostered by
Government allowance, so small a diminution in the number taught in
the Madras Scheols afford a gratifying proof of an increasing and studied

desire on the pars of the people of this Province for the blessings of edu-
cation for ‘heir children,

By the returns for the Quarter ending 30th June last, the number of

The capabilities of Mr. Rynd in the male department, and of Miss
Vickery in the female department, have now been so well tested and
acknowledged, that it is unnecessary to reiterate the statements of former
Reports, The Schoolsstill continue to afford the highest satisfaction, and
the Rev. Mr. Scovil who attended the examination in June last, reported
to the Board as follows :—

“ That at the semi-annual examination there were present 228 boys and
¢ 188 girls, The male School under Mr. Rynd was examined by divisions
¢ in Reading, Grammar, Geography, Mental Arithmetic, and also with the

“ Parsing and Geography, as ‘also in History, many classes excelled, and
“ the School generally bore evidence of continued improvement. Prizes
“ were distributed to the boys in the seveial classes whose general good
* conduct and proficiency as indicated by the register for the year entitled
“ them to it. The annual Silver Medal was given to Daniel Derniss,

* The female School under Miss Vickery also acquitted themselves very
“ satisfactorily. The first classes in the first and second divisions excelled
“ in Reading and Grammar, and they were also very proficient in Geogra-
“ phy, History and Arithmetic—great improvement was also observed in
* the writing. Prizes was also distributed in this School according to the
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respective merits of the pupils a. shewn by the register. The Silver

¢ Medal being given to Miss Jane Elliott.

¢ It is satisfactory to state that the tcachers speak well of the general
¢ condnet of their pupils during the year, and I think the Board may con-
¢ gratulate themselves that the Central 8chools arc truly Model Schools of
¢ the Madras System in the Province,”

The pupils receiving instruction at this School are fourteen boys and
sixteen girls, indiscriminately divided into five classes under the charge
of Mr. David P. Wetmore, who has replaced the former teacher, Mr, M.
Boyd. Of this School, only two years in existence, Rev. W. E. Scovil
writes: ¢ The School has been so well conducted as to give all connected
with it great eatisfaction, Parents and Inspectors being alike convinced of
the teachers fidelity and efficiency.”

On the 5th August last, the Visiting Committee examined the School
and reported: ¢ * ¥ .*¥ # This School has been taught for the last
six months by Mr, David P. Wetmore, and is at present in an efficient
condition. There were thirty-five names on the roll on the day of visita-
tion, and present twenty-one, eleven boys and ten girls, whose ages vary
from five to seventeen years. These are divided into five classes, which
were all examined by your Committee. The first or highest class acquit-
ted themselves well in English Grammar, Spelling and Etymology, Geo-
graphy and Arithmetic. In this last branch they solved problems with
much facility, accuracy and dispatch, in Proportion, Practice, Interest and
Vulgar and Decimal Fractions. Their writiug, though a little too small
and close, was very clean and neat, manifesting considerable care and at-
tention. Their reading was not quite so satisfactory ; their deficiency
was pointed out and amendment promised. The junior classes also acquit-

ted themselves tolerably well for their age and state of progress. The
teacher seems to be diligent, and if he had a little more life and energy in
examining his classes, his success would be much more marked. Still the
School, as already stated, is in a satisfactory state, and your Committee
have no difficulty in recommending it to your continued patronage.
