GREAT PREPARATION FOR
TONIGHT’S CHARITY BALL

lﬁémbers of St. George’s Society and Friends Will

Decorations on an Elaborate Scale.

All is now in readiness for the grand
churity bell with which the members of
St. George’s Society will celebrate the fes-
tival of their patron saint, which falls
today. :

The function, which is to.be held in the
assembly rooms of Keith’s Theatre, will
be under the patronage of His Honor
Lieutenant-Governor and Mrs. Tweedie,
and will probably be the event of the
-eason. Music will be provided by the
band of the 62nd. Fusiliers.

The committee in charge of the decora-
tions have spared neither time nor pains,
and the assembly rooms are looking their
best. The prevailing colors are red and
white, and are truly emblematic of *Bt.
George and Merrie England.”

The reception room presents a cosy
home-like appearance. Soft white lace
curtains have been hung at the windows,
and two large cosy corners add greatly
to the effect, while oriental rugs add a
touch of warmth and complete a picture
of ease and luxury. On the walls are
placed large white shields bearing appro-
priate mottoes, such as “Crusaders, 8t.
George and Merry England”; “King Ed-
ward III., St George for England and
the Ordar of the Garter”; ‘“Crecy, Bt.
George and the Black Prince, Ich Dien”;
“Blake and St. George, Britania Rules the
Waves,” and others.

In the spacious ball room, the four
large ‘pillars ar: entwined with  English
vy, and the walls are adorned with
shields and British amd Canadian flags.
Dn the further wall are two very fine steel
engravings of the battles of Trafalgar and
Waterloo, whilz on the opposite wall is
the white satin banner of St. George’s
Society. Prominent among the decora-
.jons are two large shields, each surmount-
+d by the St. George's cross and bearing

The supper room-at once suggests ‘“‘the
health of the patron saint,” and on every
hand the decorations speak of “Jolly old
Epgland."

Charlottetown, P.E.I., April 23.—(Spe-
cial.)—The Steam Navigation Company’s
steamer Empress will leave the slip at Pic-
tou todayl for Summerside and tomorrow
morning will begin the summer service on
the Summerside, Pt. Du Chene route.
The. Northumberland .began the Charlotte-
town Pictou service today and the winter

Because James McMullin smashed a
bottle over Herbert Whittaker's head,
thereby inflicting an ugly cut, he is now
in the toils and stands a good chance «f
having a heavy penalty imposed upon
him.

A moment
or two later a couple of toughs, one of
them MecMullin, ‘came along and one of
the pair called him an unsavory name, to
| which® Whittaker replied ‘I don’t eee
why you should call me that.,” Whit-
taker was then attacked by the toughs,
one of whom hurled a bottle, which mis-
sed Whittaker and went through the
glass panel in the door of John Holland’s
grocery store.. A whiskey bottle was
brandished by one of Whittaker's aseail-
ants and landed heavily on his head,
inflicting a long ugly gash from which
the blood flowed freely. In another
moment \ Whittaker would have ' been
down, but Police Sergt. Caples and Pat-
rolman Jones H. Ross appeared on the
scepc and, after a lively eprint, placed
the defendant under arrest,

Whittaker, after being cross-examined
by J. A. Barry, who conducted the de-
fence, informed the court that in the
course of the scuffle he had lost his watch
and a eoft cap

His honor remarked that 'if two young
men could go about the street at might
and assault another without being. taken
to task, matters were becoming pretty
serious. He thought that the police
should lose no time in getting after the
other parties implicated in the ' assault.
His honor cited the case of a man whom
the police reported for working withont
license, because they got 75 cents for re-
porting him.

FLY WHEEL BURST
- TWO MEN KILLED

Serious Accident in , Electric
Light Plant of Chicago
Suburb ‘

Chicago, April 23.—The bursting of a fly
wheel at the plant of the North Shore
Electric Light Co. at Waukegan last night,
caused the death of two men and probably
fatally injured two others and brought
darkness to a number of north shore sub-
urbs. The dead: J. H., Jansen, manager
Waukegan Telephone Co., and 'an un-
identified man. g‘he injureti: J. C, Cachin,
inspector of the electric light co., F. T.
Dodd, draughtsman of Naval ‘Training
school.

From some unknown cause, the belt on
the huge flywheel, measuring twenty feet
in diameter, caught fire. The blaze was
discovered by one of the employes in the
engine room and he summoned the volun-
teer fire department. The belt was blazing
when the volunteers arrived, but before
they could get a stream of water, it had
burned through. The engine was not shut
down, and when the belt broke the fly-
wheel “ran wild” and burst into many
pieces. The fragments. flew in all direc-
tions, shattering the roof and walls of the
brick building. The plant is a total wreck
and the loss is estimated at $30,000. X

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CHINAMAN JUMPS
INTO WEST END
SLIP

Detained on the S. S. Vic-
torian by the Customs
Officer, He Swims for
Shore.

Considerable excitement prevailed -at
Sand Point yesterday afternoon when
about 3.30 o'clock a Chinese, who was
confined in a room on board the R. M.
8. Victorian made his escape, and after a
dive from the deck of the big steamer,
swam to shore.

When he reached land at Union strest,
he ran along the street, followed by -a
large crowd, who had been amazed to see
him ° leap ‘averboard. Police Sergeant
Ross, who was standing at the cormer

of Unioh street, heard the cries of the
crowd, yelling out, “Stop the Chinaman.”
He, too, started in pursuit of the Celes-
tial, who again made his escape. by run-
ning through Fowler’s mill ‘yard and jump-
ing from the wharf into Rodney slip. -

He swam to the shore again, and was
once more in Union street. = Sergeant
Roes hurrizd arbund the corner and called
out to Roy Allingham to catch the flee-
ing Chinese. Allingham caught him, and
as he took him by the shoulders the hunt-
ed stranger fell, being overcome by fat-
igue. H2 was handed over to Sergeant
Ross, who returned him to the steamer,
and he was locked up again.

The Chinaman came here on the Vic-
torian from Liyerpool. He was minus his
queue, and tried to pass as & Japanese,
and in this way be admitted to the coun-
try without payment of the $500 demand-
ed by the government as head tax on na-
tives of the Celestial Empire.

It was stated at Sand Point last night

that he did not have the mocessary $500,
and was detained for the action of the
Canadian ‘customs. department, being lock-
ed up in a room on the eteamer and a
guard from the ship posted outside his
door. It was told that the guard left his
post temporarily ‘yesterday afternoon on
an errand, and that the door was not then
locked, and when he returned it was toj
find that the Chinese had departed.
" The alar®i was given, and the steamer
searched;, but the Chinaman was not to
be found. He had not passed the quarter
master on duty at the gangway, and there
was only one other solution—he had gone
overboard. This proved to be the case.

An officer of the Victorian gave another
version. He said that the Chinaman had
been taken to the Captain’s room for en-
quiry and that on the way back the stew-
ard in charge of him walked ahead, the
Mongolian behind., The stranger was
wearing soft soled shoes and his footfall
on the deck was isek He quietly
slipped away, went ashore over the cargo
gangway, went through a shed and leaped
overboard .from the wharf.

He will have to pay $500 or else go back.
At Halifax there were doubts about his
nationality when it was. learned he claimed.
to be a Japanese. On arrival here the
matter was placed ‘in the hands of Cus-
toms Officer Tapley who declared the new-
comer subject to the $500 tax unless he
could present bettx' than his coun-
tenance disclosed pport of his claim
to belong to the land of the Mikado.

COMMERCIAL CRISIS
_ THEATENS ENGLAND

Railroad and Shipping Industries Are Perilously
Affected by Trade Depression---Yards Idle and
Trains Empty---Poverty Among the Laboring
Classes So Acute That Future Is Appalling. |

London, April 22.—England is threaten-
ed with a most serious industrial and
commercial crisis which has begun by af-
fecting the railrcad and shipping compan-
ies, and is likely to extend to every other
branch, of industry:

Nearly every railroad in England com-
plains of lack of business. Railroad man-
agers admit that they are at their wits’
end to get traffic. Some of the compan-
jes are lcsing thousands of pounds weekly.
Expenses are being cut down wholesale.

The Great Northern Company is already
g0 scriously affected that it dismissed last
week several hundred men. The com-
pany’s ‘building and repair works are clos-
ed every wcek from  Friday to Monday.
Seventy locomotives have been taken off
the road. Other railroad companies report
substantially the same conditions.

England’s shipping industry is also in a
perilous state. There is a decrease of no
less than 459,000 tons in shipping under
construction, as compared with last year.
For twenty four years England has never
experienced such a crisis in her shipping
industry.

Hundreds of big steamers are laid up,
or are being run at a loss, while 60,000
tons of shipping are lying idle in the Tyne,
and the figure is mounting up.

Poor trade and a big rise in the price
of coal are the chief causes of the slump
both in railroads and in shipping. When
trade was good too many ships were built,
and there is no work for them now. Com-
plaints ave being heard on every side that
tiermany is eating rapidly into England’s
maritime supremacy, and thal the British
gevernment does nothing to help English
shipowners to compete with the state-aided
merchants of Germany.

To make the situation worse, the ship-
wrights and joiners on the north-east coast

ve been on strike for twelve weeks and

» engineers nine weeks, and there is no
srospeet of the strike ending. In North
Cumberland and Durham 25,000 men enga-

ged in various branches of shipbuilding are
out of work. These strikers are resisting
a reduction of wages made on account of
bad trade, and even if the strike is settled
not half of them.could be taken back. |

Employers. threaten to close all ship-
yards on the north-east coast, on the
Clyde, and at Birkenhead if the men do
not accept a reduction by the end of this
month. This ac¢tion would throw 100,000
men on the streets,

Business men all over England complain:
bitterly of the great loss caused by this
strike and by the general trade depression,
Poverty among the laboring classes is be-

coming most acutz. Soup kitchens, re-
lief funds, and all sorts of remedial meas-
ures are being resorted to save familiesI
from starvation. The labor unions can do'
comparatively little, as they have lost
over $1,300,000 from the shipping strike
alone. !

Altogether, England is entering upon
a period of profound industrial and com-|
mercial depression and widespread priva-
tion among her working class population.

Berlin, April 17.—A telegram from Greiz
tha centre of the Saxon textile indus-
tries, states that an almost unprecedent-
ed crisis has overtaken the textile trades.
The situation becomes worse from day to
day, and on.all sides’the hours of work-|
ing have to be reduced and workmen dis-|
missed. :

Large mills which in previous eritical
periods managed to ratain all their work-l
people, are now compellad to dismiss some !
of them. Dyeing works which for thel
past year have
now close at 4 o'clock every afternoon,
and are, moreover, forced to stop work a
whole day during each week.

The loss of wages is telling most seri-
ously on small shopkeepers and on tradc'
generally. ’.'I'he erisis is attributed to the
fall in the price of coal and to the reluc-
tance of buyers to place orders.

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MANCHESTER, ENGLAND, IS IN

MIDST OF FIERCE CAMPAIGN

The Fate of Winston Churchill Will be Decided in
Tomorrow’s Election---Woman Suffragists are

- Opposing Him.

London, April 22—The recent recon-
struction of the Cabinet which came about
as a result of the retirement of Sir Henry
Campbell-Bahnerman and the assumption
of the office of Premier by Herbert H. As-
quith has plunged the country into a min-
mtnrg election. ‘Not less than seven by-
elections have been made necessary to fill
the vacancies created by the Cabinet
changes. By far the most interesting will
be ‘held to return a member from the
North-west Division of Manchester, where
the .fate of Winston Churchill, who is
seek}ng re-election on his elevation to the
presidency of the Board of Trade, will be
a surer index of the country’s estimate of
the past two years of Radical rule than
are the verdicts of the smaller constituen-
cies which have recently gone against the
government.

Mr. Churchill is showing his customary
energy in as fiercely waged a contest as
has been seen in this country in years. Af-
ter a brief Good Friday truce he has ad-
dressed not less than half a dozen meet-
ings on Saturday, four of which were in
the open air in different parts of the con-
stituency. Mr. Churchill’s mother, Mrs.
Cornwallis West, better known as Lady
Randolph Ghurchill, is repeating her tac-
ties of the last election. She accompanies
her son to the platforms, and is untiring
in her work among the doubtful groups of
electors. Among these must be reckoned
the Hebrews, the Roman Catholics and
the Irish Nationalists. All three groups
aré demanding pledges regarding the alien
exclusion  bill, education and home rule
respectively. All three voted for Mr,
Churchill at the last election, and the de-
fect_mn of any one of these groups -might
easily spell defeat on’ April 24, the date of

-the' election.

The ‘woman - suffragists are proving a
thorn in the side of the young statesman.
Although Mr. Churchill has declared him-
self ‘in favor of woman suffrage, the wo-
men are overrunning . the constituency in
favor of the Unionist candidate, declaring
that the recent attitude of the members
of ' parliament and of the cabinet proves
that the government has no intention of
forcing the cause of women to the front.

The great importance attached to this
fight is seen in the fact that the Chancel-
lqr of the Exchequer and other ministers,
dxpregatding precedent in this = country,
‘will address. not less than ten meetings ‘in
Manchester on the eve of the election. In
the hardly anticipated eventuality of an
adverse result some complacent Radical
holding a “safe” seat will receive political
inducement to resign in favor of Mr.
Churchi}i. Consequently, beyond the loss
of prestige to both himself and the govern-
ment he represents, Mr. Churchill’s posi-
tion in the cabinet will not be affected.

New York, April 22.—The London cor-
respondent of the - Tribune; commenting
on the Manchester byeelection campaign,
says:—‘Winston “hurchill has taken the
centre of the stage at Manchester as the
chief trustee for free trade. His defeat
will be a sign that: a: stronghold of Cob-'
denism has been converted to tariff re-
form. This is not likely to'happen unless
the liquor trade takes possession of the
district for -the sake of smashing - the
licensing bill. Mr. Churchill has concen-
trated public attention upon the defence
of free trade and-has employed an argu-
ment easily understood at Manchestér—
namely, that India will adopt protectioa

,if 'England reverts to .it,: and that Lan-

cashire will lose her best market. That
ought to eettle the question; when Man-
chester goods go mainly to India.. And
there is another consideration counting
heavily in Mr. Churchill’s favor—namely,
the advantage which the, trades unionists
will derive from . placing the president of
the Board of Trade under obligations to
them when he is the future ‘arbiter be-
tween capital and.organized labor. Yet
the -opposition’ is- making tremendous ef-
forts to wreck him, and when, there are
60 many cross currents they may succeed.
Mr. Churchill is conducting his' canvass
with frankness and astuteness, speaking
as effectively as: Lord Randolph Churchill
used to do and displaying sobriety of
judgment. ‘He is the idol of -Manchester,
is called everywhere by his first name
and is listened to as though he were

another Cobden. The new Chancellor of
the Exchequer goes to Lancashire to help
him, ‘and all the resources of the Liberal
administration are behind ‘him. If the
Liberals cannot hold the seat under these
circumstances, the reaction against them
has become irresistible.

ANOTHER OPINION.

The Herald correspondent in London
says: Mr. Asquith has ‘managed the re-
construction of his Cabinet in 'such a
way -as to incur. the least possible elec-
toral risk in the constituencies rendered
vacant by the changing of portfolios.
Four were.won two years ago by very
large ‘majorities, running -in all - cases to
four fignres. Still, few Liberal seats are
safc nowadays. Peckham, with a great
swing of the pendulum, opened up a vista
of most uppleasant possibilities of all the
bye-electiops. The one in'Manchester will
be most éxciting. Manchester is the very
holy" of holies of the Cobdenite cult, and
in the north-west division Mr. Winkton
Churchill swon & mendoua victory at
the generalielections. It is felt if a Cabi-
net minister “canndt hold his own.there,
which he adorns ‘must: be
Mr. Churchill “offers s
bold and  defiant ' challenge, declaring
against protection in every shape fmd
form, feeling confident that the constitu-
ency which gave him the signal for the
free trade triumph of 1906, will not now,
to quote his own words, *“ consent to obey
the dismal trumpet of retreat.” The
most lively interest is being taken in the
contest, and, as Parliment is not sitting,
Manchester will be invaded with mem-
bers of Parliament who want to have a
hand in the struggle. All the best speak-
ers conmected with the Tariff Reform
League are taking an active part in the’
election, believing that if “Cottonopolis’
sets an example they .may look forward
to a flood tide which will sweep away
the barriers of Lancashire Cobdenism.

MR. CHURCHILL’S POSITION.

For months past; says the London Stan-
dard, the Liberal leaders in the North-
west division of Manchester, for which
Mr. Winston Churchill is the sitting mem-
ber, have had inspired information from
headquarters in 'Loandon, wh_ich has leq
{hém to make every preparation to enter
upon a contest at short motice. At the
last general election, Mr. Churelpll. proved
an energetic and popular cand;dnte, par-
ticularly with’ theJewish  artisans, who
form a very important section of the elgc-
torate. The attempt of the Conservative
ministry to check the influx of undesirable
aliens was bitterly resented, and the sym-
pathetic ‘speeches of  the under-secretary
for the Colonies, bristling with promises of
amendment, were so pleasant that the He-
brew vote was cast. almost solidly in his
favor. Some time later, their confidence
jn Mr. Churchill was seriously rwenkel}ed
by ‘indiscretions of speech - when deall’m
with the Aliens Bill before Manches
audiences, and, in the case of a by-election,
the revulsion of feeling will undoubtedly
jeopardise his chances of success. -

In Mr. W. Joynson-Hicks, ,who .opposed.
the sitting member in 1908, the -Unionists
have a sound candidate. Not only is he
a fluent speaker, but his interesting and
forceful method of idebatilg social prob-
lems has proved a-source ‘of attraction in
‘the copstituency, “’the
which he has addressed being always well
attended. His supporters have throughout
maintained that a by-election would place
him at the head:of the poll, and-the div-
ision has been carefully nursed. Particu-
lar attention  has been paid to the educa-
tion controversy, and on -this-issue Mr.
Joynson-Hicks will divert a large num-
ber of votes which were on the last occa-
sion given in favor of the Liberal nominee.
The influence of the recent by-elections
will also improve the prospects of the
Unionists, who issued posters commenting
upon the results within a few hours of the
declarations. On the whole, the Unionist
leaders are confident that if Mr. Chwirch-
ill does take his seat in the Cabinet it
will not be as the representative of North-
west Manchester, |

We are glad that the government lent
no support to the resolution in favor of a
univ eight hour day to be established
by law .which Mr. Clynes moved last
night.

Grand Mere is one of the most flourishing

NEW YORK WOMEN
GAMBLING CRAZED

Thousands of Them Said to
Have Become Addicted to
Poker Play Night and Day.

New York, April 23.—The World says:
Thousands of the women of New York
are gambling crazed. The World, for sev-
eral weeks past, has conducted a quiet
but thorough investigation, and the most
astonishing facts were unearthed about the
extent of the epidemic of gambling that
now rages among women in this city. It
is growing every day. There seems to be
no check to its disastrous progress.

"There are hundreds of poker games run-

‘| ning nightly in New York, where patri-

mony is weakened and family plate being
hurried to pawnshops. No count can be
taken of the calamity to domestic life
which is attributed to the disposition of
women to gamble with cards. Poker
games and bridge whist parties are form-
ed weeks in advance. :

In many of the Broadway hotels there
are organized each day companies of men
and women who indulge in draw poker
and bridge, with a view to helping out
household expenses, from & visitation of
Dame Fortune.

There are scores of women living off
the profite of this passion in New York
today. These same are the heads of es-
tablishments in apartment or brown stone
front houses in quiet neighborhoods,
Their percentage of the profits of the
game enables them to live luxuriously.

THIRD OF UNION MEN
IDLE AT YEAR’S END

Albany, April 23.—Practically one out
of every three union men in this state
was idle at the close of 1007, according to
the quanterly bulletin of the State Labor
Department, made public tonight. Ih
New York City the percentage was 34.2
as compared with 32.7 for the rest of the
state. On this question the bulletin says:

“During the first six months of 1907
idleness among trade unionists was great-
er than' the year before, but continued
improvement, by mideummer had reduced
the percentage of unemployed very nearly
to the record of 1906, this improvement
of the first half year having been mainly
due to increasing activity in the New
York City building trades. But the im-
provement in these trades was interrupt-
ed in July, followed by a marked relapse
in August, and this, coupled with the ex-
tensive strike of commercial telegraphers,
sent the proportion of idle unionists sud-
denly upward in the latter month.

“Then came the violent depression fol-
lowing close after the October panic, caus-
ing great increase of idleness in nearly
all of the principal organized trades, and
leaving approximately every third mem-
ber of the representative unions report-
ing, or 32.7 per cent. of the membership,
idle at the end of December.”

ASQUITH’S POWER
(T. P. O’Connor, M.P.)

What is the great secret of Mr. As-
quith’s rise?

GARLAND STAHL AND DONLIN
REINSTATED.

FISH AND GAME
PRESERVATION :

Letter From the Secretary
of the N.B. Fish, Forest
and Game Protective
Association.

To the Editor of The Times:

Sir,—In the last twenty-four hours the
secretary of the N. B. Fish, Forest and
Game Protective Association, has received
communications from men whose standing
is unquestioned, complaining of open and
wanton selaughter of game during all
seasons of the year. Some speak of the
killing of moose and deer of all ages.
Others of the finding of fish all along a
river’s bank where they have been blown
up by dynamite and then washed ashore.
Not. only was the killing dastardly, but
the game was left to rot and decay. He
has also been informed by men known to
him personally of the finding of nets in
non-tidal waters and of the Sunday mass-
acres conducted in some lumber camps

where game was killed and left to the
prowling bears, wild cats and foxes.
Anyone sufficiently interested can stand
on the banks of rivers within a hundred
miles of this city and watch salmon lit-
emlly piled on one another, trying to get
up river to spawn. They are prevented
from so doing by dams erected by pulp
mills, which either have no fishway, or

one which is a fish ladder in name only.;

There will be a bill introduced at Freder
icton within a few months asking for a
charter to dam the mouth of the Tobique
river. If that bill passes the salmon fish-
ing of St. John harbor will in a few
years be nothing but a mere legend. There
are rivers in this province which wipe out
thousands of fresh run salmon because
their waters are polluted by the dumping
of sawdust and general refuse, such as
acids, by those same mills. The mill own-
ers, in defence, say the mill gives em-
ployment to the nearby inhabitants, and
that the value of their wages, is greater
than that of the fish. Yet in the state
of New York a careful and desp-thinking
corporation erected an additional pla.nt to
manufacture first, but ten per cent! of
their refuse, and now consume the entire
refuse, and that at a profit, So much for
education.

On any public holiday in the fall you
will find hundreds of men returning in
the evening with a small or empty bag
and a tired, di bird dog. Yet the
paper boasts of some hunter, who, by buy-
ing up numerous covers, returns with a
record bag, while he could have had suf-
ficient sport were the number limited and
the covers open to all paying a small
gun license of say a dollar a year. How
many small wage earners who are limi-
ted to a week or a fortnight holiday, plan
a trip after ducks, and who, starting on
the opening of the season, as.the laws
so demand, find their favorite marshes
frequented by omly a stray whistler. They
learn from the nearest farm house that
shooting has been going on for a fort-
night past. Is there any reason they re-
turn disgusted and have little respect for
the laws in future.

What is true of wing shooting is also
true of trout fishing. How many hun-
dreds, if not thousands of lakes, are re-
gularly fished through the ice in the win-
ter. Judge Fralick, at the annual con-
vention of the Ontario Fish and Game
Protective Association in 1906, an insti-
tution with upwards of fifty branches, and
which was formed through the untiring
efforts of Mr. A. Kelly Evans, who is to
visit this province next wesk, produced
ample proof that this winter fishing had
completely depleted certain lakes of fish.
As I have before stated, ample proof of
the use of dynamite can be shown, and
that many hundreds of nets annually de-
stroy the fishing in many rivers we have
also the word of reputable men.

Aside from the pleasure afforded worn
out business men, this great natural heri-
tage has a value second to nome in the
province, and the great point. is it requires
no investment but simply protection,
which in many famous gams countries has
been kept up almost entirely by non-
resident license fees, and practically mil-
lions of dollars annually flow into these
countries without one cent of expenditure
on the part of the people. The time has
therefore arrived when the attractions of
New Brunswick forests, seashore and
streams should be brought and kept to
the attention of every tourist. Think of
the millions at this moment preparing
for their annual trip. How many of them
even know of this province as a pleasure

In fact, he gave the
audience to understand that every restric-
tive feature of the law was flagrantly
violated. He could furnish the proof of
his statements. He closed his powerful
address with some good advice on organ-
ization.

CANADA’S_ IMMIGRATION
POLICY HEAVILY SCORED

The Opposition Members Declare That the Bonus

System Brings in a Poor Class and That the ==

Tnme Has Come to Do Away With It.

Ottawa, April 22—The debate on Mr.
Monk’s resolution to abolish the bonus
system in connectnoh with Canada’s im-
nngratlon policy ‘waé continued today and
again adjourned. Another Liberal mem-
ber, Alonzo Robitaille, of Quebec county,
strongly supported the resolution.

Mr, Lalor was informed that the pat-
ronage committee of Dunville had not
nominated W. W. Kirk as inspector of
the Port Maitland pier.

Replying to Ralph. Smith  (Nanaimo),
Sir Wilfrid Laurier gsaid that six shipping
companies doing bufiness on the Pacific
coast are receiving subsidies, including the
service between Canada and Mexico, of
$50,000 per annum;¥Victoria and Skagway,
$17,500; Victoria and San Francisco, $3,-
000; Canada, China ‘and Japan, $73,000;
Canada and New Zealand, $50,000; Vic-
toria and coastwise, $100 per trip. The
government was mnot aware that any of
these encouraged the immigration of ori-
entals, but such a practice, if it existed,
would be deemed a violation of the sub-
sidy act.

Mr, Monk was informed that of the
1,761 passengers who. aryived .at St. John,
N.B., on the s.s. Montreal, on April 5,
nineteen destined for Canada and seven
destined for the United States, were re-
jeted. How many of these would be de-
ported was not yet known. Of the 1,714
destined for Canada, 443 were Scandin-
avians, 971 Galicians and 116 - réturned
Canadians.

Tariff Anomauea,

Mr, Zimmerman drew attention to. sev-
eral alleged tariff a.mmahes He wanted
to know why coke, a. 'manufactured: article,
was free, while coal was taxed; why
binder twine makers could import coal
free while gas producers had to pay a tax;
why coal tar was free while coal for its
manufacture was dutiable. ;

Mr.  Fielding replied that it was
necessary to consider the tariff as a whole
and it would be ohviously inconvenient
to discuss isolated items,

Mr. Ames was informed that up to No-
vember 1, 29,550,179 acres of land had
been granted to railways in Manitoba and
the Northwest. The total acreage given in
homesteads preemptions was 31,513,880.

Mr. McIntyre (South Perth), resuming
the debate on Mr. Monk’s immigration

amendment, expressed the hope tlnt Mr.
Oliver would carefully gusrd the inspec-
tion regulations, but he quite admitted
that Canada had not yet arrived at the
stage of her development where she could
pick and choose. - The - best .classes: did:
not émigrate to Canada, they were con-
tent with their lot on the:other side of the
Atlantic. Mr. Mclntyre crossed ewords
with Armand Lavergne, who had con-
tended that the immigrants who were
being brought in by the government were
not of the class which would assimilate
with the Canadian people. Mr. Mclntyre
reminded the House that the pioneers of
this country were immigrants.

“But- they were not Doukhobors,” -said!

Mr. Lavergne.

Mr. Paquet (Lislet), declared that the
present inspection regulations were suf-
ficient, if properly enforced, and he sug-
gested that we should mnphfy our immi-
gration laws by providing for fines on
steamship companies for carrying tuber-
cular and other contagious patients, if it
can be shown that they have omitted
taking proper precautions. Our agents in
Britain -and France ‘should “be ' igtructed
to scour the rural districts for farm immi-
grants and-he suggested that it would be
mtch easier to repatriate the Canadians
now resident in the United States and he
would also induce industrial workers in
New England States to come to our cities.
Further, M. Paquet urged the necessity of
requiring the court record of immigrents.
He strongly opposed the bonus system.

Dr. McIntyre( Stratheona), defended the
bonus system on the ground that the west
was only beginning to become settled. The
west unanimously endorsed the immigra-
tion policy of the government. He said
if Canada had 80,000,000 people he would
hold up both hands for the resolution, but
at present we had great natural resources
which ‘had not been developed.~

“Js it the proper thing,” asked Mr.
Monk, “to bring in the wrong people to
develop the country?”

Mr.. Robitaille (Lib. Quebec), who. sup-
ported the resolution, said the effort had
been made to convey the impression that
the opponents of the immigration policy
of the government were anxious to retard
the progress of the west. The bonus sys-
tem was one of the first causes of bringing
in the undesirable element,
