VERY CLOSE VOTE

Seven Aldermen Against Six Favor New Plan---Ald. Lewis
Vigorous in His Opposition---New City Bills Tc Ge To

The Legislature.

The council adopted yesterday by seven
votes to six the principle of giving to the
heads of all departments the power of
appointment, suspension and dismissal. A
motion to make the appointments of all
directors annpal and to require a list of
all appointments ‘to be submitted monthly
will be taken up at the next meeting.
W. Murdoch was appointed director of
the water and sewerage board. '~ The re-
ports of the various boards were adopted
with but ¢ight amendment: The matter
of the Boyd sewer was referred back to
the board to hear deputations and with
power to act. The mayor occupied the
chair and Ald. Hamm, Bullock, 'Vanwart,
Lewis, McArthur, Holder, MecGoldrick;
Tilley, Baxter, I'rink, Pickett, Sproul and
MacRae were present with the common
clerk. Marshall Coughlan was in attend-
ance.

The report of the treasury- board was
taken. up section by section.

_Section one, recommending payment of
the bills of the various departments, was
adopted. g
'Section two recommeénded that in. the
‘case of special leases or agreements in
which special priviieges were sought the
parties interested should agree to pay the
cost of preparation before the order was
made. Carried.

Section three recommended that in fu-

'ture ‘the appointment, dismissal and sus-
pension of the officials under the treasury
department should be vested in the cham-
berlain, who is the chief executive officer
of that department, and that the power
to suspend the chamberlain should be
vested in the chairman of the treasury
board. :

Ald. Bullock in moving the adoption-of
thie section said it had been considered
in-“the Dest interests of the city to bring
the other departments in line with the
récommendation of the ferry committee
after the receut investigation. He con-
sidered the resolution a wise measure and
at the meeting of the board it had been
passed without a ‘single dissentient vote.
He ¢ould assure the board that as regards
tlje' suspension of the executive officer he
wwould, as chairman, call the board to-
gether without delay to consider such a
gituation should it arise. He did not de-
gire ‘to convey the impression that there
waé any dissatisfaction as to the cham-
berlain in consequence of his remarks.

Ald. Baxter seconded the motion..

Ald, Vanwart considered the matter
had -been sprung on the council too sud-
denly. He did not think it right. that
with several members leaving the eouncil
at fthe end of the year that the question
should be considered at the present’time.
He. moved an amendment that the recom-
mendation be laid on the table to be
taken up by the new council after the
elections in May.

Ald. McArthur, in seconding the amend-

. ent, said he' did not 'think there had
been'tnearly enough discussion. He had
_not. previously expressed an opinion but
it was certainly a question which should
he fully debated. .

Ald. Sproul said he would be unable
{o wote for the motion. He doubted very
much if they had competent men at the
Tcad of the departments. He had no ob-
jection if 500 men buttonholed him when
seeking appointments. .

Ald. Lewis spoke of a large petition
heing in circulation against the proposed
change. He referred to a conversation

HEARD FROM

Gold from Seawater Fakir,
Remembered in Maine, De-
fendant in Divorce Suit.

(Eastport Sentinel.)
Anything relating to the affairs of the
chief personages in the great gold-from-

sea-water swindle of a few years ago,|

having Lubec for its base of operations,
will always be of some interest to people
in this section. A despatch dated St.
Louis, published in the Boston Journal
says:

A petition for divorce was filed in the
Surrogate’s Court here by Mrs. P. F.
Jerenegan, wife of the notorious Rev.
Prescott Ford Jernegan, who gained
fame some few years ago as the promoter
of the most remarkable swindle of the
generation, he claimed to have discover-
ed in a dream a plan whereby gold might
be extracted from sea water,

The cause alleged in the libel filed by
Mrs. Jernegan is desertion, the absent
Mr. Jernegan having fled the country im-
mediately after the explosion which fol-
lowed the failure of his company in the
gold-extracting game. Since then he has
wandered to all parts of the world, hav-
ing tarried in several countries in Eu-
rope as long as the funds he managed to
accumulate in the salt water swindle
held out.

Later he came to the United States,
but even during thdt time he and his
wife lived apart, he having omitted to
pay’ an extensive visit to New England
in the face of public feeling againet him
at that time.

Upon his retwrn he was located for a
time in the State of Washington, where
hd was ‘employed in a sawmill and dream-
ing dreams of teaching school, writing
stories or doing other work surtable for
a man of his attainments, During that
period he was in communication with his
wife all the time, and sent her all the
money he could epare from the meager
wage he received as a laborer in the lum-
ber camps of the great Northwest.

Later he secured an appoiltment as a
scheol teacher in the Philippines, and be-
fore he had been there long he had at-
tracted the attention of promiment educa-
tors in the islands by the superb educa-
tion he possessed and the manner in
which he evidently fitted into that occu-
pation. This resulted in his being ad-
vanced to a responsible position in the
mormal school at Manila and being accord-
ed a ralary of $1,500 a year to start.

After meeting with his good fortune he
forgot the wife he had léft behind in
