HOUSES FOR WORKINGMEN

Discussion of civic issues in Toronto
is taking a wide sweep. Mayor Coats-
‘worth, in formulating a platform to
which he believes civic candidates should
subscribe, includes the following plank:

«“With regard to homes for working-
men, there is no doubt provision must be
made to see that our workingmen are
looked after $1d comfortable homes pro-
vided for them. A comprehensive! scheme
should be entered upon at once, either
by the municipality or private corpora-
tions or persons, to secure for the work-
ingmen good and comfortable houses,
not too (far ‘away, at prices or rents
whidh awill bring them wvithin the reach
of all. The cost of a workingman's
house to buy should not be more than
from $1000 to $2,000, and~to rent from
$10 to $15 per month.”

This proposal has met with mo little
favor and has commanded considerable
newspaper support. In passing it may,
be noted that in Toronto there is an
incrcasing tendency to defeat any can-

ROOSEVELT AND

There is laughter in Berlin, at the ex-
pense of '\\’aslliﬁgtoﬁ. It arises curious-
ly. Professor John W. Burgeaé was re-
cently appointed as the first ‘“Rooscvelt
Professor of American History and In-
stitutions”/ at. the University of Berlin.
The assumption thas been that he was
Mr. Roosevelt’s eel.ection,' or that, at all
events, he was approved by the chief
executive. The professor set out to make
a hit in his inaugural address, and he
did, in Germany, if not in the United
States. The Kaiser and many Germans
of prominence ivere in the audience. Pro-
ffessor Burgess proceeded to atjack two
sacred American -institutions, the Monroe
Doctrine -and the policy of protection.
In the course of his speech he said:

“Our politiciang have not the slightest
idea that -both theories.are almost anti-
quated, that the transformation of Eu-
ropean states and their: ¢onstitutitns, and
the assumption by the United States of
world. power, have .now almost made
both theories senseless. - Ambassadors and
foreign offics secrvtaries are not allowed
to discuss such subjects but a Roosevelt

that, in his opinion ‘the time for high
protection is past, and that the best in-
terests of  the world would be fostered
by large Teutonic emigration to South
America and the scttlement of that re-
gion by persons fceling and fulfilling the
demands of civilization.”

- In Washington all this will be regard-
ed vas rank heresy. The Americans are
prone to worship protection, and they dis-
tinetly do not desire to permit Germany

ca. There is point, therefore, in this
American comment on the ‘“Roosevelt
professor’s” first performance: ;

“We look for a Theodore Roosevelt
lecture on this subject which shall have
Prof. Burgess for auditor instead of ora-
tor.”

But as a matter of fact it is rather late
for that. And Berlin shakes with laugh-

fer.

Not since he has been president has any
appointment of Mr. Roosevelt's excited
6o much discussion in all parts of the
world: In Ruesia as cagerly as in New
York -are they debating the Straus ap-
pointment. It is the first time in Ameri-
can_politics that a Jew has been elevated
to cabinet rank, and as such may estab-
lish a precedent for future presidents,
although in the United States they do
mo appear to be so slavishly bound to
representation of races and eects as in
Canada.

i Straus’ appointment is a recognition of
the influence and impontance of the Jews
in. the commercial life of the United
States. It je an old joke that “the Jews
own New York, and the Irish run it
and ‘more than that it is a fairly accurate
stabement. The great financial houses are
Jewish. There are Kuhn, Loeb & Co.,
Jacob H. Schiff, Ladenburg, Thalman &
Co., Marshall, Spader & Co., whose ‘chiefs
are Jews, The theatrieal and musical
business of the United States, wihich cen-
tres in New York, are in the hands of
the Jews. The clothing business is theirs,
and they have their fingére in the meat
trust. In fact it would be difficult to
find an important business where a Jew
is not one of its masters. As a rule they
thave mot been prominent in politics, ow-
ing to the instinctive prejudice against
against them on the part of the. average
American voter, but in many cdmpaigns
they have been “the men behind.”
Roosevelt believes that the time has now
come for one of them to ke the man in
front.
A BLOW AT HEARST.

In the appointment of Mr. Straus,
there may be politics, of course. ' It is
imaginable that the move will help Mr.
Hughes 'in his New York camippaign, for
Hearst has been posing as the great and
only champion of the Jewish race in the
United States. His most stromgly sup-
ported wival for the Democratic nomina-
tion was also a celebrated Jewish defend-
er, and perhaps a Jew himself—Congress-
man Sultzer. The Jewish vote is large,
and Mr. Hearst counts on it. This new
turn may convince the Jews that their
real friend is Roosevelt and may induce
them to vote for his eupporter, Hughes.

As minister to Turkey, under McKinley,
Mr. Straus is- credited with doing muci
to reconcile the Mohammedan inhabit-
ants of the Sulu Archipelago in the Phi-
lippines to the guzerainty of the United
States. He has performed many other
important services, serving on commis-
sions to investigate the New York pub-
lic schools and to improve institutions
for the insane. In 1895-he was presid-
ent of the National Primary League, and
from 1899 to 1903 was president of the
American Social Science Association, be-
sides being president of the National
conferencé of ‘Labor and Capital held in
1903. Mr. Straus since 1902 was a mem-
ber of the permanent Court of Arbitra-
tion at The Hague, he taking the place
left vacant by the death of ex-President
Harrison. He has written much for the
magazines and has published a couple
of books, besides lecturing upon interna-
tiohal law and allied subjects at the great
un'\vemit.ies of the United States. It is
plain therefore that he is a very dis-
tuingished man, and one likely to bring
strength to ‘any cabinet.

A DISTINGUISHED FAMILY.

In the Jewish Encyclopaedia some de-
tails are given of the'Straus family, to
which the new cabinet minister belongs.
Originally, the American Strauses came
from Otterberg, in the Rhenish palatin-
ate. The father was a Lazarus Straus,
who took part in the revolutionary move-
ment of 1848, and had to leave the coun-
try.

DR R. C. WELDON BY A
MAJORITY OF 1,001

Shelburne, N." 8,, Oct. 31—With all the
returns in fmsom .the Shelburne-Queens
election Hon. W. 8. Fielding has a ma-
jority of 1,001 over R. C. \Veldqn, com-
pared with 385 which he had in the gen-
eral election of 1904, when Mr. Fielding's
opponent was J. J. Ritchie.

great a majority a,gtmst them as tln.s, but
‘there was. not a worker in the united
counties om  the  oppesition side, during
‘the campaign, who did not know, though
he would not publicly admit it, that the
minister of ﬁ:ia.n-ce would secure his’ elec-
tion.

The, only hope of Dr..Weldon’s frierids
was 'that they might keep the majority
of the minister of finance somewhat near
his figures for 1004. Mr, F:eld.mg has 262
more votes than he secured in’that con-
test and' Weldon has:344 less: votes than
Ritchie received.

The total vote polled today is practic-
ally the same as that at the general elec-
tion. Fielding has 2,564 votes, while Wel-
don_has 1,563. In the contest of 1904 the
figures were 2,302 for I*‘ie]ding, and 1,917

1 for - Ritchie,

The government had a very large foree
of workers in the constituency, their
speakers -including three members of ‘par-
liament and three or four members of the
local - legislature.
