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BOYS’ CLUBS
.’J’HE Boys’ Clubs In Saint John will soon be 
' open for the winter. It is interesting to note 
to what an extent the movement of providing clubs 
for boys is growing. The October News Bulletin 
of the Boys’ Club Federation tells of a new club 
to be opened in Detroit this week, in a. district in 
which, within a radius of a mile, live 12,000 boys. 
The district is one of the worst sections in the city 
in its juvenile court record, and the new Club had 
ft* inception in an appeal made by the judge of 
the Juvenile Court. Over fifty prominent leaders 
in the business and civic life of Detroit are be­
hind the new club. The Governor of Michigan, the 
MayoT Of Detroit, bank presidents, business and 
professional men are on^/he directorate. A four- 
etory warehouse and factory building in the district 
was secured, and $15,000 spent to convert it Into 
Suitable club quarters. There have been provided 
e gymnasium, an auditorium, bexing ring, physical 
examination department, junior and senior game 
rooms, class rooms for vocational training and a 
reeding room. The News Bulletin, In the following 
very striking paragraph, tells why so many promi­
nent citizens of Detroit have interested themselves 
in this matter:

“A study of the records of the Juvenile Court 
showed that one out of every eight boys between 
the ages of 17 and 19 was arrested last year, that 
juvenile arrests had been increasing at the rate of 
20 per cent, each year, that the seriousness of the 
offenses among the older hoys bad Increased, grand 
larceny having tripled in two years, carrying con­
cealed weapons and robbery iiad doubled, assault 
and battery almost trebled and that in eight years 
the number of cases coming before the court was 
equal to the entire boy population of the city.”

TUBERCULOSIS
£^IFE insurance companies believe it to be good 

business to spend money in a campaign to 
destroy tuberculosis. Communities should be not 
less eager to have the disease stamped out. The 
effort that is being made at the present time 
through the agency of an educational campaign 
to arrest public attention and prevail upon people 
to take more interest in having cases of the disease 
reporter! and treated, and especially to ensure bet­
ter care of children who, when under-nourished, 
are more susceptible to the disease, should meet 
with universal support. It was noted in The Tlmes- 
St*r a few days ago that the number of children 
suffering from tuberculosis in the County Hospital 
is little more than one-third of what it was some 
years ago. The explanation is that nursing care 
has saved many' children from contracting the dis­
ease. Of course a more prompt report and proper 
treatment of advanced cases has also had a bene­
ficial effect. In the province generally, however, the 
death rate from this disease is so high as to be a 
disgrace to an intelligent community. The disease, 
be it remembered, can be stamped out. Let every­
body lend a hand.

SOME DISTURBING SUGGESTIONS
*J*HE new Welland Canal when completed will 
‘ cost, it is estimated, $116,000,000. The Mari­
time Provinces will have paid their share of the 
cost, but a Buffalo man, who is described by the

■ Financial Post as “one of the first three or four 
shipping men concerned with the Great Lakes 
trade,” is quoted as saying that he could not see 
that the Welland Canal had benefited the Mari­
times at all. Nor did he see In the new canal “any 
particular advantage in the possibilities of a coal­
carrying trade from the Maritimes.”

Still another Buffalo man is quoted by the 
Financial Post as saying “he could see that the 
Walland Canal and St. Lawrence system is a 
positive detriment to the Maritimes, since this 
canal system built up Montreal as a grain port, 
whereas Halifax and Saint John should have dis­
placed Portland, Me., as soon as Canadian railroads 
obtained their eastern terminais in Canada.”

So much for the Maritimes and their share of 
that $116,000,000 cost of the new canal. But If the 
Cfnal will not benefit them, to whom will the ad­
vantage accrue?? Sir Wilfrid Laurier justified the 
first canal by saying grain would go to Montreal 
Without fear of competition from Buffalo or Os­
wego. We know now that tt failed to prevent Buf­
falo competition, and the new canal will enable 
the large lake boats te get down to Oswego, and 
make it a rival of thé Canadian port of Kingston. 
The large lake boats cannot- go on to Montreal, 
and the grain will have to be trans-shipped at 

~~ Prescott or Kingston—the letter being most 
favored. But will the American port of Oswego 
be entirely out of the running? A writer in the 
Financial Post puts the question thus: “Will Canada 
be proud of this (canal) or will our Investment of 
Bsoney and energy turn out to be a bitter dis­
appointment?”

That is an extraordinary question to ask at this 
Stage of the proceedings. The Buffalo shipping man 
told the Financial Post that he did not see how 
the new canal could cut grain rates very much. 
Although there would be a saving in time, he did 
not expect to see any material reduction In rates, 
because of the poor prospect for return cargo from 
Kingston.

Here is another amazing statement which a 
Buffalo man interviewed by the Financial Post 
credits to a former Canadian cabinet minister. He 
"declared privately that the Interest on the money 
being spent on the Welland Canal, or what would 
be spent by the time it is finished on the usual

■ government scale, would pay the rail freight rates 
on every bushel of grain from the originating 
-point in the northwest to Montreal.”

Why does the Financial Post give publicity to 
such views as are indicated in this summary of 
two long articles in its columns? Is there a pos­
sibility that the huge expenditure on the Welland 
Canal will not be justified by results? One would 
be reluctant to think so, especially if one lived In 
the Maritime Provinces, where every little Govern­
ment expenditure appears to be regarded with dark 
suspicion by many of our friends in the central 
provinces. ■» 11

Whatever happens we must pay our share of the 
cost of the Welland Canal—as we have done in the 
case of the whole canal and waterway system from 
Quebec to Fort William.

The Dairy Show
On a cold October morning with a rustic red- 

faced sun trying hard to force its way through 
the mist, the biggest farmyard of the world opened 
in London this week. At the Dairy Show at the 
Agricultural Hall there are 7,500 cocks, hens and 
pigeons, crowing, clucking and cooing; there are 
as many cows as goats, and thousands of bright- 
faced dairy maids. There are, moreover, dairies 
where butter and cream- —including ice cream—are 
made; and milk is put up in bottles. The unfor­
tunate judges of milk are being hard worked, for 
competitors if they wish, are allowed to millt their 
cows three times a day, which means that judges 
have to be on duty from 6.30 in the morning till 
10.80 at night. It is as though all the farmyards 
and dairies of the South had been made into one 
enormous hall, permeated with the sweet smell of 
the cow-byre. The Affr*cultural Hall is for once 
living up to its name.

Northern Ontario has been toured by a group 
of professional and financial men, who have re­
turned very much impressed by the development 
going on in that region. The mining industry ex­
plains the activity. It causes the expenditure of 
large sums of money, the rise of small towns, and 
the development of farms to supply those towns 
with produce. This is what New Brunswick needs. 
There is a general belief that minerals in paying 
quantity exist in this province; and, If the Pro­
vincial Government is able to prevail upon the fed­
eral authorities to lend some assistance in pros­
pecting, much good may develop.

1X7HEN the human body develops, its 

walls are composed of sheets of 
fibrous tissue and muscles, covered by 
fat and skin. This body wall should 
be sufficient to hold the contents with­
in and to sustain them in their proper 
position. Sometimes, however, as the 
body develops, weak spots appear in 
the wall through which the internal 
organs push their way, producing 
what is known as hernia or rupture.

One of the most common types is

may be completely cured by the ap­
plication of a proper bandage or strap 
which will hold the walls together 
til they close permanently.

Trusses and elastic bandages of 
various kinds have been developed, 
some of them good, but many of them 
quite dangerous because of springs 
which force the walls to open wider 
and to enlarge the rupture. \

In very severe cases a simple opera­
tion is done in which the skin is opened 
and the underlying tissues sewed to­
gether, after returning the abdominal I 
contents to their proper place in the 
cavity.

The condition is one which should 
have prompt medical attention as soon 
as it is observed, because^ of the sec­
ondary dangerous possibilities.

NEARLY 100 YEARS OLD
Mr. Chamberlain was born on March 

21, 1927, and will soon be 100 years 
old, but is still hale and hearty and 
looks to be in very good health, and 
his faculties keen. He was bom at 
English Settlement, Queens county, but 
has been living for more than 40 years 
at Gondola Point. There are said to 
be about 150 descendants at present 
living. Among these are Joseph, Will­
iam and Thomas Chamberlain, sons, 
now residing in the United States;

° is the material loss sustained by the Order of The Redemptorist 
Fathers guardians of the shrine of Ste. Anne, from the conflagra­
tion which, for the second time within five years, destroyed their 
church with practically all its treasures and most of its relics.

The fire broke out around 1 o'clock this morning and before 
adequate effort could be directed towards fighting it, the sacred 
structure was a mass of smoking ruins. But, as if to inspire faith 
that the destruction of material things did not mean the destruc­
tion of things spiritual, the famous relic of Ste. Anne, upon which 
the entire raison d'etre of the shrine is centred, was saved from the 
flames. This was found in a vault in the Sacristy, somewhat 
scorched, but otherwise intact.

Several valuable paintings and sta­
tues were saved, but the ancient bell 
and the statue to which the faithful 
attribute all the miraculous powers 
were totally destroyed. The loss of 
this valuable statue is considered to be 
irreparable.

The razing of a third building in 
Mill street, purchased some years ago 
by the Dominion government for new 
yard facilities in anticipation of a mod­
