London, July 17.— Senator
N. S. Belcourt, of Ottawa, is
here in London "all dressed up
as Canadian envoy extraordin-
ary and no place to go. Al-
though he comes armed with full
credentials issued under order-
in-council by the Canadian Gov-
ernment as minister plenipoten-
tiary in the inter-allied confer-
ence, questions of Canadian re-
presentation in these meetings is
still unsettled.

There is a wide gulf of differ-
ence between the proposal of the
DBritish Government and the sug-
gestion of the Canadian Govern-
rnent with the attitude and dif-
ficult situation of the French
Premier as the real stumbling
block.

Canada’s Position

Canada insists that the Versailles
precedent should be followed. There
each dominion had its representative

at every session and Canada maintains |

that this is her right on this occasion
as a sister natiop within the British
Empire.

Premier Herriot opposes this system
on the grounds that the increased size
of the Empire delegation thus con-
stituted will weaken his position at
home and give former Premier Poin-
care further opportunity to attack him
and possibly to defeat him In the
Chamber.

In consideration of Herriot’s posi-
tion the British .foreign office wants
the dominions to be represented by a
panel system which will allow only
one delegate from the dominions to
sit at each session, the idea being that
each dominion shall alternate in this
representation.

Friends recall frequent disputes be-
tween the journalist and the second
Madame Clarete, whom he married
after the present Madame Caillaux be-
came the wife of the ex-Premier.

In 1919 the Figaro started publish-
ing love letters which had passed be-
tween the first Madame Clarete and
Caillaux. The Premier’s wife went to
the offices (of the editor, Gaston Cal-
mette, and shot him to death. She
was later acquitted after a sensa-
tional trial.

Coleman Lived Here

Halifax, July 17—(8pecial).—Gun-
ner Gegorge Coleman, of the Royal
Canadian Artillery, formerly of St.
John, is held in the Halifax police sta-
tian, on' & charge of murdering his
comrade, Lance<Bombardier Groves,
also of the R. C. A. Canadian Artillery.

Groves was the caretaker of Fort
Connaught, about eight miles from
Halifax, and Coleman was stationed at
York, a mile further on. The. two are
said to have had geveral arguments
lately. Coleman was brought to the
city by a special detail of milltary.
He showed no sorrow for his deed. He
was taken out to the military hospital,
for Groves to identify, but Groves was
dying, and when Coleman returned to
the police station, news had ‘arrived of
Groves’ death.

The St. John man began to show
signe of coliapse. In a statement to
the police Coleman said the he is 83
years of age.

He was born at Peters Field, about
20 miles from St. John, and had lived
in St. Jobn all his life. He served in
the artillery with Groves.

“Went to Get Him.”

“I took my rifle and 10 rounds f
ammanltion,” he said, “and went up
to Connaught. I went to get him. I
didn't take the gan for nothing. He
bad been talking about me behind mny
back apd saying 1 wasn't doing my
work. 1 don’t say I intended to kil
him. I intended to shoot to put him
in hospital.” Later on In his confes-
slon Coleman said that he intended to
get Groves.

Groves’ wife, who lived with him
at the fort, in a statement made to
The Times-Star representative, a few
eninutes after her husband had passed
away, said that the fort bell rang this
morning, and when her husbana um-
locked the gate, Coleman atepped in,
and fired three shots at Groves. As
her Rusband collapsed she ran fer-
ward, but Coleman, brandishing the
gun. threatened to shoot her, if she
did not go back into the fort.

SCIENCE CURES
UNRULY CHILDREN

Simple Method is Used for
Correcting Those With
Bad Habits.

L
By MILTON MACKAYE
(United Press.)

Washington, July 15—Science has
come to the rescue of the long-suffer- |
ing parents of mean and bad tempered
children.

Experts in juvenile hygiene have dis-
covered and developed the “gynthetic
disposition.”” By steady treatment,
they can impose a new personality
upon a child—change him from an Ill-
natured pest to a happy little fellow
who “scatters sunshine in the home.”

And the process is very simple, too.
The latest bulletin of the Children’s
Bureau of the Department of Labor ex-
plains the method devised and made
practical by Dr. D. A. Thom of Bos-
ton, pioneer in the field.

Bad temper, says Dr. Thom, is a
mental sickness. He treats it as such
and children as “patients,” in what he
calls his “hnbit” clinics.

Good Habits for Bad.

The habit clinic creates mental
health by substituting good habils for
bad ones. Feeding problems, temper
tantrums, pugnacity, shyness, enuresis,
destructiveness, delinquency, they are
all bad habits.

The elinic can cure children who
respond to  discipline with screams,
kicking attacks of temper, children who
are too retiring or too “bossy,” rhil-
dren who begin to lie and steal, and
children who won't eat the food they
should.

Here is the method generally fol-
lowed:

Youngsters coming to the clinie are
first given & physical examinatlon to
eliminate all organic trouble. The
home and the child’s parents are visited
by a social worker who. reports cn
environment. Next a psychoiogist
gives mental tests and makes a careful
observation of the child’s attitude and
characteristics.

Finally a psychiatrist, with the in-
formation received, consults with the
parents, examines the child, diagnoses
the problem and plans a course of
treatment. .

A Particular Case.

Dr. Thom cites the case of “A. A.”
aged 8, as one example of the clinic
work. “A. A.” would not eat the food
given him, refused milk and vegetables,
but was extremely fond of meat. As
a result he was under weight, a poor
sleeper, stubborn, reblled at authority
and whined whenever thwarted.

The first treatment established good
sleeping habits. The next necessitated
an explanation to the mother of the
methods used by children to obtain
their own way. The child must not
be given apples and eandy when he
refused milk; his rebellion and stub-
borness must be ignored in order that
he might learn that he could not galn
his own ends in that wayy

A diet was prescribed, and the foad,
at meal times, placed before the child
long enough for him to eat it. If he
rgfuscd, it was taken away. He was
given nothing between meals.

The plan was-explained to the child,
and ‘s chart given on which success at
any meal was marked with a gold stan

_After six months, the child had lost
his bad habits, and was eating all the
wholesome foods he had previously
refused.

During the past year, Dr. Thom h
handled 180 tases.

This is a defeat of the oro-
Libitaay law that has been in force
in Sackatchewan. The province has
followed the example of Manitoba and
Alberta in declaring against absolute
prohibition. In British Columbia,
where the question of the sale of beer
by the glass in licensed premises was
made the subject of a plebiscite at the
time of the recent elections, the final
returns are not yet reported, because
of the absentee vote; but, while the
provincé as a whole appears to have
voted against beer, a large number of
districts voted in its favor. Just what
the Government will do under these
conditions remains a matter of doubt.
One fact stands out clearly, and it is
that west of the Lakes the people are
against absolute prohibition. To what
extent this may be due to non-enforce-
ment of the law there is no means of
telling, but there is no mistaking the
change in public sentiment. Ontario
will be the next province to decide
whether it will retain its present law
or adopt some such policy as those of
the western provinces or Quebec.

THE WEST AT ODDS.

The Province of British Columbia
appears to resent very strongly the re-
storation of the Crow’s Nest rates.
The Vancouver Province says it is bit-
terly condemned by the manufacturers
of the province, because it pushes them
back out of several hundred miles of
prairie territory. The Brigish Colum-
bia division of the Manufacturers’ As-
sociation wants the Board of Railway
Commissioners to make a broader in-
vestigation, reviewing the whole struc-
ture of transportation rates affecting
the Western Provinces. We have thus
the Pacific and the Prairie Provinces
in opposition to each other in regarC
to & matter which the latter declare is
vital to their welfare. Beyond doubt
it was the very determined fight made
by Manitoba, Alberta and Saskatche-
wan that resulted in the restoration of
the rates prevailing before the war.
The Vancouver Province, in a long
article, says that, while the Crow’s
Nest freight rules meant something
twenty-five years ago, they are not
applicable today, because of the de-
velopment that has taken place in the
West during that period. Moreover,
the Crow’s Nest Agreement, it says,
applies only to Canadian Pacific lines.
The Province declares that the restor-
ation drives a coach and pair through
all the efforts of the Railway Commis-
sion to place freight rates on an equal
basis as between the East and West,
and creales discrimination where
none should exist. It says the sche-
dules take no account of railway de-
velopment in the West, the Panama
Canal, the growth of western manu-
facturing, and the change in the com-
mercial and distributing systems of the
West. The Province presents a for-
midable list of discriminations, not
onky against British Columbia, but
pgainst the East, and expresses the
ppinion that the Pacific Province is
“ikely to have plenty of help in her
fight against the Crow’s Nest sched-
ules” To all protests, however, the
Prairie Provinces will apparently stand
firm for the concession which they have
been able to secure. That concession,
however, lhey claim is only a right
guaranteed them, and which for spec-
tal reasons was withdrawn during the
war. The vast area of Canada makes
the problem of transportation difficult
of solution. So far as the Crow’s Nest
Agreement is concerned, since Parlia-
ment has taken no action, nothing can
be done before next session.

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THE FLEET WELCOMED

The reception given to the British
naval squadron in San Francisco last
week was so remarkable as to make a
very deep impression upon Vice-Ad-
Field and his officers. They
were entertained not only on shore
but by Admiral Robinson of the Am-
erican Navy on board the battleship
California. Vice-Admiral Field was

miral

moved by the heartiness of the gener-
al reception to prophesy that the time
is near when “petty differences between
‘England and America will melt away

as the mists disappear. in San Fran-
cisco Harbor.” At a great banquet
the Admiral referred to the warmth of
the welcome extended and said:

“But this evidence of great friend-
ship is not to be wondered at, for in
the hearts of all true Americans as in
the hearts of all true Britishers is the
spirit of true friendship. Occasions
such as this go far to wipe out all petty
differences because we who speak the
same language and come from the same
stock, after all are fundamentally work-
ing for the peace of the world and the
good of mankind.”

The press reports show that all
classes of people turned out to throng
the decks of the British warships dur-
ing their stay in port, and that the
sentiments expressed by the British
Vice-Admiral were heartily recipro-
cated by the people of San Francisco.

During the first six months of this
year 228,900,000 feet of logs and lum-
ber were exported from the port of
Vancouver. During the same period
last year the export was 123,000,000
feet. 'The increase this year shows
that t'he mills and forest industry of
the Pacific Province have been very
busy. It is noted, however, that at
present orders are very slack, and that
there will be a notable decrease in the
exports. The competition of British
Columbia in the lumber markets has
been felt gn the Atlantic Provinces
more than had been anticipated, the
reason being that Japan did not take
nearly as large an amount of British
Columbia lumber as was expected when
operations were being carried on in
the woods. The surplus had to find
other markets, and was thus brought
into competition with the eastern pro-
duct.

Mr. Robert Ewing, in a letter to the
Conservative electors of the city, an-
nounces that he will seek a nomination
by that party, to which he has always
belonged, as a candidate for the city
in the next provincial election. Mr.
Ewing announces that he seeks mom-
ination first as a prohibitionist, and he
sees no reason why a man cannot be a
good prohibitionist and also a good
Liberal Conservative. Mr. Ewing also
intimates that if hé does not get a
Conservative nomination he can get it
in another way.

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1t is announced that the investment
of the sum of $120,000 is necessary to
secure the Admiral Beatty Hotel. If
120 citizens would invest $1,000 each
the problem would be solved. What
will be said of St. John if this much
heralded hotel project, so essential to
the city’s progress, should fall down
again? While it is here suggested that
120 investors giving $1,000 each would
settle the matter, that will probably
not be accomplished; but there ought
to be a very large number of smaller
inVestors in the city who would assist
in the project rather than see it fail.

The House of Commons yesterday,
in committee, decided against Nova
Scotia in the matter of its appeal to
have its representation in the House
remain as before. That representation
will be reduced from sixteen to four-
teen members. The change will not
make the people of Nova Scotia any
more fond of their Dominion con-
nection. lt\may be New Brunswick’s
turn next.

The British Government has invited
the overseas Dominions to send rep-
resentatives to a conference late this
year to discuss inter-Imperial relations.
That will be a very important confer-
ence. It will be particularly interest
ing to learn what proposals the Labot
Government may have to improve the
commercial relations between the Do-
minions and the Mother Country.

NO NEED OF ELECTION.

The Government is in a con-
siderably stronger position now than
it was when it took office after the
election in December, 1921. At that
tim» it counted 117 members ih the
House, while the Conscrvatives had
fifty, the Progressives sixty-five und
L.abor three.
chair this left the Govsrnment in a
minority of two. Subsequently, two
Progressives went over to the Govern-
ment, while Mr. A. R. McMaster broke
with his Liberal friends on the tariff
issue and the Government lost a seat
in Halifax and another in Kent, New
Brunswick, to the Conservatives. So,
at the beginning of the present sestion
it was in a minority of four.

The situation, however, was never
reslly as serious as the figures would
indicate, for the Progressives mnever
voted in a body against any minis-
terial proposal. It was serious enough,
however, to be very uncomfortable for
the party in office, and Progressive
support was purchased with the low
tariff clauses in the recent hudget.
The Progressives bronght over sixly-
three members to ad1 to Mr. King’s
116, and Mr. McMaster came back, so
that about the date »f the budget the
Government could fairly count on 180
members in a house of 235. Since
then the so-called “Broncho Group,”

a dozen strong, has broken from the
Progressives, and Mr. Mitcheil of St.
Antoine has resigned. On the nther
cide, Mr. Porter of West Hastings hus
resigned and Mr. MacK-elvie of Yale
has died. The Goverament, therefore,
has now a strength of 167 members
in a house of 232.

It "has never heen the custom in
Canada to dissolve the House of
Commons until it has practically run
its course. Only two parlia‘menis
fewer than four sessions. The sccond
parliament ended abruptly when the
Macdonald Government resigned in
connection with the Pacific scandal and
the eleventh parliament was the one
dissolved just before the reciprocity
election of 1911. The omens seem to
be all against a dissolution before the
fourth session is over.

St. John Health Centre, estimates that
with $1,200 the Lady Byng camp for
under-noruished children can be main-
tained until September with from 15
to 20 boys and girls in attendance all
the time. About $875 has already been
contributed and she is hopeful that the
rest can be raised and the work car-
ried on. Several contributions in the
form of food and other things have
been received and such, when they are
necessities, are as valuable as the cash.

Reports from the camp say that the
children have made remarkable prog-
ress already. The good food, regular
and undisturbed hours of sleep and
proper care are having their effect.
Many visitors have taken advantage of
Miss Meiklejohn’s invitation to make
a visit to the camp during the last few
days. Five more children were taken
out to the camp yesterday, bringing
the total number in attendance up to
20.

This is the first time that the health
camp authorities have adopted per-
manent quarters and means consider-
able added expense. Last year only a
day camp was run which, although it
proved very helpful, the returning of
the children to the city at night was
bound to offset to a great extent the
good that had been done, Miss Meikle-
john said. The new experiment, as
was expected, was proving a great suc-
cess. Many children of this city would
be given a new normal and unham-
pered start I life which they other-
wise would not have, she said.

Those in charge of the work express
the hope that the required funds can
be raised and the full benefit received.

TWO WOLVES KILLED.

Animals Had Made Heavy Raids on
Farmers’ Stock.

Two notorious wolves have been de-
stroyed recently by Federal-State hunt-
ers. In Montana a big female wolf,

known as “Two Toes,” was killed by
J. J. Williams after being trailed
through ten feet of snow. Ranging over
a territory of 300 square miles, “Two
Toes” had killed thousands of dollars
worth of cattle in the last few years.
In 1923 she made her biggest known
Kill—twenty calves on two ranches—
in one week. Her den was dug out and
ten wolf cubs were taken alive and
destroyed. The death of “Toe Toes”
marks the end of a long list of killings
in the Highwood Mountains.

In Taney County, Mo., a destructive
old black wolf, locally called “The Old
Black Devil,” was captured in April.

For years past this animal had been |

a terror to the farmers of this country

and of Boone County, Ark. He wz;.s|

caught last year in Boone county but
escaped, leaving a toe in the trap.
Caught later near Omaha, Ark., he
again got away. During the past win*
ter he was caught twice by W. S. Bees-
ley, of the United States Department
of Agriculture, escaping each time, but
the third time, in April, was fatal for
him.

Mr. Williams is employed in co-
operative work between the Biological
Strvey and the Mountain State Fish
and Game Commission, while Mr.
Beesley is similarly engaged with the
Biological Survey and the Missouri
State Board of Agriculture.

BAFFLES smnus‘i

Gem Theft in London Man-é
sion Presents Study 1
i

in Crime.

London, July 17—The audsggcious rob- |
bery of part of Lady Ludlow’s $5,000,-
700 art treasure collection from Bath |
House, Piccadilly, still bafftes the best|
brains of Scotland Yard. The crime
presents problems on every side; it
bristles with difficulties for the police,
for the thief or thieves went apout
their task with an astonishing degree
of apparent negligence, but have, never- !
theless, contrived to leave very few and |
scanty clues upon which Divisional-
Detective-Inspector Vanner and his |
men can work. ‘

Lady Ludlow was formerly the wife
of the late Sir Julius Werner, multi-|
millionaire and diamond king, and it |
was his famous collection of historic,
jewels, consisting of glittering orna-|
ments worn by queens and princesses
of the 16th century, that was rifled. |

FEvery article in this wonderful col- |
lection, which was without an equal
in the world, was priceless from Its
historic value alone.

In estimating the hard cash value of
the stolen jewels at $1,250,000, the
experts are merely considering the face
value of hundreds of objects of art and
rare gems which are irreplaceable.

.The case, from the detectives’ point
of view, is full of difficultles. The
usual “trade mark” with which notable
sracksmen seal their handiwork is ab-
sent. . There is no characteristic jimmy
work on the cabinets of the Red Room,
which housed the collection, no char-
wteristic forcible entry—eall windows
and doors of the great Georgian man-
sion are intact—and there are no finger-

rints sufficiently clear to make identi-

tion by that means possible.

It is now known that the thief or
thieves carried no burglar’s kit. From
this it was inferred that the criminals
are not skilled crooks. But it is pointed
nut that a man who knew the interior
pf Bath House would also know that
the treasure of the Wernher collection
s hLoused in delicate .cabinets and
cases in the Red Room, cxses which
would not need the jemmy to force.

Much has been made of the fact that

the robbers used no electric torch. But,
here again, it is suggested that this
fact might be explained by the theory
that the thief or thieves ran no risk
of being arrested before gaining entry
to the premises. An electric torch’on
the person of a trespasser by might
lend itself to an ugly interpretation.

On cabinets, drawers, tables, and
other articles there are mumerous fin-
ger prints. But they are not the finger
prints of a naked hand. The marks are
smudged, indistinct. They indicate that

the thief knew e\nough to wear gloves.

Even the fact that the cushions were
converted into bags for the carrying off
of the spoil may be interpreted in two
ways, either as the very clever reduc-
tion of unnecessary lugagge by the
thief or thieves, or as the afterthought
of an haphazard burglar.

But the most astounding aspect of
this colossal coup is the character of
the loot selected by the crooks. The
skilled and hardened thief usually
selects articles which will be most

casily disposed of. The mngniﬁcent‘l
plate of Lady Ludlow’s own collec-
tion would have presented few diffi-|
culties to thieves. Plate is easily melt-
ed, and pure silver commands a good
price. Moreover, it is easily disposed
of to the “fences” or receivers who
operate in the East End in Amster-
dam and other centres.

But here the police are baffled by
the apparent folly of a criminal who
selects the loot most likely to be im-
possible to market, and the most
easily traced if disposed of in any part
of the world. :

The only theory which explains this
fantastic act is that the ° thief or
thieves did not want to be hampered
with cumbrous articles, and selected
the small and rare pieces.

Then, again, another improbability
atises. Why should the most famous
and easily-traced objects have been se-
lected, objects which depend for their
value on the perfection of their work-

merely so much silver, bronze or gold?
For instance, the unique Louis XV,

70, was taken. The materials of
which it is fashioned are worth an in-
significant sum; broken up it is of
small value; intact it is unsaleable.

Within an hour of the reporting of
the robbery Scotland Yard had sealed
England to the thieves. Trains, ports,
air stations are all closely watched.
It is therefore impossible that the haul
has been smuggled out of England.

If the scant clues now available lead
nowhere, it would seem likely that the
mysterious robbery
will come only when the thieves at-
tempt to dispose of their loot. That
may not be for a year—or even years.
The value of the stolen treasures Is
put variously at $500,000 to $1,250,000.

Citizen Calls for Revival of
the Old Fighting
Spirit Here.

“It will be a tragedy for St. John
if it fails immediately to proceed with
the erection of the Admiral Beatty
Hotel,” remarked a citizen who re-
cently returned from a visit to the
Pacific coast.

“One of the progressive features of
Victoria and Vancouver that impressed

me most,” he said, “was the fine hotel
system of these two Pacific cities, and
the increasing tourist patronage that
they were receiving. Victoria is press-

ing much more vigorotsly for tourist |~

trafic than it is for the advancement
oi its port or its industries, and there
is no doubt that it is achieving great
results in this line.

“Vancouver through its harbor com-
mission, as well as through the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company and the
Canadian National Railways, is mak-
ing great progress in the development
and utilization of its port, but the lead-
ing objective of the city is tourist pro-
motion. A writer in one of the Van-
couver papers recently remarked that:
“I'he following will be concerned only
wilh the more recent developments af-
fecting Vancouver’s life commercially
and industrially.
tourist trade and, secondly the grain
trade. Their chief virtue is that they
put money directly into Vancouver
cash registers and are responsible for
prideless advertising. Millions in new
outside money that has never before
tissed through the hands of Vancoii-
ver merchants are brought by tourists
and the grain business. The tourist
traffic and the citrus crop—principally
tourist trafic—gave Los Angeles her
start.

“The tourist trafic through St.
John,” remarked the citizen, “requires |
that the city and the province be pro-
vided with hotels of the finest type,
and that every possible effort be made
to add to the city’s attractions. We
cannot afford to stand still, either in
the promotion of tourist facilities or the
development of the port of St, John.

FIND FIRST CENSUS
RECORD OF OREGON

Salem, Ore., July 16—(United Press)—
Tucked safely away in the archivess of
the state of Oregon for more than three-
quarters of a century, the first census
of Oregon, one of the most interesting
volumes in the keep of the state, has
been brought to light.

The volume was taken from an ob-
scure corner by State Treasurer Jefter-
son Myers in his search for data bear-
ing on early history of Oregon.

The volume was compiled by Joseph
Meek, United States marshall and a re-
lative of President Polk, in 1845. That
was just two years after the organiza-
tion of the Dprovisional government of
Oregon at Champoeg in 1843.

The census accounts for the presence
of 2,110 persons, 1,259 male and 851
| females, in the territory now represented
by Oregon, Washington, ldaho, and
parts of Utah and Montana, known then
as the Oregon territory. The territory
was divided in five counties, larger each
than many states.

ENDORSE POLICIES
OF PROVINCGIAL
GOVERNMENT

New Organization, in Con-
vention, Pledges Support
to Premier Veniot.

RESOLUTIONS

Development of Grand Falls,
Free School Books Am-
ong Subjects Urged.

The new Provincial Government As-
sociation at its final session yesterday
afternoon endorsed the policies of the

local Government since they assumed
office in 1917. Both Premier Veniot
and Hon. Dr. W. E. Foster, former
leader of the party, were given hearty
receptions when resolutions lauding
their efforts in the Liberal party, were
brought down. Both delivered stirring
addresses.

The development of Grand Falls,
continuation of Federal aid and the
introduction of free school books were
among the subjects urged upon by the
convention.

The convention was one of the larg-
est and most successful ever held in
the province, according to many of
those who were present. All the mem-
bers of the Provincial Government
with the exception of Hon. Dr. W. F.
Roberts, Minister of Health, who is
absent from the city, were in attend-
ance, and nearly all the members of
the local Legislature. 5

The convention approved of the ap-
pointment of two organizers for the
province, one capable of speaking the
French language for counties with
mixed populations and the other for
the English-speaking constituencies.

Afternoon Session

When Colonel McMillan called the
afternoon session to order, those who
had been on the platform in the morn-
ing were joined by Hon. J. E. Michaud,
Minister without portfolio, who with
15 delegates from Madawaska, the con-
stituency most remote from St. John,
had arrived here by motor during the
morning.

The first business was the presenta-
tion of the report of the committee on
nomination of officers for the new as-
sociation, which was carried out by
the chairman of the committee, K. J.
MacRae, of St. John. The following
officers were recommended:

President, Col. Alexander McMillan;
secretary, E. J. Henneberry; treasurer,
A. Neil McLean. St. John was re-
commended as the location of head-
quarters, and the committee also re-
commended that each  constituency
name one vice-president who, with the
officers recommended, would form the
executive. Louvin Arsenault, of Monc-
ton, was named as assistant secretary,
speaking the French language.

The report of the committee was
adopted unanimously.

New York, July 17.—Frank Scar-
bone, ten years old, of Christopher
street, found a bottle of white chemical
on the sidewalk, lit it, and as a result
may be blind for life.

Funding of Motor Fees.

Whereas, since 1917 the roads of the
province have been reconstructed and
improved to such an extent as to re-
ceive the commendation of all persons

Whereas, these improvements have
been brought about under the road pol-
icy adopted by the present adminis-
tration in 1918 and 1919, whereby it
was decided to fund the automobile
fees for the improvement of secondary

DROP CIVIL SERVICE
PENSIONS BILL

———

Commons Rushes Last Min-
ute Legislation—N. S.
Representation,

Ottawa, July 16—Progress in Par-
liament today was symptaomatic of the
end. Legislation went through with
an unusual rapidity. In the morning
and aftrenoon for cxample 11 pieces of
it were passed. One was dropped and
one was vitally amended in principle.
While little got past without some de-
bate, the atmospuere was rather sug-
gestive of hurry and a palpable objec-
tive to wind up by Saturday. :

The piece of legislation which was
dropped was in relation to the Civil
Service Commission. It sought to pro-
vide members of that board with a
pension of two-thirds of their salary
if retiring after 15 years of service or,
by reason of incapacity, before that.
The resolution went through the other
day and prospects for passing the bill
based upon it appeared to be propitious
but when the measure came up today
there was instantaneous bombardment.

The Montreal Bridge Bill was passed
finally without much talk, except that
opponents of it sought to make it clear
that they were not opposing the work
on principle, but rather the way of
doing it.

Mr. Duff, from Lunenburg, had an
amendment to the Redistribution
Bill at committee stage provinding
that if before the measure comes
into effect, the Province . should
make out a case for the retention
of the 16 members and have the Brit-
{sh North America Act amended ac-
cordingly, the old electoral map ra-
ther than the new one should apply.

This started a very rambling dis-
cussion, not so much on the merits
of Nova Scotia retaining its present
represetation, but as to the regular-
ity of the amendment and whether
it should be put forward pngor or
subsequent to the suggested change
in the B. N. A. Act.

» Finally the Deputy Speaker ruled
it out of order as being the negation
of the principle of the bill which
provided for 14 members. The dis-
cussion, however, enabled the Nova
Scotia members to put themselves
on record in favor.of the rights of
the province at the time when Mari-
time rights are a peculiarly live is-
sue in that part of the country.

The
bill, which was passed after the in-
effectual attempt of the Nova Scotia
members to amend it, reforms the
whole electoral map, gives effect to the
last ccnsus, add 10 more members to
the House and will be effective when

the process of dissolution.

GOLDSTEIN HOLDS

passing a batsman intentionally was
made recently by John A. Heydler,
President of the National League. The
ruling was, brought about because of
an unusual incident in the first game
of a series between the Reds and Phil-
lies in Cincinnati on June 9. In that
game Wilbur Hubbell, the Philadel-
phia pitcher, acting under orders from
Manager Arthur Fletcher, threw four
balls to First Baseman Holke, thus
passing Curtis Walker, the Cincinnati
batsman, without having the catcher
stand at one side and receive the balls,
which is forbidden now under the riles.

A runner was on third base at the
time the incident happened. Allowing
this technical evasion of the rules, the
umpire permitted the batter to take his
base. President Heydler ruled that each
of the throws to the first baseman
should have been called a balk and not
a ball. He sent the following bulletin
to all the umpires on the National
League staff:

“When that pitcher (for the purpose
of intentionally passing the batsman)
deliberately threw four balls to the first
baseman he made a farce of the rule,
and indirectly of the game. Rule 23,
which has to do with penalizing a
pitcher for delaying the game, cannot !
be taken advantage of in this manner.

“Jf any more attempts of this kind
are made, call a balk for each throw
to first unless a runner is occupying
that bag. You have full authority te|
do so tunder the rules.”

The rule under which Fletcher had
his pitcher evade the intentional pass
rule provides that if a pitcher throws
the ball to any player other than the
catcher the action shall be called a!
ball. The purpose of this rule, how-
ever was to impose a penalty on.pitch-
ers who delayed a game. This reads as
follows:

_“If, after the batsman be standing i
his proper position ready to strike at a
pitched ball, the ball be thrown by the,

catcher when in the catcher’s lines and
within ten feet of the home base (ex-
cept in an attempt to retire a base
runner), each ball so thrown shall be
called a ball”
