"Suicide Pact" Story and immediately rushed to a mill op­
erating near the wharf at McPherson’s 
landing and informed the men. They 
rushed for a large row boat and found 
it partially filled with water. They 
quickly emptied it and they rowed to 
Mistake Interval. They were then 
forced to drag the boat across the in­
terval a distance of ninety rods, and 
when they they reached the other side 
found Jefferson Dykeman lying on the 
beach completely exhausted- He had 
secured a life belt and swam to land, 
but before dropping threw the lifebelt 
back into the water, hoping that some 
other person would be able to secure

The bodies of two of the victims of 
yesterday’s St. John river tragedy 
were recovered this morning by Diver 
Edmund Howard in the cabin of the 
ill-fated river steamer Dream, which 
capsized and sank near the Mistake At 
the mouth of the Belleisle. One was 
the body of Medley Dykeman, the 
other that of one of the women. 
Owing to the strong^ current at this 
point, Diver Howard had great diffi­
culty recovering the bodies and Was 
forced to rest before resuming his sad 
task this afternoon. Both bodies were 
found in the cabin, where they had 
been trapped when the steamer foun­
dered. They were taken in boats to 
Mistake Interval, and Coroner Jack 
notified. It is expected that they will 
be taken to their homes in Lower Jem­
seg this afternoon.

Stunned by the appalling disaster, 
suffering from rhock and exposure in 
the cold water, the rescued passengers 
do not seem able to give a very clear 
account of happenings when the small 
steamer was caught in the wind, cap­
sised and sank. For that reason there 
is some doubt as to the way David J. 
Nelson of Hibernia lost his life.
The Purser’s Story.

Purser Justus Ganong. when inter­
viewed by the Times at his home in 
Long Reach this morning, told the fol­
lowing story of the fatality. He was 
so sore and bruised that he was unable 
to go to the telephone, but answered 
the questions asked by the reporter 
with the assistance of his wife. He 
said he does not know just how the 
accident happened. He was in the 
little kitchen when he felt the steamer 
«rive a lurch. Failing to right imme­
diately, he realised that something had 
happened, «Id be made a rush to reach 
the deck. One of the doors was then 
submerged arid water was flowing into 
the apartment at an alarming rate. Hr 
remembers rushing for the other door 
and seeing Fireman Hawk* making for 
the same exit, but at that time the 
Steamer was rapidly sinking, and he 
got out just as the deck went under. 
He dung to a barrel until rescued.

to highways throughout Canada were 
thoroughly discussed and passed upon 
at an inter-provincial Good Roads Con­
ference at the Chateau Frontenac last 
night, Among the, most important 
lutions unanimously adopted was the 
limiting of speed for auto ’buses to 
twenty miles an hour and the reciproc­
ity of licenses concerning passenger 
cars. Residents of Quebec now tour­
ing Ontario and vice versa will now be 
allowed a reciprocity of ninety days 
before being required to take out a 
license for their car from the govern­
ment of the province in which they are

x eling while thirty days will be al­
lowed to resiuenis oi the U. S. entering 
Canada.

Leeds, Oct. 21 — Former Premier 

Lloyd George raised his voice here this 
afternoon In a challenge from “out of 
the wilderness” against his political op­
ponents, when he addressed a great 
meeting of Coalition-Liberals. He was 
greeted with loud applause as he took 
the platform to open his campaign.

The hall seats 3,000 persons and more 
than ttvice that number applied for ad­
mission.

With the retiring premier on the plat­
form were Sir Hamar Greenwood, 
tenner chief secretary of Ireland; Chas. 
A. McCurdy, ex-parliamentary secre­
tary of the treasury, and some other 
members of the late government.

Lloyd George declared the “banner of 
party strife" had been hoisted at the re­
cent meeting of Conservative at the 
Carlton Club, which voted against con­
tinuing the coalition.

“It is for the people of this country,” 
he exclaimed, “to decide whether party 
comes first or the nation first. I stand 
tor the people.”

Lloyd George asserted that the com­
bination which had achieved the victory 
in the late war had been brought to an 
end not because it had ceased to serve 
the nation but because a party was not 
getting enough out of it. He then 
launched Into a vigorous defense of his 
administration In his usual picturesque 
language.

“I have sought honesty and sincerely 
to serve my native land to the best of 
my ability," he said, In defending his 
administrative acts.

“In the war the government did 
everything it could. I am told: ‘You 
may have been a very good war min­
ister, but you are no good in peace.’ 
War is not a bad test, and I have done 
a few things in peace.”
Invited to U. S.

Leeds, Oct 21—Lloyd George has 
a keen desire to visit the U. S. and was 
pleased today when he read news de­
spatches carrying the announcement of 
James J. Davis, U. S. secretary of labor, 
that the American Gorsedd, a Welsh 
society, had invited him to cross the 
Atlantic for an extended tour.

London, Oct. 21—All the political 

parties welcome the prospect of an im­
mediate general election, which it is 
recognised could not have long been 
delayed in any case.

Constantinople, Oct 21—The Sultan’s 

government has been soundly snubbed 
by the first dignitary of the Turkish 
Nationalist government to arrive here 
since Mustapha Kernel Pasha’s army 
consolidated the strength of the Angora 
government by its victory over the 
Greeks.

Rafet Pasha, military governor of 
Thrace, upon his arrival at his Stam­
boul residence yesterday, found wait­
ing there official representatives from 
the Grand Vizier, and the ministry of 
the interior. The former sent In his 
car first.

The stubby general smoothed out the 
wrinkles In his tunic, gazed at the card 
in a pompous, official manner, and said: 
“Who is this person? I know of on 
Grand Vizier, there is no such office or 
official."

Constantinople, Oct 21—Rafet Pasha 
has given assurances to the allied gen­
erals that the Kemalist army will com­
mit no excesses upon taking over the 
province, but will strive to preserve 
order.

A detachment of 100 troops who ar­
rived here yesterday are encamped in 
the mosque of Ste Sophia, when dormi­
tories are being prepared for further 
arrivals.

Angora, Oct. 21—The Turkish Na­
tionalists signed the Mudanla armistice 
to prove their peaceful Intentions to 
the world because of pressure from the 
British, so Foreign Minister Yussuvf 
Kernel Bey told the National Assembly 
yesterday in reply- to David Lloyd 
George’s recent speech at Manchester, 
England.

‘The allies offered an armistice to 
the Turks when our victorious army was 
marching on Constantinople and the 
Straits in pursuit of the enemy,” said 
the minister. “We accepted In order to 
serve the cause of peace. We want the 
whole world to know that it was be­
cause of weakness.”’

Referring to the allied appeal for 
amnesty for the Ottoman-Greek prison­
ers, he said:—“This is interference in 
Turkish affairs. The Turks have their 
own laws, and will know how to deal 
with such matters.”

Halifax, N. S, Oct. 20—(Canadian 
Press)—Saying that Florence Miles 
shot him and then shot herself, Ralph 
Myles, Halifax soldier, charged with 
the murder of the girl here on June 2, 
testified in his own defense in Supreme 
Court yesterday and denied his prev­
ious story of a “sûiclde pact.” He told 
that story,, he said, in order to shield 
the girl and because he thought he was 
dying. He said that Florence Miles 
had on several occasions in his pres­
ence taken liquids which she said were 
poison, and which made her sick, and 
she had each time declared that she 
wished to commit suicide. He had seen 
her with a revolver before and she had 
threatened to shoot him when he had 
sjpoken of ending their friendship.

This 
morning he felt stronger and went to 
the scene with the divei* in an effort 
to be of some assistance in recovering 
the bodies.

Late advices yesterday from the scene 
of the sinking of the Dream in­
dicate that five persons lost their lives 
in the disaster of yesterday morning. 
The missing are Mr. and Mrs. Medley 
Dykeman, Lower Jemseg; Mrs. Jef­
ferson Dykeman, Upper Jemseg; E. J. 
Nelson, Hibernia; Hudson McIntyre 
(colored), Queenstown. Eleven persons 
were On the boat and all who lost their 
lives were passengers. It Was said last 
night that Mr. Nelson bad come to 
Hampstead with the Intention of taking 
the steamer Majestic down the river to 
Public Landing. When the Dream came 
along first he took her with fatal re-

Survlvors say that all went well on 
the waÿ down river until the boat came 
to the mouth of the Bellisle,- near the 
Mistake when she canted towards the 
eastern shore. Water rushed in her 
ports and she rolled over on her side 
and went down within two minutes.

“Speaking of British emigration to 
Canada, Mr. Chamberlain said that 
while a.few years ago, and particularly 
In his father’s day, when the ‘colonies’ 
as they u-ed to be known were talked 
of as places to emigrate to, Canada 
used to be the first thought.

% the line. The connection to the receiving set is made through a special form 
of fixed condenser which is designed to withstand the high voltage of the 
lighting circuit which would flow through the receiving set direct to ground 
and thus back to the other side of the line if the condenser were not in­
serted to prevent this. The condenser offers little opposition to the passage 
of the radio frequency alternating currents which constitute the signals, but 
offers very great opposition to the flow of alternating current of relatively 
low frequency such as sixty cycle, the frequency of most lighting circuits.

The fixed condenser for connection to the lighting circuit should be of 

good construction such as the mica dielectric type and may have several 
taps so that various capacities may be tried to secure the correct value ot 
capacity for the particular lighting circuit in use. The other terminal of the 
condenser Is connected directly to the terminal of the receiving set to which 
the antenna is connected when an outdoor aerial Is employed.

The ground may be secured from the water pipe in the usual way when 
using the lighting circuit as an antenna. The results obtained with this 
receiving arrangement have been found to vary somewhat on different light­
ing circuits. Better signals are usually received on circuits which are run on 
porcelain knobs than on circuits which are run In the standard iron conduit 

Direct current lighting circuits generally work better for receiving pur­
poses than alternating current circuits due to the absence of the low frequency 
hum always found in A. C. circuits. Even on D. C. circuits, electric 
motors of elevators on the same line in the near vicinity of the receiving 
set cause a certain amount of interference. Static disturbances, however, are 
generally not so troublesome when using the lighting circuits as an antenna, 
although in some cases the disturbances caused by other electric devices on 
the line are more objectionable than static and may render the radio signals 
unreadable.

1 The right to excavate Sardis original­
ly was granted to Dr. Butler by the 
Turks In 1910, when the position of the 
site was still in dispute. This provided 
that Dr. Butler should personally super­
vise thc work. His death may compli­
cate matters now that the Turks are 
again in control.
Hopes Work Will Continue.

“The Turks, however, have been very 
friendly to Americans,” said Dr. Shear,
“and they may feel inclined to en­
courage archaeological work. It gives 
much employment to local people and is 
welcomed by them. . , .

“On the other hand, the Turkish law 
is that the Turks shall have everything 
that is found in their soil. It all goes 
to the Museum of Constantinople. The 
Greeks, however, hold the territory 
under the Treaty of Sevres, which pro­
vided that half of anything found by 
archaeologists might go to an institu­
tion of learning designated by the 
fènder. It is to be hoped that the Turks 
may later see the value of encouraging 
scientific work in their country by al- 
lowing archaeologists a share in their 
discoveries, but difficult negotiations 
may precede it.

“We have many boxes of interesting 
articles, such as inscription», architec­
tural fragments and terra cotta works, 
stored in a wareshouse on the point at 
Smyrna. The fire did not reach the 
point, but these things may have been 
stolen. They would not attract the at­
tention of the ordinary thief, but in a 
country so full of relics there are many 
people who appreciate the value of such 
things and they may have been stolen 
and sold into private hands.”
History of the Gold Coins.

The staters rested quietly under the 
drums and tramplings of scores of con­
quests during the twenty-seven cen­
turies that they lay buried in a large 
pot in a cemetery at Sardis, and it is 
considered a remarkable coincidence 
that they should pop into a war dur­
ing the first year they returned to the 
hands of men.

As near as the archaelogists can 
make it out, some wealthy man of Sar­
dis hid the thirty pieces of gold in the 
graveyard in 546 B. C-, when the Per­
sian King Cyrus beseiged and captured 
Sardis and made a prisoner of Croesus.
The merchant, being killed or taken as 
a slave, never got a chance to unhoard 
his wealth, and teh treasure remained 
on thc hilside until thc pick of a Turk- 
ish workman unearthed it.

Canadian Figures For Five Months 
Show Increase. Agreement With Soviet fo* 

Handling of Russian Cop­
per, Lead and Zinc.

Hot Springs, Ark, Oct 31—Criminals 
can be forced to tell the truth re­
garding their offenses while under the 
Influence of scopolamine anesthesia or, 
as it is better known, during “twilight 
sleep," according to Dr.
Ferris (Texas) physician, who has 
asked the endorsement of the Medical 
Association of the Southwest for a pro­
posed experiment on a thousand prison­
ers In the Leavenworth (Kan.) Peni­
tentiary to demonstrate his theory.

Dr. House has been experimenting 
with the anesthesia for five years, he 
told members of the association, and de­
clared that In the period, during which 
he had tried the “twilight sleep” method 
of securing evidence on a number of 
alleged criminals and others in his own 
state, he “had never failed In any at­
tempt to rob the mind of Its stored 
truths.”

The anesthesia does not produce a 
voluble condition, he said, but at Its 
most potent stage questions can be pro­
pounded and, “without failure as yet, 
answers have been forthcoming."

“If the ‘twilight anesthesia, 
properly recognized and used for the 
purpose suggested,” Dr. House contin­
ued In his address, ’many injustices 
would become Impossible.”

The convention was expected to take 
action on Dr. House's request for Its 
endorsement of his plans for further ex­
periments at Its session today. Soon 
after reading his paper on the subject 
he was elected one of the vice-presi­
dents of the association.

London, Oct 4—(Associated Prose, 

by Mall)—That the recent agreement 
between the Soviet government and the 
Russo-Asiatic Consolidated Company, 
which will permit the handling of the 

s copper, lead and line re- 
Russla, Is the meet Im­

portant event to British industry since 
the armistice, is the opinion of Sir 
Edward Edgar, Bart, the merchant 
banker.

Sir Edward, in an Interview, hie de­
clared that while the world at the 
present time is running short of these 
metals and the present source of sup­
ply Is being rapidly depleted, the re­
serves of Russia, which ere practical­
ly virgin, will be laid open, averting 
any possibility of an acute shortage. 
There are vast areas In Russia con­
taining these metals which have never 
been touched for commercial purposes, 
according to his statement

“It Is quite possible,” Sr Edward 
said, “that without thle new Russian 
source the supply of copper, lead and 
sine In the world would be exhausted 
within the next twenty years. Russia 
is our only hope of lessening this catas­
trophe, for the resources of the United 
States, which represent about forty per 
cent of the total, rapidly dwindling..

“For the next decade I can tee Amer­
ica lording it over the world of Industry 
through her control of these metals, but 
I also see her squandering her heritage 
with recklessness, and I further see now 
It may easily happen that Great Brltuin, 
through her development In Russia, will 
assume a position In the metal Indus­
try that will displace America.

“That Is where the Russo-Asiatic 
Consolidated Company and the Soviet 
government come In. If allowed to 
develop to the full extent of this capac­
ity, this company may easily become 
the greatest producer end purveyor of 
copper, lead and zinc In the world. It 
will free British industry from servi­
tude to these essential trans-Atlantic 
raw materials, and It will secure for us 
a supply of these metals that will be 
felt In every department of British 
commerce end manufacture. I believe 
the coming period of leanness and scar­
ify will be followed by long yep" of 
plenty that will more than re-establish 
us In our old prosperity."

years received such a glowing tribute 
ns that bestowed upon it by the lit. 
Hon. Arthur Melghcn, former premier 
of Canada, who officiated at the formal 
opening of York street school. The 
public school, he said, was the best 
school for children. His own three chil­
dren had passed through the public 
schools of Ottawa, and if he had twice 
or thrice that number they would all 
attend the same schools.

Passing through the hands of many 
teachers, the children never under any 
teacher received but the best of atten­
tion and training. Another salient pas­
sage In Mr. Meighen’s address was that 
education could not make a giant of a 
midget, but education applied even to 
a sub-normal pupil would odd to his 
happiness; education ennobled the 
citizen, ennobled mankind and was one 
of the first essentials of modern life.

I Halifax, Oct 21—“Will amateur or 
independent sport receive the greater 
share of public patronage in the mari­
time provinces during 1923?”

“Amateur sport will without -ques­
tion hold its place in the maritime 
provinces during the coming years. The 
present year has been the crucial one- 
end as we more than held1 our own thfi 
year there is no reason to worry over 
what is to follow. The fact that con­
ditions were such that we were forced 
to place every athlete on his honor as 
to his amateur standing does not prove 
that conditions were as bad by any 
means as they were supposed.. Whili 
so many athletes were charged will 
offenses against the amateur rules thaï 
it was impossible to investigate all 
cases, it must be taken into considera­
tion that most of the charges came 
from men who were mixed up with 
professional sport. Although several 
athletes against whom charges were 
made have taken the affidavit the pro­
fessional promoters have not laid fur­
ther charges except in one case and this 
they failed to substantiate.

HAMBURG'S POOR MAY
GET GOVERMENTAL HELP

Hamburg, Uct. 2—(A. P. by Mail)— 
Two hundred and eighty million marks 

required to help the poor of Ham­
burg city and state through the winter, 
according to an estimate of the public 
welfare office which has been submit­
ted to the state senate.

This sum would include thé follow­
ing provisions:.—100,000,000 for general 
welfare activities, 20,000,000 for war 
sufferers, 50,000 000 for fuel for the 
needy, 10,000,000 for clothing and shoes, 
26,000,000 for reducing the prices of 
milk, 40,000,000 for lowering the cost 
of foodstuffs, 30,000,000 for the estab­
lishment and conduct of school-chil­
dren’s feed'ng, and 5.000 000 for aiding 
aged persons and limited wage-earners.

The likely sources of these funds 
have not yet been specified, although 
large contribütlons are expected from 
the central government.
