Employment bureau officials say they
may be unable to fill orders now on
hand, owing to the refusal of many of
the unemployed to accept the work.
Civic officials have “warned those refus-
ing to take advantage of the work off-
ered on the prairies, that they will net
s permitted to participate in inemploy-
ment relief next winter. It is estimated
that there are still more than 9,000 un-
employed in the province.

ILL-TIMED DEFIANCE.

Mr. Gompers, president of the Ameri-
can Federation of kabor, has assumed
a somewhat defiant attitude in regar‘d to
wage reductions in the United States. In
a speech on Monday last he declared “the
purchaging “power of the country has
been reduced by $37,500,000 a day, ov
nearly $1,000,000,000 a month, by rea-
son ef uncmployment, and that organized
Jabor would fight to the last diteh to
. prevent further wage reductiens and
further reduction of the purchasing
power of the American people.”

Mr, Gompers did not say what labor
would do if ‘wage reductions continued,
but Seé¢retary Frank Morrison gave that
information later when he said: “When
labor is asked to aecept wage redugtjons
there are but two alternatives—to accept
the reductions or to ge on strike.” There
is thus the threat of another industrial
crisis, It remaihs to be seen, however,
whether these two officials truly re-
present the attitude of labor. Wage re-
ductiops continue, and’ there does not
seem to be any other way of reducing
the‘ eosts of production and trangportn-
tion, which are at present se high as to
discourage enterprise. If peaple will pot
buy goods because the price is too highs
the mapufaetyre of goods must cease
and upemployment at ence follows. Mr,
Gompers should be as quick to realize
this fact as any eapitalist. If govern-
. ment work is provided the people must
" pay for it in taxes. . Such a challenge as

that of Mr. Gompers at such a time as
the present is not wise. The council of
the Federation recently geclared that
. “There must be found some method of
relating standards of living to social use-
fulness or production serviee.” This is a
very significant remark when one gives
it thoughtful consideration,

The New Y¥York Times reminds the
labor leaders ‘that the extremist policy
does not work out well in actual prac—
tice, but rather the reverse It. says:

“The extremists are most humbled
where they have most had their own
way. Italy rivals Russia s an example
of that. The eable hrings from England
the manifesto of labor leaders decrying
direct action and elass warfare. The
presidenit of the British MYaars’ Federa-
tion confesses that the costly and disas-
trous strike was a mistake, that it alien-
ated public sympathy and that it was
lost because it demanded -more than a
living wage, ‘with the result that the
industry paid the price of poverty, starv-
ation and misery.’”

. The laborer is not the only sufferer in

such a time ds the present. Capital must

pocket losses and carry on under grave
difficulties. Only when labor and eapi-
tgl come to a working agreement that
will place both wages and profit on such
a*basis as will encgurage production, and

50 reduce the amount of unemployment,

can good times be restored. When Mr.
«Gompers issues a challenge to eapital

and invites class warfare, he is not im-

proving the situation, but making it
worse.

Warns of Danger of Delayiﬁg1
Negotiations.

Cannot Continue Exchange of |

. Notes, But Ready to Meet|
Irish Leaders Again—Con-
siders Proposals  Fulfil.
Wish re Consent of Gov-
erned.

The text of the reply of Premier
Lloyd George to Eamonn De Valera is
as follows:

SSir; |

“I'he British government are pro-
foundly disappointed by your letter of
August 24. You write of the conditions
of the meeting between us. as though
no meeting had ever taken place.

“I must remind you, therefore, that
when I asked you to meet me six weeks
ago I made no preliminary conditions
of any sort. You came to London on
that invitation and exchanged views
with me at three meetings of con-
siderable length. ‘The proposals T made
to you at these meetings were based upon
full and sympathize ‘consideration of,
the views you expressed. ,:
No Haggling Spirit. :

“They were not made in any haggling ;
spirit. On the contrary, my colleagucs
and I went to the very limit of our
powers in endeavoring to reconcile Brit-!
and Irish interests. Our proposals.
have gone far beyond all precedent and!
have been apprgved as liberal by the
whole of the civilized world. Even in|
quariers. which had shown sympathy |
with the most extreme of the Irish
claims they are regarded as the utmost
which the empire can reasonably offer or
Ireland reasonably expect.

“The only criticism of them yet heard
outside Ireland is from those who main-
tain that our proposals have overstepped
both warrant and wisdom in their lib-
erality. Your letter shows no recogni-
tion of this and further negotiations
must, I fear, be futile, unless some defi-
nite progress is made towards accep-
tance of a basis.

Ireland’s National Tradition.

“You declare our proposals involve
ihe surrender of Ireland’s whole national
tradition and reduce her to subserviance
What are the facts? Under the settle-
ment we outlined Ireland would con-
trol every nerve and fibre of her national
cxistence. She would speak her own
language and make her own religious
life; she would have complete power
over taxation and finance, subject only
to an agreement for keeping trade and
transport as free as possible between
herself and Great Britain, her best mar-
ket. She would have uncontrolled au-
thority over education and all the moral
and spiritual interests of her race; she
would hav= it also over law and order,
over land and agriculture, over condi-
tions of labor and industry, over the
health and homes of her people and over
her own defense.

“She would, in fact, within the shores!
of Ireland be*'free in every respect of
national activity, ~ national expression
and national development. The states
of the United States union, sovereign
thcugh they be, enjoy no such range of
rights.

“Qur proposals go even further, for
they invite Ireland to take her place as
a partner in the great commonwealth
of free nations, united by allegiance to
the King.

Fulfill Wishes.

“We consider these proposals com-
pletely fulfill your wish that the prin-
ciple of government by consent of thel
governed should be the broad and guid-
ing principle of the settlement which'
your plenipotentiaries are to negotiate. !
“That principle was first developed in|
England and is the mainspring of the
representative institutions which she was
first to create. It was spread by her
throughout the world and is now the
very life of the British commonwealth.
“We could not have invited the Irish
people to take their place in that com-
monwealth on any other principle, and
we are convipced that through it we
can heal old misdnderstandings and
achieve an enduring partnership as hon-

Cannot Accept.

“But when you:argue that the rela-
tions ,of Ireland with the British empire
are comparable~in principle to those of
Holland or Belgium 'with the German
empire, I find it necessary to repeat once
more that those are premises which no
British government, whatever its cow-
plexion, can ever accept.

“In demanding that Ireland should be
treated as a separate sovereign power,
with no allegiance to the crown and no
loyalty to the sister-nations of the com-!
monwealth,, you are advanciig claims
which the most famous Nationalist lead-
ers in Irish history,” from Grattan to
Parnell and Redmond, have explicitly
disownea.

“Grattan in a famous phrase declared
that the ocean protests against sepatation
and the sea against union. Daniel O’Con-
nell, most eloquent perhaps of all the
spokesmen of the Irish National cause,
protested thus, in the house of commons
in 1830:

“‘Never did monarch receive more un-
divided allegiance than the present king
from the men who in Ireland agitate the
repeal of the union. Never was there
greater calumny than to assert that they
wigh to produce separation between the
two countries. Never was there a
greater mistake than to suppose that we
wish to dissolve the connection.’”

An Irish Senate,

The premier then quotes a letter
written in 1854 to the Duke of Welling-
ton by Thomas Davis, “a fervent ex-
ponent of the ideals of young Ireland,”
as advocating the retention of the im-
perial parliament and the giving to Ire-
land of a senate selected by the people,
the right of levying customs and excise
and other taxes; phe making of roads,
harbors, railways, canals and bridges;
encouraging mahufacturers, commerce,
agriculture and fishing, and the settling
of the poor laws, tithes, tenures, grand
juries and franchises.

«We offered Ireland what O’Connell
and Thomas Davis asked, and more; we

e —
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are met only by an unqualified demand
that we should recognize Ireland as a
foreign power. It is playing with phrases
to suggest that the principle of govern-
ment by consent of the governed com-
pels recognition of that demand on our
part, or that in repudiating it we are
straining geographical and historieal
considerations to justify claim to as-
cendancy over the Irish race.

“Thete is no political principle, how-
ever, clear that can be applied without
regard to limitations imposed by physical
and historical facts- 'Those limitations
are as necessary as the very principle it-
self to the structure of every free nation;
to deny them would invélve the disso-
lution of all democratic states. It was
on these elementary grounds that we
called attention to the governing force of
the geographical propinquity of these
two islands and their long and historie
association, despite the great difference
of character of the races.

Historic Interdependence.

“We do not believe a permanent re-
conciliation between Great Britain and
Ireland can ever be attained without
recoghition of their ~physical and his-
interdependence which makes
complete political and economic separa-
tion impracticable for both.

“I cannot better express British stand-
point in this respect than in the words
used of the northern and southern states
| by Abraham Lincoln in his first inaug-
jural address. They were spoken by him
-on the brink of the American Civil War,
| which he was striving to avert.

{ “‘Physically speaking; he-said, ‘we
! cannot separate. We canhot remove’ our
“respective sections from each other now
;and build an impassable wall between
"them. It i§ impossible then to make
! that intercoursc more advantageous or
| more satisfactory after separation than
| before. Suppose you go to war, you
| cannot fight always; and when after
| much loss on both sides and no gain for
either you cease fighting, the identical,
iold questions as to terms of intercoutse
| again are upon you. :
