“The department of public works evi­
dently pays no attention to section 14 of 
the Audit Act, which says that before any 
department shall authdnze any expendi­
ture the certificate of thé auditor-general 
ehall first be obtained that there are suf­
ficient public moneys appropriated for the 
proposed expenditure together With all 
other expenditures previously authorized 
out of that appropriation/’

Gentle reader, these observations are 
thade by the auditor general of New 
Brunswick, and the audit act referred to 
Is the famous copper-fastened, warranted 
<o be absolutely safe audit act of the 
Hazen government. Hie public works de­
partment referred to is the public works 
department of the province of New Bruns­
wick. The auditor general again and again 
protested against the over-expenditures, 
but in evçry case he was over-ruled by the 
tréaebfy board, and the glad work of 

. squandering public money for the benefit 
of favorites of the government went on. 
This condition of affairs is revealed by the 
report of thé auditor general. Of course 
the government and its cheerful follow­

Main and Bridge Sts.- The honorary president of the Grain 
Grower's Association of Manitoba, in a 
manifesto to the farmers of that province, 
which is printed elsewhere in today’s 
Times, 'points out the inconsistency of the 
legislature of that province, or at least 
the tory majority, in denouncing that 
which the farmers had so earnestly be­
sought and which they are now offered. 
What he says about Mr. Rogers and Mr. 
Roblin is straight to the point. The form­
er is “ambitious to shine in Dominion poli­
tics,” and the latter' is “laboring under 
the’hallucination of Chamberlainism.” The 
following paragraph goes straight to the 

, point:—
“Their two leaders talked about our 

transportation companies, our shipping 
companies, our financial interests, unity 
of the empire, imperial preference, loyal­
ists and the old flag. What had all that 
to do with a simple measure of trade be­
tween two countries, which could be made 
use of, or not, according as it was found 
to be an advantage or otherwise; and any 
way the United States could bring about 
the changes, feared by these opponents of 
reciprocity by simply taking the duty off 
the articles named.”

Reciprocity will give the farmers the 
econoinic relief they have been seeking. 
This is true of the fanners of the east as 
well as of the west. The legislature of 
Saskatchewan has declared unanimously in 
favor of reciprocity. The more the ques­
tion is studied the less effective will be 
the frantic appeals of tory leaders who 
seek to arouse national prejudice for party 
purposes. _______

A LUNCHEON POTATOES.
One quart of diced potatoes, butter size 

of large walnut, one small onion ; put to­
gether in stew pan, add enough boiling wa­
ter to nearly cover, seation with pepper 
and salt; simmer gently until tender and 
water has boiled away, then add one-half 
cup of sweet cream and simmer on back 
of stove two to three minutes.

It is not the purpose of this article to tell 
the tale of how on the 12th day of April, 
nearly three years ago, the thriving city 
of Chelsea was nearly wiped out of exist­
ence by a conflagration, but to show brief­
ly how under the management of five 
men the prostrate city has not only risen 
from its ashes but is today nearly as popu­
lous and fully as rich and prosperous as 
before the frightful calamity overwhelmed 
it. The record of recovery at Chelsea is 
one of the most marvelous stories written 
on the pages of American municipal enter­
prise.
* On the morning of April 12,1908, Chel­

sea was a city with an estimated popula­
tion of about 39,000. Her valuation for 
taxation purposes was $26,411,450. Her 
government was vested in a mayor and 15 
aldermen.

On the following morning, after going 
through such a baptism of fire as seldom 
comes to any city, Chelsea -found her con­
dition deplorable — almost hopeless. A 
closely built up area in the very heart of 
the city covering 28 acres had been burn­
ed over. Seventeen miles of streets had 
been swept by the flames. The City Hall, 
public library, city stables, central’ fire 
station, Y. M. C. A. building, the Frost 
Hospital, 11 churches and 2,822 other 
buildings had been destroyed. Sixteen 
thousand persons had been rendered home­
less, 19 persons had lost their lives and 
property to the value of $17.000,000 had 
been burned. Hundreds of well-to-do per­
sons had lost their all. The disaster was 
an appalling one.

| iginally designed. yThe act of the legisla­
ture also enabled the board to borrow $1,- 
000,000 for a term of fifty years, said 
money to be used for the erection of pub­
lic buildings, lend takings, street improve­
ments, etc. This sum was borrowed very 
advantageously at three and one-half and 
four per cent., and there was a premium 
of Ml.831. This premium was placed in a 
sinking fund and with its accumulated in­
terest will serve to lighten the burden of 
the debt. By the destruction of supplies 
belonging to the city and in other ways 
the fire caused an extraordinary expendi­
ture of more than 860,000 beyond the 
amounts calculated for in the budget. To 
meet this expenditure money was taken 
from tile insurance fund, but a sort of 
dummy fund for the amount was created, 
and carried forward as a debit balance, to 
be cared for at some future time. There 
was a surplus in the treasury in 1909 and 
$20,000 of tffis debt was wiped off. An­
other surplus in 1910 practically eliminated 
the indebtedness.

A Business Policy
A strictly business policy was pursued 

from the very beginning, the board of 
control never for a moment forgetting that 
it was building for a newer and greater 
Chelsea and planning for future growth. 
The members devoted their entire time to 
the work and held public sessions almost 
daily. All of the work was in the hands 
of the entire board, but for convenience 
the men were divided into committees of 
one or two to look into and work out 
details. The old heads of departments in 
the public service were retained and told 
that nothing but the very best service was 
expected of them. Politics, pull and fav­
oritism were eliminated and every man 
was called on to do his utmost or accept 
removal as a consequence.

At a special meeting of the Every Day 
Club last evening the following resolution 
was unanimously adopted :

“Resolved that beginning on Monday 
evening next the Every Day Club shall be 
open only to members. Any male person 
over sixteen years of age may become a 
member by pledging himself to* total ab­
stinence and paying the dues, whiqh 
amount to ten cents per month.,,

After over four years of faithful effort, 
keeping the club in winter “open every 
night free to every man/’ the active mem­
bers have been compelled to make this 
radical change. The members feel that 
they can do more aggressive temperance 
work by excluding men, some of whom for 
five winters have felt at liberty to go to 
the club drunk or sober, and resist all 
efforts made to induce them to mend their 
ways. No less than seven such men were 
in the club on a recent evening, along with 
a group of youths who treat the club with 
disrespect and also decline to become mem­
bers.

An effort will now be made to gain ad­
ditional members and form a strong total 
abstinence club, open every evening and 
doing aggressive temperance work. Any 
member will have the privilege of taking 
a friend or friends to ihe club before ask­
ing them to join. The club room is well 
equipped with games and good reading 
matter, and has an excellent orchestra.

! Again in July Mr. Loudon sharply call­
ed attention to over-expenditure in this 
department station in which he says: 
“The department of public works evident­
ly pays no attention- to section 14 of the 
Audit Act, which says that before auy 
department. shall authorize, apy expendi­
ture the certificate of the auditor-general 
shall first be obtained that there are suffi­
cient public moneys appropriated for the 
proposed expenditure together with all 
other expenditures previously authorized 
out of that, appropriation.”

It was quite evident* that the demands 
of hungry followers could not be stemmed* 
and the commissioner of public works paid 
no attention to the auditor-general, for 
again in August he writes the treasury 
board- “As pointed out to you the pub­
lic works department pay no attention to 
the provisions of the audit act.”

But it was not until October 
the auditor-general took issue wit 
part ment of public works and refused to 
recommend the'payment of an amount ex­
ceeding $16,000 asked for. He said no

Aged Woman Attacked by 
Negro Will be Brought To 
Hospital Today—Hector in 
Po.ice Court

Case of Emerson & fisher 
Break Decided by Judge 
Forbes — Some Conditions 
Imposed

In the county court this morning Judge 
Forbes allowed Harry Stone and George 
Stanton in the Emerson & Fisher break­
ing and entering case, out under' suspend­
ed sentence on the condition that Stone 
leaves the city within fourteen days and 
is not to return within three years. Stan­
ton is to be in bis home not later than 
10 o’clock each night, and is not to take 
a drink for three years. If the conditions 
are violated, they will each be sentenced 
to a term of ten years in Dorchester peni­
tentiary. Stone entered into his own re­
cognizance for $1,000, and his father for 
$500; Stanton for $500.

In addressing Stone, His Honor referred 
to the gravity of the crime, and to the 
number of letters received from prominent 
citizens asking that the prisoner be allowed 
out for the sake of his father, and the re­
maining members of the family. His Hon­
or said that be did not believe Stone to 
be a criminal, blit that- he was easily led. 
He scored thé Clipper Club and other 
places.

In addressing Stanton, His Honor scored 
him for the maàner in which he acted to» 
wards his wife arid family. He told him 
he was not grri&ig thie chance for him 
(Stanton),' but fbr his poor wife and fam­
ily. He asked Iptsriton what he did with 
the rest dt the floods, and the latter an- 
awered that hw'kriew nothing whatever 
about them. IIS- advised Stanton to lead 
a better life, arid said that every time he 
looked irito a glüsis of liquor, to remember 
the penitentiary- and breaking stone for 
ten long years, i

It may be that the ‘ charge againat 
George Hector, the colored man who now 
occupies a cell in «entrai police station, 
may not be enlarged from “assault with 
intent to kill,’’ to one of murder, as was 
believed at first, since there now seems 
hope of the woman, Mrs. Davidson, re­
covering. She will be brought to the Gen­
eral Public Hospital this afternoon.

Dr. A. A. Le win this morning visited 
her at her home in Willow Grove and af­
ter an examination said that he believed 
with proper care her life could be saved, 
so accordingly she will be taken to the 
hospital today.

Detective Killen and Deputy Chief Jen­
kins again visited the settlement this 
morning with the purpose of securing fur­
ther data, witnesses, etc., to aid in the 
prosecution. of Hector.

The latter was brought into the police 
court this morning, and called upon to 
answer to the charge of “assaulting with 
intent to kill Mrs. Ann Davidson,” and 
he pleaded not guilty. He did not eeem 
to be effected by the hundreds of curious 
eyes which were turned in his direction, 
but answered to the plea with firm and 
distinct voice.

He was remanded pending the result 
of Mrs. Davidson’s injuries. Although 
only twenty-two years did Hector is no 
stranger to a police cell, having served 
six months last year for theft, and also 
two years in Dorchester for an assault 
on a young girl near Sussex. He was ta­
ken to Climo’s studio this morning and 
photographed.
