THE QUEEN'S BIRTHDAY-

Her most gracious majesty Queen Vie-
toria is seventy one years old to-day.

THE NEW CHIEF OF POLICE.

The new Chief of Police, Mr. W. W.
Clarke, has been sworn in and has duly
entered upon the discharge of the duties
of the important office to which he has
been appointed. Mr. Clarke has many
qualifications for the position to which
he has aspired and which he has been
successful in obtaining. He is, com-
paratively speaking, a young man, active
and intelligent. Ile has been accustomed
to command bodies of men, and has a
good eye for organization and matters of
detail. He is not a timid man and
should be able toenforce discipline in the
ranks of the body over which he is
placed. St. John is at the present time
an orderly city, and has enjoyed in a
large measure exemption from crime
of a serious character, but that fact does
not by any means argue in favor of any
relaxation in the discharge of the police
duties of the city. The questions which
are continually coming up for a Chief of
Police to decide have become of a highly
interesting and complicated character,
and will become more so in view of the
great extension of the extradition treaty
which has taken place as the result of
recent legislation. We have not the
slightest doubt that Mr. Clarke will
keep the police force of St. John
in a high state of discipline and that it
will be so governed by him as to be a
credit as well as a cause of safety to the
city. Asfaras we have learned there
has been no serious objection to his ap-
pointment from any quarter and all men
are disposed to give him the benefit of
their good wishes and of their assist-
ance. He has had the opportunity of
studying the best models of public dis-
cipline on this side of the Atlantic, and
no doubt will introduce such improve-
ments in our system as the necessities
of the time seem to demand.

THE NEWFOUNDLAND TROUBLE.

The meeting of the Board of Trade
yesterday, at which the Newfoundland
delegates were heard, was of a highly in-
teresting character. Messrs Greene and
Bowers gave our people some new ideas
in regard to a question which has excit-
ed comparatively little interest, but
which is one that vitally affects
the interests of all the colonies.
The Gazerre, on several ¢ ions

upon the British government as will
make it necessary for them to reconsider
the whole matter of the rights on the
west coast of Newfoundland, and give  to
the people of this colony what they are
striving to secure.

The Ice Trust Beginuning its Work.
New York, May 23.—The ice trustis
beginning to do Its cold blooded work
and begins in Brooklyn by raising ice to
$1 per 100 pounds for housekeepers,while
, butchers and ice cresm dealers
must pay from $10 to $14 per ton. The
Emspect is that the raise will not stop
ere and that large users of ice will soon
be paying $20 per ton, while housekeep-
ers will pay in like proportion. Last
year ice sold for $3,50 a ton. The effect
of the present raise has been to send up
the price ofice cream, and meat, milk
and provisions of all kinds will probably
follow suit soon. It is said that a man
with mcderate means can live in Brook-
lyn for $25 per month less than he can
in New York. Be this as it may, the
price of ice actually bils fair to equalize
expenses as far as living is concerned.
New York dealers will follow the lead
of Brooklyn men, and the multitude of
jokes about the results of the high price
of ice bids fair to become serious realities.
The result of the high cost of coldness
may, however, reduce the amount of ice
water drinking; if so it will have accom-
plished much for the benefit of the

and British on the west coast of New-
foundland. Under the treaty of Utrecht
the French acquired certiin rights on
that shore for the purpose of prosecuting
the cod fishery and erecting temporary
stages upon which to dry their fish.
These privileges, or whatever they may
be termed, were confirmed by subse-
quent treaties and perhaps in some
cases modified, but in no treaties to
which England was a party did the
French acquire any territorial rights on
that coast. Unfortunately for the good
of that island the French, instead of
being content to pursue the fishingin a
peaceable manner and to enjoy con-
current rigkts of fishing with the
Newfoundland people, have desired
to drive away the Newfoundland-
ers altogether and to obtain exclu-
sive rights in that locality. This poliey
has been aptly described as ‘‘a dogin
the manger policy,” for the French fish-
eries of the coast are quite unprofitable,
and unless they have some ulterior de-
gign in view, it 1s difficult to understand
the tenacity which the French display
! in clinging to rights which are of so little
value to them. At the present the west
coast of Newfoundland is practically of
no value tothe people of that island.
They cannot erect buildings upon it for
fear of interfering with French rights.
They cannot build a wharf there for the
purpose of shipping the products of their
mines for fear of being ousted at some
future time by the French. In short,
they are “cribbed, cabined and confined”
8o that the territorial rights they possess
on their own 80il are of no value to them.
The consequence is tha the people of
Newfoundland are driven from the privi-
leges which it is their right to enjoy, and
are compelled to emigrate to other coun-
tries to obtain the means of making a
livelihood which their own island, under
other circumstances, would be so abun-
dantly able to furnish them with. It is
a melancholy comment on that policy
which has suarrendered the western
coast of Newfoundland to the French
that one-fifth of the revenue of
Newfoundland during the past year has
been absorbed in giving charitable sup-
port toits people. It appears to us that
the true policy to pursue with reference
to this coast is to buy out the French
rights. This Tue Gazerte has continu-
ously advocated since the question first
began to become prominent in Canada.
The rights possessed by the French are,
in money value, of comparatively small
account. In other words, while the
French: reap litile advantage from the
exercise of the rights which they claim,
the British interests of the island are
materially injured. It was explained by

Cepar Rarips, Ia, May 20.—Thousands
of migrating birds were passing over
this place Saturday night when they en-
countered a terrible rain and thunder
storm, and, attracted by the electric
lights, gathered about them on the street
and attempted to fly into the stores.

Lumber Business of Seattle—The “Civile
ized” Chinooks—Polite Woodcutters.
The Worm That Bores and Is Nota
Worm, but a Molluxk and a Teredo.

Large bills for
naval vermifuge would thus be rendered
unnecessary and ironclads especially
would become less porous.

STUDYING THE TEREDO.

‘The teredo is one of & genus of ace-
phalous, testaceous mollusks that bore
and penetrate the bottoms of ships and
other submersed wood. The ship worm
belongs to a family of conchiferous or
lamelli branchiates. They are not,strict-
l{ speaking, worms at all, as they have
the true molluscan organization and
the elongation of the body is simply due
to the excessive protraction backward
of the siphonal tubes, which thus
give us a long waisted mollusk, vulgarly
called a worm. If I do not make myself

rfectly clear, or if I use words which

other or confuse the scientist, I hope he
will not be at all backward about coming
to me for an explanation.

The abdominal or shell covered por-
tion of the animal is comparatively
small, and, according to Theodore Gill, is
almost subglobular. The siphonal por-
tion is, in proportion, extremly long and
wormlike.

The description of this bird increases
in interest as we proceed, and a word
or two further regarding thislittle acepha-
lous, testaceous mollusk, which patiently
goes tc work to sink a great ship, may
not be entirely out of place at this time,
for I am not radically opposed to factsin
the abstract. It is only the abnormal,
protracted and chronic use of facts that
I deprecate and deplore.

The family of Teredinide, to which the
ship worm belongs, have siphons that
are united for the greater part of their
length, but free towards their ends, and
these are armed with two peculiar elon-
gated shelly appendages called styles or
siphonal pallettes.

The teredo does not care for social rec-
ognition, but devotes its life to this great
task. With no appetite for club life, yet
ignoring its marital relations and negli-
gent of domestic responsibilities, the
teredo gives up its whole existence to
mistaken and ill advised efforts to
damage the commerce of the world.

In this family the mantle is well devel-
oped, its lobes united except at the
pedal opening, reflected behind over the
valves of the shell and developed above
into lobe like expansions, which are re-
flected over the hinges of the she'l and
serve to keep the valves in place. The
gills are large and extend far into the
sidphona] portion. The mouth is provid-
ed with palpi, and it has a sweet breath
like that of a clover fed cow. The foot
is subeylindrical and suckerlike, with a
foliaceous margin, moderately protrac-
tive and well supplied with nerves. The
shell is composed of two equal valves of
peculiar form.

The family includes the Teredo, the
Nansitora, the Kuphess, the Colobates,
the Xy‘lotr{a, the Uperotus and the
Lyrodus, all of whom are highly con-
nected. On entering the navy the
Teredo family’s motto is “kver onward
and upward,” and though at times he is
a bore, the teredo retains his = hold
on society like a retired pugilist who
has married well.

The Teredo Navelis, as we call him in
scientific circles, does his boring and de-
structive work by means of the armature
of the valves already described, and yet
Professor E. Percival Wright very truth-
fully says that the ship worm is no
armature at this business.

The sexes of the Teredo family are
unequally divided, there being about
twenty males to one female. The latter
lays its eggs in the months of June and
July, in large quantities. Sea sickness
never interferes with her plans.

To remove ship worm:s bathe the bot-
tom of the ship every morning in hot
borax water, rinse thoroughly in tepid,
distilled water, wipe dry with a coarse
towel, and then smear thoroughly with
creosote oil. This should be kept up for
at least a fortnight, after which it will
be found that the worms are so stupefied
that they may be readily removed from
their holes by means of a nut pick.

In preparing the above interesting de-
scription of the Teredo, I am indebted
for valuable suggestions to the Natural
History of the Terede, by E. Percival
Wright, vol. xxv; Monograph of the
Family Terede, by G. W. Tryon, and a
little brochure by E. H. Baumhauer, en-
titled Sur le Taret et les Moynes de pre-
seiver les Bois de ses Degats, or words to
that effect.

Seattle cut 100,000,000 feet of lumber
last year and had to import a lot more
for its own use, and yet it costs $100 an
acre to clear off and destroy the beauti-
ful timber that now stands on what are
the lots and additions to the city. Isaw
a pine tree growing in the park that was
forty-four feet in circumference six feet
from the ground. Many others near it
were about as large.

Most every stranger thinks the snow
must have been very deep in Washing-
ton in winter because the stumps are so
high, some of them being cut off eight
and ten feet above the ground but that
is not so. I learned very early that
this pine is extremely ditchy at the
base or butt, so much so as to be
practically worthless, so the lumberman
cuts a noteh above this objectionable
point and inserting a spring rd with
iron or steel poin!s to it, he mounts this
little scaffold and cuts off the tree at a
point which would have been two or
three feet above his head if he had stood
on the ground.

To test the courtesy of the woodsmen
Mr. Dearborn and I, one afternoon
while driving through the forest,assumed
the Parker house role of Boston tourists
in search of information, and asked thir-
ty or forty different woodsmen about this
apparent depth of snow on the land and
in each case got a polite and lucid ex-
planation of the whole matter, so plain
and clear that nobody with a single dis-
infected brain could not help understand-
ingit. I could not avoid contrasting
this uniform courtesy of the piney woods
with the paucity of politeness and in-
tellectual desolation sometimes met with
at the elevated railway gates and other
ganglia of New York. g

Seattle is called the Pheenix city, This
is because she was consumed by fire last
summer and is now almost entirely re-
built. The Pheenix was a fabled bird
which could rehabilitate itself after hav-
ing been consumed by fire, and was even
more bright and cheerful afterward than
before. Even the scorched feathers of
the Pheenix, it issaid, did not amell dis-
agreeably. Phcenixes are now very
scarce, and a setting of Pheenix eggs this
spring would bring a fancy price.  The
day is not very distant when, like the
buffalo, the last pheenix bird will have
disappeared from our shores. Seattle is
a port of entry, and her land office shows
more entries than any other in the
United States, it is said.

Human life is quite safe now in Seat-

tle, the sanguinary Chinook having be-

come quite tame and docile. I entered
the cage of one of them while there and
remained twenty minutes. The Chinook
is essentially a water fowl and is most
at home in & dugout. When he lands
he loses his dignity, for he is knock-
kneed and has a gait like a mud turtle
with a stone bruise. Before one knee
can pass the other it has to have a writ-
ten permit. The squaws are industrious
to a degree, bringing into town every
morning large bouauets of dew laden
clams, which are sold at a nominal price
to the people of Seattle.

The churches are numerous and well
‘built, every donomination being repre-
sented. The Methodist, Baptist and
Lutheran churches have services in three
langu: , 8o that each may attend and
put up his petition in the language to
which he is most accustomed.

- Two fine lines
of electric cars, with four systems of
cable cars which scoot up the hills and
across the city, give a style of rapid tran-

to the blush.

AS BOSTON TOURISTS, .

Along the water front lots were located;
then the tide water flats, covering several
hundred thousand acres, more or less,

Wages are good, work is plenty, and
canvas stores are giving place to hand-
some brick and stone buildings. One
lot sold for $50,000 while I was there,and
the music of the jackplane salutes the
rapidly receding forest.

History of Cities or the L
of Travel.

VENICE, Italy, May 2, 1890.

1t is not pleasant to be ranked among
those cynics who go about the old world
shying iconoclastic bricks at the mystic
fabrics which poets and painters have
more than half created and which the
rest of the world’s friendly fancy has
clothed in warm and glowing embellish-
ment. But however impressionable and
sympathetic one may be, the ideal Ven-
ice, the complete composite of the expec-
tant wanderer’s dream, is another and
better thing than the possessed actua-
lity. One hesitates in such a confession.
It seems like setting one’s own judg-
ment, perception, feeling, against those
of myriads who have come before. These
have come to worship; parted from Ven-
ice to adore. But 8o surely as I would
write all my life in justice, truth and
kindliness, I never elsewhere came to
meet with such bitter sadness in disap-
pointment.

Every one hopes for travel and its per-
ennial mental feast. Everybody sets as
his Ultima Thule,some region, place or
object, to come to, know and enjoy. All
my life Venice was that transcendent
point of attainment for me. Every
song that had sung its praises I had
read. In every one I thought I saw
between the lines a strain of regret that
the singer could not frame his words and
measure in adequate adoration. Stand-
ing before the great Ipaintings of Vene-
tian life and scenes, 1 have seen a fairer
city behind the best the masters had
done. For a scoreand a half years I had
gone on building a City of Delight a fair
Armidean vision of entrancement, a far-
away, radiant place of fleckless air, of
tender skies, of balmy zephyrs of color-
ful tints thrilling with living light, of’
domed and minareted palaces floating
n waters of translucent, hyaline hue.
This isthe Venice we all have made.
There is no such city this side of the
Utmost Isle.

I came from Brindisiby an Adriatic
coaster. Weskirted Apulia, passed Bari,
Ancona, Rimini, and at Ravenna were
alongside the lower region of lagoons.
Passing Po della Maestra we had the
whole upper coast region of lagoons from
Venice,

‘‘Far as Chioggia’s sails and reeds,”

in view, and as the city gradually rose
higher and wider out of the waters, after
threading our way through a maze of
vessels with strange colored sails, quaint
craft from Chioggia with high peaks and
sterns like the ancient galleons, and
clumsy feluccas from Crete and the Ionian
islands, came to anchor inside the Mala-
mocco Pass and was landed from a black
and dirty gondola, propelled by a black
and dirty gondolier, upon a quay in the
very heartof the city. That Venetian
quay greeted me with every disgustin,
aroma known to the Liverpool an
London docks, and the filthy wharves
along South and West streets, New York,
with Coentes Slip, the Wallabout region,
and “‘Apple Mary” of ancient and arom-
atic memory included. I could have sat
down therein the ooze and slime of those
foul marble steps and wept for disapoint-
mentand shame. I had come by the sea
that all the imagery, beauty, mysticism
of the sea might enhance the glory of the
approach to my visionary idol. I had
worshipped a goddess and found hera
fish-wife. And I write in no captious or
trifling spirit when I say that the hurt
of it all was so great that I sneaked back
into another; ancient, mildewed and fun-
ereal gondola; was rowed to the railway
station; took the first train from the city
towards Milan, shutting out with closed
eyes these unhappy first impressions,
rode to the first station inland which hid
the Adriatic from sight; and then return-
ed over the great bridge of arches, the
way all other expectant travelers come;
hoping thus to find myselfso wrong in
my first seeing and feeling, that the
glorious city of dreamful restfulness and
delight would be there awaiting me.
It may be this will seem a foolish, trivial
action. It wasnot. 1 did it to be hon-
est and just. I found precisely what 1
had first discovered— a hot, stifling,
stinking city, rotton at its base; crum-
bling at its domes; a gaudy bawd 1n bas-
tard architecture, and flaunting, puerile
coloring between; alive with lazzaroni;
hateful with importuning gondoliers;
damp, dank, moldy with ooze and salt
and slime.

The truth about Venice is that, what
ever might have been its charm and
glory in the days of the doges, it presents
but two aspects for study to the visitor
of to-day. One is of that intense solem-
nity awakened by the contemplation of
the beautiful dying or dead. The other
is one of ludicrousness pitiable as that
pathetic contempt with which we
view the antics and makeshifts of “Rob-
ert {Macaire, upon the stage, or follow
the disgusting baseness of the “Duke of
Bilgewater” with shaking sides and
moist eyes tbroughout the later advent-
ures of “Huckleberry Finn.” 8o if you
insist upon the former aspect, you must
look beyond the bleached and rotting
skeleton of the Venice which is, to the
Venice which was. You mustsee with
historic eyes; accept with sentimental
enthusiasm; worship absolutely what
the past has made and called art and
rehabilitate through your own blind im-
agination and willing fancy a once doubt-
ful perfection with the splendid propor-
tions and embllishments you believe
were here in some dim time before you.

On this line of fealty to Venetian tra-
dition your historic faith sees a noble
people flying from the wrath of North-
ern Huns, and, casting their lot with the
wild fishermen of the Adriatic, founding
a city, or series of cities, at last uniting
numerous shoals and islands in a power-
ful and resourceful maritime league.
It recalls the eventual concentration of
their communistic peoples into a repub-
lican government and the election of the
first dux, doge, or leader, in 697, in the
person of Pauluccio Anafesto who was
given authority over all the islands. You
trace from the time of this first doge,
to the date of the extinction of the Ven-
etian republic precisely 1,100 years
later by Napoleon Bonaparte, a long
line f patriot, warrior, statesman and
navigator doges, whose sole ambition
was the protection of the people’s liber-
ties, the extension of Venetian fame for
science and art, the repellance of Eastern
aggression on the one hand and the
statecraft of the Lombards and the
Franks on the other. Your religious
fervor is awakened that the relics of St.
Mark were recovered from Egypt and a
majestic church became their reliquary:
you feel the glow with which Tasso wrote
that Venice sent 200 vessels to assist in
the holy wars; and you flout the idea
that the extension'of her commerce
was a first consideration in her astound-
ing practical evidence of piety. You
remember her “espousals of the sea”
as a sweet and strikingly symbolic
mysticism. You believe her to
haye been inspired by the highest pat-
riotism in her almost incessant wars
against Genoa and in her savage con-
quest of Padua, Verona, Vicenza, Bassano,
Belluno and of the Milanian Brescia,jBer-
gamo, Rovigo, Cremona, Crema and
Treviso. You are certain she assisted in
the suppression of piracy, rather than
that her feluccas and galleons for half a
thousand years brought to her quays
untold treasures wrested through butch-
ery and murder from hapless harvesters
of the sea. You are certain that her
world-wide fame in the dawn and
through the earlier part of the golden age
for magnificence, art and refinement
was wholly resultant from the heroic
solidarity of republican liberties, in-
stead of from governmental crimes and
corruptions and the fostering of a magnifi-
cent titled banditti preying upon human
rights and property, worse than ever dis-
graced the rule of Spain in Cuba. And,
turning to its olden glory in architecture
and painting, you are ready to confess its
bastard, nameless, birthless, parentless
conglomerate of brick, marble and mean-
ingless mosaics, and its faded daubs on
canvas and in fresco, as the ultimate in
all art, born out of the highest and purest
aspiration of a time and genius nurtured
in the grandest epochs of an enlightened
liberty and exalted civilization. With
this sort of mind’s light upon all Venice
has to display, one can see, as Quixote
saw in every reeking country-wench of
Spain a female of noble birth and divine
beauty, that ideal city of consummate
beauty and witchery with which historic
romance, romantic history and the magic
dream builders in verse have for ten
centuries been deludingthe fond and
willing imagination of men.

Then, if you have an iota of the sense

of things absurd about you, Venice di-

vested of false senti t, while p

ing ample that is worthy in art, archi-
tecture, associations and human inter-
est, seems filled with contemptible tra-
vesties upon the inexpressibly superla-
tive claimed from time immemorial for
the “Adriatic Queen.” There is not a
city of 50,000 inhabitants in continental
Europe which does not own, and without
endless bravado and tiresome self-praise
about it, equal stores of ecclesiastical
treasure in painting and sculpture.
This is simply a statement of fact, the ex-
acttruth of which any European traveler
will admit. One reads of her “domes
and minarets” until the mind’s horizon
ig!fretted with the flashing silhouettes of
some magical city of the orient. Venice
has no more domes than ton, no
more minarets than New York. Any
one can count those on the fingers of
both hands. Such asshe has are squatty
and pinched, as though the appropriation
had suddenly given out and the builders
had “knocked off” right there awaiting
the funds of some future golden age.
The ecclesiatically famous cathedral of
St. Mark is exceeded in beauty, pro-
portion, stateliness and majesty by 500
religious structures in the United States.
The crumbling, tumbling, rambling City
Hall of Chicago, that architectural laugh-
ing-stock of the West, is a_better build~
ing in every respect, and with its mam-
moth Caryatides, and tremendous pol-
ished granite columns, presents a more
imposing facade than the “restored”
Ducal Palace of Venice. There area
thousand stone and marble bridges in
private gardens and grounds, and with-
in the public parks, of the United States,
more espensive, beautiful, and more
chaste exgx‘;essions of ideas in stone art,
than can found in the most raved
over canal-bridge here. Senator Farwell,
of Illinois, built a State- honse for Texas,
that grand, great commonwealth of the
“maverick,” greaser and Tom Ochiltree,
infinitely vaster, statlier, more symmetric
and a better expression of true archi-
tectural opulence and magnificence than
any one who everlived in Venice ever
saw. And when it comes to the matter
of “palaces” who that has ever read has
not been fired with glowing descriptions
of “the countless transcendent palaces
of the queen city by the sea.” I tell you
there has never been a more cruel or in-
famous imposifion in the history of cities
and the literature of travel. San Fran-
cisco, Denver, even Kansas City, St. Louis
Minneapolis and St. Paul, Chicago, Cin-
cinnati, Pittsburg, Philadelphia, Wash-
ington, Baltimore, New York or Boston
each possesses more palatial residences,
which never even got into the Sunday
papers, than this pretentions, water-
soaked old fishing and piratical port ever

New York and - New England counties
I could name, where Americans have
built palaces for homes, costing more
chaste and exquisite conception of the
purest form of architectural art, and, in
every manner in which they may be
€ plated, rep ing each, per se,
a more refined and impressive monument
to generous wealth and perfect civiliza-
tion, than the most splendid single ex-
ample all Venice can ahow. And this,
too, at Venice’s best. She has been re-
peatedly likened too a “Palmyra of the
sea.” The voiceless dead never so suffer-
ed by impudent comparison. Where

herds, 500 years before Venice was known
stood the most majestic monuments of
architectural perfection ever known to
man. No structure that ever added lus-

Venice is hidden by the sands of time
or engulfed by the waves of the sea.
Every one, dilapidated or “r  od
occupied as rat-swarming hotel or let
to modern nouveaux riches who strut
and cackle to attract notice to their mod-
ern nouveaux rookeries, or whether ut-
ilized as barracks for garlic-eating, spider-
waisted soldiery, or still, deserted, mol-
dy and silent, echoing only to the carni-
vals of the ghosts of a desolate past, are
here for your inspection to-day. Come
and look at them. See them and observe
how they shrink and dwindle, as though
you looked from the wrong lenses of
your glass. See them and reflect how
drunken with the wine of hyperbole and
how blinded by the glamor of this zephyr-
blown region of romance have been all
that myriad host who have come and
written and gone, we will trust, to do
secret penance.

Then, what a dreary old mess of decay
it is to us who come with our eyes open
and our senses keen and alert from end-
less contact with and healthy love for all
things clean, and new!
True the landward breezes bring
the balm and thyme of South-
ern spring. Where in our own loved
land do the meadows, the forests and

tender attars of the awakening outer
world? True as you stand on the cam-
panile of St. Marks, or idly float in your
gondola upon the outer lagoons, palpitat-
ing breaths of tremulous air kiss your
face lovingly after tender voyages from
across far waters. Sothey do when in
your yacht along the glowing Pacific coast,
in a score of bayous along the dreary
Gulf, even in your own ramshackle row-
boat off the Chicago breakwater, when
“crabbing” on the Chesapeake, if “chum-
ming” for bluefish along Long Island
shores, in your cat-boat at Newport, or
floating in the veriest tub of a dory any-
where from Cape Cod to Grand Manan.
But still itis true that you have never

wave-washed spot where the very teeth
of the sea seem so relentlessly gnawing
and eating that which, being consumed,
8o pollutes its remorseless destroyer. In
port, molo, basin, canal; on quays,campi,
rive, fondamenti; in every article of
clothing you wear: and in every article
of food you eat; there is an endless odor
and taste of that omnipresent and un-
vanquishable tyrant of the sea,—bilge-
water!

THE CHIEF'S SPEECH.
The Greeting of the New Chief, his Xa-

str and P

Prill to be Inaugurated-—-Salute

Superiors. Lighter Coats Coming.

At seven o'clock last evening the police
force assembled in the guard room of the
central station. As they passed in the
chief shook hands with each. After In-
spectors Weatherhead and Rawlings had
called the rolls of their respective divi-
sions they escorted the new chief into
the guard room and introduced him to
the men, whosaluted in military fashion.
Chief Clark then delivered the following
address which was attentively listened
to by the men.

“Gentlemen of the Police Force of the
City of St. John:—

The government of New Brunswick
has been pleased to appoint me to the

ition of chief of police of the city of

t. John, and with its extent of territory,

scattered population east and west, and

divided by the harbor, and its diversified

business interests, I feel it one of heavy
res) ibility.

'ome, as chief, are delegated the
duties of protecting life and property, of
preserving the gesee, preventing crime
and detecting offenders against the law.

For the attai t of these objects I
must rely upon the whole police force
and it is necessary, therefore, that you
shall always be vigilant and active in
carrying out such measures as I shall
devise ; and perform your whole duty
and give me at all times your prompt,

“m. | earnest and intelligent co-operation.

It is essential for the officers to remem-
ber that in accepting their positions they
have taken upon themselves grave re-
sponsibilittes, that they are servants of
the public, not of a class or faction, and
that by the manner in which they dis-
charge these duties will their efficiency
be tested.

In view of these facts and to the end
that the officers may be enabled to per-
form their duties understandingly, I
have complied a manual for the depart-
ment and if approved by the common
council it will be placed in the hands of
the officers. Something of course must
be left to the intelligence and discretion
of individuals and in proportion as the,
show themselves of szeal,
activity and judgment they will qualify
themselves for promotion.

Each officer 1n the service must con-
form strictly to the letter and spirit of the
rules and seek to promote the peace and
welfare of the community. Some changes
will necessarily have to be made. I shall
transfer some of the men from one sta-
tion to another and institute a regular
drill, This I consider necessary in order
to have a good and elﬁciem ice force.

I will start with new s and all
black marks, if any, are erased. I wish
to use the officers as men should be used,
In my past experience with men I have
gained that reputation and I hope to
keep it. Remember that there is but
one chief of police and that he will take
no excuse for neglect of duty or violation
of rules.

I consider the hours long for efficient
work and if possible will break up the time
8o that you will not have too many hours
on duty. I hope the common conneil
will give me the power to procure more
men so that I can accomplish this. I
regret that there is no provision in the
way of a pension for the men who are
incapacitated by age or by injury re-
ceived while on duty.

Police officers shall see that the cor-
ner of streets and sidewalks are not ob-
structed by persons loitering thereon to
the inconvenience of the public.

1 shall hold the men on their respec-
tive routes accountable to report any vio-
lation of the law or city bye-law. Each
shall keep a private record of his work,
with day amfdate, and he shall, each
day at such time as shall be appointed,
report to the chief or to the officer Ishall
designate. The men must on all occas-
sions be civil and respectful to their su-

riors and to each other. When pass-
ing cr addressing a superior officer they
shall salate by raising their hand to the
rim of their hat or the visor of their cap,
the elbow being raised as high a -the
shoulder (making. the motion). Upon
entering the office of the chief ot police
they shall salute by raising their hats.

In conclusion let me express the hope
that our relations shall be of the most
satisfactory character and that we shall
unite, heartily and unreservedly in the
performance of our important duties.

One word more: I hope that every
man listening to me will give a good
example of himself and in every way
conduct himself so as to earn the respect
of all the citizens. Above all things, be
temperate and faithfally obey this rule
—that no policeman, while on duty,
shall drink any intoxicating liquor or
except in the immediate performance of
his duty, enter in any ?lace in which
intoxicating drinks aresold oy furnished.

There are other matters I would like
to speak of which not having the city
bye laws to refer to, I shall have to pass
them by for the present, but, will prob-
ably sneak of them in the fature.

I'know your coats are heavy, but try
to stand as erect as possible, and kee
your coats buttoned when on duty, an

as neat as possible in appearance.
The batons which we are to use only in
extreme cases or in self defense,
shouid I think always be carrie
in tue belt. I would also ask that
at all times when an officer is called to
give evidence that he appear in uniform.
I will try to get lighter coats for you as
soon as possible, but there will be no
immediate changes and for the present
you will go on with your duties in the
usual way. I will probably have some-
thing further tosay to you next week.
Good evening.

Edwin Checkley, author of A Natural
Method of Training, has perhaps given
the subject in hand, a greater compreben-
siveness than any other writer on physi-
culture. He aims at doing away with
what may be termed the bugbear of
training, and in this his views are both
radical and reasonable. To those who
have lonked upon training as involving
great physical exertion and extreme
moderation in living, this little volume
will be invaluable, for in it the author
lays down principles, which will not
only be beneficial, but pleasant to carry
out.

In keeping with the title of the work
its contents are suggestive of what seems
best and most natural for the acquire-
ment of a good constitntion and a healthy
body. The principles laid down involye
no lengthy study and they adapt them-
selves 80 readily to one’s mind that they
must speedily become a part of the
pupil’s nature.

First the writer clears away many of
those false theories of training, and next
he expounds what must commend itself
to all as the true doctrine and one which,
if carried into effect, will even-
tually lead to the attainment
of a sound and healthy body.
This system of training is grounded on
the fact that the mind and body are de-
pendent upon each other, and that every
muscle which has a function to perform
must be trained to perform it. It is es-
sential then to begin at the beginning,
and that is learn to breathe correctly,
then to stand, sit, and walk correctly,
