HORRIBLE MASSACRE.

THE GOVERNOR OF BELANONA
B MASSACRES MEN, WOMEN, AND
CHILDREN .

The Most Fiendish Cruelties Ever
Praticed, in Many Instances the
Bodies Being Dismembered—Popu-
lar Fury Aroused.

BY TELEGRAPE TO THE GAZET1E.

Paris, March 5.—The news of a hor-
rible massacre comes from Madagascar.
Ramiasatra, the governor of the province
of Belanona, resenting a petition from
the populace to the government to de-
fend them from cruelties, massacred 278
persons, including men, women and
children belonging to the leading fami-
lies.

The slaughter was continued for seve-
ral days, and the agonies of the victims
were, in many cases, protracted. Some-
times their limbs were gradually dis-
membered their heads sawn off and
their bodies” were thrown to the dogs.
Many women were outraged. The sur-
vivors were forced to erect a trophy com-
posed of the heads of victims.

Popular fury has caused the govern-
ment to announee that the offender will
be punished.

The Bill Which the Common Couneil is
to Forward to the Legislature.
An act to authorize the city of Saint
John to grant an annual subsidy, pay-
able upon the comstruction of certain
wharves and other harbor improvements
at Carleton, on the western side of the
harbor of S8aint John :
Whereas one James D. Leary of New
York, tractor, hath proposed to the
common council of 1519 city of Saint
John, to build at his own cost upon a
part of the beach and shore on the
weatern side of the harbor, tobe acquired
by him from the city, a wharf and
wharves with warehouses, such a wharf
construction to be a continuation of South
Rodney wharf 300 feet eastwardly to the
harbor line, there and thence extending
500 feet southwardly along and fronting
on the harbor line, such wharf and
wharves having a width of not less than
70 feet at the narrowest part thereof, with
proper dredging for the accomodation of
vessels to a depth of 27 feet atlow water
of the lowest spring tide on the outside
of such wharf, and to a depthof 20
feet at low water at all parts.

houses, with railway tracks and connec-
tions, to be built in all respects accord-
ing to plans and specifications to be ap-

And Whereas, It is to be provided as
a condition in the proposed contract that
the city of Saint John may, at any time
within five years from and after the
completion of the works and the first
payment of subsidy by the city enter
upon and acquire and take and hold ab-
solutely the said wharves and works,
and the properties connected therewith,
paying therefor such sum and sums of
money as may be mutually agreed upon,
and in case the parties cannot agree the
price and value shall be determined by
arbitrators mutually chosen as may be
provided in the condition, and thereupon
the subsidies granted respectively by
the government of Canada and by the
provincial government shall be payable
to the city of 8t. John, and the city sub-
sidy shall cease.

Be it enacted by the lieutenant
governor, legislative council and assembly
as follows:

_1. It shall and may be lawful for the
city of St. John in common council to
enter into a contract with James D.
Leary of New York, contractor, upon the
basis of the above recited proposal for
the construction by him at his own cost,
of wharves, warehaugses, wharf improve-
ments, grain elevat.™.and other works
according to such piang and specifi-
cations, terms and conditions as ma:
be approved by the common council, an
to agree that upon the full and
final completion of such works to the
satisfaction of
oil, the city of 8t. John will pay during
the term of twenty years from the date
of the common council setting forth that
such works are so completed, an annual
subsidy at the rate of five thousand dol-
lars during all such term of twenty years
while such works are held by the said
James D.
subsidy, however, not being payable for
any portion of thesaid twenty years dur-
ing whicb the wharves, warehouses and
elevator and other works shall not be in
complete repair and working order.

2. Such subsidy shall be payable and
shall be paid as the same becomes due,
out of the fund raised by assessment as
hereinafter provided, that is to say: It
shall and may be lawful for the city of
Saint John in common council, and they
are hereby anthorized and empowered
to order and direct an assessment upon
the city of Saint John and the inhabi-
tants thereof, in any and every year,
when and so iong as in the discretion of
the common council it is required, in
addition to the annual assessment for
other civic purposes, for the sum of five
thousand dollars, with such percentage
added as in the discretion of the
common council in any year will be
required to raise the full sum of five
thousand dollars, and also the costs and
expenses of levying and collecting the
same to be included in the general asses-
ment, and to be levied and assessed and
collected in accordance with the pro-
visions of the St. John city assessment
law 1889, or any law for the time being
in force, regulating the assessment of
rates and taxes in the city of Saint John.
The moneys realized from every such
assessment shall be received by the
chamberlain of the city of Saint John
and shall be by him paid out by orders
of the common council to satisfy
said subsidy or to recoup the general
funds of the city for any amount that
may have been withdrawn from such
fund to make any payment on such sub-
sidy.

_ THE CIVIC ELECTION.

The civic elections will be upon us
very soon and our citizens will be be-
ginning to consider whom they should
elect to represent them in the Common
Council. Important as it is to elect good
men to goto Parliament or the Legis-
lature, it is hardly less important that
good men should be chosen to git in the
Common Council. That body has now
the disbursing of a very large sum of
money annually, most of which comes
from our citizens in the shape of taxes,
and the amount of our taxation largely
depends on the care and economy with
which our affairs are administered by
the Council. It is for this reason, if for
no other, highly necessary that our
mayor and aldermen should be men
above reproach, faithful to the interests
of the city and careful of its
money without being niggardly or un-
enterprising. There are plenty of good
men who answer this description in the
city of St. John and from such men our
city representatives should be chosen.
We hope to see the Common Council of
1891 a model council in all respects, in
ability, in public spirit and in character.

THE UNITED STATES MAIL SUBSIDY ACT.

In the last hours of Congress the mea-
sure known as the mail subsidy bill was
passed as a substitute for the shipping
subsidy bill which had been before Con-
gress for several months. The shipping
subsidy bill aimed to subsidize all Ameri-
can vessels going on foreign voyages, and
if passed, might have seriously interfered
with Capadian vessels by giving Ameri-
can coasters gailing from United States
to Capadian ports an advantage over
our craft. The mail subsidy act, how-
ever, will excite no alarm in the breasts
of our shipowners, for it applies solely to
ocean steamships. The law authorizes
the U. S. Postmaster-General to make
contracts for not less than five nor more
than ten years for carrying the mails on
American steamships to foreign ports,
The vessels are divided into four classes
—iron or steel vessels of 20 knots, iron
or steel vessels of 16 knots, iron or
steel vessels of 14 knots, and iron er
steel or wooden vessels of 12 knots.
Contracts for mail service to Great
Britain are required to be with 20
knot vessels, and vessels of the firs,
second and third classes hereafter built
are to be constructed under the super-
vision of the Navy Department, with a
view to use by the government in time
of war. The rate of compensation is not
to exceed $4 per mile for the first class
by the shortest practicable route for
each outward voyage, $2 per mile for the
second class, $1.50 for the third class,
and 66§ cents for the fourth class. The
subsidy would amount in the case of
vessels of the first class making a three
thousand miles vcyage monthly to §144,
000. A company owning vessels enough
to make weekly trips of this sort would
receive $624,000 in a year. The vessels
of the fourth class, which includes those
pow running from New York to
South  America, would get about
$2000 per trip, monthly trips would
bring them about $24,000. The
law does not apply to any steam-
ships running to Canadian ports. So lib-
eral asubsidy ought toencourage capital-
ists to place American built steamships
on the ocean. The vessels subsidzed
must be built and armed in the United
States, and officered by American citizens.
One fourth of the crews must be Ameri-
can citizens for the first two years, one
third for the next three years, and one

half for the remaining year, during
which the contract runs. These condi-
tions are certainly not very onerous.

AN EXPENSIVE CONGRESS.

The fifty-first congress of the United
States which closed its career yesterday
has appropriated more of the public
money of that country than any congress
since the war. The total appropriations
during the two years of its existence
exceed $1,000,000,000. These figures in-
c¢lude the postoffice appropriation and
the permanent annual appropriations,
but they do not include the payment for
bonds beyond the requirements of the
sinking fand. The appropriations made
this winter include the general river and
harbor bill, but it is estimated that they
will amount to $525,000,000 without that.
The total appropriations for the last ses-
sion were a little over $480.000,000, mak-
ing for the two sessions the grand total
of $1,000,000,000.

It looks as if the fifty-first Congress
had made it a point to expend as much
money as possible. The fignres of ap-
propiation exclusive of the postal ac-
count and the permanent annual appro-
priations, were $287,722,488 for the last
session and will exceed $320.000,000 for
this session. This total of $607,000,000,
was made by the Boston Post,a subject of
comparison with that of previous Con-
gresses, as the other appropriations are
fixed by law and vary little from year to
year. The figures for the first session of
the fiftieth Congress were $245,020,172,
and for the second session $218,115,439,
making for the two sessions $463,135,611.
The appropriations for the first session
of the forty-ninth Congress, in the
beginming  of Mr Cleveland’s
term were $209,659,382° and for the
second session $163,038,861, making the
total for that Congress$402,695,243. The
appropriations for the four sessions of
Mr. Cleveland’s presidency therefore
‘were $865,830,853, or less than one-half
more than the appropriations for a
single Congress under Mr. Harrison. The
age appropri per session under
Mr. Cleveland were $216,457,718, and
under Mr. Harrison they will exceed
$300,000,000. These figures cover only
the ordinary expenditure. The Globe
which is always boasting of the debt
reduction of the United States will per-
haps explain why with so many debt
reductions the expenditure should be
8o greatly increased. The expend-
iture of the United, States
for the present year will be about $8.40
a bead, or at least $1.50 & head more
than the expenditure of Canada.

AN HONEST MAN.

“ Run ye to and frothrough the streets
of Jerusalem,” exclaimed the prophet
Jeremiah, “and see ye now, and know,
and seek in the broad places thereof, if
you can find a man,” and another, more
than two thousand yearg ago, went wan-
dering through the streets of Athens,
with a lighted lantern to assist his
vision, seeking personally that for which
in Jerusalem Jeremiah sent deputies
in pursuit. Yet the streets of Jerusalem
were thronged with humanity and in
Athens walked those whom the world
accounted among the wisest and most
virtuous of men. We do not hear that
either of these cynics of the
old time were rewarded by the dis-
covery of a man; that is, one whose
intregity,uprightness and manhood,were
without a flaw, and it is doubtful if they
had continued their search to this day
they would have discovered the object
of their quest;—such & man would be
utterly out of place in a world like this.
We read of a king who long ago
offered to divide his kingdom with any
one of his subjeets who might, in the po-
sition he occupied,be thoroughly content.
Such an offer might  be safely made by
any potentate or millionaire of to-day,
for the lifting of a finger with a view to
its consummation would provethe ap-
plicant’s ineligibility. So far as was con-
gistent with man’s mental and moral
structure, there were unquestion-
ably as fine types of uprightness in the
days of Jeremiah and Diogenes as there
are today, but it is likely that they were
less frequently met with. It is the
mock philanthropy, the hypocrisy, the
adoption of saintly means for the fur-
therance of unworthy ends that make
the world cynical and pessimistic. We
like to stand in the market places where
men will recognize onr graciousness,and
with many, the announcement “that all
contributions will be acknowledged
through the press,” is the strongest ap-
peal that can be made in behalf of the
unfortunate. Underneath this froth,
however, there flows a strong current of
brotherhood and sisterhcod around the
world, and outside of the ranks of
contending creeds, there blossom
all about us the unfading flowers
of love to God and man. The world was
never better than it is today; the reign
of peace and good will among men was
never so fully established; with the
spread of knowledge men’s hearts have
enlarged, to each other they are more
helpfal, more charitable than ever before,
and that help and charity, that veneration
for the Creator which flow purely from
the heart, never flaunt themselves before
the eyes of others, but perform their
mission as unobtrusively as the dews fall
down or the buds openat the advent of
Spring.

THE BACCARAT SCANDAL.

The Truth About the Tranby Creft
Party.

The Baccarat scandal is exciting so
much interest, and so many misrepre-
sentations are abroad on the subject,
that it may be well to state on the very
highest authority the exact truth on
certain aspects of the cage. In particular
the World has published detailed state-
ments which are calculated to create en-
tirely erroneous impressions with regard
both to the proceedings at Tranby Croft
in general and the part played by his
Royal Highness. We have, therefore,
obtained the neccessary permission to
make known so much of the real facts as
is necessary to remove certain wide-
spread misconceptions.

In the first place, it appears to be sup-
posed that the party at Tranby Croft
were playing for very high stakes. In-
deed, to read the accounts given in some
quarters, one might suppose that Mrs.
Arthur Wilson’s house had been turned
for the occasion into a “gambling bell.”
This is a grotesque misrepresentation.
There are places and occasions upon
which baccarat is played for very high
stakes. But it is the simple fact that at
Tranby Croft,on the occasion in question,
the bank on each night was of £100
only. The party playing baccarat con-
sisted of nearly all the guests staying in
the house, and included several ladies.
Some played for b5s. stakes, others
for 10s. Sir William  Gordon-
Cumming was one of  those
who played higher: his stakes being as
large as £5, £10, or £15, as the case
mightbe. Not only were the ladies of
the party among the players, Lady
Coventry being one of them; but baccarat
was only played for a limited time at
the end of the evening. After dinner
each evening, there was music and con-
versation: and a game of baccarat fol-
lowed' from eleven to twelve or half-past
twelve. In fact, the amusements of
the Tranby Croft party might almost be
described a'sa round game rather than
as a gamble.

In the second place, we sre allowed tn
contradict the many statements which
have been made to the effect that Mrs.
Arthur Wilson and others constituted
themselves into “a private detective
agency,” “set traps to expose a guest,”
and so forth. All such statement are
very wide of the mark. What really
happened was this, and we are able to
elucidate our statements by plans show-
ing as far as is necessary the position of
the players :—On the evening of Septem-
ber 8, young Mr. Wilson supposed him-
self to have detected 8ir W Gordon-Cum-
ming in cheating. The table consisted of
three odd tables put together langthwise.

The counters, by the way, were of Russia
leather, and therefore noiseless. Ac-
cording to what Mr. Wilson believed
himself to have observed, 8ir W. Gordon-
Cumming dropped additional counters
on when he saw that hisside of the table
was going to win. Mr. Wilson communi-
cated his suspicions to his neighbor on
the other side, Mr. Levett, who promptly
replied that the thing was impossible.
« Look for yourself, ” rejoined Mr. Wil-
son. Mr. Levett did watch the following
coups closely—as from his position at
the table he was well able to do so; and
he also believed himself to have observ-
ed the same conduct on 8ir W. Gordon-
Cumming’s part. That evening, when
the play was over, and the next day, the
young men talked the thing over; and
voung Mr. Wilson hituponadevice which
he hoped would terminate so unpleasant
anincident. He would see he said, that
a proper cloth table was provided, on
which a line could be marked with
white chalk. Nobody, thought Mr. Wil-
son, could cheat under those circum=
stances. The stakes must be across the
line, in a fixed position, instead of on a
shifting piece of paper. There could be
no possibility of mistake; and they
would doubtless see that Sir W. Gordon
Cumming’s conduct had been misunder-
stood on the previous evening. Such
was the “detective plot” and “the court
of watchers” about which so much has
been heard. In reality the Wilsons, so
far from taking steps to “trap” a guest,
did, on the advice of their son, what
they hoped would put an end to all pos~
sibility of suspicions.

On the evening of the 9th the position
of the players (or rather of so many of
them as need here be referred to) was as
follows :—

Mr. Lycett Greén, Mr. 8. Wilson, and

Mrs. Lycett Green were, it will, be ob-

served, all in a good position for watch-
ing 8ir W. Gordon-Cumming’s play.
They all bélieved themselves to have
seen him cheat—in the same manner
mutatis mutandis as on the previous
occasion. Mr. Lycett Green, in particu-
lar, was so disgusted at what he believed
to be repeated acts of cheating that he
rose from the table and left the room,
sending in a note to his “mother-in-law,
Mrs. Wilson, to explain the reason.

Now everybody agrees with us, we
are sure, in devoutly hoping that all -the
five witnesses—Mrs Arthur Wilson,
Mr. 8. Wilson,  Mr. and Mrs. Lycett
Green, and Mr Levett—were ut-
terly mistaken, and, certainly, every-
body is bound to ~believe in
8ir W. Gordon-Cumming’s inno-
cence until and unless he is proved,
by evidence givenon oath, to be guilty.
But the point to which we desire to call
attention now, in order to clear up cur-
rent misrepsentations, is this:—That
the five witnesses just mentioned were
convinced of what they believed them-
selves to have seen, most unwillingly
and regretfully. The question then
arose what were they to do? It is
very easy to be wise after the event,
and it is possible that ideally bet-
ter courses than the one actually
taken might have been thought of. But
it may be doubted whether the gshrewd-
est man alive could have suggested on
the spur of the momeft a better course
than that which Mrs. Wilson, after con-
sultation with her husband, decided to
allow. Mr. 8. Wilson and Mr. Lycett
Green put the whole matter into the
bands of General Owen Williams and
Lord Coventry. They were old friends
of Sir William Gordon-Cumming; and
trusted friends also of the Prince—men

men of the highest standing. Sorely
the matter might be left with confidence
in their hands.
Here fhe direct action of the Wilson
family comes to an end, and the action
of Lord Coventry and General Owen
Williams begins. With them has been
linked the Prince of Wales;but the
responsibilty of his Royal Highness has,
a8 we shall show, been grossly exag-
gerated. It has been suggested that
great pressure was brought to bear by
the Prince, and that the understanding
of which 80 much has been heard was
the proposal of his Royal Highness. The
real facts are as follows :—General Owen
Williams and Lord Coventry took the
evidence, formed their own conclusions
on it, and consulted as to what was to be
done. Of course the evidence may, a8
we have said, have been mistaken evi-
dence. We all hope it was. Butsuch as it
was,it was accepted by General OwenWil-
liams and Lord Coventry. They were
then in this position. On the one bhand
they felt bound to draw the sting, asit
were, out of a man who was believe |—
wrongly we hope—to have cheated; but
on the other they desired to do their old
friend as little injury as possible, and to
save all the parties from the annoyance
of a public scandal. With this double
object in view, they hit upon the com-
promise which was embodied in the
tgecret memorandum.” This was inac-
curately cited in the World, and we give,
therefore its actual terms :—
In consideration of the promise, made
by the gentlemen whose names are sub-
scribed to preserve silence with refer-
ence to an accusation which has been:
made in regard to m ;
baccarat on the nights of Monday: and
Tuesday, the 8th and 9th September,
1890, at Tranby Croft, I will on my part
solemnly undertake never to play cards
again as long a8 I live.

1LL1AM GORDON-CUMMING.

The draft of this propored understand-
ing was submitted by General Williams
and Lord Coventry to the Prince, who
also was informed by them of what had
happened, and who interviewed the
various parties to the charge. The
Prince said he regarded the proposed
compromise as a possible solution of
the affair, and left it in the hands of
General Williams and Lord Coventry.
They saw Sir William Gordon-Cumming
who signed the document, after exclaim-
ing that to sign it would be taken as
tantamount to an acknowledgment of
guilt.

This exclamation must not of course
be interpreted as embodying Sir
William’s own acknowledgment. On
the contrary, he protesied then as now,
that he was an innocent man; and this
brings up to the last point which we
desire for the present to make prominent.
Sir William Gordon-Cumming has it
within his power to obtain an immediate
opportunity for establishing his inno-
cence. Itis a great pity, in Sir William’s
interests, that the military enquiry has
been stopped. A regimental inquiry,
conducted, as we assume it would have
been, by the three colonels of the Guards,
would have been a court certainly not
unfriendly to him, and would have dis-
posed of the matter in & very short
space of time. But even now that a
regimental enquiry has been stopped by
the legal proceedings, Sir William is not
without means of bringing bis accusers
immediately to book and establishing his
innocence without the law’s long delays.

That case
was referred bodily to arbitrators, heard
in open ‘court, and thus disposed of.
Why should not Sir William Gordon-
Cumming have advantage of similarly
expeditious procedure? If the defend-

“Free Trade.”

It is as easy to find a smuggler aloug
the river 8t. John, in Aroostook county,
as a trout in Moosehead Lake. Particu-
larly in the region abont Fort Kent, and
between that queer place and Edmuns-
ton, smnggling is said to be going
on this winter as never before,the contra-
band goods being for the most part con-
fined to liquor. Then about the Moose
River region along the Canadian Paci-
fic and down towards The Forks, the
same illegal traffic goes on, there hav-
ing been but a very few raidssince Presi-
dent Harrison turned the office of U. 8.
Marshal for this district over. Formerly
Deputy N. 8. Hatheway, of this city,and
Deputy Noah Prescott, were raiding the
smugglers all the time practically driv-
ing them from the business.

A Cataract in Labrador.

The interior of Labrador undoubtedly
is the largest unexplored area on this
continent. Up the Grand River, which
empties into the Atlantic Ocean at
Hamilton Inlet, are the Grand Falls,
which, if everything is true about them,
that is reported, are the most stupendous
falls in the world: They are only about
one hundred and sixty miles up the
river, but only two white men have ever
seen them. Mr. R. F. Holme three years
ago went from England to visit the
Grand Falls.

He organized a‘little party to accom-
pany him inland and arrived within
about fifty milesof the falls, when he was
compelled to return on account of the
failure of his provisions. The Labrador
Indians say these falls arehaunted, and
they carefully avoid them, believing that
they will die if they look upon them.
The two white men who have seen them
are Mr. Maclean, who, as he was ascend-
ing the river in 1339, was stopped by the
falls, and Mr. Kennedy, who over thirty
years ago, had charge of Hudson Bay
post, in Labrador. Mr. Holme says the
height of the falls is not certainly known,
but in some respects there is little doubt
they are thegreatest in the world.

Though inner Ladrador is so inade-
quately known, we are aware that itis a
vast tableland whose limits are quite
clearly defined. In the southeast the de-
scentfrom the tableland is quite sudden,
and almost immediately after leaving
the plateau a level is reached that is
very little above that of the sea. The
Grand Falls are the place where the
Grand Rivertumblesover theedge of this
tableland, and almost the whole of the
great drop 18 effeeted in thisone descent.
Prof. Hind gives the height of this
plateau as 2,240 feet, J_L‘E‘haa been es-
timated that the regigf at the foot of the
falls is only 200 feet above sea level, and
that the waters of Grand Biver have a
perpendicular descent of about 2,000 feet.

MR. EDWARD WILLIS.

The Close of an Active Life.

Readers of the Gazerre will hear with
deep regret of the death of Mr. Edward
Willis, which occurred at his residence
in this city as an early hour this morn-
ing. For some years Mr. Willis had
been in failing health, but it was not un-
til quite recently that a fatal termina-
tion of his illness was anticipated. Mr.
Willis was born in Halifax, where he re-
ceived his education, in 1835,
and while still a young man, took
up his residence in 8t. John and
In 1857, with Mr. J. V. Ellis, he estab-
lished the Western Recorder, a weekly
newspaper, in Carleton, also the Free
Masons’ Monthly Monitor ; at the same
time he was employed as a leader writer
on the Courier, then one of the most
widely read papers issued from the city
press, which was published by H. Chnbb
& Co. In 1867 Mr. Willis, with his as-
sociates Mesers. Davis and Smith,
became the proprietors of  the
Morning News, then the leading
newspaper in the city. The News was
established by Mr. Geo. E. Fenerty, now
of Fredericton, in 1838 or1839, a tri-week-
ly, and was the first penny paper ever es-
tablished in the British Empire. Mr.
Willis had given up his position as
editor of the Courier in 1865, when he
took the editorship of the News on the
appointment of Mr. Fenerty to the
Queens’ Printership of New Bruns-
wick. Of the News, after its
purchase by his firm, Mr. Willis
acted as editor and manager, and the
paper was continued under the new prc-
prietorship, minus Mr. Smith, who was
retired after a few months, for several
years as a tri-weekly ; in 1869 it became
2 daily morning paper and in 1881 the
time of issue was changed from morning
to evening. The publication of the
News ceased in 1884, the fire
of 1877 having crippled  its
strength and dissipated its resources.
Mr. Willis was elected to represent St.
John city and county in the provincial
legislature in the general election of 1870
and was a firm supporter of the school
law. In 1873 he was appointed a mem-
ber of the executive council and contin-
ued for several years to represent the
constituency with ability. Bhortly after
retiring from the newspaper business he
was appointed postmaster. Mr. Willis
was a prominent member of the Loyal
Orange association and also of the mas-
onic body. Inthe Orange order he filled
the office of grand master for two terms,
while in 1872 he was elected {2 the office
of duputy grand master of the masons.
He was a thoroughly temperate man,—
to the writer he said a few years ago he
had never tasted spirits of any kind, in
his life,—though we believe he never
made himself prominent in any temper-
ance organization ; & man of most kind-
ly heart and courteous manners, and
though of late years he had taken no
active part in civic or social affairs he
will be kindly and regretfully remem-
bered by many friends throughout the
maritime provinces. Mr. Willis leaves
a widow, the eldest daughter of Mr.
Zachariah Adams of Carleton, and eight
children. One of his daughters, resid-
inggin Toronto, inherits a good deal of
her father’s literary ability.

SHARKS T'RTURED TO DEATH.

@alveston Fishermen Catch and Fasten
Them to s Log.

“The people of Galveston hate sharks
more than poison, and you would think
80, 00, if you saw the numerous logs of
wood bobbing up and down in the bay
there,” zaid Hubert E. James, & hard-
ware merchant from theTexas metropolis,
to a Chicago Tribune reporter.

“The sharks in the bay of Galveston
are about three feet long,” continued Mr.
lames, “and spoil the good fishing, or
what would be good fishing, by eating or
scaring to death about all the fish in the
bay. Thisso provokes the fishermen that
they go out in parties and catch all the
sharks they can. They never kill one
immediately, but bore a hole through
the upper fin of each one and with a
piece of rope about three feet long tie
Mr. Shark to a log of wood heavy
enough to keep him from going
far from the surface of the
water. The unwelcome occupang
of the bay is kept a prisoner
until he becomes so hungry that he
turns his stomach skyward. The fish
in that way istortured to death, and it is
hoped that other members of the tribe
will take warning and give the Bay of
Galveston a wide berth.

“The Human Society dosen’t disturb
itself about the slow death that is dealt
out to the sharks. Everybody takes
partin the good work. I have seen at
one time as many as forty logs being
dragged around by the captives. Some
of the bobbers were tearing oyer the bay
at a terrific rate, while others would
scarcely move, so near death were they.
As soon as a shark dies the corpse is re-
lieved of its log and rope, which are
used to torture another intruder.”

Primitive Telegraph.

Olaf Searle sat in his office recently
discussing many interesting topics in his
usual interesting way. A card was ly-
ing on his desk on which appeared the
word Budstikken, as the name of the
Scandinavian paper. Mr. Searle was
asked whatthe word meant. He replied:
It is a Norwegian word, 1,200 years old
at least. In those days, when the coasts
of Norway were ravaged by pirates, the
inhabitants had to resort to all sorts of
devices to warn those at a distance of the
approach of these piratical crafts.
When one was seen on the horizon a
man went up to the top of a mountain
where he lighted a beacon fire. This
could be seen for a long distance,
and wasknown to be a warning.
When it was seen in the dis-
tance another fire was lighted on ano-
ther hill, until all over the country fires
blazed fron every hilltop, and the peo-
ple prepared to defend themselves.
They also had a system of messengers.
The man who first sighted a sail would
take an arrow and send it to his neigh-
bor. . From town to town this arrow
was sent until all were warned. These
were rather primitive ways of telegraph-
ing, but were so effectual that in the
course of twenty-four hours all Norway
knew of the approach of pirates. This
system of spreading the news was call-
ed ¢ Budstikken,’ and the word is exten-
gively used as a name for newspapers in
the old country.”—8t. Paul Globe.

BOSTON MARKETS.

Lumber Steady and in Fair Request—
Hardwoods are guite Active.
[Boston Post, 4 thl.

The lumber situation has not changed
materially during the past week. Values
remain about the same as noticed then,
and trade has been of moderate pro-
portions in most branches. On the
pleasant days of the week, which have
been few, howaver, there was more en-
quiry, buyers evidently believing that
the clear skies and warmer temperature
were thé heralds of an early spring. The
stormy and colder weather of the past
few days has served in a great measure
to dissipate this belief, and buyers
to a great extent withdrew, prefer-
ring to wait until weather conditions
were settled and more certain before
concluding their negotiations by the
purchase of larze lines of lumber for fu-
ture use. Still, the prospects are fora
very good distribution of lumber dur-
ing the coming spring and summer
months. Building operations here and
at adjacent New England points prom-
ise to be on a large scale, therefore ne-
cessitating a large consumption of lum-
ber. . The better inquiry during the
week under review has afforded encour-
agement to dealers here and imparted
greater activity fo the general situation.
The opening prices of spruce lumber in
the spring are still a mooted question
and the Eastern mills have not as yet
come to anydefinite understanding on the
matter. It seems settled, however, that
prices must rale lower than a year ago
and the negotiations of the past week
were generally with this understanding.
A decline of $1 in prices now seems
probable from those ruiling & year ago,
which would bring them about on a
level of the present nominal quotations.
The‘reports from the East are to the ef-
foct that the cnt of logs wiil be from one-
quarter to a third short of that of last
year. However, this talk is customary,
at this season of the year and but very
little stock is taken in it here.
It is a fact however, that the
snow is very high in the lamber
regions and that in the East, at least,the
mills cannot log to advantage. We
quote cargo lumber nominally as follows
Random eargoes at $13(@14; ordered car-
goes at $13 50@14 50; dimensions at $14
@15, and frames at $156@16. The busi-
ness in car spruce has been irregular all
through the winter. Some of the North-
ern mills have a good complement of
orders on hand that will last them for
some time to come, but there are a great
many other mills that are not running
and have no orders on hand. Asa rule,
itis believed that the Northern mills
have good stocks of lumber on
hand. - We quote car spruce as
follows: :Mill randoms at $13.50
@14 ; yard orders at $14@15 and dimen-
sions at.$14 50@16 and upwards. Spruce
boards have been quiet and steady, with
clears quoted at$19@20 for No. 1 and
$16@17 for No.2. In green boards there
has been very little doing at $9@13, as
to-quality. Pine boards are dull, and
there is no improvement in the demand
to Jreport. We quote coarse No. 5 at
$16@17.; refuse at $13@13 50, and cheap
lots down to $8 756@9. In hemlock
lumber there has been a modern trade,
and we quote Eastern boards at
$12 25@12 50-for planed, and $11@11 50
for rough. Dimensions are offered at
$1350@14, and frames at $14 50@15.
Box boards dull, with sales at 11 50@
12 7-9 at $10@10 50} at $8@9 50 §at
