Niagara Fails, N. Y. June 7.—A thril­
ling tragedy occurred here yesterday, 
^f'hen the young wife of Aaron Cohen 
of Buffalo, suddenly stepped from her 
husband’s side and without warning 
cast herself into the swirling river be­
tween the second and third Sisters 
islands within a short distance of the

St. Petersburg, June 7.—Rejected by 

the Douma, the marine budget calling 
for an appropriation of $1,500,000, has 
been restored by the council of the 
Umpire, the amount to go toward the 
construction of four new battleships 
authorized last night. Keels for two of 
the ships will be laid this month.

New Orleans. June 7.—Twenty per­

sons lost their lives when a pier at 
Mandeville, a resort on the north shore 
of Lake Pontchartrain, callapsed last 
night, according to advices received 
here to-day. Most of the victims of 
the disaster were women and children. 
Ten bodies have been recovered, and 
the lake is being dragged in an effort 
to locate the rest of the victims.

Four hundred excursionists wi*-e on 
the pier when it collapsed. The wharf 
was a frail structure, ahd was weak­
ened by its heavy burden.

When the steamer Margaret, which 
was to return the excursionists to New 
Orleans, bumped into the piling, the 
pier fell to pieces.

Of the 400 persons on the wharf, more 
than 100 were thrown into the eight 
feet of water. Work of rescue began 
immediately. Life boats were lowered 
from the Margaret and life-preservers 
thrown overboard to 
floundering in the water. Row boats 
which were hastily sent from shore 
aided in the work o(. rescue.' Seventy- 
five persons were picked up, many of 
them half drowned.

Most of the men had little difficulty 
in escaping, and the victims were most­
ly helpless women and little children.

Fifteen persons were seriously in­
jured and forty slightly hurt.

« A special grand, jury was called to­
day to fix the responsibility for the 
cident.

The wharf was the property of the 
New Orleans & St. Tammany Railroad 
Company.

It is considered possible that the 
owners of the steamer, which caused 
the collapse of the wharf, will be in­
dicted, as witnesses of the tragedy de­
clare the vessel was coming at full 
speed and struck the piling with great 
force.

Vancouver, BL C., June 7.—Two bodies 

washed ashore near the wireless sta­
tion at Point Grey and a canoe left 
high and ijry by the tide, but full of 
water, reveals a tragedy of a Sunday 
outing here of which there were no 
witnesses.

Frank Sleath, a local youth, aged 22, 
living on Sixth avenue, and Joseph 
Sanders, an Englishman, were the vic­
tims. They had been to Pitt Mead­
ows to bring back the canoe which 
they had used in ' the shooting sea­
son. The swell from some passing 
steamer must have caught the frail 
craft and swamped it, the heavy wind 
probably driving it ashore.

The bodies were found about fifty 
feet apart #and the canoe between 
them. Both young fellows have hosts 
of friends here and the tragedy has 
cast great gloom over a large circle.
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cataract. Cohen, Instantly plunged into 
the raging waters and succeeded in 
catching hold of his wife. Then follow­
ed a terrific struggle against the strong 
current. Finally the man bumped into 
a tree stump that had become lodged 
in the stream, and holding the body of 
his wife in one hand, he held on to the 
stump with the other and cried for 
help.

Word was sent to the police, and 
policeman James MArtin hurried to the 
river bank bringing ropes. Two or three 
other men joined the officer. Several 
times the rope was thrown to Cohen, 
but always it eluded his grasp. After 
his strength had been utterly exhaust­
ed, Cohen succeeded in catching the 
rope, but was unableyto fasten it about 
his waist. The couple were not more 
than twenty feet from the shore, but so 
swift is the current at this point, that 
the wouldrbe rescuers did not dare to 
attempt to enter the water to render 
aid.

Word was received Thursday by the 

steamer Monte&gle that the expedition 
which was sent to the Paracel Islands 
some weeks ago to investigate the re­
port that a number of Japanese and 
Germans had squatted there without 
the permission of the Chinese, has re­
turned. Though many days were spent 
in exploring the numerous islands of 
the group, gio . foreigners were found, 
though evidence existed that some peo­
ple had been there and had conducted 
some operations or other. There were 
a number of Chinese fishermen about 
at the time, and huts were establish­
ed on some of the islands, and upon 
the men being questioned as to whe­
ther any foreigners had - been there of 
late, they replied in the affirmative, 
stating that the representatives of a 
certain nation had been there survey­
ing the islands, 
stated that' a party of foreigners were 
to be found on the southern end of 
Hainan Island, and later the expedi­
tion visited the place indicated and dis­
covered two Germans, one Japanese, 
and several Malays. They stated that 
they were engaged solely in prospect­
ing for minerals, and in that direction 
they seegied to havp done a fair 
amount of work,, as there were many 
holes to be seen. The fishermen re­
ported that they had seen the prospect­
ors surveying, but, of course, they may 
easily have been mistaken, dn the 
Paracels quite an amount of timber 
grows, and the visiting officers discov­
ered names of foreigners carved on 
some of the pine trees, and there were 
also other indications of the presence 
o( foreigners. The expedition returned 
to Hongkong from Hainan, and has 
now gone to Canton to report to his 
excellency the viceroy. It is the inten­
tion of the Chinese government to 
have all outlying islands definitely 
charted as belonging to China, and 
where possible to colonize them. On 
habitable islands a few colonists will 
be induced to live in order to firmly 
establish China’s rights, as well as to 
observe the movements of any for­
eigners who may come about. The isl­
ands will be visited periodically by 
Chinese men-ot-war, so there is not 
likely to be any more unpleasantness 
of the Pratae island kind.

THE GERMANS AIM
HAT NAVAL SUPREMACYx.

Hostile Utterances at Meeting of Navy League- 
Great Britain Accepts Challenge and Will 

Rush Work on New Battleships.

The entire assemblage applauded, 
and the count continued:

"England has no divine right to 
dominate the ocean. Germany an 1 
other reigning , powers must contest 
for supremacy. Germany must at 
least rule the North sea and no inter­
ference with her will be brooked.”

Several speakers repudiated the idea 
of an agreement with England which 
would have as its purpose the limita­
tion of the Imperial navy, while oth­
ers emphasized the necessity of a leigg 
fleet capable of protecting Germany’s 
trans-oceanfc interests, whether in the 
Atlantic, Pacific or in the far east.

Will Rush Work on Ships.

London, June 5.—Eight new Dread­
noughts will be built at once by the 
British government as the result of 
the sensational session of the German 
Navy League to-day at Kiel. The gov­
ernment had hoped to delay the con­
struction of these battleships because 
of the condition of the public finances. 
The action of the Germans In throw­
ing oft the cloak of secrecy and ad» 
mitting their intention of wresting 
the naval supremacy from this coun­
try, .however, assured that the ves­
sels would be built without delay.

Details of the meeting at Kiel have 
not been received here yet, but the 
meagre reports of the radical speeches 
delivered by the German delegates 
have been enough to directly increase 
the bitterness of the British anti-Ger­
man feeling.

Kiel, Germany, June 5.—Hostility 

to England marked nearly every ut­

terance at the annual meeting of the 

German Navy League to-day. State­

ments were made which it Is believed 

will have grave bearing on the strained 

relations between Germany and Great 

Britain and a delicate international 

situation has nearly reached a crisis 

which may mean war.
Admiral Koester presided at the 

meeting. Most of the delegates were 
fiery in their utterances and openly 
advocated accelerated up-building of 
the German navy, “to contest the pres­
ent naval supremacy of England.”

Resolutions were unanimously adopt­
ed which declare in favor of Germany 
winning the navâl supremacy of the 
world.

Admiral Koestèr’s speech was sensa­
tional in the extreme.

“Our naval policy must be persevered 
In,” he declared. “Germany must con- 
ti ue her work of preparing a fleet that 
will enable us to cope with our most 
powerful rivals, A fleet that will keep 
Germany where she belongs among the 
powers of the world is an immediate 
necessity.”

Count Reventlow was open in his 
attack upon England. He did not take 

' the trouble to veil his words, driving 
directly to the point' when he ex­
claimed : "England's claim that she 
must -ule the seas is "preposterous.”

The steamer Makura, of the Australian 
line, is making a special trip to the Seat­
tle fair, under the auspices of the Com­
mercial Travellers of British Columbia.

The Makura is the finest of the fleet of 
the Union Steamship Co., of Australia, 
and is said by many to be finer fitted 
than any vessel which comes into this 
port. She leaves on Thursday and will 
remain until Saturday night.

Eight passengers going north and 
eighty-five coming south is the record of 
the steamer Queen City, which arrived 
from Rivers Inlet and way ports this 
morning. Many of these were loggers or 
fishery employees.

The steamer brought word of improve­
ments being made at Alert Bay. A third 
wharf is now being built between the two 
old ones for the special accommodation 
of Cook's new store. The new business 
house is a large one and will be a great 
improvement to the place.

Thè steamer brought D. Groves, man­
ager of the Kildala Packing Co. He says 
that so far there has been no sign of any 
salmon but the springs and a few steel- 
heads. These are being dry salted. They 
do not expect any particularly large run 
in the north, probably not as large as 
usual. This is the big fish year for the 
Fl-aser river, but not for Northern British 
Columbia. .

Mystery Surrounds the Escape 
of Wong Kee Last 

Night.
CONDITIONS BRIGHT

IN THE PHILIPPINES
NURSE GIRL HIDES

ON BOARD TRANSPORT
Wong Kee is a wily Chinee. Thursday 

night he escaped from the provincial 
jail at Hillside avenue and despite all 
attempts to locate him bn the part of 
the police he stilt remains at large. 
How and when he got away from the 
Jail, where he had been confined but 
a few hours, is a mystery to the au­
thorities.

Wong Kee is a slim, emaciated look­
ing individual, who might easily slip 
through a knot-hqle in the fence, but 
as the walla of the jail have no knot­
holes the police are engaged in much 
guess work as to how he effected hie 
escape.

He was imprisoned on a charge of 
vagrancy and was awarded three 
months by Magistrate Jay Thursday 
morning. " He was taken back to the 
police station when sentence was pass­
ed on him and later in the day taken 
to the jail at Hillside avenue.

Thursday at the usual hour Wong 
Kee with the other prisoners were con­
fined to their cells and locked up in 
the usual fashion. When the cells 
were opened for the morning exercis­
ing of the prisoners this morning Wong 
Kee’s èell was empty.

That is all that is known. As to the 
time Wong Kee made his escape or 
how, the authorities are entirely in 
the dark. The question of outside as­
sistance is thought possible» fut by 
what means there is nothing to show. 
That a Chinese should be locked up at 
night and in the. morning be missing 
from his cell has throw* consterna­
tion among the officials.

He was brought up in court on the 
vagrancy charge Wednesday morning 
and occupied tfte dock in company 
with Stephen Georgen, the foreign 
priest charged with obtaining money 
by false pretences, and a sorrÿ look­
ing drunk. Part of the time in the 
dock he persisted in leaning his back 
against the priest and spread all over 
the dock rail when called upon to 
plead. He was remanded for enquiry 
Wednesday and sentenced Thursday 
and made his escape from Hillside ave­
nue within a few hours of his sentence 
being recorded. *

San Francisco, Cal., June 7.—Unable 
longer to withstand the longing for her 
far-away home, Luciana Buluji, a 
pretty 19-year-old Filipino nurse girl 
who came to this country three months 
ago in the employ of the family oi 
Lieut.

Despite her tearful en­
treaties, the order was passed that she 
be sent ashore.

According to the girl’s story she was 
employed as a nurse -by the O’Hern 
family, and brought to the United 
States on the understanding that she 
was to be furnished transportation to 
her home.

Beattie, Wash.,; June B.—Exceptionally 
extensive preparations have been made a* 
the- Alaaka-Tukon-Pacific exposition for 
the holding of public conventions, con­
certs, meetings, dinners and social func­
tions of all kinds. Twenty large affairs 
of this nature may be held at the same 
hour, and the various hails and places of 
outdoor meeting Vary in seating frota 300 
to 26,000 people.

The largest place of public gathering is 
represented by the stadium, and the two 
grand stands fading the track and ball 
fields offer seating accommodation for 
20,000. In addition to these seats, 36 boxes 
are placed at the sides and In each are 16 
chairs. At the right and left of the grand 
stands 6,700 others may be seated. Boxes 
are provided for the press, exposition offi­
cials and distinguished guests. In the 
stadium will be held all the athletic 
events, competitive drills by various or­
ganizations, military manoeuvres, games, 
sports and every event of athletic or out- 
of-door nature.

The natural amphitheatre has seats for 
10,000 spectators. It is fitted with a stage 
150x75 feet, and Will be Used by the Eis­
teddfod, Swedish Singing Society, 
wegian Singing Society, German Saenger- 
f<St and many gatherings of various 
sorts.

The play, “The Bridge of the Gods,” 
will be produced by the students of the 
Pacific University late in June, and will 
be reproduced several times during July, 
Special scenery will lje used, and the 
cast requires 149 players.

The auditorium has seats for 3,000, a,nd 
Is beautifully lighted and fitted through­
out. It Will be used for special state cere­
monies, national day services, symphony 
orchestra concerts, Schubert Club con­
certs and similar évente.

The Fine Arts hall has seating room 
for about 600, and will be used for con­
ventions and gatherings of a scientific 
nature.

The Washington Building has been Of­
fered the committee on ceremonies and 
special days, and will be used principally 
in the evening for balls, dinners, recep­
tion* And other events of Social import­
ance.

A grand stand with seats for 5,000 hag 
been erected on the shores of Lake

I do not know any trace where a 

young 'man could go with a more hope­
ful future than to come to Vancouver 
Island,” said Rev. Dr. Bürwàsh, chan­
cellor of Victoria University, Toronto, 
in the courte of a chat with a Time* 
representative yesterday.

Chancellor Burwash, accompanied by 
Mrs. Burwash, is spending the sumttir 
on the Pacific coast, He is an enthusi­
astic admirer of British Columbia and 
a believer in the future before It and 
the Yukon. His belief is so far shared 
by his four sons that ail are settled in 
the west, two in this province and two 
in the Yukon. After spending 
time in Vancouver thg chancellor and 
his wife will go north to spend some 
time with their sons ht Dawson. Dis­
cussing their stay here Dr- Burwash 
said:~

“We have been all over the city, 
about its environs, out to Goldstream 
and up the islands and are delighted 
with all we have seen. Victoria Is a 
city of garden*. A thing that «trikes 
one from the crowded cities of the east 
is the fact that the homes here are set 
In gardens, with lot* of très and flow­
ers about. The home architecture is 
different, too, from what one is accus­
tomed to. The wealth of foliage is sim­
ply magnificent and the flora is quite 
old-country with its broom, rhododen­
dron, primroses, bluebells, laurel, ivy, 
cypress and yew. The landscapes are 
thoroughly artistic.”

Of the business and Industrial possi­
bilities of Vancouver Island Dr. Bur­
wash was very optimistic. Said he:

“This city and island ha* everything 
to make It the forefront of the commer­
cial life of the Dominion. You have 
nearly half the world's population fac­
ing you across the Pacific for commer­
cial intercourse. You have unbounded 
resources in coal and iron and timber. 
You have all the best harbors on the 
Pacific with the single exception of 
Seattle. I do not suppose there is a 
finer harbor than Esquimau and the 
Royal Roads. VictdHa has an excel­
lent harbor; there are several on the 
West Coast and others on the east side. 
You have an unexcelled climate, and 
for the food of an Immense population 
you have not only the rich agricultur­
al lands of this province, but the vast 
prairies. Just at the present time, if 
you could have a firm like the Furness 
com pan/*transplant their shipbuilding, 
the trade of the whole Pacific ocean.”

INSPECTION PARADE
OF FIFTH REGIMENT Chancellor Burwash, speaking of the 

university plans of the province, said 
that as far as he had learned of them 
there was every likelihood of the early 
establishment in British Columbia of 
an institution for higher education, 
which would take a worthy place with 
its elder sisters. He applauded the de­
cision arrived at by the government, on 
the suggestion of Victoria, to leave the 
choice of a site to a commission of 
university heads. The institution 
should be placed, he said, where it 
would be best for the interests of the 
whole province, from every point of 
view, to have it. He instanced the 
ease of the university of which he is 
head, in illustration of the importance 
to such an institution of being proper­
ly located. When Victoria was beng 
established a strong argument was put 
up for Toronto, the capital of Upper 
Canada, as the place for i$, -Sqjt Ço- 
bourg was chosen. Half a century 
later It was found that old Elder Met­
calfe had been right after all, and a 
change was made. In the twenty years 
which have elapsed since then the 
number of students has grown from 125 
to 560, and the value of the college en­
dowments from $200,000 to $1,250,000, a 
marked contest to the record of fifty 
years in the little Northumberland 
county town.

“In your university the school et 
practical science, as they call it in To­
ronto, will be without doubt the main 
feature,” said Chancellor Burwash. “It 
will have to pay particular attention 
to the needs of the province in the mat­
ter of the mining industry and manu­
facturing. The country will more and 
more demand men who understand 
mining in all its branches, smelting, 
shipbuilding, 
bridge-building and all kinds of indus­
trial projects. Your university must 
make ample provision for the training 
of these men. At the same time, *f 
course, it must not neglect the aesthe­
tic side, and must not only have a 
strong arts faculty but educate the doc­
tors and lawyers and teachers of the 
future B. C, Affiliated with the univer­
sity will be theological colleges such as 
the one our own church has In New 
Westminster and the one the Presby­
terians have just established in Van­
couver.”

Louis and San Francisco railroad 
were met by a petition from the road, 
to the federal court, asking that the 
state be enjoined from cancellation 
proceedings. The injunction was is­
sued temporarily, and the state filed 
a demurrer.

Judge Cotterill’s ruling on the de­
murrer upheld the stand of the rail­
roads. It declared the injunction is­
sued still to be in force and stopped 
the action of the state in the charter 
cancellation case.

A telegram received by Joseph Tasse 
Thursday night from Montreal announced 
the death of Hon. Guillaume Alphonse 
Nantel, his brother-in-law, one jf 
Conservative old guard in Quebec, and a 
veteran newspaperman. Mr*, Nantel was 
ill for but a short time.

The late Mr. Nantel was born in St. 
Jerome, November 4th, 1852, studied law 
and began practice with J. A. Ouimet, 
afterwards minister of public works at 
Ottawa, and until recently a judge of the 
Quebec Court of Appeal. He entered pub­
lic life in 1882 as member of the House of 
Commons for Terrebonne, but resigned in 
order to provide a seat for J. A. Chap- 
leau, when the latter was called to tiie 
state portfolio by Sir John A. Macdonald. 
Immediately after he was elected to the 
Quebec legislature for the same seat, and 
re-elected by acclamation at several suc­
ceeding general elections. In December, 
1891, he entered the De Boucherville miifis- 
try as minister of public works, con­
tinued in the Taillon ministry, and be­
came minister of crown lands in the 
Flynn administration, resigning with the 
government in 1897 on their defeat at the 
polls.

Mr. Nantel’s connection with the press 
began on the staff of La Minerve, Mont­
real, following which he published Le 
Nord in St. Jerome for several years. F<3r 
five years, from 1887 on, he was editor-in- 
chief of La Presse, which is the most 
largely circulated of all Canadian papers. 
He purchased Le Monde in 1896, but it 
was discontinued after the party -was de­
feated in Quebec, and subsequently Mr. 
Nantel published a weekly known as Le 
Monde Canadien, 
owner of La Presse, continued as editor 
when it was purchased by Arthur Dause- 
reau, and negotiated its sale to Hon. T. 
Berthiaume, the present proprietor. Mr. 
Nantel was deeply interested in matters 
of agriculture and colonization.

ItThe officers of the Fifth Regiment do 
not take kindly to the suggestion that has 
been ifcade that it would be better to alter 
the corps to one of infantry instead of 
garrison artillery. The views of Col. Hall 
and the senior officers seems to be about 
as follows:

The question of the character of a 
corps is usually determined with some 
regard to the locality and its most suit­
able place in a general scheme of defence, 
and not with regard to the special taste 
of a few individuals. It happens that the 
primary requirements of this locality are 
artillery, if possible more than we have 
now, such infantry as might be required 
for outpost duty being supplied from the 
Mainland.

There are, no doubt, some who would 
prefer the comparatively simple and more 
spectacular study of infantry drill, skir­
mishing, etc., to the heavier though fas­
cinating study of heavy guns, ranging, 
shell composition and explosives, but “the 
proof of a pudding is in the eating,” and 
as a matter of fact since the regiment 
has had guns mounted in the drill hall on 
which to learn the preliminary work re­
cruiting has increased considerably, and 
all ranks are up to within fifteen of full 
strength, or more than they have ever 
been before.

As to the question of making the an­
nual training continuous instead of mere­
ly in the evenings, few officers will dis­
agree with the principle, but there is the 
question of the employers of labor. The 
matter is in their tyands, and the corps 
cannot afford to have men lose their jobs 
through carrying out their militia train­
ing.

OFFICERS OF VADSO
SThe finding of the bicycle on which 

young Albert T. Briggs was riding 
when he met his death on Thursday 
afternoon appears to afford an ex­
planation of how the accident hap­
pened.

About quarter to nine on Saturday 
Phineas Manson, ■ who was dragging 
for the machine, pulled it up from a 
spot immediately in line with the spot 
where the body was found. The pedal 
on the right side was missing, the 
bell was broken, the front wheel was 
turned completely round and the fork 
was dinted in at the top sufficiently to 
jam the wheel fast. The machine 
was taken to the police station and 
will be shown to the jury.

The Beaver lies beside the wharf 
and there Is a space of six feet 
tween the edge of the wharf and the 
tail of the tug at the point where 
Briggs went in. On the rail are two 
marks, two feet eight apart, made by 
some sharp metal edge apparently.

It Is practically certain from the 
state of the wheel and the marks on 
the rail that Briggs lost control of the 
wheel, perhaps by some accident to 
the pedal, was unable to turn the cor­
ner sharply enough, and the wheel 
struck the scantling of wood which 
runs along the edge of the wharf. 
Rider and wheel would go over side­
ways, striking the rail, Briggs being 
stunned by the blow.

Had the wheel struck straight on 
or had the tug been closer In the 
rider would have pitched on to the 
deck, which was covered with coils of 
rope.

Washington, D. C.. June 4. — The 
charge that Germany, through corre­
spondence with the state department, 
made efforts to Influence the present 
tariff legislation, was productive of- a 
lively tilt in the senate yesterday be­
tween Senators Aldrich and Stone.

Robbers Believed to Have Started Fire 
in Washington Town.
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Spokane, Wash., June 7.—To start a 
disastrous fire among frame buildings 
in Pasco, and during the confusion 
hold up and rob the early morning ris­
ers, was apparently the plan of fire­
bugs who kindled a flame at the rear 
of the Little Gem restaurant, on Ta­
coma avenue, on Saturday, the Are 
spreading rapidly until an entire block 
of structures was razed, the total loss 
being estimated at $30,000.

Three hold-ups were perpetrate 1 
during the excitement, the robber in 
one case being a woman. Jumping 
from the restaurant, unoccupied for 
two weeks, where it originated, the fire 
destroyed a saloon, two barber shops, 
two clothing stores, cigar store, 
taurant, rooming house and grocery.
