'BELGRADBD, June 12.—The assass-
inatlon of King Alexander and Queen
Draga, the latter's two brothers, the
Servian premfer, minister of war and
former minister of war, perpetrated in
the dark hours of yesterday morning
by ‘a band of officers, and the procia-
mation by the army of Prince Peter
K , the p to the
throne, as king of Servia, has appar-
ently, it may be said now that thirty-
six hours have passed, been accepted
by the capital and the Servian peo-
ple without a murmur. The meeting
of the Skuptschina on Monday next is
now looked forward to confirm the pro-
clamation as king of Prince Karageore-
vitch and to regulate the new situa-
tion.

The only new element in the situa-
tion 18 a feeling among the intelligent
classes in favor of the abolition of a
Bervian monarchy altogether and the
creation of a republic, and this senti-
ment is shared by at least one mem-
ber of the provisional government. Dif-
ferences of opinion on this point deve-
Jloped today at a meeting of the cabl-
net, when the foreign minister, Lju-
bonir Kallevics, expressed his leanings
in favor of the establishment of a re-
publican form of government. The ma~
jority of the miniaters, however, de-
clared themselves in favor of a new
king in Prince Peter Karageorgevitch.
They strengthened their declaration by
the strong argument that it was cer-
tain that Austria and Russia would not
countenance the creation of a republio.
This is the view generally shared by
politicians.

STORMLESS TRANSATLANTIC
ROUTES.

S
(New York Herald, 12th.)

Now that the great currents ot the
North Atlantle are slowly swinging
morthward and the belts of trade and
anti-trade winds are migrating in the
same direction, Atlantio gales suspend
their operations. According to
Pilot Chart for June, issued by the
hydrographic office, summer conditions
are well established, and along the
transatlantio routes fair, dry weather
prevails, “with light winds and smooth
sea.” A8 the official data show, June
is usually marked on this ocean by
fewer disturbances than any other
month in the year.

Happlly the security of navigation
under these tranquil atmospheric con-
ditions is not likely to be impaired by
any obstruction of the transatlantio
routes hy icebergs or fleld lce. The oc-
curence of fogs in June is ordinarily
frequent and widespread, especially on
and near the tall of the Newfoundland
banks and southeast of Nantucket,

The revolutionarfes then entered the
front garden without hindrance and
reached the courtyard of the old Kon-
ak, where Lieut. Naumovics was await-
ing. He opened the lock ot the iron
door leading to the front room on the
first floor. Hurrying up stairs to the
first floor the revolting officers encoun-
tered Lieut. Lavar Petrovitch, a drawn
revolver in one hand.

“What do you want?" he cried.

“Show us where the King and Queen
are,” came the reply,

“Back,” cried Petrovitch, and at the
same moment a ball stretched him on
the ground.

The revolutionaries pressed forward,
when suddenly the electric light gave
out. All stood in darkness. In the
greatest excitement and feeling their
way, the revolutionaries climber the
stairs and got into the dark ante room
to the King's apartments. Here they
found candles and lit them, and com-
menced to search for the royal couple,
The conspirators ran through the
rooms, opened wardrobes and looked
behind curtains, but in vain.

At last Queen Draga's servant was
found. He wounded Captain Dimitre-
vio severely, but was spared because
he showed the officers where King Alex-
ander and Queen Draga had gone to
secrete themselves, When he had told
this he was shot. Col. Maschin now
jolned the revolutiontbts and led them
back to the sleeping apartment where
the king’'s adjutant tried to hinder the
search., He shot Lieut. Naumovics,
who fell dead. The others killed the
adjutant, After a long search a small
door leading into an alcove was dis-
covered, but was found locked. It was
broken in with an axe and here the
royal couple were found in undress,
The older officers first intended forcing
the king to abdlcate, but the young
officers were in no mood to be held
back and shot at the royal couple. No-
body knows In the excitement who shot
first, but it 1s generally sald it was
Lteut, Kistics,

At twelve minutes past two all was
over. Col. Mashin issued from the gate
of the Konak, around which great
crowds had collected and made a
speech, saying: “We have now de-
stroyed the dynasty of the Obrenovics
and have got rid of the dishonorable
woman who wase the king’s avil spirit.
Long Mve Bervia.”

The people responded, “Long live the

army.”

In the application of electricity to
everyday work, Germany has, perhaps,
gone further than any other nation.
Electrically heated and operated cook-
ing and laundry apparatus 18 in com-
mon use there, but the most striking
single development is the electrical
farm. Take, for example, Professor
Backhaus’' estate near Quednau, in
Eastern Prussia, which is only one of
& large number of German estates run
by electricity, says World's Work. The
Quednau farm covers 450 acres and its
dairy handles 1,000 gallons of milk
daily. Every part of the farm is light-
ed by electricity and s in telephone
communication with every other part.
The dairy has an electrical churn, the
barn contains electrically operated feed
and carrot-cutting machines, and even
the grindstone is turned by a small
belt from the shaft connected with the
barn motor. The water pumping ap-
paratus is run by electricity; all the
buildings are lighted by incandescent
lamps and there is an electrical pipe
lighter at the doors of all the houses.
This farm has, also, its own threshing
and' grist mfll, the machinery of which
is turned by & current from the minia-
ture central station, and finally there is
a small sawmill, which gets its power
from the same station. On the farm
are all kinds of electrical agricultural
machines, including an automobile
plow, all run by batteries charged from
substations in the fields. The power
for all these various operations—light-
ing, heating, telephones, churning, cut-
ting, grinding, pumping, threshing and
sawing, comes from a fifty horse-power
stationary engine moving two dynamos.
From this station the power is dis-
tributed to the parts of the farm, and
the switch-board is so plainly marked
that the commonest farm hand can
regulate the supply to fit the need. At
Crottorf a number of small farms have
grouped to support one station and
have their work done by it. Such

This is the information that was vouch-
safed to Peter and Cornellus Jansen,
who went up to the village of Trepen-
nle with the intention eof letting con-
tracts for a thoroughly modern and
ddeal building intended for mental edu-
catlion and manual tralning, so far as
household duties are concerned.

Just about a year ago Peter Jansen
and Joseph Elkinton made an exhaus-
tive tour of the Doukhobor settlements
and suggested to some of the leading
citizens of the various settlements the
advisabllity of establishing schoels
where the foreign children could have
all the advantages of an English edu-
cation. The idea was popular. All
with single voice not only expressed
their willingness to accept the schools,
but also expressed their gratitude for
the generosity of the friends in the
United States who previously had given
valuable assistance to them,

With this assurance Mr. Elkinton
and Mr. Jansen returned to their
homes, the former to Philadelphia and
the latter to the town in Nebraska
bearing his own name. They appealed
to the Quakers in these parts of the
republic and funds were quickly sub-
scribed sufficient to bulld one school.
This was all that was asked for, for it
was in the nature of an experiment,

With these funds and with plans
carefully prepared of a model school,
Peter and Cornelius Jansen about a
week ago, went up to Trepennie for
the purpose, as already stated, of let-
ting contracts for the school.

The plans and specifications called
for a two-story bullding, containing
three class rooms, two dormitories and
a kitchen,

‘When they arrived at the village in
question they found the population di-
vided into three classes—those who
favored education, those who were
violently opposed to it, and those who
were indifferent. The first class was
comparatively few in numbers and the
emissaries decided that it would be in-
advisable to establish the school un-
til the sentiments of the people
changed.

They decided, however, on another
course, which, it is hoped will accom-
plish the object of Anglicising the
Doukhobors, although the process may
be slower. They got the consent of |
parents who favored education to take
their children into villages where there
are English schools. In these they
found desirable boarding houses where
the children were placed on the under-
standing that the girls should be taught
house-work, in addition to what they
may learn in school,

Un-
der the conditions of the Palma match
each team shall consist of eight men,
who must be citizéns and resldents of
the country they represent. The na-
tional military arm of the country the
team represents must bs used. There
18 no restriction regarding ammunition.
The distances are 800, 90 and 1,000
yards, fifteen shots at each range by
each competitor,

It 1s ten or a dozen years since an
American team has gone abroad to
shoot. In 1901 the Canadians lifted the
trophy, the contest being held at Sca
Girt, N. J. Last year the competition
was held at Ottawa, and the British
team won in a score of 1,469 out of a
possible 1,800. While it is all very well
to put forth every effort to recapture
it, it was Canada that won it from
Uncle Sam and she won it on an Am-
erican range, and it may be interesting
to find out how Canada trains her
marksmen so that they can best the
Amerjcans on their own ground.

Bhe does it by an education in marks-
manship that begins almost in  the
cradle. The Canadian child drops his
rattle and seizes his rifle, not at first
a rifie of steel with trigger, hammer
and sight, and with the ping of ball to
target, merely a little wooden affair,
but the same in form as the one his
brother handles, and it makes the
youngster happy.

The most successful policy which can 'f
be adopted in writing any advertise-s;
ment s to so word it as to win the
confidence and respedt of the reader.:
If you can make such an impressisomw:
on the reader's mind that she will be=
lieve you are sincere in what you say :
~—that you really believe it yourself—;
that you are laying the case before heg ;
in a plain, business-like manner, withe
out any exaggerations or attempts tao
mislead, you are pretty sure to ge#
that person’s trade, 3

If you belleve what you are saying,
you are more apt to express yourself *
in a convincing manner than if you are I
simply trying to praise up some value
that does not exist. There is only ong
sure way in which you cam gain thd
confidence of the public, and that is
invariably stick to the truth., Adver<
tising that flatters your goods is mos
undesirable advertising,

It is best to use a few plain simpld
words, easily understood, than to revel
in many high-sounding adjeoctive
which In themselves would imply tha
you are trying to exaggerate. De
modest and gentle In your expresris
Don’t try to claim the earth, either §
yourself or for your goods.

Never make a promise that you van-
not fulfil. Always fulfll every promise
you make. You may for a moment ate
tract attention by a particular adver-
tisement, but if the promises you maka
are not carried out if you misrepresent
any part of your business—it is sure
to react in the future, and the loss in
the long run will be much greater than
the temporary gain which you may
make.

When a retaller's announcement is
read, it is perhaps for the moment bes
lieved by the reader, but if she after-
wards comes to the store and finds
that what you have saild is not true;
she: will not’ only believe you have tol®
a falsehood in this case, but will most
likely be suspicious of the truth of
futire statementa. If, however, she
f the full tgith has been told, she
nof only has faith in that one particu-
la¥ statement, but you have clinche®
veur argument and won a customer fon
many days to come.

It Is a good idea to be conservative
in your published announcement of a
sale, bargain, or special offer of any
kind; leaving something of the true
value to be discovered on a visit to the
store. Tell a part of the “good pews'
—sufficlent to gain interest—and it wilf
prove doubly Interesting to the would-
be customer should she come to the
store and find you had underestimated
the true value of the offer you make.

Be particular that you emphasize the
proper thing. There are some goods in
whieh the price is the proper thing to-
make prominent; everything else is of
minor importance. Other goods therq,
are In which price does not cut much
of a figure; the quality should be em=
phasized. Cheap goods sold at a pop«
ular price should have that mnries
brought into particular promin for
it is usually the case that only vary
low price will interest people in a low
grade of goods. Finer goods—goods of
durabllity—goods which are sold more
particularly for their known excellence
than for anything else—should be push-
ed on the quality argument. It is bet-
ter to dwell upon the desirability of the
article than upon the price, for on
really standard1 and first-quality goods
the price is pretty generally the same
everywhere.—Hardware and Metal

It is, of course, easy to say that
young Smith's wonderful catch was
only a fluke. Perhaps it was. Admit-
ting that and admjtting further that his
coming down squargly on second base
with both feet was a piece of good luck,
it must still be admitted that it took
quick and cool thinking to lead him,
the minute he struck the ground, to
start after the runner from first, in-
stead of throwing the ball to home,
which nine out of ten players would
have been certain to do.

Here s the story of a bit of quick
baseball thinking, which resulted in
turning Jack Doyle, of the old New
York team, against his best friend, Tom
MoCarthy, perhaps the surest thrower
and one of the quickest flelders who
ever played in the National league.

New York had a man
on first and second. Tom Brown was
the baserunner on second and he was
famous as one of the fastest and most
daring runners in the game. Tom Mec-
Carthy was out in the left garden for
Boston.

hire family of old lineage, and have

Iways been noted for valor and in-

egrity.

Sir Willlam Cochrane was elevated to
the peerage as Baron Cochrane in 1647,
end further promoted to the rank of
Earl of Dundonald in 1669, which sig-
nifies his loyal association with the
Charleses in troublous times, though
his immediate descendants evidently
did not share his political opinions. The
Farl's grandson, Sir John Cochrane of
“Ochiltree, Sir Patrick Hume, after-
wards Lord Polwarth, Baillie of Jervis-
wood, and many others were concerned
fn the rising under Argyll, brought
about by the accurhulated tyrannies of
the Stuarts, and this Insurrection for a
time met with great adversity, though
it ultimately helped to cause the down-
gall of James II. and the whole dynasty.
Most of the instigators at one time
escaped to the continent, but Cochrane
was not so fortunate, for he was taken

risoner in 1685, lodged in Edinburgh

'olbooth, tried and condemned to death
as a traitor. There he awaited his
foom with calmness, though every ef-
fort was put forth by his grandfather
and others to save his life, though as
the sequel shows it was not to the
powerful allies of his house that he
pwed his subsequent escape. Sir John

FUNERAL URNS
SHE S
And Cave Houses In England—Only
400 Years Ago Nottingham Folks
Lived in Caverns.
S
(London Sphere.)

In the process of effecting city im-
provements at Nottingham, Eng., some
curious caverns hewn out of the solid
rock have been laid bare. Long be-
fore the erection of any house in the
neighborhood these caves were used as
dwelling places, and it is reported that
as late as the 16th century “‘a great
many of the inhabitants, especlally of
the poorer sort, dwelled in caverns
holes or caves digged out of the solid
rock.”

The exact purpose for Which this
cavern was hewn out is uncertain, but
a well known local authority supposes
that it w as the place of worship of
the community of troglodytes inhabit-
ing the Hermitage ridge.

Entrance is from the face of the
cliff, 10 rock-cut steps lead Into the
central chamber, which is about 20
feet high, the roof being supported by
six pillars quite 14 feet in circumfer-
ence.

The second discovery :concerns some
clnerary urns unearthed at Kettering
from a burial ground of the Anglo-
Saxon pagan period. The burials ap-
pear to have taken place between the
landing of the Saxons in 460 A. D, and
the introduction of Christianity ipte
Mercia (850 A. D).

Nearly all the urms contalned re-
mains of burnt human bones, the re-
mains of cremations. From the shapes
of the urns, their make, and orna-
mentation, they are supposed to be
those of Anglo-Saxons—Angles rather
thon Saxons—and buried during a time
when paganism was prevalent.

At a first digging some 38 urns were
discovered, and at.a more recent one
made at practically the same depth—
between 2 feet and 3 feet—16 more
urns were found, Ten of these were
in a more or less perfect condition,
five or six were very good indeed, but
the rest were in fragments,

The largest was 10 inches high and
11 inches in dfameter, while the small-
est ‘was. 4 inches high and 4 1-2 inches
in diameter, a feature of this urn be-
ing that it had a rim on the
